PENTAN[SM AT HOME AND ABROAD.

It appears now that the Englsh ladies who
were ordered to leave Rome some ten days ago,
found even less favor with the police authortlies
of *he Kingdom of ltaly thao they did with those
of Rome. It was,in fact, the ltalian police of
Piacenza and Pavia (as our Romar correspond-
ent 1n lits letter, which we publish lo-day, informs
us), who seat a friendly warniog to the pohice of
Rome, that a correspondence With the Mazzi
oian party was being carried oo through the
means of these Enghsh ladies, for the purpose of
rasing an insurrection in Rome. Oa the receipt
of this warning the autborities at Rome caused
an ioquiry to be made at the post~office, where 1t
was discovered that a large packet arvived two
or three times a week to the address of these
strangers. The pext packet tbat came to baod
was opeped, and found to contain a number of
letters addressed to the differeat Mazzinian
leaders in Rome. This was reported to the
Min'ster of Police, who very properly crdered
the ladies to leave Rome, O! course, the Eng
lisb pagers have made a great outery about the
aflair, bat we imagine that if French, or other
foreigners 10 England, were found to be the re.

A very quaint illustration of the dificalty
anpesrs in & document lately quoted by the I"a(l
Malt Gueette Somebody, it seems, had sdvertiged
for & get of unobjectionable Sunday toye for a child
of fontteen months old At tbat early age tbe yoara
of that precocions infant to ‘bear their destined
freight!! A reply is m+de by s judicions writer
setting forth a perfectly satisfactory mode of provid
ing amusement, Tuose recipe for svoidingain withont
losa of plensare Is simple. The paruot sbould buy a
couple of handred wooden bricks ecd & Noab's ark,
and with that simple machirery ke may set the
wiles of the tempter st defiance. The bricks are to
be used after the famillar childish fashion, butin
illustration of Soripture narratives. The table-cloth
will do for the Lake of Galilre or for the whole of
Judms, acenrding to circumatsncea; the various in
habitants of the ark will enliven the scese by their
presence  Slight anachrocisms will of course be
overlocked. Thus, for example, the conversion of
8. Pan! was graphically represented by beapiog s
pile of bricks for Damsscus, stretchiog Paul (whosge
part, we presume on this eccasion only, wag taken
by Noab) on the ground by the side of a horse from
the ark, and potting Shem, Ham, and Japbet to con-
tewplate him in their babitaal attitudes. A little io-
gepuity would doubtless be sufficient to introduee
the whole strength of the compspy and to find
appropriate places for all the ¢lean and uocleao
animsla,

Tbis jsa very pretty amusement, and plenty rf
chiidren would be quite capsable of epjoring it. Io-
deed it might perbaps be recommeaded to Mr.
Dixon’a notice as mesting in some degree the demand
for a barmless and universal oystem of religious in
stroction By changieg the names of the animale
the game might be arranged 8¢ a8 to meet the viewa
of eeveral different sects at once.

Upon serrch being mada
the fucy was discavered that a bottle coataining gno-
powder, lighted by means of 8 fuse, had been dnshed
ag:irst the drawing-room window, but thbat, owling
to ita having atruck a part of tka wooden {rame, it
hed rzbounded and exploded without doing any mia-
chief The bottle had been encssed in half hurnt
clay. Foriher gearch led to the diecovery, wlthin
a fow yarda of the window, of two other botiles filled
with gunpowder, the f1ses attached to which bad
burat out, probably owing to their baviog been ex-
posed to the rain. No fewer tban pixty apent mat
ches were picked up slong with the bottles The
same night, and within half an bour of the ubove oc
curreuce, & timber-shed belonging to Mr. Johoson,
situated in Chapel-etreet, Ancoats, was diacovered
to be on fire, and mlthough Mr. Tozer with his fire
brigade was promptly on the spot, damage to the
extent of 8004, (portiy covered by insurance) was
doue befora the Sames wers snbdued. Nooe of Mr.
Jobrson's workmen were upen the premises after 4
o’clock in the sfternoon. Everything tends to show
that the firo was the work of an 1nceadiary, probably
actingin concert with the miscreants who committed
the outrage at Mr. Johnaon's housa, The police have
the desoription of the men supposed to bave been
engaged in thig onirags, and there is reason to hope
they may be brought to punishmeat.

"He failed to do so, and
on Wednesday Mr, Buxton requested bim to meet him
yeaterday motaing at 9.30 ap usual, Mr, Buoxton re-
proved him slightly for not waiting hie retora on
Tuesday, and said that at any rate he might have
sent him the papera by post, and to this White made
to reply. Mr Buxton then requested him to pra.
cure the ¢ Army List' from another apartment. ‘The
wan for some time was a8 eullen as before but ulti
mately he made an impertinent observation, and in
convequence was tald to leave the house, He then
said, * Yon want the ‘Army List do youn' Aad
Mr. Buxton replied, ‘Yes, goand gat it.”

