Loypox, May 11.—Tbe Dublin Gazette de-
clares tbat Dublin Metropolitan police dis-
trict, including Kingstown, is under the
peace Preservation Act.

There are rumors that the Fenians are now
plotting a blow up by dynamite concealed
among coal! in several English {ronclads.
The Government are taking extraordinary
precautions against these plots. The Ad-
miralty Board is having a special sitting to-
day to consider what precautions will best
prevent threstened calamities. It has been
reported that dyramite bombs coated on the
outside to resemble lumps of coal have been
found in the buokers of more than one iron-
clad, and that others have been discovered
mixed among coal heaps in dock-yards.

The cancelling of the warrant for the ap-
prebension of Brennan, Secretary of the Land
Lieague, is thought toindicate that the organi-
zation is not to be interfered with tor the pre-
sent., Sexton’s appointment to succeed Dillon
is regarded with satisfaction.

PBatrick Doran, Patrick Meeban and John
Reddington have been arrested at Mary-
borough, Queen's County, Ireland, under the
Coercion Act.

The landlords, aided by the Property De-
fence Association and the Orange Emergency
Committee, are making almost superhuman
efforts to recover rents, Sheriffs’ sales and
evictiona are of daily occurrence, and each is
attended by a demonstration containing all
the element of future encounters between the
people and the n.ilitary, The feeling ol ex~
asperation against the constabulary is becom-
ing more bitter. Even large bodies are at-
tacked and stoned in a determined mavuner,
Complaints from officers and men are loud
and frequent. There is a growing opinion
that the people are determined to make the
work too hot for the force. The feeling
among the detachments in the country dis-
wricts is one which bodes no good for the
paopleif an outbrenk occurs. Even in Dub-
tin soldiers are continually attacked in the
streets at night by roughs. The military
authorities are making every effort to main-
tain the force in Ireland at its full strength.
The troops concentrated in the large towns
are being distributed among the small towns.

It is probable that the Government will

next week propose morning sitlings on
Tuesdays and Fridays for the purposs of ex-
pediting the land measure, It is said the
Mlinlstry will reject the amendment proposed
by the Conaervatives for compulsory pur-
chase by the Land Comumission of any estate
of a Jandlord requiring it ; also for compen.-
sation to landlords, though it is likely the
House of Lords will insert them. Regarding
compengation for disturbance, it I8 believed
there will be a compromise.
Dopriy, May 15.—The Laund Bill is now
abandoned to the members at Weatminster,
all criticism of it on this side having ceased.
A good hunt ufter & process-server or an attack
on police barrack has mare attraction for the
farmeys just now than the abstract discussions
on questions of fuir rent and free sale. The
Irish tenant, notwithstanding all his hard-
shipe, is passionately fond of a good shindy,
and an eviction or a Sheriif’s sale bas much
more excitement about it, with its bands,
banners and processions, than a Land meet-
ing of the unions, .

An incident occurred in illustration of this
fact. At a recent Coroner's investigation inte
the cause of the death of Constable Arm-
strong, who was killed in a fatal affray near
Ballaghadareen, the people gathered in large
orowds, and, as they all could not get into
Court, they took possession of an adjacent
outhouse, and, having secured the services of
a fiddler, they indulged in dancing to their
hearts’ content. Occasionally, some one or
other of the dancers were called away to give
evidence on the inquiry Into one of the most
horrible tragedies that was ever enacted in
Ireland, and in which the people suffered more
severely than the police.

Speaking of the Land Bjll Mr. Gladstone
said the Opposition were playing with edge-
tools in making Ireland a battle-gronnd of
party. It the Bill was defeated a Conserva-
tive Government would have to pass a Jarger
Bill.

LAVAL UNIVERSITY.
To the Editor of THE PosT and True WiTNEES,

There is o permanent and standing scandal
which is very offensive to the ears of good
Catholics of all nationalities, and which
should bo abated as soon as possible I rofer
to the continual bickering agalnst Laval
University by a certain portion of the Lower
Canndian people ond press, I can testify
that for over twenty years this dishonorable
and unworthy course has been persistently,
and even spitefully, followed by men who
should know better. Twenty years ago
Laval was obliged fo go to vast exponse to
defend her rights and assert her claims at
Rome and eleewhere, and over since the Uni-
versity has had to contend against a never
ending series of open and concealed enemies,
whose Jealousy has limited the usefulnessa of
the [nstitution and belittled her real worth.

Now, there is no nse mincing matters;
Quebec bus been treated most unfairly. Laval
was too great an undertaking for a single city
or diocese ; no one is fool enough to belicve
that it would ever have arisen on the banks
of the St. Lawrence had it not been clearly
-understood that it was to be the sole Cutholic
University of Lower Canada. It should be
the Catholic University of the Dominion; it
is only the short-sighted, petty and selfish
ambition of Individuals that has unfortunately
localized her influence. R

that all sections of the present province a:

least would accept Laval University, and
manfully work towards the development of
an educational centre which should be the
pride and glory, not only of Canada, but
even—and the hope was legitimate—ot all
North America. It is not much to the
credit of the occult makers of opinion, that
those solemn obligations bave been cast
lightly aslde and a system of guerilla wartare,
rot only tolerated, but encouraged. Not an
opeti, manly, honest warfare, but a hole-and-
corner, whispering opposition; a dropping,
here and there, of moral bombs, which kil
not individuals, but what is of greater im-
portance, worthy institutions which havo re-
sulted from the holy, patriotic and unnselfish
devotion of illustrious prelates and states-
men, .

Other cities have grown wealthier than
Quebec and, perhaps, manifest a greater
sympathy with that peculiar condition of
things called « modern progress.” ‘Whether
this be a defect or not I will not stop to dis-
cuss ; I have my own opinion, however, about
the matter. But, one thing is certain, no
city on this northern continent has go in-
fluenced its destiny for good 88 gramd old
Quebec. The beginnings of the Church in
North America, from Canada to Louisispa,—
from the Atlantic to the Pacific,—bave
been watered with the blood of Quebec
missionaries. There is no Church on the
continent more worthy of respect and rever—
ence than the illustrious church of Quebec,
and nothing could be more fitting than that
Quebec should hold, as ber right, the Catholic
University of the Dominion. A parish stand-
ard ofintelligence will fail to appreciate this
question properly ; it belongs to those larger
subjects which are essentially national, not
provincial. Even had there been no agree-
ment about the location of the University, a
proper conmsideration for the propriety of
things, should have gracefully, aye, and grate-
fully, yielded to Quebec's claim ; but, to op.
pose, attack, vilify and annoy Laval Univer-
sity sfter the solemn compact entered into,
is not only unjust, it is dishonorable.

At the semi-annual meeting of the Board ot
Governors of the College of Physiciane and
Surgeons of the Province of Quebec held
lately in the city, Dr. David's resignation as
ons of the representatives of Bishop's College
was accepted, and Dr. R. A. Kennedy unani-
mously elected in his stead.

A protest was read from Victoria College
Medical 8chool, against the Board granting
licenses to the graduates of Laval University,
Montreal, and it was eventually decided that
until the question now before the Counrt, be-
tween these two schools, was decided, the
Board would continue to grant licenses to
graduates of the schools mentioned in the
Medical Act, section 4.

Mr. Lamirande, the prosecuting officer,
presented his report for the past six months.
A large number of delinquents were com-~
pelled to register—several to take out their
lfcenses—being entitled to them, but having
failed to take them out. Several convictions
had been obtained,and many suits were pend-
ing.

It was derided to publish, as often as
thought desirable, a calendar of the College,
giviog sll the information required by those
interested in the Medical Board.

CHINESE STRIEE IN BRITISH COLUM-
BIA.

