THE SPREAD OF DIVORC.

Teia divorce laws which prevail in umany
States of the Union are creating terrible havoc

n the ranks of society. The sacredncess of

the mnarriage bond is scouted, and thousands

more and more controlled by the belief

that the marriage tic is a te-nporary con-
venience, and thuat as soon as it becornes a

restraiuttit can beeeasily discarded. Thereis

but a step froma this to "spontaneous divorce,

aud but another from that to promiscuity.
According to reliable authorities, le sone
parts of the Republic the firstalies already
been taken, the poor apparently believing
that they should not be required to incur the
expense of appealing to the aw for w'hatt
a private arrangement will effect. The State,
by its immoral divorce laws, is responsible
for this degradation, which xnest eventually
shake the foundations of society. Competent

authority states that the ratio of divorces to

umrriages lias doubled withinm the last 30
years, while the present iierease le even
greater. The Ohio Divorce Reform League
bas collected statisties regarding the
question, which disclose an alarming
etate of affaire. Dealing particularly with
the State of Ohio, the report of the Reforni
League shows that in 1865 the number of
divorces granted in Ohio was 873 and 1965 in
1883. 'lhis is an inerease of 233 per cent in
19 years. The population increased but 36
per cent., and the number of marriages 30
per cent. during the same period.
The ratio in the former year was 1 to

26 ; in the latter it was 1 to 16. In
1883 Ashtabula county gave a ratio of I to 4,

and of 1 petition for divorce to about
every 2 marriages. k uiree counties la the

THE NEW ROMAN CATHOLIC CHURCH AT
DESERONTO D1DICATED WITII IPOSING
CER.EMONIES.
The liandsome new churcli recently erected

by the Roman Catholies of Deseronto was de-
dicated with appropriate ceremonies to the
worship of Ahnighty God on Monday last,
l5th inst., by Dr. Cleury, Bishop of Kingston.

At the
churcli a large congregation, representing call
deiomrinations, liad assemibled te witness the
ceremony. Between Duindas street andÉ the
entrane of the chureih a iandsoîe arch Of
evergreens had been erected, on front of
whuich ther e n as displaed in large letters
"Welcoine ]isiop Cleary," and in the front

of the galterv inside there wras alse the
lCgcnd " God Bless eur Bishep."

Donogli, pastor of the congregation :IRe.

,OShea, Brennan and Kelly. 'lie
church looked its prettiest, and had, anong
other decorations, a large mimber of bouquets
of rare flowers. The clergy, having entered
the church, the Bishop advaneed tio the altar
rail and inforned the congregation that it
w-ns necessar>' for ail, hotu c-ergy, antd peojîle,
te nacate the charch. This being doue, apro-
cession headedhbytlhcelergy was forned atthe
front of the Church aud proceeded arournd
the sacred editice, repeating the prayers
selected for succ occasions ant havimg
conpleted the circuit again eutered the clhurehi
which was son tilled by the congregaton.
Tht services asual on such occasions were
then said antiSuug and IHigli 3Mass subsequent-
ty cclebrated by ather Brenan, f Picten.
The wralls of the sacred edifice were after-
wnrds sprinkled by the Bishiop with blessed
water. his cncluded, the Bislop tien de-
livered an excellent address of instruction te
the congregation. He began hie address by
expressing the pleasure he felt i dedicating
such a haudome church te the bonor aud
glory of GOLd. A fw years ago there was
no thouglht that such an event would b'
possible. He hiad no doubt that the growth
of Deseronto liad been inpeded. by the want
of a church, as workmen and others frequent-
ly refused te stay in places where they could
net have the religious services of their faith,
He had learned that the Messrs. Rathbun had
refused a price for the valuable lot on which
the church was built and had kindly donated
it. The congregation should acknowledge
the kindness, by good behavior, order, exact-
ness and punctuality in duty. Such acte had
a tendency te unite society, and were blessed
by God. Ht ias glad te hear of the hearti-
ness with which the people liad worked ; that
no one had refused; a lhad cheer-
fuily assisted, and he then paid a
warm trîbute te the zea n-I uJ nergy of
Father MePonogli who lîad labcred se assi-
duously and with such complete success. The
restlt of tlheir labors was the present beauti-
ful church without one dollar of debt.
