IRISH INTELLIGEN CE.

THE BELIGIOUS ORDERS IN IRELAND—LETTER OF VERY
REV, DR. RUSSELL.
St. Saviour'a, 30 Ratland-squsre, W,
Dublin, Feast of St Thomas ™ Aquinas,
0. P., March 7, 1863,

In addressing my Catholic feilow-subjects on the
presént occasion I am made to feel that, though I
am a priest of their communion, I am not united with
them in equality of law. Thev are emancipated, en-
joying civil rights and privilegea. Iam a proserip-
ed religivus, living under an unrepealed penal code.—
Iyield to unavoidable necessity in appealing for sym-
paby and redress in consequence of a recent decision
(Simms v, Quinlan) in the Irish Court of Chancery,
which, to the injury of my religious brethren and my-
self, enforces penal clauses of the Oatkolic Relief Bill
against the Regular Clergy. .

The country had almost forgotten, until this judg-
ment was delivered, that the Emaccipation act of
1829—which eaables Catholic gentlemen to enter
Parliament, sit on-the judicial vench,-and 1o compete
for almost all other places of hanor and émolément
in the State —was an act of disfranchisement for all
pubjects, who, however loyal and otberwise deserv-
ing, should dare thenceforward to exercise, the rights
of Christian conscience by professing the observarces
of the Gospel counsels, as reduced %0 a practical sys-
tem io monastic life, I need scarcely remark that
such a law of the British Legislature i3 anti-Chris-
tian in principlé—an ordinance of unmerited perse-
cution—a dark stain on the charter of Catholic libez-
ties, and, as to any seal effect of conscience, neither
to be dreaded nor oheyed. Its enactment distarbed.
the State of tranquil security in which the clergy of
the religious orders, after suffering courageoualy
‘ages of persecution, had been exercising their min-
istry since the year 1793, when the Irish Parliament
pussed the famous act of religious toleration for the
reliel of Ontholics of svery description. Sir Robert
(then Mr.) Peel, in hisepeech ou the Catholiz ques-

.tion i3 reported to have zaid —* Since 1793 there was3

pothing in the law of Ireland to prevent the resi-
dence of monastic orders in that country.’

Grest alarm ‘was excited by the announcement of
the restrictions agaicst religious communities of men
which were-said to form an integral portion of the
proposed measure of Catholic Emancipation. Peti-
tlons ir favor of the Regular orders were signed by
bishops, prests and people, against the obnoxious sta-
tutes, which were called, in the language of tho day,
gecurities. The members of the monastic bedies in

.Ireland sent a deputation to- Loadon—of which two

distinguished prelates, the Moat Rev. Dr.. ('Connar,
of thig city, Augustine; and the Mozt Rev. Dr. Leaby,
of ‘Dromore, Dominican, are still survivicg—to wach
over the interests of the bill through both houses of
pariiament, and to protess, in the name of their reli-
gious brethren, ngaiost the viclation of the freedom
of conscience with which they were menaced.

To lull the appprebensions of the Regular Clergy
and silence popular cumplsints and remonsirances,
the leaders of the party in favor of Emancipation,
fearing least the exzeptions do generally taken to
these penal provisiona might obatruct or retard the
immediate passing of the great booa for the Catho-
lica of the empire, beld out assurences that the sec-
tion of the bill for the eventual suppreasion of ali mo-
nastic institutions in Ireland and Great Britain should
‘remain a dead letter on the statute book, aad, ia the
course of time, should prove to be quite harmless.—
That hope i3 now ‘ound to be delusive, - .

The late important ease, decided by the Irish Liord
Chancellor, bas called up the dead law to life and
vigor ic all the malignity of its sectarian spirit, and
all practical mischievousness of its letter.  The hated
and persecnting enactment has been employed to
drag the venerated Priors” of ‘St Saviour's Dublin,
and of St. Mary's Cork, with myself from our aceirs-
tomed retirement into.the public courts of law. 'A
necessity was thus imposed on our honor and con-
science to vindicate,” by the advocacy of emineant
counsel, the piousCatholic intentions of a deceased
friend, whom ywe-atill- remember and respect in his
grave, and to. defend the sacred rights .with which
we were entrusted in the good man's will ugainst an
aggreasive act of gacrilegions spoliation.

