§ 1.— PREAMBLE.

Opn the thirteenth of September last, Our
Holy Father the Pope addressed to our separat-
ed brethren an Apostolic Letter breathing
nothing but charity, to iowite them to seek the
true religion, in order to profit by the (Bcumeri-
cal Council which he cooveked on the twenty-
ninth of June last. This Letter bas been sent
to Us, D. B. B,, in order that we may take
some means by which those, who, living cutside
of the fold of Jesus Christ, cannot hear the voice
of His Vicar upon earth, may be made acquamt-
ed with the Pastor of the who'e Catholic Church.
‘Wherefore, after carefully considering the mat-
ter in the presence of God, we bave judged it
our duty to make use of youall, D. B. B, to
bring this mmportant Letter to the knowledge of
those to whom it 18 directly addressed. Tu con-
sequence thereof, We cause 1t lo be published in
all the churches of this I):ocese, charging you,
D. B. B,, to be the faithful ioterpreters of the
sentiments which sunimate our common ¥ather
towards brethren whom we all love mn Jesus
Cbrist. 'This means has appeared to us the
most proper for attainiog an ohject so desirable
for all the ehildren of the Churcbh.

For many of them hive 1 our midst : they are
your neighhors, your friends, your fellow citizens
your associates, your patrous er your clients, aod
perhaps even your near relatives. It follows
therefore, that you have intimate relations with
them, more or less frequeatly, either on account
of business. or on account of politeness, friend
ship and civility.

Amid this infercourse, it 1s quite natural that
you should speak to them of our grand beautiful
ceremontes and of the instructions which are
giver 1n our churches, By this means you ex-
cite 1n them a laudable curiosity which induces
them to come and see what is done, and to hear
what 19 said at our religious assemblies. There
are, fartbermore, many among them wha like to
hear the word of God, and who feel themselves
interiorly attracted towards the religion of their
forefathers. Besides, they are tired at seemng
themselves contnually fluctuating amd the doc-
trives which change hke the wind, and which,
consequently, are unable to satisfy the hearts of
those who seek the trath with sincenty.

Oa the otier hand, God who bas created them
like ourselves to his own image, and redeemed
them at the price of bis blood in order to give
them eternal bappiness, does vot fail, in His in-
finite goodness to wara them interiorly, that thev
are on a false road, walking in the way of érror;
and that they ought to seek the truth which
alore van produce them peace of heart,

If then, D. B. B., you tell them that Our
Holy Father the Pope, whose name is so glort-
ous throughout the whole world, bas addressed
them 2 Letter which breathes naugbt but love
and chanty ; and that w all the thurehes, this
admirable document '1s read; may we not pre-
sume that they will like to bear it read and ex
plained by your pastors, and even to procure
themselves copies of 1t, in order to examme it
more attentively i private.

The mission you bave to fulfil, D. B. B., 15
very simple, but also very importaant, it you seri-
ously consider it. Ifor you are charged to col-
lect wilh religious respect, the words which fall
from the moutb of the Church’s common Father,
to be penetrated with them yourselves, in orcer
to transmit them to brethren whom you love,
but whose errors you deeply deplore. You thus
become echoes of that mysterious voice, which
pronounces so many oracles, makes known so
many truths and spreads ahroad so many flames
of divine charity, for the salvation of countless
millions of souls.

For this end, it behoves you to be well ac-
quainted with this Letter, which contains the
grand priaciples upon which repose all the solidity
anc harmony of our holy religion. Yeu will
therefore make it a duty lo study it carefully, by
listening attentively to the instructions which
will be given to you upon 1t, by reading for
yourselves this solemn appeal of the best of Fa.
thers to cherished children, whose loss he bitterly
regrets, and by contemplating in it, the immens'y
of the purest charity with which it overflows, 10
order 1o let us see the length and the depth and
the width of his fatherly love.

There 18 here question, note il well, D. B. B,,
of doing everything w our power that this Apos-
toltc Letter may not be a dead Letter. Now
it would be one, were it to pass unperceived : if
nobodv spoke of it; if it did not come to the
kncwled e of those whom it ought to warn that

walking 10 a bad way ; if it were not
well understood ; if it did not excite a hvely 1r-
terest, as 13 becoming to a document of such
great importance ; 1f it were pot appreciated as
it oaght to be ; if it were not profected against
false interpretations which will not fail to be
made ; 1f. @ a word, it did not produce, through-
out the whole world, a great movement in the
winds and hearrs of those who call themselves

'the children of God.

But if this Letter were to be only a dead

:Tetter, D. B. B., would it not be a veritable dis-

honor for oer holy religion, a great ignominy for
our commor Father, and a profund humiliation
for ourselves? Uundoubtedly, you all feel this
acutely 1n the innerma-t of your s~uls; and you
resolve to apply.yourselves serionaly to the work,
to reader yourseives capable of fulfilhng the mis.
ston with which you are charged. Reigion ex-
pects of you ihat you will do your duty. Quce
more, 1t is necessary, lbat the Apostolic Letter
addressed to our separated brethrea by Our
Holy Father the Pope, should come to their
knowledge turough the mediam of good Catho~
lics, who will communicate 1t to them by every
means 1n their power, You will therefore listen
with holy avidity, to the istructions which your
zealous pastors will not fai! to give you on the
sabject. Rest assored that the Liord will inspire
them what to say to you on so serious a subject,
and he wil give to yoa the intelligerce you
stand in need of, to seize those principles which
1t is necessary to engrave in all hearts.

Such, dearly belo7ed bretbren, are the princi-
pal reasons which should wflame your zeal, in
order to second the efforts made by the common
Father of the great Christian fanuly, for the con-
version of our dear separated brethren.

Whilst histeming to the Apostolic Letter he
has addressed to them, you will observe, that he
presents himself to them as the successor of St.
Peter, set over the government of tie whole
chureb, and that be calls thewr attention to the
nlimate union which exists between himself and
all the Cathohc Bishops whom be bas convoked
m cerumenical couneil.

Why tben, D. B, B., this preamvle? Ts it
because our separated bretbren ignore that the
reigning Pope is the immortal Pius IX? Cer-
tzinly not ; many of them have seen this admrr-
able Pontiff, bave heard him, bave spokea to him,
have assisted at the grand demonstrations of
which te bas been the object, during his long and
glorious Pontificate ; and it may be affirmed,
that those amoog them who are the most honor-
able on account of their education and their lofry
sentiments, respect his person, admire his wisdom
and love the mildness of his government.

Why then, once more, this preamble? Be-
cause, since the Reformation, thaat is te say, for
more than three bundred years since the ties were
broken which united the forefathers of our se-
parated brethren with the Holy See, the Pope
has hardly been koown to them save under the
name of Aotichrist ; and Rome, the eapital of
his empire, as & veritable Babyloa.

It was therefore necessary, on making them
bear his voice as Pastor and Father, for the first
time since that unfortunate and fatal epoch, he
should officially inform them that he truly oc-
cupies the chair of St. Peter; that De governs
the Cburch with all the authority whieh Our
Lord Him<elf has given unto bim: that all the
Catbolic Bishops recogaise nm as their chief ;
that they would soon arrive in Rome, there to
hold o grand Council; and that he calis them
also thither, that they may derive the most nre-
cious advantages from the Council.

With these gene:al observations, you will per
fectly enter mto the meaning of this beautiful snd
admirable Letter of which the following is the
preamble.

§ 2.—Molives for the Convocation of the Fu—
ture (Ecumenical Council.

- #®You are already aware, that bhaving been
raised 1n spite of Our uoworthioess, to this chair
of Peter, placed consequently over the supreme
government of the entire Catholic Charch, aud
dirmely entrusted with its preservation by Our
Lord Jesus Christ thmself, We bave judged
fiting to call to Our presence Our Venerable
Broihers the Bisbops of the whole world, and to
assembie themn v order to ceclebrate, next year,
an (Ecumenical Couscil, so that in concert with
these same Venerable Brothers, called to share
Our soheitude, we may take all the resolutions
which shall seem the most fitting and pecessary,
whetber to dissipate the darkness of so many
fatal errors which daily extend their empire more
and more, and are bemng set loose to the great
loss of souls, or 1o establish daily more and more,
and to increase among the cbristian peoples con-
fided to Our vigilence, the resgo of the true faith,
of justice and of the true peace of God, Firmly

relying on the strict and dear compact of union
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which so admirably attaches uoto us and to this
Holy See, these same Venerable Brothers, who
have never ceased daring the whole course of
Our supreme Poatificate, to give to Us and to
this Holy See the most convincing marks of
their love and respect ; we entertamn a well—
founded hope that the (Ecumenical Counecil, con-
veked by Us in this present century, will, under
the iospiration of divine prace, like tle other
General Councils in past ages, bring forth abun-
dant fruits, a source of happicess, for the greater
glory of God and the eternal salvation of men.”

§ 3.—Marks of the True Church of Jesus
Chbrist.

