Below “will be found the references
made to such-appeals: ;
Mr. W. F. Maclean (South York):
There is another question that arises
out of this proposition, and it is this:
‘Why should not the geurts of Canada
be the final interpreters of legislation
passed in-this country dealing abso-
lutely with Canadian subjects? This
question also comes up in connection
with the-legislation of the Province of
Ontario, which has sole jurisdiction in
municipal affairs. ‘We are passing
laws in Ontario dealing with munici-
pal questions, largely settled by the
best judgment of .our provincial legis-
latures. These -laws are upheld by
the provincial courts and by the su-
preme court of Canada, and yet they
are subject to transference to Eng-
land and to submrission to the judicial
committed of the privy council there.
Almost ‘invariably its decisions are
against Canadian authorities, against
the intentions of the legislature and,
as in this .gase, against-the jintention
of parliament when it passed-the ori-
ginal Grand Trunk .Pacific: céntract.
I think that it is time that"'we ought
to consider this ‘ queéstion- from this
point of view. T ¢an ‘conceive that it
might, in & way, injure th} credit of
Canada if the final interpretation of
Canadian legislation on purely local
matters should be in the hands of our
own courts. . But. it is a matter well
worthy of consideration:of this' house
and of the-legislaturés of  theé ‘country
whether wé should not -Hmft to the
higher courts in Cahada appeals in
connection. with the “interpretation of
our own legislation.

Judgments Lack Weight

Mr. Maclean (South York): In wre-
ply to the hon. member for Rouville
(Mr. Lemieux) I wish to say that we
have gone to great expense in Canada
in building up a supreme court, and its
judgments are not carrying today |
the eyes of the world that standin
and reputation that to my mind they
should carry, and which Canadians ex-
Pect them to carry. Too many of those
decisions have beens reversed by the:
Judicial committee -of the privy coun-
cil, and it is a rather regrettable thing
that the supreme court, which we have
created at such great expense, and to
which we thought we might leok for
final decisions, has not become a conrt
of finmal appeal .s0 far as this couniry
is concerned. I should like to see that
court strengthened and: stand before
all the world as the final interpreter
of Canadian law and Canadian rigants.
I: s the duty of this parliament, hav-
ing established. that c¢ourt, to see that
it be what it was intended to.be, always
reserving the right vo appeal to the
Judicial committee in matters. involv-
ing civil rights of individuals and the
interpretation of the constitution. The
supreme court ought to be built up,
and should have the reputation of the
supreme court of the United States,
Iis decisions should be final before all
the world, and carry a respect for
Canadian iastitutions in the same way
as the United States Supreme Court
carries a respect for United States
institutions.

Should Be Final Interpreter.

My contention is that the final court
of Canada, the supreme ‘court, ought
to be the interpretez, and the sole and
last interpreter, of the legislation of
this parliament. I would.-go as far as
to say that when this parliament makes
a formal agreement involving the credit
of the country and the voting «f mil-
lions of dollars for the creation of a
national transcontinenfal system, the
national court ought to be the:inter-

reter of the law in connéction with
t.  We can build up a oourt here in
which Canada will give a final de-
c'sion, one that w'll carry respect. If
it s to be carried on as Jjt has peen,
those judgments will not carry the re-
spect they should cairy. Ih most im-
portant business mattérs it is usually
inserted in the contract what thé court
or body is to which the last appeal s
sto be. miade. , If I happen to be ia th's
house ‘again and a contract of - this
nature is going thru, I certainly would
like to see a clause inserted in that
contract setting -out - that the final
apgeal shall be in Canada. If muni-
cipaiities or provinces enter into nego-
tiations or make contracts with cor-
porations of one kind or another, I
teil them that they should set forth in
the contract that the final legislation
shall be the provincial court. There
is no way in which we can guard our
municipal, provineial gnd federal rights
so much as in our own courts.

Imperial Court.

