NIAGARA FALLS, June 27.—(Spe-
cial.)—For the first time in the his-
tory of aeronauts, an aeroplane circled
over the majestic cataract of Niagara
and dipped gracefully under the uppgr
steel arch, bridge shortly befo_re 6
oclock this evening,’ when Lincoln
Beachy piloted his Curtiss bi-plane
gafely gver the pcrllous course in the
view of a quarter of a million of peo-
ple. His successful flight marks an-
other mile stone in the achievements
of daring bird-men. Ejnthusiastic ave
iators who witnessed the flight, declare
that it was more perilous than the re-
cent race across the Alps. Beachy won
the thousand dollar prize offered by the
international carnival committee on the
under-the-bridge flight. : -
Beachy rosé into the air in his ma-
fine about a mile from the roaring
cataract, soared several thousand feet
hen clung near to the
Several times he was lost to
view. Like a great sea gull ‘the aero-
plane passed over the steel structure,
clearing the trolley that crosses it by a
meagre twenty feet. Down the gorge
for a- mile the machine raced, then
passed over the city on the Canadian
side.

Circling over the Horseshoe Falls for
the second  time, Beachy dipped his
machine as soon as he cleared the cat-
aract and ducked under the bridge
without evtn brushing a guy wire. - As
the aeroplane passed under theée bridge,
the whistles of the Maid of the Mist
and the gorge route cars screechea out
the news of the successful attempt to
perform a feat which Jas. MecCurdy,
the Canadian aviator, and other well
known bird-men had refused. to try,
declaring it to be suicidal.

Films Will Have te Be
Investigated.

According to an officlal announce-
ment made by Hon. A. Matheson yes-
terday afternoon, these are the men
appointed as provincial censors of
moving-picture shows. The remuner-
ation accompanying the job is $500, and
the money will be well-earned, accord-
ing to Col. Matheson's statement.

these films| to be censored, in fact
‘somewhsre over 4,000, sald Col. Ma-
theson.. *‘It |is no casy matter to ac-
complish the work, as it is impossible
to ispect more than four films an hour.
In addition [to this, the eye-strain is
59 great that -the censors are unable
to work more than four hours each
day.”

The provincial ' treasurer,” however,
was quite optimistic regarding the
complete and early earrying out of the
work.

“The . censors will start thelr dutles
1mmediately." e remarked, *“‘and the
films wil be inspected by degrees.
After each film_ has been inspected a
label will be affixed to it, so that when
the exhibition of the picture  com-
mences the public will see the label
and know that it has been passed upon
by the provincial censors.’

“We are lucky in having in one of
the appointees a man who is quite
familiar with quite a considerable pum-
ber of the films shown thruout the
country. That will be a great saving
in time, as he will. recognize the film

when it is presented, and there wiil
be no necessity of running it-all off.

Baldwin
missed many blows because of the Brit-
isher's agility, and the latter's sclence at
times stood out in bold rellef.
had possessed a knockout blow he might
have e¢nded the fight before the limit, as
he landed on ‘the point of the faw on nu-
merous occasions, but with little or no
Steam. Maybe Welsh was saving him-
self, or tried to win under a pull, but the
fact remains that Baldwin was strong at
the finish and wasn’t badly beaten by
any means.

Courtney’'s Men Win Varsity Eights
and Fours in Annual Re-
gatta on Hudson,

POUGHKEEPSIE, N.Y.,, June 27—
Wkile two men lay practically helpless
in the Columbias ghell, Conell's Varsity
eight pulled out a victory to-day in one
of the grandest four mile races ever seen
at Poughkeepsie. It was Cornell's race
by a scant length and a half with only
glx seconds to spare. ijer time was 20
minutes 10 4-5 seconds; Columbia's 20
minutes 16 4-5 seconds. Pennsylvania was
third, 16 seconds® behind; Wisconsin
fourth, and Syracuse a helpless fifth.

The Columbia freshmen elght carried
off the honors in the younger division,
winning by two lengths from Cornell.
Syracuse was third, and Penna. but half
length - behind. The Wisconsin freshmen
were a badly outclassed fifth. The of-
fictal time was: Columbia, 10.13 1-3; Cor-
nell, 10.20 2-6; Syracuse, 10.23 1-5; Pennsyl-
varia, 1024 4-5; Wisconsin, 10.38.

