MR. FOSTER'S SATIRE.

Mr. Foster, amidst Opposition cheers,
rose to refer to the tariff ~changes,
which it is proposed to postpone until
next year. .As to principle or plau,
the tariff question is one of impor-
tance, and especially in a young cowjs=
try like Canada.

(b) continental free trade, (c) umre:
stricted reciprocity with the Upited
States, with discrimination against
Great Britain and other countries, (d)
free trade as practised in Great Bri-
tain, and (e) tariff for revenue oniy,
in which there should be no vestige of
protection.

“That the authoritative platform of
the Liberal party in 1893 declared that
the customs tariff of the Dominion
should be based, not as now, upon the
‘protective prineiple,’ which it de-
nounced as radically unsound and un-
just to the masses of the people,”and
resolved as the conviction of the party,
‘That any tariff changes founded on
that.principle must fail to afford any
substantial relief from the burdens
under which the country labors.’

“That the Government, through its
leader, -has announced its determina-
tion not to introduce any measure
dealing with the tariff during the pre-
sent session. ’

“That the platform of the Liberal
party and the utterances of the leader
of the party and .its principal organs
and supporters have led the country
to believe that a radical change is im-
minent in the principle upon which
the revision of the tariff is to be bas-

ed.

‘“That the uncertainty and delay
consequent upon these announcements
will result in great disturbance In
business and serious 10ss to the com-
mercial and producing interests of fhe
country. :

‘“That this House, while willing to
allow reasonable time to perfect de-
talls, is of the opinion that a declara-
tion of the principle upon which the
Government propose- to base their
tariff revision should be at once made,
and that no tariff will Be wise or satis-
factory which does not proceed upon
the basis of an adeauate and sufficient
protection for the producing interests
of the country.”

THE CHAMPION INTRODUCED.
By way of opening the proceedings, the
Mayor said : * 1 have mow the honor to
introduce Mr. Jacob Gaudaur, chawnplon
oarsman of the world.”

Proceeding, His Worship stated that 20
years ago Torouio had seeured tlL2 rculling
champlonship of the worid tarough the
prowess of Kdward Havar. Ia 1886 Tovon-
to and the Dominlon of Canada had veen
brought prominently before the world by
the victories of Mr. Willlam O’Connor.
And now, 10 years later, the City of To-
ronto and the Dominion of Canada were
again brought prominently before the
world by the triumph of J. G. Gaudaur.
To-night they were participating in one
of the biggest demonstrations ever accord-
ed any man in Canada. ,
The Mayor then, amidst tremendous
cheering, presented the champlion with the
following address, handsomely framed and
flluminated :

‘“To Jacob G. Gaudaur :

“ Dear Sir,—On behalf of the citizens of
the City of Torofito, the Queen City of the
West, we desire to offer you our heartiest

£ congrafulations upon your recent victory

and obtaining the much-coveted distinction
of champion oarsman of the world. When
the welcome news was flashed. across the
sroad waters of the Atlantic that ome of
¢anada’s hardy sons had again won this
@reat distinction and honor, a glad throb of
felight swept the country from end to end.
As a slight appreciation felt by your coun-
trymen, they ask you to accept this expres-
Ision of thelr esteem, with the accompany-
ing purse, and they beg to assure you of
‘their sincere wishes that you will ever be
ready to defend the honorable title you
have gained for yourself and our beloved
Canada, the land of the maple leaf.

“ Robert J. Fleming, Mayor ; Thomas A.
BE. World, secretary ; R. L. Patterson,
treasurer.

‘ Toronto, Sept. 22, 1896.”

A NICE CHEQUE.

Mr. R. L. Patterson next handed Gaudaur
a marked cheque for $700, stating that this
would be followed by a larger one In a
few days, as contributions were still being
received.

JAKE'S SPEECH.

Now the champion sculler arose to his
feet, and the people had a chance to hear
bim talk. In a manly, straightforward
manner, and without any apparent nervous-
ness, Gaudaur said : “ Gentlemen and
brother-Canadians,—I am not much of a
speech-maker. I am proud of bringing
back the hampionship to Canada, and when
back the championship to Canada, and when
my turn comes to lay down the sculls, 1
hope another will be ready to take them
up on behalf of Canada.”

He concluded by sdying "that he would
now give Hanlan a chance to say a8 few

NED HANLAN CHEERED.

