Theory is That Mrs. Orr Was the Victim of
‘the Young Man’s Lust.

strong Evidence Against the Hired Boy Given by the Hué-

Galt, Ont., Aug. 18.—(Special to The
World.)—The prospects of solving the
murder of Emma Orr are brighteniug
every hour. In faot, Detective Murray
is mow wearing the smiling face of a
man who has achieved his purpose. Sus-
picion is now centered entirely upon
James Allison, the hired boy, and that
the Crown authorities are working to-
wards him was clearly shown by the
evidence given at the inquest to-day.
While yesterday three theories were
seriysly considered, to-day there is but
cne theory, and that is that James Al-
lison killed Emma Orr and that it was
a Just murder. The boy's full name is

James Alfred Allison. He was born}

within two miles of Glen Morris om
May 20, 1880, and is consequently 17
years and 8 months old. His father's
name is Alexander Allison. He was
born in Freeport 42 years ago. His
mother’s maidenr name was Anmie Eliza-
beth Hance. Her mother is dead and
ber father, a respectable old man, is
still Hving in Galt, There are
four other children, - James beisg
the eldest. They live In 0
frame house on the banks of the river,
a short disteénce from Main-street. The
father is a carter and James worked
with him until ke got the job at Orr’s
jn Murch last. This is the first time he
ever worked ont. His younger 'sister
Maggie worked at Mrs, Orr’s for a few
weeks this summer. Allison’s mother
says that James was a good boy; that
she never had much trouble with him,
and that both Anthony Orr and Mrs.
Orr said that he was the best noy
that ever worked for them. He went to
school very little and his mother says
e can neither réad-nor write. She says
the can make some marks that look like
his signature. Every eye was on Alli-
son when Chief Ahearn brought him
‘fmrto the eourt room to-day, but this did
mot seem to disturb the boy in the least.
He glanced about, sat down and was
about the most unconcerned person in
the room. His head and face are a
study. His low, retreating forehead and
close-set eyes tell of a low intellect and
auirzal cunning. Heavy jaws, large
moutk and thick lips indicate Uetermina-
tion and sensuality. He had only been
in the hands of the police orce before
mrd that was when he was 7 years of
age and had a penchant for pears. ile
took a few that did not belong to him,
bat was let off by the magistrate. His
father says he would get a little ngly
when he licked him and that a scolling
always did him more good than n
licking. The most startling evidence at
the inqucst to-day was Anthony Orr's |
statement of how he shadowed Allison
and overheard him talking to himself
down in the field, and exclaiming: “Oh,
my: Oh, my!” as though in great
mental agony.

The despatch
adds: “The whole border still seems to
be in a state of fanatical unrest:”

The report caused a panic
the neighborhood, and all sorts of wikl
stories were circulated, based on the
statements attributed to Anarchists that
their mext effort would be an attempt
upon the life of President Faure.-Up-
on investigation by the police, however,
it developed that the explosion caused
but little damage and that mobody vas
hurt. The bomb was .of cylindrical form,
was covered with yellow paper, and
appears to have contained a black sub-
stance, possibly coarse gun powder,
mixed with large-headed nails, similar
to those usually found in the roughly
constructed inferna! machines used by
the less intelligent class of Amnarchists.
Fragments of the bomb were taken to
the Prefecture of* Police,whene they were
submitted to a thorough examination up-
or. the part of experts, who pronounced

harmless affair.

Later in the day the officials of the
Prefecture of Police, who had been in-
vestigating the fragments of the bomb, |
declared ‘that it had consisted of an,
jron tube, 80 centimetres long and -5
centimetres in diameter. It was placed
in an empty store, close to the corner of
the Boulevard Magenta and the ERue
Lafayette. Some of the nails contained
in it were thrown a few feet on to the
sidewalk. Scrans of peper were found’
about the seene of the explosion, inscrib-
ed “Vive la Liberte” and ‘“Vive la Po-
logne,” apparently  pointing to the fact
that the author of the explosion to-day
“wias the same individual who caused
the recent explosions in the Bois de
Bm(lllogne and on the Place de la Con-
corde.

Leord Lister’s Reply.

Then the Right Hon. Lord Lister,
the retiring President of the association,
announced by Lord Aberdeen to reply
on behalf of the guests, had to await
the subsidence of his welcome.

As an_ indication, he went on,
of the increasingly tight bonds which
united the colony to the Mother Coun-
try [here the kindly old gentleman had
to pause] the cheers which always greet-
ed allusions of the kind ‘should do the
heart of every Briton good. [Applause.]
The members had met with uniform
kindness everywhere, but nowhere  had
it exceeded that.shown by Toronto. [Ap-
plause.] Therefore, on behalf of the
association, he desired to thank the Do-
minion and the city for the welcome
extended.

The President-FEleet.

