LONDON, Jan. 23—The rate of dis-
count of the Bank of England was today
reduced from 5 to 4 per cent.

The reduction of the bank rate was a
foregone conclusion, owing to the rapidly
improving financial oconditions prevailing
everywhere, which caused the market for
discount rates to fall to 378 per cent.
The return of cash from the country con-
siderably ewelled the reserve, which will
be increased in the near future by the re-
ceipt of gold from Fgypt and Australia
as well as bar gold now en route to Lon-
"'don. This will .include $5,000,000 worth of
gold, which probably will be secured by
the Bank of Enghnd on Monday. Other
influences tending towards the reduced
bank rate are the improved oconditions
prevailing on the continent, forecasting
éarly reductions in the bank rates of
France and Germany and the likelihood
oftheretnrhofgoldfromAmencsorthe

RAVED LIKE
‘A LUNATIC

And Finally Hypodermic In|ec-
tion Was Used to Quiet Him
Said Witness Today.

NEW YORK, Jan. 23—Dr. Charlas L.
Bailey, of Albany, who arrived in New

York last night from Jamaica, was called'

as the first witness in the Thaw. case

In part as follows:

I have to congratulate the farmers of
New Brunswick on the fairly good returns
of both crops and dairy products during
the year 1907, in spite of the unfavorable
conditions which prevailed. i

The past season would long be remem-
bered on account of the cold winter, cold,
backward epring, making it difficult to get
peeding done in proper season; then came
p summer with more rain and less sun-
phine than they had had for years, follow-
ed by a very wet harvest time, making it
very. difficult to- save the abundant crops
which the fine growing season had pro-
duced, but which in quite a number of in-
ptances had -not fully ripened, em account
of the lack of sunshine.

A severe early frost damaged large quan-
/tities of potatoes which had not been har-
vested at the time, especially in the up
river district. . i :

In spite of all these drawbacks, the ac-
tual results. were such as to be a matter
for ‘thankfulness to the Giver of all good
things.

And what was the part of the New
York banks, that other half of Wall
street, when the whole country was gasp-
ing under the terrific force of. the acute
credit conflagration of October?  They

furnished the liquid funds to put out the
fire. While Chicago, scared - stiff, was
grasping for currency and increasing its
reserves; and nearly every city except St.
Louis and Pittsburg, and every town and
isolated country hamlet bank was hoard-
ing the last. dollar it could obtain, New
York banks were pouring out millions of
cash from their precious reserves and
bringing tone of gold from Europe at un-
stinted -expense to eend out relief to the
whole' country. And when the sky clear-
ed. and it was light enough again to read
the bank statements, the whole situation
revealed itself. New York banks had
stripped themselves to help, and  the
banss throughout the country, with some
exceptions, - were huddled up .with fear,
clasping ‘50. 60 and 75 per cent cash re-
serves. This is not to condemn them. In
many ‘places it was a matter of self-pre-
servation. But it is to emphasize the
wroud service of New York's banks to
the whole nation.

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A DESIRABLE CHANGE
There is great need of reform in the

. system which sends a man to jail for

drunkenness and in many cases leaves his
wife and family without means of sup-
port until he is released.

1t is true that some familiess might be
better off in a material sense if the hus-
band and father were kept continually in
jail, since some men not only do not earn
money, but are a burden on the workers
of the” family. For these besotted indi-
viduals there is little hope so long as
there is drink to be had.

But there are cases where it is a real
hardship for the head of the family to be
Jocked up. Of course, the magistrate ex-
ercises discretion in such cases, and a man
may not have to serve the full sentence of

,-ﬂtoou‘t,ifitcanbeshownthathism

‘may be explained that at the present time,

lease would really be in the best interests
of himself and family.

Nevertheless, it ought to be possible to
make a man who is sentenced for drunk-
enness, earn at least a pittance while de-
tained, and this should be given to his
family. It is barbarous to send a man to
jail for being drunk when the suffering
involved really falls upon his wife and chil-
dren. The court is not to be blamed.
The fault lies in the failure of the law
to recognize conditions of this sort.

In this connection an effort is being
made in Quebec and Ontario to meet a
somewhat similar state of affairs, and it
is believed a radical change will soon be
effected in connection with the destination
of the money earned in prison by men
sent there for failing to support their fam-
ilies. We quote the following from the
Montreal Star:

“Qn Saturday, Colonel Sherwood, of the
Federal Police; Chief Carpenter, Chief
Starke, Toronto; Chief Trudel, Quebec,
end Chief Harrison, Westmount, ' journey-
ed to Ottawa and there had an interview
with Hon. A. B* Aylesworth, minister of
Justice, on the subject, and from the atti-
tude of the latter they formed the opin-
jon that their views were approved. It

when a man is sent to prison for neglect-
ing to support his wife and children, any
profit that may result from his labor is
handed over to the treasurer of the prov-
ince. For years A. H. Skroder, secretary
of the Society for the Protection of Wo-
men and Children, has contended that this
is not as it ought to be. His argument
has always been that any money earned by
a prisoner of this class should be given for
the support of the man’s wife and chil-
dren. Frequently he has stated that un-
der the present system the wife and chil-
dren suffer even more than the prisoner,
because during his stay in jail he is, of
course, unable to give a single cent to-
wards their support. In a word, the case
of thé family is harder when the husband
is in jail than when he is out of it. All
the chiefs of police mentioned realize the
justice of the proposal and in the course
of their interview with Hon. Mr. Ayles-
worth they stated their ideas very clear-

Dur-
ing his residence here for the past decade
he has made many friends and command-
ed the respect of the community gener-

The Inte Frank Hetbert Eator M A
D. C. L., born July 29, 1851, at Kentville,
Nova Scotia, was graduated at Acadia
University in 1873, and at Harvard in
1875. His father was the late William
Eaton, himself an educationist, and his
mother Anna Augusta Willoughby (Ham-
ilton). Mr. Eaton had long been recog-
nized as an able educationist. Sinece Aug-
ust, 1887, he held the important post of
superintendent of schools of this city, for
which office he was selected among many
candidate as the first, appointee.

