FIRST LOVE.
(Continued.)

From the time when Henry Bruce first learned
whose son he was, and what had been the fate of
his gallant father and tender mother, a very stri-
king alteration seemed to have taken place ‘in all
his manner. Much of his childish and careless
playfulness at once forsook him; and he seemed
to have made an advance in mind beyond what
could have been expected from his years. Yet he
was not the less tender and attentive to his little
sister Fanny, as he persisted fondly in calling her.

Its bosom gem—a gem no more ?

No! 1ift thy drooping brow ;—
The blight shall pass away—
The chill that binds thee now
Dissolve in brighter day !
To thee, young lovely flower, be given,
Strength, life, light, from the founts of Heaven !

Once or twice, his voice faltered as he read ; and
when he Tuded

d, o slight tinge of confusion

—

reddened his cheek; but he remained silent. At
length, with a gentle smile, Fanny observed that
she supposed he assumed the right of a poet to un-
derstand the language of flowers, and also of a
second-sighted person, to foretell future events ;
and really she could have no objections to his ele-
gant and complimentary gallantry in the one cha-
racter, nor to the propitious spirit of his agreeable
predictions in the other, unlike many of his breth-
ren of the second-sight. To this, he stammered
out some commonplace reply: and the conversa-
tion soon took a direction less interesting end less
dangerous. This interview was decisive as to the
state of his heart. The thought of departure from
the home and the friends of his youth, had already
rredisposed his mind to the reception and deve-
opement of every tender affection. Love had, in-
deed, long held his heart bound in a soft, silken
captivity, 8o gentle and so sweet that he scarcely
felt its mild thraldrom ; but her illness occurring
at that time when the feelings of his mind were
excited into more than their usual sensibility, cal-
led forth the deep secret of his soul, and compelled
the awakened affections to display themselves in
that character which they had been long silently
acquiring.

The time was fast approaching when his depar-
ture must take place ; but, meanwhile, he had the
happiness to observe that a perceptible improve-
ment had commenced in Fanny’s state of health.
This was a greater source of consolation to his
heart than he ventured to express. It was to him
the first forming radience of hope’s bright arch of
promise, gilding the gloom of a dark cloud with an
enlivening and cheering splendor. In the midst
of his secret happiness, the day came—that day of
first departure from the home of his infancy and
boyhood, which awakens a pang that can never
come but once to any in its power and untried
depth. Why should I attempt to describe it ? A
few there may be who have never felt it—to them
any description would be unintelligible; but many
have felt it deeply, and perhaps the hearts of some
are yet throbbing freshly with its pang—them I
would spare the renewal of a pang so severe. To
this sore agony of bereavement—this uprooting
of the being from it natal soil, which all who have
the blessing or the misery of possessing sensitive
hearts must once suffer—was added another of a
peculiar nature. The panting, fluttering, and
glowing agitation of his heart, was now no longer
anambiguous feeling. He was compelled to know
that he, in reality, ﬁ)ved Fanny Maxwell ; yet he
left her without venturing to make mention ‘of his
love, without having the confidence to make one
effort to obtain one ground of hope to soothe him
in his absence.

The departure of Henry Bruce occasioned a
deep and saddening blank in Mr.Maxwell’s family,
which continued to be felt many a weary day.
Fanny Maxwell, forgetting at times the cause of
his absence, expressed her surprise where he
might be, till the recollection of his distant and
perilous pursuits came darkly upon her mind ; and
she could not avoid paying the tribute of a tender
sigh to the memory of her earliest friend, the play-
mate of her infancy. A month passed over slowly,
laden as it appeared, with an uncommon weight of
loneliness, and the disappointed expectation of
hearing from Henry.

1In the
mind of Fanny Maxwell there still remained a
kind of lingering regret that he had sosoon and so
entirely disappeared; mixed with an unowned feel-
ing of dissatisfaction at his conduct, if he should
still survive. At times she would blame herself
that she could permit a single unkind thought to
enter her mind concerning tne for whom her heart,
in its season of guileless youth, had felt all a sister’s
attachment, if not of a more tender and passionate
nature, She thought that it was ungenerous in
her to forget himj; yet she could not evoid the con-
sciousness that he was in so far forgot that it requi-
red an effort to recall him to her memory. Often,
however, she excused herself with the reflection
that she had no certain grounds fer believing that
he had ever thought of her otherwise than as his
sieter: and that all the tenderness he had shown,
all the emotion he had appeared to feel, might have
only been the natural expression of a mind full of
romantic ardor and poetic sensibility, such as she
well knew his to be. Then came a feeling of fe-
male pride, and she chid her heart that she could
yet think so much of a person who, perhaps, had
neveronce bestowed a thought upon her, since the
day on which he bade her farewell. A third year
szsed over, and Henry Bruce was but occasional-
ly remembered, like one who has been a long time
dead. The mention of his name, might indeed,
chance to call forth the tribute of a sigh, like that
which is paid to the memory of the departed ; but it
dwelt not on the mind, nor awoke other than vague
and evauescent feelings, indistinct as clouds of light
floating mist, and passing away os soon. In short,
he was all but forgotten, even by those who had
been to him a mother and sister.

