With the British Army in France,
Aug. 17 (via London, 18)—The torrent-
ial rain today and yesterday made it an
inconceivably miserable night for the
German gunners, with their posts in
shell craters filled with water up to their
necks. The Germans seem to have de-
finitely given up trying to dig any
trenches along the front where the Brit-
ish hold the high ground, and on the
old second German lines. The British
gun-fire falls in every trench that is
started, and kills the diggers.

Machine gun and shell crater warfare
has replaced trench warfare as a means
‘of defense against the British attack.
Not the Prussian Guard or the Branden-
burgers, but machine gunners are now
the crack corps of the Germans, -
ly picked men take the oath never to
surrender and Englishmen report that
they are chained to their guns by of-

cers, to prevent them from succumb-
ing to any temptation to flee. This is
confirmed by witnesses, who have taken
such men in the recent fighting.

Berlin, Aug. 17.—(By Major Morahl
in Toronto Mail and Empire)—British

However, the
papers warn the public not- to put . too
much faith in such rumors, as, while
there iz 'a grain of truth in them, ‘the
| governments of those countries have
taken no steps to that end.

The fact seems to be that certain in-
fluential persons of both Bulgaria and
Turkey have sounded England and
France, and even Russia, for the purpose
of ascertaining on’ what terms separate
peace would be granted, but the allies
replied evasively, intimating that they
could treat only with the responsible
governments and on the understanding
that the countries desiring peace would
fully acknowledge the victory of the al-

! lies. :
Real negotiations are still a long way

off, but interested Bulgarians and Turks
are working for this result.

At the Vatican,

Rome, Aug. 18—(New York Sun
cable)—Pope Benedict has instructed all

'the cardinals in Italy to pray for victory

for Italy and her allies. Hitherto the
cardinals, following the Pope’s example,
have been preaching and praying for
peace at all their services. They have
exhorted all the faithful to attend the
functions of intercession for an early
peace. Now, however, they will pray
for the defeat of the Teutonic powers.

Cardinal Ferrari, Archbishop of Milan,
and other cardinals holding episcopal
sees, have publicly explained that the
Catholic Church wants to see a lasting
peace. They are convinced, now, that
no peace can be lasting unless the war
ends. victoriously for Italy and her al-
lies. They are urging, therefore, that all
loyal citizen churchmen should join' in
efforts to win the war.

The sight was a novel one and many
people who saw the large streams of
water thought that a pipe had burst. So
far as are known the tests were satisfac-

tory.

 GEN. WIFE’S KENTISH HOME 3

Canadian Gover.menu Positien—Pur-
chaser of Property Died Before He
Carried Out Intention of Cenveying
Property to Dominiga

In :May, 1918, the historic' mansion
“Quebec House,” at Westerham, Kent,

England, dating from the sixteenth cen-
tury, and known ag the egrly dwelling of
the illustrious General Wolfe, came into
the market. A patriotic citizen of Mon-
treal, J. B. Leu-mont, fearing that the
property might fall* into improper
hands, came forward -and purchased it
for the sum of £3,000. A few weeks
later he wrote to the mvemor—general,
the Duke of Connaught, announcing his'
intention of presenting the house to the
Canadian people, to be used as a mus-
tum of relics and records commemorative
of both Wolfe and Montcalm, victor and
vanquished in, the great struggle which
resulted in the addition of Canada to
the British Kmpire, and begging the
government’s acceptance of the gift.
Considerable delay, however, occurred,
and when at length the government an-
nounced its formal acceptance, the donor,
Mr. Learmont, had died.

Not Mentioned in Wilk

It was found tnat no mention was
made of the bequest in his will; conse-
quently the property became mcluded
in the general estate. A legal difficulfy
arose, it being contended that the exe-
cutors could not now dispose of the
house, as it was, together with the rest
of the Learmont estate, held in trust for
the heirs, with a special act of legisla-
tion. Mr. Learmont’s widow declared
that she was rcady to carry out her hus-
band’s wishes.

-Meanwhile ihe cost of maintenance
(£100 per annum) has been defrayed by
the Learmont estate. At the beginning
of the war both Mrs. Learmont and the
Canalian government, acting as pros-
pective owners, authorized the use of
Quebec House for patriotic purposes,
and at one time forty soldiers were
quartered there. Since then it has been
used as a War Hospital ‘Supply ‘Depot
by a local committee of ladies, now
working exclusively for the Canadian
Military Hospital at -Orpington, Kent.

Nogable Visitors.

