most Whole Front Between Vieprz

and Bug Rivers--Forty Enemy Ship
in Black Sea Destroyed

Petrograd, July 27—German attacks
southeast of Pultusk have been driven
back, but they are battering at the ad-
vanced defenses of Novo Georgievsk,
says an official statement. Assaults
against the advanced fortifications of
Ivangorod also have beéen successfully
repulsed, while a terrific battle still is in
progress on almost the entire front be-
tween the Vieprz and the Bug rivers.

{ . “In the direction of Tukum towards

Shlok, (midway between Tukum and
Riga), the enemy’s offensive, which be-
gan on Saturday, was repulsed with the
assistance of ships’ guns (evidently on
vessels in the Gulf of Riga).

“North of the Niemen, the enemy
approdgched  the ' Pomewiaz-Keydany
front, on the road to Kovno, from the
southwest. There has been some. fight-
mg: ¢
“On the Narew front, the enemy con-
tinues unsuccessfully to attack our posi-
tions of the Pissa river, near the village
of Sinvalki. South of Rozan, after a

stubborn encounter with the Germans]

who' had ‘crossed the Narew, we threw

them back in the region near the mouth|

of the Orz as far as the village of that
name. : :

“Southeast of Pultusk (north of War-
saw), the enemy’s attacks were repulsed.
Smail engagements were begun with the
advanced defenses of Novo Georgievsk. '

“On the left bank of the Vistula, en-
emy attacks on Ivangorods advanced
works were repulsed with success.

Between the Vistula and the Vieprz
the artillery duel continues.

On Nearly Whole Front.
“Between the: Vieprz and the Bug, the

battle continues . with great intensity.
On' the 25th the enemy attacked along

this whole front with the exception of
the immediate vicinity of the Viepra.

“North of Grubechow, the enemy de-
livered an energetic attack, with strong
forces, but.our troops, repulsed almost
all the assaults and successfully counter
attacked. There has been no change on
this front, except in a few villages which
pass from hand to hand.

“There has been no fighting on the
Bug, the Selotia Lipa or the Dniester.

“In the Black Sea on Sunday, our tor-
pedo boats, operating in the coal region,
destroyed forty sailing ships laden with
coal. They also destroyed a new coal
shaft and a suspension bridge.”

Chicago, July 27.—With the arrival of
Secretary of Commerce Redfield here to-
day, steps were taken to determine what
form the federal investigation into the
capsizing of the steamship Eastland shall
take. Secretary Redfield is preparing to
go into the case independently of the
federal steamboat inspection service.
With the entry of the cabinet member
into the case, no fewer than eight separ-
ale investigations are in progress or
contemplated.

Bids for the raising of the Eastland
will be received today, and until this
work is completed, it is probable that
the number of lives lost in the disaster
cannot be definitely computed. Bodies
arc known to be in the hull, but divers
have been unable to reach them, Late es-
timates place the total dead at between
1,000 and 1,200.

Completion of a relief fund of $800,-
000 for the aid of the families of the
victims is expected to be attained be-
fore the close of the day.

Told Of‘
STATEMENNT BY ASQUITH

Ten to Thirteen Thousand a
Week in Army is Casualty
Record of Fighting Since May
31—The Dead and the Wound-
ed

‘London, July 27—The casualties in the
British army and navy have reached a
total of 880,995, according to a .printed
statement issued by Premier Asquith.

The naval casualties up . to July. 20,
were 9,106 and the military chsualties to
July 18 were 821,889. The naval lossee
were divided as follows:

Officers killed 499, wounded 87, miss~
ing 29; men killed 7,840, wounded 787, -
missing 274.

Prémier Asquith announced in “the.
Hotise of Commons on June 9, that the
total British casualties, ' excluding the
naval division, had been 258,069, up to
May 81, in killed, wounded and missing.
This shows in the army alone casualties
of 68,820 between May 81 and July 18.

