TOMORROW TRINITY
HAS ANNIVERSARY

Christmas Day in St.

Many Years Ago,
Recalled.

. There is an interesting anniversary
in St. John’s history coming with to-
morrow’s holiday. It was Christmas
Day, 1791, just eight years after the
pioneer Loyalist families were uncere-
moniously hastened out of the landing
boats where Market Slip now is, that
Old Trinity church was opened for
public worship.

One can imagine the fervor with
which the city’s founders assembled
and jointly celebrated the great Day
of Nativity and the inaugural of their
first sacred edifice.

Burial Place Thete,

The" ground upon which this church
was erected was bought of Thomas
Horsfield for £140 and until as late as
1819 the atea in the rear was used as
a burial place, the former -owner him-
self being the last person interred there.

In thig first old church not only did
Episcopalians worship, but it was
later used by Methodists and Baptists
as well, and the Common Council sat
there, also the courts. . Finally “the
Anglicans decided upon a newer and
better church, while in laying out the
city Surveyor Bedell reserved a large
lot with an ample burying ground in
connection, the present-day Loyalist
burying ground.

From Court House Site.

’ Frdme lumber for this new Trinity
was cut off the site of the present re-
constructed Court House, but Loyalist
fathers no doubt little thought of the

church and burial place in these later
years. \ :

While St. John was yet Parrtown,
named after the Governor of Nova
Scotia, which included New Brunswick
in those days, Paul Bedell drafted a
plan of this city which has been es-
sentially the civic scheme of settlement
ever since. The late Clarence Ward,
historian, used to deplore the fact that
no park, street or even alley was nam-
ed after this man who created St.John
on the map.

UNEMPLOYED HERE
FROM 400 TO 600

Service Bureau so Reports—
Number n! Toronto Placed
at 6,000.

Theré are between 400 and 600
men unemployed in St. John at the
present time, according to officials
of the Employment Service Bureau
here this morning, with about 200 of
this number getting work off and on
during snowstorms. The situation
' is declared better, than a great many
other cities in Canada. Many of the
men out of work hefe now are men
from outside centres who came here
to secure work at the winterport or
sign on ships. There is much pover-
ty, of course, in many of the poorer
districts that is receiving the atten-
tion of the various philanthropic so-
cieties. The boom in building circles
this summer here and the great num-
ber of permits issued this summer
Aor painting and repairing of houses
proved a big help to laboring men.

With 6,000 names on the lists at
the head office of the unemployment
bureau here and with several more
thousands reported by the various
trades unions as out of work, the un-
employment sitnation in Toronto
has become acute.

Research So Far Fails to
Confirm Theory of
; Infection.,

DR. BANTING TALKS

Discoverer of Insulin Gives

~ Interview Telling of
Experiments.

One of the most baflling problems
still facing medical research is the caise
of disbetes, whigch Dr. E. G. Banting,
the discoverer of insulin, said in To-
ronton this week, scems to remain just
about as far away from solution as
ever. Questioned about some recent in-
dications that seemed to point to the
fact that the dread disease was really
the result of germ infections, Dr. Bant-
ing ‘admitted that he had long ago been
drawn to the same conclusion, although
the experiments he had conducted gave
no satisfying results. .
of Difference in Cases.

“Certain cases of diabbetes."hbc said,
“appear to be cqused by an infection.
" But other cases, particularly diabetes in
childhood, do not appear to be ex-
plained in this manner. In still other
cases, particularly the diabetes
on after the age of 60 and associated
with high blood pressure, the diabetes
seems to be associated with changes in
the capillaries or tiny vessels in the
pancreas.” o
Especially the common streptocoect
bacillus which is the catise of most pus
infections came under suspicion as one
of the primary things to blame.

Affects Teeth and Tonsils,

“Certain cases of diabetes that pre-
sented themselves for trestment,” Dr.
Banting said, “have extensive infections
of the teeth, tonsils, gall-bladder or the
appendix, particularly of the teeth.
‘When these foci infections are removed,
the recovery from the diabetes was oi-
ten very marked. At any rate there
was very often a very marked increase
of tolerance. These facts really account
for some of the ‘cures’ of insulin. By
removing these focl infections we could
give enough insulin io carry the patient
over to normal health. /

In other cases wf gangrene in dia-.
betes, the removal of the foci infections
algo increased the tolerance of the pa-
tient very much.”

