One of the most baffling problems 
still fades medical research is the caüse 
of diabetes, wldeh Dr.*B. O. Banting, 
the dtoooverer of Insulin, said in To­
ronto» this week, seems to remain jqst 
about as far away from solution as 
ever, Questioned about some recent in­
dications that seemed to point to the 
fact that the dread disease was really 
the result of germ infections, Dr. Bant­
ing admitted that he had long ago been 
drawn to Jthe same conclusion, although 
the experiments he had conducted gave 
no satisfying results.

“appear to be c^ued by an infection. 
But other cases, particularly diabetes in 
childhood, do not appear to be ex­
plained in this manner. In still ether 
cases, particularly the diabetes coming 
on after the age of 60 and associated 
with high blood pressure, the diabetes 
seems to be associated with changes in 
the capillaries or tiny vessels in the 
pancreas." ,

NEW YORK, Dec. 24-The world’s 
18.2 balkline billiard championship will 
be decided in. the gold room of the 
Congress Hotel, Chicago, In a tourna­
ment which to to start on Feb. 23 and 
end on March 4, according to an an­
nouncement made last night by the 
Brunswick-Balke-Coilender Company, 
under whose aaspices the tournament 
will be held. Under the rules which 
govern the championship, Willie Hop­
pe, present 18.2 champion, must defend 
his title.

The winner of the tourfiament will 
receive a prize of $8,000 and- the trophy 
emblematic of the championship. The 
tournament will be limited to seven 
players and the games will consist of 
400 points each, but in case of a tie 
for flea* place a deciding game at 500 
points will be played, according to the 
announcement. Hoppe was the winner 
of the last tournament, when he re­
tained his champlobship In a play-off 
with Welker Cochran. .Previously, in
1921, Jake Schaefer had defeated Hop­
pe, until then considered invincible, 
500 to 346. This tournament was play­
ed at the Auditorium Annex, Chicago, 
Nov. 14 to 23. In the challenge 
matches following this tournament 
Schaefer beat Hoppe again, winning 
1,500 to 1,468, and won from Cochran, 
1,600 to 1,333.

Schaefer then resigned his cham­
pionship and the title hnng in the 
balance until the tournament that 
started Nov. 18 and ended Nor. 21,
1922, and which was staged at the 
Hotel Pennsylvania. In this tourna-, 
ment.Hoppe was In his best form and l 
won all five of his matches. Schaefer ! 
and Conti, second and third at the 
finish, ere, under the rules, privileged 
to compete In a game at 1,500 points 
to determine which should challenge 
Hoppe. Schaefer beat Conti and then 
played Hoppe and was decisively de­
feated, and the title once more rested 
securely on Hoppe’s head.

The last tournament held was at the 
Hotel Pennsylvania Oct 2» to Nov. 5, 
1928. This tournament resulted In 
tie between Hoppe and Cochran, and 
the play-off for the championship 
Staged In Chicago Jan. 10, 11 end 12, 
1924; and Hoppe won. He defended 
his title against Schaefer on Jan. 21, 
22 and 28 of this year at Chicago, and 
then In thla city, at the Hotel Pennsyl­
vania, on April 8. » and 10 he defended 
his crown against Edouard Horemans, 
and In both cases he won decisively. 
Since the match with Horemans, Hop­
pe lias not defended.

The tournament next February will 
carry prizes, in addition to the first 
prize to the winner, of $1,500 for the 
player finishing second, $1,000 for 
third, $750 for fourth place and $250 
for fifth place. Schaefer and Cochran, 
who have been Hoppe’s most persistent 
challengers and hardest opponents, are 
almost certain to enter the tournament 
against the champion, while Enrich 
Hagenlacher, the 18.2 champion of 
Germany, who gave Hoppe one of his 
hardest matches in the 1922 tourna­
ment, is quite likely to be another en­
trant. Whether Conti of France, who 
also competed in the last tournament, 
again will try for the championship is 
dependent on the European tourney 
now in progress in Paris.
