Several matters of interest to the
-Board of School Trustees, the Common
Council and the citizens as a whole
were discussed at a conference held
this morning at City Hall hetween the
Mayor and city commissioners and the
members. of the school board appointed
by the council. Besides ‘the members
of the council others present were
Michael Coll, E. R. W. Ingraham,
George E. Day, G. Herbert Green and
Allan  A. Macintyre, all members of
The Mayor said that among the
matters which might be discussed was
that of subjects which should be-taught
to-children in the schools. ‘He sug-
gested such questiohs as civic patriot-
ism, destruction of property, the danger
of fallen wires, Tespect and considera-
tion for others. He also suggested that
“*the question of reduction of 'expefises
might be taken up.

Mr. Coll said the suggestions of the
Mayor ‘were good, but he was of the
opinion that the matters were pretty
well covered now. He added that a
report of this meetipg would be made
to the school board in session next Mon-
day and he was sure that the board
would do everything to assist. Qutside
the breaking of windows, he did not
know of complaint as to destruction of
windows. The conduct of the children
was well looked after insideiand while
leaving school. .

. Regarding finances, he said this was
a big and dMicult question and he
could not see where there could be any
diminution. The movement to have

ing permanent, by the use of explosives,
of perishable things such as leaves of
trees, pieces of lace and various fabrics.
The process is known as the |“Munroe
effect,” and it is hoped to bring about
developments which will be of benefit
to the world industrially. -

“We have not only turned leayes of
trees and laces into iron,” -said  Dr.
Monroe, “but we could write words
with fire—in other words, with deton-

‘ated explosives—and turn them into

iron, exactly as the aviator in the sky
writes words with smioke.

“At the moment the explosive is de-
tonated, this solid explosive is convert-
ed into gas, occupying the same space
as the explosive, and it therefore has
the same density. The molescules from
which it is resolved travel at an enorm-
ous rate of speed, probably more than
20,000 feet per second. This gas is in-
tensely hot. As the molecules strike
each other, there is great turbulance.

“The gas assumes a vortex motion.
It moves in the direction of least ‘re-
sistance, where there is a cavity in the
explosive above the iron base on which
it rests there is an impingement upon
the base. There, because of the high
velocity in which the molescules are
moving, because of the whirl of the
vortex, because of the high tempera-

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PASTEURIZED MILK.

A St. John paper recently quoted
some extracts from an article by Dr. B,
V. McCollum and Nina Simmonds of
Johns Hopkins University on the sub-
Ject of paste\irized milk. It may be
guseful to quote some other extracts
from ‘the same article, since they are
essential to make clear the fact that
the writers in question are unqualified
supporters and advocates of pasteur-
ized milk. ]

The St. John paper made much of
the statement that pasteurization had
been found to destroy or partly destroy
vitamin C., which made the milk less
desirable as a food for infants, because
it might develop scurvy. It was noted
that “the simple expedient of giving
a baby daily a few teaspoonfuls of
fresh orange juice will afford it abso-
lute protection from scurvy,” but the
following quotation was omitted:—

“This is so simple and so satisfactory
a means of making complete the in-
fant’s diet that there is no longer any
room , for objecting to pasteurized
milk.”

Here is another quotation: “Every
home-maker is familiar with the word
pasteurized on the milk bottles which
are delivered daily at her-door. At
least this is the case if she lives in a
city which is thoroughly progressive.”
Here is another: “Bacteriologists and
physicians have entire confidence in the
protection to health afforded by pas-
teurizing our milk.” Also the follow-
ing: “Pasteurization of milk did do
away with epidemics of milk-born dis-
eases.” What are these diseases? They
are typhoid fever, tuberculosis, scarlet
fever and epidemic sore throat. We
quote again:— .

“Pasteurization does not kill all the
bacteria in milk, but it does kill certain
kinds. The kinds which are killed are
those which cause the souring of milk
and those which produce the diseases
already mentioned.”

