New York, June 10—A wireless elec­
tric system for the control of signals at 
sea, which it is now hoped, will prevent 
accidents in fogs such as the wreck of 
the Empress of Ireland, was described 
in a communication received at the office 
of the Marconi Wireless Telegraph Co. 
of America, from the technical commit­
tee of the Marconi Company in Eng­
land, which has just concluded its ex­
periments, and has obtained patents on 
the invention. The device will also con­
trol signals In mines or railway trains 
for blasting purposes, alarm signals be­
tween vessels and call signals for the 
wireles telephone.

She added : “The 
disastrous example of unchecked viol­
ence of these criminal wreckers is in­
juring the moral fibre of a considerable 
number of men and women in this coun­
try.” Lady Carlisle denounced as “spur­
ious sentimentality and a travesty of 
chivalry” the theory that women should 
not be made to suffer the same penalties 
as meted out to men under the law. Her 
remarks were received with loud cheer­
ing.

Emmeline Pankhurst, militant suffrag­
ette leader, again succeeded during the 
night in evading the police, who were 
closely watching a house in Grosvenor 
Square from which she had recently 
been conducting a campaign against 
members of the royal family at Buck­
ingham Palace and other places.

PORTRAITS IN ROCKS

Portraits in rocks may suggest to the 
mind of the reader the sweetmeat rock, 
sold at the seaside, with caricatures of 
people in the centre of it, a fashion in­
troduced goodness knows how many 
years ago, when the song “Said the 
young Obadiah to the old Obadiah” was 
in favor. It was called then “Obadiah 
rock."

But there are marvellous portraits in 
living rocks, carved by the hand of Na­
ture herself, which, if they are not what 
Shakespeare calls “sermons in stones,” 
are real resemblances in ruggedness.

The most remarkable of all these no- 
tural phenomena is, without doubt, the 
gigantic statue of Queen Elisabeth, 
known as the “Queen Bess Rock,” at 
Bedruthan Steps, ten miles the other side 
of Newquay. It is in the form of an is­
olated pinnacle standing some 100 feet 
high, and when seen from one point of 
view is only a rugged and misshapen 
mass, but if the right angle is chosen 
the presentment of the Virgin Queen is 
absolutely startling. The figure wears 
the crown, possesses the aequiline nose, 
has the fashionable ruffle of the period, 
and then the bust, waist, and flowing 
draperies continue until the base of the 
rock reaches the really golden sands. At 
high tide the figure is entirely surround­
ed by water. It Is a wonderful statue.

Another very curious natural portrait 
Is what is known as the “Profile Rock,” 
at Bos castle. It is only the head and a 
portion of the neck. It stands at the 
mouth of Boscastle Harbor, the most 
wonderful natural harbor in England, 
and is of colossal proportions. It bears 
a striking resemblance in profile to the 
present queen, although it is also chris­
tened the “Queen Victoria Rock." There 
is no difficulty in finding it or recogniz­
ing the portrait, for the writer of this 
article, who was not aware of the exist­
ence of the rock, was exceedingly sur­
prised on suddenly coming face to face 
with it.

Near wild Tinagel, on the North Cor­
nish coast, is a great bluff headland 
standing on the seashore which bears 
some resemblance to an elephant with 
its trunk resting upon the sand. It is 
not so good, however, as the two por­
traits already mentioned, and it requires 
getting on a very peculiar position to 
obtain the exact outline. It is christen­
ed the “Elephant Rock,” but imagina­
tion has been allowed to play a little 
here.

On the Devonshire coast, at Dawlish, 
where the sandstone rocks are of a 
bright red color, some very remarkable 
portrait rocks are to be found, chief 
among which is the “Parson and Clerk

Rock,” which has the vivid appearance 
of two men seated in the very old-fash­
ioned pulpit used in churches in bygone 
days, where the clerk occupied a seat 
immediately below that of the parson. 
The expressions on the faces of both the 
parson and the clerk in these rocks 
would do credit to a caricaturist like 
Leach or Cruikshank, and this instance 
is really a genuine case of “sermons in 
stones.” The clergy, too, is represented 
at Newquay, where there is the “Bishop 
Rock,” but this portrait takes a lot of 
finding.

