Still Uncertain as To Number Dead

Mrs. Pankhurst Succeeds In
Dodging The Police Again

Gets Away From Guarded House — An-
other Picture Slasher Wild in Court—
Strong Denunciation of the “Furies”
by Women of Sense

Nineteen Certain Is
Latest Report
Today

MAY BE LONGER LIST

Fate of Gaspe Coast Fleet Not
Determined — Two Steamers
Arive After Hard Time in
Friday Night's Gale

The latest reports of the disaster
which followed in the wake of the ter-
rific storm which swept the Bay of Chal-
eur on’ Friday last is that the death_ list
will number at least nineteen with the
possibility of its exceeding this num-
ber when the full story is told.

Four schooners are known to have
been lost, the R. J. W. Renown, the
Hepburn, the Neruselia and the Flavie.
On these craft all the members of the
crews were lost and individual deaths
in other cases swelled the number. to a
known total of nineteen.

So far the reports from the northern
coast of the bay are meagre and it is
not certain whether the craft from the
Gaspe coast have escaped without loss
of life. It is known that five of their|
ieet of about thirty vessels were driven |
ashore on the Shippegan shores and it is !
feared that others of the fleet have met|
disaster also. |

Only their staunchness and the fact|
that their pumps were working saved
two of the steamers which weathered
the storm. The steamer Canada, from |
Montreal to Campbellton with mixed
freight was out in the worst of thel
storm and the officers tell a thrilling tale |
of their battle with the wind and waves. |
The buffeting of the seas opened up her
hull and she started to fill, but the
steady work at the pumps kept the wat-
er below the danger point and she man-

aged, with her holds flooded and cargo
water-soaked, but with no loss of life.

Another larger steamer bound for
Dalhousie to load deals for the Dal-
housie Lumber Company, had a some-
what similar experience, in her case the
s. serity of the storm being felt even
more seriously on account of the fact
that she was light.

Chatham, N. B., June 10—Conflicting
reports made it impossible today defin-
itely to determine how many fishing
smacks and lives had been lost in the
storm which swept the Gulf of St. Law- |
rence, Bay Chaleur and the Straits of
Northumberland on Friday. One report
received this morning placed the number
of dead at 125. Advices from Caraquet
said that nineteen lives were known to‘
have been lost, one vessel was missing
and nothing was known of the fate of
the crews of two vessels reported ashore
on Poke Sudie Island. Captain Samuel
Breau of the schooner Warren P., which
arrived here last night said that when
he left Shippegan on Sunday he heard
that more than 100 persons had perished.
It is believed this is a great exageration.

MANUFACTURERS
REPRESENTATION

Not Sufficient In Parliament,
Says Report

SOME: TRADE MATTERS

Question of Assistance to Lumber-
ing Industry — C. ]. Henderson
is to be the New President of
Canadian Association

Montreal, June 10—The contention
that Canadian manufacturers were not
fairly represented in either the provin-
cial or dominion parliaments was made
in a report of the legislation committee
to' the Canadian Manufacturers’ Associ-
ation today. “It is not to be expected,”
th.la committee reported, “that others
will safeguard the interests of manufac-
turers when the latter fail to look after
their own interests.”

This afternoon there was a meeting
of the biscuit and confectionery sections.

Referring to the matter of making
trade commissioners agents for Cana-
dian husiness firms, the executive re-
ported. The fact that of all industries
in Canada lumbering is practically the
only ons that is neither protected nor
subsidized, would appear to give weight
to the argument that at this critical
stage it is entitled to assistance of some
kind. Under no circumstances, how-
ever, should it be permissible for gov-
ernment commissioners to act as sales-
men. Not only would service of this *
kind be inconsistent with the dignity of
office, but inferentially it would make
the government responsible first to the
foreign buyer for quantity and quality
of material supplied, and for deliveries,
and second to the Canadian exporter
for payment.

C. J. Henderson, manager of the Cana-
dian Salt Co., Windsor, Ont.

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BORDEN AND THE NAVY.

