April 21—Sir Charles Doy.Rose, 

president of the Royal Aero Club, yachts­
man and breder of race horses, died Sat­
urday with tragic suddenness. He made 
his first flight as a passenger in an aero­
plane at Hendon this afternoon, and was 
delighted with his novel experience. On 
hip way to his home in'a motor car he died 
from heart trouble.

He was the second "eon of Right Hon. Sir 
John Roes, of Montreal, and was born 
in 18*7 in that city. He was created a 
baronet in 1009. He was a captain in the 
Montreal Garrison Artillery, and assisted 
to quell the Fenian rebellion in Canada i*
1860.

He was a member of the Jockey Cfilh 
since 1891 and was for â time racing part­
ner of King Edward, when Prince ol 
Wales. He was president of the Royal 
Automobile Club of England. Later he * 
became interested in yachting, hie boats 
including the Emerald, the Satinia and the 
Aurora. He once issued a challenge foe 
the America cup, which, however, w# 
withdrawn.

He sat in the British House of Com­
mons for the Newmarket division of Cam­
bridgeshire from January, 1908,- to Janu­
ary, 1910, when he was defeated; but was 
re-elected in December, 1910. He wae » 
Liberal. .

His mother was the daughter of Robert 
Emmet Temple -of Rutland, Vt. His 
father, Sir John Rose, was the partner 
of Levi P. Morgan, in the Anglo-Ameri­
can Banting House pf Morton Rose & Co.,
Sir Charles liter ,took his-father’s place 
in the parinerslfflj. ...................

A year or two later 
he succeeded in establishing bis innocence.

Xhe Petitions Committee of the Reich­
stag, before whose attention Herr Brehm 
succeeded, aftef fifteen years’ effort in 
bringing his case, has now recommended 
the government to revise the laws pro­
viding indemnification for persons wrong­
fully convicted-

Herr Brehm at the time of his convic­
tion had an estate of $100,000. As soon 
as he was arrested his creditors took pos­
session of bis properties and he left pris­
on a pauper- Attempts to secure an in­
demnity from the local authorities result­
ed in a judgment in bis favor for $566.

Herr Bsehm refused this amount. In 
the meantime the authorities seized half 
of it ae the cost of the proceedings against 
him, and the balance was attached by his 
creditors. Herr Brehm is now sixty-five 
years of age. ■ '•

Doubtless these ornaments were regarded 
purely in' a propitiatory light as amulets 
or talismans, such being still'tlicir prin­
cipal office in .the East today. .That they 
are of Eastern origin is certain, and among 
Orientals, with the exception of Greeks 
and Hebrews, it has always been the cus­
tom for both sexes to wear them, while 
frequently only. " one ear was 
Among other races, however, earrings were 
always worn in pairs, and by the women 
only.

Excavation has frequently brought to 
light statues, Greek, Egyptian, Assyrian, 
and Etruscan, to the ears of which were 
attached rings of marvelous beauty, and 
commonly of two distinct types, the ear­
lier One consisting of two halves and de­
corated with some animal’s head, as that 
of a lion or boll; the later attached to 
the ear b$ à hook in -the form of a ros­
ette, with numerous pendants bearing deli­
cate figures—a tiny Victory or Eros play­
ing some musical instrument. In/ course 
of time, and by a natural process of fash­
ion, the Greek rings assumed such dimen­
sions that they could no longer be at­
tached to the ear lobe, but depended in­
stead from a diadem or tress of hair. In 
Egypt the earrings were of an extremely 
simple character, often merely a ring- 
shaped hook hung with some symbolical 
pendant.1 Th'eÿ were,' however, used only 
in a sacred sense, being worn by the sov­
ereign on great occasions, as may be judg­
ed from the massive head upon the statue 
of Rameses II. in the British Museum, 
in the ears of which holes are pierced.
Wonderful workmanship is seen in the 
earrings recovered from the tombs of 
Greek settlers in the Crimea, while the 
sepulchres of ancient Etrura have yielded 
rings not unlike those found in Greece, 
usually saddle-shaped or decorated with 
small enamelled figures of birds, such as 
cocks, swans, geese, peacocks and doves.
The Phoenicians, we are told, used to 
pierce the upper part as well as the lobes 
of their ears, inserting plain rings, from 
which depended drop-shaped pendants or 
ornamental baskets of grain. Rings were 
also attached to the hair on each side 
of the head.

Simple enough, but of-priceless value were 
the pearl earrings worn by Roman ladies.
Pearls had been imported into Rome in 
large quantities about the time of Sulla, 
and later Pliny wrote:— “They seek for 
pearls at the bottom of the Red Sea and 
search the bowels of the earth for emer­
alds to decorate their ears,” while Seneca 
thus piquantly refers to the new fashion :
“The extravagant fools probably think 
’heir husbands are not sufficiently plagued 
without their having two or three herit­
ages hanging down from their ears.” Ear­
ly Byzantine earrings followed the Roman 
cast to a large extent, though usually 
crescent-shaped and richly ornamented.
Earrings were put to strange uses in those 
luxurious times, for of Antonia, the wife 
of the Roman Drusue, it is related that 
she attached a valuable pair to her pet 
lampfey.

