Cleveland Has to Resort to 
Springs and Distilled Water 
For Drinking and Cooking

Cleveland, March 6—Virtually all of 
Greater Cleveland depended on springs 
and the distributors of distilled water 
for their drinking and cooking sup­
plies today. This situation, one of the 
most acute in the city’s history, was 
brought about by the strong taste of 
phenol and chlorine in the water 
pumped from Lake Erie.

Hundreds of Clevelanders stood for 
hours waiting their turn at seven ap­
proved springs. They were armed With 
jugs, bottles, pitchers, pails and even 
wash tubs—in fact, any kind of uten­
sils in which they could carry water 
home.

So great was the rush that police­
men were stationed at the springs to 
see that each person left after obtain­
ing a gallon of water, so that the next 
In line could move up.

Not only was the water of Lake 
Erie charged with a strong taste of 
manufacturing plant phenol, but It was 
saturated with chlorine. put into the 
water at the filtration plant. The 
situation was brought about by a thaw 
of the Ice allowing the phenol to flow 
Into the lake past the intakes.

\ Hamilton, N. Y„ March 6.—The 
Japanese favor peace and international 
friendship, according to Dean William 
H. Crawshaw of Colgate, who address­
ed a large audience in the Colgate 
Memorial Chapel on the subject ot the 
“International Mind of Japan.” Dr. 
Crawshaw has Just returned from the 
Orient, and speaks from his own ob­
servations.

“Although there is a distant military- 
element in Japan,” he said, “the great 
masses of the people want peace. Stu­
dents hold peace meetings, and pro­
fessors have been forced to resign from 
the Faculty because they held militar­
istic views. The people are actually too 
poor to fight, anyway.”

Regarding relations with America, 
Dr. Crawshaw said:

“The Japanese are distinctly friend­
ly toward Americans, anà there is an 
always present desire to manifest "that 
friendliness. They are intensely pa­
triotic and ambitious, but are unques­
tionably an enligh 
reason they are too .> ise to seek war.”

“The Japanese do not want the 
Philippines, and for a very definite 
reason. Past experience has taught 
them that they are woefully unsuc­
cessful conolixers of new lands.

“In regard to the California ques­
tion, all they ask is fair play for the 

j Japanese that are here. There is no 
demand for immigration to- this 

country. The yellow peril Is a myth, 
with only 118,000 Japanese in this 
country.”

^5The appointment of Harry W.

Everything Cooked(Toronto Globe.)
The Speech from the Throne con­

tains the welcome announcement that 
in virtue of economies already effected 
the Government will be able, when the 
financial year closes, to announce a 
balanced Budget for the first time 
since 1912-13. Further, it Is said that 
this will justify some immediate re­
duction of taxation. That will be con­
siderably better than miking the 
Budget balance by increasing taxation. 
No doubt, it is sounder flnanee to tax 
than to run into more debt, but a rea­
sonable reduction will have the effect 
fii encouraging thrift. The less the 
Government has to spend, the more it 
will be able to resist demands for 
expenditure.

The Government must bear the re­
sponsibility which is justly associated 
with power, but it has a right to 
appeal for public support in retrench­
ment. It is not fair to ask for lower 
taxation and at the same time for 
more expenditure. The most hopeful 
feature of the situation is the improve­
ment in National Railway finance. The 
operating surplus last year 
than $20,000,000, and, taking operation 
and fixed charges together, we esti­
mate that the position is better by 
$37,700,000 than in 1920. Revenue is 
increasing, while expenses are dimin­
ishing. It is to be hoped that Do­
minion finance on the whole will show 
a similar tendency.

Colds may not have any direct rela­
tion to the ventilating of your bed­
room, but becoming used to pure air 
during the sleeping period \p a great 
help in strong bodily resistance to the 
effects of cold germs or exposure.

The Public Health Service an­
nounces that 35 per cent, of the people 
In the United States are subject to the 
common bad colds (there are no good 
ones) and Is making a special investi­
gation to determine the cause and pos­
sible cure.

February and March seem to be the 
favorite months for colds and nasal 
troubles. But many people always 
easily catch cold.

What we term the common cold Is 
due to Infection of tlje upper air pas­
sages of the nose. These germs, with 
the family name of micrococcus-catar- 
allis, are always watching for a chance 
to catch you off your guard and take 
up their abiding place in your sep­
tum.

For this class of colds beware of the 
nose-blowing, sneezing individual who 
blows and coughs right into your face, 
and expectorates anywhere without any 
regard of consequences.

The contention of Dr. Powell, that 
any statement given by the accused to 
the officers was not admissible as evi­
dence^ as the accused had not been 
warned by the officers, that anything 
he might say would be used against 
him at his trial, was sustained by the 
Chief Justice, who also stated that he 
would not admit as evidence any ques­
tions that had been put to the accused 
by the father.

These alleged statements were the 
chief grounds on which the crown offic­
ers were basing their ease, and when 
these were not allowed, there appeared 
to be nothing left on which the officers 
eould expect a conviction.

Chief Justice McKeown said that in 
view of the importance of the trial he 
had not restrained the time that coun­
sel had taken in their arguments. It 
was not his duty or idea to justify 
the law, but to state what the law 
was. The burden was on the Crown. 
Volunteered evidence must be given 
without fear or prejudice on the part 
of the accused.

