The Formal Change of Government
Instituted —The Stars and
Stripes Raiged. :

Natives Welcome Old Glory With
Mixed Emotionc—A Solemn and
Impressive Ceremony.

Honolulu, Aug. 12, via Steamer Belgic,

San Francisco, Aug. 23.—Precisely’ at 8 grtended, and dancing was kept up untii

minutes to 12 o’clock to-day‘ the Ha-!
waiian flag descended from the ﬂagstaﬁs!
on all government buildings, and exactly |
at 5 minutes to the same hour the Stars |
and. Stripes floated on the tropical breeze
from every official flagstaff.

The ceremony of to-day was a most
impressive one, To hear the strains of |
“Hawaiia Ponoi” for the last time as a
national anthem, to hear the bugle blow !
+aps as the Hawaiian ensign sank from
its position, and to notice the emotion of
many who had been born under it and‘
had lived their lives under it was solemn.
But then came the bright call for rais-
ing Old Glory, and the strains of ‘“‘Lhe
Star Spangled Banner” broke forth as
that batiner wag unfurled to the breeze.

hen the cheers broke forth and eyes

whieh had been dim for a few moments
became bright and lightened up when the
Stars amd Stripes blew out.
" The ceremonies began with the depar-
ture of ‘the First regiment of the. na-
tional guard of Hawaii' from the . drill
whed a few winutes before 11 o’clock.
The parade was headed by a detachment
of 26 police, under command of Captaim
XKanae and Lieutenant Warren. Then
«came the Hawaiian band and the drum
corps, - P :

The regiment m#arched to the *“landing
fo escort the troops from the Philadelphia.
and Mohican, which were already .drawn
up on shore, The United States forces
were “in command of Lieutenant-Com-
snamder Stevens, and consisted of one
compay of marines and two of bluejack-
ets from the ‘Mohican, and an artillery
detachment of two guns and 42 men.

P. Hiles and S. M. Book; of the
Mohican, and their staff officers. and Col-
onel Barber, -of the First New: York regi-
ment. : &g ;

The -ceremonies opened with-prayer by
Rev. . L. Parson, pastoi‘of the First
Methodist. church of this eity.

United States Minister Sewall  then
rose and, sddressing President Dole; who
has visen, presented him with a certified
eopy of the joint resolution of congress
annexing the Hawaiian Islands to the
United States,

President Dole answered acknowledg-
ing the making of the treaty of political
union and formally yielded to Minister
Sewall as the representative of the gov-
ernment of the United States, the sover-
eignty and public property of the Haw-
aiian Islands,

Mr. Sewall replied:

“Mr. President: - In the name of the
United States I accept the transfer of
the sovereignty and properiy of the Ha-
waiian government,” The admiral com-
manding the United States ' vessels  in
these waters will proceed to p rform the
duty entrusted to him.”

The Hawaiian band played “Hawaii
Ponoi,” the national anthem,-

Col. Fisher gave the order to the ma-
tional guard stationed on the.executive
grounds in command of Lieut, Ludwig,
to fire the national salute of 21 guns,
which was also repeated by the guns of
the Philadelphia. J

As the echo of the last gun reverber-
ated in the hills a’' bugle sounded-and the
national emblem of Hawaii came slowly
down until it' reached the ground; never
to go up again: A

There was a short pause, then the ad-
miral nodded skightly to Lieut. Winter-
baulter, who gave the order “Colors, roll
off.” The flagship band struck up‘the
well known strains of “The Star Spangled
Banner,” and as the Stars ahd Stripes
slowly ascended there was breathless sus-

The municipal legislature of Hawaii,
and the existing:custom regulations will
practically remain’in force until the con-
gress of the United States shall other-
wise determine. A

Following the reading of the proclama
tion Minister Sewall made an address,
congratulating the residents of Hawali
upon the accomplishment of annexation.

At the conclusion of the ceremonies the
mational guard was marched fo'/'thé pa-
rade ground. where Minister Cooper ad-
ministered the oath of allegiance to Col-
onel Tisher., The colonel then adminis-
tered it to his officers and the captains
to the men. The regiment then escorted
the naval battalion to their boats and
returned to the drill shed to sign the roll.

posits of gold-bearing quartz we have seen
in Bast Kootenay, and we shall refer to it
fully later on. On Kinbasket lake a galena
deposit has been In process of development.
Placer gold and platinum have been found
in. the ‘Bluewater, Cummins creek, at-the
‘Wiait-a-Bit, and at Canoe river. Here, then,
is ‘a large area of-country, showing promis-
ing .indications at many points, but which
is as yet :

Practically Unexplored;
The far norih can be reached by a trail
known. as the Moberly trail, running in a
northwesterly direction from Donald, and
though -the trail is in bad shape in -many
places at the present time, the route is an
excellent one, being over.an easy grade, and
with abundance of fodder for pack animals
on the way. It was in this district that
the editor of the Golden .Era spent the
greater part of last week, and though the
ground covered necessitated travelling over
some of the toughest country we have ever
struck, there was much to compensate for
the harder side of the trip. The first prop-
erty which we visited was that located last
year by ‘Messrs. Moodie and Conner,

. On the Divide,

between the Clearwater and Bluewater
rivers. From Donald to Fish lake is a, dis-
tance of 15 miles by the Moberly trail,
which was found in good shapé thus far,
except for being blocked by windfalls and a
few boggy places. The bridge over the
Wait-a-Bit, damaged two years ago by high
water, had been put in good shape; and
thence the trail runs along the river, flat
to the Columbia, and follows this to a ter-
race, which strikes across to the Bluewater
four miles further on. This river impresses
the traveller with the appropriateness of
the name as he descends to it from:the ter-
race on which he has bheen travelling, cs-
pecially as he contrasts it with the Black-
water, which joins it a“little below the
bridge. The Bluewater is crossed by a good

trail ‘bridge, ond ther the trail follows the !

Blackwater for the next six miles to Fish ! of aic

lake. Four miles from the Bluewater bridge’
is the favorite luncheon ground of travel-
lers, where the trail

Crosses the Blackwater,

along which stream is abundance of feed !

for horses. At Fish lake a trail, turning
to the right, takes. the traveller off on ihe
route to the Clearwater mine. This side
trail is -a. terror at the po'nt where it goes
down to the lake,.for the grade here is
step enough to make an exciting toboggan
slide. - It is cetainly too steep for horses.
The Clearwater is again crossed at the foot
of the terrace, where the pretty lake known
as Fish lake breaks into view. Th's has
been a celebrated fishing gronnd of Donald
people for years -past, and ¢on the trip  the
writer fell in with two well known Donald

The big regatta came to a finish yester-
day with the Argonauts earrying off the
honors by a good three lengths.
