Grants in uid of piivate enterprises are 
in thiir very .nature delicate things to 
deal with. Mendu-г.ч t f parliament have 
a stroug umptaoo.i to bo directly or in­
directly interested in them, and 
they yield they ;ue in the position ol \ot- 
ing grants to themselves. This would 
happen whether the grants were made by 
the local or the Federal legislature. The 
popularity of these grants—"appropria­
tions,” the American politicians call them 
in reference to public works—with mem­
bers eau easily be understood; for though 
members have no pecuniary interest m 
them, direct or indirect, they hope to 
make them a means of seeming political 
support. In this view, these grants are 
corrupting, and are capable of carrying 
the coutagion to the very heart ol the 
constituent body. And here is their 
greatest danger. The dominant party 
must, in such a case, get some advan­
tage, mvl when it becomes a minority and 
the other party gets the upper hr ml, the 
process has to be repeated# for the same 
reasons. In this way, the system tends 
to iudefiuite extension.

The general government ought surely to 
confine its railway grants to roads which 
bind txvo or mure provinces together or 
which, in some wav, possess more than 
V cal importance. The province and the 
municipalities might do the rest. In 
the United State*, under an analogous 
divison of Federal poweis, such grant* 
nre out of the quistuu. Can we afford to 
do so much move than the Federal gov­
ernment of that country does? The Fed­
eral government of the Republic pays no 
subsidies !o the States; it gives the new 
States nothing "in lieu of land.’* As a 
result of its wise policy it is able to pay 
off its public debt from time to time; our 
debt increases, and no one can form any 
conjecture of the t:me when it will be paid

The total imports for the years I have 
named, in the whole Dominion, were as 
follows :

: PERSONALLY AGAINST THE IMPOSITION 
of duty on the food of the poor people, 
and while, had I been elected, I would 
have endeavored to shape the policy of 
the Administration of that day so as to 
exclude the duty upon cereals and grains,

It ie unfortunate that the policy 
of the Government was so shaped that we 
could not have the National Policy with­
out imposing a duty on the bread of the 
people and on their coal. No man regrets 
that more.than I do. I suffered, I will 
uot say 1 bled for it, but I felt on that 
occasion I had lost my election largely 
in coueequeuce of the fact that it was 
like putting a firebrand into the country 
to talk about taxing the food of the 
poor man, and very properly ao. It was 
impossible almost to present any argu­
ment for the duty except the argument 
which was put forth ou that occasion by 
its advocates, that after a) ear, or two 
years, or three at the furthest, the pro­
bability was the production of Canada it­
self would be sufficient for the food of 
Canada. When that event arose, and 
the probability was that, with our North­
west peopled, we would raise more food 
that was required for our people, and it 
would then make little difference whether 
there was a duty or not, as the markets 
of Europe would regulate prices, not only 
in the States, but in Canada as well. It 
was a question on which arguments 
could be used on both sides.

The Seaste.—which Goods we will sell at 
extremely low figures. With each recurring session of 

Parliament the efficiency of the Sen­
ate as a branch of the legislature 
comes up for criticism, mostly of a 
questioning character. Having nei­
ther antiquity nor any record of con­
stitutional merit to place at its credit, 
it has lost caste to such an extent 
that its existence and conduct have 
become matters of indifference to the 
people, while it entails all the ex- 
pense that an institution of useful­
ness would incur. Only in this re­
spect is the Senate a matter of pub. 
lie interest. In theory it is supposed 
to represent the mature wisdom, 
stability and unprejudiced opinion 
ot the country, and to act as a check- 
valve to the impulse of popular or 
party legislative violence—to protect 
minoritiea and give calm second 
thought to public questions; not so 
much to initiate measures aa to weigh 
and perfect them under circumstances 
independent of party policy and the 
selfishness of constituencies.

How far the Senate of Canada 
meets these-objects it is not necessary 
to inquire, as it may be asserted, 
point blank, that it performs none of 
them at all In fact, the Senate only 
exists to register the acts of a Gov­
ernment that has remained long 
enough in power to have appointed 
a majority of the senators from 
among its most servile adherents 
Thus, the Senate has become a garri­
son manned by partizana removed 
from the control and judicious influ­
ence of the changes of public opinion. 
It has become an asylum for a lower 
order of dependent politicians, where 
they may be and act independent of 
the people, yet dependent on the 
ministry to whom they owe their 
sinecure positions. That a chamber 
can be the creation of party and act 
above it is hardly in accordance with 
common sense and experience.—The 
fountain cannot rise above its source.

