some of us were born—to say nothing 
of so recent a date as that of Confeder- 
tion. Then, if it be imagined that the 
Maritime Provinces were in tho mind 
of the Courier writer an injustice to it 
might be involved, for everybody 
knows that Nova Scotia had a good 
deal more than sixteen miles of railway 
in operation many years before Confed­
eration, while New Brunswick had also 
several hundred miles. If the Courier 
will bike the pains to enquire, it will 
find that even the four northern coun­
ties of New Brunswick had paid no 
less than sqrffe §178,000 for railway 
constructionMn this province prior to 
July 1867, and that it had more than 
two hundred miles of railway in 
operation long before that date. 
Nova Scotia had the oldest railway on 
the Continent of America located in 
Pictou County. The first railway built 
in old Canada was just sixteen miles 
long. It was that between Laprairie 
and St. Johns in Quebec and it was 
opened in July 1836—thirty-one years 
before Confederation. At the time of 
Confederation Canada had 2,2q£ miles 
of railway in operation representing a 
paid up capital of over §160,000,000.

We fear Dominion Day had a confus­
ing effect oil our Bathurst neighbor, 
just as the 4th of JulyYias upon our 
cousins in the United States. Or, 
perhaps, the wonted screaming of the 
American eagle in the month of July 
suggested a compensating squeal from 
the Canadian beaver, represented by 
our volatile friends of the Courier. 
For the credit of the country, however, 
that paper ought to aim at being some­
where near correct when dealing with 
the facts of such a very recent period 
of our history as that of confederation.

The election petition of Win. Mc­

Kay against Messrs. Blair, Wilson, 
Bellamy and Anderson, came on for 
trial at the election court, Wednesday, 
July 2nd, at 11 o’clock, a. in., Judge 
Palmer presiding. D. Jordan for peti­
tioner ; J. A. Vanwart for respondents.

On tlxe case being called Mr. Jordan 
rose and made application to postpone 
trial until next month, reading an affi­
davit of his own in support of applica­
tion setting forth that his client could 
not safely proceed with the petition 
against the Attorney General and his 
colleagues without the testimony of 
Mr. Barry, the law partner of Mr. 
Blair, and that Mr. Barry was not now 
in the province and. he believed was 
remaining away on account of the elec­
tion trial. He ther efore asked that the 
case should stand postponed until Au­
gust.

Mr. Vanwart obtained an adjoihm- 
ment until two o’clock to answer Mr. 
Jordan’s affidavit, and at two o’clock 
opposed the application, claiming that 
Mr. Barry could have been subpoenaed 
in ample time ; that a month elapsed 
after the date of the trial had been fix­
ed before Mr. Barry left on his vaca­
tion, and that there was nothing to 
show that he would be home in 
August. Mr. Vanwart showed by the 
affidavits that Frank Gregory, George 
F. Gregory’s son, was the treasurer of 
the election fund of the opposition can­
didates, and distributed the rum and 
money for them, and that he had gone 
away very soon after the election and 
was still away and probably would re­
main away until the trial was over. It 
did not appear that Mr. Barry’s ab­
sence would be any more embarrassing 
to the petitioners than Mr. Gregory’s 
absence would be to the respondents, 
therefore he insisted that the case 
should now go on. Moreover if they 
had Mr. Barry here the prospects were 
lie would not bo obliged to give any 
evidence, in which view the judge con­
curred, saying that lie was of the 
opinion that any evidence such as Mr. 
Jordan stated he wished to have Mr. 
Barry give, he could not be compelled 
to give.

The judge in deciding the applica­
tion said that he would make it a con­
dition of the postponement that Mr. 
Jordan should give an undertaking 
that Frank Gregory would attend to 
give evidence under a commission, and 
that under the circumstances he would 
postpone the case upon the petitioner 
paying all costs. The case therefore 
stands adjourned sine die, which means 
the case is practically at an end.

strict NoTHEIR DISCHARGE FROM BANKRUPTCY SUS­
PENDED FOR FIVE YEARS.

