What is type? Webster defines it 
“the aggregate of characteristic quali­
ties.” Before we can breed to type we 
must therefore thoroughly understand 
what are the characteristic qualities of 
the breed we are cultivating.

Celebrated breeders have always had 
a type of their own and they 
ceeded in moulding their herds to such 
an uniformity, that the types are dis­
tinct even to this day. But here comes 
in the trouble—too many are breeding 
after their own type. Take the Leices­
ter sheep for instance ; there are Border 
Leicesters and English Leicesters, which 
have to compete in the same classes at 
shows, and yet the Lincolns and Cots- 
wolds more nearly resemble each other 
than do these two branches of the 
house of Leicester. What are you go­
ing to do about it? Either divide the 
the classes, or have a standard and 
breed to it. If the latter, would not the 
course pursued by the early Shropshire 
Breeders when Shropsliires were first 
given separate classes at the Royal, be 
advisable? This was to employ the 
same judges at the principal snows for 
years, men who always went for the 

e type, and in fact established it. 
How often do we hear such remarks as : 
“Oh, so and so is to judge ; I must send 
my biggest lambs. He does not mind 
if they are a bit rough if they have 
plenty of size and hone. ” Or it may be :
“I am not in it this year; Mr. ------ will
have quality ; he would rather have a 
neat little one than a big- coarse one. ” 
Now, this ought not to be the case. 
There should be one type, and that type 
should be interpreted by the judges 
the same each year. Then in­
stead of hearing such remarks as 
above, we should hear : “I am a little 
off this yeai ; that ram I used last left 
the fleeces too open ; I must change, or I 
shall lose type. ”

In the West the Shropshire men are 
getting away off and are more nearly 
approaching the Oxford yearly. If the 
prizes are persistently given to the big, 
open coated sheep, it is easy to foretell 
the result. Instead of having the short- 
legged, easy-feeding sort, with firm 
bâcles of good mutton, they will get 
slow feeders, with narrow chines, and 
the backbone never covered even when 
fat. I had my hands on some of that 
sort at Chicago. If the Oxford type is 
followed much longer, Shropshires will 
quickly lose the name so justly given 
them in England of “the rent payers.”

Again, a close examination of the 
Hampshires shown at Chicago would 
indicate a variety of types—so much so 
that one might reasonably ask: “Are 
they all of the same breed?” How ie 
this? On their native downs they breed 
as true to type as any, not excepting 
the South-Downs. But in the West 
they deteriorate quicker than any sheep 
I ever saw. Is it because the breeders 
are not skillful, or are they groping in 
the dark, not having the proper type in 
their miud’s eye? At any rate, the 
bleed keeps up its English reputation 
for early maturity, as the first-prize 
yearling had a tnreo-year-old mouth, 
and the second prize looked like a bro­
ken-mouthed ewe. Contemplating a 
ram that was recorded, and by his owner 
considered purely bred, the thought 
arose, how could such a nondescript be 
possibly evolved within the limited time 
from importation, if kept in the pure 
line? Again, take some of the sheep on 
exhibition, not Hampshires alone ; the 
question arose, how long would it take 
a skillful breeder with no other material 
than the ram in use, as shown, to breed 
them back again to the true type? 
These sheep originally represented the 
skill and years of intense anxiety* and 
labor of their founders—of failure and 
success. One year, the means employed 
proved judicious and answered the 
highest anticipations; the next was, 
perhaps, great disappointment and al­
most discouraging, but pluck and de­
termination finally overcame all obsta­
cles, and the world pronounced the new 
breed a great success Bakewell let his 
first ram in 1760 for 17s. 6d., or §4, and 
for several seasons afterwards could 
not realize over two or three guineas 
for his best sheep. In 1784 and 1785, 
however, he obtained 100 guineas for a 
ram, and the desire to possess this valu­
able breed then became so great that in 
1798 he made $6,000 by three rams and 
$10.000 by seven others. He likewise 
received $15,Q00 from the Dishley Soci 
ety for the цве qf the rest of the flock. 
What
“He bred to type,” and established it— 
so much so, that one ram was like 
another, and цo matter upon what they 
crossed they left their impress.

In conclusion, a word to the 
breeder : Before making up 
as to what breed to go in fo 
eider your market and also the adapta­
bility of your farm. Some breeds will 
do better on rich soils producing luxuri­
ant crops, others on hilly or rough 
ranges ; but whatever the sort may be, 
thoroughly study and make yourself 
conversant with the acknowledged type 
of your choice and keep that in view, 
ever striving to perpetuate those dis­
tinguishing features that have made 
your breed valuable and sought after, 
also bearing in mind that the same skill 
that was required to evolve your breed 
must also be used by you to maintain its 
present high standard, with this differ­
ence, that you have the material at hand 
if you will wisely make the right selec­
tion. You will then have the satisfac­
tion of knowing, if you do not meet 
with the success of Bakewell and other

