LORD STRATHCONA’S OWN.

MONTRBAL, Jan. 16— The Star’s
special cable from London says: Lord
Strathcona has not yet taken passage
for Canada and has no immediate in-
tention of leaving Londen. Lady
Strathoona is batter. It is hoped the
inclusion of WNorthwest thorses in
“Iond Stfathcona's Own,” as the pap-
ers here call Lord Strathcona’s North-
west corps, will lead the war office to
revise s deoision against Canada as
a source of supply for army horses.

AT HALIFAX.

An Interesting Letter from One of

the St. John Mounted Men.

HALIFAX, Jan. 15.—Things are getting
pretty lively pow. Our squadron is com-
plete and is composed of R. C. Dragoons
and militin cavalry. Some of us ‘are still
without borses, but I intend speaking to a
chap [ know in the N. W. M. police and
getting a good mount. There is going to be
a time when we have our first mounted
parade, as we have a lot of bucking
tronchos, which will make lots of fun.

We were given our saddlery and Kit to-
day. The saddlery is all new and is the
same as that used at the cavalry school.
The uniform is blue serge and infantry
trousers. The serge has a whito collar and
red trimmings. The most noticeable thing
aboul the nerge is a thick pad extending
from the left shoulder to the right hip.
This is for the rifle sling to rest on. The
service ‘caps are like ours except that they
have two dark buttens in front. We expect
to get our arms and khaki in a day or two.

We hacd our first dismounted drill today.
It is very simple, Everything is done by
groups, which is the unmit of mounted in-
fantry, just as our ~ equadron is. h
group consists of four men. I am in com-
mand of a group, and we work together 1n
everything, even, as the sergesnt instructor
said, “drink tog:ther.”

It is now definitely settled what we are,
and this is it: *‘4th troop of 2nd battalion
C. M. Rifles,”” and letters should be so ad~
dressed.

I am still acting as Q. M. S., and my
duties are increasing with the incoming
horses. A detachmmnt of artillery has just
arrived ‘and are having their tea. I am
writing this in ihe barrack rcom, which is
in the horticultural building, and is filled
with wide tables, on which we sleep. The
room is not as large as the Queen’s rink.
Wea have over 16¢ men sleeping here. We
have our meals in a large, long room under
the grand stand. It was 3 most interesting
thing last night to_lis .to the various
poises. When I got home ficm & call every-
one (169) was snoring and two or three talk-
ing in their sleep.

The people of Halifax are treating us like
kings. I never saw such . hospitality.
Reveille is blown at 6 o’clock, and there is
a. scramble for wash basins and soap. This
'js the time when'the N. B. lads most ap-
preciate the offort of the Red &ross sociely
and Soldiers’ Wives' league. 3 ;

1 took my uniform to the Leinster's tailor
to be altered, and am to get it tomorrow,
for which: I will be very thankful, for my
feet are getting sore from walking so much
Jin riding boots. Our kit contains a serge
gervice cap, trousars, four brushes (hair,
brass, boot, button), curry comb, braces, 2
suits of underwear, 2 outside shirts, 2 palrs
boots, knitting attachments, knife and fork,
razor, horse comb, hair comb, box of polish,
sweater, night cap, bathing tights, towels,
soap, holdall, 2 bandkerchiefs, pair gloves,
Putton stick and 3 pairs of socks. All this
is in a canvas bag about two feet long, and
which I imagine will be carried behind the

saddle.

Yesterday there were over 3,000 people
here. Thcy simply swarm over our quar-
ters. It is ap interesting sight to see all-the
different uniforms. Our uniform is the most
striking.

Montreal Star.) e
During the afternoon I went over
the battle ground at Belmont iith one
of the officerss of the Munster regiment
who was present when the engagement
place.

Artillery. ‘This force had marched
from Orenge Riv-r and arrived oppos-
ite the railway station at Belmont
about 2 o'clock in the morning. The
Boers cocupied  three . . One

