SONS OF BECHTEL MURDER.CHAMBERLAIN'S CAMPAIGN. CHATHAM. .
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ALLENTOWN Pa., Oct. 28,—With 
David Weisenberg under $500 bail, sup­
plied by Congressman Kline, and with 
Thomas Bechtel, ,her brother, and Al­
fred Eckstein, her accredited 
locked up in a police station cell, the 
Allentown police are resting in their 
work on the Mabel H. Bechtel murder 
case of yesterday morning until Cor­
oner Scheirer’s jury meets tomorrow 
morning,

The mystery is still practically un­
solved, except that indications pofnt to 
a family row, in which Eckstein may 
have figured, as he admits he was at 
Miss Bechtel’s home Monday evening 
for an hour and a half.

Because Mrs. Bechtel had said her 
daughter had left for a drive on Mon­
day at 9 a. m., efforts were made to 
trace the girl’s movements away from 
home. Rumors that she was at a road 
house near this city were found to be 
groundless, and the police do not be­
lieve the girl was away from home at 
all on Monday. Her brothers, Thomas, 
John and Charlie, say they did not see 
her on that day, and so also says her 
sister, Martha.

Martha usually slept with her wid­
owed mother in the second floor rear 
room. Thomas occupied the middle 
room and John and Charles the front 
room. In the latter, the police today, 
on thorough search, found blood stains 
on the carpet and on the wall paper, 
and it looked as if vigorous efforts had 
been made to wipe them out. There 
were no blood stains in Thomas’ room. 
HIS bloody overalls were found this 
evening in a neighbor’s yard. He ac­
knowledges that they are his. In a 
drawer of a closet in the third story 
was found part o< Charles’ hatchet, 
such as slaters use, slate roofing being 
his trade. The blade and a small part 
of the handle were found there, with 
marks on the blade which Coroner 
Scheirer Says are blood stains. The 
remainder of the handle was found in 
another drawer some distance away. 
The break in the handle looks like a 
fresh one. Д bloody apron was also 
found in the house. The police have 
removed a section of the blood stains 
to have an analysis made.

Thomas says the alleged blood spots 
in his room were tobacco stains. The 
cqroner thinks otherwise, and will 
have an analysis made in the belief 
that they are bloodstains.

The police this afternoon put the en­
tire Bechtel family, except the mother, 
under thorough examination. All deny 
any knowledge of the affair. Martha, 
John and Charles were discharged 
after they had been examined. Thomas 
was held as a witness before the cor­
oner’s jury, because of supposed blood­
stains found on his overalls and in his 
room. BcEstein was similarly held. 
Neither could get the bail of $1,000 
asked for. The mother was not called

ARRESTED
AT BOSTON

On Arrival of the Cunard 
Liner Ivemia

At the Instance of the London Scot­

land Yard Authorities

for Murder.

BOSTON, Oct. 29.—Upon the arrival 
of the Cunard steamer Ivemia from 
Liverpool at her dock today, Vertan 
Krikorian, an Armenian, was arrested 
at the request of Scotland Yard on a 
charge of being an accessory before the 
fact of the murder of Sagatel Sagouni 
on Tuesday. Krikonian claimed that 
his object in coming to this country 
was to attend lectures at Harvard, but 
on being searched only $5 was found 
in his pockets. He will be arraigned 
before a United States commissioner in 
the morning.

The police deem the arrest of the ut­
most importance. The cable message 
from Scotland yard, which came only 
this afternoon, asked for the detention 
of Krikorian on the suspicion of being 
connected with, the recent murder in 
London. The prisoner promptly denied 
any knowledge of a conspiracy to kill 
Sagouni, and semed surprised to hear 
of the tragedy. He admitted that he 
knew the murdered man and that he 
had attended several meetings of the 
revolutionary societies in London be­
fore departing for this country.

He denied that he belonged to any 
revolutionary society, but he appeared 
to answer questions evasively, and the 
immigration officials concluded to hold 
him for further examination.

DARCO OF GALITA.

This Islet’s Settlor Who Won’t Recog­
nize French Jurisdiction

The isle of Galita, off the north coast 
of Tunis, after having been long neg­
lected by the French government, has 
been visited by a representative of the 
resident general, of Tunis, who was 
surprised to find there an Italian 
named Darco, with a large family.

