UNCOVERING EGYPT.

Temple of Goddess of Love 1s 4,600
Years Old.

At the King’s Cnllege, England, re-
eently, under the auspices of the
E{ypt Exploration Fand, C. T. Cur-
relly gave an acconnt of the excava
tions at Deir-el-Bahari, and described
¢che progress of the year’s work in
conneetien with the discovery of am
sleventh dynasty temple’ in the vi-
£inity of Deir-el-Bahari. Mr. Currel-,
Iy said the original temple had been
srected and dadicated to the God-
dw=ss of Love, The shrine was buill,
i# was calcwdated, about 2,700 B. C,
angd it differed entirel;” from the Greek
Wdes of worskipping temples.

It was eyected for man and for
mar’s gl eation, and it was put up
during a reign of tyranny in Egypt.
The Egyptian had always been o man
who had been dominated by a gov-
erning influence. To-day if the Eng-
lich influenece were withdrawn the
Egyptian would soon revert to his
original inactive condition. They
would still find evidence of the prims
tive man there. As long as the Egyp-
tian could be driven he seemed to be
capable of almost anything. bug when
the pressure was withdrawn he fell
back to the primitive ways.

Mr. Currelly observed that the year's
work had been one of great impor.
ance to antiquarians and scientists.
Inscripticns and solumns symbolie of
the early life of Egypt were continu-
ally being discovered, and which went
a long way to clear up the myths of
Egypt’s early history.

Fish Out of Water.

A fish with very singular habits
exists in New Zealand, called by the
Maoris the kakawai. It is generally
discovered when a man is digging out
tabbits in the summer-time, and it
lies at a depth of a foot or two feet
under the soil. The character of the
soi!, whether sandy or loamy, does
not seem to matter. The fish is from
two to three inches long, silvery,
shaped ‘like a minnow, but rather
more slender and tapering.

In confirmation of this view, many
British utterances might be quoted. just
one week ago to-day, the Chancellor
speaking at Reading, paid his respects
to the scare-makers ‘‘ who mistook the
rattling of the milkman’s cans in the
mornings - for the jingle of spurs of
German Hussars.”” On the sea, he de-
clared, Great Britain has three times as
many men and three times as much
material as Germany. Did" these ‘Scare-
makers think a German would eat three
Britishers as if they were three frankfort
sausages?

The people who imiagine that the Ger-
mans are roaring lions going about seek-
ing whom they may devour have a
difficult task on hand whewu they attempt-
ed to prove their case by authentic evi-
dences. A certain labour representative
has been making quite a fuss in England
about German aggression, but the Rt.
Hon. John Burns tells us not to worry as
the man’s views are warped. Otherwise
no prominent voice in Great Britain
argues that the danger from Germany is
immediate, and few admit that it is even
remote.

Those who examine the facts will be
surprised to know that Germany’s pre-
sent fleet does not equal that of the
United States. Uncle Sam could go up
against the Kuiser at the present moment
with a tair chance of success. And even
Uncle Sam admits that Great Britain’s
fleet is unmeasurably superior to his.

The real truth of the matter, as pointed
out by the Scientific American, is that
Germany had to get intc a feve.ish haste
over warship-building or the United
States would have had a fleet unméasure-
ably superior to Germany’s. That
journal says: ‘‘As late as a vear ago,
when Germany had no Dreadnoughts
afloat, she actually possessed only ‘four-
teen battleships capable of fighting effect-
ively at modern ranges, as against twenty
five flying the United States flag and
forty-nine under that of Great Britain.”

Canada the Land of Rails

The annunal report of the controller of
railwayv statistics tabled in the Commnions
today contained some interesting and
illuminative particulars as to the growth,
mileage, business and earning power of
the railways of Canada, and as to the
number and character of the railway
aceidents during the Jast fiscal year.

The mileage of railways in actual op-
eration increased 1,138 In 1909, as com-
pared with 514 miles in 1908, exclusive
of 675 miles of railway open for traffic on
the new Transcontinental line which is
officially returned as being 5till under
construction. On June 30th last it was
estimated that at least3 300 miles were in
process of being built. The total mile-
age on that date is given as 30,080 miles:
Comparative statistics show that Canada
has the largest railway mileage in pro-
portion to population of any country in
the world, while in relation to area it has
the smallest.

Camadian railways carried 32,683,500
passengers and 56,842,258 tons of freight
in 1909, a decrease of 2,361,683 in the
number of passengers, amd an increase
of 3,771,091 in the freight tonnage, as
compared with 1908, The aggregate of
earnings for the year were $145,056,336,
a decrease of ‘1,861,977, as comtared
1906. Operating expenses were $104.-
600,084 a decrease of $3,704,058. The
net revenue was $40,456,251, showing a
betterment of $842,080 as against 1908.

Some interesting statistics are given in
regard to accidents: There were 478
killed and 1,404 injured on Canadian
railways in 1909, representing anincreise
of the number killed and a decrease iu the
number injured. Of the fatalities 36
were passengers, 182 employees, 190
trespassers, and 67 non-trespassers. Six
passengers were killed in collisions and
83 injured. One passenger in every
907,869 was killed, and one in every
116,311 injured.

Cement In.Canada

No Canadian industry has developed
mare rapidly than the manufacture of
cement, which is now belng used lor al-
most every sort of building---skyscrapers
bridges, subways, piers, foundations,
business blocks, pillars of houses--<even
barges are being made of cement. The
biggest Canadian building in which
cement enters into the construction is the
new elevator of the Grand Trunk. Pacific
at Fort Williany, to have a capacity of
twenty million bushels.

So rosy has been the prospect of the
cement induastry in Canada that produc-
tion has succeeded in overtaking con-
sumption. In 1908 the total production
of Portland cement in Canada was 3,495, -
961 barrels each of 350 pounds, as against
2,491,513 baarels in 1907; an increase of
40.3 per cent. Consumption, howéver,

1908, 2,665,280 barrels of Canadian Port-
land, which meant asurplus of nearly a
a gunarter-million of barrels, Had the
cement used in Canada been all made in
Cpnuca, there would hage been an over
stock of only about 3000,000 barrels,
Twenty-three plants in Capada are en-
gaged in the production of cement, witha
total dailp capacity of 27,500 barrels.
