Again it shrold be borne in mind that 
daring that year a large number of old 
ra Is and sleepers were renewed, and if 
reference is had tit the report of the Min­
ister of Public Works for 1S73 it will be 
found that a very large proportion of the 
rails and sleepers were used on the Xova 
Scotia section of the road.

From 1st July, 1872, till Xovember 9th, 
1872, 1,584 new rails were laid in Nova 
Scotia, while Xew Brunswick only got 
242. Neva Scotia received 44,000 new 
sleepers and Xew Brunswick had to con­
tent herself with 7,020.

It must also be remembered that at the 
time of the consolidation the rails and 
sleepers on many sections of the line re­
quired absolute renewal, the road having 
been used for many years, and it is cer­
tainly very unfair to charge the cost of 
replacing the wear and tear of twelve or 
fourteen years against the earnings of a 
single year.

If the road needed renewing, as no 
doubt it did, the expense should either 
be charged to the capital account or made 
to extend over a period of years, bat it 
certainly ought not io be placed on the 
debit side of the account for a single 
year. , ~

It is evidently unfair to the people of 
New'Britos wick that they after giving np 
a very productive line should be called 
open to bear a large portion of the har­
den in meeting a deficiency arising from 
the repairs of a line in Xova Scotia which 
from many years constant use had be­
come somewhat impaired.

The increase in the general freight ta­
riff is not so onerous and obnoxious to 
the people as the enormous increase 
made in the rate of freight by the car 
load, and, as frequent changes in the ta­
riff would only lead to confusion, we 
would not urge any change in the gene­
ral tariff, bat we would most respectfully 
ask yon to consider how great the in­
crease in the rate of freight by the car 
load is.

For instance, a platform car, used for 
transporting wood or lumber, now costs 
88 (X) for 25 miles ; former cost, 84.40; 
increase, 83.60. A car for the transport­
ation of live stock costs, for the same 
distance, 810.00; former cost, $6.00; in­
crease, 66| per cent. For forty miles the 
platform car would cost $10.75, thus, ac­
tually prohibiting many persons along 
the line of railway from engaging in the 
varions pursuits upon which they to a 
great extent depend for the means of 
subsistence.

We do not wish to make sweeping 
charges against the whole freight tariff, 
because, in oar opinion, the increase in 
freight upon some articles could well be 
borne; but the present increase has been 
too great, and the sacrifice of the local 
traffic to the through trade is and ever 
will be obnoxious to the people.

The result of this great increase in the 
Freight Tariff is to be (bond In the almost 
total cessation of the traffic in cordwood 
and lumber, always a fruitful source of 
revenue to the Government under the old 
regime, and many farmers have been com­
pelled to transport their goods to market 
by means of horses, thus materially re­
ducing the receipts upon the railway and 
destroying the utility of the road.

In conciusion.allow the Delegates most 
respectfully to express a hearty and sin­
cere desire that the prayer of our petition 
may be granted.

The min­
ority in any State would find little dLP 
ficulty, in a closely contested election, 
to get up some difficulty or cause some 
irregularity- that would afford a pretext; 
for the disfranchisement of the State 
by a partisan Senate or House, and the 
gravest apprehensions are felt. The 
condition of tlie South, in particular, is 
such that rival sets of Presidential 
Electors may be confidently expected to 
claim recognition. It is possible to re­
move this danger by Congressional ac­
tion merely, but there are dangerous 
and troublesome clauses of the consti­
tutional regulations under which Pre­
sidents are elected that require to fa re­
formed.

It is 
feared she has met with some disaster or 
been blown off.

The bark Antwerp, Atkinson master, 
from Barrow, E., Nov. 24th, with rail­
road iron, for this port, put into St. 
Thomas on the 26th nit. with loss of 
sails, mast sprang, and leaking. The A. 
is owned by O. Emery & Co,, Isaac C. 
Atkinson and others, and was built at 
Sackviile last year, this being her first 
voyage. Mr. Emery left this morning 
for Halifax to take the steamer Beta for 
St. Thomas to look after the vessel.
