Appended to the Report will be found Statistical Tables which
give in detail all important particulars relating to teachers,
pupils, attendance, absenteeism, tardiness, studies pursued, cost
of maintenance, &c.

ATTENDANCE.

The total number of pupils registered during the year was
17,679. Last\ year it was 15,807,

The average daily attendance was 11,768. Last year it was
10,111,

699 pupils attend school less than 20 days.

The largest number was registered in October, 14,124, and the
smallest number in February, 12,067.

The comparatively large number who attend school for less
than 100 days can be easily accounted for, when it is remembered
that most of the scholars who leave school, do so at the close of
the first term. The report would appear more favorable if the
year closed in July instead of December.

Of course, it should be remembered that large numbers of
¢hose who began the year, or who entered during the year in the
First Book, were afterwards promoted to the Second Book.
The same remark is true concerning the other classes.

' Tam glad to have to report that the number of pupils in the

Third and Fourth Book classes has increased during the year

very considerably. This increase will no doubt continue and a

larger number of Third and Fourth Book classes will be required

in the future. Two causes lead to this desirable result. The

pupils, especially the girls remain longer at School than formerly,

and the work of the lower classes is now accomplished in a ¢ »
shorter time.

LATENESS.

The high standard in the punctuality of the pupils has con-
tinued during 1884. The total number of cases of lateness in °
the whole year amounts to less than one-half of the registered
number of pupils, I

parents or guardians.

These certificates are of two grades, and named respectively
First Honor Certificates, and, Second Honor Certificates.

The First Honor Certificates are awarded to such pupils as
have fulfilled the above-named conditions for two consecutive
gessions,

as have conformed to the said rules for one session during the
year.

Kindergarten

THE KINDERGARTEN.,

An additional Kindergarten was opened in September in
Niagara St. School. Owing to the fact that the young ladies
who were available for the position of Kindergartner had only
been one year in training, it was decided to place two of them in
each Kindergarten, with Miss Marean as Superintendent of both
Kindergartens. Miss Louisa Currie and Miss Bruce Nudel were
placed in charge in Victoria St., and Miss Carrie Lawson and
Miss Edith Dawkinsin Niagara St. Thearrangementhas given good
satisfaction. There were seven volunteer agsistants in addition
to the above staff, who were engaged in studying the system, and
who gave their services free in return for the training they re-
ceived. In addition to the practice obtained in the Kindergartens
all the young ladies engaged in them, both paid assistants
and volunteers attended lectures during three afternoons each
week, to receive instruction from Miss Marean in the philosophi-
cal principles on which the Kindergarten is founded and the
methods by which these principles are practically developed and
applied in the Kindergarten.
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Miss Marean also gave lessons every Wednesday afternoon
during the first half of the year to the teachers in the Primary
Classes from all the schools. These lessons continue to be given
to the young ladies in our City Model School who are being
trained to be our teachers in the near future.

It is much too soon to begin to count the results of the establish-
ment of the Kindergarten in our schools.  The Kindergarten is
not, as many people still imagine it to be, a magic plan for
teaching reading, spelling, writing, &. There is no attempt
made in the Kindergarten to teach the ordinary subjects of the
school programme, with the exception of drawing, which is one
of the Kindergarten occupations, introduced with the double aim
of training the hand, and cultivating the intellect. The chief
aim of the Kindergarten so far as it relates to the mind, is to
qualify the children for the ready and accurate acquisition of
knowledge, instead of merely communicating & certain amount of
information. It must be borne in mind, however, that the
Kindergarten development is not confined to the mind. It
includes the training of the whole being, and devotes specific at-
tention to moral, physical, social and industrial education in
addition to intellectual culture.

