The President Paired,

A Quiet Wedding at the White House 
—The Bridal and Traveling 

Dresses.

On Wednesday evening at 7 
o’clock precisely the President and 
Miss Frank Clara Folsom was mar­
ried in the Blue Boom of the White 
House. The wedding as was de­
signed from the start was a small 
one, and was witnessed by only 
twenty-six guests.

Following the ceremony which 
the Bev. Dr. Sunderland made im­
pressive, but not long, was enjoyed 
the social time that succeed» so 
joyous an occasion, and after an 
hour of congratulations and gener­
al conversation the guests were in­
vited to the family dining room, 
whore a collation was served. 
No expense was spared to make 
the floral display and the supper 
superb, and both were approved 
bjr the twe persons who was super­
vising the arrangements, Col. La­
ment and Miss Cleveland. Miss 
Cleveland acted as hostess, and 
was attired in a dress of dçjicate 
pink satin. The decoration of the 
costume is an abundance of white 
lace. Her hair was dressed high 
on her head, and her ornaments 
were natural flowers.

Miss Folsom wore a superb 
gown, fitting in every respect for 
a bride of the President to wear. 
It was made in Paris some weeks 
sinee, and was there pronounced 
to be of exceeding beauty. It is 
of corded ivory satin of extreme 
thickness, and literally stands 
alone. It has a train nearly five 
yards in length, and the superb 
effect of the rich materia! is not 
lost by drapery It falls in full 
rich folds about her stately figure, 
and it extended almost out to the 
corridor door where she stood 
The train is attached to the plain 
bodice just below the waist behind. 
It is slightly rounded and falls in 
rich folds, with no trimming what­
ever. The effect of the rich satin 
shimmering in the light like moon­
beams on waves, is exquisite. The 
front of the skirt has a high drap 
ing from side to side of soft In­
dian silk, which latter is caught 
high and fastened almost at the 
beginning of the court train on 
the left side. The border of this 
effective drapery is edged with

and leaves of rather diminutive 
size and therefore light in effect. 
With the exception of this finish of 
while blossoms and tiny green: 
leavês, the draperÿ-îls plain.

The bodice was made to be becom­
ing as well as fashionable, and is 
very tasteful. It is composed of 
plain satin wilb two scarfs of the 
Indian silk muslin, which cross 
the bosom and are bordered with 
the same narrow band of flowers 
that ornaments the skirt. The 
flowers are exquisite in their 
delicacy and artistic affect. Those 
scarfs that cross the front of the 
bodice arc carried to the sides and 
are there hidden awey beneath a 
broad lappet of satin that crosses 
the bodice from left to right, and 
fastens on the right hip, The ef­
fect of this commingling of folds 
of the satin and the softer material 
is very soft and beautiful. While 
the sleeves are a compromise be­
tween short abd long, they have 
the affect of reaching only to the 
elbow. They, in fact, fall below 
it, and have plisse formed of throe 
cross wn}* bands of Indian muslin. 
At the elbow point on the inside 
af each sleeve are small orange 
buds, delicate full-bloom flowers 
and. leaves- Seen beneath the soft 
folds of the veil the arrangement is 
perfect in respect to harmony of 
detail.

The veil is over six yards in 
length, and is of plain white silk 
tulle, caught high on the head 
with a pompon of orange and white 
myrtle blossoms. Then^jt falls in 
myriad folds—for it is very full- 
down the extreme length of the 
■ kirts. The bride is tall and 
slight in figure, wilb grey eyes and 
dark brown hair and hardly looks 
to be twenty-two. She has an at­
tractive and strong face, and a 
mouth of exceptionally sweet ex­
pression and symmetrical propor­
tions.

made for her in Parie. It is a com­
bination dress of deep gray lainage 
and dark gray silk, the latter form­
ing a petticoat under the lainage.

Miss Folsom, whose Christian 
name, by the way, is not Francis, 
but Frank, was born in the year 
1864, and will be 22 years old on 
the 21st of July. As a child, she 
attended Mme. Brecker’s French 
kindergraten

Miss Folsom was a great favorite 
at Wells College, and her powor of 
winning the love and unswerving 
allegiance of many friends is a 
direct inheritance from her father, 
for a more genial, generous hearted, 
and companionable man than the 
late Oscar Folsom never lived. Her 
tall, commanding figure, frankness, 
and sincerity made her the queen of 
the school. She was graduated 
from Wells College in June, 1885, 
her graduating essay taking the 
form of a story. The hampers of 
flowers sent to her nearly every 
week, beginning about the second 
year of her college life, from the 
Executive Mansion at Albany, and 
the particularly abundant supply 
that'came from the White House 
conservatories when she was gradu­
ated, was but one of many little 
alternions paid her, the knowledge 
of which her college mates spread 
abroad on scattering to their distant 
homes for the summer vacations, 
thus exciting public gossip concern­
ing Miss Folsom’s relations to the 
President.

