MAYOR STEVELY'S ADDRESS TO OLD BOYSter the Centre of

“London Old "Boys and Girls:
“I am sure you will all agree with me when I say:
"We' all love London not because of its schools, streets or 

homes were useful, but because it is lovely. Our arithmetic 
declares its assessed value to be twenty-five million dollars, but 
our affections hold it to be priceless above all places, however, 
rich in extensive streets, dearer than health or beauty, and 
brighter than the stars. Many places are good enough to trade 
in, many places have ties of brotherhood, memories of common 
ancestry, common traditions, common and undivided rights, 
liberties and renown, but here we had our birth or the home 
of our adoption. Here was the playground of our youth. Here 
our fathers sleep. Here are the graves of our departed wise, 
brave and generous comrades. It was the theatre in which we 
played our little parts. To revisit London wakes our sympathy, 
our imagination and our passion.

"As mayor of the city of London, and on behalf of the cit- 
izens, we are proud to have you here. Our beautiful streets 
invite you, the hand of our citizens is held out to you, and the 
joyous greetings of friends are yours. Our homes, our hearts, 
and our city are open wide to the men and women of other 
days.

In 1895 the first homecoming was held in London. Now 
these reunions have grown in number and enthusiasm. But 
how many things have changed? Then, we had 33,000; today 
we have 50,000. London's streets have become more beautiful, 
and new suburbs of the size of many a town gladden the eyes 
of the visitor.

"Our welcome today must contain a note of sorrow. I re- 
gret to say that the days of Mr. Pope, our city treasurer, are 
numbered. Soon there will be but a record of fidelity to duty 
and a character marked by strength and uprightness, to re- 
mind us of a most faithful servant. The Poet Bailey justly 
says:

"‘We leave our homes in youth; no matter to what end. 
Study or strife or pleasure—or what not;
And coming back in a few short years we find 
All as we left it outside; the old elms.
The house and grass, gate and latchet's selfsame click. 
But lift the latchet, and all is changed within.'
"In conclusion, on behalf of the city, I again most cordial- 

ly welcome all to our city, and trust that your cup of pleasure 
may be brimming full and running over, and trust that your 
visit will be both pleasant and profitable. *

"Let me say also that the bell with which I called the vast 
assemblay to order, was the same one Nick Wilson used to 
call the children of London to their studies when the old 
Union School was opened here over 59 years ago—in 1849.

"I have just been notified that my old friend. Sir John 
Carling, is ill, and is unable to take part in the celebration, 
but I hope to see him around very shortly.”

"Mr. Pope was a fine city official,” 
said Mayor Stevely. "He served the 
city faithfully for over a quarter of a 
century, and we will miss him. I have 
been associated with him in civic af- 
fairs now for quite a few years, and 
I do not hesitate to pay a tribute to 
his memory."

A fine wreath has also been sent to 
Mr. Pope's home by the council.

Prior to that he was connected with 
the Sunday school of St. Paul's Cath- 
edral. He was also deeply interested 
in the other work of the church, and 
had held numerous offices in St. James' 
during his 35 years' connection with 
it.

He was always a lover of good, 
clean sport. In the earlier days, Mr. 
Pope was known as a great cricketer, 
and for years took a most prominent 
part in that game. He was also a 
lacrosse player of some note. In his 
later years he played golf considerably 
until the growing infirmities of his 
years prevented.

A family of six children survive. 
Mrs. Pope predeceased him some 
years ago. They are: Mr. J. K. H. 
Pope, secretary of the McClary Man- 
ufacturing Company; Mr. W. B. Pope, 
inspector for the McClary Company; 
Mr. Harry C. Pope, barrister, of 
Strathroy; Mrs. E. J. Dawson, of this 
city, and Misses Emily and Ada at 
home.

After an illness of about a month's 
duration, Mr. John Pope, city treas- 
urer, died last evening at his resi- 
dence, Elmwood avenue. South Lon- 
don. He had been failing for about 
a year, and was taken seriously ill. 
He gradually sank until last evening, 
when he passed peacefully away.

The late John Pope was born in 
Claphars Surrey, England, in 1834, 
and was, consequently, in his seventy- 
fourth year.

When 20- years of age he sailed for 
Canada and settled in Montreal. He 
spent some time also in the Eastern 
Provinces. Later he came to London 
in 1867 to teach English subjects in 
Hellmuth College.

Mr. Pope taught there for some 
years, afterwards becoming account- 
ant in Rowland & Hewell's and later 
for E. Adams & Company.

In 1882 he was appointed city 
treasurer, which position he held until 
his death.

As a city official he was one of the 
best-informed men in the city hall, 
and was exceedingly well liked by all 
who ever had business to do with 
him.

His death will be sincerely regret- 
ted by a large number of friends.

Mr. Pope was deeply interested in 
Sunday school work, and had been 
superintendent of St. James' Sunday 
school. South London, for over 34 
years.

