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SPIRITUAL LIFE AND GROWTH.

Much as is said and writen about the spirit-
ual life, there is a continual call tor still more
to be said. It is ore of the things that require
** line upon line,” & {requent stirring up of our
minds by way of remembrasce, and also from
time to time fresh views from the changed
points of our personal religious experieace.

There ought to be no occasion for controversy
about the supernaturalness of the beginning of
all spiritu | lite, for where even in nature does
lite spontaneously begin? A grain of corn
may be io the grainery for a thousand years
with capacities for germination and grow:b,
but they are dormant until it is brought into
connection with agencies from beyond itself.
Chaange its conditions by burying it in the soil,
let eartb and moisture wake up its sleeping
faculties, and in a few days the germ puts fo.th
and the stalk appears, then the leat, and by
and by the tull corn in the ear. So with the
buman soul, asleep in sin and worldly security.
It possesses all the faculties that it will bave
in its bours of purest saintsbip, but a paralysis
is upon them from which they will awake only
at the touch of the Holy Spirit. Change its
conditions, bring it into connection with those
agencie« external to itsell which God's law of

/ grace has appointed, and let it yield itselt to
‘them in an inwronght repentance, and the
renewed Spirit speedily quickens those slum-
bering faculties into an active life, and brings

" forth the appropriate truit. Itis God's law in
nature that water, earth and air are requisite
to the lite and growth of a plant; it is bis law
in the realm of spiritual things that the Divine
word and Spirit is requisite to the lite and
growth ot a buman soul. TLe development the-
ory does not apply bere. A sinner never de-
velops into a saint. He must know the pangs
of the new birth, the molding power of the
new creation.

But the ** perfect man, the measure of the
stature of the tullness of Christ,” the end
sought-in the work of the Holy Spirit, and in
the institutions of the Church, is the result of
growth. The spiritual life that begins in the
new birth strengthens, expands, increases.
and brings the whole being more and more
into subjection to Christ's law and likeness to
his mipd. It is doubtless within thy power of
God to produce this matured manhood in the
day, and even in the moment, of the new birth,
just as it is to bring out in the_ evening the
ripened ear of corn from the grain which is
planted in the morning. It is, however, not a
question of what is possible to God, but rather
what Holy Scripture and the nature of the case

' lead us {0 expect. Any exceptional case is to
be considered by itself, and not to be general-
ized into a rule, any more than the method of
the awakening and conversion ot Saul of Tar-
sus is to be taken as a precedent of what we
may expect in the conversion of sinners and
skeptics in our own day. Nor are the steps
of the soul's progress so limited that our growth
is a question of time, but rather of the condi-
tions indispensable to it.

Let us analyze the matter and learn what we
mean when we speak of this kind of growth.
The highest attainments in grace vary pothing
in their nature from what is found in the begin-
nings of the spiritual life. Growing in grace
is only acquiring more and more of the same
sort ot thing. Now this growth is not to be
confounded with the formation of a religious
habit. Undoubtedly the habit is essential to
it, and it must be formed by all who would
maintain a Christian position, though it be
done in thousands of cases paintully, and
through the severest struggles. But there is a
danger, of which we fear there are too numer-
ous evidences, that the habit may come to be
substituted for the spirituality of mind that
belongs to the true Christian. So, again, an
enlarging knowledge of religious truth is in-
dispensable to a continued spiritual progress,
but it may not be considered a substitute for
it. The truth is the soil icto which the soul
may become rooted and grounded, and from
which it may derive the nourishment upon
which alone it can thrive. *‘ Sanctify them
through thy trath: thy word is truth,” prayed
Jesus in bebalf of his disciples. The truth of
the revealed Gospel is an instrument which the
Spirit ot God employs, but it alone never
sanctifies, however necessary it be in the hand
ot the divine Spirit. Clear conceptions of it
and enlarged knowledge of its doctrines may el-
evate the intellect and yet fail to bring the
heart any nearer to God.

