This is as it
should be, when we remember that it is a four per
cent. ore that is taken from the mine. s we
have it in our notes, the average percentage of the
matt produced in the lust six months amounts to
thirty-seven and nine-tenths per cent. The cost
per ton of ore all told, for smelting, am unts to
the sum of four and a quarter dollais in gold.
This copper matt is subjected to no turther treat-
mént upon the works, but shipped to Liverpool
and there sold in the market at the ruline
The cost of shipment, including freiglit, insurance,
commission, ete., amounts to twelve dollars in
gold.

The scheme for a
railroad between Quebec and Halifax was
‘brought before the Canadian public by a
Nova Scotian about the year 1845, addresses

Earl Derby’s government decided against the
St. John route, basing their decision on the
advantage to be derived from securitly from
attack in case of hostilities. It hay bheen
stated that Mr. Hincks and some of thi» Eng-
lish railway contractors, who afterwanils had
so much to do with the Grand Trunk, were
at the bottom of the disagreement, byt this
has been denied by Mr. Hincks over his own
signature, and the failure of negotiations
attributed to New Brunswick. At leajt two
members of the present Cabinet at (Mtawa
were in favor of the Central Route, but it
seems that the longest and most expepsive,
and the least valuable (in a commercial point
of view) route carried the day. The estimate
made by Mr. Sanford Fleming of the cost of
the line is $20,000,000. The British Gov-
ernment guarantees interest on the laan of
$15,000,000.

The next question that presents itself is
the probable returns for such an expenditure.
Halifax is 550 miles nearer to Liverpool than
New York, 357 nearer than Boston, 373
nearer than Quebee, and 316 nearcr than
Portland. It is said the Robinson route will
best secure the largest European passanger
traflic, the carriage of mail matter and express
freight, and could accommodate, next tg the
Frontier line, the largest amount of ** local”
trafic. The favourable position of New York
and Portland renders them the cuﬁvenicm
‘winter outlets for freight from the Provinces
that constituted old Canada.” The nearest
United States port to Toronto is New York,
540 miles; the nearest to Montreal is Port-
land, 297 miles; while the distance from To-
ronto to St. John, by Riviere du Loup, is 913
miles, and froin Montreal to the sagee place

Toronto is distant from Halifax over 1,168
It costs two cents a ton per mile to
mave freight by rail, and it would cost §2.23
per barrel to move flour from Toronto to
Halifax, while a barrel of flour can now be
sent via the St. Lawrence at 30 cents. The
fact is, and we may as well admit it, the
Intercolonial is a sentimental railway. The
money to be spent on it forms the considera-
tion on which the Confederation contract
rests. It is rather pleasant to think that On-
tario, a Province deriving little or no im-
mediate advantage from the concern, is suf-
ficiently patriotic to shoulder the twelve mil-
lions of dollars of debt for the benefit of
Nova Scotia, but it is not so pleasant to re-

REINSURANCE FUNDSs.

The annual statements to be furnished to
the Minister of Finance by Fire Insurance
Companies whose deposits are under one
thousand dollars, embrage two items, namely.
““Amount of premiums éarned for the past
year,” and “Amount of premiums uncarned
for the past year,” which will enalile one to
calculate what the amount of the Rcinsur-
ance Fund of such companies should be, and
to determine their solvency om insclvency.
The statements heretofore made public by
some of our home companies have lnchod in
this particular, go that an outsidcr could only
guess at the probable conditign of a company.
So much ignorance has prevailed on the sub-
ject of a Reinsurance Fund that we were led
to cx]vl:nin its n]»jvct, and to show how m

the kind was rendered oblizatory by statutory
enactment. We have every reason to consi-
der that our remarks were not lost on some
of the Directors of home companies, and that
greater attention will be given, for the future,
to the subject.
