“Ishall be very glad to give it, for I
think one reason for the prejudice that
exists against dried truit is due to improper
cooking, Select the fruit that you *intend
to use; rinse it thoroughly in clean, clear
water ; then place it to soak in an earthen
dish, with sufficient water to cover it, from
ven to fifteen nours before requiring it for
us®, Then place it on the back of the stove,
in the same water in which it was soaked— |
which contains the flavor and nutrition of
~ the fruit ; allow it to simmer slowly, barely
coming to a boil occasionally, until it is
entirely cooked through ; add sugar, let it
stand a few moments, then remove from the
stove, By this method you will secure a
wholesome, palatable dish, resembling the
original green produact in size, taste and
flavor, an nearly as poesible, and I am sure
you will find it relished by the family.”

“T amsure it will be, and if I could make
some cake as light and delicate as yours al-
ways is, [ know they will be satisfied with
the dessert. I should like to learn your
knack.”

‘I do not know of any special knack,”
answered Mrs Peters, ‘‘ except that I have
better success when I mix the cake with
the hand than when done with a spoon.
My theory is, that the warmth of the hand
is just sufficient to blend the ingredients
together more perfectly and thus render it
lighter.”

Raising Bread in Four Hours.
By request of several readers, A. C. P.’s re-
tipe for yeast is here reprinted: * Pare 12
mediumsized potatoes, and cook in sufhicient
boiling water to keep them well covered.

While they are cooking, take 1 pint of flour,
. teacup each of salt and sugar, wet with
enough cold water to make a smooth paste,
pour over it 2 guarts of boiling water and
cook it till it looks clear, like starch,
through a colander into a two-gallon jar. !
When the potatoes are well done pass

Pass |

through the colander too, also the water in
which they are boi'ed. Fil: the jar with
water to withina finger’s leogth of the top. |
When this mixture is lukewarm stirv in four
dried yeast cakes that have been previously
dissolved and set in a warm place to rise
When a thick white scum rises to the top’ |

it is ready for use. Cover and set away in !

a cool, dark place. For 4 three-pint basin
loaves I take 3 pints of tue yeast, ho other
wetting, stir in a batter, and in an hour it
is light enough to mould into a loaf, [t
this is covered with an inverted pan no !

PRACTICAL FARMING.

Improved Winnowing Box.

. The ordinary box or measure used in
winnowing garden produets hes the annoy-
ing fault of being too low so that the peas,
bears, etc., will often bound back and fall
over the eides as they are being poured in.
A very strong wind, too, may ocarry the

chaff and other impurities out of the meas-
ure and the peas, etc., with them, The
accompanying illustration shows how this

difficulty may easily be obviated. . The or-
dinary box is supplemented by a wire net-
ting fastened to.a siple framework above
the box. This framework widens out from
the box so that a much wider mouth is
provided and less danger incurred of
Bpilling the peas or beans over the sides.
The box is made much deeper in this sim-
ple fashion, and the fine chaff and dust is
given plenty of room to blow away through
the netting’s meshes.

Care of Sows and Pigs.

Prices for hogs have advanced somewhat
recently, and, although not high, they now
give a margin of profit to feeders in many
sections. By far the largest numbers of
litters of pige are farrowed during akout
two months, from the’latter part of March
until the latter part of May. Where there
are good facilties for caring for them, early
dropped litters have marked advantages,
but for many farmers there is greater pro-
fit, ‘one year with another, from the
‘practice of not having the sows drop their
litters until the weather has become
reasonably warm and well settled. Young
pige are very susceptible to cold, especially
to-wet and cold combined. An intelligent
farmer in central 1llinois has said he has
found he had more *‘pounds of pig” in the
fall, if they had dropped about the first of
May, than if they came a month earlier.
A large number of the earlier litters died
or became ‘‘stunted,” Those which did
well, of course, made a greater growth and
were ready for market earlier in the fall or
winter. Sudden change in the weather is
hard on young pigs, unless they are well
housed. Many successful hog raisers prefer
to have the pigs dropped in the open field
or large lots, 1f they come when the weather
is warm.

