In his
opinion, there is':much’ talent and
genius lying dormant and therefiore
wasted in the prisomns which could
be made of use and benefit for the
prisoners themselves, for their fami-
lies and for'the community generally.
Mr. ‘Lewisohn believes that the way
{to cure them leés in setting them to
work, and that they should be paid
for - whatever work they ' penform.
“A wage ‘for prisoners,” he writes,
“is not.only just,’but’ Ob.,my way of
thinking, ‘is exceedingl¥ good ‘bosi-
ness. I .do not, however, believe
that a wage should be paid unless it
is honestly earned. I believe that
part of the wages earned ' .by the
prisoner should ' be’ uged - for his
maintenance and part for his family
or dependents.” We think that af-
ter eonaxdemtlon Mr. Raney will he|
satisfled "in his own mind that the
vlew presented to him by the Toron-
to deputation is sound’ and should
be’émbodied in the“prison system of
the p"rovince.—Oshawa Reformer.
