returned is 47,828; total deaths, 27,683,

over 1896 by 19,690. According to the
report of the Minister of the Interior for
1897 27,200 immigrants arrfived in Can-
ada, and of these 19,804 came here to

settle. In phe cities it 1s estimated that
the regi jon only rep ted one-fifth
of the actual birth rate, othu"w‘h‘ the
returns are almost complete. Some Inter-

AL'FEARFUL EXPERIENCE IN THE
WILDS OF BURMA.

Ul %
k Stogy of an English Engineer Who

*, Wan Captured by the Nativen and
Used For Bait In n Frap Set For a
Man Eating Monster.

Burma was a most distufbed country
from 1852 till 1856. I had my share of
rough work, for I was detailed to survey
.and explore the country with a view to
opening it out by roads, writes Henry
Stone in The Wide World Magazine.

I was quite young and owed my posi
tion to my knowledge of surveying and
civil engineering, which I had learnced at
schpol at Woolwich. I was surveying a
line for a road bet®een Prome and Ran-
gun. Icannot give details, as 1 have not
my diaries by me, but one day some vil-
7agers came to ask me to shoot soine ele-

' phants that were destroying their dhan

" (paddy flelds).

asked them if the herd was a lare
one. They said yes, but that if the two
ringleaders, who looked like twins, were
Kkilled the rest would go back quietly into
the yomahs.

1 was not particularly busy that day, so
1 agreed to go out.  I'had a long trudge,
and,.sure enough, 1 came on, the two in-
separables and accounted for them both.
But the day was overcast. We strayed
erratically. Finally night came on, and
our men acknowledged that they did not
know their way out of the forest.

1 ought to have mentioned that Moung
Goung Gee, an independent warrior, half
soldier and wholly a dacoit, was in arms
at this time and appeared here and there
from time to time. Wherever he met our
troops he was defeated, of course, but as a
rule he only attacked outlying towns, tor-
turing the people and levying blackmail
wherever possible. His wheresbouts, how-
ever, had not been heard of for some time,
and as there was no hope of our getting
back to my headquarters we lit fires and
composed ourselves to slecp.

1 suppose it was between 2. a. m. and 3
a. m. when we were savagely awakened,
and before we knew for certain whether
the.whole thing was a fantastic dream or
not we were securely bound and taken off
to Goung Gee's headquarters, about six
miles off. 4

We had an interview with him next
morning. He said he had long wanted to
catch a sahib of the detested English and
would meteout to mea punishment so ter-
rible that jt would effectually preventoth-
ers from wandering into his country. As
for those with me, he said they had been
warned what' their fate would be if they
assisted the kala-logue,

He ordered them off for instant torture
and execution, but I cannot describe the
horrors that followed. Their memory is a
horrid nightmare to this dgy

About 5 p. m. I'was walked off a good
gix or eight miles through denso jungles,
reviled and tortured more or less the whole
way, and at length I found myself stripped
and thrust into a trap prepared for a tiger
—a bamboo arrangement of simple con
struction. My jallers were ne wdlessly
brutal and abused me in every way, hop-
ing I'd like the treatmcnt 1 should meot
from the man eating tiger which hovered
about near where the trap- had been spe-
clally laid.

But previously, while a prisoner and
tled to a tree, a Karen girl had, at the
risk of her life, given me a little water,
and I begged of her to send some one hur-
riedly to Captain D'Oyly, who was camiped
a few miles off, to hurry to my rescue

The trap was ono of those usually erect
ed for tigers in Burma. It was a long,
rectangular, boxlike structure made of
bamboos. The portion set aside for the
bait was only just large enough for me. I
crouched there dumbly, half dazed with
horror and quite unable to realize my
fearful position.

It was Christmas eve, and the weather
very chilly—for Burma. 1 offered large
bribes to my custodians to let me escape, |
but they only scoffed at me. |

How slowly did the hours, pass. The
cold was bitter, but I must have dozed off
all the same, for I remember being awak-
ened by a clammy something crawling
over me, My heart leaped into my mouth
It was only a rock snake, however, crecp-
ing through the bars and seeking an exit
somewhere. Oh, the ghastly loathsome-
ness of fecling that cold, creepy reptile
gliding over my poor, palpitating body! I
thanked God when the snake found an
outlet somewhere and disappeared.

But shortly afterward the crowning hor-
ror came. I heard soft footfalls first and
then something sniffing round the trap.
There could be no doubt that it was the |
man eater. My heart nearly burst. I was |
kept in agony for fully ten minutes, and
then the beast evidently found the door,
for ho entered, and I heard the door fall.
There was & partition of bamboos between
him and me, but I anticipated that he
would soon demolish that and then tear
me to piecesas 1 lay huddled up helplessly.

It appeared afterward, however, that
the Karen girl's brother had been forced |
to erect the trap and had made tho parti- |
tion of male bamboos of great strength.

In the darkness I could. see the great, |
luminous, wistful eyes of the man eater.

He
did succeed, howevyer, in giving me a claw
or two on my back and buttock.

