To the Editor of the Reporter
Dear Sir.—Athens being the cradle 

of the cheese industry of Eastern 
Ontario, it naturally causes the people, 
particularly the man who milks the 
ccw, to take a special interest in the 
welfare and good standing of 
present up-to-date factory.

About seven years ago, or since the 
factory came into the possession of the 
preeent proprietor, it has given entire 
satisfaction to all parties interested. 
Mr. Richard Henderson, being a first- 
class cheeeemaker and attending strict­
ly to his business, it enabled him to 
make a first-class cheese, which sells 
for the highest price. Not only does 
he make a first class article, but he 
seems to be possessed of the ability to 
extract a pound of cheese out of a 
smaller quantity of milk than some of 
the other cheeeemekes in this district ; 
for, when pay day comes and the 
monthly settlements are made, his 
patrons usually receive from 50c to 
$1.60 per ton for their milk more 
than patrons of some other factories in 
this district.

Now, it has been hinted by some of 
these makers, who appear to be 
usually behind, that, in order to make 
such a good showing, there might be 
a “nigger” somewhere in the Athens 
factory scales when the milk is weigh­
ed in, but, under present conditions, 
that cannot be so, because a large 
number of the patrons have milk 
scales on their stands and weigh their 
milk regularly, and if there was any 
crookedness it would have been de­
tected long ago. For the past 
years I have weighed every can of 
milk sent to the factory, and keep a 
strictly correct monthly milk sheet of 
the amount, and I find that making 
due allowance for what little sticks to 
the can, our weights have always 
tallied at the month by settlement. I 
have always received the number of 
dollars that satisfactorily corresponded 
with my milk-ebeet. When you re­
ceive the dollars that’s what the story.

Unto Aaron—The 
principal one in charge during Moses’ 
absence. Make us gods—“Make us a 
god.”—R. V., margin. They Were de­
manding some visible image of God, 
something to strike their senses. We 
wot not—“We know not.”—R. V. How 
contemptuously they spoke of Moses. 
Thus ungrateful are they. While God 
delights to honor him, they delight to 
condemn him, and this to the face ot 
Aaron, his brother and substitute, “it is 
likely they might have supposed that 
Moses had' perished in the fire, which 
they saw had invested the top 
mountain into which he went.”

Montreal despatch : The Canadian Pa­
cific Railway Co.’s R. M. S. Empress of 
Britain landed her mails at Rimouski 
at noon to day, thereby completing the 
fastest mail passage not only on the 
Canadian route, but between a European 
and an American mail port.

How It is Carried on ft the World’s 
Greatest Mines.

The story of the Kimberley diamond mines 
began two generations ago, when two hands 
of Boer Immigrants fled out of Cape Colony 
to escape British rule.

One of them, eaya a writer in The World 
To-day, settled on a patch of gold forty 
miles In extent which hag since become the 
famous Rand and yields a hundred million 
dollars every year In the precious metal.

Two years later old Van Nelklrk hhnself 
picked out of the mud plaster of ntifthbor 
Du Toll’s hut the famous Star of Africa, 
which sold for 166,000. That waa the be­
ginning of the diamond mines which to- 
£*yemplt>y 15,000 Katilrs and 4,000 Buro-

pits run In tubes or funnels many 
acres In extent, evidently forced up ages 
ago by volcanic action. At tiret a yellow 
ground was found, and men left the blue 
below thle severely alone. But the era of 
open workings soon came to an end, al­
though thousands of independent diggers 
made huge fortunes in a tew months.

To-day you will iind depths of 3,000 feet 
in the diamond mines, and the bottom of 
the blue funnel has not yet been reached. 
Both blue and yellow earths, studded with 
diamonds like a geological pudding, are sup­
posed to be volcanic mud.

Holes for blasting are drilled .and after 
the blasts are touched off the crushed blue 
ground to conveyed to vue mine shaft, 1,600 
feet from the tunnels. Here the ore to 
dumped Into buckets on wheels and drawn 
out of the mines by powerfulfenglnee. You 
will see thousands of men, mostly negroes, 
earning $1.26 a day, perched upon the blue 
ground rock in the tunnels, patiently drilling 
with hammer and chisel.

So rapid is the extension of existing 

trolley lines and the construction of new 
lines that statistics of mileage are out 
of date before they can be compiled 
and published. The day of the trolley, 
long distance as well as short distance 
is upon us.

An article in the Metropolitan Maga­
zine for July states that there are al­
ready 5,000 miles of trolley line in Ohio. 
An article in Appleton’s Magazine for 
July egys that in Indiana “1.000 miles of 
track are now in operation; 350 miles 
are building and will be placed in opera­
tion early this year, another 2,000 miles 
are projected ; every steam railroad out 
of In<liana.p(olis has been paraîtrai ? 
more than $50,000,000 has been actually 
invested in these properties ; passengers 
are carried at their convenience in clean 
and comfortable cars and for one-half 
the former fares.” A similar story might 
be told oi majiy other sections.

