The law has an appailing significence
to us, because it makes certain that the
depraved appetites of this generation will
be the inheritance of the next generation.
1f & man corrupts his mind, and bardens
his' heart, and weakens his body by im-
pure thoughts and Godless behaviour
and bad fiving, the bad effects pass over
to his offspring, the sameas the coler of
the eyes or hair, and other physical and
mentsl resemblances. - We need to un-
derstand better what the blood does to
make ‘ong good or bad. 1f one had the
exact tables showing the physical and
moral Jife of his ancestors, and would
add to that the deing and neglest of his
own former life, he would see that his
present moral and phy al state is the
product of canses, This is as true as
that a stock-buyer can tell thequalities
and worth of an animal by the herd-book
and the care it has had. The law has
modifieations and ' variatioris. Where
there are twins, whether they be the off-
spring of animals er people, there may be
differences between them. But the prac-
tical stock-grower knows that the differ
ences have & cause, and that they do not
invalidate the law that “likc begets like”
Hemay be_ignorant of the cause of the
diffarences, but he is certain of the law
that bl will tell. An experienced
stockman who is about to buy a choice
herd of cattle will not purchase an ani-
mal at any price until he knows that the
blood that flows in its veins has not been
corrupted. Suppose that you tell this
stockman that for several generations
you have given your cattle all the ad-
vantages of his own habits, You tell
him that they have had plenty f tobacco
throughont the day, and W sky and

beer at intervals, and tea or coffee at y

morning, noon and night. While this
stockman will curse his cbildren with
blood that has been thus debauched, Te
will not be such a fool as to buy your
cattle, He will look to the pedigree and
the raising, and even to the disposition,
of every animal that he puts into his
herd.

When all understand, as the stockman
does, that in_both physical aud mental
traits blood will tell, they will know why
the Bible, which says that “the blood 1
the life,”” speaks of God as “yisiting the
iniquity of the fathers upen the chil
dren unto the third and fourth genera:
