Sept. 8.—One of 
WaterviUe's must respected citizens pass­
ed away yesterday evening at five o'clock 
in the person of Mrs. Laura Chute, wife 
of Mr. F. M. Chute, one of our most pro­
minent business men.

WHAT ELECTRIC LAMP DIDTHE NEW GOLF CHAMPION PORTABLE FIRE PUMP

(From the Boston Herald)
Great preparations are being made in 

New York city for the celebration 
this month of the 40th anniversary 
of the opening there of the first el­
ectric lighting station. Like the isobted 
stations which preceded it, the new 
venture was made possible by Edison s 
invention of the incandescent lamp, 
and the story of that advance is in­
dissolubly bound up with its subsequent 
developments. For months, it will be re­
membered, the scientists had predicted 
that it would be impossible to use electric­
ity for lighting purposes: it would have 
to be passed through a thin filament of 
metal and no such filament could be made 
incandescent without melting. Soconfi 
dent were the experts that W. H. Preece 
a distinguished British electrician, voiced 
their opinion to the effect that "alleffort 
in that direction were doomed to final 
necessary and ignominious failure" 
But the "wizard of Menlo Park" went 
on experimenting with various substances 
and at bst found that a tiny wisp of car 
bon would glow almost indefinitely uhder 
the action of the current and come out 
of the test uninjured.

From that discovery the Incandescent 
bmp was bom, and its introduction re­
volutionized lighting here as well as 
abroad. Edison used the invention to il- 
lumitate his own home and light up 
houses and roads nearby. The "Edison 
light" was applied to the Bijou Theatre 
in Boston, to a factory in Newburgh 
ând to a hotel in the Adirondacks 
Single lighting pbnts were bter estab 
lished in various parts of New England: 
finally, in September, 1882, Edison, had 
the satisfaction of being able, stand­
ing in the first general electric power 
house on Pearl street, New York city, to 
send out a current which illuminated the 
whole district bounded by Wall and 
Spruce streets, Nassau street and the East 
river. The original underground system 
had a total length of about 18 miles 
It took only a month to have 1281 
bmps in use, and by January;1883, the 
number was well on the way to 4000. 
Think of the developments since, and com 
pare them with the days when European 
had to carry their own lanterns, and when 
even in New’ England the only means of 
dispelling the darkness were the torch, 
the tallow candle and the oil bmp.

portable gasoline fire pump designed by 
the Canadian National Parks Branch

recently been developed. These units, 
which were introduced a few years ago, 
have proved themselves so successful that 
they have been adopted by practically 
all organizations engaged in forest pro­
tection work in Canada and brgely in the 
United States as well. The 1922 model 
developed in.the branch provides for a 
higher pressure pump that will enlarge 
the volume of water thrown • and 
considerably extend the usefulness of 
the unit. Seven of these units were recently 
used in one of the parks in rebys pump­
ing through one to the other from a 
mountain stream situated a mile and a 
quarter from the scene of the fire and ex­
cellent results were secured.

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a very large quantity of apples for storage 
on account of the cost, unless they are sold 
in boxes and wrapped as they are packed, 
but for home use, where there are a 
few bushels of a favorite variety that 
are being kept for table or dessert pur­
poses, they can be kept much longer by 
wrapping each apple in a piece of clean 
white paper, or even clean newspaper. 
The latter is not as good as plain paper, 
but where no other paper is available it 
will do. It does not take a great deal of 
time and one has the advantage of having 
a plentiful supply of good eating apples 
long after the same variety in a neighbor’s 
cellar has become withered up and decayed. 
Try wrapping a bushel of some favorite 
variety and compare with the keeping 
quality of same variety unwrapped. Also 
be careful to store.them in a cool place that 
is fairly dry.

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WRAP APPLES FOR LONG 
KEEPING A FAMILY NECESSITY

i
There would be very much less waste of 

the apples put in the cellar for home 
use if there was more attention paid 
to the storing of them. Apples are a perish­
able product that react markedly to the 
influence of moisture. The apple is not 
mature as a rule when it is picked from 
the tree. It has, however, reached a stage 
of maturity where the flavor will 
tinue to develop in storage and because a 
very ripe apple is not a good shipping 
apple, the practice is to harvest the crop 
while it is in the best shipping condition 
-and still has developed enough to attain 
full size and some degree in flavor. The 
later apples that are stored for winter use 
are also harvested because of the fact that 
if left to ripen on the tree they would like­
ly be frozen before the crop could be tak­
en off and the object is, therefore, to get 
them inside where the ripening process 
<an be continued without danger of frost.

There is another point that is often 
overlooked when providing storage condi­
tions for apples. That is that when an 
*pple is fully ripe, it begins to decay. This 
process of ripening and decaying is 
very slow that such a statement may 
^ome as a surprise to some people,. but it 
is nevertheless true. The object of the tree 
wi bearing fruit in the first place, is to bring 
forth seeds that will reproduce it. The 
* Ject *3 not to develop fine, large, fleshy 
apples that taste good, but merely tode- 
ve op a large number of healthy and 
virile seeds.
