MUSIC STORE WRECKED
BY BLACK HAND BOMB.

New York Police Unable to Cope With This

Class of

Cnme.

24.—An Italian bomb )
similar in character to many
which have taken place in this city with
in a year, occurred in Brooklyn to-day, |
when Peter Localo’s music store in Mor-

gan avenue, was wrecked. Localos had
received so-called “black hand” letters,
but having refused to pay for his in-
demnity, his store was at first blown
last spring. In December last another
bomb was left on the stoop, and the
doors and windows demolished. Since

then he has received several letters de-
manding money, but has ignored them,

and a third mysterious attack followed

to-day. The lives of Localo, his wife
and his three children, who occupied
rooms in the rear of the store, were

endangered by the last explosion, but
they escaped with slight injuries.

A few months ago the body of an
Italian was found in the street near
Localo’s store. There was a bomb in the

cket of the dead man, and it was be-
lieved that he had been delegated to com-
mit some outrage, had failed, and had
been murdered by his associates for his
failure to carry out his instructions..

The police have had such slight sue-
cess in detecting the men responsible for
this class of crime that the police com-
missioner declared recently he would need
the services of a large number of new
detectives unknown to the eriminals, who
could pretend to join them in their
blackmailing plans.

Wealthy Italian Merc;\ant Found With !

Head Battered.

New York, Feb. 23.—Gerolama Cel-
la, one of the partners in the firm
of Cella Brothers, importers of wines !
and wholesale groceries at 528 West
Broadway, and credited with being
one of the wealthiest business men in
New York’s Italian colony, went to
a lawyer on Saturday to get advice
on the matter of thungmg his will.
He said at the time that he was go
ing away from home, never to come
back. At 1 o’clock this mornirg he
was found by his brother, Dominico
Cella, lying in a heap on the floor of
hiz darkened office in the West Broad-
way store with his skull fractured by
a blow from a hammer, his throat
bruised by the marks of fingers and
an empty vial which had contained
concentrated sulphuric acid on a table
beside him.

When the police were called in by
Dominico Cella they accepted the case
as one of suicide, persuaded as they
were by a letter, believed to be in
the handwriting of Gerolama Cella,
which said that the writer was go-
ing to kill himself and which was
signed by the name of the dead man.
Later Coroner Harburger learned some
things which convinced him that a
murder had been done, and the police,
making a rapid change of front, ar-
rested Dominico Cella, first as a ma-
terial witness and later rearrested him
as a suspicious person and they also
held Cesare Blanchi, a stepson of the
dead man, as a witness.

Wm. Brant Climbed Over Floes
“Into Water

Is Now Being Held, on- Charge of
Insanity.

Mr. John Feast, a resident of the
Beach, made a sensational discovery
early vesterday morning while out on
the lake shore near Elsinore taking
snap shots of the ice banks. He saw
a man out in the lake about 50 yards,
in water almost to his waist. Mr.
Feast shouted to him to come to shore,
but the man paid ne attention to his
shouts. Mr. Feast then ran toward
home, to get help. Mr. Charles
Ogg was driving past at the time and
he drove Mr. Feast to the nearest
house where some ropes were secured.
One rope was tied to Mr Feast, who
climbed over big ice floes, till he
got within ten or fifteen feet of the

man, when he threw another rope to
him. The man took hold of it and
waded toward the shore. He was

soaked to the skin with the icy cold
water and was very weak. He was
hurried to Mr. Feast’s residence and
rubbed with alcohol for a couple ot
hours by willing hands. He talked

be affected by religion. Asked why
he went into the lake he gaid he in-

tended to follow the example of
Christ in walking on the water. He
suid his name was Wm. Brant and
that his home was in England. On

being searched by Beach Constable
Hazell a post card bearing the name

and address, Wm. Brant, mernok,,
was found on him. The officer .mtjl
Mr. Ogg made inquiries and learned

that Brant had been employed fnr}
some months by a farmer named Gal-

lagher, but he had wandered away on
Saturday. Brant slept in the barn
at Dynes’ Hotel on Saturday night

This was occasioned by the increases in
salaries and partly by the employment
of additional instructors to teach the
growing number of students in attend-
ance. In all the faculties of the Univer-
sity 3,038 students took courses during
the academic year 1006-7, as compared
with 2,547 in the previous years. The re-
port deals with the needs of the Univer-
sity for the future, and says that if it
is to keep pace with the educational de-
mand it must face the necessity of con-
stantly adding to its u-mhmg staff, It
also says that the University must look
forward to a large increase in expendi-
ture in the enlargement of the now over-
crowded buildings.

BRINGS DEAD _
TO LIFE.

REMARKABLE EXPERIMENTS OF
NEW YORK LADY DOCTOR.
Miss Robinovitch Resuscitates Animals
Apparently Dead—Will Ask Permis-

sion to Experiment on Murderer.

Paris, Feb. 22.—Dr. Louise B. Robino-
viteh, of New York, presented a remark-
able paper this week before the Fremch
Biological Society on a new method of
resuscitating animals apparently dead
from electrical shock.

Miss Robinovitch, whose methods of
electrical anaesthesia have already at-
tained wide attention in France, after
a long series of experiments on rabbits,
dogs and other animals, has reached the
conclusion that the cases are rare where

| the victims cannot be recalled to life.

Her method differs from that of Dr.
Leduc and other French experts in that
she places the cathode, or negative pole,
near the spinal column, and the anode
over the kidneys, and gives the patient
a series of rhythmic electrical impulses,

| thus restoring respiration and the car-

diac reaction, and the animals which to

| all intents and purposes were perfectly
| dead come to life.

When treated thus
resuscitation is said to be very rapid.

The same treatment has been success-
fully applied where the subject has been
suffering from a syncope produced by
chloroform.

One patient attends to his
daily occupation and is in  excellent
health. although he was relieved of his
stomach two years ago.

The doctor is convinced that when the
technical side of the operation is more
perfectly performed the sul uent dur-
ation of life will be extended and that
cases of average danger will be operated
upon, and not merely as mow cases
where all hope has been abandoned.
