THE CORONER'S JURY AND THE
HACKETT CASE.

Tue Montreal Herald is moved to what
appears to be a very just sense of indigna-
tion at the impotent conclusion in the
Haczerr case reached by the Coroner’s
jury presided over by Coronmer Joxzs,
and the somewhat abrupt closing of the
investigation while important testimony
was yet unheard by the jury. Our con
temporary goes so far as to say : ‘‘ That
““ the Coroner expected more evidence,
‘“ and that of an important kind, admits
“of no doubt, and we shall perhaps
‘“ learn in the course of the investigation
‘“ that must necessarily follow the peti-
‘* tion to the Government instituted yes-
‘‘ terday, what his reasons were for so
‘“ suddenly bringing the enquiry to a
*“ close.” There is a serious charge im-
plied in this sentence. It was quite open
to the general public to suppose that the
investigation before the Coroner had been
closed in the belief that the evidence
had been exhausted, and that the im-
portant testimony subsequently given
was unknown at the time. The Herald
more than suggests that this was not the
case ; and if it is right the public should
be made acquainted with the facts.
Fortunately, as our contemporary ob-
serves, ‘‘perhaps in this case no very
+¢ great harm has accrued, as the clue to
¢¢ the discovery of the offenders has been
“ taken up before another tribunal.”
The matter will receive more attention
than probably it otherwise would from
the important character of the evidence
given by the two men, McCuLLocH and
McCaLLUM, against JoBN SHERHAN. It
is to be hoped the enquiry before
the Police Magistrate will not be of a
kind to give rise to animadversions such
as those passed upon the investigation
held before the Coroner ; but in any case
the conduct of Cororer JONES requires to
be enquired into by the authorities.

GLAD TO HEAR IT.

TuE Ottawa Free Press comes to the res-
cae of that truly good and noble man
Sheriff McKeLLAR, who it was reported
in wicked Conservative journals was at
Ottawa to bid on section 27 of the Wel-
land canal.

Sturdy
and his daughter, however, held her fast,
stifling her screams with a handkerchief,
and after petting clear of the town by way
of the York Road, they tried to compel her
to drink some liquid out of a bottle. This
8 believed to have been drugged wine. She
iid swallow a small quantity of the stuff,
bat tbe bottle was broken by the struggle
%o miles from the town Sturdy’s son met
them with a carriage, into which she was
transferred and driven to Hamilton, Sturdy
n one occasion using threats of murder.
She was taken to a house in that city, where
she was kept all night. And now comes the
mest horrible part of even this most horrible
story. Oa Fnday morning Sturdy entered
Mies Carr's room, and, putting his arms
around her, kissed her, and, on her trying
to fo to the window, threw her on the bed
and outraged her person. The poor girl

tal parpose.  On her regaining consciousness
he importuned her to marry him, and on her
refusal he again violated her. The witness
here became 8o exhausted she could not go
>n, aund the Court had to be adjourned from
two o'clock till three.
Oa the Court resuming, Miss Carr said she
continued to answer in the negative to his
solicitations to marry him. Sturdy then
proposed that she should live with him as
bis mistress. This she refused. She en-
treated him to take her home, but he told
her he would never leave her, that bis plans
were well laid, and he generally accomplish-
ed what he tried. He demanded whether
she would tell all when she got to Guelph,
acd on her saying she would, he declared
with a terribly earnest look that he would
aot be sent to the penitentiary for her, He
again threatened bloodshed. "Miss Carr was,
she says, in dread of her life at this In
order to make her feel herself utterly and
aopelessly in his power he told her that so
one outsideof his family and Lowes, whe
were all bound by a terrible oath to keep
his secret, knew of her whereabouts, and
that her abduction had been lomg contem-
pinted and carefully planned. During either
the Friday night or the Saturday morning he
again outraged her perion. From the time
of ber abduction till Saturday morning she
had nottiag to eat and then onmly s biscuit
soaked 1n wine was given her. On Friday
night Sturdy's dvughter appears to have re-
taroed to Guelph at the fathers command to
obtain informsation as to the movements of
Mr. Gow and Miss Carr's other friends,
asad to obtasin funds. Daring Friday
night Sturdy compelled Miss Carr to
promise on oath to marry him. At one time
he promised not to insist on living with her
a‘ter they were married. Oa the return of
the daughter on Saturday, Sturdy appears
to have lost ro time in  baving the marriage
performed. Mise Carr went to the minister’s
residence in terror of her life. She say
never answered any of the questions put to
ner during the ceremony, except as to her
age and name. Her reason for not appeal-
1ag to the clergymaan for protection was the
fear that Sturdy in his rage would kill her
n the spot. She appears to have thought
that if she did not respond to the questions
the marriage would not be legal. On re-
turning to the house she again asked to be
taken to Guelph. He wanted her to go to
England or Philadelphia, but she refused.
Sturdy then having occasion to go to Daun-
das to get a money letter which his daugh-
ter had arranged should be sent there to
the fictitious name of ‘‘ Charles Brown,”
took Miss Carr with him. Finding there
was no hope of escsp: for her im his present
monod, she tried to please him, hoping to
either lull his suspicions to rest or to
molify him.  The daughter got on the train
at Dundas, snd Sturdy took his victim back
to Hamilton. He kept her in the house all
Sunday, but towards evening he said he
wanted her to go to a country hotel for tea
She agreed in pursusace of her plan to try
to please him. He repeatedly urged ber to
agree to live with him as his wife, saying
that she would have a child, and telling her
to think of the position she and it woald be
placed in. It was while he was gone for the
carriage to take her to the country hotel
that he wae arrested, and Mr. Gow found
her at the house. It was not, however, till
she was repeatedly assured that he was
safo in custody that she dared to tell her
uncle the horrible story of her treatment.

In giving her evidence Miss Carr was
evidently labouring under great pain and
fatigne. Sturdy and the other prisoners
were in Court and tried to look indifferent.
Lowes and young Sturdy frequently spoke ta.}
each other and smiled Mr. A H. Mae-
Donald, who along with Mr. Dunbar appear-
ed for the defence, cross-examined Miss Carr,
bat failed to shake her evidence. At the
close of the taking of Miss Carr's testimony
Mr, Dunbar, on behalf of the defence, en-
tered the objection that her evidencs should
not be accepted, on the ground of marriage.
Mr. Guthrie, Q C., showed that the testi-
mony wasas good as any other, the mar-
risge having been forced, and he quoted
Russell on orimes. Although the i
Magistrate that the evidence could
be received, he noted the objection at Mr.
