Sussex, X. ]’>., Jan. 8—Hanford ] 
Price, a resident of Havelock, was 
accidentally shot while cruising 
on his lumber property about 8 
o’clock Saturday afternoon and 
now lies at his home in a critical 
condition.

Mr. Price, accompanied by his 
men, were in the woods cruising. 
Mr. Price left the men to go in 
another direction and after he had 
gone about 150 yards he was shot 
by some unknown party. The 
ball entered the" body just be­
low the collarbone, coming out 
under the shoulder blade and 
piercing the top of the lung. He 
called to his men that lie was shot 
and started to where they were. 
Price walked with their assistance 
out of the woods, where a team 
was procured and lie was driven 
home.

It is not definitely known who 
fired the shot, but it is rumored 
that it was a boy and that lie

supposed lie was ."ring at a deer 
but when he heard the cries of 
Mr. Price he took to his heels and 
has not been seen or heard of 
since.

The men wanted to go after the 
hunter but Mr. Price told them to 
never mind, tliat it was oniy an 
accident. The place where the 
accident happened is alxmt three 
miles from Price's home.

A telephone message from 
Havelock tonight s irs that lie put 
in a bad night and the chances for 
his recovery arc not good. There 
was little externa1, bleeding from 
the wound but the doctors think 
there was considerable internal 
bleeding from the lung. Drs. 
Lamb and Price of the village are 
in attendance.

Mr. Pi ice is a strong, robust 
man about forty-eight years of 
ago and is a councillor for the 
parish of Havelock. He is mar­
ried and has a large family.

building and had his escape by 
the stairway cut off by the flames. 
There was no way for him to es­
cape being burned to death but to 
jump. He was picked up uncon­
scious and carried to the home of 
a physician, where it was said 
there was no hope for his recovery.

The loss is estimated at 875,000 
with insurance of $30,000. The 
flames swept the building witli 
such rapidity that most of the oc­
cupants had no time to dress, and 
escaped in their thin night clothes. 
The night was bitterly cold, so 
that younger pupils and older in­
structors more particularly suffered 
greatly until help arrived and 
they were given shelter with 
neighbors.

Inside of two hours from the 
time the outbreak was discovered, 
nothing remained of the building 
but a heap of smoking bricks and 
timbers.

Town Council met Tuesday 
night, January 3ra, in special ses­
sion.

Aldermen present—Clark, Butler, 
Falconer, Morrison and Russel!. 
J H. Clark was chosen chairman, 
In ay or McMurdo being absent.

The chief business was to pro­
vide ways and means of meeting 
the town’s overdraft of nearly 
$20,000 for the payment of which 
the Royal Bank is urgently pres­
sing.

Aid. Morrison pointed out that 
the town had never made any 
special provision for expenditures 
on Capital Account—extension of 
light and water system, buying of 
land, etc. Capital expenditures for 
last two years had totalled about 
$3000. The town should always 
have some §5000 «head. He pro­
posed to borrow about 530,000 to 
wipe out floating debt and leave a 
margin to work upon. Extension 
of water system did not pay for 
itself inside of five years. Assess­
ment, if all collected, would meet 
all ordinary expenses, but not cap­
ital expenditures.

The Town Clerk said that up to 
date this year between $21,COO and 
$22.000 had been collected.

Aid. Butler said that all default 
taxes on real estate should be at 
once collected by legal means.

It was moved by Aid. Morrison 
and Butler that the Mayer and 
Treasurer be authorized to borrow 
not more than $0,000 at five per 
cent, interest and payable not later 
than July 1st next, co meet current 
expenses, loan to be from Royal 
Bank. Passed unanimously.

It was moved by Aid. Butler 
and Russell:

Resolved that the Finance Com­
mittee be authorized to take steps 
to obtain legislation to enable the 
town to issue bonds for $30,000 to 
pay outstanding loans incurred by 
shrinkage of bonds and for expen­
diture on capital account.

Passed unanimously.
Aid. Butler in accordance with 

previous promise, moved that a 
committee be "appointed to apply 
for legislation:

1— To so amend the incorpora­
tion act as regards the town of 
Newcastle that candidates for 
Aldermen shall subscribe their 
nomination paper and a dec'aration 
before the town clerk that they 
are ratepayers in the town for the 
preceding year and are not indebt­
ed to the town for taxes or other­
wise,

2— That no property qualification
bo required of candidates for Aider- 
men. --

J^iTo exempt from taxation in­
come of) householders (that is, heads 
of families, whether owners of 
houses or not) up to $300 per year.

4—To exempt from taxation 
money lent upon real estate or for 
industries in the town or invested 
in town debentures by persons 
o her than corporations.

The first part of Section le 
explained, was designed to prevent 
anyone being nominated without 
his consent. Section 2 was to re­
move a glaring injustice to which 
many good citizens were subjected 
Section 3 would tend to more near­
ly equalize the burdens of taxation 
and aimed to exempt from tax­
ation that income absolutely neces­
sary to sustain life. Section 4 was 
calculated to induce people now

VICTIMS OF CONSUMPTION.

MOTHER AND TWO CHILDREN AT 
MUSKOKA FREE HOSPITAL.

Are Now Under Treatment—Husband, 
Too, Had Been a Patient—A Tra­
gedy in Real Life—Heavy Debt on 
Institution.

A atory from the Muskoka Free Hospital 
for Consumptives tells of a mother who, 
with her two children, is now under treat­
ment in that institution. The husband had 
been a patient, but the case was an ad­
vanced one when the patient entered, and 
lie has since passed away. There is little 
doubt hut that the wife was infected as a 
result of caring for her husband, and now 
she is in the Muskoka Hospital. Her little 
girl, about five years of age, and a boy of 
ten are with her, both being afflicted with 
this dread disease.

The words of the mother are pathetic. 
She writes: “I went to a doctor and got 
him to examine my lungs to see whether 
there was anything wrong with them, and 
he said that the right lung was affected. 
.•X little rest, ho hoped, would build me up. 
I have n little girl, about five years old, and 
the doctor says that if I could take her 
up with me it would do her ever so much 
good, as she is not very strong. I have 
three more children, and one of these, a 
hoy of ten, seems also to he afflicted, and 
it is advisable that he should enter the hos­
pital.”

These three are of the 104 patients who 
are residents in this deserving institution 
and being cared for without money and 
without price. The sorry part of it is that 
the trustees are carrying a debt of some­
thing like $40,000, incurred largely through 
the additions that have been made within 
the [Mist year, and that have more firm 
doubled the accommodation of the instit u­
tion, together with tlio heavy cost of main­
taining so large a number of free patie.ils.