3. 1 nny one shall say that the substance or
gsenco of God, and of all things, 15 one and the
‘same ; let him be avathema.

4, if any one shall say tbat finite thingy, both
_corpereal and spiritual, or at least sprritual things,
are emanations of the divioe substapce ;

Or that the divine essence by manifestation or
developuieat of itselt becomes all things;

O: fioally, that God 1s universal or mdefimite
Being, which, iv determining itself, constitutes
all things, divided into gecera, species, and wndivi-
duals; let bim be anarbema.

5. If any one do not . acknowledge that the

world, and all- things wiich it contains, both
»spiriteal and material, were produced, in all their
-substance, by Grod, out of nothing ;

a necessity such as that whereby be loves  him-
self § .

Or shali deny that the world was created for
the glory of God ; let bim be apatbema.

OF REVELATIOR.

1. If any ope shall say that certain knowledge
of the ope true God, our Creator and Lord,_cau
nat be sttaioed by the natural light of buman
reason through tbe things that are made ; let
him be apatbema,

2, If any one shall say that it 1s mpossible,
or expedient, for man to be 1nstructed by
means of divine revelation m those things that
concern God, and the worship to be rendered to
bim ; let him be anathema.

8. If any oue shall say that man cannot, by
the power of God, be raised fo a knowledge
and perfection which is shove that of nature ; but
that he can and ought of biz own efforts, by
means of coostant progress, to arrive at last to
the possession of all truth and goodness ; let o
be anathema.

4, If any one shall refuse to receive for sacred
and canooical the the books of hely Scrioture b
their iotegrity, with all their parts, sccording
as they were enumerated by tbe holy Council of
Trent 5

Or sball deny that they are mepired by God ;
let him be anathema.

III.
OF FAITH.

1. Ifany ooe shall say that buman reason is
in such wise independent, that faith caonot be
demanded of it by God ; let bin be avathema.

2, If any one sball say that divice faith does
pot differ from a natural koowledge of (God, and
of moral truths; and therefore that for divioe
faith, it is not necessary to believe revealed truth
on the authority of God who reveals it ; let him
be anathema.

3. If aoy one shull say that divice revelatioo
cancot be reodered credible by external evi-
deaces ; and therefore that men should be moved
to faith only by each one’s interior experience or
private inspiration ; fet bim be apathema.

4. If any one shall say that no miracles can
be wrought ; and therefore that all accounts of
such, even those cootained in the sacred Scrip-
tare, are to be set anide as fables or myths ; or
that miracles can pever be known with certainty,
and that the diviae origw of Christizmty caonot
be truly proved by them; let bim be aca-
thema.

6. 17 any one shall say that tbe condition of
the faitbfal, and of those who have not yet come
to the only true faith, is equal, in such wise that
Catholics can bave just reason for withbolding
their a-sent, and calling into doubt the faub
which they bave recerved from the teaching of
the church, until they sball have completed a
scientific demonstration of the credibility and
truth of their faith ; let hm be anathema.

OF FAITH AND REASON.

1, If any one shalt say that disine revelation
includes no mysteries, truly and properly so ealled ;
bat that all the dogmas of faith may, with the aid
of natural principles, be vaderstood and demon-
strated by reascn duly culnv.alud; let bim be
apathema.

2. If any one shali say that human sciences
ought to be pursued 10 such a spirit of freedom
that one may be allowed to hold, as true their
assertions, even when opposed to revealed doc-
trine ; and that such assertions may not be coa-
demned by the church let him be anathema.

3. Ifany ome shall say that it may atany
fime come to pass, in the progress of science,
that the doctrines set forth by the church must
be taken 1o another sense than that 1o which the
church has ever received and yet receives them ;
let bim be anathema.

Wherefore, fulfilling our svpreme pastoral
duty, we beseech, through the bowels of mercy
of Jesus Christ, all the Christian fanthlul, and
those especially who are set over others, or have
the office of teachers, and furthermore we com.
mand them, by authorty of the same our God
and Saviour, to use all zeal and dustry to drive
out and keep away from boly cburch those errors
and to spread abroad the pure light of faith,

And whereas i1t is not encugh to avoid beretical
pravity, unless at the same time we carefully shun
those errors which m~re or less approach to1t ;
we admonish all, that it 15 their duty to observe
likewise the constitutions and decrees of this Holy
See, 8y which wropg opinions of the same
kiwd, not expressly berein mentioned, are con~
demued and forbidden. .

Funding ourseli once more in your midst,
Dearly Beloved Bretbren, the sentiment which
predomnates in our beart, and which we also
desire to express, before all things, is that of a
hv.ly and tender gratitude towards the Divine
Gooduess for all the hlessiogs vouchsafed to us,
duriog the long pilgrimage we have just accom-
plished.