Yasre, B.C, May 16.—A serious riot oc-
curred on Baturday. 7The Chinese labourers
at Yale struck against the tax of 2 per cent.
imposed on each man’s wages by the Chiness
bosses. The strikers entered Yale six hun-
dred strong, armed with crowbars, shovels and
pick-axes. They at once attacked Onderdonk's
warshouse and stoned the policemen, injur-
ing a number of them severely. They finally
left the town threatening to return and burz
it. Special policemen are now on duty. All
the Chinese, two thousand ir nunber, em-
ployed on the Caneda Pacific Railway, have
struck.

FATHER BURKE.

PALM SUNDAY SERMOR,

The Dublin Freeman reports the following
sermon, preached by Father Burke in the
church of St. Saviour, Dominick street, after
Vespers on Palm Bunday:—

« Mer.cy and truth came forth to meet each
other; justice and peace ombraced each other.”
Thete wordr, dearly beloved, are jound in the
prophecy of Isaias. It was tho same prophet
who spoke other remarkable words, When
the Almighty God revealed to him the

purpose and the design of man's redemption,
and be with eager prophetic eye looked into
the design of God, there he saw the myaterios
of the incarnation of God's Eternal Son ; and
there he beheld, wondering, the vision of all
the humiliation, and sorrows, and pain, and
ignominy, and death, which the Lord God of
Heaven in His sacred humanity was to undergo
for our love snd for our redemption ; and he
was ndmiring this, and ho saw in this tho re-
velation of all the highest attributes of God,
when he exclaimed in his admiring wonder,
“ Merey nod truth have goune forth to meot
each other, O Lord! with Thee ; justice and
peace bave kissed each other in Thee,” But
when the Almighty God turned to him and
eaid, « That which thou hast seen thou shalt
reveal and preach unto men,” oh! then, my
beloved, the affsighted prophet shrank back
from the task before him, and he cried uanto
the Lord, « O God ! and if I speak this word
who will believe my roport —who will be-~
lieve me when I tell them that Thon, O Ip-
finite and Etfernal God! wast wiped out as
one dead !—who will believe my report that
thou art wiped out from the name and
roll of the land of the living?* ‘That
which the prophet was afraid to announce
because of the awfulness of its nys-
tery~that, my beloved brethren, ws know
to have taken place upon this earth. Our
fathers in the faith saw it with their eyes and
oand believed it ; and we, seeing through the
same eyes of faith with which they looked,
we algo can say with St. John, that beloved
disciple, that we have touched Him with our
hands, and seen Him with our eyes, and heard
Him with our ears—the Word, the Eternal
God made man, made flesh, and formed in
habit as a man—Iliving, suffering, and dyiog
in the midst of His people. As Christian
mer: we admit that it wns necossary that the
Son of God should suffer and die; for if the
Father in His justice said, I will not be ap-
peased; I will not admit any payment of
man’s debt to Me save through the sufferings
and the death of au Infinite Victim,” then was
it necessary that the Son of God should die?
But the great difficulty that presents itself to
our minds is—even though it was necessary,
was It possible, was it fittlng, wag it conson-
ant with the fitness of things, that the Lord
God should thus humble Himself and die?
Oh! consider, dearly beloved, how He died.
They firet took Him and scourged Him ; from
head to foot they scourged Him. Strong
athletic arma took those heavy scourges in
their hond, and down, with al! the force of
thelr brutal manhood, fell their heavy blows
upon the unprotected, naked form of Him who
was bound to the pillar at His side. They
did not reckon the number of stripes they
gave Him; they scourged Him until they
secmed {0 have lashed all humanityand iife
outof Him; and when tired they withdrew,
and their comrades came (for the Evangelist
tells us that they brought a whole cohort or
regiment around Him) aud with fresh and
redoubled energles tney lald on the blows
again, sud they seemed to be striking &
corpse, fcr he hung out from the pillar,
and all sensibility was lost; He could
only bleed; He seemed to bave lost
the faculity of pain. Yes, this was God—this
the Almighty and Eternal God. Waslt fitting
—does it not seem too extraordmary and
seem to surpass all betief—that God would
have submitted tothis ? Why, my dearly be-
loved, remember that no citizen, no common
tradesman, 1o man having ordinary munici-
pal or civicrights, conld be scourged. Any
man who could say, ¢ I am a citizen,I am a
fres man,” it was against the law to lay ome
stripeupon. BScourging and crucifying were
modes of suffering and death that were re-
gerved for the slaves. If a free man com-
mitted the greatest crime, if he committed a
thousand murders, all he had to do was to
assert his freedom, and that moment his body
was secured from the scourge and from cruci-
fixion, It was only slaves, men who had no
rights, men who were the vilest of the vile,
that were submitted te the disgraceful
indignity of the scourge and of crucifixion.
And, oh! this was the iate, thir was the death
regerved for my Lord—for the God who made
Heaven and earth—for the God who, in His
infinite mercy, lelt the bright, inexpressible
light of His eternal throne, and came down
from heaven, and men found no better treat—
meant for Him than to scourge Him as a
slave and crucify Him as the vilest of man.
kind. Was this right ?~—was this reasonable ?
The mind refuses almost to belleve it; and
yet,oh | my beloved brethren, it was right
and reasonable—it was the grandest sermon
that ever the Son of God preached—it was the
prandest manifestation that ever even God
God made of His own Iinfinite attributes of
omnipotence, of divine jostice, of triumphant
mercy, and of abounding love. It was the
grandest triumph of the omnipotence of God
that God over accomplished. I zrant you dearly
beloved, that from the beginning of the world
and in the beginning of the world Almighty
God asserted His omnipotence.

THE UNIVERSITY QUESTION.
T the Editor of Tug PosT arnd True WITNESS,

Sir.—It i8 no secrat that His Lordship
Bishop Bourget, up to the very date of his
resignation, bad constantly, and with all that
energy which was one of his chief character-
istics, labored to obtain for his Episcopal
Seo n Untversity, and that his eflorts met
with constasut, and unfortunately successful,
opposition from the authoritics of the Lnval
University, Quebec. Yet, the University of
Quebsc was founded with the destined ander-
_ standing that Laval was not to be a Pro.
vincial Institution, but that other cities
should have similar facilities for the spread
of higher educntion. On the 27Tth Apri],
1852, His Lordship the Archbishop of Quebec
wrote to His Lordship the Bishop of Mont-
real in the following terms:—

« The Seminary of Quebec does not desire
to grosp the monoply of higher education,
and ita only intention is to obtain the com-
Tencement of a University in obaining now,
privileges, whech later can be obtained by other
institulions.”

In 1869 the Bishop of Montreal was again
endeavoring to zecure s University. The
Rector of the Laval (niversity opposed the
application on the ground of inexpediency for
the time being, and on the 4th June, 1859, he
wrote to His Lordship the Archbishop of Que-
bec a letter in whick he made the following
doclaration :—« But the establithment of a
University, which at this date would be pre-
mature, will before many years become use-
ful, and even necessary, especially 88 we have
no intention to make of our Institution the
centre of a great number of students, le ren-

know too well what those great assemblies of
young people have ever been, to wish that the
students at our medical and legal facultivs
should ever be more than one hundred. A
little patience, therefore, and tbe turn oi
Montresl will come, not only without incon-
venience to any one, but for the greater ad-
vantage of all.”