sizes. That13 tu say, the mob have seen that they
can afford to laugh &t the law when it attempts 1o
punish the ou'rages and the aszassinations of Au-
gust Iast. Seeing what has happened, the mob must
feel that they are too many for the law. Seeing that
the law officers of the Crown have been obliged to
abandon the prosecutions without baving bronght &
single murderer, or intended murderer to justice, ai-
though: the dead bodies of eleven murdered men are
hardly yet cold in their graves, the Belfagt mob muat
surely laugh in the face of any one who tells them
about the inviceibility of the law, and the certainty
of its inevitable punishments. Eleven human beings
murdered, and that io the presence of hundred, and
not one murderer brought to justice. Who can read
of -this and not hang his head with shame? If we
heard of anything like this baving taken place in
France, we would certainly sneer at the boasted
strepgth of the Emperor's ‘rule, and say tbat here
waa & town which could set Napoleon snd bis
legions at defiance., And, of course, we woald pro-
‘bably make some appropriate remark.abont the Brii-
ish Constitution. Why, if such a thiog occurred
even in Algeria, we wounld be apt to thiok thnt all
we had been told tbat about the civilisation of ihat
colony was a fable. We would probably declare that
no country could be.deemed civilised where sach
scenes conld be enacted ; and .that it was iale to
talk of the protection of the law when, out of the
scores of murderers and intending murderers, who
had letsurely plied theiv vocation in the open streets,
nat even one had been brought to justice. We say
emphatically, that a heavy responsibility rests upon’
those who have brought Belfast to its present la-
mentakle condition.  We said before, and we now
repest it, that the blood which hns beer shed lies at
the doora of those who set tiemselves to inflame a
furious population, by Iaboring to convince them
tkat a peaceful procession, occurricg nearly a hun.

tivation of flax to their routine. That crop is open
to mapy of the objections applicable to the potato,
while it paasesses advaniages ot a far- more conspi-
cuous kind, No doubt.it is liable to failure, a3 what
crop pat into the ground is not ?-even the grass,
the simplest of all vegetable produce, sometimes will
not grow. But flax bas not like the .potato, an in-
herent fatality which may shew itself at any mo-
ment, and sweep jike a plegus over the produce of 2
whole country, There have been some failures in
the late attempts at culiivation, but that was not
the faunlt of the flax. All over the country there
was produced .an excellent crop. We have it on the
assarance of & gkilfel judge that there conld not
anywhere in Ireland be seen  finer crop of flax than
that which was seen in the county of Cork laet
year. Nevertheless, a good many persons were dia-
appointed with the resuit. Butwby? Eccause their
flax, good in itself, was spoiled in the preparation.
The bulk of the crop, however, produced good ave-
rage prices, and many, very- many, achieved results
which were really splendid compared with what they
could have attained by almost aay other specie of
country produce., The capability of growing the
crop successfully is therefors abundantly showa to
exist, all that i3 needed being to take warning by
the errors of the pasi, and give the straw when pro-
duced the proper treatment. A. couatry which con-
tinues 1o grow potatoes, after the experience of the
past, might not be easily discouraged by any slight
dizappointment. The Irish people have clung to the
planting of the potato with a pertinacity that could
not be equalled probably by any other people in the
world. If they only shew a tithe of-the same per-
sistence ns regards the far more useful flax croy, we
may hope to have Ireland the Srst flax growing
country in the world. — Corkc Ewaminer.

We
doubt whether there hLas been any ‘lying in stats’
which has awakened such leartfeli sorrow, or drawn
together & gres er concourse through so many days.

* But this public moureing was only in its begin-
niog. On the evening before the day of the buris]
the soleran dirge was to be sungin the pro-cathedral
of St Mary's Moorfields. The coffic was then re-
moved to that place. It issaid that thirty thousand
persons on that day went through the church by the
bier, passing by the door of the house attached to
the Cetbedral, The mnuititudes were so great that
it was impossible to allow them to kneel or to linger.
Persons were placed by the bier to touch the coffin
with their rosariez aod tbe like, and to press them
onwarda.