Sueh, D. B. B., are the first words which
the good shepherd addresses to those of his dear
flack, whom he sees wander:og vutside the fold
of the Lord. Itisia order to prepare thew to
receive those luminous and incontestable truths
which he will propose after this maguificent pre-
amble. For, as you are just gomg to see, he
declares that there can only be one true Church
of Jesus Chrst : that this Church has been built
upon Peter, who 1s hike an immoveible rock by
the immutable stability of her teaching ; that she
is infallible, because hLer dirine founder has pro-
mised to be with her until the end of the world:
that those who wish can always recogmse ber,
hecause she has striking and visible marks which
distingmsh her from othier Churches, being ¢ One,
Holy, Catholic and Apostohe.” This is what
you are going to see, D. B. B, whilst listeniog
to the following words :

¢ Tar this reason, buoyed up by this hope, 1a-
cited and urged on by the ehanty of Gur Lord
Jesus Christ who gave his life for the salvation
of the whole human race, we cannot help, on the
accasion of the future Council, addressing Our
Apostolic and paternal woids to all those who
recognizing the same Jesus Cbrist for their Re-
deemer, and glorying 1o the name of Chrishan,
do not however, profess the true faith of Jesus
Christ and do not follow the Communion of the
Catholic Church. And We do this, in order to
warn them, to conjure them and to beg of them,
with all the ardor of Qur zeal and in all charity,
to consider well and to examine seriously if they
follow the way traced cut by the same Jesus
Christ Our Linrd, and which leads to eternal salva
tion. No one can deny, or call in doubt, that Jesus
Christ himself, 10 order to apply the fruits of his
Redemption to all buman pgenerations, has built
upon Peter, in this world, his uique Church, that
is to say, the ¢ One, Holy, Catholic and Apos-
tolic Church, and that be gave to him all the
pawer pecessary that the deposit of faith might
be preserved inviolate and intact; aand that the
same faith was taught to all peoples, to all races
and to all nations, ia order that all men might,
through baptism, becoine members of his mys—
tical body ; and 1n themn mght always be pre-
served and perfected this new life of grace,
without wuich oo one cas ever merit and obtan
Ife everlastiog ; finally, that this same Church,
which coastiiutes his mystical body, might ever
remain stable and immovable in its own pature
until the consummation of ages ; that she might
live ever blooming and in a coandition to fureish
all ber children with the means of working out
their salvation.”

§ 4.—That none of the Profestant Churches
has the marks of the True Chured of Jesus
Christ,

But 1t was not suffictent for the charity of the
common IFather, to have caused the distinguish-
ing characteristics of the True Chureh of Jesus
Christ to shine in all therr brilliancy, belcre the
eyes of our separated brethren. For, urged on
by ao ardent destre of showing them the road of
truth, which can alone lead to everlasting life, he
clearly shows them that none of the churches
separated from the Roman Church, which alone
18 % Oae, Holy, Catholic and Apostolic,”” can at-
tribute to itseif these glorious priviteges. Tor
they are all divided one from the other, have
nothing stable w their teaghing, are 1n a perpe-
tual fluctuation and change of epinians, have no
authority to cause their symbol of faith to be ad-
mitted by dissentient sects ; whence he concludes,
that the truths -evealed to men by the Redeemer
of maokind, canaot be found in such societies or
religious Congregations.

Oh! how they are to be pitied, betog thus ex-
posed to every wind of doctrive, and tossed
about by the furious tempests of error and lying !
How we ought to fear for all those who are thus
held, the terrible misfortune that awaits them 1f
they continue to sail on thisstormy ocean! You
must not be astonished theo, if the common Fa-
ther, seeing bis children 10 such immient danger
ot perishing eternpally, raises his voice to make
them hear such moving words which so well ex-~
press his fatherly solicstude. ‘This you are going
to see ia the following passage:

“ Now, whosoever wishes to examine with
care and to meditate upon the condition in which
are to be found the difierept religious societies
divided among theraselves and separated.irom the
Catbolic Church, which ever since Our Lord
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869.
Jesus Christ, and bhis Apostles, has always exer—
cised through her legitimate pastors, and still ex-
ercises the divine power which was given to her
by the same Jesus Qar Lord, such a one ought
easily to he convinced, that no one of these so-
cieties, nor all of them together, constitute in
any way, nor are they this Church Oge and Ca.
tholic which Our Lord bhas founded and built,
and which be wished to create.
can fsarthermore affirm 1n any wav, that these
societies are a member, a part of this same
“hurch, since thev are visibly separated from
Catbholic unity, For, such societies bemng de-
prived of that lising authonty established by
God, which especially teaches men the things of
faith and the discipline of morahty which are of
rule in al! that regards eternal salvation ; they
have coostantly varied n their doctrines, and
this chapging and this instability 1 these socie-
ties, never cease. Every ove then, perfectly
understands, every one sees clearly and mabi-
festly, that this is 1o complete opposition with the
Church instituted by Our Lord, since 1n this
Chureh, truth shou'd always remain stable and
ipaccessible to all change, 1 order to preserve
absolutely 1otact the deposit which has been con-
fided to her, and for whose guardianship, the pre-
sence and the assistance of the Holy Ghost have
been promsed her forever.”

§ D.—Trom these divisions wn the Church spring
up deplorable evils in the State.

Aflter exposing, as you have seen, D. B. B,,
the deplorable evils which are caused to Rel-
gton by these f1tal divisions, which rergn among
the Religious devominations separated from the
Tatholie Church, Our common Father descends
to the lamentable disorders whech they produce,
even in the civil societies and governments of the
world,

The touching words which fall on this solemn
occasion, from the mouth of lim whom is the
Inghest Power that exists upon the earth, and
who evidently stands at the head of his age,
prove, once more, that Religion came down from
Heaven with her divioe founder, not only for the
spirttual welfare of souls, but also for the pros-
perity of buman societies. Ob! what happiness
would reign throughout the eatire world, if every-
where, people were sttached to the true Church,
which, eser guded oy the Holy Spint, ceases
not to preach unto man the pecessity of loving
ins fellows, of dowsg no wrong to any one, of
holding revolutions in horror, of obeywg every
established government.

But, D, B. B., on tha! subject, listen to the
Pope bimself, and learn Irom bim to dread the
terr:ble cousequences of the rehgious dissentions,
which threaten, evea at the present day, to over-
turo the whole world, The history of past ages,
like that of the present time, 1s also on hand to
confirm what our Father 13 about to say of the
sad effects produced among all peoples, by dis-
sensions 1n religions matters,

¢ No ore, besides, can be ignoraat of the fact,
that these dissensions about doctrines and opin-
ions have given rise to soctal schisms, these in
their turn kave given birth to commumens and
sects without number, which are every day being
more and more extended to the great detrtment
of Christian and cint society. In fact, whoso-
ever acknowledges that Relig:on 1s the founda
tion of human society, cannot fall to perceive
with wast powerful influence this division of pria-
ciples, this opposition and this conflict of rehgious
socielies among themselves act upon civil society ;
and with what violeoce, this negation of the au-
thority established by God to govern the belief
of the human mwd and to direct the actions of
man, as well 1o his private as n lis sociaf life,
has eogendered, propagated and sustained these
deplorable cbanges in things and times, those
troubles which, at the present day, upset and op-
press nearly every people.”

As you have just seen, D. B. B, O. II. F.
the Pope has placed himself directly 1o face of
all the cburches separated from Rome ; he, as
the successor of St. Peter, the universal Pastor
of the whole Church, the Father of the great
Cbristian family.

He has shown them. that the Catholic Church,
of winch he is the supreme head upon earth, s
the only true Church founded by Jesus Christ,
that she alone has truly the marks of umty, of
sanrtity, of Catholicity and of Apostoheity,
which indicate to serious, reflecting minds, where
they will find the truth; that (o this Church
alone, is preserved intact the deposit of beavenly
truths, with the infaliibility which 13 assured to
her by the presence of the Holy Ghost, who has
been given to assist and govern her 1nvisibly,

Next, passing rapidly in review 31l the deno.
minations which dispute the comparable bonor
of being the true church, he causes them to see,
as ciearly as the sun at mid-day, that this cannot
be the case; for they bave varied too mueh,
bave too much changed their teaching during the
short space of time they have existed, to pretend
thet they possess the treasure of trutb, since truth
cannot vary, cannot change : that what was tive-
when Jesus Christ and the Apostles preached

And po one |
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broughout the world, 1s still true, and wili al-
ways be true, unto the consummation of ages.
Finally, he has drawn a moving picture of the

, inappreciable advantages for the governments ot

the earth, which flow from the principles of pub-
lie order professed by the divine religion, the
government of which has been confided to bim.

§ 6.~—Appeal to our Separated Brethren,

After these fraok, clear and luminous explana-

tions, the good Pastor makes a fervent appes) to
all the sheep whom he sees exposed to the fary
of the wolves, because, unfortunately, they are
given up to the errors of the human mind and
are deprived of the divine assistance, which bas
been promised only to the Apostles and thesr
legitimate successors, who alone, are the heirs te
the mfallible promises of God the Redeemer.—
Observe in what moving, fatherly terms, this
truly grand and solemn appeal is conceived. For
be who speaks s the Vicar of Jesus Christ, the
universal Pastor of the Chureh, the common
Father of Christians ; and be speaks to children
who have the misfortune to be 1 error, through
the fault of their ancestors and the evil of the
times.  Whilst hstening, mith religious atteation,
to this magnilicent appeal repeating -these words
ol charity and mercy wiich he has left in the
Gospel : ¢ Ard other sheep 1 have, that are not
of this fold : them also I must bring ; and they
shall hear my voice: and there shall be made cne
fold and one shepherd.” (John 10.16.)
“ Let all those who do not possess the unity
of truth of the Catholic Church, seize the ocea»
sion of this Council, wherein the Catholic Church,
to which their forefathers belonged, gives a new
proof of her profound unity and of ber invincible
vitahty, and giving satistaction to the wants of
their heart, let them endeavor to leave this state
in which they cannot be assured of their salva-
tion. And let them not cease (o ofter up the
most ferveot prayers to the God of mercies, that
he may break down the wall of division, may
drive away the darkness of error, and may lead
them back to their Ifoly Mother the Church, in
whose bosom alone is preserved aud transmitted
entire, the doctrine of Jesus Christ, and the mys.
teries of heavenly grace are dispensed.’