I give every credit to the judicial
committee of the privy council as” be-
ing a court of the very highest char-
acter, and a court which would do
absolute justice in so far as ft might
be able to do so; but 1 think an lin-
perial court of last resort might be
oreat.d 5 with full representation in
that court of all the dominions, in-
stead of belng made up as it now is,
almost exciusively of membere& of the
courts of Great Britaln. As a Cana-
dian who wishes to see our institu-
tions become Canadian and su‘tabie
to the wants of Canadians, I say {t is
time we considered «nis matter, and
having established a supreme. court
that we should see that it is the final
resont, and that it is of such g char-
acter that its judgments will carry
gespect all over the world. { think I
Yoice the view of a good many Cana-
¢igns when 1 say that. My hon. friend
refers to Mr. Chamberlain. it ‘s true,
' he is Mr. Chamberlain; but I'sm Mr.
Aaeclean, and I ‘have a seat in this
house, ,and I am a Canadian; and I
assert the yiew—and it is my view,'and
perhaps it is net unacceptable to Cana-
dlans—that Canada is good enough by
her own courts to interpret Canadian
legislation and maintain Canadian
rzhts, whether they b. municipal, pro-
vineial or federal; but always reserv-
ing to the judicia.ll committee of “the
privy ocouncil the interpreting of the
constitution, €or the constitution was
made in England, and that is the proper
place to interpret that constitution. If

Many depart at once from
the academic viewpoint and come
down to a disposition-of the theme on
praetical lines that appeat to under-
graduates, the majorify of whom have
not yet trained themsglves to consider
religion in the manper nécessary W
the pursuance of their coliege studies.
The other methed of preaching to stu-
dents, which some have practised and
which President King used yesterday,
is to a large extent the reverse. He
commenced with an ordinary and well-
known line frem the Scriptures aad
treated it straightway from the view-
point of a scholar. This latter plan is
no less effective, as was clearly evi-
denced yesterday, . for the students
having awakened&\mterelt in the
subject, readily grasp the thread of
argument and follow.the thoughts of
the speaker to conclusion.- ; -

President King endeavored to im-
press the fact that religion, which is
the carrying out of the thought ex-
presped by the words: “Thy will be
done,” is mot something arbitrarily laid
down for man, but a part of the warp
of human structure for the possession
of which man is not himself respons-
ible. It is not a negative aim, but the
fulfilment of a great, divine, positive
will. Religion is more the kindling of
an inspiration from wit which
prompts man to goodneas than any
jaw for abstinence fraom evil. Every
student is religious to a degree for his
ery seeking after km and en-
lightenment is the first law of reli-

bion.
Man the Goal.

We live in an enlarged and unified
universe, .said the speaker. The ldea
of unity dominates the present age.
The world is_ene, man is one, ang
even God and man are to this exten
akin. Students in their different pur-
guits today feel great - convictions
forcing themselves upon them which
show that the result of research and
the effect of greater knowledge is more
religion. “As men learn new things
and further intellectual contributions
are made to the civilization of the race,
the universe is enlarged; but the im-
portant fact in this connectipn is that
those who, from a Hfetime of scientific
enquiry leave the world more enlight-
ened. are themselves meost strongly
corfvinced that God is adequate to
éach new situation. The effect of the
most advanced study of blology, em-
bryology and sociology is the convie-
tion that man is the goal of the whole
universe, and that he holds within
‘him the promise of future life.

President King concluded by saying
that “Thy will be done” was the ex-
pression of an unconsclous desire for
obedience to nature, which all men
feel... Human lips can frame no prayer
so great, so sincere, or so full of
blessing and hope.

LIVERPOOL, Jan. 18.—A  hridge
across the Mersey, Mr. Chase, M. Inst.,
C. E., said lately at a meeting of the
Liverpool Engineering Society, wuas a
fascinating subject, but to des.gn the’
most economical bridge would be a
work of time.