Syracuse fcught it ‘out in the Varsity
fours with Corneil, but (:qurmey's men
tcok thesrace by half \a lerigth, with Co-
lumbia two lengths behind and the Penna.
four twenty lengths in the rear in the
wash, No official time was taken.

Ccach Rice's bronzed squad from New
York were easily the heroes of the day.
Many had picked his Varsity to win,
and when the blue and white freshmen
swung dewn under the bridge to victory
over the sturdy Cornell eight, the Co-
lumbia cohorts cheered madly and there
was a rush. of Columbia money to back'
the Varsity's stamina and brawn. It
was Columbia's first victory in sixteen
years, their Varsity crew having won in
1805, the year the Poughkeepsia course
was established,

In the elghts Columbia was quick to
take the lead. For.the first quarter mile
they held it, then the powerful, rhym-
ethic stroke of Cornell sent the red and
white shell ahead, until at the half mile
Cornell led by half a length.

Home Bank Adds Million More

being well up to ten milllons. The
grand acreage total of all grains, ac-
cording to this circular, in the thred
northwestern provinces, is over sixteen
millions. The weather up to the pres
ent time has been considered favor-
able, and the circular which I am now
quoting, states as follows: ‘Reports
indicate the best conditions of -the
| growing crops since 1895, but the wet
| weather has delayed in some localities
| the completion of seeding of oats, bar-
| ley and flax. The prospects are for a
! bumper crop.’ The information re-
ceived sinece the publication of this re-
port regarding the weather conditions
"has Leen quite satisfactory. It is
therefore only reasonable to look for-
ward to a successful harvest.

“Our paid-up capitalis now §1,264,000
besides something over an additional
$100,000 subscribed for.

Real Estate News

A mew trend in residence construc-
tlon has developed in the last two
years in the Eastern States, has slow-
ly spread westward to the ceast, and
NowW promises to reach Ontario during
the present buflding season. The new
form of bullding is hollow tile, which,
while extensively used in Toronto in
the construction of office buildings, has
not, so far as known, ever been used
in house construction here. Hollow
tile’'s adaptability to house building be-
came known several years ago, chiefly
thru the high repute #it' had gained
in its use as a fireproofing material
for big buildings, but because details
of comstrucition and speclfications of 1is
| use - were unobtainable, no application
of ‘hollow tile in house: building was
made untfl two years ago. Then one
of the chief manufacturers began a
campalgn' of education im regard to
hollow tile and houses, - and freely
Ispr.ea,d knowledge regarding its proper
use in construction, and from thagt time
(marked activity has been shown in
ithis new form of house building. In
the Eastern States particularly, is this
activity noticeable, and one of the
{most marked features of its progress
I‘has been the increasing number of ar-
chitects, who have Mbuilt taeir own
homes with this material. The idea
slowly spread westward unti now the
best residential cities contain many
residences constructed of holow tile
and stucco finished, the extenior pre-
senting an appearance that ds becom-
ing raplidly popular in many sections

the west, where also the peculiar
insulating effect of the dead alr space
in hollow tile is greatly appreciated in

!

miospheric conditions. Here in Toron-
to, where temperatures ‘are glven to
extremes, the air space contained in
walls of tile should have the effect of
reducing the imtensity of both the heat
of summer, and the cold of winter,
with a consequent reduction in the
cost of heating. As in office bulldings,
hollow tile can bé used for ' outside

well as wtilized in the foundations, and
altho, in general, house bujlding re-
quires many odd sizes and detadl un-
| looked for in straight office structures,
tile of different dimensions that will
meet all bullding demands, are now
being turned out, and a new Canadian
factory will soon be producing there.
While walls of hollow tile are some-
times faced with brick vemeer, a finish
of cement stucco is the besk liked. The
tile 4s deeply dovetadl scored, ‘and this
does away with the need of jweod lath
on the interfor amd the channeling
also promotes’ a better bonding of
stucco and plaster. It ds claimed that
hollow tile is a quicker methiod of con-
struotfon than brick or stone, a claim
that its simpltcity would Sseem to sub-
stantiate, and this is a feature of cost
reduction well worth consideration.
There appear so many advantages in
favor of the hollow tile that its ex-
tensive use in Toronte, 4n the build-
ing of houses, schools and 80 forth,
must be but a matter of more know-

|ledge of the subject on the part of