.The ex-champion came Iin for a hearty
round of applause, He assured the gather-
ing that he was very proud that Jacob G.
Gaudaur had brought back to Canada the
championship, which he (the speaker) had
lost in Australia. He pald a tribute to the
sportsmanship of the, Antipodeans, and
stated that he had simply done the best he
could when out there. (Gaudaur had sald
that he was not good at speech-making,
but when he (the speaker) first won fame
as an oarsman he was not good at talking,
either. Since then he had made many
after-dinner speeches. Perhaps if he had
not atténded so many banquets and din-
ners he would be a better oarsman than
he was now. If that were so, he hopea
Gaudaur would never become a good after-
dinner speaker. He hoped that when Gau-
daur retired Canada wounld have another
champion to take his place.

Mayor Fleming here stated that Gaudaur
had been presented with an address and a
purse, and he had now to announce a third
presentation. - His wife had to-day pre-
sented him with a splendid boy. Being
corrected by some in the crowd, His Wor-
ship_stated that it was not a boy, It was
a girl. The Mayor made a further an-
nouncement that Gaudaur undertook Jto
row anyone that might challenge him on
Toronto Bay.

His Worship then presented the cham-
plon with a bouquet of roses from the
Tourists’ Cycling Club.

MR. BE. B. OSLER, M. P.

Mr. E. B, Osler, M.P., being ithen called
upon, stated that it gave him much pleas-
ure to add to the testimonies to Gaudaur.
Hc and Mr. E. F. Clarke represented Can-
ada In welcoming the new champion.
Canadlans could do no greater honor or
good to thelr country than by encouraging
sportsmanship and applauding manly ath-
letes like Jacob G. Gaudaur.

E. F. CLARKE, M. P.

Mr. E. F. Clarke, M.P., said he had never
before had the opportunity of addressing an
audience from a platform on which sat a
champion and an ex-champion oarsman ot
the world. Canada needed such men. He
remarked that for years past the fight for
the champlonship of the world in sculling
had been carried on by different sections
of the Anglo-Saxon race, all under the one
flag. When Gaudaur had been as long a
caumpion as Hanlan he would doubtless
be as good a speaker.

ORILLIA’S MAYOR.

Mayor Jupp of Orillla expressed his pleas-
ure at being present on such an occasion.
He had not expected such a tremendous
demonstration in Toronto. If any man had
striven for the honor he had gained it was
Jacob G. Gaudaur. Ten years ago he had
been defeated on the Thames, but, nothing
daanted, he had come back, and year af-
ter year patiently paddled up and down
the Narrows until another opportunity
came, If anybody was to wrest the cham-
plonghip from Gaudaur he hoped it would
be & Torontonian, -
OTHER SPEAKERS.

Ex-Ald. John Shaw joined his voice in
tiae chorus of plaudits. He was sorry to
see the Mayor was fast developing sport-
Ing proclivities. Boating was the most
popular sport in Canada, not'even except-
ing bieycling. He would ride a wheel
himseif as soon as the Mayor put down
the cinder paths.
A voice: ‘““And gives us Sunday cars.”
Mr. E. B. Ryckman feit that no city
taxes bad ever been expended in a better
way than in getting up this demonstration.
He spoke of the prowess of Canada in all
lines of sport throughout the present year.
Ald. Sheppard said that he considered
Gaudaur a typical Canadian. None of hils
family had ever left Canada.
Mr. R. L. Patterson stated that it was
no: too late yet to contribute to Gaudaur’s
purse,
Mr. E. King Dodds recalled the demon-
strations to Hanlan 16 years ago and to
Wiililam O’Connor in 1886.. He concluded
with the remark that Gaudaur would meet
all comers on Toronto Bay.
Mr. J. 8. Willison spoke briefly of the
honor which Gaudaur had gained for him-
<elf and for Canada.

Cheers for the Queen, Gaudaur and Han-

Here a ban-
quet was tendered the hero, and HIs wor-
ship the Mayor presided over the gather-
ing, some 40 celebrities, including Ned Han-
lan, Mr. Gandaur, sr., Mayor Jupp of Or-
iliia, ex-Mayor Thompson of Orilila, the
members of the Reception Committee and
niembers of the Council. His Worship pro-
posed the champion’s health, and until early
this mormning congratulatory speeches were
made by many of:-those present.

SENATOR FERGUSON DEAD.

+ After a iingering and protracted Illness,
Hon. John Ferguson, Senator for the Ni-
ugara district, died at his residence in Kose-
dale at 1 o’clock yesterday afternoon.

He spent
h's life in the service of his country, and
uls country bestowed on him the greatest
honor in her power.