Sir John Evans, K.C.B., Treas. R.S.,
the incoming President of the associa-
tion, and a hearty, genial-looking speci-
nen of English squirehood, also re-
spenaed, It was the first time he had
crossed the Atlantic, but he was glad
to be able to feel still among his rela-
tions and friends. He looked forward
to the development of this great coun-
try. [Applause.] Loyalty to the Mother
Land would be of great service in de-
veloping and unifying the whole Empire.

{Renewed applause.] To this end science

would take no small part, and the asso-

ciation was doing all it could to promote

the interests of science. [Applause.]
Reception to Lerd Kelvin,

The name of Lord Kelvin met with
the reception of that of his predecessors.
His Lordship suffers from an infirmity
in his lower limbs, but is cheerful in
speech withal. He spoke of the difli-
culty in persuading the association to
adopt the new idea of holding a_ meet-
ing outside the bounds of the United
Kingdom, and for fifty years they rve-
fused to- adopt it. But when they met
in Montreal in 1884 the conservative
misapprehension was dispelled. [Ap-
plause.] Not one but had no other feel-
ing but that of satisfaction at the change
in policy. He even wished they could
lecok forward to meeti in other and
more distant parts otnﬁ:‘e Empire, but
the fact that there was a vast difference
in traveling 3000 miles to a meeting and
in going 12,000 miles might discourage
the plan, After a word 0f commendation
for the Reception Committee and an
expression of pleasure at being present
at a meeting in this part of Her Ma-
jesty’s ‘dominions, he sat down, but, in-
spired with a new idea, he again arose
and explained that he felt touched by
the expressions of applause which greet
ed every allusion to Imperial unity,

The aundience fiereely applauded this
little sentiment. ¢

Premier lardy’s Words.

His Worship noticed that Premier
Hardy was present, and called upon
him to welcome the visitors on behalf
of the province. He had been unexpect-
edly called vpon to say a word for the
province, but there was nobody living
in- the province who could not say a
geod word for it. [Applanse.] In ‘con-
gratulating His Excellency and His
Worship for their efforts he commended
the committee for having brought the

reat lights and luminaries from Great

ritain over here. [Applause.] The
only danger would be in leaving KEng-
lend, Ireland and Secotland dark in
their absence. [Laughter.] He hoped
they would visit some of the more in-
viting parts of the province. He was
glad to see Lord and Lady Aberdeen
present, but it was only what he ex-
pected of them, as they were always
prominent in good work.

¥ nister of Education.

As the Premier concluded, cries went
up for *“ Ross!”" Mayor Shaw stated
that the Minister of Education was not
present, but His Excellency, looking
around, spied Dr. Ross and jocularly
remarked: ‘“The Minister of Education
is hiding behind the Governor-General.”

This last statement served to feed the
ready’ wit of the Minister, who upon
coming forward explained that he was
“hiding under the shelter of the throne,”
a practice which was often convenient
for politicians. [Laughter.]As the head
of the Department of Education the
meeting was largely in his line. It was
part of his duty to see that his teachers
taught from the books written by some
of the members present. [Laughter.]
He -was afraid some of the pupils who

studied from these books would -hardly

join in the benediction he was bestowing
upon the authors. [Laughter.] He wel-
comed the association to Toronto, the
meeting-place of the Indians, but prom-
ised he would take no- scalps unless it
were 40310 scientifically. [Laughter.]
The Minister was in a jovial frame of
mind, but concluded his address with a
complimentary reference to the chair-
man, expressing the belief that Cana-
dians loved the Motherland largely be-
cause of the wisdom and integrity of
the men sent out by Her Majesty to
govern them.
A Secial Function,

At the close of the proceedings Ald.
John Hallam presented Her Excellency
Lady Aberdeen, Lady Evans and Lady
Kelvin each with handsome bonquets
plucked from the Horticultural Gardens.
A general hand-shaking all round and
the wonderful audience dispersed.

THE FORMAL GPENING.

Sir Johm Evans, the New President, De..
Itvers His Inaugursl Address.

It was an equally brilliant function
in the evening at Massey Hall. But
it was more exclusive, being open only
to members of the association, and mare
technical in its bearings, the program
consisting in the main of a very learned
discussion of the subject of archaeology
by the President-elect, Sir John Hvans,
K.C.B., in his presidential address.