. In 1873 he was principal of the academy
in Shelburne, N. 8.; from 1875 to 1877 he
taught Greek and natural science in Hor-
ton Academy, and in August, 1877, he re-
turned to Harvard University for a spe-
cial course of study in the post-graduate
department. The next year he was ap-
pointed to the principalship of Amherst
Academy, in Nova Scotia, and in Novem-
ber, 1879, was elected to a professorship of
mathematics and physics in the Provin-
cial Normal School at Truro. The latter
position he filled with distinction until
1890, when he resigned and went to
Europe for a second time to make a spe-
cial study of the educational systems of
Great DBritain and Germany. His first
visit for the same purpose had been made
eight years earlier. In 1891-2 he held tem-
porary appointments as mathematical in-
structor in the Boston Latin School and
the Massachusetts Institute .of Technol-

]

ogy, six months in each. From January,
1893, he owned edited and published two

weekly papers in Kentville, N. 8., the

Advertiser and Acadian Orchardist, and
concurrently, from April, 1893, till he re-
ceived the appointment he occupied till
death, was municipal clerk and treasurer
of that town, and commissioner of the su-
preme and county courts of Kings county,
under appoin;gent of the government of
Nova Scotia. For many years he was one
of the governors of Acadia University
and of the senate of McMaster University,
Toronto. At the inception of the Halifax
University he ‘was appointed examiner in
physics and mathematics for that institu-
tion, and twice held the office of president
of the Nova Scotia Summer School of
Science, of which he was also one of the
instructors. During his long connection
with educational work in Nova Scotia he
contributed greatly by his public address-
es, his published articles and his work on
important ~~ committees towards the
achievement of the present excellence of
the school system of that province.
While at the head of the Victoria
schools he had more chance than ever to
show his great ability as an organizer of
educational forces. In the face of many
difficulties he established thorough and
lasting changes in the school system of
Victoria, and rendered excellent service
to the cause of education in the province
of British Columbia at large. He was a
man of strong will power, keen and
searching intelligence, and a noble, gener-
ous spirit. Among his published writings
are a text book on practical mathematics
for the use of high schools in Nova Sco-
tia, published in 1883, reports of the Vic-
toria schools, an article in the Popular
Science Monthly on the “Bay of Fundy
Tides and Marshes,” and many editorial
articles, always in clegr, scholarly, vigor-
ous English. In 1805 the University of
Acadia, in recognition of his service to
education, conferred on him the degree of
Doctor of Civil Law. {

It is Not Likely That the Ne\“v
Assessment Act Will Ever go
to Fredericton.

o

It is not likely that the proposed new
assessment act will ever be sent to Freder-
icton. The general committee of the com-
mon council appointed to consider it at

a meeting held last night, which was open
to the public, with one exception expressed
themselves as opposed to sending it to
the legislature. They were all in favor of
exempting $300 incomes from taxation. ex-
cept a $2 poll tax. Ald. Kelley contended
strongly that the tax on personal prop-
erty should be abolished and spoke in
favor of a business tax. He also referred
to the condition of the sinking funds and
suggested a receiver, claiming that the city
was on the verge of bankruptcy. Mayor
Sears was in the chair and Ald. McGowan,
Lantalum, Sproul, Spragg, Christie, Hol-
der, Baskin, Willet, Lewis, Frink, Bul-
lock and Baxter, A. W. Sharp, chairman
of the board of assessors, and the common
clerk,

Before the meeting was called to order
an informal discussion took place as a
result of which his worship was empow-
ered to order a wreath for ex-Ald. Tilley’s
funeral. It was also arranged that as
many of the members of the ‘council as
possible should attend. The consideration
of the proposed assessment act was then
taken up. Good progress was made. Sec-
tion 28 was altered to read that “it shall
be the duty of the assessors and their
chief clerk to search the offices of the
registrars of wills and probates” to ascer-
tain the amount of property owned by
persons liable to assessment.

. In section 31, which sets forth the form
in which all persons are required to fur-
nish a statement of all property on which,
they are liable to be rated, the words
“and income” were inserted after the word
“property.” ¥

. In the discussion that arose after read-
ing section 36, which provides that the
district commissioner shall personally visit
every store, dwelling and office in his dis-
trict for the purpose of ascertaining the
nazmes of all persons liable to taxation, on
motion of Ald. Baxter the provision in
the present law requiring employers to
furnish information as to the incomes of
employes was restored.

There was no discussion over any of the
sections until the 44th was reached. This
provides that the judge of the St. John
county court shall be a member and chair-
man of the board of revision, which shall
have two more members, one appointed
by the common council, the other by the
board of 'trade.

It was decided that all sections relating
to the board of revisors be left over to a
future meeting.