The fourth year since Henry Bruce had ceased
to be an inmate in the retired dwelling of Mr. Max-
well had commenced ; and now, even the neigh-
bouring cottagers had nearly lost all recollection of
the lonely but amiable boy, whose story they all
knew, and whom they loved so well; and yetitis
well known that of any class of people that ever
existed, Scottish cottagers are the most steadily te-
nacious in preserving their affection for those
whom they have known and loved. The simplici-
ty and purity of their character gives depth and
tenderness to their attachments; and they are little
exposed to such circumstances as might tend to
banish their recollections of old friends by the in-
troduction of new.

THE NELSON MEMORIAL.
Wednesday afternoon the foundation stone of this
national tribute to the memory of one of the Rieatest
naval heroes that this or any other country ever
gave birth to, was luid on the site in Trafalgar-square,
presented to the committee by Her Majesty’s Go-
vernment, for the purpose of commemnoruting the
many brilliant - achievements of that gallant and vie-
torious commander of the British Fleets—the jm.
mortal Nelson. The proceedings were conducted in
a private manner, owing to the noblemen and gentle-
men comprising the eommittee being absent from
town, and this was done in order that the work
might not be delayed. C. D. Scort, Esq., the hono-
rary secretury of the eommittee, officiated on the oc-
casion. At half-past four o’clock, after the arrange-
ment of the numerous preliminaries, a massive hlock
of Dartmoor stone, weighing 14 tons, was raised,and
Mr. Scott then placed in a bortle, which he herme-
tically sealed, the various coins of the realm, from a
sovereign to a silver penny, which bave been struck
during the reign of her Majesty the Queen, a list of
the distinguished bers of the i and
trustees, together with a statement of their proceed-

ings, in connection with the commencement of this
work, and also the following inscripsi J on
vellum ¢~

“ MEMORIAL OF THE ACHIEVEMENTS
OF THE LATE
ADMIRAL LORD VISCOUNT NELSON.

“ At a general meeting, held at the Thatched
House, St. Jumes’s street, on Thursday, Feb. 22,
1838—Resolved,—-That this meeting, impressed
with the deepest veneration for the memory of Lord
Nelson, propose that a general subscription be raised
for the purpuse of erecting a national monument in a
conspicuous part of this metropolis, in commemora-
tion of his glorious achievements. Resolved,—That
the following noblemen and gentlemen, with power
to add to their number, be the committee to carry
this ohject into effect.”—[Names omitted.]

INSCRIPTION.
** The foundation stone of this column, the tribute
of the British people to the memory of Admiral Lord
Viscount Nelson, was luaid on the thirtieth day of
September, in the year of our LorDp one thousand
eight hundred and forty, and the fourth year of the
reign of Her Majesty Victoria, Queen of Great Bri-
tain and Ireland, by Charles Davidson Scott, Esq.,
son of John Scott, Esq., secretary to the departed
hero, wh fell with his lordship on board the Victory,
in the ever-memorable battie of Trafulgar, on the
twenty-first day of October, in the year one thousand
eight hundred and five, when Divine PROVIDENCE
blessed the fleet under his command with the most
signal and decisive victory over the combined fleets
of France and Spuin.
HIS MEMORY SHALL ENDURE
WHEN THIS COLUMN SHALL
HAVE PERISHED.
“The column was erected by Messre, Grissel and
Peto, from the designs and under the immediute su-
perintendence of William Railton, Esq.
The hottle containing the coins and inscriptions
was here inserted, by Mr. Scotr, in a cavity in the
foundation under the stone, where, in all human pro-
bability, it will remain undisturbed for very many
ceuturies; and the block was then lowered to its
resting-place anidst the cheers of those present.
The usual formula connected with proceedings of
this nature were then gone through by Mr. Scott,
and this portion of the work completed to the intent
and meaning of the following masonic grace :—

“ May the work thus commeuced in harmony be

conducted in order, and concluded in peace.”