‘Quebec House is frequently visited by
Canadians and others, amongst them be-
ing the Prime Minister, Sir Rob2rt Bor-
den, in August, 1915, who declared that
he and his colleagues only waited for a
perfect title in order to take charge of
this historic mansion. It is now felt that
unless definite steps are at once taken
tp .legalize the transfer, in spite of the
ﬁoodwill of both parties, the Wolfe
ouse will be lost to the public. It re-

On the railways,
they are now being employed as lc.»co-l
motive andcar cleaners, track greasers,’
station agents, portz=s for hand baggagel
and express packages, ticket examiners
and booking clerks, while on the Under-
ground Railway in London they are ele-
vator attendants. For the rougher work
they wear pants and overalls. In the
railway restaurants the man waiter,
who as often as not used to be a Ger-
man, is now an Englishwomnan,

The incursion of these women into po-
sitions hitherto filled by men has creat-
ed no ill-feeling in England, as it has
from the first been recognized that they |
have taken employment so as to relieve
men for the front.

Girls of good family have volunteered
for all kinds of work, as well as those
to whom a wage is a necessity, Owing
to the shortage of farm labor they are
working in the fields just as hard as_ any
continental peasant woman. Mr. Gibbon
found one lady of his acquaintance,
member of a well-known family in the
north of England, hoeing turnips at
threepence an hour, handing over her
earnings to the Red Cross. Such women
are insisting on receiving a fair wage,
so that they cannot be accused of doing
anyone out of a job, but those who are
able to afford it are devoting their wages
to patriotic purposes. Now that con-
scription up to the age of 41 has come
into effect, women will step still further
into men’s shoes, but the prospect causes
no misgivings as those who are already
at work have shown that thq can “de-
liver the goods.”

ODD ITEM OF SLANG.

Why is One of Dubious Mentality Re-
ferred to as a “Nut?”

Who can expound the philosophy of
slang? Why, for instance, is a persgn
of dubious mentality referred to as a
“nut?” Nuts are good. There is no-
thing, probably, more enjoyable than
nutting. It is the autumn’s one greatest
happiness.

Hereabouts there are two chief nuts,
and two lesser nuts and one least nut.
The chief nuts are the hickory nut and
the chestnut. The hickory nut is com-
monest, and it is a good nut, despite its
rugged exterior and its propensity to hide
its sweetness in difficult woody cran-
nies and labyrinths. The housewife de-
sires hickory nuts for her cakes. The
small boy likes hickory nuts for the pleas-
ure of elucidating their mysteries with
hammer and flat-iron. They are worth
gathering. i

The chestnut is of more apparent vir-
tue. It is all meat. It may be used for
turkey dressing, and it is used abund-
antly by dark-skinned Syrian genii who
preside over magic braziers in the odd
crannies of our busiest streets. Every
one probably more or less likes the chest-
nut. It is easy to eat, and 99 per cent
nourishment.

The lesser nuts are fewer in number
than the chief nuts, and they have hor-
rific rinds which must be penetrated with
caution. The reward, too, is meager,
scarcely worth the peril of stained and
smashed fingers. :

The least nut is the beechnut. It is a
pretty little nut, and there are beech-
nut brands of this or that comestible,
but no one ever seriously goes out to
collect beechnuts. They are toc small
game for the American nutter.

But all the nuts are honorable. They
o not deserve the slang' opprobrium
which has been put upon them. There
is some sense in calling an undesirable
person a “lemon” or a “quine,” or even
a “persimmon,” but never a “nut.” “Nut”
should be a term of solid honor.—Cleve-

Bank Ends Long Seagch for Kin of
. Cullen, Drowned in 3867,

A tragedy of the sea of half a century
ago was resurrected in the New York
Surrogates court recently, when letters
of administration were applied for on
the estate of James Cullen, who went
down with the ship Monarch when she
sank in mid-ocean in 1867 with all on
board. Cullen lived in New York be-
fore he went abroad on the ill-fated trip,
and while there made a deposit in the
Seaman’s Bank for Savings, which now
amounts to $481.

The officials of the bank have been
searching for Cullen’s relatives for years
and only recently found them. The ap-
plication for letters was made by Mich-
ael Cullen, a nephew, of South Boston.
The facts presented in the petition
showed that Cullen went to New York
from County Leitrim, Ireland,.in 1852,
at the age of twenty. He returned in
1866 for a visit and remained until the
following March, when he sailed for
New York on the Monarch. The only
surviving relatives are two nephews in
New England and a nephew and niece
in Ireland.