A statement made in London on June
15, giving the number of killed, wound-
ed and missing in the British navy up to
May 81 as 18,547 evidently was errone-
ous in the face of Premier Asquith’s
statement.

On April 11, H. J. Tennant, under
secretary for war, announced the total
of British losses since the beginning of
the fighting as 189,847. If his figures
were correct, the British have lost 182,542
men in the last fourt¢en weeks, an av-
erage of 18,000 a week.

Great  Britain is the only one of the
powers engaged in the war, which has
announced, from time to time, her total
casualties. Germany has issued at home
full lists by name of ‘all men killed,
wounded or missing, but the government
has- given out no officia total. No com-
prehensive lists of casualties have been
given out by 'France, Rissia, ‘Austria-
Hungary or Italy.

UNUSUAL COAT-OF-ARMS.

Act of Devotion by Ape Wins It a Place
on Earl’s Crest,

Three monkeys figure in the coat-of-
arms of the Earl of Leinster. They
stand with plain collar, chained. The
motto is “Crom-a-boo,” which means
“To Victory.” An interesting story per-
tains to this device, which was adopt-
ed in the year 1316 by John Fitzthomas
Fitzgerald.

When the Earl of Leinster was an in-
fant he formed one of the residents of
Woodstock, now belonging to the Marl-
borough family. There was a fire in the
castle one night, and in the confusion
that prevailed the child was overlooked.
When he was remembered those who
dashed for the nursery found it in
flames. The infant was, however, soon
found in one of the towers, clasped in
the arms of a big ape, which, with con-
siderable courage, had fought its way
through the smoke and flames in order
to rescue its young friend. It had car-
ried the child to the top of one of the
towers, which, its intelligence told it,
was the safest place in the burning
structure. .

HONEER. PRESERVING

(By Peter McArthur.)

.Who knows anything about pioneer
methods of preserving fruits? Our
grandmothers put away their winter
supply of fruits long before the mod-
ern kinds of sugar were invented and
in the presént state of the world it
might be a good idea to revive some of
their old recipes. This morning I was
listening in a sleepy way to a conversa-
tion in which ‘several women were dis-
cussing their troubles in putting up the
usual . supply of fruits. Owing to the
high ‘cost of sugar many of them had
decided to curtail their preserving oper-
ations and an air of gtoom prevailed, un-
til one of the little party chanced to re-
mark:

“] remember getting fresh raspberry
pies in the winter time and the pioneer
housewife who made them told me that
she had preserved her berries merely by
pouring boiling water over them in a
crock until it overflowed. Then she let
it stand in a cool cellar and her berries
kept fresh all through the winter.”

This remark/had me wide awake in
an instant for everything pertaining to
the pioneers is of the most absorbing
interest to me. It also roused the lad-
jes, but for a different reasom. They
wanted to know how to preserve rasp-
berries in the cheapest way possible. We
all began to question the woman who had
made the remark, but she could not cast
any further light on the question. She
was only a little girl when she got the
raspberry pies and she had neglected
to ask for full particulars of this un-
usual and economical way of preserving
fruit. As a student of pioneer meth-
ods 1 was only able to add confusion to
the discussion for I seemed to remember
hearing about preserving fruit in this
way by floating a layer of melted bees-
wax on top of the water in the crock.
But I was not sure and no one else had
heard of this method, so we made no
progress.

It is quite possible that the introduc-
tion of cheap sugar did away with
many serviceable old-time methods of
doing up fruit. If so it would be a dis-
tinct public service for anyone who has
any of the old-time recipes to make
them public this year when economies
are being urged on all of us on account
of the war. Anything that will reduce
expense ‘in the preparation ore.preserva-
tion of food products should be given
the widest possible publicity. This year
we have large quantities of almost all
kinds of fruit and there should be a
determined effort to save all of it. If
the high cost of the approved methods
makes them prohibitive, let us go back
to the cheaper methods of our fore-
fathers.