This led to experiments with direct
strgptococci infection *in the pancreas.
The result of some of these varied at-
tempts ‘to find a micro-organism at the
- base of diabetes were reported quite in-

icidentally by Dr. Banting and S. Cairns
-n g in the American Jo 14%f
Physi§logy a few mofiths ago. B::t in
no -case did the dogs become diabetic.

Experiments Delayed.
This fallure to produce a natural dia-

betes in animals holds dp the experi-
mentation to determine the effect of

powerful dye-product germicides whdch}
have been guietly and, sometimes, sen-t
sationally coming to the fore in medi-
cal resegrch in the past few months,
and leaves only human sufferers for
experimentary purposes. It is kaown
that Dr. Banting does not believe that
experiments on human beings are ever
Jjustified, except in the last resort, if
animals can be used. As it is, the phy-
sicians administering insulin know all
the effects that can happen and that
the patient can be brought back to a
normal state of health. Their attitude
regarding the injections of powerful
germicides into the blood to see what
the result will be on diabetes is, there-.
fore, discouraging, since very little is
known about their immediate or final
results.

Not the many bi-problems of insulin,
however, biit other research is engaging
Dr. Banting’s attention at present. The

BILLIARD TITLE
DATES ARE SET

Championship Play Will Start
Feb. 23 and Will End
March 4.

NEW YORK, Dec. 24—The world’s
18.2 balkline billiard championship will
be decided ip the gold room of the
Congress Ho&l, Chicago, in a tourna-
ment which is to start on Feb. 23 and
end on Mareh 4, according to an an-
nouncement made last night by the
Brunswick-Balke-Collender Company,
under whose auspices the tournament
will be held. Under the rules which
govern the championship, Willie Hop-
pe, present 18.2 champion, must defend
his title.
-'The winner of the tourfiament will
receive a prize of $3,000 and- the trophy
emblematic of the championship. The
tournament will be limited to seven
players and the games will consist of
400 points each, but in case of a tie
for fizsé place a deciding game at 500
points will be played, according to the
announcement. Hoppe was the winner
of the last tournament, when he ze-
tained his champienship in a play-off
with Welker Cochran. _ Previously, in
1921, Jake Schaefer had defeated Hop-
pe, until then considered invincible,
500 to 846. This tournament was play-
ed at the Auditorium Annex, Chicago,
Nov. 14 to 23. In the challenge
matches following this tournament
Schaefer beat Hoppe again, winning
1,600 to 1468, and won from Cochran,
1,500 to 1,333,

Schaefer then - resigned his cham-
pionship and the title hung in the
balance wuntil the tournament that
started Nov. 18 and ended Nov. 21,
1922, and which was etaged at the
Hotel Pennsylvania. In this tourna-
ment_Hoppe was in his best form and[
won all five of his matches. Schaefer |
and Conti, second and third at the
finish, ere, under the rules, privileged
to compete in a game at 1,500 points
to determine which should challenge
' Hoppe. Schaefer beat Conti and then
played Hoppe and was decisively de-
feated, and the title once more rested
securely on Hoppe’s head.

The last tournament held was at the
Hotel Pennsylvania Oct. 29 to Nov. 5,
1028. This tournament resulted In a
tie between Hoppe and Cochran, and
the play-off for the championship was
staged in Chicago Jan. 10, 11 end 12,
1924, and Hoppe won. He defended
his title against Schaefer on Jan, 21,
22 and 28 of this year at Chicago, and
‘then in this city, at the Hotel Pennsyl-
vania, on April 8 9 and 10 he defended
his crown against Edouard Horemans,
and in both cases he won decisively.
Since the match with Horemans, Hop-
pe has not defended.

The tournament next February will
carry priges, in addition to the frst

player finishing eecond, $1,000 for
third, 8750 for fourth place and $250
for fifth place. Schaefer and Cochran,
who have been Hoppe’s most persistent
challengers and hardest opponents, ars
almost certain to enter the tournament
against the champion, while Enrich
Hagenlacher, the 18.2 champion of
Germany, who gave Hoppe one of his
hardest matches in the 1922 tourna-
ment, is quite likely to be another en-
trant. Whether Conti of France, who
also competed in the last tournament,
again will try for the championship is
dependent on the FEuropean tourney
now in progress in Paris.