That is to say: Raw milk under the
same conditions will sour more quickly
‘than pasteurized milk, and to blame
pasteurization for sour milk is to show
“ignorance of the facts. It is most im-
portant, however, that the pasteurized
milk should be “delivered in. a fresh
and well-cooled condition and kept
cold until used.” Is that not.alse true
of raw milk? Note especially the fol-
.lowing quotation from the Johns
{opkins experts:—

“Experience shows that one cannot
depend on farmers to produce their
milk under cleanly conditions wunless
home pressure is put upon them to be
careful. Nor can one rely upon the
distributors of milk to.‘handle their
product in a satisfgcuﬁly. manner unless
they are under some Supervision*from
authorities. It is of great importance
that our most valuable protective food
shall be produced under sanitary con-
ditions, from healthy cows, and cooled
immediately to the lowest temperature
available on the farm. It should be
transported to the city as quickly as
possible, keeping it cold the. while;
pasteurized promptly, cooled, bottled in
clean bottles, and delivered at the
earliest moment that is satisfactory for
both distributor and consumer.”

As to the duty of public bodies, such
as the Board of Health and City Coun-
cil and all conceraed, what do these
two experts say? We quote again:—

“It is a matter well worth the effort

" of all- public-spirited persons to see to

it that they have a good milk supply,

3 mot only for their own homes bt for
_ the community.

Insist upon pasteur-
‘ization and an efficient system of farm
inspection. There should be super-
vision of the pasteurization plants, con-
stant testing of market milk for its
bacteria content in those kinds of bac-
teria which are liable to be harmful.
This is the function of the city and
state health departments. Learn what

is being done with the milk in your city |-

and give your support to the health
officials who are trying to protect you
and your children from the dangers of
a bad milk supply. This is necessary
because it is an easy thing for the
farmers and for the city deliverer to
employ careless methods.”

Is it not perfectly obvious that if the
Johns Hopkins experts were in St
\Jehn today they would assert as Dr.
Hastings, medical health officer of

" Toronto, did, that to oppose pasturized

toilk is a crime against a community?
‘With regard to certified milk, the same
authorities point out that it is too
expensive to appeal to the majority of
consumers, and that is the truth.

Of the recent decline in wheat
Bradstreet’s says: “The extent of the
decline in wheat induced the governors
of seven western surplus states to call
8 conference of tnose interested in the
_grain trade, which met last week at
Chicago to discuss the causes and pos-
sible cures for the lower prices ruling.
Joint marketing, a reduction in acre-
age, feeding of wheat to animals, en-
ecouragement of the use of wheat, and

‘stabilization’ were among the sugges-
tions reported offered at the conference.
Not the least interesting suggestion,
this from outside the conference, was
for the formation of a farmers’ pool
to handle the crop.”™ :

MORE ABOUT COAL. .

Despite the fact that the production
of anthracite in the United' States in
the first five months of this year was
twice as large as that for the like
period last year, and larger than in the
like period for four years past, it is
contended there may be a shortage even
if there is no strike in September. The
Halifax Chronicle remarks:—

“The fact that a Welsh coal oper-
ator secured an order from New York
for one million tons of Welsh anthra-
cite should be a reminder to all who
are relying upon the United States for
their winter supply to put an anchor
windward, to use a nautical phrase.
Perhaps the best advice is to get ready
to burn the home product.”

The Boston Herald submits some
figures to show that there may be a
shortage. It says the domestic burn-
ers of hard coal need 60,000,000 tons
each year, and as supplies were ex-
hausted last spring it is necessary to
figure out next winter's supply from
the middle of April. There should be
produced by the middle of September
(from the middle of April) about
80,000,000 tons. That is to say, fifty
per cent. of the amount required
would then be above ground. The rest
would have to be mined and shipped
during the cold weather, and if a strike
comes it will mean a shortage. Sum-
ming up, the Herald says:—

“In other words, the average con-
sumer of hard coal is fairly certain of
one shovelful of hard coal for every
two that he requires. This is reassur-
ing, but it is not 100 per cent. warmth.
Provided there are no hard coal labor
troubles and provided further that the
weather permits swift and sure trans-
portation, there is no need to worry.
But the cautious man, whose family
may still be suffering from the after-
effects of last winter’s experience, will
take no risks.”