On Dartmoor itself there is the “Bow- 
erman’s Nose Rock,” near Widecombe, 
which absolutely seems to be laughing 
at you, and might also have been taken 
as the model for some humorous draw­
ing by those artists who today make 
London laugh.

HE SYNOD BOTHERED
Sees Difficulty of Checking so Decides 

on Compromise—Leader of the Cam­
paign Has Been Placed in Prison

J
(Times Special Correspondence.)

Moscow, May 80—Holy Russia has 
found a new path to holiness through 
lady priest^. Forty odd moujik women, 
dressed in sheepskins and armed with 
apostolical staves are tramping her east­
ern provinces calling on peasant sinners 
to come and be saved, and warning the 
numerous impenitent that they will in­
evitably be lost. Though the chief of 
these vigorous women now sits in Ekat­
erinburg jail preaching to unresponsive 
walls, the cause goes bravely on; and 
now the Procurator of the Holy Synod, 
M. Sabler, though he hates modernity, 
is about to found, a woman’s theological 
college at Kieff^'so that women may fit 
themselves to preach the true tenets of 
Mother Church.

The movement began last summer at 
Postnoye, near Nasimovsk, a town on 
the Yenesei River. The priest of Post­
noye was drowned during a fishing ex­
cursion, and left behind a widowed 
spouse, Matriona, and an equally widow­
ed church. It was hard to find a succes­
sor. Then Widow Matriona Came to 
the rescue and assumed the office. Peas­
ants of several neighboring villages then 
installed women priests.

The main cane of the spread is the 
propaganda carried on by the first wo­
man priest in European Russia, Seni­
avina, a dealer in fruits and vegetables 
in the town of Perm. Seniavina is a 
first cousin of the Siberian priestess 
Matriona, and in that way she got 
driawn into the movement. This Senia­
vina, though she barely knows how to 
write, is no ordinary woman. Senia­
vina began a soul-savin* tour and before 
last Christmas had induced 
peasant women of fairly good education 
to become priests. Seniavina declares 
that she has a divine vocation. The of­
ficial church, she says, is ruined by 
priestly intemperance and by the mar­
riages of priests, and it must be redeem­
ed by women who will take an oath nev­
er to touch liquor and not to marry. 
Women priests who are already married 
must leave their husbands. Seniavina 
proved her seal by leaving her own hus­
band. Now she has been arrested and 
lodged in Perm jail on a charge of blas­
phemy, brawling in church, and incite­
ment to disobedience. Later she was 
brought to Ekaterinburg; and there she 
remains. The other women preachers 
have been left in peace; and they are 
said to be conducting a vigorous cam­
paign all over the Urals.

St. Petersburg Synod is strongly op­
posed to this movement, but cannot sup­
press it. It fears to incur the enmity of 
the women, who are the best supporters 
of the church. At a Synod council 
meeting held last month, M. Matveyeff, 
a provincial consistory member, de­
clared that in many provinces women are 
almost the only supporters of the 
church, at least among the peasants. 
The peasant men are mostly hostile or 
indifferent. On the basis of this the 
Synod decided that the movement for 
women priests must be treated with cau­
tion; and that the vital point is not 
whether women preach or not, but that 
if they do preach it shall be in ortho­
dox spirit. So far, the women preach­
ers are nearly all schismatics.

The synod will not allow them to be 
ordained, but it is willing for them to 
receive theological education and the 
present plan is to found in Kieff and 
some other towns theological courses for 
women.

London, June 10—The World’s Con­
gress of the Salvation Army will open 
here tomorrow. A large number of dele­
gates have already arrived, and it Is ex- 

ted that during the next two weeks— 
the congress will continue until 

June 26—here will be present for a least 
part of the time more than 6,000 dele­
gates from every corner of the world.

“It is not a congress in the true sense 
of the word, however,” Brigadier Perry, 
the organiser of the army’s work in this 
country, has explained, “because we have 
no debates or discussions.

“This is the first congress we have had 
since 1904, and it will give many of our 
leaders an opportunity of meeting Gen­
eral Booth for the first time. More than 
2,000 delegates from overseas will meet 
8,000 from various parts of Great Brit­
ain. Forty-five nationalities and colonies 
will be represented and thirty-four lan­
guages spoken.