Mr. Borden and his friends had an un-
comfortable time in the house yesterday
when the naval estimates were under
consideration. The efforts of Liberal
leaders to discover the present naval
policy of the government ‘brought out
the fact that the best Mr. Borden and
his friends can do is to keep the Laurier
naval act on the statute books, and
carry out the naval reserve scheme which
was a part of the Liberal policy. The
Niobe and Rainbow, so much ridiculed
by tory orators, are to be used as train-
ing ships, which was the purpose for
which they had been secured by the
Laurier government. Hon. Mr. Lem-
jeux confronted Mr. Borden with his
naval record, and Mr. Lemienx was right
in declaring that the premier should be
ashamed of it. In 1909 he declared him-
self in favor of a Canadian policy. In
1910 and 1911 he changed his views in
order to secure Nationalist support in
Quebec. In-1918 he proposed an em-
ergency contribution, and a complete
abandonment of the policy upon which
Canada had entered at the suggestion
of the British Admiralty. Now he comes
along with a naval reserve scheme and
the emergency is discarded. It is not
surprising that Liberal speakers made
merry at the expense of the premier and
his friends when the naval estimates
were under discussion yesterday.

There is, however, a serious side of
the question, and it is greatly to be re-
gretted for the sake of the good name
of Canada that the naval policy adopt-
ed by the Laurier government was not
actively proceeded with by the Borden
government, so that it would not be
charged against this country, as it is to-
day, that we are not assuming a proper
share of responsibility for Imperial de-
fence.  Valuable time has been wasted
'hy this government. It is to be noted
in connection with the discussion that
Mr. Hazen, the naval minister, was un-
able to give any definite information re-
garding government policy. Sir Wilfrid
Laurier asked him when Canada is to
have a naval policy, and Mr. Hazen re-
ferred him to the prime minister. The
difficulty in connection with asking the
prime minister is that his naval policy
changes so frequently that a statement
of policy made today might have to be
changed tomorrow.

THE CARAQUET DISASTER.

Despite the fact that means of com-
munication have been multiplied in this
province, the destructive storm in Bay
Chaleur has shown that we can get news
from the most distant parts of the world
more quickly than from some parts of
our own province. The storm burst in
Bay Chaleur last Friday, destroying
many fishing vessels and causing great
" Joss of life, and nearly a week later we
ave still without an accurate account of
the loss sustained. It appears, however,
that at least nineteen Caraquet fishermen
were lost, and there may have been
others, and one report says that the totak
loss on the New Brunswick and Quebec
shores of the bay may have been a hun-
dred lives or more. So great a disaster
calls forth universal sympathy, and di-
rects attention to the need of better
communication along the shore, and
raises also the question of the facilities
for extending aid to fishing craft in
times of storm and danger. The lives of
the fishermen are always in danger, and
i{f there is anything the marine depart-
ment can do to make their calling less
it should be done.

TENEMENT HOUSES,

A little book entitled “Housing Re-
form in New York City,” which is a re-
port of the Tenement House Committee
of the Charity Organization Society, tells
a cheering story of reform in housing
conditions. New York adopted a new
tenement house law in 1901, and a Tene-
ment House Department, the first of its
kind in the world, was organized, with
the powers over tenement houses which
had previously been vested in the health
and building departments. In 1902 the
city placed an appropriation of $400,000
at the disposal of the department, and
before the end of the first year the staff
numbered about 885. Last year the ap-
propriation was $809,275, and the staff
had grown to 770. The statistics of the
department show that in ten years 28,-
835 separate tenement houses, costing
over $750,000,000 and containing 812,101
apartments, housing a million and a half
of people, have been erected. “This
means,” says the report, “that a million
and a half people live in homes with out-
side light and air in every room, with
sink and running water within the apart-
ment, with their own private water
closet, entirely within their own control ;
and over a million of them have also
their own private bath” The remark-
able change in conditions is shown by

.~~~"the testimony of an expert sent by the

Hungarian government to study Am-
erican methods of dealing with the
housing problem. He says:

“New York’s tenement laws and their
enforcement have no parallel anywhere
in Europe. Conditions in the worst of
your tenements are vastly better than in
the worst of Europe’s. Your laws have
produced.. this- superiority, Your fteng-

.

ments as a whole are far better than
those of Europe, while your slums are
not nearly as bad as those of many cit-
ies in Europe.”