Earrings were not particularly popular 
among the Franks—at best they amount­
ed merely to a ring of plain silver wire 
—and, indeed, wé do not again find them 
in favor until the 17th and 18th centur­
ies,- though they seem to have been popu­
lar enough with the ladies of William I’s 
Court." During the Middle Ages, however, 
the fashion of wearing the hair loose upon 
the shoulders, with perhaps a covering 
veil, effectually hid the ears from sight.
During the Renaissance period, earrings 
were fairly popular on the continent, as

Hood, 11.225 feet above sea level. Com­
pared with Mt. Whitney, to the south___ i
iu. California, and Mt. Rainer, to v.xe 
north; in Washington, each rising well 
above 14,000 feet, Mt. Hood does not ap­
pear as a skyscraper.

However, Oregon had nt one time, prob- \ 
ably before the dawn of life upon the 
earth, a great volcano, which towered as 
far above Mt. Hood as does Mt. Rainer, 
possibly even several thousand feet high­
er. This was the great Mt: Mazama. But 
thousands of years ago this mountain dis­
appeared, into the bowels of the earth, and 
all that is left today js the huge rim 
around Crater Lake.

Crater Lake is the caldera of this ex­
tinct and collapsed volcano, and is nearly 
six miles in diameter. The inside walls? 
of the rim of the ancient mountain are 
in places nearly 4,600 ffeet high, and al­
most perpendicular. The lake itself xis 
in places 2,000 feet deep, and parts of the 
wall rise above it* water another 2.00U 
feet.

A restoration of the mountain in fancy, 
using as a basis the angles of the. lower 
slopes, which still remain, shows that the 
apex could not have been far from 15,
000 feet in height, so that Mt. Mazama 
was one of the most lofty and majestic 
peaks in the United States.—United Stato 
Geological Survey.

Usually only one ear was ornamented as 
in the portrait of the Earl of Somerset 
in the National Gallery. The Dffite of 
Buckingham was famous for his diamond 
earrings, while other great men who fol­
lowed this mode were Shakespeare and 
Sir Walter Raleigh.

The last notable example of men wear­
ing earrings seems to have been Charles 
I. himself, who hung a large pearl in his 
left ear, which he presented upon the 
scaffold to a faithful follower, and which 
is now in the possession of the Duke of 
Portland. After the Restoration men 
kept them only as a superstitious preser­
vative against eye affections, while undèr 
the Georges they went practically out of 
fashion, though several handsome designs 
are to be found in jewellers’ catalogues 
of that time. The earrings of today have 
no peculiar dietinctivèqeee of their own, 
but largely reproduce all the foregoing 
types in a purely fanciful if elegant man-

In Austria the use of ordinary check» 
on private and joint stock banks is very 
limited. The tradesmen of Vicuna feai 
these drafts and dislike them, and almost 
invariably they will refuse to accept then: 
from even their best customers.

Luckily, of late, the risk and inconven 
ience of paying for everything in cash 
and of sending money about has been les­
sened by the ‘•Posterlagschein.” Some 
290,000 public bodies, firms and individu­
als, including all government departments, 
all considerable business houses, and many 
doctors, advocates, landowners, and other 
individuals, who have to receive money 
from their clients or customers, have so 
called check accounts at the postal sat - 
ings bank, which may never be drawn be­
low the minimum of $20.

They are entitled to use a special kind 
662-t.f, j 0f perforated money order form printed 

with the number of chief account, called 
“Eriagschcin,” and one of these is inclos­
ed with a tax demand note, invoice, or bill, 
as the case may be, and sent to the debtor. 
The debtor takes this form to the nearest 
post-office, signs it, and pays in the 
amount written on it. He then receives 
part of the perforated form back, stamp­
ed by the post-office, and this is a valid 
receipt lor the payment of the amount; 
another part of the form is delivered to 
the payee ; the third slip is retained by 
the postal savings bank.

Nearly $7,500,000,000 was paid in this 
way by checks drawn on the postal sav­
ings bank during the last twelve months, 
including nearly $100,000,000 in taxes. — 
St. Louis Post-Dispatch.

He points out that 
though these farmers are becoming more 
familial* with the methods of agriculture 
which enable the farmers of Denmark, 
Germany and France to raise more per 
acre than is raised by the Maine fanner, 
the latter has not yet learned much about 
the co-operative banking system in those 
countries. When he seeks for more capital 
ho is met with a mortgage proposition and 
a high -rate of interest. He meets the 
competition of the European farmer, who 
gets money at half of what it costs him, 
and Mr. McKeen declares that he must 
learn that co-operation in getting credit is 
now the most essential thing for him. The 
individual credit of a European farmer is 
no better than that of a Maine farmer, but 
by combination it is easy to get capital at 
a low rate of interest. Describing the co­
operative banks in Germany Mr. McKeen 
says:

‘’These banks are started upon practical­
ly the same basis as our mutual grange 
lire insurance companies, each member 
subscribing for a small amount of stock 
and pledging his individual credit for the 
debts of the bank. The bank loans money 
only to members, and to these only for 
business purposes, such as for improving 
the farm by draining or by more liberal 
fertilization, the procuring of better farm 
teams and machinery or thoroughbred live 
stock. The directors know every member