Province has been reduced from 15.6 In

As the records of the Department 
make It clear that a considerable num­
ber of deaths from diphtheria occur 
yearly because of the absence of medi­
cal attendance or the late stage of the 
disease at which medical assistance is 
called, it to the purpose of the Depart­
ment to attempt the permanent im­
munization of as many children to this 
disease as possible, each year. This 
service will be proceeded with as rapid­
ly as funds are available.

As Tuberculosis still continues to 
be one of the principal causes of death 
among our people, it is most important 
that every practicable means should be 
taken to abate Its incidence. With this 
in view the Department will use every 
exertion to encourage the formation of 
provincial and local associations, the 
object of which will be to curtail the 
prevalence of this disease. Through the 
efforts of such societies, it is hoped 
that clinics for the treatment and cure 
of persons so affected may be estab­
lished in sufficient number throughout 
the Province.

The important discovery of Insulin 
as a remedy for diabetes has induced 
my Government to set aside an appro­
priate sum to supply this remedy to 
those so affected who are unable to 
pay for it. Such grants will be made 
according to regulations which are_jjgw 
being formulated. *It is hoped in this 
way to lessen the incidence of mortal­
ity of this fatal disease.

My Government recognizes that 
dairying is the keynote of our system 
of mixed farming, and, bearing this in 
mind, every effort will be made to en­
courage our farmers to give closer at­
tention to this branch of agriculture.

The subsidy from the Federal Gov­
ernment In aid of agricultural educa­
tion has, I regret to inform you, been 
cancelled.

I am pleased to be able to inform 
you that the outlook for our lumber 
industry is much brighter than during 
the first months of the past year.

PAYS TRIBUTE TO 
PETER CARROLL

A Sydney Writer Recalls 
Events in Life of N. S. 

Horseman.

Writing in the Sydney Record, D. 
L. Dolan says, I first saw “the late 
Peter Carroll, whose death occurred 
in Halifax this week, more than 20 
years ago. He was even then recognized 
as one of the veteran trainers connect­
ed with light harness racing In tho 
east, and for more than forty years 
Peter CarroU was an outstanding figure 
on the turf.

His death removes from the game 
one of its most lovable characters. Chose 
friends of Carroll—and his friiiids 
were legion—know of the tragic cir­
cumstances that surrounded the latter 
days of his life, but still there will he 
genuine sorrow and regret over his 
passing. Look over the list of men 
who have been actively connected with 
light harness racing In the Maritimes 
for years, and you will find few if 
any, more revered by the sporting 
gentry than Peter Carroll.

Perhaps it Is safe to say that up 
until his death Peter Carroll was the 
dean of race drivers in the Maritimes. 
He started in the game as a youngster, 
in his native town of Pictou and fur 
more than 40 years Carroll figured 
prominently in light harness racing in 
the provinces down by the sea.
Bil Sharon.

It was Peter Carroll who drove Min­
nie Grey, the first mile ever negotiated 
on a Maritime, Provinces track in 2.30. 
That was a great many years ago but 
Peter Carroll continued to make rac­
ing in this country and his final sea­
son on the turf saw him campaigning 
what every one believes to be the great­
est horse that ever took the word 
from a starter in Eastern Canada. 
Bill Sharon, 2.041-4.

And again, it was Peter Carroll who 
brought out Israel. He took that uele- 
brated race horse to Pictou when a 
four year old and trained him for 
the late A. C. Bell, one of Pictou’s 
outstanding public men. In fact Car- 
roll’s racing career In the maritimes 
is so replete with exceptional events 
that one hesitates to discuss his ac­
tivities, except in a cursory matter. 
Early Days.

Starting in years ago, employed in 
a livery stable in Pictou, Peter Carroll 
soon leraned to love the race game. 
He campaigned several horses in and 
around Pictou and later moved to 
Truro where he drove such old time 
stars as Agitator, Highland Chief and 
Don Carlos.
Peter Carroll as a citizen and in recent 
years he did most of his training in 
that city. He handled the stables ■«! 
J. Bert Mitchell, and one of |ny 
first recollections of Peter was wl'eir 
he drove Peacherlno. Later I saw him 
handle the grand old campaigner Gul- 
lagher, then owned by the two Jewish 
characters, Max and Joe, both cele­
brated race patrons of years ago. Car- 
roll also drove Prince Wilkes for these 
two Hebrews and some years previous­
ly he handled Rita M., another well 
known race mare, for Wallace Cole, of 
Chester, N. B. *

There isn’t a track in the Maritime 
Provinces that has not seen Peter Car­
roll in the sulky. He could always 
be depended upon to figure in any 
meeting of note and Carroll always 
landed his charges pretty well up in 
the money too. Some critics have often 
said of Carroll that he was too severe 
with his stable. True Peter was one 
of those men who exacted every ounce 
of energy and speed from a horse,. 
Some of his campaigners were able to 
stand up to that kind of training, hut 
others didn't.

About two years ago Carroll was 
taken ill with a severe attack of boils. 
His entire body was covered with them 
and it was reported at one time he had 
received the infection from Bill Sharon. 
That horse Aad a severe flesh eruption 
on him during part 
CarroU handled him and some credence 
was given the yam that Peter had 
contracted the boils from the horse.

Carroll’s condition instead of improv­
ing became steadily worse and he was 
forced to enter an institution in Hali­
fax where he died this week under most 
unfortunate circumstances.

Peter CarroU is dead, but his record 
as a sportsman and a gentleman will 
ever be fresh in the memory of those 
men, young and old, who have honored 
him and respected him, during his 40 
odd years connection with light har- 

racing in the Maritime Provinces.