In order to make the Senate effi­
cient in the performance of its pre­
sumed functions in the parliamentary 
machine, it must be differently con­
stituted to what it is now. It must 
be more of an outgrowth of the peo­
ple than an artificial contrivance. 
The House of Lords in England is 
the prototype of all second chamber 
legislatures. It may be imitated,but 
it cannot be reproduced in any other 
country than that where it was nei­
ther made nor created, but grevy out 
of the habits and customs ot ages of 
political development. It is as illog­
ical in theory as it is fairly—and 
has, at times, been eminently—effec­
tive in practice. The Senate of the 
United States is hardly available 
for comparison under our system 
of responsible Government, though 
it must be admitted as success­
ful where it is satisfactory to a 
people who are too conceited with 
their institutions to be critical of 
their defects. We would hardly tol­
erate a Senate that can assert itself 
ao arbitrarily as to thwart and defeat 
the voice of the people as expressed 
in the President and his administra­
tion. France has exhausted every 
invention of the wind to create a 
second Chamber arid we know with 
what success in infinite variety of 
inevitable failure. The people gave 
powers aud privileges one day, which 
excited their fears and jealousies the 
next. When they withdrew their 
charters, the chamber fell in dignity 
in proportion to what it lost in privi­
leges. Thus the seed of the constitu­
tion was being continually dug up 
before it had time to take root in 
either the respect or confidence of the 
people.

In order to balance the weight and 
power of the representative chamber 
where party rules, it is admitted on 
all hands that a second one is neces­
sary in the parliamentary arrange­
ments of a nation, though superfluous 
and vicious in local affairs. It 
should be as independent of the con­
stituencies as of the Crown or Gov­
ernment of the day, yet subject to 
the influence of general public opin­
ion. To attain the ideal in some 
reasonable measure, the Senate must 
bebf acomposite character and contain 
a considerable proportion of ex-offi­
cio elements, and be a place where 
ability, merit and experience will 
find themselves landed as the natural 
result of proved fitness to govern. A 
certain proportion of the members 
should still remain in the nomination 
of the Crown or Government. Tln8 
would give the body sufficient |>oliti- 
cal and House-of-Commous experi. 
ence. Each Province might send one 
or more members in accordance with 
some scale of representation,elected by 
their assemblies, The Chief Justices 
of the Provinces might be cx-officio 
members, who would bring learning 
and dignity to the Chamber. All 
Universities and Colleges that grant 
degrees might send a member each, 
elected or appointed by the faculty as 
might be determined. The retiring 
speaker's in the House of Gemmons 
might be considered in this regard. 
In some such way a popular and 
independent body might be created 
that wottld fulfil the important 
duties which are expected of the 
Senate. An electoral Senate pre­
sents the assets of a mere duplicate 
of the Commons, and to make the 
qualification higher and the franchise- 
different and for a longer time is u 
kind of class legislation which would 
be objectionable and invidious, ns 
well as in opposition to the deniocra 
tic spirit of the times.

EXTREMELY HARD AGAINST THOSE 
PROVINCES.

THE Take the case of the Province from which 
I come, or of the adjoining Province of 
Nova Scotia, but I will particularly refer 
to New Brunswick. Th*t Province ie an 
agricultural Province which depend» 
chiefly upon its lumber, its gram, the 
tieh caught on its shore», having but few 
industries established withiu its bounds. 
Now, Sir, it is ex tremely hard upon a 
Province such as New Brunswick to have 
to pay a duty of 50 cents a barrel upon 
every barrel of breadstuff cousumed by 
the people. I have no hesitation in say­
ing that almost the whole of the working 
class in our community have to buy flour, 
which, if not enming from Ontario or 
from the North West, is liable to duty.
I think it is about time that that policy 
was put an end to. We have opened up 

great wheat fields in the North-West, 
we have gone to an mormons outlay in 
the way of establishing and building rail­
ways at the expense ef the people of the 
whole Dominion, including those from 
my own Province. It is about time that 
these wheat fields of the west, to which 
we are tributary for the means of con­
veyance and approach to them,
SHOULD BE RELIEVED OF THIS PROTECTION,
and that the 
longer be ma 
shape of imposed duty. I know it will 
be said that it does not change the price 
of flour; that we have never had flour 
cheaper than it has been for the last 
twelve months. That may all be very 
true, but the question is, if we had not 
the duty upon it, whether we would net 
have flour cheaper. It is said that the 
markets of Europe regulate the price of 
flour in this country. So they do, te a 
large extent, but if the consumption of 
the people ef Canada is only equal to the 
supply I hold that the imposition of the 
duty is a charge, and it does increase the 
cost of the flour that the people eat. If 
I am correct in that proposition, then, 
Sir, I think it is about time that we 
should have a change in relation to it. 
Sir, I am not going to elaborate this thing. 
The House understands very well what 
the position of it is. But I think that in 
a county such as mine, that has scarcely 
a manufacturing industry in it, where a 
large portion of the people have to labor 
and toil, who earn their living by the