Judgment in the case of R. A. & J. 
Stewart, was delivered in London on 
June 21st, by Registrar Linklater, sus­
pending their discharge from bankruptcy 
for five years from July 1889, the date of 
their application, The registrar found 
that while the charges of fraud preferred 
by the bank, Barclay Be van & Co., or the 
New Brunswick Trading Co., were not 
proved, that the debtors were guilty of 
rash and hazardous speculations, of 
trading after they knew they were insol­
vent aud of granting an undue preference. 
It transpired that the bankrupts were in­
solvent as far back as 1835.

The effect of the course of trading 

adopted by the bankrupts had been dis 
astrous to the creditors, as they would 
only receive a dividend of a fraction over 
3d. in the Dound on a very large indebted­
ness; and that course of trading had, in 
his opinion, been utterly reckless and un­
justifiable. Although the act gave him 
the power to do so, he did not think he 
should be exercising his discretion wisely 
by wholly refusing the order of discharge. 
He preferred, as a general rule, to retain 
the extreme penalty for the worst of of­
fenses, such as fraud, and he saw no 
reason to depart from that rule in the 
present case, and he did not iuteud to 
give the bankrupts thoir discharge cou­
pled with a condition affecting their after 
acquired property. In the first place, the 
amount of indebtedness was too large; 
and, secondly, h-з did not believe that 
any such order would tend to the pecun­
iary advantage of the creditors in this 

I English bankruptcy, having regard to the 
probable field of the bankrupts’future 
commercial operations. He should there­
fore deal with the case by suspending the 
order of discharge. With regard to this 
there were certain mattep which he 
thought he ought to consider to the bank­
rupts’ advantage. The first was that the 
public examination was concluded in Au­
gust, 1887, and they could then have 
made their application. The next was 
that several moat serious charges of fraud 
was made against them, and days and 
days were occupied in consideiing them; 
and notwithstanding, all those charge i 
failed, the mere fact that they were pub­
licly made and persisted in must have 
most materially increased the difficulties 
and anxieties of the bankrupts in connec­
tion with this application and also added 
considerably to the expenses. And, last­
ly, he felt that, haviog regard to the age 
of these gentlemen an-1 their business 
energies and wishes, the status of undis­
charged bankrupts an I the penalties at­
taching thereto would press upon them 
more hardly than was in most cases usual. 
Still, the offences which had been proved 
against them affecting the interests of 
their creditory in the way they had done 
could not be passed over without serious 
notice. Taking all the circumstances of 
the case into consideration, he thought 
the order which it was riyht to make was 
one suspending the order of discharge for 
a period of five years from July 16, 1889, 
when the application first stood in the 
paper for hearing. He would only add 
that he desired to pay the highest tribute 
of praise that he might be allowed to the 
extremely able management by Mr. Ree 1 
of the bankrupts’ case under circumstan­
ces of exceptional difficulty, and while he 
had been compelled to deal with the of­
fences which had been committed by the 
bankrupts by imposing upon them a pen­
alty which no doubt, they would find 
hard to bear, yet it had been with no 
small satisfaction that he had found him­
self able to hold them entirely guiltless 
of the charge of dishonesty and fraud.

representatives of the County, visited a 
number of localities for the purpose of 
obtaining measurements and other in­
formation respecting proposed new 
bridges, bridge repairs, etc.

On Thursday they examined the high­
way bridge over the Northwest Mirami­
chi at Sinclair’s and ordered new flooring, 
some iron work and other repairs, the cost 
of which will be $120. This work is now 
being done.

Tbe approaches to Newcastle Ferry 
were also examined, and Inspector Geo. 
Stothart, of Newcastle, was directed to 
have the large amount of work that was 
found to be necessary done at once. Mr. 
Stothart has since awarded a contract 
amounting to some $500 and the repairs 
are to be made forthwith.

The bridge on the highway between 
Newcastle and Douglastown near Kerr’s 
Mill was thoroughly examined and it was 
decided to have all the stone work taken 
out and the structure rebuilt, ns soon as 
the Chief Engineer can prepare plans and 
specifications.

An examination of the upper Douglas­
town Bridge showed that it is yet in fair 
condition. It is, however, proposed to 
replace it with a new iron bridge as soon 
as the present wooden span requires re­
moval.

The new work on the lower bridge at 
Douglastown was found to be progressing 
very satisfactorily.

The approaches of the Chatham Ferry 
on both sides of the river were found to 
require repairs, which were ordered—tbe 
work to be done at once.