Patent Foods.
The Homesteafl has the following 

about condimeutal food, condition pow­
ders etc. : “We sometime since exposed 
the character of so-called condimental 
food, claiming that an article of pre­
cisely similar composition could be made 
by mixing common feeding stuffs in pro­
per proportion. The latter would not 
cost over $1.25 per cwt, while the patent 
food, no better in composition, or qual­
ity, cost $8 per cwt. We here give sever­
al recipes for making condimental foods. 
Sometimes these mixtures are appetizing 
to animals off their feed or a little out of 
condition. Smaller quantities can be mix­
ed in the same proportion below given. 
These articles, all made as fine as possible, 
should be very carefully and thoroughly 
mixed together upon a smooth floor. 
Poor or damaged maple sugar will do, 
or the cheapest brown that can be had. 
If cottonseed meal ie used, get the best 
decorticated. Tim saltpeter, the sul­
phate of iron and the salt should be well 
pulverized and sifted, arid the spices be 
pure, of the best quality ana finely 
ground. The fenugreek is a plant be­
longing to the clover family, the seed of 
which have a strong, peculiar smell and 
an oily, bitter taste, supposed to be a 
tonic and stimulant. Special cattle feed: 
Locust bean meal 600 lbs, corn meal 
1000 lbs, linseed meal 800 lbs, sulphur 
40 lbs, saltpeter 40 lbs, salt 80 lbs, fenu­
greek 20 lbs, gentuin 10 lbs, sulphate of 
iron 5 lbs, anise seed 4 lbs, ginger 8 lbs.

Dropping the wool ie a frequent 
trouble with eheep. There are many 
different explanations for this annoy 
ance to the flock master, but few of 
these hint at all at the fact that wool 
mult be fed, or it cannot grow, and any 
failure in its nutrition must reenlt in 
such a weakness that the fleece fails to 
keep up its connection with the skin, 
gild thus drops off as if it were severed 
—as it really is—qt its root. The fleece 
of a hnndred-ponnd sheep makes up ten 
per cent., or more, of the animal's 
weight, and it consists of a greater pro­
portion of the most exacting elements of 
nutrition than the flesh of the sheep 
does. Flesh has seventy five per cent, 
of water in it ; wool has only fifteen per 
cent. The flesh has in its dry matter 
the following elements, and wool has 
the quantities set opposite to them. 
Thus the composition of flesh is : Car­

Abo lsh all Prohibitive Liquor Laws.
I <

The creation of crimes by means of 
statutes providing for their punishment 
has generally proved itself bad policy. 
In the days of Henry VIII it was the 
maxim that “a tinker was a rogue by 
statute arid in Queen Elizabeth’s time 
actors and “stage-players’ were put into 
the same category as tinkers. But it 
came in time to bo understood that the 
soldering of tin kettles was not a crime 
because a tinker here», and hero had 
robbed a hen-roost,, and that the pro­
fession which had produced a Shakespeare 
was not, by any salutary public policy, a 
criminal profession.

The absolute, unqualified and dis­
tinguished failure of all laws for the 
ab 1 shmeiv. of the traffic in liquors is 
speedily convincing ov^n the most 
sanguine prohibitionist of the expediency 
of wiping them from every statut-book 
in the land. Their failure has no been 
so much a protest against interference 
with the personal liberty of the citizen as 
an illustration of the vener ble maxim 
that no law can exist without* or can 
survive, a reason for its existence. These 
laws, indeed, never had any adequa e or 
logical reason for existing at all. They 
have had their origin always and without 
exception in sparsely settled communities 
where personal liberty was so absolute 
and unquestioned that it became irksome, 
where liquor was almost unknown and 
the user of it a curiosity, and where the 
only knowledge of thu horrors of intoxi­
cation the village possessed was derived 
from itinerant temperance orators who 
dilated upon the terrible consequences of 
the rum habit to a roomful of tearful old 
women, none of whom knew the taste of 
liq tor or of a ything stronger than green 
tea. The early Puritans of New England, 
who enact d the most ferocious of blue 
laws, who would not let a man step over 
a -tone in his path or kiss—not his neigh­
bor’s, but—his own wife on a seventh day, 
no more thought of prohibiting the drink­
ing of liquor than of prohibiting the 
preaching of eight and ten hours’ sermons. 
When they settled a town, they built, 
first of all, a meeting house and, n xt to 
it, a jail, The jail a as for those who did 
not want to go' to the meeting house. 
В -t the pint of “new” rum per laborer in 
the hay field was as 
course as the minis • r’s madeira or sherry, 
or the magistrate’s metheglin or eggnog 
or toddy. In the wainscoting around 
every fireplace was the sunken toddy-shelf 
to be drawn out of evenings, and when a 
meeting house w s to be raised, the com 
inunity were t^cpected to drink as fr ely 
as Heaven had bless d them in go d 
things or the means to pay for them 
So lately as 1804, when the frame of the 
new meeting house in Brithfield, Mass., 
wa« to be raise 1, the town voted $121.22 
for “rum, -ugar, brandy, lemons and 
wine” for the occasion. And there are 
but few towns in Massachusetts that are 
smaller than Brimheld. The P-.ritans, 
in their courts of justice, cited edicts and 
precedente, not iroin the reporters, but 
from the Pentateuch, and sent men to the 
jail or to the gibbet according to the laws 
of Rohubuam or Jeroboam. But, because 
the sons of Rechab drank no wine or 
strong drink, it no more occurred to them 
to forego wine and strong drink them­
selves than it did to forsake their sub­
stantial frame dwellings ana camp 
because these same Rechabites had fore­
sworn houses and lived in tents on the 
plains of Arabia thirty centuries previous- 
iously !