detechment occupied the rTaflway sta- |

tions, the hotel and surrounding build-
ings. ‘Their artillery was well placed
on a kopje @about a mile from the sta-
tion, where the guns commanded the
station ercempment, and the larger
force occupied a large kopje about two
miles south of the station. The Brit-
jsh force adyanced to within a mile
or so of the station on onc flank and
within a half mile of the large kopje
where ihe major portion of the Boer
force was stationed on the other be-
fore fire was opened by the Boer force
in the railway station. The British
jorce wes advancing, with the artil-
lery on the flank nearest 1he station
and the Guards on the other flank.
Tmmediately after the first firing the
British artillery oréned fire on the
station house with shrapnel, and after
o brisk twenty minutes’ hot work,
drove the enemy out cf the station
house and back over the level plain to
the kcpje where their artillery was
stationed. In the meantime the three
Jivicsicns of Guards on the right
fienk - openec fire at the enemy
on the large kopje on that flank
and the centre divisions advanced
acrcss the plair between the station
and the kopje on the right, engag-
ing the enemy on the centre kopje,
where the artillery was. The Guards
stormed the right copje and drove the
enemy  from his rifle pits or storm
entrenchments on the brow of the
kopje after an hour's fighting. It
was here that our heaviest loss took
place, some 47 officers and men of the
Guards being killed /in storming the
kopje. ‘The Boers after retiring from
the large kopje on the extreme right
retreated to a little kopje ‘1ying be-
tween the one they had just left and
the sec.nd large kopje where their ar-
tillery was stationed. Here they were
engaged by the centre division, com-
posed of ithe Northumberland Fusil-
ters, and Lancashires and the Fifth
Fusiliers, and driven back to the large
kopje om the left, where their artil-
lery was stationed. It was on this
kopje thait they made their last stand
and from which they finally retreat-
ed. The rosition occupied by the
Boers was certainly a strong one, and
the PEritish force must have fought
with ‘onderful vigor to have  dis-
lodged them. All afternoon the Can-
adians rambled over the battle field
picking up
RELICS OF THE BATTLE.

The faces of the kopje are strewn
with cartridge shells, pieces of belts,
broken rifles and other accoutre-
mentis while at the foot of the kopje,
where the enemy made his last stand,
there are dozens of dead mules and
in my walk about the place I dis-
covered the bodies of " four or five
dead DBoers. They had been pulied
to a little hollow in the side of the
kopje and partly covered over with
stones. It was a ghastly sight to see
here an arm protruding,. there a leg,
and in another a face blackened by
sxposure and decomposition. The
kopjes are permeated with the foul
smell of decompoesing flesh, and it is
indeed an evil and uncomfortable
place to put in the solemn hours of
night on picket duty.

HOW LADYSMITH WAS NAMED.
Beleaguered Town Recalls Carcer of Wife
of Sir Harry Smith—Place in Orange Free
State Was Named for Him, Too.

Sir Harry George Wakelyn Smith, Bart.,
who gave the name of the town of Har-
rismith, in the Orange Free State, was de-
scend.ed frora an old Cambridgeshire family
residing in Whittlesey, in the isle of Ely,
some six miles from Peterboro. His fatber,
a surgeon, who lived to a great age, -had
fovr sons, three of whom were soldiers
and thes fourth a doctor. v

The three coldier sons weat throigh the
Peninsuiar war, and were at Waterloo and
returned safely. = Sir Harry was the eldest,
Captain Charles Smith was the second, Col.
Ttomas Smith, C. B.,,being the youngest.

At the battle of Coa Sir Harry (then a

major) and Col. Thomas (then a lieutenant)
were wounded, though the former’s wound
was not a severe one. They were brought
from  the scece of battle many miles. down
-2 rough” country in a shaky craft, and
.their suffering was intense; the  prcsent
ambulance advantages were not then in ex-
istence.
. The two brothers were placed in the same
hospital, and a young doctor ecame to dress
ibeir wounds, which. were in a frightfui
condition for want of attention. ' Witk one
hand this doctor unbandaged the' damaged
knee, and with the other he held a bouquet
to his nose. Sir Harry, less’ badly wound-
ed, watched the doctor and the bouquet,
jumped ou: of bed, and kicked the young
doctor down the stairs.

This was a breach of military discipline
for which he wss brought before the duke
and admonished, but the duke secretly
laughed at the circumstance.

Sir Harry was at the siege of Badajos :
Lere an interesting incident occurred. He
was standing with the general and staff
when a Spanish countess and her young
; gister came to the general for protection.
Sir Harry was smi‘ten by the charms of
the younger of the fair - petitioners; this
ripened :into love, and she eventually be-
came his wife—Lady Smith, from whom
comes the name of the town of ‘‘Lady-
smith,”’ now so famous.

At Waterloo, Sir Harry Smith was bri-
sade major; his brother Thcmas wes adju-
tant of the rifle brigade.

Sir Harry was a godd soldier,” and show-
ed great skill and bravery in the Sikh wars.
At the battle of Aliwal (which was entirely
his battle, and for which he was created a
baronet, with a pension to Lady Smith) he
defeated the Sikhs with great slaughter.
Wherever he went there was fighting to be
done, and he almost died in harness.

Lady Smith accompanied him wherever he
went. She was at the battle of Chillian-
wallah, and received a medal which is still
in the possession of the family. Lady Gough
was alsp at this seyere fight.

On ais return from his victories against
the Sikhs a_ banjuet was given him at his
native place—Whittlesey.  After that he
went to South Africa. From 1847 to 1854
he was governor of the Cape, and did great
service in the fights cgainst the Kaffirs.
He died without childr2a, and the baronetcy
(which might have Leen gianted for cons
tinvation through Col. Thomas Smith, had
he not declined 1t) became extinct.

Col. Thomas Smi*h had six sons in. the
army and one in the navy, and but one
predeceased him; his widow is still living
and in good healfh.—London Graphiec.