Darco tells a curious story of how he 
fled from Italy in 1850, after killing a 
man In an affray. He went to Galita 
and there In a cave found a consider­
able sum of money In Spanish doub­
loons and piastres and gold and silver 
coins of various countries, which was 
supposed to have been left there by 
the corsairs who once Infested the Me­
diterranean.

Returning with this money to Naples, 
he changed It Into curemt coin of the 
realm. Two young men, relatives of 
his, Joined hlm, anil* they went to La 
Galle, Algeria. Here Darco married an 
Italian woman.

He bought agricultural implements, 
carpenter's tools, provisions, etc., and 
the party then wenflto Galita, where 
they now form a large and prosperous 
family.

Darco refuses to accept French na­
tionality or acknowledge the Jurisdic­
tion of the resident general of Tunis. 
He went to Rome recently to try to in- 
dufce the Italian government to take up 
his case.but got the cold shoulder.

HUNDREDS HOMELESS,

Disastrous Fire in New York—One 
Fireman Dead of Exhaustion- 

Many Injured.

NEW YORK, Oct. 28.—Hundreds are 
homeless today, one fireman Is dead 
and a score more are suffering from 
Injuries as the result of a fire that 
wiped out a large section of Klngs- 
bridge last night.

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The visitors numbered 126, all railroad 
men, inspectors or engineers, on dif­
ferent American roads. They come 
from all parts of the United States.

IRISH EMIGRATION.

John Redmond to Start a Campaign 
Against It,

LONDON, Oct. 26.—Speaking at КІІ- 
larney today, John Redmond, the Irish 
leader, declared the time had arrived 
to start a campaign against emigra­
tion. The causes of emigration that 
ought to be removed, he said, was the 
exaggerated prospect held out to Iriqh 
boys and girls if they went to Ameri­
ca. He criticized Andrew Carnegie’s 
recent speech at Waterford, and said 
the poor laborer in Kerry was happier 
than the majority of Irish workingmen 
In the United States.

Invention illustrates this 
double element in faith. When you 
question the young mechanic about 
risking his labor and time, he answers 
that he has faith in his machine. But 
will it work? you say. Work? he an­
swers. Why, I have seen it work. 
Seen it with what instrument? With 
the eye of imagination he has seen it. 
Closing his eyes, sitting in the dark in 
his garret, the inventor sees the wheel 
start, the belts revolve, the lever rise 
and fall, and when his imagination has 
given the ideal good, reason bids him 
trust that God will make him equal to 
realising that ideal. The first gives an 
end to be secured; the second element 
gives a new impulse toward a noble 
Industry. Yet It will be months before 
the machine that exists in the Inven­
tor's mind Is realized in a model of iron 
and steel. The artist illustrates the 
same faith principle. In his “Stones of 
Venice,” John Ruskin tells us that 
the great masters are faith men, whose 
imagination sees an ideal beauty never 
put on canvas, men who then toil with 
inconceivable ardor to fasten that 
vision upon the wall. Also the patriots, 
like Samuel Adams and Patrick Henry, 
achieved the Revolution by faith. In 
their dreams imagination enabled them 
to see all the citizens going to the hall 
to register their votes, saw all young 
feet turned toward the school house, 
saw all religious teachers free to pre­
sent -heir own convictions. Once the 
Ideal good had been seen in their vision 
hour, they believed that God would 
enable them to realize it; and realize it 
they did in their Declaration of In­
dependence.

His object was to lift 
coal out of the mine; his method was 
the power of steam. Not otherwise was 
Christ a, leader in the realm of religion. 
His object was the transformation and 
perfection of Individual character. His 
method was faith In God and His Son. 
Babbatler calls religion “the life of God 
In the soul of man;” if so, faith Is the 
life cord along which his vitality 
passes. When we speak of Christ as 
the great originator in religion we re1 
far to His emphasis of faith as the 
greatest dynamic and force for right­
eousness known to mankind.' Just 
as men had forgotten that they were 
Immortal, and He revealed to them a 
pre-existing fact, so He did not create 
talth as a new faculty, but revealed It 
as a gift that had been forgotten. For 
faith Is His great message, His secret, 
His discovery, His contribution to the 
world. To the Individual disciple He 
said that faith lifts the soul into a 
mew range of being, and so relates it 
with God that God’s life and strength 
become ours. Then, when His three 
years of training were complete, He 
eqnt His disciples forth to the world 
With power for Its transformation.