In estimating the influence of the Kindergarten it must fairly
be borne in mind :—

1. That immediate educational effects are not of such import-
ance as the ultimate results upon character.

2. That to test the influenee of Kindergarten training even on
the career of pupils in school, it will be necessary to wait until
those who have had a Kindergarten training have passed through
all the classes in the school course. n

8. That in establishing the system at first the assistants are
not thoroughly trained.
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Where the system has been in existence for a sufficient
period, the results have been most satisfactory. Kindergarten
pupils when promoted to the higher classes gre found to make
the most rapid advancement in their studies, to have the best
trained powers of observation, to be most fully qualified to deal
with new subjects, and to be most easily controlled.

In our own city the few pupils who have passed from the Kin-
dergarten to the Public School cl are doing e dingly well.
One primary teacher reports that she * would be willing to teach
for less salary, if all her pupils had been previously trained in a
Kindergarten.” It is too soon, however, to form definite con-
clusions based upon our own experience in Toronto. Personally
I do not regard the Kindergarten as an experiment. I have
perfect faith in the soundness of its underlying philosphy and in
the practical means devised for the exposition of its principles in
the proper training of young children,

SCHOOL ACCOMMODATION.

The following additional accommodation was provided in
1884:

1. Two new wards, 8t. Mathew’s and 8t. Mark's were added to
the City. In the former there were two school buildings, one on
Bolton Street containing four rooms, and the other on Leslie
Btreet containing one room. . In 8t. Mark's ward there were
two school buildings, one on Mabel Street containing two rooms,
and the other on Howard Street containing one room. The
school on Leslie Street was divided by a partition during
the mid-summer vacation so as to make it accomodate two
olasses.

2. A new school containing four rooms was erected in
Bt. Btephen's ward, on Dewson Street, at a cost of $7,106.50,
exclusive of the site.
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3. Victoria Street was re-modelled and enlarged by the
addition of four rooms at a cost of $9,476.80. It now contains

twelve rooms.

4. Borden Street School was enlarged from a four to an eight
room school, at a cost of $6,662.25.

5. The three rpoms in the third flat of the Elizabeth Street
8chool were completed and prepared for occupation, at a cost of
$1,648.62.

6. The Niagara Street School was enlarged by the addition of
two rooms, at a cost of $8,781.94.

PROMOTION OF TEACHERS.

During the year the Board took action in accordance with the
recommendation contained in my last report, and rescindéd the
rule preventing the promotion of teachers holding Second Class
Certificates.

I strongly recommend that the system of payment of salaries,
in accordance with the grades taught, be given up, and payment
by length of service adopted in its stead. My reasons for sug-
gesting this change are :

1. It will prevent unnecessary changes in the staff, In Sep-
tember 1884 there were over seventy promotions and transfers
made, although the real number of vacancies on the staff was
comparatively small. Nearly one-third of the teachers were
removed from one School to another during the year, and more
than one-third changed their classes. The evil effects of so many
changes will at once be apparent to all. It is especially to be
deplored in the case of head teachers.
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2. It will enable the Board to classify the teachers according
to their special talents. Undoubtedly the most difficult classes
to teach and train are the primary classes. Some teachers who
are well adapted for work in higher classes never attain to
superior excellence in primary work. By requiring all teachers
to begin with the lowest classes, we often place those who know
least about teaching in the most important positions. It has
frequently oceurred during the last few years, that teachers who
have shown great aptitude for success in junior classes, and who
have become proficient in the best methods of teaching little
children, have been promoted just when they were really qualified
for performing their duties in the most effective manner ; and
novices appointed in their places.

8. It will enable the trustees to arrange the salaries of the
teachers ona more simple and more satisfactory basis. Ibelievethat
the Board should adopt as a guiding principle the payment of
slightly reduced salaries at first, and that the amount thus saved
should be paid to the teachers’ who have been longer in the

gervice.

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THE CITY MODEL SCHOOL.

For the session 1884--85 the attendance at the City Model
School has been larger than at any previous time. The class
includes twenty young ladies. They practise for a year in the
following Schools: Victoria Street, Wellesley, Church Street,
Phabe Btreet, Bathurst Street, Winchester Street, Hope Street,

George Street, Parliament Street, Rose Avenue, and Dewson
Street Schools.