Miss Folsom’s character is that 
of an unspoiled, ingenuous girl, full 
of self-possession, and with toomuch 
common sense to be overcome by 
her sudden elevation. Her chief 
characteristic is intense loyalty to 
her mother, who is a charming wo­
man. Between them exists that 
perfect confidence and sympathy too 
seldom seen between parent and 
child. Miss Folsom’s life has had 
its deeper side. She is old for her 
years, and too observing and tactful 
to make aov mistakes, which, even 
should they occur, would bo forgiven 
in one so young and inexperienced, 
obliged suddenly to regulate her 
life by the complicated etiquette of 
society at the capital. One of her 
iiccomplishmeuts is a ray gift for 
letter writing. In dreag her taste is 
very simple. Her common sense is 
shown in naming an early date for 
the wedding. A postponement 
would have brought even more an­
noyance in the way of press gossip, 
and from the moment of landing to 
the day of the wedding every move­
ment of the President and the bride 
elect would have been subject to the 
espionage of prying newspaper cor­
respondents.

Miss Folsom, outside of a very 
limited circle of intimate friends, is 
little acquainted in Buffalo, and has 
never mingled in society here, be­
cause since she was a school girl 
she has never spent but a day or 
two at a time in Buffalo. Her only 
regret at this moment must be that 
her father is not living to be present 
at the marriage of hie only child to 
the friendwho stuck closer to him 
than a brother.

Her hair is soft and brown, of a 
shade between light and dark. She 
wears it combed back from her fore­
head, and loose, wavy tendrils es­
cape boro and there. She has violet 
blue eyes and rather large nose. 
Her eyebrows are very heavy and 
nearly meet. ~ 
ing beauty of her face is her mouth 
and chin. Mr. Amrni Farnham, the 
artist, once said that Miss Folsom 
had the most beautiful mouth he had 
ever seen.

—Rhoda Broughton, the famous 
English novelist, is thin and has 
hatchet features, but her manners 
are fascinating in the extreme. She 
has the unusual power of onlbvaliing 
men, of whoso society she is very 
proud. She is said, with the single 
exception of Ouida, to have refused 
more offers of marriage than any 
woman in Europe. One of the most 
famous and richest dukes in Eng­
land—a member of the Prince of 
Wales' sot—has proposed Vo her a 
score of times only to be refused. 
He bos endeavored to drown his 
sorrow and tried to show his indif­
ference by marrying twice in four 
yoais. One wife left him and he 
abandoned the other. Botli are liv­
ing. A grass widower for the sec­
ond lime ho still perseveres, but 
Miss Broughton considers literature 
her spouse. She has refused offers 
from three dukes, an earl or" so and 
a sprig of the Russian royal family’, 
which shows more than ordinary 
strength of will for an English aris­
tocracy loving woman.

The latest authority on this vexed 
question — Dr. Malms — says that 
the proper amount of sleep to be 
taken by a man is eight hours. So 
far as regards city life, the estimate 
is probably correct. Proverbial wis­
dom does not apply to modern con­
ditions of social existence.

“ Five hours for a man, seven for 
a woman, nine for a pig»” says one 
proverb ; and a second, quoted by 
Mr. Hazlitt in his English Proverbs, 
declares that nature requires five; 
custom allows seven ; laziness takes 
nine, and wickedness eleven. These 
conclusion» were, however, drawn 
from observation of country life.

Physical fatigue is more easily 
overcome than intellectual. Which 
of us when traveling in the country or 
abroad, or in anyway separated from 
the ordinary process of thought and 
anxiety, has not found that he could, 
without difficulty, do with a couple 
of hours’ leaa sleep than he was in 
the habit of taking.

Men, however, who follow an in­
tellectual pursuit are exceptionally 
fortunate if the process of restora­
tion occupies less than seven hours. 
More frequently they extend to 
eight or nine hours. Kant, I see 
it stated, took never less than 
seven hours. Goethe owned to re­
quiring nine.