The mica industry gives 
employment to 275 men, the total out­
put being 550,000 pounds, while the 
province produced 30,000 tons of cop- 
per ore, which, required the work of 
250 men.

The Maritime Provinces are main­
taining their reputations as producers 
of minerals. Their gypsum deposits, 
both as regards quantity and variety 
of quality, are the most extensive in 
the world, but their development has 
only fairly begun. Nova Scotia is 
showing much enterprise in the man­
ufacture of steel on a large scale, and 
by approved modern methods. The 
output of coal of that province for the 
year ended Sept. 30 last was 5,720,000 
tons, the industry giving employment 
to 11,500 miners.

MINING IN CANADA.
The total value of Canada's output 

of minerals for the year ended May 
last was the largest in the history of 
the industry, amounting to about $86,- 
182,000—an increase of over $7,000,000 
over the previous year. The increases 
Included, silver $2,669,000, gold $4,- 
828.000, copper $728,000, nickel $586- 
000, pig iron from Canadian ore $258,- 
000, petroleum $295,000, Yukon gold 
decreased $2,450,000, and lead produc­
tion $556,000.

A summary report just issued at Ot­
tawa, from which these figures are 
taken, shows how the department of 
mines gathers its information. Offi­
cials are sent to each province to in­
vestigate, and by this means statistics 
and other facts are secured at first 
hand.

The report from the Yukon states 
that although the days of the indi­
vidual placer miner are practically at 
an end—on the older creeks, at least— 
that territory is by no means worked 
out. and a continued large gold pro­
duction may be expected for many 
years yet.

There Mrs. Forestir, wife 
of the general manager of the Sparwood 
Lumber Company, encouraged the women 
to join the fire fighters by the force of 
her example. For hours she stood beside 
the men, working and fighting to keep 
the flames back from the town.

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COOL MEALS Algonquin National Park.
The Algonquin Park of Ontario is 

fast becoming popular for anglers and 
those fond of the wood and outdoor 
life. The Grand Trunk Railway Sys­
tem have received a letter from a high 
Government official of the state of 
Connecticut, who has just returned 
from a few days in the confines of 
that delightful park. He says:

"Some weeks ago I sent for and ob­
tained a Grand Trunk folder relating 
to Algonquin Park. The printed mat­
ter received was very Interesting read­
ing, but I had the opportunity of 
learning within a few days that the 
beauties of the park were not over­
drawn, and that the fishing obtained 
there was the best I have ever had 
the privilege to enjoy, although I have 
fished the trout waters of Prince Ed­
ward Islands, through the Canadian 
Laurentain sections, and in Colorado 
and Wyoming in toe United States.

"I arrived at Algonquin Park from 
Toronto on June 27, and on the 28th 1 
left the hotel for Smoke and Ragged 
Lakes, arriving at Smoke Lake late 
Sunday evening, June 28. I started 
for Crown Lake the next morning, 
and fished in that lake and had good 
luck, catching square-tailed trout. 
This lake is outside of the park. As 
I started for my headquarters at the 
park, June 30, on my return trip I 
fished in Ragged and Smoke Lakes for 
salmon trout, using a deep water troll 
and brown minnow for bait. Between 
4 and 5 o’clock I caught two salmon 
trout; one of them weighed eighteen 
pounds, and measured thirty-two 
Inches in length.

“As my stay was only three days in 
the park, I mean to know more about 
this place, and shall try to go in there 
again this fall. Descriptions of locali­
ties and prospectus of railroads are 
oftentimes disappointing. Many times 
I think it is due to the fact that the 
pictures are greatly overdrawn, but 
from my own experience I should say 
that your folder does not describe 
this beautiful country, known as the 
Algonquin Park, in as bright colors 
as the facts warrant.

“Since my return I met a friend of 
mine. United States Congressman Ed­
ward W. Higgins, of Norwich, Conn., 
who upon my advice, is now fishing 
in the park in company with his wife. 
He writes me that all that I told him

Four Additional Battleships Planned 
for the Jap Fleet.Johnston Bros.

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Berlin, Aug. 3.—The Japanese will 
take third place in the navies of the 
world in 1911, according to the tabu­
lation made by the German Navy 
League in its August leaflet, just out.

"Notwithstanding the assertions of 
Japan’s bad financial position,” the 
article says, “the so-called programme 
of 1907 appears to provide for consid­
erably more construction than has 
been reported. From an unusually 
well-informed quarter it is affirmed 
that Japan, besides building the three 
battleships, Aki, A and B, and the 
four armored cruisers, Kurama, Iouki, 
and E and F, has apportioned money 
for four additional battleships, each 
of 20,800 tons, and for five armored 
cruisers, each of 18,500 tons. Japan 
has in actual service 14 battleships, 
with a total of 191,400, and 12 large 
cruisers, with a tonnage of 113,000.