Indeed, it is possible for one to become pro-
found in theological lore whose heart has lost
its love to Christ. And while we avoid this mis-
take, let us go further and note that pleasant
and happy emotions are no true measure of
personal boliness. The salvation of God does,
indeed, produce bappiness. Love, joy, and
peace are the fruit of the Holy Spirit in the
belicver ; so, too, are long-suffering, gentle-
ness, and fidelity, and they all exist together,
an undivided fruit. It is possible for one to so
misdirect his soul-culture as to give a special
attention to his emotions, while be is exceed-
ingly neglectful of the duties of religion, of that
charity which saffers long and is kind, and of
a due control of temper and tongue.
religion that does not curb the temper, bridle
the tongue, teach fidelity, and cultivate charity,
however much of emotion may attend it, is lack-

ing in the first elements ot the religion of the
Gospel, and must be stamped as counterfeit.
Feeling is not the proper test or measure ol
spiritual life, and so not of spiritual growth.

While the genuine work of grace is accompa-
nied by the formation and strengthening ot
babits of religious life, increasing knowledge
of divine things, and rich, joyous emotions, we
must look to character in order to find its true
results. The new birth transtorms the man
and lays its fashioning hand upon the soul it-
self. In the renewed character is laid the
foundation for the superstructure of a godly

lite. This is the beginning of that holiness of

beart and life without which no one will see

God. It grows and matures, as does all

character, through knowledge, experience, and

discipline, with the additional element of the
promised aid of the Holy Spirit. And it is bere,
in the intcrease of holiness inward and outward,
in deepening contormity both to the image and
will ot Christ, that we find the real spiritual
growth,

It is easy, then, to discover what will especi-

| receives. Fundamental to all growth is a
knowledge of the truth ot God's holy word
But such knowledge demands careful reading
-n‘d patient study, and without them bigh at-
tainments in religion can hardly be hoped for.
Nor can one well be a devout student of the
sacred word without being led to earnest
prayer for bestowment of the things therein
promised, and also for help to do things ea-
joined. Moreover, be, who, under the teach-
ing of the written word with the illamination
of the blessed Spirit, is led to pray for divine
interposition in his behalf, cannot bave over-
looked the wide disparity between bimeself and
that bigh and pure charscter which the law of
God demands He learns bis tendencies and
besetments, and is awakened to watch against
them as well as to pray, to fight as well as to
watch,

A profound coaviction comes to pervade
the soul that siu is exceedingly sintul, bateful,
and defiling, and that God must be obeyed
in all things, both great and small in public and
in private, in feeling and in action. Religious
enjoyment without an endeavored universal
obedience is seen to be a mere delusion. And,
then, beyond knowledge, prayer, watchfulness,
and obedience, which are but so many aids to
a purer faith, we are to look to Christ first,
last, and always, without whom there is neither
life to the soul nor its increase. Rooted and
grounded in bim, we are likewise to put
bim on, and grow up into bim. All experi-
ence teaches us bis sufficiency. All discipline
is to inspire the renouncement of sell an abso-
lute relisnce upon him. And so in him we
find a sweet rest of soul, in proportion as we
are united to bim in the bonds of a living
faith.—Christian Adoocate.