The opinion seems to be growicg that
large and costly hog houses are neither
neceseary nor geaeraliy profitable, that is,
for farmers who raise pizs for pork-making,
and not for sale for breeding purposes.
Some very successiul men use single
‘“*houses” for each sow and litter, making
them in an A ghape, often without floor-
ing.

gl‘he practice of allowing the sows to
become (nite poor while suckling is still
common, This is of doubtful economy, It
is a rule with very few exceptions of recent
years that prices for hogs are higher from
about the middle of September up to some
time in the early partor October than at
any later season for some months. Itis
impracticable to have thespring pigs ready
for this market, but the sows can be, if
they are well fed while suckling, the pigs
weaned when not over eight weeks old, and
the sows then fattened as rapidly as pos-
sible. It pot infrequently happens that
a sow would sell for more money in Septem-
ber than she is afterwards sold for in
November.

While it is very desirable that both sows
and pigs should have grass,or better,clover,
it is a mistake to require them to make
this their chief food. Espeoially if they
have a good clover pasture, corn may be
fed freely. Middlings made into slop is &
capital food. Oats has its advantages but
it 18 not usuallya cheap food for hogs at
any age. Where there is plenty of skim-
med milk, corn answers admirably. The
value of skimmed milk for pigsis offen
underestimated, but it is not economical to
make this the chief food.

It has not yet been proved beyonda
doubt that it is most profitable for most
farmers in the central west to feed calves
and young steers up to the full limit, but
there is much evidence in favor of this
being econemical in pig raising. While
there are exceptional cases, it is clearly
the rule that most profit comes from the
sale of pigs or hogs when well under a year
old. Growth can be secured more cheaply
in summer and fall than in winter, Some-
times the price ot pork advances enough
in early winter to equal the increased

cost, but this can not be relied on.

Raising Turkeys.

To thosé who have a large range for their
fowls the raising of turkeys will add con-
siderable to the income from the poultry
yard, with an expense scarcely in propor-
tion, for turkeys are comparatively light
eaters besides being good foragers and
capable of securing a large amount of food
for themselves, after they are seven or
eight days old,if they have the opportunity.
One great objoction with many is that they
do not bear close confinement well, and do
best on a large range.

Turkey eggs may be successfully hatched,
as well as hen’s eggs in a good incubator,
and by almost the same treatment. The
period of incubation is twenty-eight days,
varied somewhat by the care they bave
received and the freshness of the eggs used,
Strictly fresh eggs will hatch several hours,
or from one to two days earlier than will
those that are somewhat'stale,

Few care to hatch chickens tor hroilers,
with the incubator, later than April 1, but
turkeys may be hatched after this, The
idea has gotten abroad that the young
turkey chicks are difficult to raise, They
are tender, and will not, when young, bear

either cold or wet, but aside from that

they are more healthy—shat is—they are
sub oo;b fewer diseases tham are hens.
ith proper care, as & percen

of those hatehed may be nh::.l. as t:gr:
raised from an equal number of young
chiockens. For the first few days they
should be fed on hard-boiled éga, chopped
fine, meixed with bread crumbs and bread
soaked in new milk ; later, orushed oats,
wheat, eto,, may be given, (but not raw
corn or Indian meal), and curds from sour
milk and buttermilk,

They should be confined in some dry and
sheltered place until they are three or four
weeks old. If hatohed bya hen, put them |
in a coop and if hatched by an incubator,
Put in she broeding pen, then if the flock
18 in good condition, gradually allow their
freedom. Let them out a short time each
day when the weather is favorable and in-
crease the time until they are eight weeks
old, then allow them to run,

Overstocking.