As he smelled the blool he began to
gnaw at the bars and would dgubtless
have made short work of them, but there
was a sudden glare of torches, a con fused
murmur, and then I felt the worst had

1 lay between life and death’ for six
wecks, for the shock to my system, as
well a4 the exposure to the ¢old chills of a
Pecember night, had brought on a severe
attack of fever. But I was truly thank
ful for my seemingly miraculous escape
from that man eater whom I met under
such appalling conditions.

VISITTO A CANADIAN LUMBER
SHANTY,

Nore.—The following account of a
visit paid to a C'anadian Jumbermen’s
shanty or camp is taken froyp the
“Annals of the Hunt” of the Reporter
Hunt Club—in 1894, when the/ party
spent three weeks at Long Lake, some
15 miles from Gilmour, on the )uatario
Central Railway.  The Scrite and a
couple others were invited ou¢ to the
lumber camp.

A tramp of four or li»t miles
hrought them to the shanties becupied
by the party. Over 50 men were em-
ployed in cutting and skiddihg logs.
All the best of the timber had been
cut off years ago and the gangs were
picking up everything that would cut
mto logs. It was the dinner how
when the hunters reached the shanties
and a hearty invitation was  given ‘0
‘ake a seat at the table and get dinner
As many of vur readers have uever
-een a lumber camp, we reprolduce
from a kodak view the accompunying
cut of the camp and men as they ap-
peared on the day referred to. The
shanty was vuilt in between the hills,
The
walls were Jaid up of pine logs to about
eight feet on the sides and then two
unmense trees were placed on the
centre to  support the trough roof,
which was made of pine logs hollowed
out in the form of a trough. Two of
these were placed side by side and the
adges covered by another trough being
placed round-side-up over them. By
rctual count thére were 103 troughs on
sach side of the building. - A large
cooking stove stood in one end and
tables (stationary) were arranged down
the sides of the- building. Each man
was furnished with a tin plate, a pint
basin and a knife and fork. A" lavge
iron kettle containing nearly half an ox
was on the stove, and the comtents
evenly divided into pails, were distri-
buted to the various tables. A couple

of tin pans with potatoes were on each
table and the tea was hellin a large
16 quart pail, one to each table. All
being in readiness, the cook gave the
signal and a rush was made for the
tables. Every man was supposed to
help himself and the one that got the
most was the —best feliow. — Dinner be-
ing over every man and boy ot out
his “dudeen” and soon it was impos-
sible to see across the room for vhe
smoke, 'Tis said that the boss of the
shanty has orders to feed ever:
& that vigited the camp, but™to sell
no supplies or to take any pay for
meals. 1In the rear of the main shanty
wus an annex, nearly as large as the
main building, fitted up with berths
for beds for the wen employed. A
large stove, nearly as long and large
4s an engine l»oilv{ stood in the centre
and two rows of bunks were on each
side. The banks wete filled in with
boughs in the bottom and a light
sprinkling of wild hay spread over
them. On this was placrd one blanket
with two more for covering, The men
were & very respectable, civil lot and
readily cousented to place themselves
around the door of the shanty in order
to have their pictures taken.

. The section around Long Lake was
once covered with a heavy growth of
pine timber and was the principal lum-
ber district ih that county. Innumer
able dams and slides, now fast going
to decay, were encountered. ~Our
guide, who was born and had grown
up to mavhood in the county, well re
membered when thousands of men
were employed by the Gilmours in
this section, and affirmed that he had
seen the lake on which the hunting
‘party was cawmped, which is about two
miles long and a mile wide, covered to
a depth of tive to seven feet with logs
hat season’s cut would make a clean
sweep of the pine and then the whol
district would relapse into » great un
broken wolitude, except during the
hunting and trapping season.

The sap which
is proved to be present in all these cases is
not the sap which went up in the spring
descending, but new sap, which ig going
up. .
No one ever speaks of the sap in a corn-
stalk going down in the fall. It has fed
the leaves and matured the corn, and its
work ended there. So in the tree each
year the sap has finished its work when
the leaves have matured and' a new crop
of sap at onoce begins to take its place. Of
course this sap cannot ascend when the
wood is frozen, but whenever the wood is
thawed it kecps ascending. :

Another error is that trees in growing
carry their branches up with them as they
grow, or, to make it plainer, that a limb
which is five feet from the ground will in
time be ten feet. The fact is that lilbs
grow as much lower on the lower. side as
they do higher on the upper side 4nd no
more. A limb which is an inch in di-
atneter, if it grows to be three inches, will
be an inch farther from the ground on
the upper side and an inch nearer on the
under side.  The forks or crotchesin trees
often get to be considerably higher from
the two branches which form it growing
together as they increase in size. The top
of the treo grow8 up, but limbs do not
rise above where they are when they first
start out.—Forest and Stream.

SHOEMAKERS’' WAX.
Experiments With -This Substance
That Will Surprise Every One.