The Irolley line is no longer merely un 
improvement on the horse car for use in 
cities and their immediate environment. 
A number of hundred mile runs are possi­
ble to-day and thousand mile trips will 
soon be made Experience thus far 
seems to have proved beyond any ques­
tion that trolley lines can carry passen­
gers and parcels at much lower rates 
than is possible for eteam railways. It 
is true that they do not yet run at the 
speed of express trains, but this if off­
set by the fact of more frequent com­
munication. In many cases, prob­
ably in a majority, the cost of the trip 
is of greater consideration to the trav­
eller than is the time required for it, as­
suming a fair equality of physical com­
fort. If a steam railroad trip of a hun­
dred miles is made in two hours at a cost 
of $2 and the same trip can be made by 
trolley in three and a half hours for 
$1.50 there will be plenty of passengers 

] for the trolley.
The development of this system of 

transportation makes it even probable 
that before many years our railways 
will be used mainly for long distance 
travel and heavy or bulky freight, while 
the trolley will be generally used to say 
just whnt may happen around New York 
city, where conditions are somewhat pe­
culiar. So far as the country at large 
is concerned there, can be little doubt 

| that trolley lines are destined to ef­
fect a revolution in passenger transpor­
tation and also to exert an important

The building which collapsed first be­
longed to W. J. Reid & Company, and 
was built over a quarter of a century 
ago.

Advised Against Alterations.
Mr. Reid, interviewed, said the firm 

of Reid & Company would accept 
sponsibility, and added that they had 
actually counselled Mr. Smirlies not to 
tear out the wall. Mr. Smirlies* posi­
tion in the matter could not be ascer­
tained, he being out of town, and his 
absence led to an unfortunate complica­
tion to-day- Early in the morning Engi­
neer Graydon and Mayor Judd decided 
to have the remainder of the Reid build­
ing razed to the ground, but it was point­
ed out that such a step could not be 
taken without, the consent of the pro­
prietor. Mr. Reid refused to give the 
neceseary permission, 
that the lease had passed from his hands 
into those of Mr. Smirlies, and Mr. 
Smirlies could net be- communicated 
with. Accordingly, it was found impos­
sible to proceed with the work of de­
molition, but, after consultation with 
the City Solicitor, the City Engineer 
wrote to all the parties concerned, point­
ing out the danger of leaving the build­
ings in their present state and demand­
ing that it be remedied.

Young Englishmen’s Endurance.
While every man employed ’ in the 

searcliing operations rendered noble ser­
vice, none worked with greater zeal or 
showed greater daring than a band of 
young Englishmen not long out from 
the old country. They were among the 
first to veninteer, and the manner 
in which they bent to the work of res­
cue was the theme of general admira­
tion and "went far to stimulate and en­
courage the others. They ventured in 
where some of their co-workera feared' to 
tread, burrowing deep into recesses, 
crawling under beams which might have 
collapsed at any moment, balancing 
themselves on the most precarious foot­
holds, and generally running risks which 
made the crowd gasp at times.

Condition of the Injured.

London, Ont., despatch : With seven 
dead, nine lying in tne -hospital more or 
leas seriously injured, and a number of 
others sufering from shock and bruises, 
the calamity which cast its shadow over 
the city yesterday afternoon, though 
not so appalling as at first feared, has 
left an impression that from the 
minds of many time will never efface. 
London has had more than her share of 
disasters during the past few decades, 
^nd, on every side one hears references 
to that eventful night in January, 1898, 
when the City Hall floor collapsed, kill­
ing 23 people ami injuring over 100; to 
the disastrous cloudburst 
Thames in 1883, or. going farther still 
back, to the capsizing of the steamer 
Victoria, and the drowning of 200 holi­
day-makers. But there are features con­
nected with the catastrophe of yester­
day which have gripped the imagination 
of the public with a force that is 
scarcely to be measured by the extent 
of the death roll or casualty list.

no re- SUFFOCATED BY GAS.Saw the Wall Coming.
A somewhat ainuilar istory was re­

lated by May Hardingham. “I 
the wall coming,” she said, “and start­
ed to run, but was crushed to the floor 
before I had taken three steps. I was 
not frightened. It all happened so 
quickly that I barely realized what was 
taking place. It was the west wall 
over the candy counter that came iç 
first. Clouds of dust and small pieces 
of brick nearly choked me at times, 
but, although I could not move my 
body, my left arm was pinioned to my 
breast in such a manner that my hand 
protected my face from duet to a large 
extent. I could hear voices indistinct­
ly about me while lying under the 
debris.” A warm tribute to Miss
Hardingham’s coolness and1 pluck was 
paid by Mr. Bert Barbour, who, with 
two others, went to her rescue. “She 
remained calm and encouraged us by 
her coolness,” he said. “She was giv­
en water through a straw, as in her 
position it was almost impossible to 
give her a drink out of a cup. By the 
aid of - keyhole saws and chisels the 
timbers and broken boards were sawed 
away. It was found that one timber 
had it fallen an inch farther would 
have crushed out her life.”

Smirlies leased the building from Reid, 
to take effect July 15, at $6,€00 a year, 
and Mr. Reid, it is said, xvill claim 
that lie had vacated the building and 
also that it was against hie specific 
instructions that

New York Board of Appraisers Deride

New York, July 22.—In a decision by 
Judge Waite, the Board of General Ap­
praisee» decided today that Canadian 
geese are not wild, and hence are not 
to be deemed “birds’ ’within the mean­
ing of the Dingley tariff act. The isaue 
direct.lv affects the importation of the 
geese in this market. The collector as­
sessed the geese for duty ee “live poul­
try” with duty at the rate cf three cent» 
per pound, wheteas tlie importera in­
sisted that the*geese should be admitted 
as “birds” free of duty. Their contention 
was that the geese aie wild, or semi­
wild.