1t bas beea given ta us, in _effect, to assist at
the Great (B-umenica! Council of the Vaticen:
at that solemn assemblage of all the Chief Pas
tors of the Church, uoder the eye and the au
gust premdency of the Pastor of pastors, the
successor of Peter, the Vic r of Jesus Christ !,

What an assembir, D arlz Beloved Brethren,
1 that of the eight bundred Bishops, brought to
gether, at the call of their Chief, from the North,
from the South, from the East, from the West
aod from all parts of the earth, to the Centre of
Catholicity, the Erernal Ciry !

How truly worthy of the admiration of angels
and of men 19 the spectacle of these Princes of
the Church, adorned with their sacred vestmenta
placed in admirable order, according to the.de-
grees of the holy bierarchy, 1n the immense and
resplendent chapel of the right arm of the incom-
parable basilic of Sant Pe'er,—baving at ther
head, in all 1be majesty ot his sublime dignity and
of bis supreme au'bority, the Pontiffi Xiog, the
great and glorious Pius IX., whom they surround
with tbeir love and their most profound venera
tion —bripging and presenting to Elim the tn
hute of respect, of submission and of flial prety
of the iwo bundred and fifty milhions of Chris-
hane of the whole werld, who ackoowledge Him
for their common Father, and of whom they are
the pastors and the faitbful interpreters ;—haviog

What bonor then for us, and what bappiness
to bave been called not only to contemplate this
great spactacle, but moreover to take part in this
sugust assembly ; to become part tbereof and to
labor, according to' our strength, in concert with
our brethren of the Emscopacy, at the eminent
and truly divioe work which it proposes to ace
complish for the greatest glory of God, and for
the salvation of bis people oo And this favors
could we, without ingratitude, overlook to-day,
and dimpente with ipviting you to Jown vs, that we
may together return humble thanks to the Lord?

For it is as your Archbishop that we were
celled-to tbis Council ; 1t 18 on your account that
God bas granted us the grace to attend 1t ; it is
w oar quality of chief pastor of ‘your souls that

we bave taken part thereic ; and 1t iy alao'in the |

‘tterest of the salvation of your souls that we
bave there Iabored. .... A part of our Lappiness
redonads therefore to yourselves, and, for this
reanon, is it not just that you share our gratitude,
and that you belp us to perform this duty, as it
is becoming, and as we beseech you. :

To this first grace, which we bhave in common
with all the Fathera of the Council, the-Lord‘, in
His infinite goodness, has been ' pleased” to add
another,most particular to us : despite the fatigues
of a loog jouraey, despite the extreme weakoess
of our constitution and of the exhausted state of
our feeble temperament, despite the iosalubrity,
for.us, of the Romoan climate,he has not permitted
us to succumb: he has sustamed ua; he bas
preserved us, and brought us back to our dear
country, with the cherished hope of being enabled
to do something for nd service aad for yours.. . ..
Ob! that we are grateful to Hun for this last
favor, and that we feel constrained to thank
Him!.... But we have the intimate conviction
that it is thraugh yomr fervent prayers, thatit
has been grasted to us, and that it 1s to you,
after God, that we are indebted for it. You
therefore have a claim on our most smcere
gratitude, you also, Dearly Beloved Brethren,
snd we feel troly happy to be able to offer you
bere the liveliest expression thereof.

The state of our health, it is true, has not
permitted us to remain unto the end of the
Council, as we would very much bave wished,
and it has cauged us great pain to be forced thus
to come away from 1t before the time. But we
have needs been consoled by the cousideration
that such was the boly will of God, who did rot-
deem us worthy to share longer the apostolic
labors of that venerable assembly, and to witness
the glorieus crownsng thereof ; and, let us say 1t
m all simplicity, our sorrow bes been greatly
alleviated by tbe bope to see at last the end of
our long sufferings ; by the thougbc also of the
joy we would feel to see you once more; znd
fivally by the desire to bring you sooner the Holy
Father’s Benediction.

This august benediction, which vou, as well as
we, value 80 much,—on tha Sunday which pre-
ceded our departure from Rome, we knelt at the
feet of His [Holiness to request of bim. The
Holy Fatber loves with all particular love bis
children of Canada. He konows their spirit of
faith and of piety, their love for the Holy Chureh
and for his sacred person. You have again guite
recently given bim a shining proof of those pious
and ooble sentiments, by seadiog to bim, as you
bave done, your belaved sons, those courageous
children, wio flew to s assistance with so much
Joy; who have left every where on their passage
so beautiful a souvenir of their good conduct;
who form to day ia his little army the corps so

distinguished and so brave of the Capadian
Zovaves: geoerous and beroical young men,

who, one and all. burn. with the desire to shed
their blood in defence of the holy cause. This
desire of their beart, worthy of their faith and of
their valosr, we may well proclaim, and
we are happy to proclam, it here, since
we bave beard them ourself express it
more than once. ‘There soldiers wmthont
reproach, who, by their perfect discipline and by
1be example of therr piety, bring so much honor
as well on their religion as on their country and
their tamilies, and who, by all those noble qualt
ties, bave conquered the high esteem of their