Weo cannot understand, after these declars-
tions, the persistency of the Laval authori-
ties in wisbing to eetablisb a branch at Mon-
treal. 'Their appeal to England to that effect
has been unsuccessful, and they have been
told that they bad no such right. Having
failed by ordinary legal means, they now ad-
dress themselves to the Legislature for aright
which it was nevor intended to give to them,
which they disclaimed themselves and which

Up to the time Armstrong
fired be ha1 not been struck with a stone, and
uB far a8 e saw, no Btones were thrown until
after Armstrong hnd fired, After balf an
hour's deliberation the jury found that James
Sroder, 1tobert Armstrong, Michinel Donnelly,
Patrick McNanghton, and Whalter Hayes did
feloniously kill and murder Jogeph Corcoran
and Bryan Flaonery. It remains now to be
seen what effect the authorities will give to
this verdict.

A story comes {rom Newcastle West, in
Limerick, which, if true, and two correspon-
deuts of the Frecman vouch for its accurscy,
revenle a picce of warton polico rowdyism
which is rarely equalled in any countey out-
side [roland. The police of Newcastle have
recently been winniog for themselves an un-
eviable notoriety by their ridiculous conduct
in arresting little boys for whistling. But
their latest performance is of n far more geri-
ous character. It seems that on Saturday
last a large body of the police were place on
duty at the railway statton to guard agaiost
any rescue that might be attempted of some
prisoners who wure returning from Abbeyfeale
to Limerick, This duty discharged, they
were returning to the barracks, when some
schoolboys followed them whistling the tune
of « Harvey Dufl,” for doing which two little
boys were recently arrested in Nowcastle.
Without apy provocation beyond thig, it is
stated thut the police charged thvough the
town, behavinys in the most reckless nnd bru-
tal fushion. Using theo bult-end of their
rifles, they envagely altacked evory person
thoy met. Oungold man was knocked down
and beaten until he was nearly senseless. A
young man in delicuto health was Lrutally
beaten, and, for some time, his Iife was con-
sidered to be in danger. We trust the Irish
party in Parliament will attend to this moat-
ter, nud, if possible, have these Newcastle
policemen heavily punished, if their conduct
has really been such as is described.

Iixtensivo preparations are being made at
Madrid for the celobration of the bicentenary
of Calderon next month. Don Pedro Calderon
do 1a Barea was born in 1601, Hbiographer,
Don Juan do Vura Tasais Villarroel, snys that
ho wept before hu was born—a fact which he
slates he hail from Cnlderon’s sister, n nun in
the Royal Convent of St. Clare Toledo. Cal-
deton was entored at the Univerrity of Sala-
manca at the age of 14, 1lere ho studied for
fiveyears. At the age of sighteen he had be-
gun to write plays, some of which were re-
coived with great favor at the Spanish the~
atres. He ontered ths military service at the
aga of 25, and werved ficst in the Nilanese, and
afterwar g in the Flemish field of wac. Ton
years of his life wero thus spent. An order
from Phitip 1V, recalled the post to court, for
ths purpn4o of writing a drama for a palace
festival, T'hy King bestowed onhim the ha-
bit ot Santiago, and excused bim from his mi-
litary duties. Bat, loath to leave the army.
Calderon obtained & commission in the
company of the Duke of Olivarez
whom he followed to Catalonia. Hore
he remained til the peace, when he reappenred
at court. Philip sent for him to cclebrate
the fertivals that occurred ou his marriage
with Muria Anna of Auatrin. This was in the
year 1650, Two yonrs later Calderon quitted
the military career, and, having been ordain-
ed, becume n priest. o was made chaplain
of a royal chapel at Toledo by the King; but,
digsatisfied with the poet's Jistance from court
the latter soon niterward's bestoed upon him a
royal chaplincy and called him to Madrid.
Calderon now wrote a play for each cclobora.
tion of thu King's birthday, not only for Mad-
rid, but for ‘Lolede, Seville, and Granada. The
poet died on the 28th of May, 1681, at the age
of 80, and left the congregation of St DPeter
heir to all he possessed. (‘nlderon, who wrote
111 temporal dramaue, in addition to other
works, never collected or published his plays.

It ls
time that & Canadian should obtain the first
position in his own country ; not that we do
mot believe the Marquis is 8 good Governor-
General. 1t is true he does not possess the
blarney of Lord Dufferin, and does not ask
the newspapers to puff hia oratory or his
knowledge of Greek, but the Marquis fs just
as good a Governor-General, all the same, as
aver reigned in Ottawa, He is not meddle-
some, which is a point in his favor.

No matter what may be thought of the
I'rench invasion of Tunis, whetber as re—
gards its morality or justice, it must be ad-
mitted that in both a military and diplomatic

! sense the invaders have achieved a most

brilliant success. They have occupied all
the important places with trifling loss. They
have added to French prestige, they have at
length made Tunis a French dependency,
and all thie without giving the powers
reasons for interfering. It is very true that,
unlike the British in their wars with the
Boers and Zulus, the French were compara-
tively near at hband with overwhelming naval
and military forces, but yet do they deserve
credit for the masterly strategy they dis-
played in every direction, whether a8 against
their enemles proper, or against their covert
enemier, the English, Turks and Italians.

WiuaTEvER Mr. Jsmes Anthony Froude
does to please the public does not result in
pleasing it. He always gots worsted. Inhls
crusade of the period against the Irish he was
gevercly mauled by Father Tom Burke, John
Mitchell, Mr, Prendergast and Professor
Lecky, who showed the world what an un-
truthful man was the historian. He was
Carlyle’s son-in-law, and to him was assigned
the task of editing and publishing the
correspondence of the Chelsea sage:
Carlyle received a good deal of adulation in
his last years, some of it from people who
scarcely understood his language, and when
he died a nation mourned. But the nation
suddenly wiped its eyes and howled whenit
saw some of the correspondence published
by James Anthony. It was very sarcastic
and very abusive, and was not even patriotic.
And now Mr. Froude is almost a8 unpopular
as his dead father-in-law, and all because of
lack of discretion.

TeeE Marquis of Salisbury has succeeded
Lord Beaconsfield as leader of the Eoglish
Tory party. The selection is the best that
could be made, for he is undoubtedly the
ablest man in the party. He is famous for his
powers of sarcasm, which he useé almost in-
discrimninately on friend and foe alike. Heis
not popular, but he is powerful and ke is
feared. He attacked Disraeli in his fiercest
style when that statesman brought forward
his Franchise bill in 1867, and if reports are
correct the two Conservative leaders never
cottoned to each other. During the debate
on the Imsh Church bill Salisbury,—~then Lord
Robert Cecil—compared Mr. Gladstone to a
pettifogging attorney, which 80 incensed
moderate Conegervatives that they auggested
some kiad of an apology, This is the
apology he mads: # In my speech of yesterday
I compared the leader of the Government to
a pettifogging attorney. It has been sug-
gested to moe that this was wrong, and I now
hasten to apologise—' At this stage Mr,
Gladstone rose as if to deprecate the apology
or to accept it gracefully, his pallid counten-
ance beaming with good nature, but he wasa
little too soon, for Salisbury concluded—u I
hasten to apologize to the pettifogging attor~
ney, as, the comparison did him a gross
wrong.” Gladstone sank back, Iz his face
quiet 8corn. The Marquis is related to most
of the territorisl aristorracy of England which
is another excellent reason why the Tories
should elect him their chief.