the Anglican Chureh i9 recognized, and yet it has
naver produced such a demonstraticn. But, perhaps,
tue Catholic Church is a recognised body afier all,
and tfor that reason did ard can always produce a
demonstration proporiionate o the facts aad circum-
sfances of the eveat, The Cardinzl Archbishop of
Westminster was a person recognised throughout
Ohristendom, even where the name of the Archbi-
shops of Canterbury has not been recogoised for
three centuries, The Catholic nations of the world
koew him by nawe and by form; and recognised
him as the Chief Pastor of the scattered fiock in Eng
land. They recognise, too, the body ovor which be
presided as the Oatholic Church in these renlms,
with which they have conacious unity of heart, mind,
will, foriunes, sorrows and joys. It was this world-
wide recognition of the Catholic Church in England
which told npon Londan and upon England whether
they wouid or no. A Catholic Archhisbop and o
Cardioal of the Holy Rowman Church may he legia-
Inted against, legally esiled, ignored, cxtinguished.
¢ Mergns, profundo, pulchrior evenit! The world
knows him, and knows noboedy else in his place. His
titles are ineffaceable, because his character i3 indeli-
ble. All the legal recognition upon earth could not
creete another Cardinal Archbbishop of Westminater.
There are two other kinda of recogoiticn wider and
truer thsn the recogeition of legisiature, springing
from & bigher aad from a deeper fountain —tbe one
is of the Ghurch throughout the world; the other is
the public consciousness of & peopie even in its hos-
tility ; and these two unite in the recognition of the
Catholic Cburch and hierarchy jn England, Never-
theless, the critic was partly in the right., That day
of puablic mourning was & wonderful event, spring-
jog from no adequale material canse, It wag not
got up by voie of Purlinment, nor by an Act of Pre-
rogative, nor oy the organisation of public agencies
and public funds. It was the simple act of the Me-
teopolitan Chapier und Olergy of \Westminster, out
of their poverty, giviag burial to their Archbishop.
Even 1he dignity of Gardinal added hardly an appre-
ciable element in the provision and order of that day.
They carried him out to burial with all simplicity,
The funera! array was majestic for its vastness and
continuity ; not for any display of unuzual costliness
The car wa3 not like the stupendoua funeral throune
‘which now liea buried under the.dome of St. Paul's,
It was simple, open, slender, bare ; and was criticised
by the Times for its meanness. We are so much tho
better plessed. Tue majesty of that burial train was
altogether such as became s Pastor of the Ohurch,
And, ea it wen: along, it carried the hearts of a hier-
archy, a Prieathood, snd a flock alocg with it, And
& maultitude of :5¢ Znglisk people to whom the Ca-
tholic Church in England is as much & recognized
fact as the Anplican Establishment—we refrsin now
willingly from ssying much more which crowds upon
rs—stoed by, or.followed in kindly and reverent
sympathy, Thore were doubtless, there many who
are far from us in their religious coavictions, yet
they bave learned to recognise and to respect manli-
ness, zeal, bard work for souls and for the poor, in
dustry in duty, fdelity to conscience, They, too,
could look on with kindlinesa. Muny were there
who, though not even nesr to the Catholic Church,
have been long heried of the blindnesz which ouce
made them hate or fear it ; many, too, whoss hearts
feel kindly to it, a3 the Church of the Poor, and in
Lordon eminently the Chureb which makes itself
seen, knowe, feli, nnd trusted by multitudes of the
most destitute and suffering of our people. All these
and mauy other classes of minds which we cannot
stay to enumerate, were to be found ia the great con-
coutse which streamed along those miles of streets.
One who pessed through them as a mourner said
truly, as we believe, ‘I was convinced that, whether
they knew it or not, multitudes felt that day, a3 toey
looked upon the funersl procession, *This wa3 the
old religlon of Eogland. This was once 1he religion
of our fathera.”' They who had read the history of
their country could recall memories of Pole, Wolgey,
and Laogton. They who were simplest saw before
them theliving presence of the great Catholic Church
which once filled the land. The English poor Lave’
itas a provetb. ¢The Catholic religion was the
firat, and will be the lagt.’ Its reappearance oz that
day in such ‘wide-spread sympathy of men of every
clags preached to them, on 'ihat homely prophecy.
What Nickoles Wiseman had prayed, labored .aod
suffered to do, he did that day ‘more powerfally and
more persuasively than ever before. e bad spent
biz life to make the people of England koow and
love ‘once more the Ohurch of their fathers that day
was the noblest nod worthiest close to such a life.
And thus we leave him with the tribute of our grate-
ful sad loving veneration, as the dusk of evening
made more purely bright the tapers around his grave
greater in its numility thon all the glories of West-
minster, as it now is, where St, Edward, whom ls
loved 8o well, st1ll holds his own for God, and for
the future—so we leave him as the Miserere is ascénd-
ing to heaven like the voice of many waters, eweet,
‘plaintive, but strong ss the bope of “the OChurch in
England, asthe trath he has taught ua snd as his
prayers, ' which ascend for us: before the eternal
throme.” o .