“ For ourselves, to whom the same Christ Our
Lord bas confided the charge of the Supreme
Apostolic Mistry, and who ought, 10 conse-
quence, to fulfil with the utmost zeal, all the
functions of a good shepherd, and love with a
fatherly love, and embrace in Our chamty, all
men scaftered over the earth, we address this
Letter to all the christians separated from Us,
and we exhort them aga and conjure them to
hasten their return to the one fold of Christ,
Far We ardently desire their salvation in Christ
Jesus, and We should fear to have one day to

!render an account to Him who 18 our judge, if

we did not show them, and, as much as it lies ia
Our pewer, give them the as<ured means of find-
g out the way which leads to eternal salvation,
In all Our prayers, sepplcating and giving
\bapks, we cease not, day or night, to ask for
them, humbly and earnestly of the Eternal Pas~
tor of souls, ap abundance of light and heavenly
grace.

“ And since, notwithstanding Our unworths-
ness, We are His Vicu upon earth, with hands
uplifted, we await with the most ardent desire,
the return of Our erring sons to the Catholie
Church, in order that we may be able to receive
them with love into the kouse of the Heaverly
Father, and eorich them with his inexhaustible
treasures. Upon this so ardently desired return
to the truth aod the communion of the Catholic
Church, depends the salvation not only ot indw -
viduals, but also of all christian society. The
whole world 1s unable to enjoy true peace, if 1t
does not become oae flock under ane shepherd.

“ Grven at Rome, near St. Peter’s, Septem-
ber 13th 1868, and the twenty-tbird year of Our
Pontificate.” :

Now, D. B. B, since we have heard these
moving words, we shall further penetrate into the
heart of Our Father, 1n oréer to be imbued with
the sentiments that ammate 1t. After s ex—
ample, let us seize the occasion of the future
(Ecumenical Council to labor, as far as we can,
tp recall our separated brethren to the bosom of
tke Church, to which tbetr forefatlers beloaged
as well as our own. It is only three bundred
years since they separated from it, and before
that time they were Catholics like ourselves.—
Eridently their relizion does not go back to the
Apostles, and consequentiy, it is not Apostolical.
Let us make them understand tbat the Catholic
Chburch, through this Appeal which she makes to .
them, causes to shine before their eyes her per-
tect uany and the spirit of life which animates -
ber, 1o order to encourage them to go away from’
erfor to sausfy Lhe need . they all feel of  truth,
and of assuring their eternal salvation. A

ours, to obtain of the Father of mercies the grace "

How unworthy soever we may be, let us,
with the Vicar of Jesus Christ upon the earth,
hold up our bapds towards heaven, and let us
‘hope, whilst framing ardent desires, for the return
of our separated bretbren 1oto the bosom of our
holy Mother the Catholic Church.

Let us continually breathe wishes that this
good Father may at lengta have the consolahion
of receiving into the bouse of the heavenly Fa-
ther, those dear children who bave the misfortune
of living so loog a time 10 deplorable errors, and
of enriching them with the inexhaustible treasures
of the divine mercy.

Lot us well underataad, a8 the Holy Father asgutes
«us, that the aalvation not cnly of individaals, but aiso
of all Ohristinn society, depends apon thigso ardently

- deaired return of our gepirated brethten. The entire
world in fact cannot egjoy true peace, if it does not
become ope fold under one shepherd. It is by enter-
jng jnto these begutifal sentiments, that e sball
plainly prove to our separated bretaren, that Qatho-
lica are very tar from wishing to dzmsn Proteatants,
a8 the latter are somatimes fond of repeating to throw
odwam on the former. [t i8 true that Oatholics be-
liave, and assert in cocformity with their belief, that
as there iz but one Gad, there cin only be one reli-
gion which i3 pleasing to Him, and in wkica
man can be saved ; they say of those wio, koowing
the true religion neglact to embrace it, whet they
aay of bad Catholics, who, liviogin the true faith,
do not live up to it, and din in their gins.

Itia also true that we do not say and canzot gay
that every religion i3 good, since this would be ad-
mitting that error sod truth. jastice and iniquity are
one and the same thing which is revalting to faith
and even to reason itself.

wag exclusively Protestant, temptiag literary ambition
to apostasy. I fact, Trinity, and ita affilisted royal,
diocesan, and endowed schools, has been a sourca of
incalculable atrongth and support to the Established
Church, and a powarfnl promoier of the miscionary
eforta of ber clergy. Like those clergy, however,
Trinity College has ever led the vanin exclusiveness,
intolerance, and pergecution. The siteot the founda-
tion is a dissolved monsastery ; itslanded endowments
are the coGfiscated estates of Oatholics; yel such ia
itg constitution and character tbat, after nearly three
centuries, not five per cent. of its alumniare Ca-
tholics!| With all these vast adrantages, the growth
of 333 yenrs, and tke tact that every cffice was held
by Protestauts, let uz now briefly indicate, in simple
figures, the stalus of the Kstabhished Church, as to
endowmonts eud flacks in Irelsnd.

Some vigorous efforts are at Jast being made t:in
treduce lnto thia country the manufacture of svgar
from beet root- Soms samples Lave recently bzen
exhibited in the market and sold at current nrices,
although they posseszed the characteristic drawback
of sugar exrreseed from the beet, viz., a yecullar and
offensive odour. A company i3 now ia conrse of
formation, to ke calied the Biitish Beet Root Manu-
facturing Jompany, and the object of which iseaid to
be ¢ to purcbase nud srect beet root sugar factorics
in England, Ireland, and Scotlead ; manulacture,
buy and sell all kinds of beet root sugar; to graot
the right to use all invectinns belonging to the Com-
pavy ; acquire land, machinery, &c., aud genersally
to do all thiogs noceesary for the abave objects *—
Sugar tbas menufactured of conrse comes under the
the excige duty. The law regulating the mode of
apgegsing tbe duty, unier which a similar nitempt
was made, gome years ago, i3 still Ip force Thia
Act, 1 Vic. cap. 57 (1837), indicates twe modas of
assessment, and lenves to the revenue citicer the dis-
cretion of chossing the one which he may think will
yield the highest amount of daty. These modes are,
firat, according to the gravity of the syrup, and,
secondly, nccording to the weight of sugar produced.
In the first of these cases an avernge rate of duty ia
arranged between the Revenue Departmeat and the
maoufactarer. In the sccond, the Customs’ duties
(which in the inslance of sugar ure the ssme ag the
excise) of the ime being, are imposed. The factory
which wag established ia Irelind some twenty ycare
ago produced sugar upon which a daty of ten gbil-
lings was imposed. This was thought at the time to
be disedvantageous to West Indian sugar of simiirr
qualitr, wbich would bave been chbarged 11z 81 be-
tore being atlowed to pns3 into coosumption. The
credit of six weeeks nllowed to the mrnafacturer
wae also otro2gly objected to. The cugar that was
seen upon the market a few dsya ago waes charged
with 103 6d du'y,ard this rate was unot an unfnir
one, when tha diflerence iu the rates of duty pow
and twenty ¥eare ago i3 considered. Wa ahall re-
gard with great intervst the progress of the new com-
pany.

Very few wecka—probably six—will now sce the
completion of the great engincering undertaking of
forming adirect line of railwny between tho south of
Sentlard ard the west ecast of Qumberland by menns
of bridging the broad estuary of the Solway Firth.
Tue ecarthworks are completel throughout, the
mesenry may likewize be said to ke finished, the
viaduct hag been entire for some tima, and the per-
matent way bas been leid for mxtecn out of the
eightecn mriies of the line. The priceipal work re-
maining to be done is ballasting, the formation of
the junetions, nnd the stations, The wet and siormy
weather cf the winter has very muoch retarded the
progress of the contractors, who haed hoped to be
quite faished with the work by this time.

the wsy cver it. The distinctive feature of the Jine
is the viaduct across the Jolway. At the point
where the railway crosses 1he Firth, the distance
from ghore to shore is 2,544 yards, or a mile and be~
tween three and four furlonge. Of this stretch
nearly 600 yarca are ccrmposel of sca embankment,
and the remaining 1,950 yards consist of tbe iron
viaduct.