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MR.FORMAN AND TAX REFORM.
Commissioner Forman has placed
himself in the hands of his enemies to
the extent of writing a book. We are
not one of Mr. Forman’s enemies, but
his very good friend, and we are sorry
that in his statement he leaves him-
self so open to criticlsm as he does.
For ourselves. the chief interest of the:
statement is the absolute clearness
with which it show Mr. Forman to bc
in opposition to all the new and equit-
ahle methods of tazation. He commits
hijuself to the rule of thumb method
in one notabls ‘paragraph, Which
practically sums up the whole differ-
;we between the mew anpd the old idea:
of assessment.
“Ability to pay, governed by the
earning power of the property,
seems to be a sounder basis for

revenue purposes than the carry-
ing out c& a theory or principle.”

Cne might ask if the various as-

: signation lgguses scattered fhruout the

town are assessed on this p'rlhclple of
ability to pay. One does not need a&n
answer. The question is ' sufficient
and punctures Mr. Forman’s pragmatic
position, if it be pragmatic. For we
believe it will be exceedingly difficult
for Mr. Forman to show 'that his
method of taxation achieves the best
results. If it did, theré would not be
the present clamor for reform.

His new proposal of < exemption 1ie
one that can only be regarded as a
palliative, and the principle of exemp-
tions is wrong and bad in every way.
There would be no need for its ap-
plication, if the land tax reform were
adopted.

His objection to the reduction of the
assessment on buildings, by 25 per
cent., is baq_%d on the belief that the
tax rate would have to be increased
from 18 1-2 to 20.78 mills on the dollar.
If the plan were carried out properly,
removed from the
buildings would be transferred to, the
land and thHe fax rate inst 0-
ing up would yleld as large, if not
a larger revenue.

A striking feature of the report is
the absence of any allusion to the fact
that assessors do not assess property
up to the limit of value, but use their
own arbitrary judgment to assess at
50, €0 or 75 per cent. of the value, ex-
cept in the case of the smaller class
of houses, where a recent report show-
ed thiat they were taxed from 90 to
185 per cent. of their value. No won-

This
8 an admission of theh, necessarily
arbitrary character of the “present sys-
tem of taxation. Under that arbitrary
system Sir Jameg Whitney, like many
another citizen, is heavily over-taxed
on his St. George street residencc.
And then Mr. Forman declares that if
the 25 per cent. reduction were applied
to buildings and business and in-
come assessment, a rate of 20.73 mills
would have to be struck. Hut what
if Mr. Forman abolished hls\‘arbitmry
method of assessing property at a re-
duction of 25 to 50 per cent. and put
it all at actyal value as established
by sales under the scientific systems
adopted n many citles? The tax rate
would not have to be raised, but a
thoroly just and equitable assessment
would give an adequate reveénue levied
impartially. In many cases a lower
rate has beéen found to be sufficient.

And again' Mr. Forman has com-
mitted himself, apparently without in-
tending it, to the tax reform principle,
when he declares that the basis for
taxation ought to be the earning power
of property. This seems to be the idea
behind the mysterious clause 36, which
asserts that the value of the bullding
ghall be the increased wvalue of the
land occasionzd by its erection. The
jand tax reform is much simpler and
goes to the root of the matter at erce,
Yy recognizing that it is the land that
possesses the earning power, whether
directly in increased Increments, as
Mr. . Forman recognizes in his new
r-ropc;sal to tax imcrements; or Indi-
rectly in the rent drawn from & build-
ing ‘or for other uses. The value of
the .land depends upon the use made
of it directly or indirectly. If Mr.
Forman will put all the taxation on
the land value, which value certainly
arises out of its earning power, Le
will have.satisfied his own proposal,
and adopted the land tax reform at
the same time. But Mr., Forman

They
sell and hecome rich, And the land
tax gets their share of the municipal
revenue. - Mr. Forman's method un-
fortunately does not.