Arrived at Leith by His Own
Yacht Standart.

WARM BUT QUIET WELCOME

The Streets Decorated With Banners,
Streamers and Scrolls.

Prince of Wales Was First to Greet His
Imperial Relative—The Duke of Com-
naught and Lord Salisbury Alse Went
Out by Steamer to the Russian Yacht to
Meet the Czar and Czarina—There Must
be No Politics in the Amenities at
Balmoral.

Leith, Scotland, Sept. 22.—The Rus-
sian Imperial yacht Standart, with
the Czar and Czarina on board, passed
Bass Rock at 8 o’clock this morning,
moving slowly on account of the f0g.
When she was reported as hav-
ing passed Bass Rock, many passen-
ger boats, crowded with excursioaists,
went out to meet her, and accom-
panied her to the harbor, where she
arrived this afternoon. The Czar snd
Czarina, with theirssuites, were {rans-
ferred from the Standart to a local
steamer, which conveyed them to the
jetty, where they landed and took car-
riagés to the railway station en rout2
for Balmoral. . The route to the sta-
tion was decorated to a moderate ex-
tent with banners, streamers, etc.,
with oeccasional scrolls bearing words
of welcome to the Imperial visitors.

To-day was an ordinary autumn
holiday in Edinburgh and Leith, and
great crowds of people were early on
the ground to see the Russian Em-
peror.

The gathering was very orderly and
the town remarkably quiet.

The Prince of * Wales, the Duke of
Connaught and Lord Salisbury arriv-
ed from Dalmeny Park, Lord Rose-
bery’s seat in Linlithgowshire, and
took carriages to the jetty, where they
embarked on board a steamer and
went out to the Standart to meet the
Czar and Czarina. The Prince of

‘Wales boarded the Standart and
greeted the Russian Emperor and
Empress, remajining . on bhoard the
vacht for some time. Before the

Czar and Czarina landed rain began
falling, spoiling the effect of the scene
of the beflagged warships in the har-
‘bor, and the gaily uniformed regi-
ments of troops which lined the route
from the jetty to the station.

MUST BE A PRIVATE VISIT.

. London, Sept. 22.—The Globe insists
that the visit of the Czar and Czarina
to Balmoral must be wholly of a pri-
vate nature, and devoted to auiet en-
joyment. The paper condemns any
attempts to induce the Czar to inter-
cede in behalf of the Armenians, and
says that any welcoming addresses
will be tasteless if they are flavoFed
with references to current politics.

Which wil be Heard in the
Diocesan Conference.

IT 1S A FRESH DEPARTURE.

e —

Amusement, Recreation and Other So-
cialProblems to be Discussed.

Canada Follows the Example of England
and Will Freely Comsider Soclal Prob-
lems —The Conference Opened Last Even-
ing by Interestiig Services im St. James’
Cathedral, 8t, Philip’s and the Church
of the Redeemer—Program of the Three
Sessions To-day.

Diocesan conferences are very
‘popular in England, but hitherto they
have not been held in Canada. They
differ from meetings of the Synod in
that business matters are not discuss-
ed, but only questions bearing upon
practical Chﬂsthnlty. In connection
with the first to be held in Toronto
there were special services last night
in St. James’ Cathedral, St, Philip’s
Church and the Church of the Re-
deemer.

: AT ST, JAMES'. 0

Here the attendance was very large
and the service, which was choral, was
admirably rendered. The Lord Bishop
presided, Rev. Canon Mockridge read
the prayers, and Rev. J. C. Inglis and
Rev. Street Macklem the lessons,

The sermon, which was: preached by
Rev. Dr. McConnell of Brooklyn, N.X.,
was a remarkable one, entirely out of
the beaten line of Anglican discourses.
The preacher, a tall, thin, dark man,
attempted no flights of eloquence, but
he enunciated many views to which
a congregation in 8t. James’' Cathe-
dral is unaccustomed. His text was
Mark xvi., 17, “These,signs shall fol-
low them that believe; in My name
they shall speak with new fongues.”
He said Christ showed all that was
necessary to be believed, but the pro-
cess of apprehension had beemn very
slow., He would speak of two or
three of the phases or stages in which
the Christian world had adopted
Christ’'s words, and would then con-
sider whether the lq!t phase had been
reached. %

The first was the theological, o1
doctrinal stage, which occupied four
centuries, during which councils de-
termined coherently what Christ
taught. At this stage the Church of
the Orient has sat mumbling Its
prayers, helpless to move one hand at
the present day for any practical pro-
gress.