Pendent from the two galleries of the
large hall was a diversity of emblematic
banners, sixty-four in all. They bore the
distinctive crests of the various’® cities
honored by a visit from the association
since its inception ‘as many years ago.
The stories inscribed upon these, bear-
ing, as they did, mute testimony to some
memorable page in the civic history,
vould fill volumes in their narration.
The crest of Toronto was placed in the
centre of the platform, in after years
to hang in the company of its honored
predecessors, :

An Exclusive - Audience,

‘The audience proper was exclusive and
therefore not large, although the ground
flcor was comtormbly filled and the low-
er gallery held not a few., Evening dress
was of course the order. The conven-
tional dress suit at such functions, in
Toronto at least, generally places all
men upon a common level. But even
the man with the bejeweled front was
obliged this time to take a back seat
from his neighbor, who might wear the
ingignia of the Garter, like Lord Kelvin,
the Grand Cross of the Victorian Order.
The *“ladies,” both those so titled and
those so entitled, in costly evening dress,
formed in the main the audience, a large
proportion of the gentlemen having taken
scats on the platform.

In. doing so the association has f_(;_]t
that if by any possibility the scientiic
welfare of a locality is promoted by its
being the: scene of such a meeting, the
claims should be fully recognized of
those who, though net dwelh_ug in the
Rritish Isles, are still inhabitants of
that Greater Britain whose prosperity
is so intimately connected with the for-
tunes of the Mother Country. |

Here, especially, as loyal subjects of
one beloved sovereign, sixtieth year

whose heneficent reigmr has just been
celebrated with equal rejoicing in all
parts of her Empire, as speaking the
same tongue, and as in most instances
connected by the ties of ome common
parentage, -we are bound together in ail
that can promote our common interests.

The Diffasion of Sciemce.

There is. in all probability, nothing
that will tend more to advance.those in-
terests than the diffusion of science 1n
all parts of the British Empire, and it

lis towards this end that the aspirations

of the British Association are ever di-
rected, even if in imany tances the
aim may not be attained. i ¢

We are, as already mentioned, in-
debted to Camada for previous hospital-
ity, but we must also remember that,
since the time when we last assembled
on this side of the Atlantic, the Do-
minion has provided the association
with a President, Sir William Dawson,
whose name is alike well known in Bri-
tain and America, and whose reputation
is indeed world-wide. 0
we have still among us the pioneer of
American geology, who, among other
discoveries, first made wuws ' acquainted
with the “Air-breathers of .the Coal,”
the terrestrial, or, more properly, ar-
bereal Saurians of the New Brunswick
and Nova Scotia coal measures.

On our last visit to Canada, in 1884,
our place of assembly was Montreal, a
city which is justly proud of her McGill
University; to-day we meet within the
buildings of another of the universities
of this vast Dominion—and in a city
the absolute fitness of which for such a
purpose must have been' foreseen by the
native Indian tribes when they gave to
a small aggregation of huts upon this
spot the name of Toronto—“the place
of meetings.” ;

Interchange of Thought.

Our gathering this year preseénts =a
feature of entire novelty and éxXireme
interest, masmuch 28 the sister assoeia-
tion of the United States of America—
still mourning the loss of her illustrious
president, Professor Cope—and  soine
other learned societies, have made spe-
wial arrangéments to allow of their
members coming here to join us. I need
hardly say bow welcome their presence
is, nor how gladly we look forward to
their taking part in our discussions, and
aiding us by interchange of thought, To
such a meeting the term “imternationalf
seems almost misapplied. 1t may rather
be described as a family gathering, in
which our relatives, more or less dis-
tant in blood, but still intimately con-
nected with us by language, literntare
and habits of thought, have spontane-
ovsly arranged to take part.

Mow it May React.
_ The domain of science is no doubt one
in which the various nations of the. civil-
ized world mieet upon equal terms, and
for which mo other passport is required
than some evidence of having striven
towards . the advancement of natural
knowledge. Here, on the fromtier be-
tween the two great English-speaking
nations of the world, who is there that
does mot inwardly feel that anything
which conduces to an intimacy between
the wepresentatives of two countries,
both of them actively engaged in the
pursuit of science, may also, through
such an intimaey, react on the affairs
of daily life, and »id in preserving those
cordial relations that have now for so
many years existed between the great
American ‘Republic.and the British Is-
lands, with which her early foundations
are indissolubly connected? 'I'he pre-
sent vear has witnessed an interchange
of courtesies which has excited the
varmest feelings of approbation on both
sides of the Atlantic. I. mean the re-
turn to its proper custodians of one of
the most interesting of the relics of the
Pilgrim Fathers, the log of the May-
flower. May this return, trifling in it-
self, be, of happy augury as testifying
to the feelings of mutual regard and es-
teem which animate the hearts both of
the donors and of the recipients!
The Provinece of Archaeelogy.

Whatever little I may have indirectly
been able to do in assisting to promote
the advancement of science, my princei-
pal efforts have mow for many years
been directed towards attempting to
forge those links in the history of the
world, and especially of humanity, that
connect the past with the present, and
m\\_mrds tracing that course of evolutiin
which plays as important a part in the
phy{ucnl and moral development of man
as it doés in that of the animal . and
vegetable creation.