The following particulare relative to this monu-
ment were incidentally collected on the ground :—
The pedestal, having on its four sides bassi relievi
of Nelson's four principal engagements—viz. St.Viu-
cent, Copenhagen, Nile, and Trafalgar, is raised on a
flight of 12 stepe, at the angles of which latter are
hons in a recumbent position.  The order of the co-
lumn is Corinthian, The capital is taken from the
bold and simple example of Mars Ultor, st Rome;
and on each side of it is introduced s figure of Vie-
tory. On the capital isa circular pedestal, ornamen-
ted with a wreath of lsurel aud liors’ heads, and sur-
mounted by a statue of Nelson, 17 feet in height.
The shaft of the column is fluted. Its base is richly
ornamented, The lower part with a cable, and the
upper with oak leaves, The total height of the co-
lumn is 120 feet, and the diameter 11 feet 6 inches.
The whole of the column is of solid granite from the
Fogginton quarries at Dartmoor. The average
weight of each block is nine tons. It would appear
that a column, by affording an opportunity for the
combined efforts of the architect and sculptor, would
produce both near and distant effects, and being in
keeping with the surrounding buildings, would tend
more than amy other species of monument to. bring
the entire scent into general harmony, without in the
slightest degree destroying the effect of any portion
of it. Among the ancients, this style of monu-
ment was very generally used ; in the former obelisks,
in the lutter columns ; and while it possesses, in com-
mon with others, the means of identifying it with the
subject to which it relates, it isat the same time well
culculated to pourtray to posterity the progress of
two sister arts at this period of the nineteenth cen-
tury. The Corinthian order, being the most lofty
and elegaut in its proportions, and having vever been
used in England for this purpose, has been adopted
in the present design.

—

STEAM NAVIGATION.— It is remarkable that this
science cid not for many years after its invention and
upplication, make such progress as one would con-
ceive its palpable merits and advantages entitled it
to. It was not until the year 1828 that the Nuvy
of England possessed a tingle steam-vessel, and in
1835 we had only twenty-one, of the aggregate of
3000 horse-power. From this date this species of
force hes multiplied greatly, and now amounts to
nearly eighty,under the pendant of 11,000 or 12,000
horse power. France, by urming her packets mukes
considerable display ; but her resources for i ereasing
this force on emergency are feeble as compared with
our own, for the mercantile steam tonnage of the
United Kingdom, progressing as it is in a prodigious
ratio, presents the most stupendous element of naval
power (by giving facility of operations) that the
world hus ever witnessed. We recolléct when the
expedition for the attuck of Copenhagen was pro-
Jected, in 1807,—the completest and best appointed
expedition that ever England sent forth,—although
preparations were commenced in March it was not
uniil 50 lute in the season as 2Gih of July thut the
first division of the fleet sailed from Yarmouth Roads,
leaving but little time to execute the objects of the
campaign before the winter seuson set in. Now Eng-
land at this moment possesses such an amount of
steam tonnage, (according to the last official returns
published, 810 vessels, 157,840 tons, 63,250 horse-
power,) that a portion of it could convey the neces-
sary troops, with all the usual appenduges, and tow
a squudron of ships-of-war to the scene of action, in
less than one quarter of the time occupied in the for-
wer expedition, should circumstances ever reuder it
necessary for us to occupy the Island of Zealand,or any
post in the Baltic. ~ The fact is, that steam naviga-
tion, not only es directly spplied to vessels of war,
but in aid of combined expeditions for sudden des-
cents upon different points, enables the country pos-
seswing it in the greatest force to harrass an enemy’s
coust with a small but well appointed army, and to
carry destruction to every town und village within
a dogen miles of the sea, unless they are regularly
fortified and garrisoned, or covered by large bodies
of troops. It is statec by an old aurhor, that * in
the year 1647 the Dutch with o fleet and but 4000
men on board, alarmed the whole coast of France,
and obliged the French King to keep near 100,000
men upon the maritime coast, as not knowing where
they would fix.”

If such was the case with vessels when movements
were dependent on winds and tides, and whose ope-
tations were under such circumstances necessnlily

Tue TriBes or LesanoN.—~The Maroni-
tes, who, with the Druses, and other tribes
of Lebanon, are now exciting so much in-
terest, as the opponents of Ibrahim Pacha in
Syria, are according to De laMartine, brave,
and like all mountaineers warriors by nature,
They could n.uster in 1832, at the bidding of
Emir Beschir, their head, to the numher of
30 or 40,000 men, either todefend the posses
of their mountains, or rush vpon the plain,
and make Dumascus or the towns of Syria
tremble. Their population is upwards of
200,000, and increasing daily by their at-
tention to agriculture, which has covered the
sides of Lebanon with terraces of mulberry,
fig, olive, and plum trees, almost up tothe
bighest crags. Their villages exceed two
hundred, ench having its well built monas-
tery, occupied by about 100 monks, who are,
besides, all laborious peasants, raising silk,
corn, &c., and are models of piety and indus-
try. Though rigid Catlolics, they have ob-
tained from the Pope permission for the cler-
gy to marry, and no where are this body so
pure, so venerable, and so truly pious, so
that crime is almost unknown throughout the
country.