These
are occasionally supplemented by mes-
sages which, coming from the accredit-
ed war correspondents at headquarters,
may be regarded as semi-official.

1¥he Daily Chronicle compliments the
war office and says of the newspaper
correspondents: “There - are now five
representatives of Briush newspapers at-
tached to the General headquarters, and
Frederick Palmer of The American As-
sociated Press is privileged to join this
select band. They are housed in a cha-
teau somewhere uLehind the firing line—
at their own expense, let it be said, and
from this newspaper nerve centre they
are free to come and go almost as they
like.

“Consonant with military exigencies
they are practically allowed a free hand.
As it is obviously the duty of a news-
peper correspondent to preserve a whole
skin, this freedom is tempered by dis-
cretion, but they must take many risks,

and in these days of long range artillery

they are bound to spend most of their
days as well as their nights under fire.”

The expansion with regard to the
pictorial side of the war is not less re-
markable than the development of the
literary side. One =supplements the
other. Some remarkable photographs
have come from France since the recent
offensive began. Many of them have

rhaps done as much as the written
g:scription of events to stir the imagina-
tion.

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FIFTY YEARS
“OF PRUSSIANISM

Germany  has had just fifty years of
Prussian domination. It was on Aug. 4
1866, that the sceptre passed from Haps-
butg to Hohenzollern. Thitherto four
great dyrmtasties had successively been
at the head of the Germanic world, since
Carlovingham times: The Sdaxens, the
Fran , the Hohenstaufen and the
Hapsburg; and of these the last nam-
ed had held the longest and most splen-
did sway. None of these, however, had
to exert absolute domination
over the Teutonic states, or to impress
them all with its own particular poli-
cles or doctrines. Even Austria; under
pll the absolutism of the Metternich re-
gime, was content to be prima inter
pares. - The imperial dignity was nom-
inal, and when it altogether lapsed and
{the Germanic Confederation succeeded
that Holy Roman Empire which was
neither Holy.nor Roman, nor yet an Em-
pire, the change was imperceptible and
the Hapsburgs still' remained domin-

* | ant,

The beginning of the end came in

1664. Then Prussia, aiming at Aus-
tria’s overthrow, tricked that Empire
into nominal participation in and re-
sponsibility for: the Holstein-Schleswig
spoilation of Denmatk, of which ‘trans-
action of Austria repeated the moral odi-
um and Prussia reaped the material pro-
fits. 'wo years later came the ac-
tual end. - In the' Six Weeks’ War Prus-
sia, heing prepued, overran and crush-
ed Austria dnd various other states,
they being unprepared. Sadowa, on July
8, was answered with acceptance at
Augsburg on Aug. 4 when, at Prussia’s
dictation, the Diet of the = Germanic
confederation voted that confederation’s
dissolution. ;
Prussia and fifteen lesser states formed
the North German Confederation, from
which of course Austria was excluded
and of which Prussia exercised abso-
lue leadership. Finally, on Aug. 24, the
old Diet met once more, for the last
time, for the purpose, decently and in
order, of adjourning without delay. The
natural sequence came a few years later
in the transformation of the North Ger-
man confederation  into the Ger-
man Empire. But all these things were
inevitably implied in that act of Aug. 4
when the Germenic Confederation was
digsolved by the Diet at Augsburg.
. Vast as were the political and diplo-
matic changes thus effected and spec-
tacular as was the substitution of Hoh-
enzollern for Hapsburg primacy in the
Feutonic world, something immeasur-
ably important to the world at large
was_therein involved. This was the ac-
cession of m, or the Prussian
spirit, to supremacy. And what that
meant may be expressed. in just two
words—force and conquest. For the first
time since Charlémagne the German race
was marsBalled to seek, through the ex-
ertion of muthless physical force, the con-
quest of the world. Frederick the Great
had indeed inevitably suggested this. It
was reserved for Bismarck and his col-
leagues to begin the process, It was
left, however, for Frederick’s latest and
most adulatory disciple, to- make open
declaration of it to the world and to es-
say its full achievement.

Speaking in 1900, William II said: “I
hope’that it will be ted to our Ger-
man Fatherland to me in the fu-
ture as closely united, as powerful, and
as authoritative as once the Roman
waorld empire was; and that just as in
old times they said, ‘Civis ' Romanus
Sum,’ one may in the future need onl;
to say, ‘Ich bid ein Deuts¢hes Burger.
In other words Germany was to dom-
inate the whole world as Rome once
did. Again, doubtless, remembering that
Attila, anothsr of his adored exemp-
lars, had called himself “The Scourge bf
God,” he said: “God called us to civilize
the world. We are the human mission-

of the world” To him and to
Germany “the world” meant, too, not
Europe nor even the Eastern Hemis-
phere alone, but America as well. “The
ocean,” he said, reminds us that peither
on it fior across it, in the distance, can
any t decision be consummated with-
out Germany and the German emperor.”