If you have any of those old recipes
telling how to preserve any kind of fruit
from raspberries to peaches, in a way

able, kindly send it to me and I shall
ask my friends of the press to give them
the widest possible publicity. In this
way we may enable everyone to have a
plentiful supply of fruit in this year of
stress and at the same time make it pos-
sible to use all the fruit in the country
without waste. Recipes for all kinds of
fruits will be welcome. Address all
communications to Peter McArthur,
Appin, P. O,, Ont.

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THE WAR NEWS
The desperate struggle in front of
Warsaw continues, and the
critics still express the view that Russia

military

will have very great difficulty, if she is

able at all, to prevent.the capture of the
city by the enormous forces hurled
against it by the Germans and Aus-
trians. However, it is hard fighting
ground, and the Russians are resisting
their foes with great energy and de-
termination.

The situation in the Dardanelles is
more satisfactory. Another British sub-
marine has made its way into the har-
bor of Constantinople and inflicted a
good deal of damage. The British forces
in Asiatic Turkey have captured another
town. Bulgaria has refused to permit
the shipment of supplies through her ter-
ritorv to the Turks, and this action, fol-
lowing the example of Roumania, is re-
garded as significant. The Italians con-
tinue to make gains in the operations
against Austria. There is still, however,
an absence of important news from the
western front, where the Germans re-
fuse to be dislodged by the British and
French. It is believed more news of
importance will goon arrive from this
quarter, as the summer is passing and
Kitchener's army has yet to be heard
from.

The sinking of the American steamer
leelanaw by a German submarine has
cansed further: irritation in the United
States, as it was-done in contravention
of a treaty between the two eountries,
gs interpreted by the American govern-
ment. -

VACANT LOT GARDENING.

A generous St. John lady last spring
offered the free use of a considerable
area of ground for free gardening by
children or by poor people if the scheme
could be worked out. No advantage was
taken of the offer, because our people
have not yet grasped the idea of the
benefit to be derived from tilling the
soil of vacant lots. The Square Deal,
of Toronto, the organ of the Tax Re-
form Leagues, gives a very interesting
account of what is being done in that
city. Perhaps something of the sort
may be attempted in St. John next year.
We quote:—

“The back-to-the-land movement is
showing good results right in Toronto.
The vacant lots in the environs of To-
ronto are being utilized for the growing
of vegetables of all kinds. From the in-
formation that can be obtained, the
system employed for utilizing the un-
used ground around the city is similar
to that which has been adopted in many
American cities. The city is divided in-
to nine sections or charitable districts,
each of which has a superintendent to
carry on the work of their respective dis-
tricts. Miss Howe, secretary of the Soc-
jal Service Committee for the east end,
gives an encouraging report of the work
in hand at the Evangelia Settlement.
The use of the land is given gratis, and
"many of the churches contribute the
seeds for planting. The officials are
careful to see that no undue advantage is
taken of the opportunities offered, and
permit each individual applicant to have
the use of a specified piece of ground.
Many prominent citizens are interesting
themselves in the work, and promising
results are looked for within a short
time. Among others, the Rotary Club
has gone into vacant lot gardening on a
large scale. F. E. Robins, chairman of
the committee, stated recently that they
had over 500,000 square feet already un-
der cultivation. ‘We prepare the land,
which is loaned to us for cultivation,’
said Mr. Robins. ‘We plow and harrow
it. It is then divided into .gardens of
about 80 by 180 feet. An assortment of
seeds is given to each applicant, who
works under the direction of the super-
intendent. [. is purely a philanthropic
movement, as all the produce grown be-
comes the property of the men to whom
the lot is loaned” The club proposes to
offer valuable prizes for the best kept
lots and for the greatest and best pro-
duction of vegetables.”

The appeal to the women of St. John,
made in behalf of British prisoners of
war in Germany will doubtless meet
with a prompt and generous response.