SHIPBUILDERS OF
THE U. S. COMPLAIN

Say That Home Lines Are Plan-
ning Contracts For New
Vessels Abroad.

NEW YORK, Dec. 24.—The fact
that some American steamship lines
and industries are placing contracts for
new vessels abroad while United States
shipyards are languishing for lack of
work has led to a protest by the Atlan-
tic Coast Shipbuilders’ Association in
a bulletin here.

“During the’last year a number of
vessels have been built abroad for
American concerns doing an interna-
tional business,” the bulletin notes.
“The extreme depression in American
shipbuilding, which is being contributed
to by the placing of orders abroad fir
ships for American commerce, has long
since reached a stage where the plight
of the industry is a matter of vi.ini
importance to other interests as we!l as
to the shipbuilders themselves.

If American ship-
owners adopted the same policy as
their foreign competitors in the way !
of contracting ahead for new tonnage,
and having a definite system in regard
to renewal of old vessels, they wouid !

materially contribute to a reduction in |
our shipbuilding costs. With this a.-

able to distribute their overhead
charges, which in connection with
such a complex product as a ship are
necessarily large, and shipbuilding
would continue as a permanent Ameri-
can industry.

" Plan Legislation.

“In view of the fact that the ship-
bujlding industry of this country is
making every effort o survive present
abnormal conditions, we maintain that
it is a duty owed by American con-
cerns to the country whose flag protects
thelr investments to aid in removing
the obstacles which at present retard
the shipbuilding industry.”

Announcement is made that the gov-
ening body of the association is now
considering legislative proposals for
the solution of the U. S. shipping
problem with the view of determining
upon a definite programme for new
legislation upon which all branches of.
the shipbuilding indusiry can unite
and advocate before Congress. A _re-
port containing all suggestions which
have been advanced has been prepared
and submitted to members for their
consideration.

GETTING REAL SETTLERS.

A remarkable illustration of how a
locality my obtain settlers is found in
the story of the Eastern Townships
[mmigration Society. In 1918 the
;Ass?clated Boards of Trade of the
. T'ownships, ﬂfty-ghree in number, or-
. /ganized the Society, and set out to
;secure aettlers and farm laborers. Up
1o the end of last year, and in spite of
Jthe war, the Society has secured 4,500
immigrants, carefully selected and ad-
vantageously placed by the various
Boards. Mr. W. M. Hillhouse, the
Secretary of the Society, announces
that during the past year over 800
settlers and farm laborers have been
placed in the Eastern Townships, and
of these 200 were taken back to the soil
from the city of Montreal. The Pro-
vinclal Government of Quebec grants
an annual subsidy to the Society, and
'plys the salary of the secretary.
Most of the immigrants who have come
from overseas are of English and Scan-
dinavian extraction, They are secured
by direct correspondence, while Secre-
“tary Hillshouse spends one day per
week in an office in Montreal to meet
prospective settlers. The Secretary
‘says he has been assured by repre-
sentatives of varlous provincial govern-
ments that this Immigration Soclety is:
the most successful of its kind In
Canada.

Is there not in the experience of the
Eastern Townships Immigration Soci-
lety @ suggestion for Boards of Trade
‘and other organizations in the Mari-
time Provinces? It will be noted that
the Government of Quebec Province

believes it good economy to encourage
‘this movement by giving substantlal
financial assistance to the Society.
Before that aid was granted, however,
ihe associated Boards of Trade had
taken action, and demonstrated their
'interest and their desire to ald in
having such & policy put into effect.
The settlers secured by the careful
process adopted in the Eastern Town-
ships are undoubtedly of a desirable
character, and wiil ald materially in
the development of the localities where
they are placed.