The -Herald’s remedy is to burn
more coke. The Halifax Chronicle’s
proposal is to get ready:'to burn soft
coal. As usual, no doubt, a great
many consumers will gamble on the
possibility that a strike in the anthra-
cite region will be averted. As one of
the features of the situation south of
the border it was suggested the other
day in a press despatch that one of the
strong canvasses against the Harding

. administration would be its utter fail-

ure to deal adequately with the coal
problem. Possibly if a strike is threat-
ened the Government may decide to do
more than appoint a commission.

Mrs. Buzzi, with whom Schneider
had lived for several years, was arrest-
ed the following day as a material wit-
ness and later was held on a charge of
first degree murder.

The driver was taken to the Oak
Street Station, where he was charged
with homicide.

Louis Waldman, 7 years old, was
killed when he was run over by an
automobile driven by Anthony De
Sranco. Louis was playing at the cor-
ner of Second Avenue and Sixty-sec-
ond street when the machine struck
him. Patrolman Sheean of the East
Sixty-seventh Street Station comman-
deered a passing truck, which carried
the boy to Flower Hospital, where he
was pronounced dead.

MILK PASTEURIZATION.
To the Editor of The Times:
_Slv-——The question as to whether or
not a city’s milk supply should be
clarified and pasteurized nas been an-

swered in emphatic affirmative in
thousands of cities all over the world.
The question of pasteurization is not
a new problem, It was debated in
the early 90°s of the last century.
Such great children specialists as
Doctors Jacobi, Henry Coit, Chapin
and Holt insisted on feeding infants
with heated milk. In 1898 Denmark
passed a law requiring the heating
of all milk fed to calves, to 85 de-
grees centigrade in order to prevent
the spreading of tuberculosis among
the cattlee  The Danish government
were compelled to do this in order to
prevent large economic losses due to
spread of tuberculosis in their cattle
herds. It was an important problem
with the Danish people for their live-
lihood depended to a large extent un
the dairy business. They found that
heating the milk destroyed the tubercle
bacillus which had decimated their
herds. The Danish goverriment then
required that milk fed to babies be
pasteurized in order to prevent the
spread of tuberculosis among the pop-
ulation. As a result of this law, the
authorities of .Denmark not only ob-
served a diminution of tuberculosis
but also a markedly lowered infant
mortality.  The prevalence of “sum-
mer complaint” and diarrheal diseases
among the infants was strikingly re-
duced.

Doctors Park and Holt in 1903
showed the renarkable effects in
lowering the death rates by feeding
pasteurized milk to groups of tene-
ment house babies in New Yotk City,
as compared with the high mortality
figures of feeding similar groups of
babies with unpasteurized grocery
store milk.

It can therefore be readily seen by
the average citizen that pasteurization
is not a new idea; that it is not the
product of a wild theorist but it is
the result of patient study and keen
scientiific observation of the master
minds of science, men of the stamp of
Dr, L. Emmet Holt; Dr, William H.
Park; Dr. Chas. North; Dr. Henry
Coit; Dr. Abraham Jacobi; Dr. Row-
land Freeman; Nathan Strauss; Dr.
‘Hastings and hundreds of others the
world over. :

These men have studied milk in the
most thorough manner from the feed-
ing, housing, milking of cattle to the
feeding' of babies with the milk from
the cattle. They have not urged
and insisted on pasteurization from
superficial observation, No, indeed.
Emphatically, no.
of careful observation and study in
the cow barn; in the bacteriological
laboratory; in hospital; in the inten-
sive study of the mortality figures of
infant life in hundreds of cities.