Ottawa, June 9—In the commons this 

morning, Hon. W. T. White, replying to 
a question put by Hon. Geo.

Replying 'to questions by opposition 
members, Hon. J. D. Reid, acting minis­
ter of railways, said that all the “sags” 
in the grade of the N. T. R., about 
which complaint had been made, are to 
be found between a point 200 miles east 
of Cochrane and 100 miles west of the 
same point. The sags, he said, could yet 
be changed by the contractors on the 200 
miles cast of Cochrane. On the other 
stretch the corrections could either be 
made by contract or by the Grand 
Trunk Pacific after the road had been 
taken over. There were, he said, thirty- 
two “sags”, in all.

The minister of finance tabled a sup­
plementary return tor $80,000 for the 
relief of the sufferers by the recent Em­
press of Ireland disaster. Also an item 
of $10,000 to cover the cost of the in­
quiry into the disaster.
Branch Lines Vote.

There was a long discussion by the 
maritime members o na vote of $500,000 
for the purchase of branch lines. Hon. 
William Pugsley wanted to know why 
the vote was in the estimates, in view of 
the fact that the branch lines bill was 
killed in the senate last year, and was 
not reintroduced. He said it looked like 
another Farmers’ Bank case. Referring 
to the Farmers’ Bank, he said that this 
bill had been killed in the senate through 
the assistance of the Conservatives.

Hero Is The St. 
John Dog Law

Owing to the decision of the common 
council to provide pounds and dog catch­
ers and to enforce the dog laws consider­
able interest is being taken by the own­
ers of such animals in regulations gov­
erning them. For the guidance of owners 
the laws is given herewith:—

(a) In this by-law;, the expression 
“dog," except where otherwise express­
ed, includes bitch.

(b) The expression “owner” includes 
every person on whose premises a dog 
commonly lives, whether the property 
of such person or not.

Every owner of a dog shall register 
such a dog with the Mayor’s Clerk on 
or before the first day of May. The fee 
for such registration shall be one dollar 
for a dog and two dollars for a bitch:

The owner of any dog'or bitch who 
has not registered the same on the first 
day of May in any year, may register 
such dog or bitch at any time up to the 
first day of July next succeeding for the 
sum of one dollar for a dog and two 
dollars for a bitch, and may register the 
same after the said first day of July for 
thç sum of two dollars for a dog and 
four dollars for a bitch.

The Mayor’s Clerk shell keep a record 
of aU dogs registered, Shewing the date 
and number of registration, and the 
naine and description o.f the dog, with 
the name and address of the owner.

The Mayor's Clerk shall supply each 
registered owner with a metal tag for 
each dog registered, with the number of 
the registration stamped thereon, and the 
owner of every registered dog shall keep 
on such doff a collar with the tag at­
tached thereto.

Every owner of a dog who falls td 
register the same as required by this 
law, shall for each such offence be liable 
to a penalty of five dollars and every 
owner of a bitch who fails to register 
the same, shall be liable to a penalty of 
seven dollars and fifty cents.

No person shall between the first day 
of May Ad the first day of Novembe* 
in any year suffer or permit any dog 
of which he is the owner to accompany 
him upon any of the public squares, 
streets pr highways within the city of 
Saint John except under leash, and any 
dog found running at large on any such 
public squares, streets or highways be­
tween the said first day of May and the 
first day of November as aforesaid may 
be captured and impounded or destroy­
ed as in said by-law provided.

Any dog not registered, and any, dog 
found running at large, or without any 
by any person in chârge thereof, and 

dog not wearing a collar and tag 
as hereinbefore provided, may be cap­
tured and impounded as hereinafter pro­
vided.

The common council may appoint one 
pounds for dogs, and may ap­

point keepers thereof.
Any dog not registered, and any dog 

found rufnning at large, or without any 
collar and tag, may be captured by any 
police officer, or by any person appoint­
ed by the mayor in that behalf, and 
placed in one of the pounds so establlsh-

an.v

The keeper of a pound shall receive 

all dogs delivered to him, and shall de­
tain the same and furnish them with 
food and water.

The owner of any dog impounded may 
upon proving his ownership thereof, and 
the payment of the registration fee of 
the dog is not registered, and a fine of 
two. dollars, redeem the same from the 
pound.