The report of the department says
that the death rate per thousand in
Greater New York in ten years has de-
creased from 18.74 to 14.11, which, inter-
preted in terms of human life, means
that 20,700 lives have been saved which
would otherwise have been lost.: In the
region of oldest tenements and greatest
congestion the death rate has decreased
from 19.89 to 14.99, while “New York
now claims the best rate of any city in
the world on infant mortality, 105 out of
every 1000.”

The Te¢nement House Department has
not carried on its work without diffi-
culty. It has met the vigorous opposi-
tion of landlords, and has been com-
pelled to watch very closely all legisla-
tion, since many attempts have been
made to change or nullify the provis-
ions of the tenement house law. It has
also been compelled to seek additional
legislation from time to time to
strengthen the law and add to it some
provisions which experience showed to
be necessary. During three years no
less than fifty-five different bills seeking
to weaken the tenement house law in
some important respects were introduced
in the legislature, but the Tenement
House Committee was so vigilant that
not one of them was adopted.

Of late, we are told, “a study of the
possibility of building small houses for
workingmen inside the city limits instead
of dooming the entire populadon to
tenement house life has been completed,
and the results of this inquiry are now
being considered by the committee with
a view to determining what practical re-
sults may be the outcome of it.”

The department also carries on . an
educational campaign by means of lec-
tures or informal talks before schools,
clubs, colleges, social workers, church
societies, neighborhood associations, and
civic improvement organizations. This
educational campaign also reaches out to
the tenant, end includes simple and di-
rect talks on health and sanitation,. fire
prevention, practical suggestions on
housekeeping and other subjects, from
the standpoint of benefit to the tenant
himself. Educational pamphlets are also
distributed, the atm being not only to
enlighten the tenant, but to teach him
his responsibility. e

It will thus be seen that the Tenement
House Department of New York has
done and is doing a work of enormous
benefit to the people of that city.

RUSSIAN WOMEN TAKE.
UP DUTIES OF PRIESTS

Strange Movement Spreads’ Over
Part of Empire

HOLY SYNOD BOTHERED

Sees Difficulty of Checking so Decides
on Compromise—L eader of the Cam-
paign Has Been Placed in Prison

(Times Special Correspondence.)
Moscow, May 80—Holy Russia has
found a new path to holiness through
lady priests. Forty odd moujik women,
dressed in sheepskins and armed with
apostolical staves are tramping her east-

‘lern provinces calling on peasant sinners

to come and be saved, and warning the
numerous impenitent that they will in-
evitably be lost. Though the chief of
these vigorous women now sits in Ekat-
erinburg jail preaching to unresponsive
walls, the cause goes bravely on; and
now the Procurator of the Holy Synod,
M. Sabler, though he hates modernity,
is about to found a woman’s theological
college at Kieff,’so that women may fit
themselves to preach the true temets of
Mother Church.

The movement began last summer at
Postnoye, near Nazimovsk, a town on
the Yenesei River. The priest of Post-
noye was drowhed during a fishing ex-
cursion, and left behind a widowed
spouse, Matriona, and an equally widow-
ed church. It was hard to find a succes-
sor. Then Widow Matriong came to
the rescue and assumed the office. Peas-
ants of several neighboring villages then
installed women priests.