The possibility of Shakespeare records 

being found among the large quantity of 
unexamined documents in the vaults of 
the Guildhall, as stated by Dr. Sharpe, 
before a royal commission on public rec­
ords, has aroused keen and widespread in­
terest. Dr. Sharpe, as record clerk of the 
city corporation, has been engaged for 
many years deciphering ancient records of 
the city, and has already published, under 
the direction of the authorities, volumes 
bearing on the research already made and 
the important discoveries fpund in the ar­
chives of the Guildhall. The documents 
which lie untouched in the city records of­
fice are very valuable, but unless some at­
tempt is made to rescue them it is prob­
able that some will be entirely lost. Pro­
fessor Wallace is anxious that a systemat­
ic search be made, and the corporation 
will, it is expected, be approached in the 
near future in the hope that pome more 
light be thrown on the life of Shakes­
peare.

It is not surprising to learn that many 
documents have been irretrievably lost, 
for it is only now that the record office 
at the Guildhall is beginning to see a way 
out of the unutterable chaos which threat­
ened to overwhelm it half a century ago. 
So late as the year 1869 the library com­
mittee sent a resolution to the court of 
common council pointing out the danger 
which overshadowed the valuable papers 
buried in the vaults. The appeal empna- 
sized the fact that "there are among tne 
record of the corporation in the custody 
of the town clerk manuscripts of great his­
torical interest and importance which it w 
desirable should be rescued from the ob­
livion to which they are at present con­
signed/’

AN INVENTORY OF TREASURES
An inventory of the treasures was deter­

mined on, and the result showed that even 
where charters had been translated the 
interpretations were in many 
wrong, and in other cases no trace of the 
original documents was to be found.

act of parliament enjoy what is known as 
"The Liberty of the Oik,” which rend­
ers the citizens immune from jury service 
on the grounds that they are “unclean 
persons, unfit to associate with honest 
men.” The privilege arose because the 
people of Southwark were at one time so 
lawless and disease-ridden that they were 
practically put outside the pale of law 
by parliament. The district thus pro­
scribed was called “The Liberty of the 
Clink,' 'and is a tract of land which ex­
tends for a few acres about the Borough 
Market, and the site of the old Globe 
theatre. The -old act of parliament confer­
ring this dubious favor has never been re­
pealed, but not many of the citizens who 
are entitled to claim exemption under it 
are aware of their right to do so.

Queer traditions lend distinction to 
many stately homes of England, though it 
is the presence of alleged spooks which 
usually accounts for their romantic inter­
est. The most curious custom belongs to 
Longford Castle, in Wiltshire, the resid­
ence of Lord and Lady Radnor.

It takes place 
every year at Knightlow, in Warwickshire, 

the Duke of Buccleuch’s - estate. The of­
ficial notice states that the dues and de­
mands payable from various contributory 
places in the Hundred of Knightlow must 
be met before sunrise on Martinmas eve. 
Before dawn, a large number of sight­
seers assemble on Knightlow hill to wit­
ness the audit, as it is called.

The proceedings are organized and con­
trolled by an official of the duke's estate, 
who reads “the charter of assembly." This 
explains that about thirty parishes 
concerned in the ancient tax, the respec­
tive contribution ranging from two cents 
to just over half a dollar. The money is 
deposited in a big block of sandstone in 
the presence of the interested spectators. 
The alternative to payment is a fine of 20 
shillings for every penny not forthcom­
ing, or else “the forfeiture of a white bun 
with red nose and ears of the same color. ’ 
Breakfast is afterwards served at a local 
inn at the Duke of Buccleuch’s expense.

In many parts of the country, the pecul­
iarities of English land tenure are respon­
sible for the observance of archaic cus­
toms, which find old-world expression in 
the court leet. This was originally the 
periodical meeting of the vassale of a 
baron or overlord, whereat they rendered 
the various charges under which they held 
their land. The ancient traditions are 
characteristically preserved in the court 
leet “holden in our royal manor of Port­
land." Its officers have quaint titles—the 
reeve,
wards, and there is a jury and foreman. 
The reeve, or bailiff, keeps tally of the var­
ious holdings of land from the royal man­
or by means of notches on a long stick 
or wand, called the reeve staff, a method 
of bookkeeping which ante-dates the Nor-

Boston, April 20—In circles, which trade 
with the maritime provinces, therfe is much 
interest in the shipping feature of the new 
tariff bill, which will be introduced in the 
lower house of congress, Monday. The 
shipping clause, as finally agreed upon, has 
a direct bearing on coastwise trade be­
tween Canada and the United States. As 
amended, the bill does not discriminate 
against vessels mainly owned in St. John 
or elsewhere which fly American flags. The 
tariff bill now provides for a five per cent, 
discount “on all goods, wares and mer­
chandise imported in vessels entitled to be 
registered under American laws.”

This clause displaced one which lead: 
“Five per cent, discount on all goods, 
wares and merchandise imported in vessels 
built in the United States and which shall 
be wholly the property of United States 
citizens.”