The Canadian Government has tieated 
the Imperial Government very shabbily 
in the matter of the fisheries- Canadians 
who may be disposed to think that the 
Imperial Government is not looking aft/ r 
colonial interests as keenly as they 
should be looked after, ought to remem­
ber that early in the ’year 1833, and in 
1884, the Home Government earnestly 
pressed upon the Governor General of 
Canada the desire to be informed of the 
'wishes or intentions of the Canadian 
Ministry. Lord Derby wrote in May, 
1883, that Her Majesty’s Government 
“will be glad if your Ministers will 
favor them with their views in the mat­
ter as soon as they are in a position te do 
so,' and in the January following he re­
quested the Marquis of Lome to “move 
your governmeut to take an early op­
portunity of placing me in possession of 
their views os to the course to be pursued,*’ 
etc. The British Government is ever 
slow; but the British Government was 
anxious to begin this matter in good time 
so that a result could be reached before 
there were surprises and reprisals to com­
plicate a settlement. The truth, when it 
all comes out, will show that the Canadian 
Government did not want any arrange­
ment in the nature of a treaty with the 
United State*. The Uutario manufac­
turers are against a treaty with that coun­
try. If now, in the settlement under 
pressure, thv Imperial Government will 
have to make concessions not satisfactory 
to Canada, this should be charged to the 
procrastination of the Canadian Govern­
ment. - Globe.

IMPOSES A serious charge,
I may say that the farmers in that part 
of the country do not raise much wheat;

changed and the protection reduced. Sir,
I believe there is a very large public sen­
timent growing in this country in favor 
of the changes which I have suggeeted, 
and I hope that before this session rises 
the Government will consider the propri­
ety of ameliorating these evils in some 
way.

The situation among the Tories in 
Northumberland seems to be very puz­
zling to some people, many of whom be­
long to the class who are most interest­
ed in things they understand least.

Dominion election, against that gentle­
man or any one else who may be 
brought out. It is understood that 
Mr. Mitchell is waiting for his friends 
in the County to signify their desire 
that he should again he a candidate. 
It is, at best, a divided house with the 
local Tory party. Meantime, the Lib­
erals look forward with quiet confidence 
to the election, whether it may come 
off this year or next. Their opponents 
are providing candidates for them and 
otherwise taking an interest in their af­
fairs as if there were no troubles in the 
tory camp. They will do better, how 
ever, by making up their minds as to 
the course they will pursue in un elec­
tion, in which, Mr. Adams and Mr. 
Mitchell may contend against each 
other for the “Mitchell party’s" sup­
port, and a genuine Liberal for the sup­
port of the Liberals. Is it not time that 
Dominion waste, corruption and exf- 
travagance, as represented by the Mac­
donald Government, and the farce of 
lefi-cehtre and third partyism exclusive­
ly embodied in Mr. Mitchell, were so 
thoroughly discouraged in Northum­
berland as to give them their quietus 
here forever?

Mr. Mitchell.— Before wc go into Com­
mittee of Supply, I propose to bring under 
the consideration of the House a subject 
which ie of very considerable importance^ 
not alone to the constituency I represent, 
but to the people of the whole Dominion.

Mr* Diugley said that the necessity for 
the proposed legislation had been suggest­
ed by the recent denial of certain privi­
leges to United States vessels in Canadian 
ports, but the law ought to be on the 
statute books without regard to the fishery 
trouble. In 1823 the United States had 
offered to place vessels of any foreign 
country in our ports on the same basis as 
our own vessels if the foreign country 
would place American vessels in its puits 
on the same basis. At that time the dis­
crimination against American vessels was 
in the form of discriminating charges and 
duties. Now it had been shown that cer­
tain United States vessels were being de­
nied commercial privileges—the privileges 
of buying supplies, ice or bait, and all 
commercial privileges except simply those 
of shelter, repairing, purchasing wood and 
obtaining water. In view of the fact that 
a country was attempting to discriminate 
against a certain class of American vessels 
it was proposed by this bill simply to ex 
tend the authority given by the act of 
1823, so that the President might issue his 
proclamation withholding from the ves­
sels of any country whieh discriminated 
against our vessels precisely the privileges 
which were denied tu us.

Mr. Breckenridge inquired whether any 
country except Canada now denied any 
privileges to American vessels.