Liquor is legitimately and logically a 
subject of excise, and excise laws, which 
may operate in, rent—that is, against the 
thing itself—are proper and constitutional. 
But it would puzzle writers upon con-

iauj.1 a iiu Lvr o.

stitutional law to find an origin for la>L 
prohibiting the manufacture or purchase'
or sale of an article of commerce, though 
laws regulating all three are neither un 
constitutional nor improper. Besides 
unwritten and writtetfi or statute law, 
there is also what is called the “police 
power” of a state or a community, that 
is, the power of keeping the pu lie peace. 
All three of these jurisdictions may deal 
with the individual out of whom too much
liquor may have made a law-breaker. 
That is to say, the drun ard has fractured 
the unwritten or moral law by breaking 
the rule of temperance in all thing 
has broken the written law by becomi ga 
public nuisance or a public charge, and the 
police power of the State may lay hands 
upon him up for being disorderly, or for 
lying drunk and so blocking up the public 
stree- s that <rdin try persons may not pass 
and repass. But in what manner or form 
the commodity we call liquor has broken 
or come under the penal force of any one 
of these three jurisdict one, it is difficult to 
imagine ; and, therefore, because this is a 
hard question to answer, it is difficult to 
find a legal or logical origin for a prohib­
itory liquor law Publicists assure us that 
all salutary laws and statutes which have 
proved to be for the general good are 
found to have invariably come from a 
demand for projection, or for warrant 
frqin an individual or a class asking either

He

for protect on or for franchise to benefit 
the state and himself by car ying 
some useful business, art, or trade ; or 
they have been enacted for tlm revenue, 
or (as I have said above) for the conserva­
tion of the public peace. But not of such 
have been the origins of the various 
statutes against the selling of liquor which 
are on the statute books of a great 
many, indued of most of, our American 
St tes. These 11ws, when not copied 
vfrbntiin or adopted substantially from 
other States — as the Kansas law was 
from the Maine law —have originated, not 
with a class of citizons who asked for pro­
tection, but with a class who proposed 
to protect some other class against its will.
I fancy it would bo difficult o find a 
prohibitive liquor la • which was not in 
the first instance proposed by one who was 
himself either a teetotaler by preference, 
or one without himself any taste for 
anything stronger than water, and there­
fore without the slightest practical ex­
perience of the evils of intox cation ; or by 
one whose knowledge of the terrors of 
liquor drink in.' came at second hand from 
the description of the itinerant “temper­
ance” orator ; or possibly by witnt^ng ( 
effects of the abuse of liquor upon some 
weak winded brother. In o her words, ifc 

exactly as if all the p rsons who pre­
ferred to go to bed at nine o’clock should 
revive the i ld law of curfew and get it 
back upon the statute books ; or, a-* if all 
those who loved to go m Sunday school 
should legislate to make it criminal not

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to go to Sunday school. So far as the 
records go (and I consult only those 
published by the prohibitionists—riiem- 
selvos), not one single . roposition for the 
policy of prolubi'ing the sales of liquor 
has originated from a demand for pro­
tection, or from cause of necessity, or 
even of expediency ; or in » locality where 
the evils of such sales were apparent or 
largely experienced, or indeed experienc­
ed at all. іIn a rural community, how­
ever, absolutely without amusements, 
where personal liberty resembles, as some­
body has well said, ‘ the desolate freedom 
of the wild,’ and so becomes absolutely - 
irksome—where a man with a theory 
crank with a hobby is welcome as a diver­
sion—it is necessary to burrow ih unusual 
oaths for a relaxation.

p-tuy the party around the world.

The crusade will commence at the annual 
convention of the World’s Women's Christian 
Temperance Union, to be held in the United 
Siates next October. The American delega- 
ion will then proceed to Washington, where 

the polyglot petition will be presented to the 
government.

Leaving New York on October 24, the 
contingent will join the British 

continger-t. The crusaders’ steamer will 
have London on Saturday, November 3, 
arriving at Naples on Monday, November 12.

Referring to the passage of the bill and the 
strained relations between the Houses of 
Lords and Commons the New York Heiald 
says “Mr. Gladstone has gained a victory, 
not a great one, it is true, but still a victory 
over the House of Lords in inducing it to 
accept the Parish Councils bill with only 
slight alterations.
which is extremely popular, w is 
introduced into the House of Commons there 
weie rumors afloat that the Upper Chamber 
would throw it out neck and crop. Its 
principle, it was claimed, struck at the 
hereditary privileges of the peeis, and that 
would never do in a constitutional monarchy 
like England. At any rate the hill was 
passed in the Commons and sent to the 
Lords. The peers mutilated the bill in 
many vital particulars and on February 13 
it was read a third time in the House of 
Lords, after protest by the Earl of NVemyss 
that the poor law clauses had been allowed 
to pass practically without amendment.