The South African war has
sealed the inssparability of the ties
that bind the dominion and  Great
Britain, as, in fact, this armed com-
flict has drawn clcser than ever to-
wards one another every one of the
countries and islés where the Union
Jack floats. Annexation is positively
undesirable and impossible today. Ths
effect of Great Britain’s  expansive
| rolicy is to perpetuate the fealty of
her colonies. Tha sympathy and the
patriotism which are being evidenced
in Camada today are proof positive
that Canada will forever remain an
integral part of the British empire.”

Talked to Arab-Negroid Tribes
in Their{Own Tongues.;

‘“You Cannot Control Men, Much Less
Savages, Unless You Can Speak
to Them,”

(Washington Pest.)

The writer first ‘saw Lord Kitohener = at
Cairo . in 1884, He was on .the veranda of
Shepheard's world-famed = hostelry, sitting
with - Chaillie-Long  Bey .on the one  hand,.
and on the other was a man Who was out
there” for .a great Loadon daily, the -most
renowned special correspondent living,
these who  have written of war. - man
strode up the steps. He was about six feet
four, dbuilt for strength and a 7uick, sudden
crisfa, when ene must be as active as a cat.
He was wearing the aniform of a bey or
colonel of Egyptian cavalry. he came
forward, Chaillie-Long, a lieutenant calonel,
and chief of artillery for the Egyptian
army, presented us. Kitchener was then
about thirty-two years old. His face was
tiiat of a man who neither asks for sym-
pathy: nor wantg it; one wko will win to Lhe
front, no matter what is in his wey. He
has steady, blue-gray, passionless eyes,
and a heavy mustache covers a ounth that
shuts close and firm like a wolf trap. He
has w over  the native fighting inan 'f
the Soudan because he ehows mnot the
shadow of fear; becatise hand and brain
work  so perlectiy tozgether He has no age
but prime of life, and in the fifteen years
he hes spent in the Soudan he bas' gath-
ered and garnered a ripe harvest of experi-
ence that has made Gen. Lord Kitchener
of Khartoum ons of the most notable mcn
of the century.

He has astonished Archie Hunter, the
next in command, in many ways, but mever
more than when he found his chief superior
speaking to Egyptian andé Berber, to his
black régimenis, Bishareens, Iaalins, to all
the fighting emirs in the countryside for
2,000 miles, and speaking fluently to' eacn
in his own tongue.*Where could the sirdar
(general) have learned these tongues?'’ ask-
ed Gen. Hunter, commanding the f#rst three
of the, brigades, of his crony, Gatacre, who
was chief of the other division. ‘‘Give it
up; never supposed hé knew a word
ber till he declined an interpreter an
ed with Wad-El-Ne;nmi (the great fightin
emir of the Soudan) for two hours, face to
face.” Some officer greatly lmpressed wita
his knowledge of ‘Arabic and the d@fajects of
the Arab-Negroid tribes of the Sowdan, ask-
ed the sirdar about it. = He got but little
satisfaction from his saturnine chief. ‘“"Why,
1 learned them; had to. You cannot eontrol
men, much less savages, unless you can
speak to them.” And that was all,

That these Soudan Negro-Arabs fairly
worship this wonderful man is mot surpris-
ing. They regard war as-the only business
in life worth considering. For sixteen years,
they have been fighting, fighting. in an
that time, pitted against men who firmly
believe that it killed in bdttle they g0
straight to paradise, these blacks that Kit-
‘chener’ his officers have trained bave
invariably been successful. Then their pay
—fourtesn shillings monthly and rations—
to them is almost incredible #4& munifi-
cence. . No one is ever taken'into the black
regiments who is not six feet in stature. As
they stand’ at attention, 'these  battalions
look like statues. The HEnglish colonel elicks
out a command in Arabic; with a machine-
like snap the 749 statues of men now break
into column of companies. = Sonthern born
and bred, before he had seen this, somehow
the writer had always associated the mnegro
with something either servile or funmny, but
these fearless blacks bad mever beum slaves
to any race; and acknowledged no superiors
.but the whites. They honestly believe that
to be white is never 1o have known fear.
They have seen many English officers dié by
bullet and by stecl, but they hgve never
seen one of the white race show. fear, and
their proudest boast is: ‘‘We are like the
Englishmen; we are never afraid.”

On the 28th of December Love pur-
chased a. piece of land at Arlington,
Mass., from Lemuel Pope, for $3,205.20,
and in return gave a mortgage to Mr.
Pope for the full emount, a note being
attached to the deed. = On Jan. 6th
Love went to Frank W. Mason, at No.
27 .State street, Boston, and showed
him a discharge of the moxtgage with
an attached note endorsed by Pope.
Mason, who is a broker, makes & spe-
clalty of advancing money for build-
ing purposess on unencumbered land,
and Pope had little difficulty in secur-
ing| an advance of $400. The discharge
was sworn to before Wm. Rotter, a
justice of the peace, who, as far as the
Boéten police know, at one time had
sn.office at 186 Chambers street. .