They attend lectures on Methods of Teaching, Discipline,
School Management, Kindergarten Work, &c., on Monday, Tues-
day, Wednesday, and Thursday afternoons. They receive in
addition to the above professional training, special instruction in
Elocution, Chemistry, and Mental Arithmetic.

After leaving our City Model School the students have to pass
through the Normal School, in order to complete their profess-
ional training for Second Class Certificates.

I recommend the Board to give the graduates of our own train-
ing institution a preference over other ladies, whatever may be
the Grade of their Certificates. I do so because :

1. Those who graduate from our own class are residents of the
Uity. Most, if not all of them, are the daughters of ratepayers,
and in most cases they have received their education in our own
Public Schools, and afterwards in the Toronto Collegiate Institute
to which many of them were sent as ‘‘ scholarship” pupils.

2. Their observation and practice in our Schools during a whole
year qualify them in the best possible way for successful teach-
ing in accordance with the methods pursued in our Schools.

DRAWING.

Owing to the facts that no drawing books were adopted by the
Board and that Mr, O'Brien, Superintendent of Drawing, believed
it to be impracticable to introduce Drawing satisfactorily in
the upper classes without having Drawing Books in the hands of
the pupils, little has been done during the year in this subject,
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except in the lower classes, where the teachers continue to use
designing as one of the best means for developing the intellec-
tual powers, as well as for training the eye and hand to work in
harmony. I hope for better results in the higher classes in the
near future, but I have no faith in any plan for teaching this
gubject, in which the greater part of the work of teaching is not
done by the regular teachers.

MUSIC.

The progress in this subject is on the whole not so satisfactory
a8 I could wish it to be. In many of the primary classes the
work is as well done as could reasonably be expected, and even
in the first book classes whose teachers have been trained in
Toronto, the pupils can not only sing music at sight, written in the
natural scale and in a limited register, but they can write masic
as dictated or sung, within the limit prescribed for their grade,
and can sing individually (as they read individually) what they
have written, from their slates. Very much of the success in the
lower classes in teaching this subject is due to the able training of
Miss Agnes McIntyre of Phabe Street School. This lady has
freely rendered very great service by proving to our primary
teachers and the students in our Model School that music can be
taught simply and progressively as any other subject can.

The Children’s Concert in connection with the Centennial
Celebration was the greatest musical event in connection with
the history of the schools. A chorus of over six hundred children
from the Public and Separate Schools sang under the direction
of Mr. E. W. Schuch. The Concert was a most satisfactory one
in every respect, and I trust that a similar Concert may in future
be one of the annual events in connection with the closing
exercises in our schools.

General Business.

It was agreed at this meeting that it would be much better for
the Association to meet by grades once a year than to hold
united Conventions during each half year. The reasons for
adopting this course were:

1. When all the teachers of the city are present it is quite im-»
possible for more than a very small percentage of them to take
any part in the discussion of the subjects laid before the

association.

As individual development depends chiefly on

individual participation and effort the best results are not attained
by meeting in full convention.
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2. That all the teachers in each grade could meet in a school
to be named by the Executive Committee to witness the regular
teaching of the class. It was felt that more benefit would result
from this course than from theoretical discussions.

8. By witnessing a practical illustration of the specific work of
their own grade the teachers would be able to obtain an insight
into the best methods of teaching the subjects which they have
to teach themselves.

4. The same methods should not be followed in teaching the
same subjects to pupils of different ages, hence it is a decided
advantage for teachers to direct their attention not only to the
work of their own classes, but to the consideration of the best
methods of awakening and training the minds of pupils of the
same age as those with which they have to deal.