Soldiers and sailors, on the other 
hand, like laborers, do with much 
loss quantity. I am afraid to say 
how much the duke of Wellington 
regarded as essential.

A school-master under whom at 
one time I studied, a hard-working 
mac at the acquisition of languages, 
proclaimed loudly that he never 
took more than five hours’ sleep. 
The hour at which he rose in the 
morning gave some color to this 
assertion. Only in after life did I 
discover that a two hours’ post­
prandial siesta wa* not included in 
that allowance.—New York Mail 
and Express.

Canadian Forest Preservation.

In his paper at the American 
Forestry Congress, on “ Forest Pre­
servation in Canada,” Mr. A. T. 
Drummond sketched of a plan fer 
the preservation and renewal of for­
ests which might in some respects 
be equally applicable to the United 
States and Canada. Leasee ot pub­
lic timber areas should be restricted 
to definite periods *f five or at moat 
seven years, with a rule that, after 
the expiration of the lease, the land 
should have rest for twenty years to 
allow the young timber to grow up. 
The timber limits should be restrict­
ed in size to about fifty square miles, 
as is now done in Manitoba. This 
would enable the Government more 
systematically to carry out the sys 
tern of alternate leases and rests. 
The production of square timber 
should be discouraged, on account 
of the great waste of material in 
forming the square log, and of tbo 
additional food for forest-fires which 
the waste material creates. The 
cutting on public lands of trees 
under twelve inches at the stump 
should bo punishable by a heavy 
tine. This would have the effect of 
preserving the younger trees till

___  __ they attained a merchantable size.
The chie? and ‘strife»] The starting of forest-fires should 

^bo made criminal. Wherever the 
forests have been cut over by the 
lumbermen and wherever fires have 
swept through areas of public lands 
not specially suitable or available 
for settlement, reserving or replant­
ing with proper kinds of limber 
should be attended to. Lastly, the 
forests should be put under the 
charge of suitable officers.

Clean, N. Y., despatch : Dell 
Bankson, an oil shooter, went to the 
new Kano oil field on Saturday to 
torpedo the Craig and Cappeau well, 
which had just reached the sand. 
He had lowered a shell containing 
20 quarts of nitro-glyoerino to the. 
depth of 100 feet In the well, when 
he discovered that the well was 
about to make a bow: He knew 
that the force of the oil would carry 
the torpedo out at the top, and if it 
were thrown upward with the flow 
it would be exploded in contact with 
a derrick beam. If it escaped from 
the volume of oil it would fall back 
to the ground and explode. In 
either case Bankson knew that cer­
tain destruction awaited' him and 
the property of his employers, unless 
the torpedo could be secured. With 
remarkable presence of mind ho 
placed himself at the mouth ©f the 
well, and as the shell shot up on the 
stream of oil he threw his arms 
about Hand held it Even then un­
due haste and lack of judgment 
might have proved fatal, but Bank- 
son held the torpedo until the spurt- 
of oil had ceased before he removed 
it from the well, although he knew 
that only a few seconds would 
elapse before the oil would be fol 
lowed by a volume of gas and a 
mass of rocks from the depths. The 
instant the oil ceased he lifted the 
shell from the well and walked care­
fully away, carrying the torpedo in 
his arms. He had scarceh’ turned 
his back when the gas and rocks 
came out of the well with a roar and 
a rush. When all was over Bank- 
son replaced the torpedo in the well 
lowered it into the bottom, and 
finished his work. When the own­
ers of the well heard of the wonder­
ful nerve and judgment displayed by 
Bankson they at once presented him 
with a cheek for $100.. BanUson’s 
conduct in his perilouy situation is 
said by an old well shooter lobe the 
most courageous in the history of 
nitro-glycerine operations in the oil 
regions—work that necessitates the 
exercise of constant vigilance, cool 
judgment, and steady nerves on the 
part of the operators.

Parental Peculiarities in Fishes and 
Frogs.