OBLIGATION OF - THE GOSPEL MINIS-
TER

Those not called of God to the gospel min-
istry will not feel the weight of responsibility
attact ing to the sacred office as does the true
preacher of God's word. Their ideas of the
nature and importance of the work may be in-
telligent and comprehensive, but its obligations
they will see in the light of the ideal rather than
of the real. Moses, Elijab, Jobn the Baptist,
and the Apostle Paul were not more empbati-
cally obligated to do the work assigned them
than are all chosen embassadors ot Christ to
do theirs. A life of ease or bappiness, a
world-wide fame, or millions of wealth, ought
to be no temptation to a minister of Christ to
induce him to neglect the duties of his holy
calling. These would be but mockery to bim
in a dying bour if purchased at the price of
tailure to perform such solemn duties. Man's
trial of faithtulness is in time; and eternity
cannot make amends if be fails bere. le deals
with souls, and these constitute the treasures
of the skies. IHis reward, thea, is in gems be
side which fabled wealth is unspeakably poor.
The success of the work in which he was in-
strumental fills angels and the ‘redeemed and
Christ and G with inexpressible joy. He
is issioned to conduct a wreck-imperiled
vessel ot inconceivable value into the port of
peace. All'the holy beings in the universe
bave set their hearts on the triumph of the
cause in which be labors. The eyes of angels
and Deity are upon bim who is commissioned
for this work. It is no wender that be should
exclaim, ** Woe is me if I preach not the
gospel 1" It is mot strange that be should
ask, ** Who is sufficient lor these things 7" but
it is astonishing that care, or pleasure, or rich-
es or the blandishments of triends, or any
worldly consideration, should be so magnified
in his eyes as to eclipse the path of duty and
obedience. There must be something pain-
fully defective in that man's religious educa-
tion or appallingly unsound in his standieg in
the sight of Ged if he can lightly set aside the
claims of the ministry, or trifle with its aw-
ful responsibilities. Still more awful will be
the voice of the Judge of quick and dead when
his untaithful messengers shall meet his face in
the judgment. How awtul will be the account
that the fallen or unfaithtul minister shall then
render for the neglected souls over which the

some of them had persisted in sin despite the

Holy Spirit bad given bim charge. What if

either meet them, or Christ, who assigued him
| duties toward them, but which be bas lcft un-
sleepy, dumb watchman, whom God bas set to
watch for souls ?

We cannot unchrisiisnize all ministers who
act as if their obligations had beeo cancelled or
their commissions nullifed. The plea of
shocking ignoraace of the import of their cali-
ing, though a bard excuse for a minister, is the
best we can present in palliation of such unfaith-
fuloess. What other plea could we interpose
in bebalf of those who profess to be called of
God to preach and yet rarely preach, and then
perhaps with little preparation? We are sure
that no plea can justify them in the neglect of
duty. The lack of a classical or theological
training, the opposition of friends, the waat of
adequate temporal means, lack of seli-confi-
dence, the fear of adversaries, are all poor
pleas tor the suppression of the voice of cou-
science and for disobedience to the voice of
God.

It preachers of the gospel would fully con-
sider the obligations of their calling, the Church
of Christ would soon be stirred as it bas
oot been for years. Those not now in the
regular work would preach almost as frequent-
ly as those haviog regular charges, and with
more power than such are geverally doing.
Those in charge ot congregations would visit
and preach and pray, with a warmth and so-
licitude teo little known. There would be
reading aod preparation such as men in ear-
nest know how to make effectual. Minds
would be grasping and memories retentive. In-
tellects would come out, as it were, from the
tombs, teeming in their resurrection with clear
and boly thoughts. Preaching would be in de-
monstration of the Spirit and with power. The
unoccupied places of the land would be invest-
ed. The terrible reproach of an unfaithful
ministry would be removed, and thp frown of
God would cease to rest on many a soul and
bousehold and congregation. Why will not
those called of God ardently pursue the path of
duty ? for such alone is the path of truth and
safety.— Religious Telescope.

PAUL'S THORN.

‘“ There was given to me a thorn in the
fiesh.” “The pulpit aod the pew have been
alike curious to know what this thorn was.
Men of prurient fancies have indulged in all
sorts of theories and conjectures ahout it ;.and
even the grave fathers were set to guessing.
Chrysostom and Jerome thought it was the
beadache; Tertullian, the earache; Rosen-
muller, the gout in the head—kop/t gickt—and
that it was periodical. Some think it was a
distortion of the face ; others, detective vision,
and yet others, lameness, or some chronic
neuralgia. If we felt it necessary to have some
theory about this ‘thorn, we should adopt as
the most plausible—that of Dr. Jobn Brown in
his **Spare hours.” According to Brown, it
was impaired vision, some painful disease of
the eyes. He refers to the blindness ot Paul
connected with the vision on the way to
Damascus, but rests his theory mainly on the
passage in Galatians: ** Ye would bave pluck-
ed put your own eyes and have given them to
me.” lle insists that these words cannot be
understood in a hyperbolical or proverbial
sense, as simply wrong, that the Galations
would be willing to make any sacrifice to re-
lieve him. But they would be willing literal'y
to pluck out their own eyes and to transfer
them to the apostle. Now, on the bypothesis
that Paul actually labored eitber uader entire
deprivation of vision, or under some severely
painful and vexatious disease of the eyes, the
meaning of the passage is plain: * That so
keenly did the Galatiaas sympathize with the
apostle in bis affiiction, that they would will
iogly have become his substitutes by taking all
his suftering upon themselves, it only it were
possible by doing so to releive him.”