It is & disadvantage at any time to have
too much stock on the farm, and especially
80 during the summer when pasturage is
largely depended upon for feeding. When-
ever 80 much stockis kept that the pastures
are eaten down to any extent a fair { rowth
cannot be secured, not only will the stock
fail to grow as they should because of
insufficient feed, but the pastures will not
be able to supply anything like the full
amount of feed that they otherwise would,
80 that a double loss is sustained. If what

stock is kept, that the pastures will feed to
8 good advantage during the best part of
the growing season, either one of two plans
should be followed; the pastures should be
divided so that while one is being pastured
down another can be growing, or sow or
plant a sufficient acreage of some one or two
crops so that in case they are needed they
can be out off and fed. . )

With all stock it is quite an item to feed
and care for soas to keep in a gocd, thrifty
condition., During what may be termed
the growing season ggod pasturage is not
only the best but the cheapent feed that
can be supplied, but there should be &
sufficient quantity so that the stock can
satisfy their appetite without too much
tramping,

When the pastures are overstocked the
stock will nov make a thrifty growth and
in consequence a longer time is required to
mature, The nearer the right number of
stock that the farm can carry to good ad-
vantage the better the resulte in almost
every way.

It 18 a loss or disadvantage to have more
than this, as under what may be termed
average conditions it does not pay to buy
feed for stock on the farm to any consider-
able amount as on the other hand it is
not advisable to allow even pasturage to be
wasted.
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TOBACCO AND LITERATURE.

Men of Letters Bivided in Their Opinion
of the Weed.

The following from Edmund Yates’
““Recollections” appeared in a London
periodical: *“Mr. Gladstone‘detests’tobacco;
Mathew Arnold ‘abuwses’ it; Mr, Ruskin
hates the man who ‘pollutes the pure air of
the morning with ciﬁar smoke.” But are
we not consoled for the abstinence of these
great men by the devotion of others of
eminence ! Thackeray once declared that
he did not despair to see a ‘bishop lolling
out of the Athenzum with a cheroot in his
mouth, or, at any rate, a pipe stuck in his
shovel hat.” But it we have not a smoking
bishop we have a smoking poet , laureate
(aljuding to the late Lord Tennyson) famil-
jar with tobaccos, Latakia, Conne :ticut
leaf, Perique, Lone Jack, Michigan, Killic-
inick, Highlander, ‘or any of the English
brands,’

‘“How did he take the gentle weed ! At
his feet was a box of white clay pipes.
Filling one of these he smoked until it was
empty, broke it in twain, and threw the
fragments into another box prepared for
their reception. Then he took another pipe
from its straw of wooden inclosure,filled it,
and destroyed it as before. For years
Professor Huxley, like Charles Lamb,
toiled after tobacco, ‘as some men after
virtue.” At a certain debate on smoking
he told the story of his early struggles in a
way which utterly put the antitobacconists
to confusion.

‘¢ For forty years of my life,” he said,
‘ tobacco has'been a deadly poison to me,
[Loud cheers from the antitobacconists. ]
In my youth, as a medical student, I tried
to smoke. Iu vain ! Atevery fresh attempt
my irsidious foe stretched me prostrate on
the fioor. [Repeated cheers.] I entered the
navy. Again I tried to smoke, and again
met with defeat. I hated tabacco, I could
almost have lent my supportto any institu-
tion that had for its object the putting of
tobacco smokers to death. [Vociferous
cheering. ]

‘“*Afew years ago I was in Brittany
with some friends. We went to an inn.
They began to smoke. They looked very
happy, and outside it was very wet and
dismal. I thought I would try a cigar.
[Murmurs.] 1did so. [Greatexpectations, ]
I smoked that cigar—it was delicious, I
[Groans,] From that moment I was a
changed man, and I now feel that smoking |
in moderation is a comfortable end laudable
practice, and is productive of good. [Dismay
and coufusion of the antitobacconists,
Roars of laughter from the smokers,]