One of the mogt apt illustrations ever
made by Lord Kelvin was his ukening the
luminiferous ether to a mass of shoemak
ers’ wax. What Lord Kelvin sald of shoe-
makers' wax may be tested by any boy in
a manner that will astonish his playmates.
First les it be said that the ether pene-
trates all space. It is as rigid as steel and
yet so flexible that it does not retard the
passage of planets through space in the
least. If is an invieible substance which
travels in waves through all things. Now,
to illustrate the nature of such a paradox-
ical material Lord Kelvin searched overy-
where, and at last concluded that shoe-
He
made tests and this is what he found:

He melted some wax in a common glass
tumbler. After it had hardened he tried
to thrust a lead pencil through it. It
would not go. Then he placed a coin on
the surface of the wax and left it there for
several days. When he again visited it,
the coin had sunk to the bottom of the
glass. The wax had closed over it and by
lifting up the glass and looking through
the bottom he ,could see the coin lying
there. Had the wax been as deep as a well
the coln would have gone on sinking un-
til it reached’ the bottom. This proved
that the wax would conform *only to very
slow movements. If he had tried to push
it too fast, it would have resisted him.

An idea struck the scientist. If the wax
acted like this toward the coin, how would
it treat an objecs which floated? He ac-
cordingly placed a cork in a tumbler and
poured hot shoemakers’ wax upon it. The
wax hardened with the cork at the bot-
tom. Yet when Liord Kelvin looked at the
bottom of the glass in a day or two he
found the cork had disappeared. It was
somewhere in the mass of wax and proba-
bly rising very slowly, but surely, toward
the top. - Sure enough, after a given period
of time the cork peeped above the surince
of the hard wax and finally it rose to a
point where it remained half imbedded
in the wax, just as it would have done ina
glass of water. It rose no higher than this,
however, and a corkscrew probably would
not have pulled it from the wax. Yot itd
own buoyancy had raised it ap from the
bottom, through what seemed an impene-
trable mass of wax.

This, in fact, is the peculiarity of shoe-
makers’ wax, that it resists all sudden or
quick movements, but is highly susceptible
to very slow and prolonged pressure. If
you pressed a flatiron hard down ona
Inmp of wax on a fable it is probable you
would make no impression -on it, but it
you left that iron résting on the wax for a
day or two, you would find the lump flat-
tened out under the iron. So curious s
this property of the wax that tuning forks
have been cast from pleces of it. These
forks were capable of vibration, giving a
musical note and being set going by vibra-
tlon for another tuning fork, yet when one
of them was laid across the open mouth of
a jar it slowly collapsed and fell into the
jar in a shapeless, sticky mass. Any boy
may perform these experiments, and the
lesson in physics to be got therefrom is no
less valuable than the amusement which
the performance affords. — Cificinnat
Commercial Tribune.

It Was Founded Centuries Ago and 8till
Is One of the Centrex of Astron-

omical Work.

The city of Paris may well claim a
position as one of the great scientifle
centers, its nnivetsity and kindred insti-
tutions having witnessed many of the
devel of the sci and the dis-
coveries of modern times, and particularly
80 in the science of astronomy, the ob-
servatory of Paris being recogpized as one
of the centers of astronomical work, fts
astronomers having from the commence
ment been associated with the history of
the solences; the observatory has, in fact,
seen the science of astronomy emerge
from its primitive stage of wo centuries
ago into the remarkable condition of
development which we find at the present
d;

ay. .
The foundation of the observatory dates
from the middle of the 17th oentury, aé

CIDER A BACTERICIDE. . -+
The Beverage l;acl.—;:‘ to Be .. Spe-
cific Against Typhoid Fever. '

Cider was regarded by the lage Edmond
de Goncourt as the drink of dry, hard-
headed, reasoning men, but his judgment
was probably biased by the ‘traditional
prejudice of the French againss the calou-
lating and wily ‘' Normand.” It may be

i remarked that the Devonshire people, who

are the cider drinkers of England, do noé
appear to have this character, thofigh they
are certainly intelligent. Literary* men,
owing to their partial, hasty oz superficial

| views, are prone to fall into many ervers >f
this kind, especially when dealing with
“ the characters of races and peoples.

Thdy do not* patiently and repeated y
look at the matter all round or take the
long time required to sift it to the bottom
and so arrive at the truth. In short, they
have not the scientific habit of mind which
might save them from very erroneous con-
clusians and the pro tion of pernicious
popular mistakes. At the same time there
isno doubt that the liquor a man habitual-
ly drinks has some influence on his mind,
and it is possible that the acidity of cider
sharpens the wits. ‘‘He who drinks beer
thinks beer,”’ is an old saying with some
foundation.

Be that as 1t may, ‘the Pasteur institute
has recently found that cider is s bacteri-
cide. The Normans often make'cider with
dirty water, and even pretend that pure
water does not make good cider.” The in-
stitute, investigating Norman clder in
search of bacteria, has observed thas the
bacillus of typhoid dies in cider in two to
18 hours, owing to acidity. The cides
should contaln at least+$ per ocent of
malio acld to produce this effect, otherwise
the bacillus will exist for three or four
days, and if the liquor is neuter, for more
than 20 days. Ordinary cider, however,
possesses at least 2 per ocent of malie
acid, and consequently if it is not drunk
for 18 or 20 hours there is mo danger of
typhoid fever.—London Globe. .

Be Careful How Tem Sit.