Mg, LansraE, in the Quebec House, yester-
day, moved for a return of Coroner’s inquests
held last year, which motion originated
somewhat of a discussion. Mr. Laberge
uaderstood from Dame Bumor that a great
many bogus inquests had been held by
Coroners for the sake of obtaining fees, which
was denied by the Hon. Mr. Lynch, who,
bhowever, admitted that a few such had come
under his notice, the holders of which would
not be paid; and he also intimated that the
amount paid in connection with inquests
would this year be surprisingly small. So
tar, 80 good, but this is one of the matters
in which there can be too much economy
practised. Wo pever llked the Coroners
Bill passed by the late Government, think-
ing, as we did, that by careful supervigion
over, and immediate dismissal of, Coroners
trying to defraud, the Government would
check the evil complained of, which is bogus
inquests. According to the provisions of
the new Coroners’ Bill an affidavit that an
inquest is necessary in the interests
of Juatice must be made before a
Coroner can legally summon a jury. This
allows murderers a chance to escape which
they did mnot possess before, especially
it the victim is poor or of bad or doubtin}
character. Xt is easy enough to kill sucha
person—about whom no one cares over much
—and then piace the body on a railroad track
for the train to paes over. It is found alter-
wards, taken to its home or the morgue, and
justice is hughed to sleep. Thute are a hun-
dred other waye of baffling the law when
Coroners’ inquests are not held. We are
aware thai, as n general rale, Coroners ars not
selected from the most brilliant class of man-

mured in 8 prison, while this Gladstone

will te reduced forthwith to a rate which
peasants are able to pay, and assistance will
be offered them to redeem their holdings.”

will become the owners of the soil

let the precent landlords prate as they
may. What & vast difference between the
Bussian and the British land policy ; and yet
Eungland is at the bead of civilizatioa acd
Russia is &t the bottom, according to English
writers. We do not like autocrats, but con-
sidering all the circumstances we would not
object to see such an one as Alexander III.
ruling Ireland for a few years. There are
enough despots round Dublin now, but they
are small and pitiful creatures, powerfal ouly
for oppressicn.

Ir may not be Et:)wn to some of our read-
ers that Lord Benconsfield fought as a volun—
teer in the Turkish army agsinst the gallant
Albanians fifty years age, and that he was
tbapked by the Sultan for his spirited
conduct as s ¢ Frank gentleman ” at the
battle of Monastir or Bitoglia. This con-
duct orn the part of young Disraeli was en-
tirely consistent, as he was always and ever
for the strong, or Imperial side of inter-
national politics, just as Lord Byron, a real
aristocrat was for the them Democratic or
weaker side, and fought against the miserable
Turks on behalf of Greece. 1i Beaconsfield
bad lived in his owp proper country of Pales-
tine, the chances are that he would have been
a rebel and essayed to found an Israelitish
Kingdom. Itis a great pity he did not; he
wasg altogether out of place as the adviser of
a constitutional sovereign. In the obituary
notice of his death, which appesred in Tae
Post, it was said that it was pot known
whether he was born in 1804 or 1805, but
the doubt is now cleared up by an entry in
the Spanish and Portuguese Jewish Syna-
gogue, as well as his religious opinions, which
wers, In 8o far as he had any, monotheistic and
Jewish, natheless hig frightful enthusiasm for
the preservation of a Church which he must
havedetested. The entry we refer to says :—

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TREATMENT OF EMIGRANTS.

A cable despatch contradicts the atatement
conveyed in.the article of Miss Charlotte
O'Brien, which appeared in the Nineteenth
Century magazine, but, we dare say, if a cable
existed in 1849-50 it would also have contra-
dicted the borrible and trathfal newspaper
reports which so shocked humanity in those
years in treating of the sbip fever snd
the condition of the ships, which, as
& church dignitary remarked, «vomited
Irish immigrants on these shoses.” The cable
has capitalist sympathies—the immigrants
are laborers flying from oppression. But
whether Miss O'Brier’s statement is true or
talss—and the woild will believe it true—
thers are hundreds of thousands, aye millions,
of people on this continent, of divers nation.
alties, whose experiences on board immigrant
ships are of the bitterest. It has been iell
anid by Caledonia’s immortal bard that ¢ man's
inhumanity to man makes countless thousands
mourn,” and none are in a better position to
realize the truth and the torce of this than
thoss who have come to this continent from
Europe a8 deck passengers. If money is to
be made the steamship companies are not
particular as to how it i8 made, and although
we believe it would be now impossible to
ennct the scenes of the years we refer to, still
itis well known that the between decks of
even the best regulated steamships does not
exhibit a sight that is pleasant, either to the
wmoral or physical eyes of the philanthropist.
One would suppose that 8 Government and a
country which look with such intense
anxiety to the moral welfare of the natives of
Africa, which profess 80 much humanitarjan-
ism, which print g0 many Bibles, would be~
stow a tbought upon the emigrants who leave
their shores, and would make arrangements
for their health and safety. But no, they
wanted to get rid of them. So long asthey
were relieved of thelr presence they were
content, and their great leading journal ssid
gleefully, as it eaw them depart, # the Celts
are goue, gone witha vengeance. The bones
of Irlshmen, women and children are strewn
bare and white on the track of ships at the
bottom of the Atlantic, which, if the Govern-
ment bad done its duty, orif sei disant philan-
thropists were not real humbugs, would find
a resting place in a consecrated graveyard,
Death, however, is not the worst lot that

could befal an emigrant—far from it, Who

can tell how many innocent Irish girle were
driven to destruction during the voyage from
Liverpool io New York? When two
thousand people ate crowded into &
space intended for one thousand, sexual
decency is lost, and with it the jewel, which
amldst all the misfortunes of Ireland, illu-
minates her dark history, the chastity of her
women, and with it another jewel, their faith.
It is not meet that we should go into pacticu-
lars on such a delicate subject, but we may
mention that in 1851 the Catholic chaplain
of the Limerick Union Workhouse drew the
attention of the Board of Guardians to the
treatment to which females had been sub-
jected in the voyage scross the Atlantic
which actually drew tears from some of the
members,

We have dwelt upon the moral side of the
question because it is the most important,
but the treatment steerage passengers experi-
enced and still experience in a degree, as re-
gards physical comforts, is almost as shame-
fol, especislly in {imes of an exodus. Bad
provisions and a scanty share at that are
served out, and if they complain thers is no
redress, they ave simply laughed at. A fow
of the more intelligent of them may jreport
to the American authorities, who make a note
of it, and there the matter ends. Miss Char-
lotte O'Brien bas rendered a service to hu-
manity in drawing attention to this cruel
wrong inflicted upon emigrants. Her article
will shame the Gevernment into action and
be at the same time a caution to the people
themselves,

THE STATE OF BUROPE.

If a general war does not bresk out in
Earope this snmmer then all the gloomy in-
dications that present themselves at preseut
are thoroughly unreliable. A black, heavy
cloud hange threateningly over the great
Christian continent which may possibly drift
away towards the horizon, but will
probably break with a thunderclap of
war which will delnge the nations
with  blood Instead of rain, This
cloud, so menacing and 50 ominous
for peace is bigger than a maun’s hand, it ob-
scures the whole canopy, and thers is neither
a break or a streak of light discoverable in it,
At the best of times Europe is a military camp
in which parade the generals and the soldiers
panting for glory and promotion ; like hounds
they are held in leash by such masters ag Bis-
marck and Alexander, who have nothing to do
but #cry havoc and let alip the dogs ot war,”?
and lo! the terrific struggle begins which will
end God only knows where. Buf it is not
alone the great armed camp which is ready.
The bayomet bristling camp is rendered
as neceseary by the silent but formidable
forces of social democracy as by the jealousies
and ambition of the powers, and in social
democracy we include Communists of France
Internationalists of Italy, Russian Nihilists
and Spantsh Intransigentes, the whole wave
of democracy in fact whick i preparing to
move with irresistible force, and cause the
great revolution of 1789 to look insignificant
in history. It is all very well to celebrate
royal marriages in Germany and Austria with
such extraordinary pomp and show of
militery power and immense weslth,
but, while the royalties were congratulating
one another,and the aristocracies and their
retainers rent the air with their welkins, the
leaders of the democratic movement looked
on with gloomy faces and sombre fires in
thelr eyes, which boded mo good either to
royalty or aristocracy. We ean easily sup~
pose that the Berliners and the Viennese saiu
during the last year’sand the late festivities,
« rejoice, ye great ones of the earth, marry and
give in marriage while you may, and insult
us with your manifestations, but assuredly
your time is coming, deatruction awaits you
all, the revolution will swallow you up.”