NEWS OF THE WEEK

Booth the assassin, or at all events the pre-
sumed assasssic of the late President has been
shot by a party of the Federal troops; and one
of his supposed accomplices, a man pamed Har-
rold has been captured by the same party. * Dead
men tell no tales)” and so probably we shall
pever get at tbe full truthas lo the particulars
and antecedents of the erime which has rendered
the name of Booth for ever execrable. Men
will paturally apply the test cuibono? to this
shooting of Booth. If indeed the Southerners
were the istigators of the murder, then evi-
dently- it was in their mterest that thewr tool or
accomplice should as quickly as possible, be
placed beyond the reach of a judicial investiga-
tion, in the course of which ke might make some
disagreeable revelations. But it was by the
Northersers that Booth was shot down, when he
might easily and without risk have been captured
alive. Here are the particulars, as given by the
principal actor in the business, the non-commis.
sioned officer who fired the fata! shot: from this
perrative men will draw their own inferences.

Tame from the effects of an injury, and unable
to walk except upon crutches, Booth and a
companion bad taken refuge in a barn. Upon
information given to the autnorities, this bara
was surrounded on Wednesday morning the 261b
alt., at about 2 a.m. by a party of Federal troops,
who summoned those inside to give themselves
up. After some delay, Harrold came out and
surrendered Limself, but Booth remained under
cover, Hereupon the bara was fired, when the
wietched man mside, made a rush for the door
as if to escape. Mark what follows :—

# We could see him plainly” says Sergeant
Corbett one of the party,  but could not be seen
by him,” so that the attacking party were exposed
to no manner of danger. Outside the barn all
was dark, because 1t was not yet dayhght when
the events that we are narrating occurred : but
all 1mside the barn was britliantly illuminated, and
clearly exposed to the view of the party outside,
by the fames of the burning buildiog.

enoogh to produce disease at all times, as is
enidenced by the fearful rate of mortality which
constantly prevails mn Montreal.

IMMIGEATION AND EMI16RATION. — It is a -
melancholy fact:tbat, whilst we are endeavoring
to attract labor to our shores from the over-
crowded districts of the Old World where the
pressure upon the means of subsistence is great-
est, emigration from Canada to the neighbormg
States is contiwually on the increase. The peo--
ple.are flging from Capada almost as they are
fiying from Ireland. Says the Toronto Leader
on tis subject ;— ’

" Qur able bodied men are daily leaving in large
and increasing numbers for the United States, Up-
wards of fifry thousand have already gone.”

On the other hand Emigration Reports and
Sub-Emgration Agents keep on assuring us that
the demand for Jabor is great, for farm servants
and mechanics: especially ; and the Quebec
Daily News finds 1t dificult to reconcile these
apparently contradictory statements,

The solution seems to us to be this. How-
ever great the Jemand for labor my be in Cap-
ada at certaio seasons of the year, it is onlya
temporary demand. During Spring, Summer
and Autumn, whilst the pavigation is open, and
labor of all kind can .be carried on in the open
air, Jabor of all kind is in good demand, and is
profitably remunerated. "But then comes the
long dreary winter, when workmen are thrown
out of employment, and when labor becomes a
drug in the market for whica no one cares to
bid. The Reports of Emgration Agents are
true no doubt, but true only for a particular
season of the year. The fact that emigration
from Canada 1s continually 1acreasing cannot be
contested, and shows that the demand for laber
is not permanent. '

That the Government should do sometling in
the premises seems to be the opinion of some
writers iz the public press—but what can any Go-
vernment do? It 1s no more in the power of
Government {o check the stream of emigratien, or
to direct that stream from one coualry with grea:
natural physical adrantages, to another less
liberally endowed 1o these respects, than it is in
the power of an Act of Parliament to arrest the
course of rivers from setting towards the sea, or
to compel them to flow up-hill. As water by
the necessary law of its being sets from the bigh-
er to the lower level, so does the tide of emigra-
tion irresisibly flow from the colder to the -
warmer climates, from the higher latitudes to
the lower latitudes, from the ice and snow of the
North, to the wheat growing tountries of the
South. To cry out agaipst the Government of
Canada for what is solely the conséquence of the
climate of Carada Is unjust ; neither isit reason-
aole to conclude from the emgration to the
Uhnited States, (bat the political and social -
stitutions of that country are in any respect su-
perior to curs. :