Critp Moroer N Tae Uxitan Stares.—The cen-
sus of the State of New York for 2865 Aiscloses some
curiou3 facts upon this subject. The method of
takiog this census was different from all others in
this respect, that it was taken by familica. The
census reported in 1365 a total of 780 931 famiiies—
196 802 families living witbout children, 142,208
with only one child, 140,572 with two, and 107,342
with three children. Here is almost one-fourth of all

wus found; and in 692,924 families— more than
three-fourths —there war, on an average, only a
gmall fraction over ope child 1n each family. In an-
awer to the inquiry put to every woman wh> waa or
had been married [in all 842,562], how many chil.
dren she bad Ead, whetber present or absent, living
or derd, there 115,252 women who responded that
thay never had had, a child, 124,818 cnly one ckild,
123,219 two sand 108 324 three chilcien. Here we
find 115,253 womon who were or had been married
—almost one-geventh of nll—who never bore s sin-
gle child, aud 471,872 —more than oune-half of all—
who will average less than one child and seven-
teoths to erch woman. These figures inciude both
the foreign and American clagses, but & Jarge pros
portion applies to Lhe stristly American. If tbe law

gattled by mortuary statiotics, that two-fifths of all
children horn die beforo reaching adult lifs, be ap«
plied to the above facts, it will appear that on an
average nnly about onn child to cachk woman ever

! reaches mature age, that 19, one-half tbe criginsl

stock ig supplicd a3 far ag these women [481,772] sre
eoncerned. The whole population of the State of
New York is composed, in its descent, of such mized
races that it ja impossible to draw tho exact line be-
tween what may be considered American and what
foreien ; bLut the comyiler of the censua—Dr, Frank-
lin B. Houghy - hecamn convinced that there i3 at
the present time no oatural jncrease in the popula-
iioo among the families descanded from the early
gettiera of the State:r From an examination of the
cengus report tris general fact is ovident throughouot
the State,namely, that the married women of foreign
origin have much the largest familics.

To this eod, they re-
quired that it should all be brought to the common
tredsury. Here the apurious were ¢istinguished frcm
the gennine notes, and such counterfeit notes had
the word dam — an sbbreviation of the Latin word
demuntus, condemned—stamped uporn their face.
When the very small valne of the genuine Continer-
tal notes, and the utter worthlesaness of those marked
dam., is considered it will ba essy to assign a sonrce
to this phrage. The.addition of the letter n to the
abbreviation requires no explanation,

‘We have sume furtber details of Mr. Glad-
stone’s scheme for settling tbe Irizh Church
question. He proposes to expend any surplus
that may remat, and which he estmates will
yield a revenue of something over £300,000 per
annum, m making provision for certain charita-
ble istitutions not at present reached by the
Poor Laws, and in endowing hospitals.  But
here again, as in the case of schools or colleges,
the rehigious element will create great difficulties:
for the questinn arises, by whom shall the pro-
posed chantable iostitutions be managed ? and
we may well fear that if they are made what 1=
ealled ¥ non-sectarian® they will soon degenerate
into rank proselytisiog establishments. Oa the
whole, as given in the papers, Mr. Gladstone’s
scheme is a wretched compromise which unset-
tles every thing, which sett!es nothing, and which,
as always 1s the case with half measures, will
make every body discontented. It will disgust
the Protestant Ascendency party; and it wil
not establish religious equality in Ireland, since 1t
proposes not only to leave in the hands of the
Protestants many of the old Catholic eccle-
dastical buildings, but to support these
edifices, of which Protestauts are to have it
seems the exclusive enjoyment, out of the public
fonds. So after all the entire prineiple of
State-Churchism is to be contioued ; unless 1o-
deed as a set off, a sum of money—or equivalent
ta the ratio of populaticn—be assigned from the
pablic tunds, for e keeping in good order of
Cathedrals and ecclesiastical edifices for the use
of the Catholic population of Ireland. Of two
thwogs, one: Mr. Gladstone’s scheme does a
great deal too much, or a great deal too little,
and will we fear rather increase than allay pogu
far disaffection.

When the motion for the second reading of

" A correspondent of the Witness wishes to
koow what steps bave been taken to procure
justice for the Indiams lately arrested at the
Lake of Two Mouataws, for threats, and acts of
violence against Lhe proprietors of that Seigniory,
the gentlemen of the Semisary of St. Sulpice.
As the Witness has on more than cne occasion,
insinuated that the lndians are the vietims of m-
justice on the part of the Seminary, we will give
bum the desired information, which however we
do not think he will care to publish.

The complaints of the Indians—Iroquois and
Algonquins—resident at the Lake of the Two
Mountains, upon the lands belongiog to the Se-
minary, bave been laid before the Government,
carelully inquired into, and finally adjudicated
upon. The decision has been cominumicated to
the Indians, and 15 n substance as follows—as
the Witness will fied to be the case, 1f he will pu
himself in communications with the Algonquin
Chiefs, Jako Misok, Basil Odjick and others.

These are wnformed that the Sulpicians do %ot
bold the Seigniory of the Lake cf the Two
Mountains in trust for the lndians, but are the
absolute owners thereof ; and that consequently
peither Iroquois nor Algonquins have any pro-
prietary nights theremn whatsoever.

They are moreover informed, 1n substance, thal
though the gentismen of the Semwary, of their
pure benevolence, allow the Indiacs Lo cut wood
thereon growmg, for thewr own use—they the
Tndians, have no right, without the permission of
the said Sulpicians, to sell one stick thereof.

They are also reminded, that 1t is only by tke
sufterance of the Seminary that they, the Indians,
reside on the Seigmory in question : and that, if
that residence be irksome, there was a Govern
ment Reserve of 43,750 acres situated on the
rivers Desert and Gatineau, set apart in the year
1854 for the especial use of the Algonquns:
and out of which each famuly of that tribe, can,
on application to the agent, receire a free grant
of about 80 anves on the condition of setiling
aed cultivating it.

And 1tastly, the Tndizos are geotly reminded
that for several years the Seminary bas actually
been expending for their benefit a greater sum
than it dertved from the Seigoiory—that roads

have been made for them, the Indians: and other
services readered for which they ought to be
grateful ; and that consequently they must learn
to respect the proprietary rights of the Seminary,
which the Government will enforce ; whilst at
the same time, it is always striving to improve
the condition, and elevate the social coodition
of the Iadiaps.

This reply was in substance addressed to the
Algonquins. The Iroquois who were more vio-
lent o therr complaints, and more impudent m
therr menaces, received, so0 we bave reason to
believe, a somewhat steroer rehuffi, Bat the
answer to all their complaints, and to all the in-
sinuations of the Witness, is to be fouod 1n the
decision toat, to the gentlemen of the Seminary
of St. Sulpice, belongs the absolute ownersbip of
the Seigniory of the Liake of the Two Mountaios ;
and that consequently the Indians bave no rights of
property therein whatsoever. The Watness s

We read with painful surprise, the following
remarks of the Montreal Gazette of the 17th
inst., upon the celebration of the day, that cur
Irish fellow- citizens delight to hooor :—

painta ? By the caltivation of peace and good will ?
Will they bhonout it by obedience to Christian
doctrine? By tbe fear of God and bonouring
the Sovereign? Will they render unto Ceasar
the thiops tuat are Cwmsar's, and to God the
thinga thas sre God'a? That wera a fitting ob-
gervance of the good Saiat'a day. To act 88 good
Christian and good citizens, to act on the precapts
of the grea‘est of our Capadian Irishmen—now go
unhappily lost to us-~were a fitling celebration of
the day Those truly honour the Sainte who act
npoa their doctrines. The religion ihey taught
was the love of all mankind, snd obedience to the
powara that ba. And in the olden timea tha simple
faith nnd allegiance of the Irish was based on their
allegiance to the Ohurch and obedience to its rulera
Has that faith doparted 7 Have they ceased to love
their Church and 5i:id obedience to their spiritual ad
visera ? That, perchance, i3 one of Ireland’s dangere,
about which the laovers nf the empire, of pesce and
order, may well take thought. Thoss who learn to
scoff at religioun autbority are generally those who
scoft at all smthority, apd tke democratized and
Yankeefied Irlabman 18 generally the worst citizen.

We are pamed at these remarks, for they
convey an unworthy, and quite groundless nn-~
nuation against the Irish of Montreal : we are
surprised, because the Gazetle is not in the
habit of playing the part of firebrand, or of try-
ing to blow into a flame the embers of national,
party, and religious strife, happily nearly extinct
in our Montreal community ; owing tn the con-

What need was there of the strmg of ques-
tions put by the Gazette? When did the Insh
of Montresl ever conduct themselves om St.
Patrick’s Day, otherwice than as * good Chrie-
t:ans and as good citizens?” That amongst so
large a commuoity there are to be found some
rowdies, some wha do no bonor either to the land
of their birth, or to the religton «hich they pro
fess, is no doubt true ; as 1t 1s also true of English,
aod Scoleh VProtestants, of ¥Freach Cupsdians,
and of all other communities. But in proportion
to thewr bumbers, there is no class whch can
show a greater number of goad ciuzeoe, and of
good Christians, than can our Irish Catholics of
Montreal. 1f not for the most part very wealthy,
they are, to say the least, as houest, as dus-
trious, as sober, and as virtuous in every relation
‘of life, as are other classes of Her Majesty’s
subjects : and need advice from no one, except
their clergy, as to how they sbould comport them-
selves oa St. Patrick’s Day, or on any other day
of the year.

sure discarded their ancient faith, and cast aside
their respect for religious authority, the com-
pluint would stll come mith a bad grace from an
Boghsbmen, and a Protesiant. Why! for
three centuries the entire influence of the British
Protestant world bas beeo exerted (o uadermine
the influence of the Catholic priest, to persuade
the Irishmen to throw off the yoke of ¢ religious
authorety ; and if, 1n certan instances these -
fluences have been uvnbapmly successful, the
Protestant Enghsbhman bas oo right on that ac-
count to taunt the Inshman, and the persecuted
Catholic.