Another point upon which Mr. For-
man seems to be in some confusion, is

That would depend entixe-
ly whether all real estate was vaiued
at its full value or not, If valued at
actual market worth, we believe the
assessment of the city would show
an astonishing @\rme. probably
sufficient to permit the tax rate to ro-
main stationary, Mr. Forman practi-
cally admits as much when he declares
that properties are changing hands at
prices much above the present assess-
ments, and that when properties are
required for civic purposes, the com-
pensation asked is greatly in excess of
the assessment. :

We desire to acquit Mr. Forman of
any desire but that of making a fair
assessment, and we admit the dJiffi-
culty of his position in & time of
transition, when even Premier Whitney
and those behind him cannot see what
is going on. Mr. Forman has had two
members of his staff for three years
past, continuously revising land values,
with the result of the great increases
in- the city assessment which have
been made. But as Mr. Forman says,
they only follow to & certain exteni
the increasing prices in the city. We
are glad, however, that Mr. Forman
has brouglit the matter into discus-
sion, and feel sure that the recent
vote will encourage a more progres-
sive attitude in other quarters than
the city hall.

U. 8. STANDING TIMBER.

.In a letter to o} nt, covers
ing part one of his report on the lum-
ber industry, Mr.' Luther Conant, U. 8.
Commissioner of Corporations, calls
uttonuon\_to the marked degree of con-
centration in the ownership of stand-
ing timber in that country. Since, he
says, the amount of standing timber is
steadily diminishing and its value
rapidly increasing, this concentration
involves problems of far-reaching pub-
lic importance, These conditions are
largely due to the land policy of the
federal govérnment,  especlally the
great federal land grants to railroads
and the faulty operation of some of
the federal land laws. The practical
result has been a high degree of con-
centration of ownership instead of a
wide distribution in the hands of nu-
mergus independent owners, as “was
appatently conteinplated.

Mr. Conant commends the change
of policy made in the nineties and the
principle of retalning tie fee title to
the land and selling the timber only
from time to time.\wlth a view to the
wisest use of the supply for its proper
conservation. He notes that attempts
are still being made to Becure the
transfer of timber lands;to private
owners under the same pledas of settle-
ment of .the timber land, which in the
past often proved wholly specious and
insincere. The United-States Govern-
ment still owns,. exclusive of the
Alaska forests, about one-fifth of the
country’s total supply of merchant-
able standing timber and the report
clearly points to the desirability of
maintaining the Integrity of the na-
tional forests and of extending the
principle of retaining the fee of the
land at least until the timber is re-
moved.

THE ROOT OF CIVIC IN-
EFFICIENCY.

One wonders what object The Tele-
gram can have in misrepresenting its
ne&ghbors.

on May 28, 1887, 1t states that he was
“wholly opposed to a so-called com-
mercial union.” He proceeds:

“In the first place, I think it §
gll but impracticable. If in opera-
tion . our goods would nearly all
come in by New York and constant
trouble would be experienced in
getting our share of the duties.
Such a wunion would last but a
short time, and would inevitably
lead to a complete political union.
While it lasted it woul® lead to
estrangement with the mother
country. It would be an unprece-
dented policy. .
After pointing out that the circum-

stances of the German Zollverein were
not similar, Alexander Mackenzie
says:

We could not hope to maintain
the existing relations with Great
Britain while we had the most
{ntimate commercial relations with
& rival nation. Already all the
annexation element in Canada are
eager for the new policy. Iiam
bound to do all in my power to
ma'ntain the union with Great
Britain, and, if poesible, to get
some sort of an arrangement with
the United States equal' to an
alliance offensive and defensive.
Such alliance would by its weight
command general peace and for-
ward the interests of civilization
and international justice,

In the meantime we have the
great colonies clustering round the
motherland and now proving a
source of strength' instead of
weakness, as they were forty years
ago and until the great republic
sees fit to form an alliance and
go for doing everything fto bind
together what we have got of
English-speaking nationalities.

Mr. Mackenzie then refers to the
value of sentiment in the government
of the world and thus concludes.

1 need not say that I am willing
to go a long way .in recliprocal
trade, as our abortive treaty of
1874 will show. Then we consult-
ed manufacturers before commit-
ting ourselves. When the scheme
was afterwards published many
of them were frightened and de-
clared they could met compete as
they -had been: making their
ar.icles from U. S. patents.