The second stage was the ecclesias-
tical, which occupied all the centuries
till the Reformation,and stopped ther?
without further development.

The third stage was that of experi-
ance of truth in the individual. Then
the church spoke with the tongue of
evangelicalism. Alas, it thought the
last word had been spoken, that
Christ’s truth had been exhausted.

But orthodoxy, catholicity and piety
had not said the last word. The Chris-
tian world had alrea advanced a
stage as distinct as any of the threc
he had sketched. There are signs of
dissatisfaction widely spread. One was
the increasing large number of godly
men and women who live their reli-
glous life outside of any church or-
ganization. Another sign was- the pre-
valent discontent with the existing
formularies of Christian doctrine. Re-
vision was Iin the air. Men do not care
for’ doctrinal sermons NoOw. They
either go to sleep when :}xey are
vreached, or stay away.

The decadence of ecclesiasticism was
also noticed and the fewer conversions.
Mr. Mooy, 26 years ago, used to
count his converts by the hundreds;
now. the revivalist has turned into a
teacher, Still the Spirit of God was at
work, but in different directions. Proof
of this the preacher gave in the in-
terest which was taken in the life) of
Christ. Up to 50 years ago, there Was
no written life of Jesus Christ; now
they abound. '

Again there was an intense desire to
make Christ known in common life,
apart from doctrines and creeds. That
complex theory known as church work
did not exist 40 years ago.

The church had in 18 centuries
emerged into the Christianity of con-
duct, and it was this that made pos-
stble a diocesan conference, and en-
abled the church to speak with a new
tongue on such tcpics as ‘“‘amusement
and recreation in the Christian life,”
“Recreation and Sunday,” and the
other social problems which would be
considered at that conferenmce.

IN ST. PHILIP'S,

The service in St. Philip's was at-
tended by an audience comfortably
filling the stately edifice. Rev. Canon
Sweeney, D.D., the rector, conducted
the preliminary services, to which the
choir contributed very acceptably.

The Hon. and Rev. Dr, Prall of De-
troit preached a very eloguent and
timely sermon, taking as his text the
familiar exhortation from St. John:
“@Go ye, therefore, and teach all na-
tions.”” The distinguished divine be-
gan with a review of the different re-
ligions which mankind has believed in
from the beginning. Of these, said
he, the omly aggressive ones 'have
been Christianityy Mohammedanism
and Mormonism. The Egyptians,
though they persecuted the Hebrews
in civil life, are not mentioned any-
where as interfering with the religious
faith of their/bondsmen. The Greek
and Roman mythology was not ac-
cepted by all the people, many of
whom looked upon it as a poetical at-
tempt to explain the mysteries of na-
ture, and, consequently, this lack of
unanimity prevented intolerance
among them. Whatever religious bi-
gotry existed among the Medes and
Persians was ‘only characteristic of
the over-zealous priesthood. Judaism
did not spread, on account of the rigid
ceremonial law which forbade it, and
no attempt was ever made to force
the propagation of the teachings of
Buddha.

Comparing the three spreading re-
ligions, the speakern said that Islam-
ism was proved by long and bloody
wars of conquest to be aggresSive.
E‘h zeal for Allah was great, but
hai for self was greater. Surely, said
the |eloquent gentleman, it will not be
long before Constantinople {s taken
and the Greek and Armenian Chris-
tians set free. Mormonism he char-
acterized as a blot on the escutcheon
of the young republic, and should be
crushed as we would crush a rattle-
snake, as it made war upon society.
Christianity has used the persuasive
force of arms only once, and that
was when Charlemagne waged War
against the barbaric Saxons. The
sermon was concluded with an urgent
appeal to Christians to follow their
great Leader’s methods of propagation
and to work with renewed vigor with
the aim of advancing His cause.

AT THE REDEEMER.

In the Church of the Redeemer the
Rev. Henry Tatlock, M .A., of Ann Ar-
bor, preached a very strong and im-
pressive sermon from the subject,