It appears to me, therefore, that my
election to -this important post may, In
the main, be regarded as a recognition
by this association of the value of ar:
chaeology as a science.

Ieavine all persomal considerations
out of the question, I gladly hail this
recognition, which is, inﬁmd.' in full ac-
cordance wwith the attitude already for
many years adopted by the association
towards anthropology, one of the most

He was
at her house on the Saturday before
the tragedy and took a fish out as a
present. She had invited him to come
out and see them. e arrived thore
shortly after 11 o’cloek and Mr, Orr told
him that the missus was missing. That
was the first he heard of her disappear-
ance. Mr. Blair then proceeded, In
answer to Mr; Bowlby, to give an ne-
count of his movements from 7 until 11
o’elock on the morning of the tragedy.
He told a straight story, showing where
he was and what he was doing in Galt
on that morning. As Detective Murray
fully expected, Blair proved an alibi
very clearly.
Blair's Letter Read.

Blair's letter to Mrs. Orr, as pub-
lished in The World this morning, was
read, despite the protests of Lawyer W.
D. Card, who was present to look after
Mr Blair's interests. . Blair spent a
mest uncomfortable quarter of an hour
listening to the reading of the letter,
every word of which was cagerly de-
voured by the spectators and the little
jokes in it fully appreciated. Blair ad-
‘mitted having given Mrs. Orr money at
different times, or having *“helped them
out,” as he expressed it. He also ad-
mitted having given her the gold watch,
which cost $12.50, but explained that
she had promised to pay for it when
she had the money. He got the: watch
from the little girl on the day of the
*tragedy, but fully intended to hand it
over to Mr. Orr when he came, and he
did hand it over a minute or two after
he met Orr.

This concluded Blair's evidence, and it
¥ not likely that his name will be men-
tioned any more in connection with the
tragedy. The inquest was then adjouin-
od untih to-morrow at 1 o'clock, when it
is expected that some very importaut
evidence will be given.

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SIR WILFRID LAURIER’S IRRETRIEVABLE BLUNDER.

The United States is an empire composed of some forty states, which po=-
sess more or less of individual independ ence. The states composing this united
empire are contiguous to one another. | Bach state has its own local laws \and
customs, but none of them has power to treat with a foreign nation, nor has
any state power to mairdain a tariff. As far as trade with foreign nations is
concerned, the United States are a unit. The states enjoy free trade within
the zollverein, but a protectionist tariff is raised against the world.

The German Empire is fashioned on much the same lines as the United
States. Germany may be described ss the United States of Burope. Free
trade exists be\tweeu the German states, but the Empire is aggressively pro-
tectionist as far as the outside world is concerned.

Germany and the United States arc the two most formidable competitors
of Great Britain, The federation of several states into a unit, the establish-
ment of free trade betsveen the individual states, with a strong protection tariff
against the world, ‘seeras to be the principle underlying the great expansion of
these two cmpires. Both Germany and the Unitd States are a world in
themselves. The Unéted States, especially, is practically self-contained and self-
sustaining. It has ewery shade of efimate and produces in more or less abun-
dance nearly everything that can be grown anywhere in the world.

The British Empire, like Germany and the United States, is composed of a
great many states, but, unlike them, the states composing it are not contigu-
ous. - This geographical fact accounts for the difference between the trade pol-
icy of the British ¥ampire on the one hand and that of Germany and the Unit-
ed States on the otder. If Tanada, Australia and Great Britain were contigu-
ous one and the same tariff would prevail over all. Now, a movement has béen
under way for some years back to apply the German and United States idea
to the British Empire, as far as the peculiar conditions of the Empire will per-
mit.

Speaking to asresolution submitted at the colonial conference, Hon. Mr.
Chamberlain, Colonial Secretary, thus defined the new Imperial policy as it is
genemally understood and accepted. He said:

“That resolution I understand to be one for the creation of a British
zollverein or custams union, which would establish at once practically free
trade throughouwt the British Empire, but would leave the separate comtracting
parties free to make their own arrangements with regard to dutim",pn foreign
goods, except that this is an essential condition of the proposal—that Great
Britain shall consent to replace mode.ate duties upon certain articles which
are of large production in the colonies. Now, if I have rightly understood it,
these artitles would comprise corn, meat, wool and sugar, and perhaps other
articles of enoxmous consumption in this country which are at present langely
produced in the colonies, and which might, under such  an arrangement, be
wholly produced in the colonies and wholly produced by British labor. [Cheers.]
On the other hand, as I have said, the colonies, while maintaining their duties
upon foreign importations, would agree to a free interchange of commodities
with the rest of the Empire, and would cease to place protective duties on any
product of Buitish labor. That is the principle of the German Zollverein; that
is the principle which underlies federation in the United States of America;
and I do not doubt for a moment that if it were adopted it would be the
strongest bond of union between the British race throughout the workl.
[Cheers.] I,Isuy such a proposal as that might commend itself even to an
orthodox frese trader. It would be the greatest advance that free trade has ever
made since it was first advocated by Mr. Cobden to extend its doctrines per-
manently tomore than three hurdred millions of the human race, and to com-
munities many of which are amongst the most thriving, the most prosperous
and the mwost increasing in the world. On the other hand, it would open up
to the colonies an almost unlimited market for their agricultural and -other
productiors.” .