In short, De la Martine observes, that
should he ever be obliged to expatrinte him-
self, he should make choice of one* of the
peaceful villages of these Maronites, at the
foot or on the descent of Lebanon, in the bo-
som of a simple,religious, and benevolent po-

Mehemet Ali, Pacha of Egypt, and would
leave behind him the veritable pen of an
Arabian empire.”— Pilgrimage of the Holy
Land, ii.

A TEETOTALLER COMPELLED BY Law To
PArTake or Strone Drinks.—At a Court
of Frankpledge, lately held in the Borough
of Southwark, (Y.ondon,) upon the name of

he considered that was not a sufficient oh-
Jection.—Mr. Bright hoped the objection
would be held good, as he was a teetotaller.-—
Mr. Carter, the clerk to the court, considered
that such ground of objection was not suffici-
ent.—The Recorder: A gentleman, being a
teetotaller, is not a sufficient disqualification
for such an office ; for ull that he has to do
is to ascertain whether the ale sold is of that
quality as is fit and proper for her Majesty’s
subjects to drink.—Mr Bright eaid, as a tee-
totaller, he id not drink ale.—The Recor-
der: The jury ‘could not appointa fitter
person for such an.important office, for not
being in the habit of drioking strong and
spirituous liquors, your taste must of course
be more perfect thau those who indugein ale,
He was certain he would make a very excel-
lent ale-taster.—Mr. Putley, one of the jury :
Mr. Bright was not obliged to swallow the
ale, and therefore he will not break the laws
of the teetotallers.—Mr. Bright observed that
he did not wish to taste the ale which the of-
fice compelled him todo; but if there was
no alternative he supposed he must serve ir.
At the same time he was convinced he was
made an ale-taster because he bappened to
be a teetotaller.—With these remarks he
took the required oath amidet much laughter.

TRIAL OF PRINCE LOUIS NAPOLEON
AND ACCOMPLICES.
Speech of M. BErrYER, the Prince’s Counsel.

Parts, October 1.—-M. Berryer addressed the
Court as follows on behalf of the Prince :—Gentle-
men, 1 have not witnessed this trial without having
been penetrated with a puinful reflection. Is not
that country most unfortunate in which so many
convulsions take place in the course of so few yenrs,
snd create doubts as to ull its institutions? How
many changes has not a single generation witnessed ¥
A republic, an empire, a restoration, and a constitu- |
tional government. Is not such  state of 1*‘ags cal-
culsted to lead men to profane the majesty of the
Jaws ? In such a nation, and with such a succession
of events, is it true that men of the greatest energy
and fidelity, and the most invincible in contracted du-
ties, are to be precisely those who are regurded as
bad citizens ? In such a stute of society statesmen
may well feel alarmed, but judges in political process
should, before they give satisfaction to power, de-
wand with energy whether it has not authorized by
its acts, its d and its if ions, enter-
prises which it declures criminal. When in 1815
the Ministers sent before judges the men who bad
escaped from the disusters of Waterloo, I defended
those who had remained fuithful to the Emperor; in
order to save their lives, I allowed for events, and
eircumstances, and treaties. What I did then 1 do
egainnow. The prisoner who has done me the honor
to entrust me with his defence, in seeking me out in
the ranks of & party so opposed to his own, has no-
thing to fear. He shall see that I will not beteay his
confidence. Although the questions to which I shall
sdvert affect deeply the sources of our political strug-
gles, T will ouly allude to them judicially. [M. Ber-
cyer here went over the fucts of the landing, the pro-
clamations, &c., and said :}—Does the chief of this
enterprise stand before you with such a character of
culpability that it is possible to punish him judicially?
1s this au occasion for upplying to a rebellious subject
the articles of the penal code ? No. In 1830 the
people declared its sovereignty ; it declared that it
resumed its rights and asserted the will of the ma-
jority of the citizens. You have recognized this,
and thus eonsecrated it at the head of your funda-
mental law. ‘L't principle which now governs you
is the prineiple of 1791, in virtue of which an appes!
was made to the natiog ; in virtue of which four mil-
lions of votes, in 1804, declared that France demand-
ed hereditary government in the dynasty of Napoleon.