Such was, such is, the spirit of Prus-
slanism, which just half a century ago
became dominant in Germany. Today
we see the culmination of that spirit’s
activities. It was, however, upon the
banks of the Marne that Attila was de-
feated in his design to conquer the
world by force as the “Scourge of God,”
and it was upon the banks of the same
stream that this modern Attila was
cheeked in his similar undertaking as
“The Missionary of the World” It was
at Verdun that the empire of Charle-

may be that at or because of Verdun

another great military empire will meet
its fate—Boston Transcript.

TALY'S STRENGTH

Vivid Description by a French
Observer on Italian Front

M. Pichon, who recently returned to
Paris after a trip to' the 'tlalian fromt,
has been glvin%l his impressions to the
French press. e insists that out of the
3,000,000 of men that Italy was enabled
immediately to call up $,400,000 have
been enrolled, and there is no reason to
fear that, if the need arises, the figures
of 8,000,000 will not easily be surpassed.
Italy, he estimates, is faced by some
700,000 Austrians.

Her organization is perfect, both
from the military. and medical stand-
points, while thes aviation section has
already reached a remarkable level of
efficiency, and is continually being im-
proved. In artillery, Italy has a large
supply of field and heavy guns, with a
considerable quantity of munitions, but
he suggests in this respect that certain
advances can still be made.

THE KING TOOK

RISKS WHEN ON
WESTERN FRONT

Was Well Within Range Of
German Guns

IN TURMOL OF WAR

His Majesty Fearless, Writes Philip
Gibbs; An Interesting Bit About
Monarch’s Recent Visit to His

Gailant Treops
]

(By Philip Gibbs in Montreal Gazette.)
< With the British armies in the field,
August 15.—During the last week King
George has been with his armies in the
field. Without any: kind of formal pro-
gramme, he traveled about among the
troops and went into the battle fields
over which, during recent days, his
troops advanced victoriously after | des-
perate fighting.

All the traffic and,turmoil of the war
has surged about him day after day, and
an endless procession of Great Britain’s
manhood now in fighting ranks passed
him on the roads, not in review order,
but as the men went up to the trenches
to do their work of war.

The king has taken certain risks—he
would have been glad, to have taken

more—and he has gone to places well
within the range of the German guns.

FRIDAY. AUGUST 18, 1916

He has seen the devastation of war, not
done in ancient days, but a few weeks
or less ago, and has stood amidst its
yvreckage and ruin, where the ground
is the graveyard of gallant men and
where all the evil spirit of the war
broods over the litter and rubbish heaps
in old German trénches. :

The King is quite fearless. I have
seen him standing on the edge of a great

shell crater, underneath the ghastly ruins
of a fine old building, which had been
shelled by long range guns only four
days before his visit, and might at any
moment be shelled again. The people
about him were a little nervous for his
safety, but he lingered there as though
there was no danger in the blue sky
above him. He ‘wandered about on the
battlefield for several hours and was
eager to go right forward.

His soldiers were astonished and glad
to see him in such places. All of them
have used the sel;-ine phrase .about him:
“It was very sporting of him.” And the
loyalty of all the men, the patriotism
of the British soldiers which makes them
fight and suffer with astounding cour-
age, though they hide the ideal in the
British way, ashamed of sentiment, has
been stirred by the presence among them
of their king, who symbolizes for them
the old traditions of the 1ace.

On Saturday there was a historic ren-
dezvous when King George with Sir
Douglas Haig, who is commanding the
British armies in the field, had a meeting
in a chateau of France with the presi-
dent ‘of the French Republic, General
Joffre, and General Foch. .On Sunday
the king attended a. religious service
among his troops and on the following
day he motored to La Panne where he
vgsited the King and Queen of the Bel-
gians. 3

The essential character of the king’s
visit has been its informality, the ab-
sence of all ceremony, and it has been
most interesting to see him chatting
with the officers and men in roads and
in the field, and walking into the men’s
billets and going about lines without an
escort.

On Thursday last the king had his
most memorable experience. He went

farther than the edge of the battlefields,

where thousands of his troops were still
fighting, but well out into that stretch
of ground which bears upon every yard,
of it a trace of the recent battle and the
relics of those who fought and fell.