A recent Red Cross bulletin deals with
prisoners of war, and tells how letters
and parcels and money may be sent to
prisoners in Germany. The Women's
Canadian Club of Ottawa are endeavor-
ing to get people to “adopt” a prisoner
of war at $2 per month, so that he may
-be sure to get comforts regularly through
tthe agency of the Red Cross in London.
The condition of prisoners in Germany
i{s described as unsatisfactory, and it is
therefore a great boon to them to re-
ceive comforts from friends at home.

Mrs, Vernon Overcome by Grief
" For the Loss of Her Husband

New York, July 27—The German
submarine which sank the Lusitania on

) May 8 has added another to her long

list of women victims when the body
of Mrs. G. L. P. Vernon widow of a
passenger drewned when the steamer
went ‘down was found in her- home .in
the Sumner appartments at No. 81 West
i Eleventh street,.last week.
| “She had not been . seen for several
,days and the condition of the body
‘showed that she probably had died of
'a self-inflicted wound made with a re-
volver. - -
Mrs. Vernon was- thirty years old
and she has appeared in the Metro-
politan Grand Opera House under her
professional name, Mlle. Inez Jolivet.

* She was: a sister of Miss Rida Jolivet,
a well: known: actress to whom it is said
the late Charles Frohman made his class-
jc remark, the last attributed to the
theatrical: producer ' that ::death .is'a
beautiful adventure,” a few minutes be-

.| fore he was drawn beneath the waves

that closed over the Lusitania.

Mrs. Vernon’s husband was an Eng-

lishman, a passenger on board the Lu-
gitania. He was on his way back to
London to. join his wife when the Lu-
sitania was sunk. His body was washed
ashore on the coast of Ireland on May
21.
_ Mrs. Vernon, who had lived in New
York intermittently ‘for three years
came to the United States on board the
Philadelphia three weeks ago to settle
his affairs and make arrangements for
the closing or her husband’s American
estate, largely consisting of stock in a
motion picture company and an interest
in a cigarette manufactory.

Upon her arrival here Mrs. Vernon
asked R. R. Govin, an oil merchant at
No. 90 West street to act as executor
of her husband’s will, which has not yet
been probated. Mr. Govin and Mrs. Go-
vin were friends of the Vernons of
many\years standing.

Mrs. Vernon went to the home of Mr.
Govin in Rosedale, N. J.. On returning
to New York she went directly to her
apartment. After she entered the house
nothing was seen of her. Frequent tele-
phone messages were unanswered and
her daily papers were piled in front of
her door. T'wo telegraph messages, one
‘gigned  “Adams,” from Pittsburg, and
the other from No. 90 West street, in
New York, were pushed under the door.

When a prospective tenant applied for
permission to look at apartments. A.
C. Wells, superintendent, who had been
authorized to sublet the Vernon apart-
ment opened the door the body of Mrs.
Vernon clad in a black evening gown
was found beside her bed. The coverlets
had not been disturbed. The position
of the body indicated that Mrs. Vernon
had knelt beside her bed in prayer be-
fore she shot herself. i

After the arrival of Coroner Riordan
the body was lifted and the wepon with
which she ended her life was found un-
der her. There were many letters and
documents in the room shewing her in-
terest in the business which brought her
to the United States. Most of her
clothing and household effects were
found packed and ready for shipment.

Mr. Govin later said that Mrs. Ver-
non intended to go back to England on
board the St. Paul Saturday. He sent a
cable message to Arthur Jolivet father
of the dead woman, asking what dispo-
sition should be made of the body.

Mr. Govin said that Mrs. Vernon of-
ten said in the last three weeks that she
had nothing more to live for since her
husband was dead. They had been mar-
ried eight years. Mr. Govin said that
financial worries could not have caused
her anxiety, She collected $20,000 of in-
surance on her husband’s life when she
arrived in the United States and still
has more than $19,000 on deposit in the
Hudson Trust Company. Her moving
picture interest and other business af-
fairs were in good shape, so far as Mr.
Govin knew.