THE COMING SESSION,

The Ottawa correspondent of the
Montreal Gafette anticipates that the
session of Parliament opening early in
February will be marked by some very
lively if not bitter discussions, and that

the contentious subjects this corre-
spondent places the proposed constitu-
tional amendment to limit the veto
powers of the Senate. In his view it
will be bitterly fought in both Houses
.on the ground that the consent of the’
federating provinces should be secured
before there is any amendment of the
Confederation agreement. This co:-
respondent also expresses a view that
there will be a sharp debate on the
subject of the Crow’s Nest Pass rates,
while the Australian trade treaty and
tbe‘Japanse amendments to the Geneva
protocol on disarmament will invite
Keen criticlsm. Members of the House
have already sent in thirty or more
notices of motion, and this, crop Is
expected to be materially énlarged.
Writing as a representative of a Con-
servative newspaper, the Gazette cor-
respondent says the Liberals believe
their strategical position in the country
has improved since last session, and he
believes the main body of the Progres-
sives will hold towards the Government
an attitude of friendly neutrality.

YOUTH AND OPPORTUNJTY.

Professor Marion Talbot, Dean of
Women at the University of Chicago,
in a recent address made a strong
plea in behalf of the younger genera-
tion. She said:— ,

“If the sense of responsibility seems
to be lacking in the younger genera-
tion, it is in my opinion the fault of
their elders, who have not only not
trained them to assume and to carry
responsibility, but have taken special
paing to remove from.their path every
difficulty which would require initia-
tive, pluck, courage, and persistence to
overcome. We should turn over leader-
ship to them, telling them that we do it
on the assumption that not only do
they know whither they are leading,
but believe it to be in the right direc-
tion.” !

As a matter of fact the policy which
Dean Talbot advocates is being carried
out to a very considerable extent in
the United States. The proportion of
young men holding executive positions
is very large. The gréat corporations
are continually on the lookout for
young men possessed of initiative, cour-
age and ability, to which, of course,
must be added integrity. The ability
and experience of the older men is not
underrated, but it Is very wisely real-
ized that they must have successors;
and so the trying out process is con-
stantly going on, with rewards for
those who prove themselves possessed
of the qualities that are required to
direct the affairs of the corporations.

If the principle for which the Irish
Free State contends should be adopted,
the League of Nations would have an
exxtremely busy time. Privileges ac-
corded to the Free State could not be
denied to other Dominions, and would
stimulate portions of other mations
which might desire to pick a quarrel
with their central government. It is a
little difficult to see how the League
can accede to the wishes of the Free
State. The affairs of Britain and her
Dominions may surely be settled by
themselves, It is easy to understand
that, if any one of them desired lo
secede and set itself up as an independ-
ent country, it might naturally turn to
the League of Nations, in the hope of
gaining assistance in that quarter. The
gppeal made by the Free State Is, how-
ever, couched in very moderate terms,
and there is no prospect of sharp dis-

agreement in the immediate future.

More than a million women are
engaged as farmers in the United
States, and twenty per cent. of them
own their properties. It is estimated
that 2,000,000 women are engaged in
business In that country, but that only
two per cent. of them are owners,
managers or officers of the concerns
where they are employed. It will not
be expected, however, that the relative
success of the women who take up
farming will cause any rush from the
business offices of the city’ to the farm.

Sir,—It is of the utmost importance
that the Vocational School have every-
thing possible in its favor from the
very start. Its location is of prime im-
portance. The site selected should be
one that will take the school to the
people. It should serve the greatest
number of the people for the longest
period. ' It should be in the line of the
city’s growth. -

Re the Prince William street site.

SANTIAGO, Chili—(By mail to
theAUnited ress.)—A score of motor
trucks, hdbtily converted into rude
motor busses during a tramways strike
in 1923, was the start given to the
motor-bus’ industry here, in which at
least four milllons of dollars are now
invested.

The streets in every part of the city
are crowded with the busses, large and
small, cheap and expensive, imported
and home-assembled, and a serious

problem in traffic control has thereby
arisen.

The ’bus ‘operators have taken advan-
vantage of the traction company’s
withdrawal of a large number of
tramways, due to its failure to obtain
a fair increase, and it is now estimated

that the bussgg:have takenwabout-20 per-
cent. of the fraction compahy’s’ busi-

ness.

The face that the trafic laws here
are poorly enforced is responsible for
the heavy accident toll caused by reck-
less driving on the part of green or
careless ’bus chauffeurs. The death
and injured rate has risen so high re-
cently that the municipal authorities

have awakened to the need for stricter
regulation.

However, no one has yet deterred the
bus drivers from running . their
machines at a speed of from 25 to 40
miles an hour, even in the centre of
the city. The Santiago police have had
ngeefficient training in traffic direction.