Having presented some facts to in-
dicate even to  the-passive mind that
pasteurization of milk is not a recent
idea of a month or two, but a pro-
cess of treating milk that in some eities
has been in force for some two decades
or more, and further to the fact that
it is the result of patient painstaking,
careful research of eminent minds, let
us turn for a few moments to the
question of raw milk. Tt has appeared
advisable by lovers of child life that
milk be pasteurized. Now why should
these fathers and mothers desire that
milk be heated and bottled in clean
sterilized bottles, For the very
striking reason that they observed that
by: heating the milk, these fathers and
mothers observed that their children
were dying in less numbers. In other
words, there was something in un-
heated milk which killed their chil-
dren. Naturally these fathers and
mothers insisted on pasteurization.
What father and mother would not
insist on any method of treating the
milk that would save their child.

What are the elements in unpasteur-
ized milk that are so deadly to infant
life? @erm life and the poigons pro-
duced by the growth of germs in
so favorable a culture medium as milk.
Milk is an unusually rich food for

bacterial life as it is for animal life.|

They thrive on it most prolifically and
produce poisons  analogous to pto-
maines, : :

Reproduction of germ life is ex-
tremely rapid. One germ can repra-
duce itself in a minute, It can easily
be seen how a can of milk which
started with' a seeding of 4,000 or
5,000 bacteria per cubic centimeter or
one-quarter of a teaspoonful at the
barn at the time of milking can be
multiplied to millions in the twenty-
four hours before it is delivered to
the consumer. Four thousand or 5,000
at the milking shed is a very good
baclerial count. Very few of the
average dairymen in our province are
producting So clean a milk at the
milking barn . Even with the ordi-
nary care in cleansing the utensils and
cooling the milk in transit, the milk
when subjected to bacteriological K ex-
amination shows millions of bacteria
per cubic centimeter.

Perhaps somebody will say. the
germs are harmless. Some of them

are, but along with the harmless va-

riety there may be germs of tubercu-
losis; typhoid fever; scarlet fever;
diphtheria; streptococcus sore throat.

Records

sons with many deaths were directly

traceable to infected milk supplies. One

hundred and twenty-eight epidemics of
scarlet fever; fifty-five epidemics of
diphtheria;

been traced directly to the use of un-
pasteurized milk.

What has been the effect of pas-
teurization on the prevalence of these
milk-borne epidemics? In the thirteen
years from 1895 to 1907 in the United
States, during which time pasteuriza-
tion was in vogue only in the largest
cities, there were altogether 211 epi-
demics of the diseases mentioned above
directly traceable to unpasteurized
milk. In the thirteen years from 1908
to 1920, inclusive, during which years
pasteurization has become widespread
throughout the country, only sixty-
{hree milk epidemics had occurred and
these were traceable to unpasteurized
milk supplies. .

These facts even to the uninterested,
are strikingly favorable results directly
attributable to the pasteurization of
milk. These benefits are only a part of
the story. How many thousands; nay,
hundreds of thousands of us have de-
veloped tuberculosis from the use of
unpasteurized milk. If the Danish peo-
ple thought it a wise economy to heat
the milk before feeding it to the calves
in order to prevent tuberculosis among
their cattle herds, how much wiser is
it and what a saving of millions of
dollars in medical attendance; medi-

League of Nations, those who believe
the matter of American membership
to be still an issue have created organ-
jzations in 36 states and a large num-
ber of additional branches in cities,
counties and towns.”

The support given to American
membership in the league, the message
states, makes the issue very much
alive.

“You declared on Oct.' 2, 1920,” the
telegram continues, “that the League
of .Nations was ‘already scrapped’ and
not worth paying any attention’ to,
and your administration began by try-
irig to ignore its existence. But the
logic of events has led our Goverh-
ment, step by step, to take part in the
great humanitarian work that the
League of Nations is doing and we
are now proposing to go into the per-

London, June 1.—(By the Associated
Press. — (By mail.) — Americans who
were privileged to see King George and
Queen Mary off for Italy were struck
by thé number of secret service men

ish sovereigns. In England the King
and Queen are relatively safe from the
hands of assassins and evildoers, but
when they are traveling on the Con-
tinent they are much more carefully
protected than the President of the
United States when he leaves the
‘White House.