The main caue of the spread is the
propaganda carried on by the first wo-
man priest in European Russia, Seni-
avina, a dealer in fruits and vegetables
in the town of Perm. Seniavina is a
first cousin of the Siberian priestess
Matriona, and in that way she got
drawn into the movement. This Senia-
vina, though she barely knows how to
write, is no ordinary woman. Senia-
ving began a soul-saving tour and before
last Christmas had indaced forty-three
peasant women of fairly good education
to become priests. Seniavina declares
that she has a divine vocation. The of-
ficial church, she says, is ruined by
priestly intemperance and by the mar-
riages of priests, and it must be redeem-
ed by women who will take an oath nev-
er to touch liquor and not to marry.
Women priests who are already married
must leave their husbands. Seniavina
proved her zeal by leaving her own hus-
band. Now she has been arrested and
lodged in Perm jail on a charge of blas-
phemy, brawling in church, and incite-
ment to disobedience. Later she was
brought to Ekaterinburg; and there she
remains. The other women preachers
have been left in peace; and they are
said to be conducting a vigorous cam-
paign all over the Urals.

St. Petersburg Synod is strongly op-
posed to this movement, but cannot sup-
press it. It fears to incur the enmity of
the women, who are the best supporters
of the church. At a Synod council
meeting held last month, M. Matveyeff,
a provincial consistory member,
clared that in many provinces women are
almost the only supporters of the
church, at least among the peasants.
The peasant men are mostly hostile or
indifferent. On the basis of this the
Synod decided that the movement for
women priests must be treated with cau-
tion; and that the vital point is not
whether women preach or not, but that
if they do preach it shall be in ortho-
dox spirit. So far, the women preach-
ers are nearly all schismatics.

The synod will not allow them to be
ordained, but it is willing for them to
receive theological education and the
present plan is to found in Kieff and
some other towns theological courses for
women.

IMMIGRATION QUESTION.

The people of the Easlern Townships
of Quebec are out after their share of
old country immigration. The KEastern
Townships Immigration Society has
been incorporated under the laws of the
province and a permanent office estab-
lished at Sherbrooke.

PORTRAITS IN ROCKS

Portraits in rocks may suggest to the
mind of the reader the sweetmeat rock,
sold at the seaside, with ecaricatures of
people in the centre of it, a fashion in-
troduced goodness knows how many
years ago, when the song “Said the
young Obadiah to the old Obadieh” was
in favor. It was called then “Obadiah
rock.”

But there are marvellous portraits in
living rocks, carved by the hand of Na-
ture herself, which, if they are not what
Shakespeare calls “sermons in stones,”
are real resemblancés in ruggedness.

The most remarkable of all these no-
tural phenomena is, without doubt, the
gigantic statue of Queen Elizabeth,
known as the “Queen Bess Rock” at
Bedruthan Steps, ten miles the other side
of Newquay. It is in the form of an is-
olated pinnacle standing some 100 feet
high, and when seen from one point of
view is only a rugged and misshapen
mass, but if the right angle is chosen
the presentment of the Virgin Queen is
absolutely startling. The figure wears
the crown, possesses the acquiline nose,
has the fashionable ruffie of the period,
and then the bust, waist, and flowing
draperies continue unti] the base of the
rock reaches the really golden sands. At
high tide the figure is entirely surround-
ed by water. It is a wonderful statue.

Another very curious natural portrait
is what is known as the “Profile Rock,”
at Boscastle, It is only the head and a
portion of the neck. It stands at the
mouth of Boscastle Harbor, the most
wonderful natural harbor in England,
and is of colossal proportions. It bears
a striking resemblance in profile to the
present queen, although it is also chris-
tened the “Queen Victoria Rock.” Thgre
is no difficulty in finding it or recogniz-
ing the portrait, for the writer of this
article, who was not aware of the exist-
ence of the rock, was exceedingly sur-
prised on suddenly coming face to face
with it.

Near wild Tinagel, on the North Cor-
nish coast, is a great bluff headland
standing on the seashore which bears
some resemblance to an elephant with
its trunk resting upon the sand. It is
not so good, however, as the two por-
traits already mentioned, and it rc_quires
getting on a very peculiar position to
obtain the exact outine. It is christen-
ed the “Elephant Rock,” but imagina-
tion has been allowed to play a little

GREAT CONGRESS OF
SALVATION ARMY T0
BE OPENED TOMORROW

Some Striking Figures in The
Gathering of 5,000 Delegates
From All Over World

1

London, June 10—The World’s Con-
gress of the Salvation Army will o
here tomorrow. A large number of dele-
gates have already arrived, 'and it is ex-
pected that during the next two weeks—
for the congress will continue umtil
June 26—here will be present for a least
part of the time move than 5,000 dele-
gates from every corneér of the world.