Mr. Dingley replied in the negative.
Mr. Breckenridge said he had under­

stood the gentleman from Arkansas (Mr.
Duni^Jo state that this bill had nothing 
to do with the Canadian trouble.

Mr. Dingley replied that it might be 
applicable to that trouble, but the provis­
ion was a general one and applicable to 
all countries, and it ought to bo put on 
the statute book without reference to the 
present difficulty. Did the gentleman 
think that this country ought to allow 
Canadian vessels certain privileges which 
were denied to our vessels in Canada ?

Mr. Breckenridge replied that" he was in 
favor of the most free and untrammelled 
commercial relations, and he was therefore 
in favor of letting Canadian vessels come 
into our norts as freely as Canada would 
allow our vessels to go into her ports to 
buy or to sell.

Mr. Dingley said the very essence of 
the principle of maritime reciprocity was 
the granting of concessions on our part to 
the extent—and to the extent only—that 
they were granted to us.

Mr. Dunn said that the Frye amend­
ment did not pretend or undeitake to set­
tle the pending trouble with Canada. All 
that the fishing question had to do with 
the provision was that it had furnished 
the incident showing that any country 
could withdraw privileges from American 
vessels and that there was no law confer­
ring on the President the authority to re­
taliate. He was not accustomed to make 
the American Eagle scream, but he was 
for his country and for his country's inter­
ests. He was in favor of the freest com­
mercial intercourse, but he was not un. 
mindful of the law of self-preservation.

Mr. Belmont, of NfW York, in order to 
correct any impression that might prevail 
to the contrary, inquired whether the pro­
vision was not a general one, instead of 
being applicable alone to the Canadian 
difficulty, and whether it did not confer 
merely a discretionary power on the 
President—a question which Mr. Dunn 
answered in the affirmative.

Mr. Reed, of Maine, said the present 
difficulty arose out of the attempt of Can­
ada to ignore all the advances of civiliza­
tion in the matter of the commercial rela­
tions of the world. The pending "proposi­
tion was simply to arm the President 
with the right to deprive the Canadians of 
the privileges of which they deprived citi­
zens of the Uuited States.

A Trip Ovir the Northern tad West­

ern Railway to Boies town. MONEY SAVED Ii (By a Correspondent)
Fredericton, May 28.—Monday last, 

the 24th, being the Queen’s birthday, the 
writer took a trip over this road as far as 
Boiestown. Leaving Gibeon station at 8 
a. m. with a goodly passenger list (among 
whom were a number of disciples of Isaac 
Walton with line and book bound for the 
haunts of the tinny tribe) the thriving 
village of Marysville was soon reached, 
where our passenger list was largely aug­
mented. About a mile and a half above 
Marysville the road crosses to the east­
ern Bide of the Nashwaak stream, which 
is spanned by a substantial bridge of the 
Howe truss pattern. AH of the bridges 
so far built on this road are of that pat­
tern except that at Burnt Land Brook, 
which is known as the Bedstead Howe 
Truss. This bridge is 515 feet long, and 
was completed on Saturday last, and the 
rails partly laid on Monday.

The road from the mouth of the Tay 
skirts some of the finest farms, and the 
scenery along the line to Cross Creek is 
grand. From the latter place to Boies­
town the railroad rune through some 
splendidly wooded land. The track 
from Cross Creek te Boiestown, with 
the exception of three and a half miles 
at the Boiestow n eml of the road, is well 
ballasted, and driver George Logan show­
ed it by the rapid manner in which he 
made our train glide aloug the rails. 
The smoothness of the road was remark­
ed by a number of the excursionists. At 
noon we reached Boiestown, which is at 
present quite a stirring place, and coi - 
tains four stores, the proprietors of 
which stated that business is very good 
and hail with delight the completion of 
the road to that place. A handsome 
station house, 26x42, has just been com­
pleted; adjoining the same is a large 
I reight house. A ballast train, with a 
crew of over fifty men, are engaged in 
ballasting the track near the station. The 
head of the corporation drive, consisting 
of Messes. Ricttards', Smith's, Lynch’s 
and others, was at Boiestown, the dis­
tance from that place to the booip down 
the South West Miramichi being about 
seventy miles. The flag stations along 
the line are painted a light drab, and are 
neat and tasty, reflecting much credit on 
the company.

At 1 o’clock “all aboard” was heaid 
and we were off for Gibson, w hich was 
reached at 4.30 o'clock. The fishing 
along the line cannot be beaten; and fish­
ermen contemplating a trip should make 
a note of this.