Then began an attack upon the hereditary 
legislative body all over England, engineer­
ed primarily by the Radicals. The day 
after, at Portsmouth, Sir William Harcourt, 
Chancellor of the Exchequer, made a 
remarkable speech at a political meeting, 
in which he said

“Nothing to my mind is more deplor­
able in all this business than the attitude 
which has been taken up in the House of 
Lords by the bench of Bishops. Property, 
property, property! is the chant of the 
Lords temporal. Amen ! the cry of the 
Lordsspiritual. Property, property, proper­
ty 1 Privilege, privilege, privilege ! Exclus­
ion,exclusion, exclusions! is the matin and 
the evensong of the Lords spiritual. It was 
not always so. I can remember the days of 
Archbishop Tait—not si long igo—aad of 
Wilberforce—when the character of an Eng­
lish Bishop was not inconsistent with liberal 
sympathies. The distrust of the rural popu­
lation, this fear that Lord Salisbury de­
scribes, that they are, or might be, their 
enemies, against whom they must ever be 
on their guard; this eagerness for sectarian 
aHcendancy; this jealousy of ecclesiastical 
privilege, has characterized the conduct of 
the Bishops all through this bill. They 
have throughout been among the most 
militant and aggressive antagonists of 
popular rights. (‘Turn them out.’ 'Send 
General Booth to them!’ and laughter.) 
Look at the way they had treated London 
in this bill. Well, L-mdon will take 
of itself, and I venture to say that the 
electors of London will have something to 
say to the Lords at the next election.

“You may depend upon us that we will 
deal with these amendments faithfully. 
Lord Salisbury has thrown down the gage 
of battle. It is not we who have chal­
lenged this conflict. We take the nation 
to witness it has been forced upon us— 
(‘Hear, hear!’) and depend upon it we 
will not shrink. We have to face, prob­
ably, the rashest and most reckless leader 
that has ever been at the head of the tory 
party. So extreme have been the counsels 
of Lord Salisbury that even his own follow­
ers have shrunk from his violence. He 
failed in his great attempt to disfranchise 
the great body of the rural laborers by 
the abolition of compounding; he failed 
in his desire to force the parish councils 
into the public houses! Even Lord Derby 
and Lord Oanbr.qok, sitting by his side, 
took up their parable against him, therefore, 
we know what we have to deal with. Misery 
acquaints a man with strange bedfellows. 
He presents himself as amicus curiae. 
What a court! What a friend! Birds of a 
feather flock together. Lord Salisbury has 
done his utmost to raise the great issue, 
which is this: Is the legislation of the nation 
to ba at the mercy of the H >usc of Lords— 
acting in the spirit which they have just dis­
played. Is that what you desire? Is that 
the will of the people? The amicus curiae 
tells us that if we are not satisfied with the 
conducteof the House of Lords we are bound 
to dissolve.

THE QUEEN AND MR- GLADSTONE.
It would lie interesting to know what Her 

Majesty thinks of the resignation of Mr 
Gladstone. L(3r yeirsho ardently desired 
it, so it is said, when there was some talk of 
the liberal Ministry going on the rejection of 
the Irish Home Rule bill. Toe Queen was 
known to have awaited with unwonted anx­
iety Mr. Gladstone’s deo sion as to his oour-e 
after the rejection of that bill- The rojal 
idea was that Mr. G'aistonu should itppea- 
at once to the country, and the deteinunation 
understood to have been expresied by Mr. 
Gladstone in a special despatch fc » the Queen 
to hold on indftenicely did not suit Her Ma­
jesty at all. 1 According to constitutional 
precedents the Queen had reason to expect 
that, after the overwhelming majority of 
Lords spiritual and temporal had condemned 
him, the aged Premier would resign and a>k 
the electors again to justify his policy. It 
was surmised that M-. Gladstone intimated 
in the despatch earned to Balmoral on that 
occasion the readiness of the Calnnet to 
submit to the Q lean’s prerogative to riLmi '* 
her present Ministers. This intimation 
meant little, however, as he knew ho cquld 
rely on the Queen’s discretion to tako^ no- 
step involving the Crown in the popular out­
cry against the House of Lords.

At that time a large and influential part 
of the ult'-a-tory party expected much direct 
intervention from the Queen, but, as wv 
know, she declined to exerciie her preroga­
tive. It has been rumored that thy Piince 
of Wales gave his royal mother some respnet- 
ful advice iu this matter. Years ago it had 
been reported that Queen Victoria did not 
like Mr. Gladstone because of his strong 
liberalism.