The forenoon in each case was spent in observing the work of
teaching by the regular teacher of the class. In the afternoon the
section organized under the leadership of the Inspector, and pro-
ceeded to a critical consideration of the work of the morning. The
details of organization, management, discipline, and methods
of teaching as practised in the class visited were considered ; the
teachers present reported their own plans and methods for doing
similar work; and resolutions were passed embodying the
opinions of the section regarding the various subjects brought
before them.
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The numbers in attendance being comparatively small, the
teachers had very little hesitation in joining freely in the discuss-
ions.

It was unanimously agreed that the new plan of meeting in
Sectional Conventions by grades was much superior to the
ordinary meetings of the Association. ~ More work was done; it
was of a more practical kind than could possibly be done at a
Convention of the whole Association; and all the teachers took
part individually in the work. Another benefit was the
opportunity afforded to the teachers of becoming acquainted with
those associated with them in teaching corresponding classes.
This cannot fail to aid in producing a decidted improvement in
the professional spirit among the teachers as a class.

On November 1st., the full Association met in the Sunday
School Building of the Carlton Street Methodist Church, to re-
ceive reports from the ¥arious sections. The reports having been
read, they were referred to the Executive Committee with
instructions to consolidate the suggestions into one report to be
presented for consideration at the first meeting in 1885.

Many very valuable recommendations were made which will
undoubtedly prove of great service to the teachers, and will be of
decided advantage to the schools.

PROGRESS OF THE PUBLIC SCHOOLS.

Table E gives a comparative statement of various items relat-
ing to the Schools sinde 1844. It will be seen by reference to
it, that the increase in the attendance at our schools has been
very rapid.

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REPORT OF EXAMINERS.

The Exaniiners have the honor to report that on the 17th and
and 18th of June they examined the pupils selected from the
four highest divisions of the City Public Schools, numbering in
all 280, being 18 in excess of the number sent up last year. The
Examinations were conducted “in the Ryerson and Dufferin
Schools, and were throughout in writing, with of course the
single exception of reading. The following is submitted as the
result of a careful serutiny and comparison of the papers handed
in.

I. FOURTH DIVISION,

The pupils of this, the lowest Division, taking part in the
Combined Examinations numbered 70. They were taken from
the Fourth Divisions of the Dufferin, Wellesley and Ryerson
Sehools ; five boys and five girls from each, and five pupils each
from John 8t., Winchester 8t., Vietgria St., Church St., Hope
St., Phoebe St., Jesse Ketchum and Park Schools. They were
examined in the following subjeets :—Reading, Spelling and
Derivations, Writing, Arithmetic, History, Geography, Hygiene
and Music. Including all the subjects of examination, the boys
department in the Wellesley School takes the first place; the
boys of the Ryerson School, second; the girls of Wellesley
School, third, and the pupils of Victoria Street School, fourth.
In all the Divisions the highest prizes are given for general pro-
ficiency, and the recipients of these prizes are not permitted to
take prizes, also for proficiency in the separate branches of study.
The Examiners recommend that prizes for General Proficiency
in this Division be presented to the following :

In Grammar and Hygiene the pupils of
Victoria Street School stand first, those of Pheebe Street, second,
the girls of Wellesley School, third, and the boys of the same
School, fourth. In History and Geography the boys of Wellesley
stand first, the girls of Dufferin, second, and the girls of
Wellesley third. In Reading, Spelling and Derivations the
pupils of Victoria Street School took first place, the girls of
Dufferin, second, and the boys of Wellesley third. In Writing
and Music the Dufferin girls come first, the Wellesley girls,
second, followed by the pupils of Phabe Street and Vietoria
Street Schools.