The eggs of dog-fishes, sharks, 
skates, and rays are inclosed in cap­
sules which in texture resemble a 
hit of sea-weed. The motlier-fiog 
of the Alytes obstetricans lays her 
eggs in long chains of sixty or more. 
The male takes this string, twines it 
around his thighs, and retires till 
the yeung are ready to leave the 
egg ; then he goes into the water, 
and the young swim out. The eggs 
of the American frogs arc placed in 
pouches in the hack of the mother, 
and in the Surinam toad the egg 
and the tadpole go through their 
full development thus inclosed, each 
in its own cell, till, when they 
emerge, they differ only in size from 
the parent: More than one hun­
dred and twenty of these tadpole- 
coils have been counted in the back 
of a single female of this species. 
A Chilian frog has the organs, cor­
responding with the “vocal sacs” 
of our bull frogs greatly distended, 
and the young are hatched in these. 
The exaggeration of these organs 
has produced more or less of distor­
tion in other parts of the animal.

Mr. J. Starkie Gardner has pub­
lished a paper on the utilization of 
the underground heat of the earth, 
He holds that the crust of the earth 
is thin, and that its movements are 
more compatible with the thickness 
of ten than of fifty miles.

Army Thursday night, thieves broke into 
his house and stole $250 and a lot of 
papers belonging to the post office.

-Thunder storms have been raging in 
Germany for three days ; many persons 
and hundreds of cattle have been killed. 
Damage to extent of about £40,000 has 
been done to vineyards in the Rhine, 
Valley.

-The Chicago News suggests that if 
United States cruisers are to be sent into 
Canadian waters to protect American fish­
ing vessels they should he sent overland 
on wheels. They would be more certain 
to reach their destination.

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THE AGRICULTURAL STATION.

Pre-eminent Advantages Offered by 
Sackville.

Parliament has voted the sum of 
830,000 for the establishment of an 
Agricultural Station for the Mari­
time Provinces. It is reasonable to 
presume that the Government would 
aim to secure such a location as 
would be most central to all parts of 
the Maritime Provinces, as well as 
most accessible by modern means of 
travel, and that it would not ignore 
the advantages* to such a station in 
being located in a prosperous agri­
cultural district. These two con­
siderations are fulfilled to a degree 
in Sackville, as they are nowhere 
else in the Maritime Provinces.
A glance at the map of the Provinces 
will show any one that Sackville. on 
the Isthmus of Chignecto, possesses 
the most central situation of any 
town in the Eastern Provinces 
During the last of the seventeenth 
and the first half of the eighteenth 

; century, Fort Cumberland—on the 
borders of this parish — was a prize 
constantly struggled for by the two 
great nations that centested foi; 
supremacy on- this Continent. It 
was accessible to Quebec ; ironr it 
Louisburg in Capo Breton and Port 
Royal in the Bay of Fundy, weie 
alike within striking distance; theNow 
England traders never felt themselves 
safe while it was in the possession 
of the French and made several 
attempts to dislodge them, and when 
it finally fell, the last hope of French 
rule in Acadia expired. The com­
manding natural situation that made 
it the key to the possession of these 
Provinces in the past, renders it to­
day a no less important vantage 
point, in 'the more peaceful avoca­
tions of the arts, agriculture and 
commerce.

A radius of 100 miles takes in 
Halifax, Annapolis, St. John, Chat­
ham, North Point on one end of P.
E. Island, and Georgetown on the 
other,

Singular as it may seem, Fort 
Cumberland is in the exact centre 
of Acadia, it being 235 miles from 
East Point in Capo Brçeton, the most 
easterly point of Nova Scotia, 235 
miles from the settlement of St. 
Francis, in the extreme west of 
New Brunswick. It is also 180 
miles from Cape Sable, the most 
southerly point of Nova Scotia, and 
180 miles distant from Dalhousle, 
the iuost, northerly point of New ! jj£e 
Brunswick. Within a distance o.f'140 1

ELECTORAL CORRUPTION.

The Roman Catholic Church is 
taking a step forward in the line of 
securing electoral purity. It is 
understood that among the decrees 
adopted by the Roman Catholic Pro­
vincial Episcopal Council, which 
closed at Quebec on 6th, is one.

absolution except from the Bishop 
of their diocese, to whom the power 
of absolving in such cases, as in 
perjury, is reserved as a step 
toward securing greater electoral 
purity in this Province. This de­
cree cannot but have a beneficial 
effect.

It is time that the Protestant 
pulpit of this country took up‘and 
dealt with this crying evil and dis­
grace. We do not know in what 
terms of shame to characterize the 
conduct of many electors in this 
county during the laid contest, who 
occupying respectable positions in 
this county, and without the justifi­
cation of necessity, not only solicited 
pay, but dickered ” with first one 
party and then with the other in 
order to cet the best rate possible.

it is unsafe to entrust the powers 
given by the franchise to such a 
class. It is time the best men of all 
parties united to check such a 
scandalous state of things.