But we do not care to have any theory on
the subject. It cannot be of much use for us
to know what this thorn was, or Paul would
have told us. All we need know is that it was
some infirmity of the flesh, some bodily affiic-
tion, that was like the piercing of a thorn—
something painful and bumbling. So much
Paul tells us ; and moreover, that he could not
get rid of it, that be could not pray it out or
get the Lord to take it out.

We are glad Paul did not tell us what it
was, for then we should be confined to that
particular experience, and lose the practical
lessons which makes his experience the common
experience of all God's people in all genera-
tions. But we are thanktul that whilst Paul
does not tell us what this thorn was,he does tell
us why it was given bim. It was to keep bim
bumble and trusting. It was in the beart of a
most blessed vision and ecstacy,that lingered as
a sweel dream of beaven,that be got this thorn.
He was in danger of becoming dizzy and losing
his balance on those spiritual beights—of being
carried away by his visions, and so losing his
sympatby and fellow feeling with tried and
suffering men ; and so then was given him a
thorn in the flesh. Aod though be could not
get rid ot it, grace was given to bim to
bear it; and it was in every spiritual way
good for him. It was with Paul as with a sick
child resting in the arms of his mother, unable
to rid itself of pain, yet wonderfully supported
and comforted out of her love. Paul kept the
thorn, but bumbly resting in the arms of his
beavenly Father, felt the warm pulse of bis
infinite love in the promise, ** My grace is
sufficient for thee,” and with that sweet assu-
rance he could say:

“ Whater Thy will ordains.
O give me strength to bear;
Still let me know a Father reigns
And trust a Father’s care.”

It may be a mean thing
like Byron's club-foot, so that the man goes
limpiog all his days; or it may be as great
and strange a thing as Daate’s worship of
Beatrice, as be appears in the picture with that
sad face, looking up to the beautitul saint
whose soul ** was like a star and dwelt apar'.”

But be
prayed rather long, and good as it was, they
thought be might now close ; so the presiding
magistrate said in an undertome, ‘ That will
do; just stop him.” The constable, shaking
our triend’s sleeve said, ' Stop ;' but he prayed
away, Pulling bis sleeve yet more vigorously
be said, * Stop, man, stop I' But he prayed with
increasing tervor. ’

**One of the magistrates saw onme of our
preachers in the body of the court, and cailing
to him, said, ‘ Mr.——, you come and stop
bim,” Bat oar dear old brother enjoyed this
novel prayer-meeting too much to be induced
to stop it ; 50 he replied, loud enough tor all
to besr, * Nay, nay, you've started him; I
can’t stop him.’

** However, our friend in the dock drew his
devotioas ta a close, stood up on his feet, and,
agsia folding his arms, said with becomiag
meekness, ‘ Now, gentieman, if you please, |
am quite ready for business.”

** The prisoser was ordered in the anteroom
while his case was considered. Oae of the
magistrates, moved to tears, said, ‘ We have
often had this man before us, never under
such circumstances. If this is & sample of the
work achieved by the labors of the Primitive
Methodists, I wish them success wherever go-’

REV. NEWMAN HALL.