¢ ¢ There 18 no more harm in a pipe than
there is in a cup of tea. You may poison
yourself by drinking too much green tea or
kill yourself by eating too many “beef-
steaks,” For my own part, I consider that
tobacco in moderation is a sweetener and
equalizer of the temper.” [Total rout of
antitobacconists and complete triumph of
the smokers. ]

The trade situasion at Toronto still con=
tinues to show signs of improvement. The
better feeling herevefore noted has acted as
& sort of stimulus,and fewer complaints are
heard,Deslers generall y are encouragedwith
the strongertone of the markets,and the out-
look is more cheering. The earnings of the
railways show improvement, and those of
the Grand Trunk since the beginning of the
month are ahead of the serresponding
period of last year. There is increased
activity in dry goods, with orders coming
in freely, but they are not for large
amounts, The business in hardware and
groceries is fair, and payments are a little
more satisfactory. . . . A further advance
in wheat hae taken place, with sales of
white at 73c to 74c Ontario points. The
deliveries are very small, giving the im-
pressiou that supplies are limited, but at
this season farmers are very busy seeding,
which partly accounts for light receipts.
Flour is firmer, but prices are relatively
lower than those. of wheat. The foreign
demand for wheat has increased, and
Chicago prices have been advanced three or
four cents during the week. Some large
shorts have been forced to cover, and the
feeling with regard to this market is ex-
ceedingly bullish. . . .

THE LARGEST AND FINEST INSECTS
KNOWN TO SCIENTIST:.

A Frequgmt Visitor te This Country—
T from South Americaor the
A, Indles—Experiences of Frult
Handlers—Appearance and Habilts of
the Taramtula.

Spring brings renewed life and gaiety
to the iosect world. Many insects
emerge for the firat time from a winter’s
seclusion, and all seem invigorated.

The average insect sets a noble example
to man by his unceasing industry and cheer-
fulness, These qualities are displayed more
conspicuously by the insects than by any
other division of the animal world. Con-
sider, for instance, the cheerfulness of the
grasshopper and his relatives, who sing per-
petually,and the industry of the ant,who is
always engaged in some labor equalling for
him the building of the Pyramids.

There are, however, some insects with
distinctly obnoxious traits, and among
these the tarantula, the largest of them all,
is pre-eminent.

The tarantula belongs to the spider family,
and the variety found in the Southera
States is classified as a hunting or wolf
spider. The tarantula is the most com-
bative and aggressive of all insects.

The American tarantula belongs to a dif-
ferent family from that of Southern
Europe. It islarger and its bite more pain-
ful than that of the European insect. It
can be relied upon to make any man dance.

The tarantula is a frequent visitor to this
country, although not a native of these
regions. It usually travels with a cargo of
fruit from the Southern States, Central
or South America or the West Indies. It
ahows a marked partiality for bananas.

have av opportunity to see one.

The tarantula is a giant spider, tome-

times measuring four inches in length. It
is fawn-colored above, with white sides,
markgd with whitich lines,
_ It has four pairs of well-developed legs,
in addition to vhe mandibles or jaws which
contain the poison apparatus, These are
grooved, and the poisonous secretion,
which is similar in composition to the
venom of snakes, is contained in a gland
at the base of the. mandibles and is forced
through the grooves when the spider is
angry and grasps its victim. The body
and legs are thickly covered with hair,

Although the bite of the tarantula can
hardly be classed as deadly, it is always ex-
tremely painful, and hag probably in some
cases caused death, The tarantula is re-
markable both for ita fierceness and its ex-
traordinary swiftness. By the use of eight
long and vigorous legs it flashes over the
ground, and as these legs are sharp and
prehensile, it can run up a erpendicular
surface with great ease. g{o one need
therefore be surprised to see a tarantula
run up from the ground to his chin.

The tarantula catches small birds, mice
and insects. It is able to use its poison
with greater relative etfect on these than
on man and other large animale. Do not
let the tarantula take hold of your finger,