It is said ¥ whom the gods wish to destroy
they first make mad.” If the Kings of
Europe were wise they would, instead of
lusting after incrense of power and extension
of frontier, unite against the common enemy,
and, above all, preserve peace in their re-
spective kingdoms, knowing that it is to a
general war the social Democracy look for-
ward for the realization of their hopes. But
that would be giving the Eings credit for
wisdom they do not possess. 1f the Kingshad
been wise in 1789 the revolution would not
have taken place; if they were wise at any
time they would govern their subjucts well,
and earn their love instead of their hate.
But they are only poor, mortal men after all,
and must submit to inevitable destiny.

‘Wherever we turn our glance these troubles
are brewing for the near fatare. This morn-
ing's cablegrams show a plentiful crop of
them. In England a bad harvest is threat-
ened, which, following a succession of others,
means discontent and disafiection. The
macufacturing North is idle. One con-
stituency, at least, has twice returned s pro.
nounced atheist and enewy of the throne;
Ireland is disaffected to the core, and if a
chance offered itself, would plunge into re~
bellion. Of that there can Le no doubt, Ex.
treme bitterness has arisen between France
and England over the seizure of a Turkish
province whick England is bound to pre-
serve in its integrity, as well as over
the protection policy of the former.
ftaly 1is also enraged sagainst France
so i¢ Turkey and it may be, those two Powers:
especially if England evinces sympathy, will
rush inte war, nay, for that matter, England
may anticipate them. Turkey iz oncs more

massing forces on the Greek fromtier, Re-
publican cries are heard in Spain and Portu-
ga), while as for Rusaia she is on the edge of a
volcano. Austria and Germany are, it would
seem, in least danger of war or revolution,
but still well informed men of aflairs predict
it is in those countries domestic broils will
begin. The magazine is there, it is the spark
which is to ignite it which {s wanting, and
that spark may come frum Greece, from
Tunls, or from the most unlooked for direc-

tion.

FREE OANALS.

In hie sgpeech, delivered at the Langevin
Banquet In Quebec, Sir Leonard Tilley, speak:
ing of the future of Canada, said the Govern-
ment had reduced the tolls on the canals of
the 5t. Lawrence snd Welland, and wouid
reduce them still further ag the opportunity
presented Iiself, in order to give Canada &
chance to compete with the United States for
tbe trade of the North-West. We bhope the
day may come when the canals will be entirely
free, The construction of the canals has cost
tbis country enormous sums of money, but it
is not money thrown away, it is, on the con-
trary, money well invested, snd will in the
futare, in the opinfon of many, be more con-
ducive to Canada’s prosperity than the great
Pacific Railroad, the advantages of which are
problematical, but the burden of which is
pretty tangible. The American papers—and
chiefly thoee of the State of New York, led
by the New York Herald—are alasmed at the
advantage our canal system gives us in
securing the trade of the North-West, and mak-
ing Montreal, instead of New York, the entre-
pot between San Francisco and Liverpool. The
route from Chicago to Liverpool by the 8¢,
Lawrence is several hundred miles shorter
than any other, and this our entferprising
American friends are so well aware of that
they are making extraordinary exertions to
create facilities of transport, much superior
to what we have, in order to make up for their
other deficiencies, or ir other words, they
are striving to make a loog road so pieasant
a8 to appear short to travellers. If they suc-
ceed in this it will be our own fault, we
have the great advantage, and, except we
throw obstacles in the way of trade, it must
come this way. Trade finds its level as
well as water, and in this age of speed and
breathless pushing ahead business men will
seek the shortest line, no matter who suffers
or who gairs. The New York Heraldsays :—

# determination upon the part of the Domin-

« way of building up her trade, and she has
« regolved to make the experiment. The
« adoption of this new policy is of course the
« answer to the recent action of the State
« Legialature in the matter of western bound
“ freights. Canada evidently means to keep
« pace with us iz canal guestioug, and if pos-
u« gible to outstrip ns in the line of removing
« the barriers that prevent umrestricted com-
« munication between the West and the East.
« It rests with ourselves to say whather she
« ghall win or not. Our position will never
« be secure until the Erie Canal i{s made en-
« tively free, and it is the part of wise legisla-
¢ tion to hasten that end as much as pos
v sible,”

The New York Commercial Bulletin, s
paper which ie an authority on railways and
canalg, geems to take a more gloonfy view of
matters than the Herald, and says no matter
how free they make their canals, and ne
matter how they improve them, the Canadian
rounte will still be superior, and Americans
will have to pay toll for the transport of their
produce through them. We hope so ; it is
nothing but right; the Americans are for-
tunate, but they cannot have everything.

The canmse of
the hatred manifested towards the Jews lies
on the surtace. They are usurers and
money-lenders, and they make fortunes rapid-
ly. They are advancing to a position when
they will own the wealth of the world, and
not only that, but the control which such
wealth confers over its destinies, This is a
valid cause for jealousy and hatred among an
ignorant peasantry, who dislike the religion
of the Jdews a8 mach as they
do their character as money-lenders, But
the Jews can hardly be blamed for
their peculiar avocation, They were per-
gecutod fcr centuries in all the countries of
Europe, debarred from public office and
gocial advancement, and, conseguently,
forced into money-making ways.

The resolutions adopted
will be transmitted to the Government, at
Quebec, All these municipalities, it is, more-
over, added, are not represeated in the com-
mission, although they consider that in justice
they should be.

BEAUTIFUL CEREMONIES,

FIRST COMMUNION DAY IN ST. ANN'S AND §T.
PATRICK’SE CHURCHES.

A glad and eventful dsy for a large num-
ber of onr little boys and girle dawned upon
their wakeful eyes aud throbbing hearts this
morning. Their bhappy expectations and
burning desires are about to be realized and
to becowge a bright epoch in their lives, for
to-day is that of their First Communion by
whioh they enter into the most intimate com-
munication with their God and are bound to
Him by the most mysterious and closest of
ties.

From an ealy hour this morning ‘children
attired in the spotless white or in the staid
costume of black could be seen wending
thelr way to either Bt. Pairick’s or St. Ann’s
Chureh, in both of which parishes they were
to perform this momentous act of thelr reli-
gion,

In either church the scepe was as solemn
and impressive as it was leautiful, and one
upon which the eye could dwell with fond
recollection. The churches were crowcled
with the relatives and friends of the!children.
The general appearance of the youthfual con-
municants was neat and in perfect keeping
with their pure and radilant countenances.
The mothers watched with eager and plous
soxiety the approach of thelr children to the
Holy Table, and the regeption by them by the

Most Righ. The spectator could hardly tell
which was the happler—the child or the
mother. The one wrapt {a sweet and pious
devotion, or the other filled with admiration
and hope,

In St. Ann's Church there wera over one
bundred and fifty communicants under the
care and direction of the Rev. Father Fahey.
This afterncon His Lordship Mgr. Fabre
will attend and cenfer upon them the Sacra-
ment of Confirmation.

Ik 5t. Patrick’s Church the number of the
boys and girls who made their First Com-
munion was about two hundred. Their
reverential demeanor and tender devotion
were in toucbing barmony with the cere-
monies. They were under the charge ard
direction of the Rev. M. Callaghan, who as-
cended the pulpit and delivered a brief and
pious inmstruction on the all importact act
which they were about to perform.