DestrRucTioN ofF Birps.—The wanton and
brutal destruction of the farmer’s and gardener’s
best friends and albes, by a pack of idle loafiog
blackguards, who on Suncdays especially, and
other helidays, turn out armed to the teeth to
wage relentless persecution against our Spring
visitors, the birds; bas often provoked the rotice
of the press ; but alas! hitherto nothing of any
consequence bas been done by the Legislature or
by the City Police to put a stop to a public
nuisance, of which one eflect is visible in the
total destruction of the beautiful orchards with
which, a few years ago, the City of Montreal,
and the Mountain were surrounded, Tn France
the Legislatnre interferes to protect the birds,
the destroyers of the catepillars, which pests if
left unmolested, destroy our gardens and orchards.
In England gutlic attention 15 aroused to the
necessity of putting a stop to the destruction of
these same useful creatures the birds; and m
Australia, the colonists endowed with better taste
thaa the people of Canada, and better acqnaimted
with what the interests of agriculture and borti-
culture Tequire, are at a great expence actual
ly importing sparrews from England, to keep
down the pest of grubs, catepillars, and nsects
which destroy the crops. The following para-
graph on this subject 1s from ah English paper,
the Gateshead Observer ; and certainly it tieats
of a subject not unworthy of the serious attention
and vigordus action of our Canadian Legis-
lature :—

Birp Murpsr.—The President of the Naturalists’

A Nice Loox Our ror IRISHMEN AND
CarHorics IN THE UniteDp Stares.—That
the South subdued, the puritanical party triumph-
ant 1 the Northern States would direct therr
arms against Irish Papists, bas always been
patent to the most careless observer of the cur-
rent of public opinion in the neighboring repub-
lic.

Tius reminds one of the action of the Legisla-
tive Assembly in %92 towards ¢ refractory
priests ;> who because they would not, and in
conscience could not take the * test oath” im-
posed by the Constitution, were treated as rebels,
arrested and deported to Cayenne, The tyranoy
of Liberals, whetber in the Old or in the New
World, s always directed in the first instance
against the Church 2nd her servants; and this
explains the general sympathy of Catbolics with
the Soutb, as well as the universal sympathy of
the extreme anti-Catholic party with the North.

StR—On Tuesday, 25th April, the elite of
our Canadian society assembled in the grand hall
of Si. Mary’s College to witness a Dramatic
Entertainment which had been most ably got up
by the English Academy under the direction of
one or two Jesuit Fathers. The room was
crowded in anticipation of the success which the
pupils of ths College generally meet with in
their literary Soirees ; and when the curtain rose
a burst of appiause greeted the first strains of a
beautiful orchestral averture, performed by the
leading musicians of the ciy. The College choir

Mr. Augustus Power, son of the |
late Justice Power, by lis gentle and pilgrim-
like demeanour, portrayed admirably the retirmg
virtues of the Hidden Gem, whilst Mr. Spalding,
2 nephew of the great Archbishop of Baltimore,
was well suited, as Kupleman, for a kind and
charitable host. But the pathos of the drama
was still better brought out by a son of cne of
our first Canadian merchants, Leopold Galarneau,
who, 1 the character of Carinus, an adopled son
displayed the most generous feelings of an up-
right mind.  As to the other actors who formed
the complement of the play, each znd every one
deserves his mead of praise; but we must not
forget to meption the names of Mr. Malberon,
and especially of Messrs. Hart and Piquette,
who were perhaps the most successful of all.
The latter personated the mgratitude and base
envy of a thieving beggar, whist Mr. Matthew
Hart gave such a hfe-like picture of a revenge-
fol and murderous bondsman 1o the person of Bi-
bulus, that several times during his criminal soli-
loquies, a secret tremor ran through the au-
dience, and then gave place to universal admira-
tion. :

'The entertatnment was rendered still more at-
tractive by some splendid choruses, among which
the Chorus of Angels sung belund the scenes
during cue of the most thrilling incidents of the
play, was pronounced by all to be a master-piece
of execution, ln a word the evening passed so