We bave so good an opinion of the writer m
the Glazette, that we think that, when lisatten~
tion is called to tbe purport of bis remarks, be
will recoguise the fact thal they were uncalled
for,and unjust towards the Irish, 'Would be, for
instance, have veatured upon similar counsels to
the men of any other nationality i1n Capada? to
the English on the 23rd of April 7 to the Scotceh
on St. Aodrew’s Day? to the Ereach Canadians
on the Festival of St. Jeae Baptiste? No ne
would pot: and yet, we repeat it,to say the
least, the men wbo celebrate the Feast of St
Pa!rn@:k, are 1n every respect the equals, in poio
o} morality, of good citizenship, and good Chris-
tianity, of the sons of St. George, of the sons of
St. Andrew, or the children of St, Jean Bip-
tiste. We challenge for them uo superioruty ;
but as lovers of truth, of Justice, and of fair play,
we will protest against their being placed on a
lower level —and certainly an attempt so to place
them is implied 1a the very peculiar remarks and
counsels which the Gazette presumes to tender
to them.

The Irish Catholics of Montreal have the
Pastors of their Church, and need no other
teachers, political or literary, to instruct them as
to their moral duties, whether 2s citizens or as
Christians. To these Pastors—to these 2u.
thorized leachers, men of wisdom, and unble-
mished reputation, let us leave them: and n
stead of obtruding on them, on all occasions, our
upnecessary and cncalled for counsels, let us
rather try to iwitate some of their virtues: or if
we must preach, let uns preach to them, uot by
word of moumh, but by example. Let us, if we
can, give in our own persons an illusiration of
tbe Christian life, and civic virtues which we wish
tn see reproduced in them; of our sobriely, our
integrity, and of our earnest desire to promote
peace and good will amongst men of all races,
and of all creeds. In so doing we shall orly be
seconding to the best of our humble abilttes the
earoest teachings which the Irish Catholics of
Montreal constautly receive from their exem
plary Pastors,

A teacher employed in the Christian Brothers’
Schools in Frauce—a lad oaly 18 years of ages
and therefore we suppose only a novice—has, so
we read in the Protestant papers, lately been
tried and condemned to six months imprisonment
for inflicting brutal corporal chastisement on kis
pupils. The facts as alleged are very bad, and
if true, merited severe punishment, and the re-
probation of all good mes.

tholiz educational ipstitutions. encourage that
abuse, and reward those who bave been con-
victed of it.

As a geperal rule the disciphne of all Catholic
schools 18, in the matter of corporal pumshment,
far nulder thaa that of Protestant schools—at all
events of such schools as we have formed ac-
quaintance with. We appeal to all who may
remember what the best and most frequented
gchools 1n England—Etoo, Westminster, Harrow
—cum multrs aliis, were o tbeir younger days,
some thirty or forty years ago: and wiether
severe pumshments for a grammatical error, or
a false quantity were not common! How mavy
sre there who would most decidedly object, if
called upon to renmew the painfal memories, the
wnfandum dolorem, of their school boy days;
and yet who would deem it most uojust to con-
demn the entire system thes pursued hecause,
of their masters, the tempers were often basty,
and the baods beavy,

Of the facts of the case commented upon hy
the Watness we kaow gothing. They very pro-
bably have been grossly exaggerated, and they
may be strictly trae for augbt we know, 1If the
latter be the case, the teacher richly deserved
his sentence, and we may be sure that he will
never agam be tolerated as a teacher 1o any Ca-
tholic institution, whose object is not to repel,
but to attract pupils. But whether he be guilly
or innocent, the editor of the TVitness, as we
are sure all candid Protestants will admt, has
been guilty of a most unlounded calumoy against
the Catbolic Church: and by his malicious hibels on,
and waoton insults towards bis Catholic fellow
citizens, he is doing his best to stir up utrife be-
twixt them and Protestants.

MarRriED PRIESTS.—The Liberal press is
great glee over what 1l calls the ¢ marriage’
of an apostate priest 1o the Kwngdom of Naples ;
and as the Civil Courts have decreed the civil
validity of a union which, of course, in matter of
fact, is simply coocudinage, the same Liberal
argans are all proclaiming that,in a few years,
the Church berself will sanction these unions,
and that there will be a lot of married priests in
Italy performing priestly duties.

There prophets are not carelul in their use of
words. It s very possible that, ere long, there
may be taany cases of lewd priests in Italy, who
shall approve themselves false to their ordination
vows, and who will consequentiy adopt a state of
Concubinage ; it 1s also very possible that the
State may assure to these men the enjoyment
of the emoluments of the priestly office ; but it is

certain that they will never be able to perform
‘priestly duties’ unless Sacrilege be a priestly
duty. Lvery religious act performed, every
Mass celebrated, by one of these perjured
priests, every host by him consecrated, will be a
mortal sin, a sacrilege, and an insult to the Body
and Blood of Chinst ; and though ne doubt his
consecrations will be valid consecrations, they
will noe the less be a desecration of holy thogs
in the eyes of all Catholics.

If the law in Italy should allow the priest to
marry, it would but place him in precisely the
same positiop as that in which the Catholic
priest in any part ot the British dominions now
finds himself.  As before the State, he will be a
married man ; as before the Church, he will be
one bound by his ordination oaths to cehbacy
and chastity, and in spitz of these oaths, as one
who lives in a state of concubinage—and as oze,
therefore, from whom the Church will withdraw

all spiritual jurisdiction, and all right to exercise
any of the functions of the priesthood ; whilst the
faithful will everywhere shriok from him and his
sacriligeous ministrations wilh contempt,and hor-
ror, lest they should be partners wn his guilt.
Besides, we may be very sure, from the history
of the past, since the days of Luther to those of
Chimquy, that when the priest violates his vows
of chastity, he will also discard cther pecuhiar doc
trives of the Catholic Church, especially with re-
gerd to the Eucharist and its celebration, Incon-
tinence, and renunciation of the faitb, mvariably
stand to onme another,io so far as priests are
cancerned, in the relation of cause and effect.

A Cure ror RiTuaLISM.—A very simple
and iolallible remedy for this disease as i shows

small; and since the vast majority of the latier
would enthusiastically support any measure which
would destroy the encroachments of Rome, ang
oppose the progress of Catholic principles in the
Establishinent. A very simple alteration n the
Aaqglican Latargy, which Parliament is quite
competent to make, would therefore restore
peace fo the church. The Ritualists would growl
aa doubt a little at first, but would finish of
course by accepting it — under protest : and
in Itke manoer the old sacerdotal rites coanected
with baptism might be got rid of, by prohibiting
the vse of water, and the invacation of Father,
Son, and Hoely Ghost, Some such changes wi|
probably be adopted as a death blow to sacer.
dotaliem, ritualism, and the entire sacramenta)
system.

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ST. PATRIOK'S DAY OELBBRATIONS, -

The Day was duly honored in tis eity by our
Irish fellow-citizens, and the weather was for-
tunately fine. At the hour indicated,.aad in
the order arranged by programme, the different
national, benevolent, and rehgious societies
marched to St, Patrick’s Church, where Solemn
High Mass was sung by the Very Reverend the
Superior of the Seminary of St. Sulpice; the

sermon, a most powerful discourse, was delivered -

by the Rev. Mr. Bakewell, who took for is
text the words of Romans, X, 18:  Have
they not keard? Yea they have heard; the
sound of their veice hath gone throngh the whole
world, and their words bave reached the ends of
tbe earth.” The music performed was Haydn’s
16th Mass, the choir being effictently conducted
by Mr. Teulon, M. Meilleur presidiog at the
orgau. The foilowing is an analysis of the aer-
moa, from the Montreal Herald :—