A Dramatic Story.
THe central feature of Miss Booth's
afternoon address was heér dramatic
story of the persecution the Salvation
Army suffered at the hands of the gen-
eral publie, and even of the upholders
of law and authority, when the move-
ment had its inception. Irony of fate,
the British sovereign was represented
at the meeting in the person of Lit.-
Gov. Sir John Gibsgon, who acted as
chairman, and to the right and left of
him were Sir James Whitney and
Mayor Hocken, who both spoke briefly
when Miss Booth had finished.

“Some one told me today that 1
looked just the same as I did when I
was commander in Canada,” began
Miss Booth, after the applause had
quieted down following Sir John Gib-
son's introduction of the speaker. “I'm
the same in two all-important features
anyway,” she continued very serlous-
ly. “Firstly; Pm the same -in heart,
and secondly, I come back to you with
the same name.” Then followed a
little explanation—that it hadn't been
easy, and that somietimes she had just
got off by the “skin of her teeth.”

After this humorous human touch
she launched into her subject by say-
ing that “best of all” she had come
back to Toronto “with the same God.”

“God Our Help” was Miss Booth's
subject and as she traced the hlistory
of ier father’s life in the most beauti-
ful and dramatic fashion she repeat-
edly dwelt upon the words of the
hymn which the massed band had
Just played:

“Oh God our_ help in ages past;

Our hope for years to come,

Our shelter from the stormy blast,

And our eternal home.” .

The words of this hymn mean much
even to the worldling who passes thru
life without a thought of his as-
soclates, byt a glance at Miss Booth
during her repetition of them showed
that to her they had a great signifi-
cance.

In the short hour which was at her
disposal Miss Booth did not tell of
évery “storm and Dblast” that had
beaten against her father, but she
revealed enough to gain the friendly
sympathy of her hearers, not only for
her dead father, \but also for herseif
end the other mémbers of the family
who struggled-with him in the face
of world-wide persecution.

At the Beginning.

Commander { Booth in her apt way
compared the beginning of the Salva-
tion Army movement- to the launch-
ing of a boat, byt a boat much small-
er than the Dreadnought of today.

the Ontario

School System.

In ‘all Ontario there is, perhaps, no
one who has had better opportunities
to form opinions and reach conclusions
on the subject of our schools than
James L. Hughes, chief inspecior for
Toronto. His long experiencs and his
everywhere recognized aler.ness in
things educational have given him
chances innumerable for seeing and
observing,” and there is no .doubt that
much of the glory -given the schools
in the past was due to the progres-
sive supervision of the chief inspec-
tor. Mr. Hughes, therefore, is among
those interviewed by The World for
the purpose of obtaining authcritative
opinions and valuable suggestions in
the interests of the children and older
pupils of the community, and we have
much pleasure in publishing his state-
ment herewith. ' On the “entrance ex-
amination” Mr. Hughes has already
spoken, and in some quarters what he
has said on the subject has been ridi-
culed and pooh-poohed: to the echo.

1 This is not surprising when one re-

NEW YORK, Jan. 18.—With hatpins
and umbrellas several hundred women
fought the police today in one_of *the
fiercest riots since the beginning of
the garment workers’ strike. A lone
policeman who tried o protect male
strike-breakers was beaten black and
blue.

The policeman arrested one woman,
putshad to summon 12 more bluecoats
before he could get his prisoner to the
station. . The police accomplished this
by forming a hollow square which was
beset on all sides by the battling gar-
ment workers.

Five women were arrested in this
riot and in another which staried when
the women assaulted a truck driver
delivering mattresses for the use of
strike-breakers.

Posted as Lost.

Entry by proxy may be made at
any agency, on certain conditions, by
father, mother, son, daughter, brother
or sister of intending homesteader.
Dutles—Six months’ residence upon
and cultivation of the land in each of
three years. A homesteader ma live
within nine*miles of his homestead on a
farm of at least 80 acres, solely owned
and occupied by him or by his father,
mother, son, daughter, brother or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a guarter