“The Church of the Living God,” to &

very small but attentive audience. Mr.
Tatlock is 'an eloquent & r .. of
great force and persuasion. He handl-
ed his subject logically and philoso-
phically, dividing it into three head-
ings, the character of the church; its
‘mission; and the source of its power.
He said it was as natural for people
to hold different views on religious

divergently on other affairs of life. In
man there {8 an inherent propensity to
revolution, and this is more true O
the church than of any other institu-
tion.. It for this reason, he said,
that all attempts to form a church on
a purely ritualistic basis had failed.
Though there are divisions in the
church, as an institution of human or-
dering, in 'the true Church of God
there is unity and harmony; there are
no intellectual tests to enter it; no
human barriers to shut out the poor
and the weak. The Church of God 13
for.all men, and for all ages. The foun-
dation’ of the church must be as sure
and as sound as the throne of God it-
self. It must not be a society of ethical
culture; its basis must not be a sys-
tem of thought, but of truth; yet it
has a ratiomal basis® in the Apostles’
Creed, whose facts are the foundation
of the chufch. The great divine then
went on to show that these were not
views or opinions of men, but facts,
facts as lasting and as indestructible
as the steps leading up to the great
white throne. Continuing, he said; If
the church was to live it must em-
brace all sdrts and conditions of mer
—the rich and the poor alike must
have an entrance. When a man enter-
ed the c¢hurch he did not become &
member of .a soclety, but a citizen of
the Kingddm of Heaven. Man is a
freeborn agent, and may join this
citizenship or not, but as a creature of
God it is his solemn duty to do sO.
With awful earnestness Mr. Tatlock
impressed - upon his hearers that the
only redemption for the woes of man
was religioh. Coming now to his se-
cond division,the Mission of the Church
he said the work of the church was to
rescue man; not to save man on the
earth, but fo rescue him out of it; not
to save him from the effetc of sin,
but from sin itself; not to save man
for the future life only, but that the
future life may be a result of the pre-
gent. Its work is not concerned with
the world to come, but with the pre-
sent; not td get man into heaven, but
to get heaven into man, to bring heu-
ven into the world by making the law
of heaven the law of man. The church
must be concerned with all the com-
plex elements of man’s nature or she
has not fulfilled her mission. The twn
divisions of things into secular and
gacred is from = the heathen, the
thurch knows no divisions; with it all
is unity and harmony.

Coming tb the third division, the
preacher bewailed the tendency of the
present lifé to scepticism, especially
among the educated. Concluding, he
sald salvation alone could dispel the
gloom that iclouds the world,

Mr. Stein says that
while investigating and examining in-
to the cause of these accidents it was
very manifest to him as well as to
those accompanying him that the de-
ceased either knew the danger and
were reckless or had not the practi-

|cal knowledge to tell whether of Kot

the surroundings of their working
places were safe.”

But it is an error to infer that men
in the mining, or for that matter any
other, industry are more careless than
ordinary people. They are not. Ralil-
way  officials, miners, factory
tives, engineers are really more care-
ful than most people. But their occu-
pations are much more dangerous, and
hence the fatalities. The ordinary in-
dividual is very oareless of his own
life. Stand any day at the corner of
King and Yonge-streets, Toronto, and
the number  of people who risk Iife
and limb every few minutes is con-
siderable. Many escape, the vast ma-
Jority, but there is a percentage of
accidents to be made up, and ‘trom
among . the riskers the victim is ¢ghos-
en. This will go on as long as there

*“1. The intimation by order, but
marked = ‘confidential,’” through the
President of the Royal Military Col-
lege, that [ was 10 vacate my appoint-
:nent on the 1st inst., with a view to
desired general administrative changes
at the college. °

“2. An intimation that the accoun-
tant of the Department of Militia had
been authorized to issue to me twc
months’ salary beyond the 1st inst,
and to meet the expenses of myself
and family frojm Kingston to any part
of Canada where we might take up

Your own -Jetter, now under re-
ply.

The company has never paid for these
sections of the tracks, and the amount
of arrears now claimed by the city

The House of Industry Board Decides to
Expend $15,000 in Increasing Actam-
meodation in the Institution. <™.

As it was generally conceded m{;
th9_ long-standing question, regarding
the appropriation of a part of the good
round sum, at present at the credit of
the House of Industry Board, towards
the building of better accommodation
for the aged poor, would be settled at
yesterday’s meeting, a large atten-
dance of the members faced Chairman
Rev. J. Broughall. Those present were:
Revs. J. Scott Howard, W, F. Wilson,
A. Willlams, A. H, Baldwin, Willlam
Frizell, Anthony Hart, and Dr. Potts,
Ald. Crane, Ald, Jolliffe and Messrs.

Warring Kennedy, John Bain, John
Price, — Turnbull, Beverley Jones, J.,
McMurchy and ex-Warden James$
Massey. 2

The report in reference to inmates
was adopted, and the board got down
to the topic which has been troubling.
them for two years.