€Canada has had its National Policy. Here was a policy presented for our
comsidera’ion which dwarfed our famous N. P, into insignificance. Canada
was brought face to face with an Imperial ‘policy of new and wonderful possi-
bilities. In 1892 a vote was taken in Parliament on a resolution which endorsed
what is substantially the same policy as that outlined above by Mr. Chamber-
lain. Thwe resolution was sustained by a vote of 97 to 63.

This question of preferential trade has been discussed more or less through-
out the whole Empire at large and it was expected. that something tangible
would be forthcoming in regard to it during the Jubilee eelebration.

Wad], the question was discussed at length in Great Britain, and the out-
comewof it all is described in the"Angust number of The Contemporary Re-
view'in an article under the caption of “The New Imperialism.” We quote
from the article at length: s

“iBvents have moved so rapidly during the past few weeks that we are apt
to forget the state of expectancy which preceded this latest gathering of Bri-
tish @md colonial statesmen. In his invitation to the Premiers Mr. Chamberlain
placed commercial union in the forefront of subjects for discussion. And this
was matural enough; for did he not lay it down as a ‘prime maxim in the
carly days of his Colonial Secretaryship that all other proposals for Imperial
unify are ‘dwarfed Into insignificance in comparison with those intended to
secure the commercial union of the Empire’ ? That was only a year ago, and
it was the prelude to the scheme of an lmperial zollverein with which Mr. Cham-
berkin startled the world. Canada had in 1892 declared, by the resolution: of
her Pdrliament, for preferential trade between England and her colonies and

Slippe=s, .protection against the foreigner all round the Empire. The Ottawa conference,

represeniting the self-governing colonies generally, adopted the same idea in
1594. ‘Better your offer,’ said Mr. Chamberlain in effect in 1896; ‘let us have
protection 'against the foreigner all round the Empire, but instead of a prefer-
-ential tariff, give us free trade, or at least a revenue tariff, among ourselves.’
Lord ‘Salisbury publicly announced his ‘thorough accord’ with the views of the
Colonial Secretary, and, in the spring of this year Canada, striking out a bold
line for herself, enacted a preferential tariff for British goods: It was avowedly
the prelude to practically such a revenue tariff as Mr. Chamberlain had sug-
gested must be the price of England’s co.operation in a tariff fence around
the Empire against the foreigner.

“Is it surprising that the advocates of Imperial protectionism shomld have
heralded this latest gathering of British and colonial statesmen as the occasion
for realizing their dream? How could dry economic objections, based on ‘the
fetish of free trade’ withstand the glow of Imperial patriotism? Should not
England, as Sir Albert Rollit, the chairman of the Congress of Chambers of
Commerce, had declared ‘make an ecconomic sacrifice to attain a great poii-
tical end,” and create, in Mr. Chamberlain’s words, ‘the strongest bond of
nnion between the British race throughout the world® ?

“Yes, a stirring ideal, and when, on the arrival of the Colonial Premiers,
one heard Lord Chancellor Halsbury ~ome boldly out of his convenient hiding
place and, before those assembled Premiers, declare himself ‘a rank protection-
ist’ ; when that bulwark of old English traditions within the Cabinet, the Duke
of Devonshire, a disciple of Cobden and a colleague of Bright, was heard to
apologize at Liverpool, in the presence of the Premiers, for the deficiencies of
free trade, and admit the necessity of finding new ‘markets by ‘expanding or
consolidating our colonial possessions’ ; when, moreover, Government organs,
such as The Standard, which had long stood out for pure and undefiled free
trade, seemed to acquiesce in the Duke’s confession that free trade was the
one hindrance to a much-desired Imperial unity; when all this took place, men
felt surely the Imperial protectionists must at least have captured the citadel
and need now only walk up and possess the land in triumph.