The king was in the midst of all the
tumult of war. Invisil'le guns were fir-
ing with a thumping clangor, followed
by dull crashes as the heavy shelis burst
upon the German or British lines. A
rush of shells went through the sky. The
air was filled with those queer familiar |
noises of the battlefields, of which many
men dream nights—the shrill singing note;
of a bit of flying steel and the knock,|
knock, knockings of the field guns. the |
humming of aeroplanes, and the .dull
roar of a distant crump.

No shells came near the king. That
.was his luck. I have stood several times
in this neighborhood and ‘sten them fall
unpleasantly near. There was no rea
son why at any moment there shouzg
not have been a black puff of Germ
shrapnel over the king’s head There 1s
no life insurance in these places, and

Left German Honorable Peace
Propagandists

Berlin, Aug. 18—The cause of the re-
signation of Louis Roechling, Peter
Klockner, and Baron Bodenhausen de-
Gener, foremost captains of industry,
from the recently formed national com-
mittee for securing an honorablegpeace,
does not seem to have been cleared up
by their own explanation, according to
which they resigmed on account of cer-
tain remarks of Prof. Harnach made in
his speech on August 1. .

A perusal of the speech, now publish-
ed in book form, reveals not the slight-
est allusion which they might have in-
terpreted as censuring their attitude to-
ward the war. The only part of his
speech that is questionable reads as fol-
lows:

“The war has revealed the intolerable
condition from which we suffer. What
was our principal driving power before
the war? An international, industrial
and ecomomical exchange managed priv-
ately and alongside of fine military and
state management. - What have we ex-
perienced during the war? Fine mili-
tary management led by men of genius,
expanded rapidly, and embracing every-
thing.. But the private management of
industrial exchange collapsed. Foreign
competition having disappeared, reckless
strife for profits set in. Every necessity
was cornered and usury flourished. There
was no trace left of the spirit of August,
1914, ‘

«I dont aceuse individuals, although
some have deserved it. I accuse the
| whole system which permits the mer-
cantile egoist and an unscrupulous. profit-
making such as knows no bounds, even
in war time. Such things must never
occur again in another war, and to pre-
vent it great changes must be prepared
in peace time. Such measures can only
be taken along lines already followed by
certain branches of our natiomal econ-

my. B
“yl am thinking of our war mines and
other mining industries, and the exploita-
tion of our forests. We must create
numerous individual communes, in which
state communal bodies share co-jointly
with private parties. =Nowhere shall
rivate enterprise or responsibility be

stake.” -

Several Berlin papers express the opin-
jon that this part of Prof. Harnack's
speech applicable to general conditions,
possibly was construed as reflecting up-
on the business integrity of the captains
of industry mamed, who, like most of
their class, have been denied the merit-
ed thanks of the Fatherland for having
afforded industrial facilities without
which conduct of the war would be im-
possible.

The Vossiche Zeitung thinks the re-
signations were due to some misunder-
standing and advises the national com-
mittee to seek clearer political guidance.
There are also those who impute to the
three industrial leaders sinister plans
to ward off any attempt to reform the
private ownership of mines and similar
industries after peace is restored.

STEFANSSON FOUND
A “SECOND GREENLAND"

The Times annaunced on Wednesday
the discovery of land by Steffanson in
the Arctic. Further particulars lave
been received.

Most of the time since the spring of
1014, the party has been in quarters at
Bernard Harbor on Coronation Gulf,
east of the Mackenzie River, one of the
last known sections of the habitable
earth.

The first winter after leaving Nome
the party spent at Manning Point near
Camden Bay, after having failed to find
a passage through the heavy ice to the
eastward. The following spring Dr.
Anderson proceeded to the east. and
reached Coronation Gulf during the
summer of 1914. Quarters which were
established in Bernard harbor became the
base for the expedition’s - work. The
summer and winter of 1915 were spent
in scientific labors around Coronation

Gulf.
Second Greenland Found,

The party left Coronation Gulf for
Behring Sea in June of this year, and
the southward passage was attended by
no difficulties. ;

It was learned from Steffdnsson that
the new land which the explorer discov-
ered may be described as a second
Greenland. Up to the time that Stef-
fansson left the new land, after his me-
morable trip across the frozen sea with
Storker S. Storkerson and Ole Ander-
son, the explorer traced about 200 miles
of its shore line and found high moun-
tains upon it. Mr. Wilkins says that it
was Steffansson’s intention to return to
the new land last spring, to continue the
work of exploration.