Dozens of picked ' detectives from
Scotland Yard kept a vigilant eye on
the British rulers while they were in
Italy.” While the police of each coun-
try ithrough which the royal party
travels are nominally 'responsible for
the. protection of their visitors, the
British authorities are not satisfied
with this protection and insist upon a
big retinue of their own trained
sleuths. They recall that it was on the
Continent that an assassin attempted
the life of the late King Edward. Only
the prompt intervention of one of the
King’s guards saved the monarch.

Since Premier Mussolini came into
power the Italian police have managed
to keep the anarchists well in hand.
Next to Britain, France is probably the
safest country in which ‘kings and
queens travel. The French police, like
Scotland Yard, havé most anarchists
marked and watched whenever a for-
eign potentate is on a visit. Queen
Victoria declared she felt safer in
France than anywhere else, even in
England. She perhaps had in mind the
fact that she was threatened several
times in her own country, once by a
madman with a stick, and on another
occasion in Buckingham Palace by a

THE TRUTH ABOUT
HALIFAX HYDRO

Report of Tramways Com-
pany Shows Quantity Used
and Great Benefits Derived.

The following may be of interest in
view of the statement made by P. B.
Yates some time ago, and which was
afterwards . contradicted by one of the
papers, concerning- the amount of
paower used in Halifax. The sixth an-
nual report of the Nova Scitia Tram-
ways and Power Co. Ltd. for the year
ending Dec. 381st, 1922, reads as ¥ol-
lows:— :

“The fuestion then arises: Is the
saving in running’ costs by hydro
enough to more than offset the larger
interest charges on the higher con-
structfon costs as compared with the
heavier running costs and lower in-
terest charges of an alternative steam
plant? - The answer to this is ‘Yes,

“But the whole story is not y‘vt told.
Which type of construction will last
the longer? This is' a subject of pure
speculation or guess. Either one pro-
perly constructed in'the first place and
constantly. maintained in full operat-
ing condftion will last indefinitely.
This being speculation or guess, how-
ever, good business judgement requires
that in either case some reserve should
be set aside from earnings each year
to take care of possible obsolescence
and contingencies. But the Nova Sco-
tia Power Commissiom is going fur-
ther than this it is charging the
Tramways Company each year, in ad-
dition fo all other costs, a sum esti-
mated to bé enough to pay for the en-
itire hydro development in thirty

Rome, June 28. — "An entreaty to
those who control the destinies of na-
tions to consider the world’s pressing
problems, including that of reparations,

“in that Christian spirit which does
not separate the exigencies of justice
from those of social charity,” is con-
tained in a letter written by Pope Pius
to Cardinal Gasparri, the Papel Scc-
retary of State. °

Referting obviously to the repara-
tions situation, the letteér says that [fif
“the debtor”. intending to repair ‘the
serious damage inflicted, “displayed real
good will to reach an cquitagle and
defiriitive agreement by invoking par-
tial judgment of the limits of his
solvency and to undertake to supply te
the judges every facility for careful
and exact scrutiny, then justice and
sodial charity, as well as the creditors
own interests seem to require that
more should not be asked of the'debtor
than he can give without completely
exhausting his: resources and produc-
tive power.

“It is just that creditors should have
guarantees proportionate to the im-
portance of their claims,” continues
the letter, “insuring the, latter’s recov-
éry, on which ' their vital interests de-
pend, but we leave to them to consider
‘if it is necessary ‘to maintain to that
end, territorial occupations imposing
grave sacrifices on the occupied coun-
tries, and whether it would not be bet-
ter to substitute, even progressively,
other guarantées not less efficacious
and certainly less painful” =

Agreement by both parties to these
specific bases, adds . the Pontiff, would
mean that termitoriel-oceupation, soon
might gradually “be refluced’ until it
ceased.” . :

REAL MILITARY STRENGTH
OF RUSSIA IS REVEALED

Army Decreased to 800,000; Five Ale-
plane Factories Working at Present,

London, June 1.—(By The Associat-
ed Press, by mail.)—Much of the mys-
tery and speculation which have exist-
ed concerning the strength of the
Soviet is cleared up by a military cor-
respondent of The London Daily Mail,
who has just returned from Moscow.
He says that at the beginning of 1928
the strength of the army had falled
from 950,000 to 800,000. At the present
time there are 280,000 men in the infan-
try, 60,000 in the cavalry, 7,000 in the
technical units, .and 80,000 in the navy.
The Cheka’s frontier uinits contain 504~
000 men, and its internal units 60,000.