“It is not a congress in the true sense
of the word, however,” Brigadier Perry,
the organiger of the army’s work in this
country, has explained. “because we have
no debates or discussions.

“This is the first congress we have had
since 1904, and it will give many of our
leaders an opportunity of meeting Gen-
eral Booth for the first time. More than
2,000 delegates from overseas will meet
8,000 from various parts of Great Brit-
ain. Forty-five nationalities and colonies
will be represented and thirty-four lan-
guages spoken. The 650 delegates from
the United States will include both
white people and negroes, while one con-
tingent of reformed drunkards will bear
proudly on their banner their own sel-
ected title of the United Order of Re-
formed Boozers. \

“The South African contingent will
include a Zulu warrior, a witch doctor,
a ’rickshaw boy and a redblanket Kaf-
fir. All the South American states and,
all European countries, will be represent-
ed. Some of the crew of the lifeboat
Catherine Booth, which patrols the Nor-
wegian coast and has been instrumental
in saving 797 fishing boats and 2226
men, will attend. There will be a New-
foundland fishery contingent, with white
seals embroidered on their blue ?;rscys;
some of the workers in the leper settle-
ments on Java and Sumatra, among
whom will be Doctor Wille, a former
Copenhagen physician who gave up a
lucrative practice to take up his work;
among the so-called criminal tribes
of India, with whom thieving is not only
almost a part of their religion but prac-
tically their only means of livlihood.

“Among the other delegates will be
Swiss yodelers, an Italian band, Spain-
iards, Cingalese and Koreans. One dele-
gate has led a nomad life among the
Lappa. They will all attend in their na-
tive costume, and will thus take part in

COAL MINE DEATHS
IN APRIL WERE 3461

Total ‘of 917 For First Four
Months of This Year

Washington, June 10—Men killed - in
and about coal mines in the United
States during April numbered 846, as
compared with 285 in April, 1918, ac-
cording to bureau of mine statistics. The
large increase this April was due to an
explosion at- Eccles, W. Va.,, which re-
sulted in the death of 180 men. :

For the four months ended -with April
this years total was 917 men killed,
compared with 918 men killed last year
during the first four months. The prin-
cipa] increases were: Explosions of gas
and coal dust, 91; falling down shafts
to slopes, 11. The chief decreases were:
Falls of roof and coal 79; mine cars and
locomotives 27.

During 1918 there were 2785 men kill-
ed in and about mines in the country.
This was at the rate of 882 for 1000
men employed and 488 for 1,000,000
short tons of coal mined, or a produc-
tion of 204,088 short tons of coal for
every life lost.

C. N. RAILWAY.AID BILL
" PASSES THE SENATE

Majority of Fifteen on Third Read-
ing — Liberals Allowed it on
Grounds That Semate Cannot
Amend a Money Bill

Ottawa, June 9—The Canadian North-
ern Railway aid bill successfully ran
the gauntlet of the senate and was
passed at 6 o’clock this evening after
being before parliament almost continu-
ously for over a month. The vote by
which the bill carried in the upper cham-
ber stood 85 to 20, there thus being a
small majority of 15 in favor of the
measure,

In striking contrast to the divided Con-
servative vote which defeated the Farm-
ers’ Bank measure last night, the gov-
ernment forces tonight lined up and gave
a straight vote for the Canadian North-

_ ern bill.

After the rejection by the government
of the recommendations unanimously
passed by the Liberal majority in the
senate last week, and in view of the
general principle accepted by both sides
of the commons that aid must be given
in some form, Senator Bostock, leader
of the Liberals in the senate, took the
stand today that as the bill was a money
bill, and could not be amended by the
upper chamber it was useless to oppose
the measure further. The government
skould take the responsibility for an
agreement which was far from perfect,
but which they refused to change.