Star.London, May 27.— At the Liberal 
meeting, to day, Gladstone, in hie 
speech, said : L rd Salisbury's recent 
speech, in which [he said the busi­
ness of England in Ireland was to 
govern, had decided the condition of the 
controversy because he was official spokes­
man of the opposition. The Irish policy 
of the government's opponents being 
therefore coercion, the importance of set­
tling the Irish question now was intensi­
fied. It has been proposed to settle the 
matter by the adopted of an abstract 
resolution affirming the principle of home 
rule for Ireland, but Mr. Gladstone 
thought the course proposed by the gov­
ernment would answer better. An at­
tempt had been made to emasculate a 
principle of autonomy for Ireland and 
convert the bill into a delusion and a 
snare. Continuing, the premier said : 
“The members who voted for the Home 
Rule Bill would by deing so be, in no way, 
committed to the support of the Irish Land 
Purchase Bill, the latter being a matter 
which would remain wholly within the 
power of the imperial parliament, even 
after the adoption of the Home Rule 
Bill. Let those who said the concession of 
home iule te Ireland would impair imper­
ial authority,” the speaker went on, “re 
member that the imperial parliament was 
omnipotent and unable to divest itself of 
its powers, which belonged to the nation.”

The House of Commons having gone 
into committee on the Arma bill, Mr. 
Healy moved that the pow er to put the so­
in operation be given, not to the Irish Privy 
Council, hut to the Lord Lieutenant, on 
the ground that the former consisted a’- 
most entirely of orangemen. Mr. Dillon 
seconded the motion. Mr. Morley said 
that the government could not comply 
with Mr. Healy’s request to let the Lord 
Lieutenant personally apply the act. 
Continuing, he said Mr. Healy had asked 
that the operation of the act be limited to 
one year, because he feared that the 
tories might then be in office. The gov­
ernment had no such fears. (Cheers and 
laughter.) The Irish Privy Council was 
uot composed of orangemen. The act 
would be impartially enforced wherever 
needed. Mr. Healy’s motion was rejected 
by a vote of 180 to 104. The committee 
adopted the amendments providing that 
the Arms Act shall expire in December, 
1857, aud annulling the power of magis­
trates to grant certificates. An amend­
ment to reduce the penalties for unlawful 
carrying of arms was rejected. The Arms 
Bill passed the committee stage.

At a meeting of Irish peers, held to­
night at the Duke of Abet corn's residence, 
it was resolved to strenuously oppose 
Gladstone’s scheme for self-government 
for Ireland.

troiit fishing and are visited by a good 1 
many tourists. There ia considerable un- 
granted lande on these rivers for which no 
leases have been taken out yet.

All the ungranted fishing rights on 
these rivers are visited annually by the 
fishery commissioner, Mr. Phair, whose 
duty it is to appoint guardians and to 
look after the protection of the rivers. 
He generally spends about two months 
during the fishing season on these rivers. 
He intends this summer after his return 
from the north, to take au extended tour 
on the waters, which have hitherto been 
mostly uncared for, on the Miramichi 
and its branches.

Besides the rivers above mentioned there 
is now good salmon fishing on the Tobique 
river both on the granted and ungranted 
lands. A good many of the American 
tourists go up the Tobique liver and por­
tage to the Nepieiguit and the Upealquitch 
lakes.

On the Green, Grand and Madawaska 
rivers and the numerous lakes in their 
vicinity there is, as is well known, good 
trout fishing and large numbers of tourists 
find their way to these rivers every sum­
mer,

In the southfrn part of the province are 
also some good fishing waters. Three yesrt 
ago there was no salmon caught in the 
St* Croix river, but the headwaters of this 
river and the lakes in the viciuity have 
now become a favorite fishing ground, the 
salmon fry having been placed in the wa­
ters by the State of Maine. The New 
Brunswick railway company are appreciat­
ing the advantages to be derived from 
such a large influx of touriste in the pro­
vince and are having the lakes and 
waters along their line carefully looked 
after. In many of the lakes, such as the 
Msssgusdavio and Oromooto lakes, the 
company have had what is known as 
land locked salmon placed in them. On 
Skiff lake and North lake are excellent 
trout fishing, and a fish breeding estab­
lishment is now talked of for the former 
lake, which lake is at present under lease 
by an English gentleman.

since there arrived on our hospitable 
shores a person representing himself as an 
ex-French Cavalry officer of wealthy par­
entage and distinguished connection.

Miramichi, to 
Mr. Almon, of Sh John, who has pur­
chased a lease from the mouth of the 
Sevogle down. This is the. first lease 
that has been taken out on the Miramichi. 
Mr. Almon intend» fishing here this year 
with a number of his friends. He will 
also have a guardian appointed for the 
protection of his fishing right.