When a Ministry resigns it is the function 
of the Sovereign to call upon some person to 
form another administration. There is 
restriction up -n the royal choice, but the 
statesman usually selected is the leader <> 
the opposing party iu eue of the two houses 
In this case, as it is the Premier and not tlv 
Ministry which resigns, the choice falls, of 
course, upon one of the same party. If tlv 
individual chosen undertakes the task of 
forming a Ministry he commences by nomin 
ating his Cabinet, taking himself the priuoi 
pal position, which is variously desiguateo 
as head of the government or First Ministei 
or Prime Minister or Premier. The offices 
which invariably give the holder Uabiue 
rank are those of First Lord of the Treasury, 
Lord Chancell >r, Lord President of the 
Council, the Secretaries of State for the 
Home Department, Foreign Affaire, the 
Colonies, for War and for India, Chancellor 
of the Exchequer $tnd First Llrd of the 
Admiralty. The Prime Minister may be- 
First Lord of the Treasury and Chancellor ol 
the Exchequer or First Lo/d of the Treasury 
and Lord Privy Sail.

Mr. Gladstone's Resignation-
It is not surprising—after the action of 

the House of Lords in rejecting the Home 
Rule bill of the government, and the reap­
pearance of factional warfare between the 
two great branches of the original Irish 
home rule party, which rendered the hope 
of securing self-government for Ireland 
abortive—that Mr. Gladstone should retire 
from participation in parliamentary business.

AN AWFUL AFFAIR.

On Wednesday night of last week two 
negroes, named Heury Baker and William 
Thompson, entered the residence of Moore 
Baker at Franklin Park, N^J. for the 
purpose of robbery.

Mr Gladstone addressed the House of 
Commons the other day speaking with mar­
vellous energy and vigor. During the course 
of his speech he said the government felt 
that the operation of sending and re-send­
ing a bill from one House to another had 
continued long enough, (tibud and pro­
longed cheering and much laughter.) 
When Mr. Glidstone was again able to 
resume speaking he said : “To continue 
the process would be a loss of dignity tu 
both Houses and the government has 
decided to stop the operation and take a 
decided course.” The government had 
the choice of rejecting the House of Lords’ 
amendments and abandoning the hope of 
passing the bill, or to accept them under 
protest with the hope of soon reversing 
them. The government adopted the 
second course. (Cheers.) Mr. Glidstone 
then reviewed the action of the House of 
Lords iu the past and said : “We have 
now reached the acute stage. It appears 
that the House of Lords desires to anni­
hilate the. whub wqrk of the House of 
Commons. In regard to the present bill 
the government desires lo save something 
from the wreck and therefore accepte і the 
amendments, but with the declaration 
that the differences between the Houses 
are not of a temporal у or casual nature. 
This state of things, I am compelled to 
say, cannot continue. Tne issues raised 
between the assembly elected by the voice 
of the people and the assembly occupied 
by many men of virtue and tuleuts are of 
considerable variety. When once raised 
they must go into the issue. No doubt 
there is a higher authority than the House 
of Commons, namely, the authority of the 
nation—(loud cheers)—• which must in 
the last resort decide. (Renewed cheers, 
and loud opposition cries of ‘at once.’) 
When that judgment is to [be 
invited is a question which the 
Government alone can decide. We 
acquiesced in the loss of an impôt tant bill 
the other day, owing to an objectionable 
amendment and because we thought that 
the clause vitiated all the work expended 
on the bill here. However, an ament- 
men t, no matter how objectionable, is 
limited to a particular subject matter and 
does not interfere with the great extension 
of the principle of local government which 
the bill eflects. The amendment is a 
gross mischief which will have to be 
removed at the earliest opportunity, but 
at the same time the mischief is limited to 
a cettain portion of the objects and pur­
poses of the bill, while it leavts the rest 
of the bill to work freely and undisturbed. 
We therefore have arrived at the con­
clusion that it would not be well to wreck 
the whole of the work for the session, for, 
with the exception of this bill, nearly the 
whole of the session has been wrecked. 
There are many members, and I sympath­
ize with them in many respects, who have 
been ready to sacrifice the bill rather than 
allow the amendments to take their place 
iu the statute book, but I must observe 
that to sacrifice the bill would be to form 
part of a very serious question, which I 
am very sorry to say has grown more and 
more serious with the lapse of time and 
which during the present session has 
reached a stage of peculiar acuteness and 
magnitude. We have therefore to look to 
the acceptance of those amendments, not 
as closing this controversy, but as handing 
ifc on, which, according to our judgement, 
it will be the duty of Parliament to con­
tinue until it has arrived at a satisfactory 
settlement. But if we were to attempt to 
destroy the whole work of the session by 
consigning this bid to the oblivion to 
which the Irish Government bill (loud 
opposition ‘Ohs’) and the Employers’ 
Liability bill have been consigned”—

Mr. Gladstone here interrupted himself 
and referring to the opposition 4 “Ohs” 
said, “I do not think this is a matter to 
be treated with levity.”

Gladstone continued : “I do not like to 
say that the situation is intolerable, be­
cause it may seem a hard and dictatorial 
word, but I think some way or other a 
solution must be found for this tremen­
dous controversy and inconsistent conflict 
on matters of high principle and profound 
importance.