In Mathematics the first place was taken
by the girls of Wellesley School, the second by the boys of
Dufferin, and the'third by the girls of Ryerson. In Grammar,
Composition and Hygiene the Wellesley girls come first, the
Dufferin boys second, the boys of John Street third, and the
boys of Ryerson fourth. In History and Geography the girls of
Wellesley take the lead, followed by John BStreet pupils, and
Ryerson boys third. In Reading, Spelling and Derivations the
girls of Wellesley again come first, followed in order by the
pupils of John Street School and the girls of Dufferin. In the
group, comprising Writing, Book-keeping and Music, John Street
pupils come to the front, while the second and third positions are

taken respectively by the girls of Wellesley and the girls of

IV, FIRST DIVISION,

In this Division ten pupils appeared for examination from
each department of the Dufferin, Wellesley and Ryerson Schools,
making a total of 60, The subjects were the same as in the
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Second Division. The high standard of excellence attained
indicates careful and judicious instruction by the teachers and no
small amount of persevering industry on the part of the Scholars.

The highest aggregate marking including the entire range
of subjects is taken this year by the Girls of the Wellesley School,
next in order, come the Girls of the Ryerson, and third, the
Boys of Wellesley School.  The contest was very keen, and all
did remarkably well.

Reviewing the separate branches of study the papers show the
girls of the Wellesley School to stand first in Mathematics, the
boys of the same School second, and the girls of the Ryerson
School third. In Grammar, Composition and Hygiene the first
place is taken by Wellesley girls, the second by the girls of
Ryerson, and the third and fourth by the girls of Dufferin and
the boys of Wellesley Schools. In History and Geography the
Wellesley girls are again first, the Wellesley boys second, and
the Dufferin girls third. The girls' department of Wellesley
School takes first place in Reading, Spelling and Derivations, the
girls of Ryerson coming second, and the girls of Dufferin third,
In Writing, Book-keeping and Music the girls of Ryerson School
stand first, the boys of Wellesley second, and the girls of
Wellesley third.

A special examination in Canadian History and Geography
for the purpose of awarding the medals kindly offered by Messrs.
Kent Brothers for superior attainments in these subjects took
place in the Wellesley School on June 28rd.  Thirty-three pupils
from the First Division of the Ryerson, Dufferin and Wellesley
Schools took part in the contest. A careful examination of the
papers handed in showed that Mabel Tennant of the Wellesley
School had the highest number of marks, Ernest Rugg of the
same School taking the second place.

A special examination was also held in Reading with a view
of awarding the prizes offered by the Rev. Septimus Jones for the
best Readmg by pupils eelected by the Teachers. Seventeen

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After a very careful and protracted examinatien, the first place
was adjudged to Katie Stewart of the First Division, Wellesley
School, the second, to Abbie Ecclestone of the same Division, and

The medals presented by Mr. John McDonald to the two
pupils taking the highest standing in this Division have been
won by Annie Stalker and Louisa Devlyn of the Wellesley
School. The contest was so close between -these two girls that
in an aggregate of 1561 marks the difterence was only five.

Frank Russell of the Wellesley School is entitled to the First
Boys’ Bcholarship, but as he is about to remove from the city he
will be unable to avail himself of its advantage, and will receive
a special prize instead.

Agnes Mullen of the Ryerson School received a sufficient
number of marks to entitle her to the fourth Scholarship, but
was ruled out as ineligible on account of having competed for a
Scholarship on two former occasions, there being a regulation in
force prohibiting pupils from competing oftener than twice.
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The Examiners desire in conclusion to express their h.%h
appreciation of the thorough training afforded by the City Public
Schools in the subjects comprised in the Public 8chool pro-
gramme. Thig'must be attributed chiefly to the high state of
efficiency of the teaching staff, combined with the acknowledged
ability and energy of the Inspector.

They also desire to suggest to parents and others who take an
interest in the Public Schools, that while it is but just to give
honor to those who deserve it, there is great danger of attaching
undue importance to the results of the Combined Examinations,
when estimating the diligence, success,and ability of the Teachers.
For it is quite clear that the pupils of the different Schools do
not stand on an equality in regard to age and local advantages.

During the examination much valuable assistance was rendered
by the Inspector, and by those Teachers who had charge of the

pupils while engaged in writing their answers.