Nonination Day at Amherst.

George W. Forrest and Richard 
L. Black were duly nominated by 
the Liberal-Conservatives on Tues­
day. Thomas A. Black and C. J. 
McFarlauo by the Grit* and Jatne* 
B. Wilson by members of the P. 
W. A. of Springhill. Shortly after 
2 p- m , the large crowd of people 
present repaired to the roller rink 
to hear the views of the different 
nominees. The number present was 
nAt so large as on similar occasions 
in the past, but there must have 
been at least eight hundred persons

Thomas R. Black was the first 
speaker. Ho said he had no desire 
to enter politics, but he believed it 
hie duty to obey what he took to be 
his country’s call. In support!n, 
the Fielding Government, he be­
lieved he was supporting a Govern­
ment that had transacted the public 
business honestly and judiciously. 
He then referred in some detail to 
the different Government measures, 
each of which he labored' to shew 
were passed solely in the interests of 
the people. The old irresponsible 
Boai’d of Agriculture had been 
abolished and the agricultural in­
terests were placed in the hands of 
the executive ; the franchise bill had 
been passed and many young men 
were added to the lists, but he would 
prefer with the majority of the 
people the inoxe liberal extension 
granted by the Dominion Govern­
ment ; the road and bridge service 
had been greatly improved by the 
Government and substantial iron 
bridges lnd taken the place of the 
rotten structures of four years ago ;
an important, railway bill__was
passed, and roads, such as the 
Joggins Railway, could be built that 
would not otherwise be undertaken, 
and if the subsidy to that railway is 
not secured it will not be the fault 
of the Government. As to the Legis­
lative Council, a great deal could be 
said on both sides, but he believed 
that liody should be discharged as 
useless, ancl the Government ap­
pointees were i<equirëd to give 
written pledges as to their support 
of abolition, lie then went over the 
repeal question witli a view of show­
ing a consistency on the subject, 
and said tliat lie and Pipes had voted 
squarely together. He contended 
that Nova Scotia did not receive 
what she ought to from the Dominion 
and that he would prove that the 
condition of the Province was more 
depressing now th£l) before-j Con­
federation. lie would support Mari­
time union as the proper solution of 
the question, lie knew Cumberland 
was not a repeal county, and he 
urged the Government to put the 
question off till the end of the session.

Mr. Forrest was greeted with loud 
applause. He said Mr. Black was 
very unfortunate in his selection of 
measures upon which lie expected 
support for his Government. lie 
should not, as a farmer, have referred 
to the fact that he had aided Field­
ing in taking agricultural matters out 
of the hands of the farmers and in 
placing them in charge of the execu­
tive, in charge of lawyers and doctors. 
He ought not to have referred to the 
Grit franchise bill and asked the sup­
port of the few young men it had 
added to the lists in the face of the 
far more liberal measure of his 
political opponents. He should not 
claim support for his, aid in passing a 
bridge bid, the effect of which had 
been to send money to Ontario to 
purchase material when our own 
Province could supply all that ‘was 
necessary. As to railways, the Gov 
eminent had been in power for -four 
years and not a mile of railway had 
been constructed and it was not until 
the last (fav of their term that any­
thing was heard of in the matter, 
and Longley, Fielding’s new At­
torney-General, said lie did not ex­
pect a mile of railway to he built 
under tlm hill for many a long day. 
The Only hope of the Joggins Rail 
way is in the Dominion subsidy, 
which is not hedged about by con­
ditions the Local Government ünposes 
and which was not granted on the 
eve of an election, but when it was 
asked for. The ink had hardly 
dried on this so called railway bill, 
which required the assistance of the 
Dominion Government to give it 
vitality, when Fielding throws in 
face of his people his resolutions de­
manding separation from Canada ! 
Mr. Forrest, after referring in warm 
terms of denunciation to tin; Eastern 
Extension swindle, took up the Legis­
lative Council matter and defended 
the consistent course of the Holmes 
Thompson Government, ancl said he 
would do all lie could to bring about 
the abolition of the Council. But the 
greatest question before the people is 
the repeal issue, the responsibility of 
which Mr. Black is trying so hard to 
shirk, but he thought that gentleman 
should hang his head in shame when, 
with the full knowledge that factories 
were building up in his own town on 
all sides - ancl in all parts of the 
county depending for their very 
existence on the continuanee of 
he Union, he (Black) should have 