The inbabitaats of Great Britain and, especi-
ally London, owe much of their moral guidance
and support to a few prominent meu. None
of these claim more attention than the subject
of our sketch, He is over forty-six years ot
age, and just in his prime. A tourist who
heard him preach in St. James’ Hall, Piecadilly,
one Sunday, thus describes him :—

** A bush fell on the 1,600 worshippers in the
edifice as the tall manly figure ot the Rev.
Newatan Hall walked across the platform to the
desk. His finely-modelled head sat squarely
on his shoulders, while his eyes with a compas-
sionate and prayerful longing in their gaze—
turned to and fro over his audience. Before he
spoke a word, and while yet I was admiring
the aquiline nose, flrm-set lips aod massive
chin, a feeling of vemeration asd sympathy
stole over me for one who had done so much
for bis fellow men, who had bravely turned
from moderate indulgence in stimulants, so
that none should stumble through him. Ina
clear and musical voice which penetrated to the
remote cerners of the large hall, be opened the
service, and joined beartily in the bymn of
praise. His prayer was tervent, beartfelt, and
as he besought God to stay the tide of wicked-
ness in the land, the Millennium seemed not
far away.”

When Mr. Hall took charge of his first pas-
torate in Hull he was not strictly a total ab-
stainer, Arguing one day with the Rev. James
Sherman and his wife, ard endeavoring to prove
that moderation was more effective as an argu-
meot against excess than abstinence, Mr.
Sbherman said, ** Ob, my friend, you shoul¢
not be so hard in your argument! My dear
wife bas been praying so much for you, that you
may become an advocite of total abstinence.”

From this time (in 1842) his labors have
been olarked by grest aand enduring success.
When be entered upon his pastoral duties in
Suarrey Chapel, Londen, one of the stipulations
with his parishoners was that be should be at
liberty to use the Clapel once a mooth for a
tempérance meeting, and the Schoolroem as
often as he pleased. Thoasands bave signed
the pledge at these meetings, and very many
bave become true Christians and consistent
members of the Church by means of the tew-
peratce agency thus kept in operation.

Bat not content with these noble results of his
self-denial, Mr. Hall preached every Sunday
afternoon in St. James’ Hall, a notorious house
of amusement in the west of London. Here
bis earnest manner and singular eloquence have
always drawn large audiences. All classes
miogle amid his bearers, and much good results
from his ministrations. As Surrey Chapel is
beld on a lease which shortly expires, the con-
gregation decided on erecting an edifice of their
own. For a long time no building site could
be secured at a reasonable figure. At last a
geontleman offered a lot for $40,000. We leave
Mr. Hall to describe his appeal to the liberality
of his people, and their noble response : —

DRAWING A CONGREGATION.

He then whistled for his train
to start and the station master does not ap-
pear to bave tried to stop him, but be claims
that this was because be thought Ryan intended
to run down the track a little way and then
back into the siding. At all events, Ryan's
train started off, and Geldert's train was ad-
vancing from Stewiacke at the same time.
Just as the latter came rourd a curve near
Polly Bog the other train came in view only a
few vards distant.

Driver McDowell, of Geldert's train, at once
whistled down brakes, reversed his engine, and
with Mr. Feetham the road master, and Samuel
Ross, fireman, jumped clear of the train, and
escaped uninjured. An instant after, the two
traios came togerher wi'h & crash. The engines
were totally destroyed, and the tenders were
thrown on top of them. It was then about
7.35 p.m. Alexander Cameron, driver of the
St, Jobn train bad both legs cut off, and ‘never
spoke after the accident, dying about an hour
and a balf afierwards. His driver, a young
man named Wm. Hunt, bad his right leg cut
off below the koee, his right arm broken above
the wrist, and was otherwise severely bruised,
and was not expected to live. . John D. Chris-
tie, baggage-master, was standing at the brake
ot the second class passenger car at the time of
the collision. The baggage ear was telescoped
with the one on which he stood, and he was
driven through the ¢end and to the middie of the

senger car. His face and body were badly
g::iped. He received a cut ab:ut five inches
long im the back of his head, and both of his
teet were considerably smashed, one so badly
that the great toe hadto be amputated. He is
bardly expected to survive. Jobn Black a pas-
senger in the second class car, had both his
feet badly smashed, and it is doubtful whether
they can be saved. Jobn Blanchard, a breaks-
man on the same train, bad a leg broken, and
Blair, a brakesman on Geldert's traiu, was
considerably bruised and injured. Conductor
Ryan, who was in the smoking car at the time
conversing with a passenger. was thrown to
the other end of the car, and got some cuts
and bruises, but was not seriously burt. A
lady puscn‘ergol an ugly cut over the eye from
a_splinter, and several gentlemen sustained
slight injuries.