At the conclusion, His Lordship the Bishop
of Montreal, assisted by the Rev. Fathers
Dowd and Toupin, came on to the Sanctuary,
and after & few preliminary ceremonies pro-
ceeded to confer the Sacrament of Confirma-
tion upon the youthful aspirants to the Holy

Table. After the ceremony was con-
cluded his Lordship officiated at Mass
and gave  Holy Commmunion to
the children. During the celebration of

The parents of the children
were algo in attendance, as were bundreds of
the parishioners, who manifested decp interest
in the ceremonies.

The Rev. Father Simon Lonergan deserves
special thanks at the hands of the parents
aud guardians of the communicants for his
incessant labors and zeal in the due prepara-
tion of the children for thia holy sacrament.

LADIES LAND LEAGUL.

The Montreal Branch of the Irish National
Land Lesgue i8 rapidly increasing in num-
bers, is improving in the spirit of enthusiasm
displayed by its falr members, and jg in re-
ceipt of gradually increasing encouragement
from representatives of the sterner sex. A
meeting was held Friday night inSt. Patrick’s
Hall, which was largely attended. Miss
Annpie Osborne Davis, the President, occuy fed
the chair.

After the minutes of the Iast mecting had
been read and adopted, the very attractive
programme which had been prepared was
opened by the Misses O'Leary, who sung a
duett in a style which drew forth cordial ex—
pressions of approval from thoss preseut.
Miss Davis recited several pieces in her usual
effective manner, and the pleasure of her
audience was testified in unmistakeable
fashion. Miss Hayes rendered the « Seven
ages of Womanhood” with such marked effect
that an encore was demanded. In respomse
the young lady recited another fine selection
and was rewarded with general applause. Mr.
J. J. Rafter recited © Grattan's Speech ” ina
very able manner, and elicited hearty expres—
sions of approval from his audience. A very
pleasing event was the presentation to Miss
Davles (Mrs. Patterson) of a handsome tribute
from aa English lady present. The act was
greeted with loud applause.

Mr. P. CarroLy, President of the Montreal
branck of the Land League, then addressed
the assemblage. Ho sald he was very glad to
gee 80 large a gathering of ladies on that oc-
cagion, for thefr presence showed that they
were among those who wished to see Ireland
free and contented. Referring to the question
of emigration, the landlords, he argned, were
better fitted to cultivate the wilds of Mani~
toba or the Western Statesa than the poor
peasant who +was landed In a strango
couniry without the means which would
enable him to build a home or stock
a farm. He contended that in Ireland
a8 in other countries, the man who had tilled
the soil should reap the bensfit, and not the
msan who had neither sown or reaped, He
concluded by giving the ladies some sound
advice ag to the management of their branch
of the Land League. Mr. Carroll sat down
amidst loud applause.

Mr. W, E. MoLuin followsd, and after ex-
pressing his surprise at being called upon to
speak, delivered a short address, in which he
cougratulated the Iadies upon the manzer in
which they had organized their branch of the
League, and upon the success which bad at-
tended the organization. He regretted that
he was then unprepared to furnish anything
for the ontertainment of those present, but
being himeelf a member of the Land Leagus,
and in thorough sympathy with all branches
of that organization, he would be happy at all
future occasions to contribute something to
tho evening’s programme, and, he hoped, to
the pleasurs of the audience. (Applause).

Mr. Jony P. WaeLAN, being called upon,
aroge and delivered an address well calculated
to arouse a spirit of enthusiasm and patriot-
Ism among the ladies composing his audience.
He anticipated that his remarks would neither
be connected nor eloquent as he had not been
allowed time for preparation, and he trusted
that under those circumstances he would
be excused for any errors in his delivery
or any faults in the substance of his
address. The agitation In which the
Irish people all over the world were now
engaged had arouged the sympathy and inter-
est of all honest and fair-minded men, as the
object which its promoters bad in view com-
mended itself to all humanitarians, and es-
peciaily on account of the moderation and
reason which had guided its every step., If
there was one fact more than another, apart
from the justice of their demands, which gave
hope of success In the immediate future, it was
the remarkable unity mpon this guestion
of land tenure which prevailed smong
the Irish peopie of ail creeds and classes.
The Orangemsn of the North was as deeply
interested in the issue as the Catholic of the
South, and, again, for the first time in a cen.
tury, they were able to meset on a common
platiorm. The mis-named Liberal Govern-
ment of England, in the interests of the land-
lorde, decreed that order should precede re-
form, passed the Coercion Bill, the true na-
ture of which it was attempted to conceal
from the world by the title of « Protection to
Life and Property Bill,” and an Arm's Act
which completed the dissrmament of the
people, it did not foremee a result which in

the end was beneficir, 0 the national cause,

The Ladies of Ireland, foreseelng that their
husbands, brothers or fathers might at any
moment be cast into prison on the slightest
cr on no pretext at all, prepared to throw
themselves into the breach formed by the
forced withdrawal of the mavhood of the
oount;y from the cause, Thus was the
organization of the Ladies Land League
commenced. When the epergy dis-
piayed by Gladstone and his colleagues, in
pushing through these oppressive measures
was contrasted with their tardiness in their
action with reform measures, it was impossi-
ble to look other than with distrust upon any
measute emanating from that source. The
passing of the Arms’ Act he looked upon as
the expression by the English Government of
a very favorable opinion ot the Irish pecple.
It was a vory high encomium upon the de-
termination and valor of the Irish, for they
recognized the fact that if refused those bless.
fegs of reform which they now were
endeavoring to secure by constitutional agita-
tion they would fall back upon the only
menns then left for their regeneration, viz:
recourse to arms on the first occasion that
presented itself. There was no instance in
ancient or modern times that he was ncquaint-
ed with thatx nation has ever lost or regained
their liberties but by resort to physical force.
There could be no doubt but that the Laund
Lengue had prevented a recurrence of similar
scenes to those witnessed in 1847.48. At
on¢ time in the history of Ireland (and
he thought the statutes still remained un~
repesled) it was an offence mads punishable
with death and forfeiture of estates for an
Englishman to intermarry with the Ivish;
but in spite of this crusl law the charms ot
the Irishwoman proved irresistible, and the
forbidden marriages did take place. There-
rult was that Epglirh who intermarried with
the Irish became more Irigh than the [rish
themselves, and among the most sturdy and
persistent opponenis to Kuglish misrule in
Ireland. This fact proved how powerful
and how doep was the love of country
implanted in the Celtic heart, for it was
natural for the stronger to absorb the weaker.
Where such a characteristic exists amongst a
people it wag only a question of time when
the indestructibilily of unationmality would
overpoweringly assert itself. The best
criterion of the state of civilization in any
country wans the position occupied by its
women. The higher the staie of civilization
the higher the position occupied by the
women. This was an indubitable fact, aud
it argued well for the civilization of Ireland,
although she may bo poverty-stricken, that her
women are now, a8 at all periods in its history,
contributing a full shars to the amelioration
of the country ; and it was an unquestioned
fact that some of the most important events
in the history of the world have been brought
about by tlhe influence exercised Ly women,
in war as well ag in peaco. Whilesome were
nungallant enough tn refer to the fact that Ire-
land bas lost her liberty through the frailty
of a woman, they forget to mention that that
tault was fully redeemed by their heroic
conduct at the siege of Limerick. Aftor
William, who was an able commapder, and
had the flower of his army before the devoted
city, the last stronzhold in the possession of
the Irish, bad made great breaches in the
walls, he nssniled them with a column of six
thousand men, having in reserve a force of
eight thousand. They forced their way into
the city, and for n time drove everything be-
tore them, and had it not been for the vigor-
ous attack made upon them by the women cf
Limerick, who hurled stones and overy ob-
tainable missile upon the heads of the Eng-
lish and Dutch gcldiers, and for three hours
maintained an unequal conflict with the be-
geigers until the eolumn was broken and al-
most annihilated. Macaulay attributes the
defeat of the English on that occasion to the
heroism displayed by the Limerick women,
aud there is no evenl in classical antiquity
in which bravery and seli-sacrificlng devotion
to country equal to this bas been recorded.
And there is no event in modern history that
can compare with it but the slege ot Sara—
gossa in Spain, Tho historics of Ire-
land aund Spain wote comparatively
analagous, inasmuch as both countries had
lost their independence through similar
causex, 68 women had figured prominently in
both cases. A great deal more might be
sald about the influence of women in shap-
iog the events of history, but as it was then
late in the eveming he would close his re-
marks by appealing to the ladies to get
all their sisters and lady friends to come for-
ward and join the Land League, and if their
brothere, fathers, husbands or sweethearts
were not members of the League, and
refused to join, he urged tbhem to
adopt the plan of boyegtting. Mr. J. P,
Whelan concluded his address by thanking
those present for the patient huaring they had
given him, and promised at some future oc—
casion to go more fully into the gieat ques-
tion that now occupied the attention of the
world, and the Irisk people especially.
(Applause).