The Rev. Mr. Bakewell ascended the pulpit and
took for hia text the words from Romans X, 18:
' Have they not heard ? Yea they have heard ; the
pound of their voice hath gone through the whole
world, apd their worés bave reached the ends of the
earth’ The severend gentleman pretaced his sermon
by vindicating his claim to the position be eceupied
before them on that day, although an Englishman,
gince he owed bis spiritaal life to the Saint whoae
day they L:ad met to celebrate, Why, it was asked,
with the strong love of the Irigh for their native land,
acd their faith io God, should they have been.foreed
by the hand of God to leava their native country.
The sufferings of [relacd were to some an enigma to
otbera a proof of the errors of Qatholicism. But the
emigration was not due to goeial or palitical cauges,
por was it cansed by famine, These were b:t second-
ary. The prime cruse wae in the will of Almighty
God that they should spread the Gospel of His Sop.
Those to whom it was an enigma had forgotten the
teachinga of revelation and this the preacher proved
by various paesages, Romans, X 11 ; Hebrews, XII.:
Mark, X, 29, &c. The extensior of the Roman Em-
pire was iotended to facilitate the spread of the
Gospel, and ia Yike manner the extension of the British
Em ire, allicd 88 it %88 with Ireland, waa intended
to spresd tha Oatholic faith throughout the world
The subject divided itself into three heads. How
God bad prepared Irelsnd for this mission ; bow ghs
hag accompliehed snd how she is acromplishing it.
The date cf the introdaction of Christianity into
Ireland is unkprown. Paladius, it is certain preceded
St. Patrick, but the latter was desigoned of God to
be the trae missionery of the Irish People Ireland
had been prezerved from Roman carruption ; no pro-
ciosul bad get iz foot on ber goil. To use the words
¢f one of her own poets ¢ She embraced the faith with
the eudden brightness of & Nortbern summer’ He
then referred to the decadence of Rome ; the invasiox
of the barbarians ; to the state of war in which Europe
+wos 80 long enpaged while Ireland was left com-
parntively tranquil ; to the monasteries, colleges and
gchools erected there, from which proceeded the men
who fonnded the different uoiveraities of the world,
and to the missionary spirit which pervaded the peo~
ple and which urged them to go forth as Missionaries
to preach the Goapel to the whole earth, No fawer
then eight pations of the Roman Empire bad done
their work and faller, but the Churech remalned.
The warriors from the North 'became aubject to
ber, and barbariang ackoowledged her sway. [re-
laad, lsland of Virging aund Island of Uonfensors, had
not vet been bapdzed in the blaod of her children.
After referr’ng to the penal laws af the gixteenth
seveuteenth and eighteeuth centuries acd to the man-
ner in which Ireland arose reeking with the blaod of
her chn'dren, yel preaping the ciozs yet more dearly
loved, he eaid that Ireland wae exposed ta & yet ge-
verer test to her fidelity. Emaancipation was offered
oo condition that the Government would ob!sin ine
fluence in the appointment ot the Bishops and a share
in the Government of the Church. She resisted and
suceessfully and bad come forth with glory, but never
bad ske been more glorioas than in that loog death
of centuries. Her people had come forth with sonls
unharmed. Their pationslity still survives along
with the other features of the national character, and
their qualities must be honoured and venerated by
all whose hearts can sympathbize with whatever coes
hogour to humanity, the love of native land, gia-
cera and tender devotion to old hablts and oustoms,
ardent reverence for the past. These qualities of
iheir race, these traits of tbeir national character
they have pre:zerved, notwithstandizg the oppression
of agas. Still better bave they preserved, with a
fidelity tried in the fire, the faith of their fathera.
Nothing hag been able to detach them from that;
indomitable in cournge, they have been indomitable
in faith, The great apostacy which swept over
Rurope like an iofection jeft Ireland uatouched.
While the faith of other nationg went away like the
sport of winds or kings ; neither heresy nor schiem
could find place in her. Toe Virgio Island preserved
Her Virgin faith. irelan] bas euffered all things save
one—ove only thing she has mot borne, and could
pever bear, was that of Apostacy. I kave 8aid that
the 16ib, 17th, and 18th centuries wituegsed the hand
of time place on Ireland'a brow the Marty:'a crown.
May I not say the 19th too ? 1sit not martydom to
glve one's Life for the faith? To die. rather than eat
of meat offered in homnage to 8 falge reiigion? Oh! on
1c.day, when the torment and agony have been eudured
ere pusged awhy, now beaven ig peopled _ADOW. by &
corquering host, can we not glory in thinking
of that beroiam to whick our own lifelime ean
bear 8 teatimony ? That land, which io_our
own dsy, preferred to besr the agoniziog death
of hunger to the bribe of the tempter 1is the
game dear Tsland, the land of the martyr yet. What
a victory was tbat faitk over the world, when the
tempter would enter the lowly cabin, eee the wasted
gkeloton form of one who, but & few weeks ago,
gloried in the pride cf conecions mnchood. viewed
the companiva of his life and lzbours stretched in
death throes on the yround, the little ones yet spared,
deprived of all 1hings seve life itself; the father's
heart broken with grief tbat noble, manly beart
which he would so gladly bave turned into bread
were it poasible to give therewith to wife and child
to eat, when ths inaidiova voice was heard, a8 in the
garden 6,000 years ago, sayiog, ° Come and eat;
come and join ue and gain food and work and
strength and health and life! Then an aposwer
could be beard, a hosrse whisper, uttered with all
possible eaergy, and yet with wenkly bated breath
jssuing from a sfarving throat, a whisper which
penelisied the very depths and made Hall tremble —
for ‘evan Hell believes,—~whioh pierced the vault of
Hznven, and rose before the Throne of the Most High
—the voles of his Saints, like the bymning of mary
watera—¢ Never will [ raise my wife from ber be'd of
straw with the wages of hypocriey ; never will I
clothe my childten with the pay of perjury; the
ohalica of perjury and hypoorisy will never touch
my lipe, when the price of it is the betrayal qf the
Orose of Ohrist.' Tha Churen fn all the glories of
her eighteen Centuries past can allege to us no more
touching trlbute to the faith than Ireland hss
farajshed in our own times. The prescher them
spoke of the benefits bestowed on Eaglaud by
St. Patrick, and the blessings bestowed by
the Iriesh since, and asked what wovld have
belng the state of Oatholiclsm in the English apesk-
ing world if Ireland had not been faithfal to the
Taith ? What a change had taken place in Esgland
in the laat faw years, Sloca 1849 there had been an
increass of 90 per ceat. in the Ohurchea and Clergy.

It is the favour I ask of God for
Ireland through the interceseion of St. Patrick ¢ the
sound of whoge voice ~have they not heard ? Yea,
they bave beard ; the sound of his voice bad gone
through the whole world, and his words have reached
the end of the earth. Tt ia the biessiag for Ireland
wkich is wighed also, and especially to.day by an-
other priest on eartb, by the great suocessor of Celes-
tio, whose long pontificate furnishes abunodsnt
proofs boew loviogly he has cherished Ireland
and her snng, styled by bLimself his ever faithénl
and wost beloved people. To-day hs has traversed
the atreets of Rnme and entering the church of St.
Agatha, in the vesiry room of whieh i3 gecarely kept
the silver urn containing the sleeping dust of
0'Connell's golivn heart, the earthly father of the
wotld now in the glorious autamno of big life h=as
lifted up hiahands in blessiog Trelani; in thanka to
God for all he granted to 8t. Patrick in prayer that
that zeal for the fuith—that Faith which is the bond
uniting mau to God, and mao to bis fellow mau may
be kept alive in [rizh hearts and Irish homes, a
bleasing which God's aogels have borne over every
clime, which bas reached ourgelves. On this St.
Patrick's Day will you, dear brethren, gtrive to cruzh
avery B8pirit of division, from whbatever source it
gprings, but bear in miad a~d heart the Shamrock, re-
presenting tke onion of which it is the mest perfect
symbol, which will bring you peace and prosperity in
this life, and in the life to come that everlasting rest
and peace and joy, the sure beritage of the ebildren
of the Qross, Amen.

After Mass the Procession reformed in front
of the church, and marched through the man
streets, returning to the St, Patrick’s Hall,
where several addresses were delivered, and the
morning ceremonies were brought to a close.

Ta the eveming there was a most nomerously
attended, and highly successfui Concert at the
City Hall, at which were present His Houor
the Mayor, avd the representatives of all the
other National Societies. There the evening was
passed in well ordered festivity, with music,
diversified by several well delivered addresses
from the President, J. Mulhns, Esq., from the
Mayor, and other geotlemnen.

QUEBEC.

At Quebec there were the usual religions
solemoities. In the evening there was a dnacr,
presided over by the President of the St. Pat-
rick’s Soctety, N. H. Boner, Esq.,at which
were present the Hon. M. Chauveau, His Wor
stip the Mayor, and all the first gentlemen of
the city, without distinction of race. Many ex-
cellent addresses were delicered. There was
also a Soiree at the Music Hall.

. the presest Government. It is not at all batred,
- or even illwill, or even legitimate resentment for
past faults, It 1s sunply a deep and and well-
gattled convictiau of its. peculiar ability and too
well ;tested 1ll-luck in the management of forergn
affurs. Nat one man~1I speak of the educated
aud impartial part of the nation—bas any doubt
of the good and patriotic inténtions of the Em-
peror ;. .and, M. de Girardin, of whom T was just
now speaking, has never hit upon a Dbetter ex-
pression, that. when oo a certain. day be wrote
that the present Emperor would be kuown o
future times by the surpame or pickname of
¢ Napoleon le Bren-intentionne. Bat it is pre-
cisely-his be'ng aotoriously so well-mtentioned
which, coupled with our recent experiences and
his unrestramed power, fills with wholesome fear
every ntelligent Frenctman whe loves his coun-
try.- That feeliog of candid distrust is now com-
mon to friends and to enemies ahike, and unites
them all in an unaoimous apprehension at the least
sign of a movement or ntention to move in for-
eign matters. His Iriends are afraid for bim and
for the country, and is eoemies for the couatry,
the fate of which, especially in war, it 1s bard to
separate from bim. That general and sincere
feeling among the upper classes 1s one of the
leest precarious guarantees of peace, because he
is bimself surrounded by the influence of that
voiversal behef and cannot aveid imbibiog it to a
certain degree, so as to become less and less self-
confident and dariog.. Fancy some great per
sopage, fond of driving, but oot quite vp to 1he
work, haviog rather rashly taken bis drag wto
some great throughfare, and baving got lockel
with mapy vehicles and upset some, and caused
altogether much trouble and Uaoger; fancy bim
surrounded at last by a respectful crowd who en-
treat him oot to move! DMany reasoos forbid
their begging him, however amiably 1t might be,
to get down and leave the box, but on all sides
ke hears, ¢ Be quiet, do not move, let the horses
alope, 1ake care not to run over us aod upset
yourself> That 19 to a mcety our situation.—
[Times Cor.