Mr. Jones opéened the discussion by
introducing the following motioi,
which was seconded by Mr. Massey:
“That, of the legacies which have
come to the board, and which are le-
gally applicable for the purpose, the
sum of $15,000 be set apart and ap-
propriated for the purpose of increas-
ing the accommodation of the insti-
tution for the aged poor.”

The mover supported this in a very
earnest speech, which brought Ald.
Jolliffe to his feet with a carefully
prepared and type-written plan of set-
tlement. The alderman’s idea was to
secure some fifty or a hundred acres
of land -in the suburbs of the city, and
to erect on it a large building, to ac-
commodate the old people, the present
poor house to be retained as a house
of reception for outdoor relief and in-
firmary for diseased, but not incurable
people, in which they could have shel-
ter .and medical attendance. The" land
could be used for market gardening
and thus help make the institution
self-sustalning.

A lengthy discussion on the relative
merits of the two schemes followed,
Trustee Jones, Jolliffe, Frizzell, Crane
and McMurchy taking part, pro and
con.

Finally it was moved, ir "amend-
ment, by Mr. Kennedy, and seconded
by Mr, McMurchy, that a committee
be appointed to report on the question.
This was thought by some members
to ‘be a scheme to shelve the question
for a time, so an amendment to the
amendment was brought forward, to
the effect that a committee be ap-
pointed to consider Ald. Jolliffe’s sug-
gestion and to interview the City
Council and report in one week to the
board, Rev. Mr. Frizzell moving it,
with Mr. Turnbull as a seconder. This
was lost on the following dlvision:
Ayes—Messrs. Hart, Kennedy, Turn-
bull, Jolliffe, McMurchy, Frizzell and
Crane, 7. Nays—Messrs. Potts, Howard,
Wilson, Massey, Jones, Bain, Price,
Williams and Baldwin, 9.

The amendment of Mr, Kennedy was
lost on a division by 11 to 5, the vote
being as follows: Ayes—Messrs. Ken-
nedy, Hart, Turnbull, Jolliffe, and Mec-
Murchy. Nays—Messrs. Potts, Howard,
Wilson, Massey, Jones, Crane, Price,
Bain, Frizzell, Wiliams and Baldwin.

The main motion to expend the $15,-
000 was then put and carried, with the
latter division reversed.

A committee composed of Messrs.
Baldwin, Jones, Massey. “Kennedy,
Broughall, Crane, McMurchy and
Carlyle was then appointed to carry
out the plan proposed and the affair
was settled.

Gradually Disappearing=Grapes One of

the Mainstavs. -

Niagara Falls, Ont., Sept. 28.—The
fruit crop, with the exception of winter
apples and pears and a few late
peaches, which have yet to be har-
vested, is now about over, and the

~ fruit grower who is the tiller of the

soil in this district is now reaping the
benefit of his year's labor. Thanks-
giving this year should receive honor-
able offerings from those who depend

+ largely, both directly and indirectly,

aipon the clerk of the weather during
the growing season. From early spring
to the time of harvest nature has
been productive-of a splendid tempera-
ture for grawth, ana the result has
been an abundant crop—not an enorm-
ous o¢f extraordinary crop,
but just
such a yield as most growers expect
every alternate year.

For many years the frosts., blights
and droughts have prevented anything
like the crop the climate” and sojl

i ‘should produce, and had it not been

for the orchards and vineyards, upon
each of which small fortunes have
been spent by.the heavy growers to
produce such a*high point of cultiva-
tion as to almost defy the obstructions
of nature, there would not have been
fruit enough to ship-out of the ‘penin-
sula. It is the small grower who most
keenly feels the profit and loss of a
rich or.poor season. His orchard and
vines receive but little attention, and
a disease or blight is allowed uncheck-
éd to work havoc among them. On: the
other hand, growers who make a busi-
ness of the cultivation of their fruit
trees and vineyards have modern and
_extensive means of fighting their in-
sect' and natural enemies and can
count on a fair crop every yedar. Last
year, for instance, the repeated heavy
frosts in the spring at the most critical
point in the season’s growth, complete-
ly ruined the crop and in some places
killed the vines of the small grower,
while the big orchards and vineyards
had in most cases almost an average

output.
NO DEPREDATIONS.

This year will long be remembered
by 'the fruit growers for its entire
freedom of ‘depredations, and the con-
sequent profitable result. To say the
fruit crop is not heavy would be deny-
ing plain facts, but it is only the re-
Buit of a natural temperature free

from blights. It is the uncultivated or-

chards which for years have borne
no fruit that will prove a drug with
this year’'s heavy burden. Their own-
ers depend entirely upon the local
markets for the disposal of their crops,
and consequently fruit,-with the ex-
ception of peaches, is rotting on both

: the tree and market.