“But ‘England had taught her children better than she knew. Like Elijah
of old, she fancied that all the world put she had bowed the knee to Baal, and,
Iike Elijah, she was to learn afresh the vitality of her principles. It was 10
mere whim that had led the mother colony of Australia to fight her way towards
the English free trade ideal in the face of great difficulties. Before he touch-
od on British soil, Mr. Reid sent the message of New South Wales to England,
and it was in a sentence this: ‘Free trade has made you great. But for
your sound economic commercial policy the British Empire would have been
an intolerable aggression upon the rights of other mations. Abandon that
policy and you forswear the maxim of British greatness and development.’
‘What we give youn by our preferential tariff,’ said the Canadimn Premier, ‘we
give in gratitude for the splendid freedom under which we have prospered. It
is a free gift. We ask ne compensation. Protection has been the curse of Can-
ada; we would not see you come under its baneful influence, for what weak:
ens you must weaken us.” : 3

“And so in one short day—for the momentous utterances of both Mr.
Reid and Sir Wilfrid Lanrier reached the English public at the same moment—
the dream of years was shattered. It wias, we may well believe, conceived in
a spirit of patriotism which commands admiration, but it is gone, and seem-
ingly 'gone beyond recovery. :

“Mr. Chamberlain is certainly-of that opinion. With a candour as rare as
it is refreshing, he confessed, after the last of the joint conferences with the
Colonial Premiers: ‘It would have been hard enough to carry through the
idea had all the colonies been its enthusiastic and persistent advceates. But
Canada does not favor it, and New Souwth Wales opposes it. These are the
two leading colonies, and with them in frank opposition it becomes impos-
sible.« I would mot now touch it with a pair of tongs.” p

For the present, then, the policy of preferential trade, as approved by the
Canadian Parliament and endorsed by the Government of Great Britain, has
been shelved, if not buried. And this great fact stands out prominently be-
foere us: It is the Premier of Canada who is chiefly, if not wholly, responsible
for its collapse. He displayed no enthusiasm for the policy; he opposed it, he
denounced it. The one who, it was expected, would shout for joy over the new
Imperial policy was the very one who threw cold water on it

As we have said before, Sir Wilfrid Laurier, in rejecting the proposition
of the British Government for the establishment of preferential trade within
the Empire and protection without it, has made the greatest faux pas, the great-
est blunder of the Jubilee. The British Government now realize that they
have been casting pedrls before swine. They were making a sacrifice in order
to strengthen the germ of Imperial patriotism. The Canadian Premier rejeect-
ed an offer which woyld at the same time have bound the BEmpire together a8
ncthing else can bind it, and have increased the material prosperity of this
country ‘as no other|policy is capable of doing. The British Government offered
Canada a contract for feeding the United Kingdom. Sir Wilfrid Laurier re-
fused to accept it. The most regrettable circumstance in connection with the
transaction is the fact that Sir IWilfiid Laurier does not represent the pepple
of Canada in declining Mr. Chamberlain’s offer. Although the Colonial Sec-
retary says he would not touch the quesrion again with a pair of tongs, it will;
undoubtedly form the subject of carnest discussion in this country. The trade

Geologieal Methods.

The intimate connection of archaeology.
with,other sciences is in no case so evr
dent as with respect to geology, for
when considering subjects such as those
1 shall presently discuss, it is almost
impossible to say where the one science
ends and the other begins.

By the applicaticn of geological meth-
ods many archaeological questions relat-
ing even to subjects on the borders of
the historical period have been " satis-

factorily solved. A careful examination |

of the limits of the area over which its
smaller coins are found has led to the

osition of many an ancient Greek eity
Beinx accurately ascertained, while in
England it has only beén by treating
the coins of the ancient Britons, be-
longing to a period before the Roman
ccecupation, as if they were actnal fos-
sils, that the térritories under the do-
minicn- of the various kings and princes
who struck them have been approxi-
matcly determined. In arranging the
chronological sequence of these coins,
the evelution of their types—a process
almost_as remarkable, and certainly as
well-defined, as any to be found in
mature—has served as an efficient guide.
J may venture to add fhat the resuits
wbtained from the study of the mor-
&bology of this series of coins were pub-

shed ten years before, the appearance

Tae Ald of Chemistry.

When we come to the consideration
»f the relics of the early iron and bronze
L‘_I.ges, the aid of chemistry has of ne:es-
sity to be invoked. By its means we are
‘mble to determine whether the iron of
Mool or weapon is of meteoritic or vol-
weanic origin, or has been reduced from
iron ore, in which . case -.considerable
knowledge of metallurgy ‘would be in-
rvolved on the part of those who made it.
FWith bronze antiquities the nature and
)extent of the alloys combined with the
heopper may throw light-not only on their
ichronological position, but on the sources
tv;henc.e the copper, tin and other metals

i which they consist were originally de-

ed. I am not aware of there being

ufficient differemces in the analyses of
native copper from different locali-
ities “in the region in which we are as-
stmbled for Cnn:?ﬁnn archaeologists to
dix the sources from which the metal
mwas obtained which was @sed in the
manufacture of the ancient tools and
~weapons of copper that are occasiomally
discovered in this part of the glebe.

Like chemistry, mineralogy and pet-
rology may be called to the assistance
of archaeclogy in determining the nature
and source of the rocks of which ancient
stone implements are made.

Must Gave Scleasific Ald.