The army has 2,000,000 rifles, 14,500
machine guns, 8,000 cannon, more than
8,000,000 shells and 1,000,000,000 muni-
tions. The war establishment of a
division consists of 15,000 men and
6,500 horses, comprising three infantry
regiments, three squads of cavalry,
three batteries and the usual contin-

Late Spring Chicks
Mean Egg Scarcity

Poultry Expert Gives Warning
of Low Production Next
Winter.

“The delayed spring this year was re-
sponsible for many poor hatches and a
large portion of late spring chicks,
this will mean far fewer pullets than
usual,” says Prof. F. Elford at the
Poultry Division of the Experimental
Farm at Ottawa. A serious sitiation
has thus developed, according to Can-
ada’s chief poultry authority. At the
present there are practically no eggs in
cold storage. Usually eggs are coming
forward in heavy shipments at this sea-
son and the storage houses become well
filled. This year their floors are prac-
tically bare and supplies in sight are
more limited than they have been for
some considerable time, :

Canadians are today consuming more
eggs per capita than ever before, and
s0, with this combination of cireym-
stances, the late-hatched chicks this
year present a seriots problem.

If ever there was a need for taking
care of the pullets and. bringing them
to maturity at the earliest date, it is
right now. In fact Prof. Elford goes
so far as to advise securing expert ad-
vice and assistance in order that the
maximum of eggs may be secured. Un-
der the circumstances the poultry-keep-
er and the man or woman who has a
few chickens in the ba¢k-yard should
do everything possible to take advan-
tage of these conditions, and eecure
such information and knowledge as will
enable them to get the best results
from their hens. He expressed himself
as being of the opinion that great good
would be accomplished by having re-
liable information on the care of poul-
try broadcasted in every possible way.
Otherwise, he says, the Canadian peo-
ple will not be able to eat their egg a
day owing to scarcity and high prices.

Although action to divorce the son
of the late president of the United
States Rubber Company has seemed
imminent since a few years after their
marriage, the news that a suit was ac-
tually started by Miss Barrymore was
a surprise to friends of the couple in
this city.

LEPROSY AMENABLE
TO TREATMENT

(United States Public Health Service.)

Leprosy is in a measure amenable to
treatment, says the U. S. Public
Health Service. During the last ten
years (1912-21) a considerable percent-
age of the lepers segregated at the
Kalihi Hospital near Honolulu and on
Molokai Island have been paroled; that
is, they have been released as being
“not a menace to the public health,”
‘but have(been required to report for
examination at certain intervals which
yary with the individual case. Of those
paroled about thirteen per cent. have
relapsed and have returned to segrega-
tion; but about one-fourth of these
were later paroled for the second time.
n all, 242 lepers were paroled; thirty-
one relapsed and seven of these were
later paroled. Ten were completely re-
leased from parole. .

The chance of arresting the disease
decreased with the length of time that
it had been allowed to go whthout
treatment unless this period was seven
years or mare. Apparently patients
who survive without treatment for
seven years possess powers. of resist-
ance that slightly increase their chances
for marked improvement under treat-
ment.

Those who desire it are treated with
chaulmjoogra oil and its derivatives.

The parole system’ was begun in
1912 and has worked admirably. These
parcled appear to have told their
friends that the conditions existing at

fact that they Yad been' released has
shown that segregation might lead to
cure and not to lifelong confinement,
as it almost invariably did previous to
1912. As a comsequence many lepers,
instead of concealing the disease up to
the last possible moment (and thereby
spreading it through the community)"
are now surrendering of their own ac-
cord and taking tréatment. = This
earlier surrender and earlier treatment
hasten the degree of improyement that
will secure parole and will later, per-
haps, complete release..

paroled were in segregation for' less:

than two years.