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CHURCH UNION AGAIN
BEFORE THE ASSEMBLY

Presbyterians Vote to Continue
Negotiations by Vote of 266 to
109—Dr. Grant's Position

Woodstock, Ont., June 9—The general
assembly  of the Presbyterian church in
Canada tonight decided to continue nego-
tiations with the Methodist and Congre-
gational bodies looking to organic union,
the recommendation of the union coni-
mittee to this effect being adopted by a
vote of -266. to 109.

The amendment submitted in the min-
ority report that the negotiations be dis-
continued for the present was defeated
207 to 117 and a somewhat similar, but
simplified form, of the same amendment,
submitted by Rev. Dr. McQueen, of
Edmonton, was lost 278 to 114.

Perhaps the next sensational feature
of the debate was the intimation of Rev.
Dr. Grant that he resigned from the
hoine mission board and the board of
finance because he felt that the present
unrest resulting from the unsettled state
of the church consequent upon the uncer-
tainty as to the outcome of church un-
jon negotiations was interfering with his
work and the work of committees.

MAKES CALL TO PEOPLE.

Australian Premier Disoslves Houses on
Labor Dispute.

lLondon, June 9—The Hon. Munro
Ferguson, newly elected governor-gen-
eral of Australia, has acceded to Prem-
ier Cook’s request for the dissolution of
both senate and house of representatives
consequent upon the former's rejection
for the second time in two successive
sessions of the bill forbidding the grant
of a preference to trade unionists in *m-
ployment for government works.

The position Premier Cook had to face
was analogous to that created in Can-
ada over the Naval Bill, but the prime
minister has chosen to appeal to ‘he
people on the grounds that if only one
chamber had been dissolved the govern-
ment even if returned with an increased
majority, would still be confronted by
the solid labor phalanx in the senate.

His present surprise move is, he says,
the pnly method of overcoming the par-
fll)’Sls of parliamentary government. If

The minister said the financial
success of the loan was assured when
it was underwritten. The twenty-five
million to be raised would be used, to
defray capital exvenditure.

tional sum of $1,000,000 for the National
Transcntinental railway was taken ap.
Replying “to " questions by  opposition
members, Hon. J. D. Reid, acting minis-
ter of railways, said that all the “sags”
in the grade of the N. T. R, about
which complaint had been made, are to
bé found between a point 200 miles east
of -Cochrane and 100 miles west of the
same point. 'The sags, he said, could yet
be changed by the contractors on the 200
miles east of Cochrane. On the other
stretch the corrections could either be
made by contract or by the Grand
Trunk Pacific after the road had been
taken over. There were, he said, thirty-
two “sags” in all.

The minister of finance tabled a sup-
plementary return for $50,000 for the
relief of the sufferers by the recent Em-
press of Ireland disaster. Also an item
of $10,000 to cover the cost of the in-
quiry into the disaster.

Branch Lines Vote.

There was a long discussion by the
maritime members o na vote of $500,000
for the purchase of branch lines. Hon.
William Pugsley wanted to know why
the vote was in the estimates, in view of
the fact that the branch lines bill was
killed in the senate last year, and was
not reintroduced. He said it looked like
another Farmers’ Bank case. Referring
to the Farmers’ Bank, he said that this
bill had been killed in the senate through
the assistance of the Conservatives.

Dr. Reid said that the branch lines
bill had been supported by the Liberals.
in the commons, yet the senate had killed
the measure. The responsibility for the
defeat of the measure was on the Liber
als in the upper house.

Dr. Pugsley said that this did not
answer the question as to why this $500,-
000 was in the estimates.
regretted that the minister was unable
to tell the house what he proposed to
do with the money. This, he said, was
an insult to parliament. All the senate
had done with the government bill last
session was to provide that in the event
of the purchase of any branch lines the
deal should be ratified by parliament.