It's the English Way-
Liverpool Timber News says —
The other day we learned, second-hand, 

from a leading officer in the London Fire 
Brigade, that among the least combustible 
establishments in London would be the 
great paper warehouses if they consisted 
entirely of stacks of paper. Similarly it 
has been remarked that a library would 
be a really difficult thing to destroy by 
tire if it contained nothing but books. It 
is the shelves on which the volumes are 
stacked that are so inflammable. An in­
ventor has just brought out a bookcase 
designed to obviate the risk of fire, and 
ifc certainly looks as thouga it would be 
very effectual. The material used is 
papier-mache, which is said to be cheap, 
light, easily wrought into any form, and 
absolutely non-inflammable. Everybody 
probably knows that it is simply paper 
pulp that has been subjected to an im­
mense pressure, rendering ifc so extremely 
dense and hard that ifc cannot be made to 
to take fire. A library with a fireproof 
floor and papier-mache bookshelve sought 
to be practically safe from all risk by 
fire.

Now, to all whose living and profits 
depend chiefly upon the use of timber, it 
is not pleasent to read or learn that sub­
stitutes for it are continually being invent­
ed and used. Long have we been accus­
tomed to certain portions of buildings be­
ing constructed of other material than 
wood, where timber formerly was almost 
exclusively used. To-day we have mills, 
warehouses, and mansions built, in which 
the floors are constructed of metal girders 
and concrete arches, the roofs of iron, and, 
also, even the windows, staircases, and 
doors. In such buildings precious little 
timber indeed is used, with th - result 
that the building trade 
certain towns may be good while the 
joinery and timber trades are far from 
brisk.

Some of the newspapers, in dealing 
with Hon. Peter Mitchell’s recent 
letter to Mr. A. F. Gault on the sub­
ject of
againet Sir John A. Macdonald, 
seem to assume that there is a feeling 
in Northumberland county in favor of 
Mr. Mitchell being its next representa­
tive in the House of Commons. Mr. 
Mitchell recently visited this County 
and, we believe, claims to have discov­
ered the feeling referred to. In going 
from place to place in the Dominion in 
connection with the letter against Sir 
John A. Macdonald, through which he 
has secured a great deal of notoriety, 
he, apparently, lays considerable stress 
—in the interviews with which he favors 
the press,—upon his alleged popularity 
as a coming candidate for Northum­
berland. If it be true that Mr. 
Mitchell has been encouraged to enter­
tain that belief, such encouragement 
could not have been given to him 
seriously in this County, save by, per­
haps, half a dozen persons, and it any­
body has given it as a joke it seems 
little short of cruelty to a gentleman 
who, in his time, did good service for 
the country and County, but is now 
generally recognized as one who has 
ceased to wield, or be in a position to 
exercise any effective influence in the 
active politics of the country. We do 
not, for a moment, desire to convey

his personal grievances

the impression that Mr. Mitchell has 
not more than half a dozen supportera
in the County, but that those who know 
it best would be foremost in counselling 
him not to try his waning political 
fortunes in it again.

Northumberland had sufficient ex­
perience in being of no account at 
Ottawa, in the last nine years of Mr. 
Mitchell’s representation, largely 
through his subordinating its interests 
to what now appears to have been his 
desire to be revenged upon the late Sir 
John A. Macdonald. His sinister 
influence had the same effect between 
1878 and 1882, when, though not in 
Parliament, he brought all his former 
experience in the House of Commons 
and the Government to bear in thwart­
ing the efforts for the County’s good of 
the gentleman who represented it 
during that period. In the hope and 
under his promise that he would turn 
over a new leaf,he was returned unoppos­
ed as Northumberland’s Ottawa repre­
sentative in 1882, but there was little 
change for the better up to the election 
of 1887. He had, as we all know, 
continued to be a non-effective repre­
sentative. Many of his old Conserva­
tive friends in the County desired to 
run him against the regular nominee of 
their party in 1887 and at the urgent 
solicitation of leading Liberals, includ­
ing Hon Mr. Blake, Mr. Weldon and 
others, the local Liberals accepted him 
as their candidate, on his promising 
that he would not again seek election 
in Northumberland, but leave the 
privilege of representing it at Ottawa 
to residents and younger men. He was 
elected. Between that time and the 
election of 1891 he visited the 
stituency only twjce, and not one 
elector in every hundred had an 
opportunity to even see him until the 
election of the latter year, when, as 
usual, he turned up again seeking re- 
election.

Meantime,, the people of the County 
had become fully sensible of the fact 
that they were being used by the 
honorable gentleman, simply and only 
for the purpose of putting him in par­
liament. They were not unmindful ef 
the fact that he had, years before, done, 
the constituency good service, but they 
knew equally well that they had placed 
him in a position to do so, as well as to 
do mnch to, advance his own interests. 
They remembered, too, that those 
interests, rather than those of the 
people ho represented, were sometimes 
promoted by him. The fact, also, was 
against him that he had, at a time 
when his physical and intellectual 
powers were unimpaired, descended by 
easy but rapid stages from the position 
of an influential minister ot the crown 
to that of a political nondescript anil 
scold—fretful and too often engaged, in 
merely blocking parliamentary work— 
and it gradually came home to them 
that there must be something radically 
wrong in a man who had thus failed to 
hold his grip of political^nfluence and 
position.