thought fit, j ist. as soon as lie se-

Union, but wished to be' told how 
we were to got it through Fielding, 
when Cape Breton wag already cry­
ing for separation from N. S., and 
Fielding had so ruined the reputa­
tion of his Province that such a pro­
posal as Maritime Union would be 
met with absolute failure. Forrest 
closed an admirable speech, surpris­
ing both friends and opponents by 
its clearness and eloquence, and he 
eat down amidst the utmost en­
thusiasm.

Mr. McFarlauo spoke but a few 
minutes. He said he found the 
great majority of the people in favor 
of the Fielding Government, and he 
was ready to support it. He claim 
ed that, if elected, he could be de 
pended upon to do what was right.

R. L. BLck occupied the whole 
time allotted him in a clear exposi­
tion of the Liberal Conservative 
policy, and an able criticism of the 
whole Fielding record. Mr. Black 
is a fluent and pleasing speaker, 
and held the closest attention 
throughout, and your reporter re­
grets there is not sufficient space 
at his disposal to give a fuller re­
port of it

J. B. Wilson had very little to 
say. He claimed support as a 
workingman, and would do all in 
his power to bury the liquor traffic 
beneath a stringent prohibitory law.

T. R. Black and Forrest again 
spoke, both paying particular at­
tention to the temperance question. 
Forrest said he would not insult 
the people by joining a temperance 
society just on the eve of an elec­
tion, as his opponent had done, 
but ho would with his voice, vote 
and every ability God had given 
him, support and work for every 
measure calculated to advance the 
temperance cause.

\V. T. Pipes came to the rescue 
of the Fielding administration in a 
long speech, defending particularly 
his cwu record, and was vigorous­
ly answered by C. J. Townsbend, 
M. P.

The speeches were concluded 
about 7 p. m., with cheers for the 
Queen, Chairman and the various 
candidates. '

Home Buie Defeated.
Parliament to be Dissolved.

London, June 7.—The second 
reading of the home rule bill was de­
feated by thirty, the vote standing 
311 for, to 341 against. When the 
result was announced the excite­
ment was the wildest ever known 
in this generation.

London, Juno 8.—The majority 
against the bill surprised the 
unionists. Several members sup­
posed to favor the bill went into 
the opposition lobby. The crowd 
outside attempted to mob Lord 
Burlington when he emerged from 
the house after tho division. 
Eighty-five Parnelliics voted with 
the government. Tho eighty-sixth, 
Captain O'Shea, whom Purnell in­
sisted ©n having the league elect 
to represent one division of Galway, 
walked out of the house and ab­
stained from voting. About twelve 
liberals refused to vote on the 
division.

Great crowds of people remained 
outside the liouse until the debate 
was finished and the vote taken. 
The majority received the result of 
tho. vote with enthusiastic cheers.

Ninety-four liberals and radicals 
voted against the home rule bill. 
There Is intense cxcitement through­
out the whole country over the out­
come. The conservatives and whig* 
are everywhere making the day one 
of jabillee, the ringing of hells, the 
lighting of bonfires, firing of can­
non and the singing God Save the 
Queen.

The consensus of opinion is that 
Gladstone will dissolve pat (lament 
on tho 28th. It is expected that 
the. elections -will occupy a month, 
ai d that the new house will assem­
ble the second week in August. 
Thd largeness of the majority 
against, the bill caused great asU n- 
i.-îbmctit among the i eople.

The cabine:, to-day, by a unani­
mous vote, resolved to appeal to 
the country. They held -that by 
resigning they would only prolong 
an<i complicate the dispute, which 
will ljbe terminated by a speedy 
disso u ion of parliament.

Gladstone will send a special 
message to the Queen to-night, 
with a letter recommencing that 
Her Majesty dissolve parliament, 
as the only means to secure 
stable government. If the Queen 
docs not exercise her prerogative 
and summon Lord Hartingion to 
form a new ministry, Gladstone, on 
Thursday, will ask the house of 
commons to proceed with the sup 
ply hill, and will jpdiculo the 
Queen’s intention to dissolve par­
liament at an early date.

LITTLE BEL’S SUPPLEMENT.