As soon as information of the disaster was re-
ceived at Truro a relieving train was dispatch-
ed to the scene, accompanied by severil sur-
geous. By their advice the wounded were
put into a car, and sent on to Truro. Just
before arriving at that place poor Cameron
was found to be dying, and the train was
stopped _for a few moments until all was over
with him, when it proceeded to Truro. The
dead and wounded were taken to the Victoria
House where Coroner W. E. McRoberts held
an inquest yesterday atternoon, at which the
above facts were developed. A wrecking
train was also at once dispatched from Hali-
fax with about Sorty men to clear the wreck
out of the way, which they succeeded in doing
by about 3 o'clock yesterday afternoon—Where
the blame ol this fearful catastrophe lies it is
impossible to say now. The statements ol th§
Station-master, and of the Corductor are
irreconcilable, and until all the evidence at
the coroner’s inquest is placed before public,
it would be premature to express an opinion
in the matter. Cameron’s lile was insured by
the.. Government agaivst accident for $700,
which goes to bis widow and orphans,

The firemen are insured for $300, and the
brakesmen for $300. In cise of disablement,
where injuries are not fatal, they receive $5 a
weék for twenty-six weeks, or while laid up.
Young Hunt, it will be remembered, was bad-
ly scalded by an accident to his engine on the
27th of January last, and his life was then dis-
paired of for some days. His father has been
a driver on the Government Railway for thir-
teen years, and has been several times injured
by accidents—Recorder.

Tae Domixion Bupcer.—The Hon. Mr.
Tilley, Finance Minister, introduced bis
Budget in the House of Commons on the after-
noou of Tuesday last week and in course of
bis speech reviewed the progress of.the country
since Contedration, showiog tbat in each de-
partment ot Trade, Finance, and Public Works,
there Lad been steady development and pros-
perity. He said that one way of judging the
real prosperity of the country was its increase
during the past in Bauok capital and deposits.
In 1867, the Bank capital was over §20,000,-
00; in 1872 8 it 1s nearly £50,000,000.
During the five years the increase of deposits
in Quebee and Ontario alone was over $89,-
000,000. \

‘I'he Exports for 1867 amounted to $57,000,-
000. 1n 1872 they amounted to $82,000,000,
and for the current halt year they amoun ed
to over $50,000,000.

The lmports for 1867 were about £71,000,-
000, In 1872 there were $107,000,000, and
for the current half year $72,000,000.

The rate of duty placed upon Imports was
in 1867 a little more than 12 per cent, while in
the current year it is under 10 per cent. The
surplus on the five years transaction, after ex-
penditure and g:y the interest oa part of
the debt, was al 0?59.000.000.

In 1867 our Public Debt was about $76,000,-
000. In 1872-8, our debt was about $82,000,-
000, an increase of over $6.000,000, but the
inerease in our debt was in exact proportion to
the increase in our population. The debt was
increased by a loan for the construction of the
Intercolonial Railway, for the of the
North West Territory, Pacific Railway Survey,
and by the assumption of the British Columbia
debt.” The whole public debt of Canada
amointed to about $23 per head, and the in-
terest on it tc about 123 cents per head. The
amount of taxation by means of Duties was
something over $4 per head of the population.
The average tanfl’ of the past ot 12§ per cent
had enabled the Government to construct great
PublicWorks.

The receipts for the last year had exceeded
the expencituie, leaving a surplus of about
$175,000. 1t was thought the loss to the rev-
enue by the repeal of the sugar duties would
necessitate an inerease of duties. At present
no extra taxes would be levied, and no change
made in the tariff. It gave stability to trad
and commerce to leave the tariff unchanged
whenever it was possible to do so. Increase
Public works might draw more beavily on ¢