THE LAND QUESTION ON THE OLD S0D

AS SEEN BY A BROOKLYNITE.

{Correspondence of the Brooklyn Eagle.)

With the Nihilists successful cowp against
the Czar came the railroading of an extra
supply of Land League farmers into the cells
of Kilmainham Jail. Monster demonstrations
in behelf of Land Reform laws are being held
in most every city, town and hamlet in Ire-
land, and in tho leading cities and towns of
Englaod and Scotland. From the Lord Lient.
down {fo the last acquisition in the shape of
a raw recruit to the Royal Irish Constabulary,
sorrow seems to cast its shadow over tho face
of all, when the taking off of the late Emperor
of all the Russias, Holy Father of the Ortho-
dox Greek Church, master of 80,000,000 sub-
jects, and Jailor-in-Chief of Siberin—is
mentioned. Another grave trouble comes
up in connection with that body of Irishmen
who are nmore generally found foremost in the
ranka of those who swenr by the English con-
stitution, Protestant ascendsncy and the
Hanoverian dynasty, The loya! Ornngomen
of the purple order are beginning to show
their loyalty rather toward tho causo of the
people, of which here in Ulster they form o
largo portion, than toward the smnall body of
rapacious landlords who have lLeca for nyres
living on the substanco of the whole tenantry
~—Catholic, Episcopriinn and ['resbytorian
alike.

Tho extremo partizan hasg almost disap-
peared in Bolfast, Lurgan and Coleraine ;
indeed, the bitter party feeling which took
possession of the people of tho black North
in davs gone by, is nowhere to bs met with in
nny one of the nino counties of this province.
It soems by common accord that the Catholic
party hins consented to let tho namoe of King
Willinm rost in the pages of history, and the
Orangemen aro contont to permit the Pope to
remain in the Vatican, and therefore will not
insist on sonding bim to

In other words, the whole people of Ulstor
are beginning to ask ouch other by whal right
does the Marquisof Donegal hold 45,544 acres,
covering four cities, yiclding o rental of over
$2560,000?7 Or why should Lord Lurgan hold
15,920 acres of city sites turning him in an-
nually $134,000, while thousands of emi-
grants ave leaving the County Armagh in
search of farm hands evory year? “'hosmall
farmers of Cavan, who, by the way, are almost
a3 poorly off as the pcople of Mayo, are scek-
ing for 6 renson why the Earl of Lounsbor-
ough should be in full possession oi 135,199
acres. including threo citios, yiolding him and
his tamily over $100,000, while Cavan crops
aund caitle breeding are on the declino rather
than on the incrense?

The famino of 1880 hns made the people of
Donegal think maore thun once, if it wounld not
Lo proper to ask the Duke¢ of Abercorn, by
what charter he holds 69,749 acres, extending
over ftive cities and giving him a money
tribute of more than $250,000? And that
this enormous sum may be paid, many and
wany a time the cow has to be driven from
the poor nian’s cottage, and the pig from the
widow's lot. Even in Down the hali fed linen
weavers, who have to make seventy-four yards
of linen for $2.50, taking two full weeks to
accomplish the task, have taken it into their
heads to dispute the claims put forth by the
Eurl of Dufferin to draw £188,000 from 17,000
acres. In Fermanagh, theoriginal hotbed of
Orangoism, thoe moen who were wont to deck
themselves and parade through the streets of
Inniskillen and Irvingstown seem to have
come to the sober conclusion to announce the
fact that they arogolng in fora full share of the
benelits likely fo spring from a course that
will compel the lord lieutenant of the connty,
tho Earl of Erne, to show good cause why he
should continne to abseut himself from the
county, and at the same time draw rents to
the amount of $126,000 from 40,000 acres and
four city sites. In Londonderry the Catho-
lics suspecded the St. Patrick’s day demou-
stration, as it was given out by the
liberal minded Oravgemen that instead of
holding their annual celebration, steps should
be taken toward the getting up of friendly
land league clubs; and us your correspon-
dent was informed by a Mr. Samuel Jackson,
a prominent member of n Derry lodye, it is
among’the probabilities thut the claims of Sir
H. H. Bruce to forco thousands to the emi-
graot ships and almshouses, who would be
much better employed on the 16,261 acres
that neither he nor bhis ancestors ever paid as
much asg a single penny for, will be diaputed.
This tract of land, if properly used, might,
from its proximity to the harbor of Moville,
be made, within fifty years, as valuable asthe
land on which the city of Glaggow stands to~
day.

In Monaghan, where landlordism has been
folt almost to crush out the spirit of the peo-
ple—In fact, in this county where s popula-
tion of 110,000 have to aupport 5,102 paupers,
by a poor rato of $18,000—the leading ques-
tion seems to be, What service does the Earl
of Dartray or his family ronder to the people
of Monaghan, or what right, except that of
counfiscation of a people’s heritage, can this
ultra-Briton pnt forth to sustain a claim to
29,317 ncres, including three cities, which net
him the snug sum of at least $154,000? But
let us geot through with this stupendous

or, at lenst, that part of it which is stained
with the names of nine alien (county) lord
lieutenants, The men of Tyrone have spoken
to Tyrone, where, less than three conturies
ago, English laws wero as much respected
as if they had been issued from the tombg of
the Pharaohs—Tyrons, which spoke out
through her volunteers in the church of Dun-
gannepn, in 1782—In th's very town of Dun-
gaonoan, which, like other parts of the county,
has felt the blight of emigration, several
Land League clubs have sprung into exist-
ence, and, in them, Catholics and Protestants
fraternizo as brothers,

Apart from the fact that the Farl of
Chalambert ie a lineal descendant of a famous
leader of the Eighty-second Volunteers, still
the democratic sentimont of the people Is
against a system that permits one man to be
the absolute master of 26,691 acres, taking in
thres cities, and footing up on rent day more
than $140,000.

From what I have seen and heard since
coming to this side of the Atlantic, I have no
hesitation in saying that the reign of the land
monopolists is almost at an end. Notwith-
standing the virtual suspension of that palla-
dium of the Britlah aubject, the Habeas
Corpue Act, mors than 2,000,000 of them
have sttended Land League meetings since
the week came ia.

The gap is tast cloeing mp betweon tbe
Labor Reformers, Lund Leaguers, Home
Rulers and Trades Unfonists, and it s not too
much to ssy that no matter what kind of lard

bill may be given the Irish people, Scotland
willmake such a demand, which again will
befollowed up by the landless agricultural
tenants of England, as will make Gladstone
think that the splrit of democracy has traveled
three thousand miles eastward much earlier
than te thought by about Afty years. States-
men and politicians may say what they like,
b_ut the day is now at hand when the true
rights of man must be respected.