We Tablet mentioned last week that the
French Goversment—which, however, has de-
clared itself protector of the Council—is afraid
of the Counct! decreeing that the Pope is infal
hible when pronouncing decrees €2 cathedra 1n
the name of Chbrist on matters of faith and morals,
the truth of the doctrines cootained in the
Syllabus, and the condemuation of the f organic
articles’ and of the declaration of 1682, Ttis
right to add that it 1s not the Government only
that 1s alarmed: the Itile section of French

a way of mterpreting the Syllabus of thewr own,
and they instinctively feel that the Geoeral Coun-
cif will not adopt. their 1nterpretation.

The Moniteur de I’ Armee coutaics an article
opposing the 1dea of disarmament, It says:
¢ France does pot desire to disturb either the
peace or order of Europe, but at the same time
he wll not disarm.’

MariNANT TNGENUITY.—Few would deny
that the Parisians are an ingenious race, but their
1bgenuity 1s, perhaps, nowhere more conspicus
ously displayed thao in devices by which they
costrive to show their political opinions without
unpleasant consequences to tbemselves. Ou
Sunday last ooe of the ! conferences,’ now so
much the fasbion in Paris, was held at the ‘The-~
atre de I’ Awbign-Comique oo ¢ the phenomena of
light,> a subject one would have tbought about
as unpolitical as could weil bave been chosen.
Not a bit of it. The lecturer, in order to de-
monstrate certain theories, proceeded to enlarge
some photographs of celebrated persons. Now,
tus being done by means of a stroog magoesivm
light, all the theatre; except in the immediate
peighborhood of the operator, was 1o 2lmost total
darkoess. The audience could be heard, not
seen. 'The portrait of the Emperor was re-
cewed with a storm of lisses and criesof ¢ A ln
porte I ¢ Vive la Republique” ¢} s%en ira
bientot !> &e. T'bat of the Empress met with a
worse reception, if possible, than ber husband’s.
On the otber hand, the portrait of Maximilian
was received with cheers and cries of *Qui P’a
traln > Maximlian, as a bystander remarked,
prabably owed bis popularity to the fzct of bis
having been shot. The oferator, like 3 p ulent
man, soon brought his experiments to an end, and
when the gas was turned oo the ¢ agents’ were
very busy looking about, but of course every one
Jooked intensely loyal.

THE BasTILLE oF PaARris,—A discovery has
*ust been made on the Place de la Bastille. TIn
digging 3he fonndations for a bleck of houses some
remnants of the foundations of the state prison
of lugubrious roemory have been brought to light,
It appears that the general idea of the position
of the Bastille was erronecus ; it was supposed
that the site was that of which the Column of
July marks the cen're, but 1t ts now found that
the bmlding was at the entrance of the Rue
Saist Antoie, as indeed some archwmologists
bave asserted. The form of the Bastille1s well
known-—it was octagonal, with massive fowers
at each of the angles, surrounded by a deep fosse
and approached by two drawbridges ; the parapet
o all sides was machicolated and brstled with
caenon. - The first stoe of the Bastille was Jaid
by Hugues Aubriot, Provost of the Merchants
of Paris, inthe year 1370. 'The names of the
eight towers were:—The Corner and Well
towers, to which the rempants that have now
been discovered belonged ; the Beraudiere and
"Liberty towers—ibe latler name must surely
bave represented liberties takeo, not accorded ;
the Boziniere and Comte; and the Treasury
and Chapel towers. It is to be boped that some
-memorial will mark the spot where once stood
that dark and bloody fortress which fell in 1790

before the pent-up fury of the people.—[Archi
tect'- ' ‘- Lol s b L PRI O ."’

BELGIUM

~ Among the Belgian Bishops the greatest una-

pimity prevails. In Avgust last they collective-
ly addressed the Holy See in words expressive
of enthusiastic- thapkfulness for the convocation
of a (General Council. Since that fime they
bave published a joint Pastoral to the whole of
Bélgwum 10 the same sense ; and at Liege public
conferences are being given, by order of the
Bishop, upon the subject of the Church and her
Gereral Councils, Here tn Belgiom also, as in
France, there is a liberal party, which explains
away the Syllabus and dreads the decisions of
the General Council. This party counts a
certain number of the younger clergy 1o its ranks,
but 1s represented by no mez of note. The
Bishops in Holland have followed the example
of their Right Rev. Brethren 1 Belgium ; and
the prevailing sentiment among the Catbolics of
Holland, as in Belgium and France, 1s ooe of
thankfulness, expectation, and faith 1o the work
which Pius IX designs to accomplish by means
of his General Council.

The story of six nuos being confioed in a2 damp
cellar at Louvam, Belgicm, is described by the
rector of the American College at Louvam as
¢ ap iofamons calumny.” He says the whole truth
15, that six ladies, ¢ not being pleased any longer
in the convent,” apphed to the Archbishop of
Malines to obtain for them a dispensation from
their vows, and the Archbishop complied with
their request.

Dutch engineers have long been challenged to
try their power in draining the Zuyder Zee,
which, before the inundations in the 12th and
13:b centuries was pastured by flocks and herds,
but the colossal nature of the works required has
discouraged them. Last year ac undertaking
assumed a defimte shape and is now adopted in
principle by the government and the people. 1f
it succeeds, the Dutch will convert some 390,
000 acres of stormy sea iato rich alluvial soil,—
The cost has been roughly put at ten millions of
pounds, Eoglsh. A considerable portion of the
capital required will be subscribed abroad, and
the pawerful engines, the ceotrifuyal pumps, the
maoufactured material employed, as well as the
fucl, will be supplied by England and France.

SPAIN.

Precisely at tke moment when the natiopal
desticy of Spain must be recast by the wisdom of
a popular Assembly, we are presented with an
authentic history of that branch of its affairs on
which 1t has beea said that pohtical conclusions
must ultimately turn. Great Revolutions, it 1s
affirmed, always hinge, at some stage or other,
on questions of finance, and Spanish Finances
will certainly couat, as they bave already counted
for much, 10 the Revolution of last September.
Lt is sufficient, indeed. to say that the accumu-
lated deficit left by Queen Isabella’s Government
amounted to 23,000,000Z.

Nomipally, the public income of Sparm is, or
was, a little short of 26 000,000.. ;ts expend:-
ture a little above that sum, so as to exmbit a
deficiency of some 7000007, on the accounts of
a year. Butit happens, owing to the ipevita-
ble though temporary effects of the Revolution,
tkat while on one hand tbe national expenditure
is rapidly 1ncreasiog, there 1s little hope, on the
other, that the national revenue will be ever got
in.—Times.

The notion of Protestantism io Spam 1s al-
most as fantastic as that of the ram in Egypt, or
a clear sky 1o London. The Christian Werld,
a pious newspaper, in which there is a little of
the Christian and a goed deai of the World, 15
evidently not quite at eaze about the simulta-
neous apparition of so many representatives of
Protestant ¢ bydra’ io the country of Ferdinand
and Isabella. *We cannot help asking oursel-
ves,” says the journal with tke remarkable name,
*whether the separale actien of ‘several divi
sions’ of the Protestant Church 15 either seemly
or mise 7 Would not success be more likely by
combined efforts 7 The question seems to us
judicious, but when our contemporary goea on
to say, ‘ Can we not agree to forget our * 1sms’
for a time 7 we are tempted to remind him,
that disenion 15 the only essential characteristics
of Protestantism, and that when its professors
¢ forget their “sms,’ they are apt to forget every
form of Christianity whatever.— [ Tablet.

OrrosiTion To Conscriprion Law.—Se-
rious disturbances, arising out of the opposition
of the people to muilitary conscription, are re-
ported in Andalusia, At Montero barricades
were erected. aod there was some fighting be-
tween the people and the troops. 1in the latter
place two men were Kkitled end six wounded.
No disorder has cccurred 1o Cadiz, Minister
Sagasto has advised the Cortes not to enforce
the couscription. The members of the Costes,
without distiaction of party, have offered their
assistance and support to the Government to
maimtain public order at any cost.

Mapgrip, March 19.—The troubles tn Anda—
lusia still contirue. At Jerese de la Frontera
the military conscription culminated in a battle
between the nsurgents and troops, The en-
gagement was of short duration, but was very
fierce, the insurgents routed, and £00 of them
taken prisoners.

Meremon, at the head of 900 Carlists, bad
appeared at Ratamea, the mountains near Al-
meira. Troops bave been despatched to that
neighborhood.