With the big growers it is different;
they are experienced in getting rid of
heavy crops, and those whose orchards
are not contracted for depend entire-
Is: upon the Toronto, Montreal and
English markets, where they can dis-
pose of more than they can grow.

IN THE SPRING.

Those to whom e living picture

~of-the ‘produet of the soil in a fruit

growing country is new, were they 1o
witness the scenes in the orchards and
graperies at the different stages of
the season, it would add greatly to
their knowledge and respect of the ac-
complishments of this great country
of ours. In the spring, when the en-
tire district seems to sprout into mil-
lions of delicately colored blossoms
visitors from all parts of the world
who come to see the great cataract
view the scene in wonderment. When
the fruit begins to show itself in thick
clusters upon the trees the thinning-
out process has caused many to ques-
tion the apparent wastefulness. This,
however, is absolutely necessary to al-
low the best fruit to develop. But the
greatest loss through waste is caused
by wind storms and in picking, when
small and imperfect fruit is thrown
upon the ground. Years like the pre-
sent one which yield bountiful crops at
times the ground is almost covered
with fruit, and at this season tons of
fruit whose deliclous flavor of the
northern clime is envied by all the
fruit growing countries in the world
lie. rotting upon the ground.
CULTIVATION.

The systems of cultivation, pruning,
trimming, planting, etc., used by the
fruit-grower are like those of his
brother the farmer, various, no univer-
sal rules being carried out. Every year
the soil is enriched with manure, hard-
wood ashes’and other fertilizers, The
soil, a light, sandy loam, is easily kept
free of weeds and undesirable growth
in the orchards, but in many cases
berry bushes are planted between the
rows of trees. The first shipping com-
mences when the berries are ripe and
Indians are imported from the reserva-
tion in Haldimand to pick them, but
the heaviest shipping does not begin
until the peaches and grapes are ready
for the market.

There is no better district in the
country for the growth and easy
cultivation of berries than the Niagara
peninsula, but the cost of picking is
€0 great and the season so short that
they do not pay the profits of the larg-
er fruit. Plums are largely grown, but
the trees are subject to black-knot and
kindred diseases and the crop is al-
Ways uncertain. The best varieties
bay good profits in the large markets,
but the common blue- plums were a
drug upon the local markets this year,
being sold as low as 16c per 12-quart
basket. The same basket filled with
brunes or other choice kinds can be
gold for $1. Pears are probably the
8teadiest fruit, and even in the most
adverse season will show up a fair
¢rop, and the prices, although rather
OW compared with some fruits, remain
@bout the same and can be depended
upon. Pear trees are becoming more
numerous throughout the large or-
chards. The crop was so heavy this
y.ear that many of the young trees
Were over-burdened and large branches
broken off.

APPLE TREES DISAPPEARING.

The apple trees are gradually disap-
Pearing and may in a few years be ex-
tinet. For many years, until the pre-
sent one, they have not berne enough
fruit to pay for the picking, and in
most cases occupy the best land on the
[{remlses. One large grower a few
years ago gave the wood in his apples
trees to have a large number of them
cut down and carried away—this year
he offers hoth wood and fruit to get
rid of the balance. The¢ contract price
this year is 50c per barrél—the contrac-
tor furnishes the barrel and the owner
the fruit, picks and packs it. Peaches

Melos of M. Henri Brest, says The
London Standard, recalls the fact that
his name, many years ago, wWas a cele-
brated one on account of its tec-
tion with the statue of Venus,/now
one of the great treasures in th vre
Museum, and brings to mind some in-
teresting souvenirs connected with
that statue. It was, indeed, M. Henri
Brest who discovered the wound.rful
statue just after it had been uneartih-
ed by a peasant in the Island of
Milo, and who bought it of him for a
mere song in 1820. He soon sold it to
M. de Marcellus, through whom it
reached the Louvre.

The wonderful statue remained un-
disturbed in the gallery of the Louvre,
of which it was the principal orna-
ment, till the Franco-Prussian war in
1870, when the means of preserving it
against the possible pillage of the Ger-
mans caused great anxiety to the cur-
ators. Few, probably, are aware that
the Venus of Milo was on that occa-
sion placed in an immense sort of
padded oak coffin and buried mys-
teriously in a great trench made Lo
receive it in the courtyard of the pre-
fecture of police. This was done in
the middle of the night, in the pres-
ence of very few witnesses, with the
object of keeping the hiding place of
the statue perfectly secret.