The changes in the surface configura-
tion and in the extent of the lana, es-
pecially  in a country like Britain, as
well as the modifications of the fauna

and flora since those days, have been’

vuch that the archaeologist pure and
smple is incompetent to deal with
them, andl he must either himself under-
take the study of these other sciences
pr call experts in them to his assistance.
fhe evidence that man had already ap-
peared upon the earth is afforded by
stone implements wréught by his hands,
und it falls strictly within the province
of the archaeologist to judge whether
iven specimens. were so wrought or not;
it rests with the geologist to determine
their stratigraphical or chronolegical
pesition, while the palacontologist can
proncunce upcn the age and character of
the associated fauna amd flora. ?

If left to himself the archaeologist
scems too® prone to build up theories
founded upon form alone, irrespcetive
of geological conditions. The geclogist,
unaccustemed to archaeological details,
Tway readily fail to sce the difference be-
tween the results of the operations of
nature and these of art, and may be
Eable to trace the effoets of man’s handi-
work -in thf- chipping, bruising and wear-
ing which in all ages result from natural
forces: but the united labors of the
two, checked by those of the palacon-
tologist, cannot do otherwise than lead
towards scund - conclusions.

Tribute to the Inte Sir Daniel Wilson.

It will perhaps be expected of me that
I should on the present occasion bring
under review the state of our present
knowledge with regard to the antiquity
of man, and probably no fitter place
could be fcund for the discusvion of such
u topic than the adopted home of my
venerated friend, the late Sir Danicl
Wilson, who first introduced the word
“prehistoric” into the English language.

Some among us may be abls to call
to mind the excitement, not only among
men of science, but among the generat
public, when, in 1859, the - discoveries
of ‘M. Boucher de Peithes and Dr.
Rigolot in the gravels of the valley of
the Semme, at Abbeville and Amiens,
were confirmed by the investigations of
the: late -Sir Joseph ' Prestwich, myself
und others, and the co-existence of man
with the extinct animals of the quater-
nary fauna, such as the mammoth and
woolly-haired rhinoceros, was first vi-
taully established. Tt was at the same
time pointed out that these relies belonz-
ed to a far earlier date than the ordin-
ary stone weapons found upon the sui-
face, which wusnally showed signs of
grinding or polishing, and that, in faet,
ﬂu‘rn were two stone ages in Britain.
l,;i these the tlerms neolithie and palaco-
ithic were subsequently appli Si
ettt ey equently applied by Sir
Varted Views.

It is at the same time instructive and
nmasing to look back on the discussions
of those days. While one class »f ob-

Man's settioment in British Area.
. When we return to palaeolithic man
it is_satisfactory to feel that we are
treading on comparatively secure ground
and that the discoveries of the last forty
years in Britain alone enable us to a
great extent to reconstitute his histery.
We may not know the exact geological
period when first he settled in the Bri-
tish area, but we have good .evidence
that he occupied it ot a time when the
| configuration of the surface was entire-
‘ly different from what it is at present,
iwlwn the river valleys had not been cut
down to anything like their existing’
{depth, when the fauna ‘of the country
| was of a totally different character from
| that of the present day, when the exten-
sion of the southern part of the island
seaward ‘was in -places such that the
land was continucus with that of the
continent, and when in all probability
a far more mainy climate prevailed. Ve
have proofs of the occupation of the
country by man during the long lapse of

ftime that was netessary for the excava-

tion of the river valleys. “We have
found the old floors on which his habi-
tations were fixed. we have heen able
to trace him at work on the manufac-
ture of flint instruments, and by build-
ing up the one upon the other the flakes
struck - off by the primeval workman in
those remote times we have been able
to reconstruct the blceks of flint which
served as his material,
Almost Incredidle Lenzth of Time,

That the duration_of the palaeolithi¢
period must have extended over an al-
most incredible length of time is suffi-
ciently proved by the fact that valleys,
some miles in width and of a depth of
from 100 to 150 feet, have been ercded
since the deposit of the earliest” imple-
ment-bearing beds. Nor is the appor-
ent dumtion_ of this period diminished
by . the consideration that the floads
}vl*lch hollowed out the valleys were not
in all probability of such frequent oc-
currence as to teach palieolithic marw by
experience the danger of setfling tov
near to the streams, for, had he kept
te the higher slopes of the valley, there
would have been but little chance of his
implements having so constantly form-
ed constituent parts of the gravels ge-
posited by the floods.

The Geologieal Scale.