Dr. Reid said that he had no intention
to insult parliament. Under the provis-
ions of the 1910 branch lines act the
government could take over any branch

PROMISES  ELEGTRIC
LIGHT FOR VERY LITTLE

* (Montreal Herald)

Mayor Martin prophesied this morn-
ing that within the next few years Mont-
realers would be enabled to enjoy electric
light for next to nothing. The mayor
said that the city fully intended to pro-
ceed with its scheme for the develop-
ment of its own power plant. :

That the city not only intends to sup-
ply this but is also to allow its citizens
to share in its electric light was stated
this morning when Mayor Martin was
asked for an explanation regarding cer-
tain remarks he made on Friday after-
noon. The remarks were addressed to
the delegation representing the Canidian
Fire Underwriters’ Association, which
came down to the city hall to request
the board of control to make an exam-
ination into the city’s water supply sys-
tem.

Mayor Martin said that when he was
an alderman he was in favor of an in-
quiry into the water works, but since
he had been elected mayor of Montreal
his eyes had been opened and he was
now no longer in favor of an inquiry.

Asked this morning what he meant
by this statement, Mayor Martin said:

“I have found out since I came into
the mayoralty that the Montreal Light,
Heat and Power Company and the
Montreal Water and Power Company
were at the bottom of the agitation for
the inquiry into the water works.

New York, June 10—At the third an-

Here Is The St.
John Dog Law

Owing to the decision of the common
council to provide pounds and dog eatch-
ers ang to enforce the dog laws consider-
able interest is being taken by the own-
ers of such animals in regulations gov-
erning them. For the guidance of owners
the laws is given herewith:—

(a) In this by-law, the expression
}“dog," except where otherwise express-
ed, includes bitch.

(b) The expression “owner” includes
every person on whose premises a dog
commonly lives, whether the property
of such person or not.

Every owner of a dog'shall register
such a dog with the Mayor’s Clerk on
or before the first day of May. The fee
for such registration shall be one dollar
for a dog and two dollars for a bitch:

The owner of any dogfor bitch who
has not registered the samie on the first
day of May in any year, may register
such dog or bitch at any time up to the
first day of July next succeeding for the
sum of one dollar for a ' dog and two
dollars for a bitch, arid may register the
same after the said first day of July for
theg sum of two dollars for a dog and
four dollars for a bitch. i3

The Mayor’s Clerk ghall keep a record
of all dogs registered, shbwing the date
and number of - registrstigh, and the
name and description of the dog, with
the name and address of the owner.

The Mayor's Clerk shall supply each
registered owner with a metal tag for
each dog registered, with the number of
the registration stamped thereon, and the
owner of every registered dog shall keep
on such dog a collar with the tag at-
tached thereto. :

Every owner of a dog who fails td
register the same as required by this
law, shall for each such offénce be liable
to a penalty of five dollars and every

the same, shall be liable to a penalty of
seven dollars and fifty cents.

placed in one of the pounds so establish-
ed.

The keeper of a pound shall recelve
all dogs delivered to him, and shall de-
tain the same and furnish them with
food and water.

The owner of any dog impounded may
upon proving his ownership thereof, and
the payment of the registration fee of
the dog is not registered, and a fine
two. dollars, redeem the same from the
pound.

day fixed for the hearing.

(2) On proof of such service the po-
lice magistrate may inquire into the mat-
ter, and if satisfied that such attack was
made without provocation, or that the
dog disturhs the neighborhood, or an-
noys the riders or drivers of horses or
bicycles, as the case may be, may orc.lcr
that the dog shall be sent out of the city
or destroyed, within a time to be speci-
fled in the order not less than twenty-
four hours, and that for failure to com-
ply with such order, such owner shgll
for every day during which such fail-
ure continues, be liable to a penalty of|
one dollar, or in default of payment to
imprisonment in the common gaol for
a period of one day.

(8) The police magistrate may also
specify a date in such order when such
owner shall appear before him, and sat-
isfy him that such order has been com-
plied with, and may impose a penalty of
ten dollars, or ,in default of payment,
imprisonment in the common gaol for a
period of ten days for failure so to ap-

ar.