In 1891, therefore, the people of the 
County had to choose between Mr. 
Mitchell and Mr. Adams. It cannot 
be said that Mr. Adams was a par­
ticularly popular man, in a general 
sense. He always had a number of 
very faithful adherents, with a fair 
proportion ot excellent election workers 
amongst them, but the fact that he had 
only between four and five hundred 
majority over Mr. Mitchell, while the 
latter had had some eight hundred over 
him in the election of 1887, went to 
show that, even with the County tired 
of Mr. Mitchell, Mr. Adams was not, 
perhaps, the strongest man that could 
have been brought against him.

Mr Mitchell,we believe,polled a much 
larger vote in Northumberland in 1891 
than he could possibly poll again, for 
he has since done nothing to promote 
Northumberland’s business or political 
interests. It is fair to him to say that 
he does not base his alleged popularity 
as a coming candidate in Northumber­
land or any claim he has upon it, or 
because he believes such claims as he

con-

might have are paramount to those of 
men who live in the County. He 
assumes that Mr. Adams, who now 
represents it at Ottawa, has failed to 
meet the expectations of those who 
elected him and, apparently, falls into

Rev. Edward J. Bannon, being 
ordained priest at the Grand Seminary, 
Montreal, in December, 1873 was stationed 
with he pastor of St. Margaret's, first as 
Vicar, then as successor in 1874 when the 
elder brother was promoted as Rector of the 
pro-cathedral at Chatham. During all the 
period of Father Ban non’s preparatory 
studies at St. Michael's C'dleg -, Father 
Morriscy was as ociated with him, either as 
Professor or -senior student ; while Father 
Dixon commencing in Sept 1864, after 
his arrival from St. Javlath’s College, 
Tuam, I re'and, was Professor of Greek 
and Latin, and hadFather T. Bannon 
as di ciple in his class until both men 
in 1868, in company with Father
Stmislans J. Doucet (and Hon F.J. McManus 
of Bathurst) as fellow students vwent to 
pursue their theological studies at the Grand 
Seminary of Montreal.

The Band played a final 
farewell and all withdrew, filled with 
solemn thoughts of edification, and good 
resolutions to try to live as we would wish 
to die, in the friendship of God and

of God, and are all created for one sublime 
end—to glorify Him, and that is why the 
Lord Jesus Christ created the order of his 
ministry, to which He referred in the text ; 
why He went about doing good, teaching, 
performing miracles—and laying the founda­
tion of that order through which were to be 
secured the salvation and eternal happiness 
'»f mankind. The night before The Last 
Supper He established His priesthood. Be 
was to go, but He said “I am with you al­
ways, even to the end” and, thus, priests are 
'■eing constantly chosen that they may labor 
in His Church bringing souls to Him as tho 
fruit of their ministry and He is with them 
to the end of the world.

The dead who now lay before them felt 
the call, the Divine inspiration and followed 
Christ. There was no need, before so many 
who knew him so well, for him (the 
preacher) to pronounce a panygerio upon 
him. [Here Father Casey sketched the 
history of the late Father Bannon’a priest­
hood, the main features of which are given 
-.hove] continuing, he referred to the last 
illness of the dead priest and said he suffered 
much and offered hie sufferings in union 
with His who suffered for all mankind, in 
satisfaction fpr any sins he might have 
committed. Then, the end came, 
sacrifice he had so often offered in behalf of 
others, he received himself half an hoar 
before he died. His lips were yet red with 
the Sacred Blood, and his body fresh 
nourished by His Body when he departed. 
The Scripture says the just man may fall 
seven times a day and yet cot be lost. We 
are just tied iu believing that the soul of the 
dead was filled with the Saviour, yet there 
minht be some small sins not purged aWay 
and it was in the power of those who had 
been ministered to by him, to assist in 
removing any little stains that might remain, 
so that he might enter forthwith into the 
joy his LortTT We are told that nothing 
defiled may enter Heaven. It is wholesome 
to pray for the dead, although there be some 
who say not. The Jews prayed for the dead 
and offered sacrifices for them, and though 
we trust our dead is iu the presence of the 
Saviour and enjoying the bliss of the 
beatified yet as we owe him so much, let ns 
discharge, in some measure our obligations 
by praying for him, that he may enter at 
once the joy of Heaven.

During the delivery of the sermon, of 
wlvch we give a mere outline, tears were 
quietly she»!, by many present, especially 
when, in language of great tenderness, the 
preacher recalled the good works and 
ministrations of his priestly office amongst 
his flock of the dear priest who lay “with 
his dead face turned towards heaven.”