A despatch from Uonstantinople announces
that the Britieh Consul continues to negotiate
with the ‘brigands for the -liberation of Mr.

The agents of these associations are almost
ubiquitous. They turn up at all times and
in all places in tho most unexpected manner.
They serve write, they execute decrees, they
buy up cattle at sheriffs’ sales for rent and
purchase tenanty’ interests in farms.
They are as prominent figures in all conn.
try gatherings a8 the Royal Irish Constabu-
lary. Curiously enough, they have hitherto
been nllowed to carry out their operations al-
most unmolested. Not a single serious at-
tempt has been made o injure one of these
agents or impede him in the discharge ot the
disagreeable duty he has undertaken. “ Boy-
cotting” in Irelund now is almost o thing of
the past. For good or evil the lmmense
power wielded by the Land League in the
closiog months of 1ast year 13 slowly pacsing
away, and the men who decline to follow the
popular vaice on the Land Bill, no matter who
they may be, will find themzelves and their
infivence passlng away with the devices by
which the Land Leagne became famous.

the Mutgelman malcontents who are knowa
to be fermenting trouble in the Algerian Pro-
vinces.

A despatch to the (Faulois this morning
states that telegraphic communication was
cut yesterday near Medfolbab, Ali Bri's head-
quarters. It is suspected Ali Bri had a band
in the matter.

The Ministerial statement, which is to be
made on the re-openiag of the Chambers, is
awaited here with no little anxiety. The
tarn things are taking in Tunis begins to
alarm the people, and serious diplomatic dif-
ficulties are ankicipated. The leading articles
of the Paris papers have for the last two days
fairly reflected the nervous and uncertain
state of public opinion. It is generally felt
that the war, if by any stretch ot courtesy it
can be called a war, ought to be brought to
an end without delay.

Paris, May 12.—According toa Galatz tele-
gram, pnblished in La Republigue Francaise
this morning, the Porte, on Mondary, gave
orders for the despatch of five Turkish iron-
clads to Tunis.

IINTS FOR THE HOUSEHOLD.

CaLr's Liver Drasep.—Wash and wipe a
calt's liver ; lard one side of it; cover the bot.
tom of the bratsing pan with slices of salt porl,
using ahout a quarter uf & pound; cut nn onion
and half a carrot to small pieces and spread
uver the pork; lay the liver on this and dredge
thickly with salt, pepper, snd flower; cover
the pan and place where it will cook slowly
for halfan hour; then add a bouquet of sweet
herbs and three pints of stock or water; put
the pan in a moderato oven and Cook two
hours; baste frequently with the gravy in
the pan, and salt, pepper, and flour; about 20
minutes before thaliver is done, ndd one tea-
spoonful of vinegar nnd one of lemon juics.
Strain the gravy over the liver whaen it is dish-
ed. All kinds of meat can be braised, and it
is enpecially a good way to cook poor pieces
of meat. DBraising ie » cooking process be-
twaen & stewing aud baking, and the meat is
mudy very tender by this process. A piece of
round beefsteak cooked in this way is very
delicious. A good time to do it is washing or
irouing days, when the oven is not kept very
hot. Any deep dish that can be covered will
dv to braise in, Ip making the bouquet of
herbs do not make it too large ; just a little
will do.

BoiLep Corrre.—~A small belled cupfal of
roastsd and ground couffee, one-third of Mocha
and two thirds Java ; a small egg, shell and
all, broken into the pot with the dry coffse.
8tir well with a spoop, and pour on thres pints
of boiling water. Let it boil from five to ten
minutes, counting from the time it begins to
boil. As soon as it bas boiled enough pour
in & cupial of cold water, and turn a little of
tho coffue into a cup to see that the nozzle is
not filied with grounds. Turn this back, and
let the ceflse stand & fow minutea to settie,
taking care that it dose not boil again. The
advantages of boiled coflce ks a rich yellow
look which is pleasing it alse has n peculiar
tlavor which wany puople prefor to the favor
gained by any other process. The disadvan.
taxes are that the egg coats the dry coffes, and
when the hot water is added the coating be-
comes hard, and a great deal of the best of the
coffec rvmains in the grounds after boiling.
Also in boiling muchof the fins flavor is loat
in the stenm that escapes from the pot. The
quantity given will make six cups of coffze.
The most cconomical and easiest way of
making colfee is by filtering. 'The French
coflee-biggin is valuable for this. It consists
of two cylindrical tin vessels one fitting into
tho othor, und the botkpm of the upper being
& fine straiver.  Auother course strainer, with
& rod running fiom the centre, is placed upon
thia. Then the coffeo, which is finally ground
is put in and another strainer is placed at the
top of therod. The beiling water is poruecd on
aud the pot set where it will keep hot, but not
boll, unti! the water iz gone throngh, This
will make w clear, strong coftvs, with a rich,
smooth fluvor. The advantage of the two ex—
tra strainers it thatthe one coming next to
the fue straioer prevents the grounds from
filling up the fine holes, and so the coffee is
clear and wore ensily mado, When milk or
cream is tded to filterud coffee it does not Lurn
4.tich vellow, as in the case of that boilee
withanegg.  Filtered coffee is very nice for
an afterdinoer drink, and when takon without

HOW THE LAND LEAGUERS
GO TO WORK.

—

The following interesting report is taken
from the Freeman's JournaZ of April 28th. It
is only one of hundrods which are reported,
and will give an idea of the general policy
both of the Lieague and the Emergency Com.

No more stirring spectacle has been wit.
nessed in this portion of Meath for a very
lopg time than was presented here to-day at
the sale of three lots of cattle seized on
executions for rent. ‘The cattle were seized
st the suit of Mr. James Thomas Barlow, of
Blackrock, Dublin, who owns a large tract of
land in the district lying between here and
Nobber. The tenantry offered the Gov-
ernment valuation asa rent. ‘The landlorg
refused to accept it, and several of the
tenants have been served with writs. The
three tenants against Whom judgment
has been marked, and whose cattle
were this day put up for sale, are Mrs.
Bashford, yearly rent, £89: valuation, £66;

Sheriff has put them up in one Jotand sold
them under the value you can sue him for the
balance.

The next lo put up was that of Mrs. Bash-
ford. Thare were 16 head of cattle, but the
auctioneer, as ‘if taking advantage of the
warning just mentloned, only put up eight.
They were bought in’ by ¥r, Harrington for
£2 less then the amount of execution, the
bidding being similar to the first case.

cattle belonging to Mr, McCann, to eatiefy
an execution for £85. Mr, Goddard bid
£30. Mr. Harringtion advanced by his favor~
ite bid of 15 and tho emergency man having
declined to gofarther, the lot was struck down
to Mr. Harrington at £30 15, which foll short
of the amount of tho execution by £65. .

Mr Harrington—Who is he, snd whatright
has he to object? lle is nota landlord—he
is not even u landlord's relative (cheers and
laughter).

The city wholesale trade continues season-
ably active, and the only complaints come
from the owners and avents of vessels, who
are anything but cheerful at the demoralized
state of the freight market. Several cargoes
of grain have been engaged for Liverpool as
low as 18 6d and 1g 3d, but these rates cannot
last mach longer, as the market is tending
upwards in New York in counsequence of the
arrival of grain barges through the Lrie Can-
al. Receipts of grain at Montreal, though
still light {n comparison with the ocean ton-
nage in port seeking freight, are in-
croasing, and on Saturday last about 100,
000 bushels chnanged hands on this
market. As the spring fleet at this port and
Quebec increases in size rumors of impending
ship laborers’ strikes are again heard, but it is
to be hoped that shipping agents, recognizing
the improved state of trade, will avert trou-
ble by acceding to all just demands,
80 that the trade natural to the St.