ITALY.

in all probability, Menabrea bas, according to the
Milarese jonrnals, done hiz beat to obteic some sort
of reply from the Tuileries ag to the. duration of .the
French ocoupation, and M. de Lavalatte, according
to the aame authorities, bas replied that *after tho
elections a new situation will be created,’ but that
for the present moment the Goveroment need the
gipport of the French clergy. There i8 greatreason
to lear anch hopes have beea given to Italy.

PROFITS AND Li038ES oF THE MEat-Tax —The pro-
bable profit to Government of the weal tax for the
first year, after deduction of al. expenses, is now
given at ten millions of 'lire’ ‘S0 wany persons
killed for 8o little zain I' obaerves the ‘ Unita Catto-
lica; and the misery of which this wretched tax has
already been the provoking cauce i8 by no meaus
summed up in the list of the killed sud wounded.
There are the prisoners to be taken into scceuat,
From Alezandria we hear of the extreme destitu-
tion to which so many of the poor of Emilia are
reduced from this caunse Aloue; for most of the
fndividuals arrested are fathers of families depeadent
wpon their labour for daily bread. Thestate of the
prisovers themselves is also very pitiable,” buddled
together ss they are in great numbers, io different
places of detentisn. In the fort of Bormida alone
there are atill 245 pensants immured, out o 411
lately confined within its walls. The troubles also
can by no means be yet said to be entirely quelled,
and from time to time news reaches ua of fresh dis-
turbances, manifesting the uneasiness and diszontent
still prevalent on tke subject,

Pro7ESTANT PRrooRrE3s.—A horrib'e profanation of
religion tood place at Venice doring the Jast days of
Osaranival, A party of young men, dressed ag priests,
went to the cafe, and, ovening a packet of hoste,
proceeded to give a barlesque of Holy Cowmunion,
with the most blasphemous insults and jests, in
which tke bystandera joiced. Several. however,
left the cafe in disgust, and the Venetians hsave pro-
tested against the ontrage in & very numerously
gigned address to the Patriarch.

Rome. — Last Tuesday, 23:d ult.,, the pew French
Ambaesador presented bis credentials to the Pope.—
The appointment of the Marquis de Binnevllle ass
given great satisfaction to the Catholic party in
France, and i3 a sign of the good relations which
exiat at present between Rome aod Paris It is wall
it should bz so, as the Imperial policy witb regard to
Rome has not alwaya been clear, and too often the
Ewmperor hea tried to serve the revolation at the ex-
pense of religion and justice. Now that the Qburch
i3 preparing for the Counveil, it i1 of great import-
ance that it ehould not be 4 sturbed by political in-
trigues and d'ffizulties. The usual ceremouiea were
observed on the occazion of the new Ambagsador's
official reception.

Roxax Freaxce.—The prosperity which reigns
within the dimioiebed Pontifical States coutrasts
forcibly with the dizastrous financial coodition of the
rest of Italy. The delay of the Finrence Goverament
in payiog its quota of the Pontifical debt necessitates
a temporary loan, which wilt be effected on the beat
conditiors, The Roman budget i3 constantiy im.
proving. The postal reverue, hitberto deficient,
vielded a profit Iast year of 260,000 francs. Hardly
any conpons of the l=et loar, and these oniy of trifiing
smoust. remain unpaid, Rome i3 as free from the
financial embarrassment which reigngin the kingdom
of Vietor Emanune! as from tte disorjers of every kind
by which it is prodaced.

Rouan Vorusteeri.—The decree for the new re-
giment has appeared, and it will be immediately
carried into effect, tbough nnder rather different coa-
ditions from those first talked of. Imetead of three
bundred patricians, it will be raised to the effective
strength of one thoueaud twelve hundred vo'unteers,
taken from the ncbles and from the middle classes,
snd wiil directly depend upon the War-office, and be
linble to serve on patrol and garrisou duty within
tbe city in case of the repular troops being required
elsewhere. It will be subjected to regular military
drill, and exercised every week, apd will be armed
with the Remington or Spider rifle. Salviati, Al-
dobrandiui, and Lancilotti, sre named ag the 8uperior
officers.

The srsenal at Civita Vecchia has just recsived
60 000 cartouches besides other stores for the use of
the French garrisnn, Everything prowises the con-
tionance of the French occupation for Bome time
longer, and e ffairs farther southward give a sufficient
reason for Napoleon's desire to retain a hold on
Italy

The tribunal of the Sacra Cousu'ts h=g reversed
the gentence of death npsn Ajani and Luzzi, end hes
condemned them to hsrd lebour for life.

tlemen snad priests on the Kings arrival made a
most deplorable impression on the public ming.

The Duke of Maddaloni, one of the most able par~
tisans of Friocie the Ji, was seized and beaten
nearly to death bv a bacd of desperadoes ia the pay
of the Byndic. Sigoor Rudini and gfeveral other
nnblemen were nttacked in tha streets by the same
ruffians on leaving the ball given by the Duchess of
Bivona, aod which bad nearly ewmbptird Princess
Margarels galon; only sixty lsdies being fouad to
accept, and fonr bundred gentlemen, principally
cfficers of the garrison anl emp’oyes of the munici-
pality; The Duke of Bivoca was threateosd with
exiie, but be fragkly teld Vietor Emanuels envoy
that if he were banisbed it should be by force,
end the gendermes would bave 1o crrry bim
handenffed to the frootier, as e s}ould not suumit
10 an illegal order ; and as he ia a cousin of the Em-
prees of France, rod as the Muratist party are opeoly
protected by the French Cabicet, and are very active
justmow, it wes thbought wiser to let matlers rest as
they were. The King's abdication i8 much spoken
o:, and i3 the more credited as he has entirely fi.led
the vecapcies in his honsekold with Piedmontear,
and will probably, in snch B case, retire to Tarin
with bis morganatic wife, the Countess Miraflores.
Otber authorities siate, on the contrary, that he
meditates  coup-d'elat with Ratezzi, and aoother
attempt on Rome.

SWITZERLAND.

SprEAD oF RATIONALISM.— A c¢orrespondent of the
English Independent writes : ¥ Great commotion reigna
in the Canton of Neuchatel, in Switzerland. Under
pretence of effecting some improvement in the primary
schools, a viralent attack bas been made upon the
morality of the Old Testament. The standard of
Liberal Protestantism haa been uunfarled in the very

“heart of the cintor, and several of the most renowned

and able expositors and defenders of this elastic kind
of doctrine have announced their intention of vimting
Nouchatel io order to support this bold attempt, and
to rally as many friends as possible round their flag.
For generatlons past the National Obnrch of Neuchatel
baa adbered very ateadf:stly to the old orthodox
doctrines. o Berne sud Zarich rationalism has for
some time paat been making progress, and it bas not
been without adherents in Geneva and other parts of
the country, but until quite recently it had obtained
ne footing in Neuchatel.?

In Neufchatel, Switzerland, a new Protestant con-
gregstion bae been created. The members paraded
the streets bearing & flag with the following inscrip-
tion :— A church without priegts, religion without a
catechism, worship withont theology and the Al-
mighty without men's systems,

AUSTRIA.

Ppsra. Fab. 18.~ However disparagingly public
opinion in Earope may have looked at the results
achieved by the late Paris Qoaferencs, every day
brings fresh proofs that ice activity hae had a bene-
ficial effect, rot ouly in allaying the Turce-Greek
conffict—the immediate object for which it was call-
ed together - but likewise in producing s healtbhy
reaction as regards the D «nubs countries.

An armeA cocflict between Turkey and Greece, if
Teft to itself, might have been iaconvenient, but it
would not have beea very daogerons, for the Turks,
baving a more tangible eremy before them than
they had in Crete, could have used their snperiority
to some purpose and thus there would have been no
daager of another long deanltory struggle more ex-
hausting than the severeat war againgst an orgaciz-
ed Goverment,

The real danger of the Tarco-Greek conflict was
just that it was not hkely to remaio isolated, or that
thoee dissatiefizd populations which are stirriag all
over the Turkish Empire would be drawn in by Je-
grees. The idea of a solidarity of interests hag heen
gaining ground very much among these populations,
and although all that hag been said about common
plans of action snd definite engagement i3 very
mneh exaggerated, the coocentration of most of
the available militery and naval resources of Turkey
on ooe extremity of tha empire would have been
too tempting an occasion not to be taken advane
tage of even withcu: any vprevions understand-
iog. And this occasion wonid bave been used by
them with so mueh the mora sssurance 88 a war be-
tween Turkey and Greece woulad have been itself a
gufficient proof that there was po more harmory
smong the Powers in Europe to prevent such a war,
and that therefure those axwong them who might rot
Ye go very apxious about the maintenonce of the
Turkish Empire had now free haods to sct as they
might think it their interest to do. —~Times Cor.

Warter Power FROM N1agara FaLns —A writer in
the Scientific JAmerican proposes that the water
power of Nisgara Falls ehall be ueged in driving the
machinery at Buffalo, now an important centre
of manufactures, The mode which he hus devised
for applying the enormous force of Niagara to the
parpoae is novel aod iopenious. By means of tor-
bine wheeis he would compress sair into a vast re-
ceiver, from which he would lay a large main pipe
to Buffalo, with branches to distribute tbe compress-
ed air to establishments degiring it, jost a8 gas and
water are now distributed; It ia estimated tbat a
presgare of four or five hundred pcunds to the
equare joch might eagily be furnished in Buffalo.