It was thought by the officials of the
Louvre that the statue was in perfect
safety, but their anxiety for ithe fate
of the treasure was revived, after the
signature of peace, by the outbreak
of the €ommune and the setting fire

' single plant in the world, and which
will have a capacity almost equal to
the entire output of the Chicago gas
companies, almost completed. The
plant will be ready to start fires next
month, but practically no mains have
been laid, and there is apparently no
infention of laying but & small amount.
It is evident some .understanding ex-
ists for the sale of the produet of the
Universal plant, and there seems to be
every likelihood that it will supply not
only the Mutual Fuel Company but
also a large part of the gas needed by
the Chicago gas vrompanies.”

Here again is evidence of the inevit-
able failure of atempts to secure ef-
fectual competition in the gas busi-
ness. - There is a state law designed to
prevent the consolidation of such com-
panies, and it is effectual in prevent-
ing formal combination. But in reality
the different gas companes act in
thorough accord with one another, and
from the very nature of things they
will centinue to do so, no matter how
many new ones come into the field,
Under the plea that competition will be
the means of securing cheaper gas for
the people, “boodle” aldermen now
and then put through the council a
franchise for a new company. But
the long-looked-for competition never
comes. Before the plant of the new
company is in working order it is found.
conducting its business in harmony if
not in actual co-operation with the old
companies. The granting of the new
franchise has simply meant the crea-
tion of more securities on which/the
people are compelled to pay dividends.

The gas business is a natural mono-
poly. The way to provide cheap gas is
for the municipality to recognize the
business as a monopoly, and then place
that monopoly under municipal con-
trol. Competition will never aeccom-
plish the desired. result. . ... -, ° .

Independent Foresters.

iz the case of the Queen v. Hutton, In

which, in June last, Mr. Aylesworth, Q.C.,

sought to ‘quash a summary conviction of.
the defendant for supplying deteriorated
milk to a cheese factory, the Divisional.
Court directed further argument on the
question of the construction of the statute,
R.8.0.,, ch. 202, under which conviction
was made.

In Kervin v. Canada Colored' Cotton Co.,
Boyd, C., and Robertson, J., agreed, and
Meredith, J., dissented. In the result the
appeal of the defendants from the jury’s
verdict for $3500 was dismissed, with costs.
The action was brought by the widow and
children of Patrick Kervin for damages
occasioned by his death. While tune de-
-ceased was, it is supposed, oiling certain
machinery of the defendants, he was
caught in the belting and killed. The
widow, so far, retains her verdict. The
same court also disposed of the dispute
between Mr. Ferres and the Hamilton
Hardware Co., as to whether, when the
defendants purchased the plaintiff’s busi-
ness, they agreed to assume and pay cer-
tain of his labilities, The plaintiff being
obﬂged to pay the debts in question
brought an action against*the company in
the County Court of Wentworth, which
was dismissed, and the Divisional Court
affirms that judgment, with costs.

Owing to the death of his brother, the
Hon. Dr. Ferguson, Mr. Justice Ferguson
was unavoidably absent, and the Second
Division of the-Court of Appeal adjourned
after delivering judgments in the above
cases as a Divisional Court.

Mr. Justice Rose reserved judgment in
Barber v. McCuaig, an action upon a mort-
gage, and the only case on: the list for the
non-jury sittings.

In Smith v. Hartford Fire Insurance Co.,
thie Chancellor gave judgment In favor of
the plaintiff, with costs. After the fire
which burned the plaintiff’s premises four
garnishments were made upon defendants,
but they did not.pay any money into court,
as provided by section 189, Division Courts
Act. The plaintiff settled these four
claims before bringing this action. The
day after this action was begun another
garnishment summons was served by the
Canada Permanent L. & 8. Co., but still
the defendants held the money. The
plaintiff settled with the Canada Perma-
nent Co., and continued her action. The
Chancellor thinks that jt is not—a case in
which he should examm® the facts, as they
appear in evidence before him too criti-
cally, so as to find whether the claim after
the loss by fire was so adjusted between
the parties as to make it a- garnishable
debt., The plaintiff is entitled to $450 out
of the $490 sued for, and she should have
Judgment for that amount, with costs.

In the Court of Appeal, Hope v. May,
another case on the gquestion of the valid-
ity of an agreement to give a chattel mort-
gage, was argued, and judgment reserved.