And yet, remote as the date of the
first known occupation of Britiin by
man may be, it belongs to what, geo-
logically. speaking, must be regarded as
a quite recent period, for we are now in
a position to fix with some dogree  of
accuracy its © place on the woslogieal
scale.  Thanks to investigations ably
('ﬂ'rl‘l(‘d out at Hoxne, in Suffolk, and at
BHitchin, in Hertfordshire, by Mr. Clem-
ent Reid, under the anspices of this as-
scciation and of the Royal Society, we
know that the implement-bearing beds
at .these places undoubtedly belong: to a
time subsequent to the deposit of the
great chalky boulder clay of the eastern
counties of England. It is, of course,
self-evident that this vast deposit. in
whatever manner it may have been
formed, could mot, for centuries after
its deposition was complete, have phe-
sented a surface inhabitable by man.

Continental Evidence.

We mast, “however, take a wider view
of the whole question, for it must not
for a moment be supposed that there
are the slightest grounds for believing
that the civilization, such as it ‘was, of
th(-_ palaeolithic period originated in :he
British Isles. We find in other countrics
implements so identical in form ami
character with British specimens that
they might have been manufactured by
the same }‘mnds. These occur over large
areas in France under similar condittons
to 1llqse that prevail in England. The
some forms have been discovered in the
ancient rtiver gravels of “Italy, Spain
and Portugal. Some few have boen
recorded from the north of Afr'ca, -.nd
analogous types occur . in considerable
numbers in the south of that continear.
On the banks of the Nile, many hun-
dreds of feet above its present level. im-
Dl(—mm'tq of the ‘Kuropean types have
been discovered; while in Somalland, in
an ancient river valley at a great ole-
vation above the sea, Mr. Seton-Karr
has collected a large mumber of imple-
ments formed of flint and quartzite.
which, judging from their form and
character, might have been dug out of
the drift denosits of the Somme or the
Seine, the Thames or the ancient Solent.

in the Far East,

In the valley of the Euphrates’ im-
plements of the same kind have also
been found, and again farther east 'n
the lateritic deposits of Southern India
they have been obtained in considerable
rumbers. It is not a little remarkable,
and is at the same time highly suzges-
tive, that a form of implement almost
peculiar to Madras reappears among im
plements from the very ancient gravels
of the. Manzanares at Madrid. In the
case of the African discoveries we have
as vet no definite palaeontological evi-
dence - by which to fix their aatiquity,
but in the Narbada Valley of Western

ite sedm to be associated with a l~eal
fauna of pleistocene age. ecomprising.
like that of Europe, the elephant, hp-
nopotamus, ox, and other mammals of
species now extinet.

Rative Amertcan Races,

One fact on which I desire for a short
time to insist is that of the existence at
the present day, in close juxtaposition
with our oewn civilization, of rces of
men who, at all evemts but a few
generations ago, lived ander much the
same conditions as did cur own mneclithic
predecessors in Europe.

The manners and . customs of these
primitive tribes’and peoples are chang-
ing day by day, their languages are be-
ceming obsolete, their myths and tradi-
ticns are dying out, their anc'ent pro-
cesses of manufacture are falling into
oblivion, and their numbers are rapidly
diminishing, so that it seems inevitabie
that ere long many of these interesitines
populations will become absolutely ex
tirct. _.The admirable Burean of Bfh-
[ nclogy instituted by our neighbors in the
| United States of America has- done
| much towards preserving a knowlelee
| orf The various native races in this vast
contlnent, and hcre in Canada the an-
nual archaeologieal reports presented to
the Minister of Educaticn are rendering
good service in the same cause.

The Yorthweet Tribes,

Moreover, the committee of this as:o-

On the other hand, the Im-
perial Institute was founded with an
| especial view to its being a . cenfre
around which every interest conmected
with the dependencies of the Empire
might gather for information and sup-
port. The establishment within the last
twelve months of a scientific depart-
ment within the Institute, with well-
appointed laboratories and a  highly
trained staff, shows how ready are those
concerned “in its management to under-
take any duties, that may conduce 1o
the welrare of the outiying parts of the
British Emnire. a fact of which I be-
lieve that Canada is fully aware. The
Institute is, therefore. likely to develop.
so far as its scientific department is
concerned, into a bureau of advice in all
matters sciéntific and techn'cal, and cer-
tainly a bureau of ethnology such as
‘that suggested womdd not be out of
place within its walls.
Would Require wevernment Atld.

‘Wherever such an institution is to be
established, the question of its existence
must of necessity rest with Her Majes-
ty’'s Government and. Treasury, inas-
much as without funds, however moder-
s1e, the undertaking cannot be carried on,
I trust that in considering the question
it will always be boine in mind that in the
relations between civilized and uncivil z-
ed nations and races it is of the first im-
portance that the prejudices, and es-
pecially the religious or semi-religious
and caste prejudices of the latter should
be thoroughly well known to the former.
If but a single “little war” could be
avoided in consequence of the knowledgze
acquired and stored up by the Bureau
of Ethnology preventing such a misun-
derstanding as might culminate in war-
‘fare, the cost ot such an institution
would quickly be saved.