His Lordship Bishop Rogers addressed 
the congregation before the fiual prayers 
were said, referring m a very feeling manner 
to the kindly sympathy shown by friends 
m Chatham and elsewhere in the bereave­
ment that had come to them all ; also to 
letters received from Archbishop O'Brien 
of Halifax and Bishop Sweeney of St. John, 
and stating the facts concerning Bishop 
Sweeney’s work as a priest at Chatham, 
which are set forth above, as well as other 
relative matters, all of which formed the 
principal subjects of his Lordship’s remarks': 
He admonished all of the need of preparation 
for death and a faithful adherence to the rules 
which God has given us to that end, closing 
with a few thoughts tenderly expressed and 
suggested by the life and work of him who

$ Rev Father Casey was invited to be the 
preacher because he was sent by Bishop 
Sweeney, and fills, in the cathedral of St. 
•ohn, the same office as Rector which Father 
Bannon filled in Chatham. The motive of 
his invitation was as a mark of filial love 
and respect for Bishop Sweeney. He was 
sent by Bishop Dollard (the former beloved 
R C. pastor of Miramichi) when stil a young 
priest (or ained in Sept. 1844) to succeed 
Father John Shanahan, the first stationed 
as resident R. C. priest in Chatham. Father 
Thomas Bannon. born on the 31st October, 
1845. was baptized on the 9th November by 
Father Shanahan The young Father Sween­
ey came to take charge of the church and 
dependent missions of Chatham in Jan. 1846 
and remained till the autumn of 1849 Thus, 
on the arrival of Father Sweeney, the fu ure 
Father Thomas Bannon was not three 
months old During the past rship of 
Father Sweeney in Chatham, the intelligent 
zeal pastoral solicitude at^l apostolic charity 
of the young pastor was often and con­
spicuously called into requisition. It was 
in these years that the immigrant ship 
fever visited the port of Miramichi, as well 
as to a greater extent the larger sea ports all 
along the Atlantic coast. Father Sweeney 
by his prompt intelligent co-operation with 
the health and medical officers, as well as 
in discharging his clerical duties at the 
quarantine station, saved many a life and 
restored to health and usefulness many of 
those languishing. The leprosy hospital 
was also organized on Sheldrake is and at 
that'time and within his pastorate the smal- 
pox broke out among the Indians of Burnt 
Church. As a “good sh pherd’ exposing 
his life for his sheep, the future Bishop 
Sweeney was active and strong as a lion, 
though modest, amiable sooth ng and con­
soling in all his visits. In material increase 
and development Father Sweeney also left 
monwments of his active zeal. The first 
presbytery (or pastoral residence) was built 
in Chatham, the R. C. school house at 
Douglastown intended to serve also as a 
chapel, for which use it is still employed, 
the erection of the present church of St. 
Margaret's (for which»Father Shanahan had 
prepared the frame) and the St. Patrick's 
(now sometimes called St. Michael s) Tem­
perance hall in Chatham were all the work 
of Father Sweeney's pastorate. His memory 
is cherished by the old people, for mauy of 
whom (like Mrs Moses Connors and her 
sistT, Mrs. Patrick Connors, aunts of 
Father Bannon) he p-onounced their nuptial 
benediction.

Father Cadqy at first modestly declined 
the ho> or of preaching, sayiug that at such 
short notice he could not do justice to the 
occasion. But when the argument was used 
that as he was sent by and represented his 
Bishop whose pastorate in Chatham had been 
so fruitful of good he might be sure that 
the Hvly Ghost would put the right words 
in his mouth to edify the flock whom Bishop 
Sweeney had loved and benefited, he kindly 
consented.

After the demise of the late Rev. T. F. 
Bannon. Roman Catholic Rector of Chatham 
and Chancellor of the diocese, which we 
briefly reported last week, as soon as the 
day, hour and other de tais of the 
obsequies were determined, intimation 
was given to the enquiring press re­
porters and a telegram sent by the 
Bishop to each of the priests in the diocese 
of Chatham, and outside of the diocese to the 
two venerated prelates. Archbishop O'Brien 
of Halifax and Bishop Sweeney of St. John, 
who had more frequent.y met Father 
Bannon and bad occasion to know him more 
intimately. To other reverend friends out­
side the diocese, through motives of delicacy 
on account of their increased occupations in 
mid lent, and the severe winter season in­
creasing the risk and inconvenience of trav 
elling, should J^iey undertake to 
obsequies, the above telegram was not sent ; 
those distant confreres would learn they sad 
news through the press or otherwise.

On Wednesday afternoon the body of the 
deceased pastor was borne by the friends who 
carried the coffin, accompanied by Father 
Joyner and Father Edward Bannon, from 
the Hotel Dieu to the residence of the 
Bishop, who met it at the door, and escort 
ed the cortege to the large parlor which had 
been prepared and draped in a solemn and 
tasteful manner as a temporary mortuary 
chapel, under the direction of Mr. Patrick 
Connors and several ladies of the congrega 
tion A small table with crucifix and holy 
water vase stood at the head, while several 
lighted tapers in tall candlesticks surrounded 
the corpse Through the glass ,in the lid of 
the coffin the face and body could be viewed, 
the body being robed in sacerdotal violet 
vestments such as worn by a priest celebrat­
ing mass. By raising the windows due 
ventilation was always effected. In this 
wake-room it remained, constantly visited 
by groups of mourning and praying friends 
until the time of its removal to the church
