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MURDERED AT MONCTON.

Officer Steadman Shot but Clings to t'l 
Assassin Until Help Arrives.

Shortly after nine o’clock on Monday 
night, while the police were attempting 
the arrest of two supposed burglars in a 
house of ill repute, kept by Mrs. Donnelly, 
on Vulcan street, Moncton,"officer J. E. 
Steadman was shot dead. The police had 
been warned to be on the lookout for the 
burglars that committed the burglary at 
Newcastle on Thursday night of last week, 
and from the description two men were 
noticed around town that tallied with the 
description in the hands of the police. 
The police were, accordingly, notified of 
the fact, and an extra officer was called on 
to do duty. After spying round, marshal 
Foster got wind of the meh being at the 
Donnolly house on Vulcan street, and the 
whole police force, consisting of four men, 
repaired to the place to make arrests. On 
arrival at the house, officer Steadman was 
stationed at the back door, officer Colbume 
at the window, and officer Scott at the 
front door. When marshal Foster entered 
the house one of the girls sang out : “Here 
comes Foster.” The two burglars im­
mediately made a dash for the back door- 
The first man to come out was faced by 
officer Steadman, when the burglars at 
once pulled shooting irons and began 
firing. The other officers hurried to the 
scene and found Steadman engaged in a 
struggle with one of the burglars. He 
had been shot, but managed to bold hie 
man until officer Scott arrived, when the 
ruffian was knocked down and promptly 
handcuffed. Steadman then ran about 
150 feet, then threw up his hands and 
said : “ My God, boys, I am murdered,” 
and sank to the ground, expiring in about 
five. minutes after being shot. In the 
meantime policeman Scott had put the 
handcuffs on the prisoner and took him 
to the lockup, when it was found that he 
had been shot in the leg about four inches 
below the knee. A great many stories 
are being circulated relative to the affair 
and as the deceased was well known and 
considerably thought of, a great deal of 
sympathy is felt for his afflicted family. 
The man arrested refuses to speak on the 
subject and will not divulge his own name 
or that of his partner. He is a man about 
five feet six inches in height, rather 
stoutly built and of a florid complexion. 
He appeared to be the leader, as the other 
fellow obeyed him in everything. A 
young man—a resident of Charlotte­
town—on seeing him statei that in 1889 
the same fellow was arrested at Char­
lottetown charged with stealing $40. He 
is undoubtedly a sailor, as certain marks 
on his arm certify to that effect His 
partner, who escaped in the confusion, is 
described as follows : “ Middle aged man 
about five feet six in height, dark com­
plexion, dressed in black ; dark shirt with 
dark necktie.” It is not known in what 
manner he escaped and the only person 
who claims to have seen him, is a boy 
named McGai y, who says he saw him 
jump a fence in the rear of the house. 
The news of the murder spread like wild­
fire, and in less than fifteen minutes after 
it took place the street was black with 
people. Before leaving the house where 
the accident occurred, stipendiary Wort- 
man gave orders to have the house and 
inmates placed under arrest, and on that 
account swore in three constables. The 
lockup was also guarded by three men 
heavily armed. The prisoner’s head is in 
a bad state, being cut in many places. He 
cannot straighten the leg that was shot, 
and he now lies in an almost helpless 
condition. _______________

WILLIAMSBURG.

One of the Bc~.t Farming Settlements of
York.

A drive of a few miles from Stanley and 
one enters the Williamsburg road opposite 
Joceph Wade’s, one of the wealthiest far­
mers of this county. His farm has a 
church in one comer and a temperance 
hall in the other while the home buildings 
are the very best of their class. But we 
have got on the road to Williamsburg and 
it will not do to side-track our readers. 
The road is as level as it would be possible 
to find anywhere and is laid out perfectly 
straight, so that from a wagon you can see 
five or six miles ahead and on turning 
and taking a view of the route you have 
come, you can see it for five or six miles. 
As we enter the village we find a crew, 
bossed by William Rodgers making a new 
road. The piece has been very bad, as 
the water could not get away, but Mr. 
Rodgers has remedied all that and now it 
is almost equal to the machine made. In 
passing we may say that the piece of road 
made at Cross Creek by. Capt. David 
Coombes of Gibson is the best piece in 
York. John Gibson of Marysville, says it 
is the best road he has ever driven over. 
Well, all the roads in Williamsburg are 
good.

The land is heavy but excellent, being 
at one time covered with a very heavy 
growth of maple. The church buildings 
and schools are in good condition and 
fully up to the wants of the people. The 
school district has lately been divided, 
and a new building erected at the upper 
end of the district. This house was just 
about finished when your correspondent 
visited it and preparations were going on 
for a dance, which, we learned since was 
well patronized and much enjoyed. We 
met several of the young men of the dis­
trict there and after a chat on the pros­
pect of the times, we journeyed on.

One of the best farmers in the settle­
ment is Fred. Gilmour. He was a native of 
Penniac, but saw the advantages of Wil­
liamsburg as a farming centre and so 
removed. He has good and commodius 
buildings with extra crops and neatly laid 
out front lawn. He has a very nice aven­
ue of trees and takes special delight in the 
growth of it. Mr. Gilmour is fully up to 
all the leading questions of the day, is a 
good farmer, a sharp reasoner and a man 
whom to have as a friend, is worth some­
thing.

Williamsburg has one drawback and 
that is that much attention is paid to 
lumbering. Of course it is a source of 
cash, but in many cases the farms are ne­
glected and there is a large loss.

The lower school will be taught by Miss 
Gertie Gilmour, that in the upper district 
not as yet having secured a teacher.

A great loss to the people here was the 
burning of Hay’s mill, out it is hoped 
that one will be put up, so that shingles 
and other lumber may be got without a 
long haul.

Coun. Donald Fullerton, warden of the 
county, resides here, and although your 
correspondent does not see eye to eye 
wgh him, yet we do not say that Donald 
is always wrong. He has failed to keep 
in good companyhowever, and if he gets 
led astray he has only himself to blame. 
However Donald is well liked by most of 
the people.

Such men as Daniel McMillan, Henry 
Young and Daniel Gullison, make the 
best material from which to chose farmers. 
Strong, healthy and wide awake, they 
know their own interests and support 
that which is for the benefit of the people 
and country. We might mention many 
other men and objects of interest connected 
with Williamsburg, but our space is lim­
ited and we have a great many to speak 
of in our many visits.

MANITOBA UPHELD.
The Schools Case Before the Imperial 

Privy CounelL

Important judgments were delivered by 
the Imperial privy council, Saturday 
morning last, in London, Eng., in con­
nection with the Manitoba school ques­
tion. There were two appeals to be de­
cided — the city of Winnipeg v. Barrett, 
involving the status of Roman Catholic 
separate schools, and city of Winnipeg v. 
Logan, involving the right of members of 
the church of England to separate de­
nominational schools. The appeals were 
allowed with costs. This means that the 
legislature of Manitoba is sustained and 
that separate schools must go. When 
the Legislature abolished separate schools 
a test case was submitted to the supreme 
court at Ottawa. While it was still pend­
ing the city of Winnipeg endeavored to 
collect taxes for the public schools, but 
Barrett refused to pay the taxes unless 
a fair proportion were applied to separate 
schools. Judge Killam decided against 
him, and so did the court of Queen’s 
bench of Manitoba. Judge Dubuc, a 
French-Canadian, dissenting. The case 
was then appealed to the supreme court. 
While the appeal was pending the time 
for disallowance arrived. The govern­
ment declined to endorse the use of the 
power of disallowance, but agreed to pay 
the costs of the appeal. The supreme 
court, however, allowed the appeal, and 
thus decided against the legislature and in 
favor of separate schools. When the 
church of England people in Manitoba 
heard of this decision they contended 
that they also had a right to separate 
schools and resolved to ask for them. 
Mr. Logan, one of their members, took 
action similar to that of Mr. Barrett, that 
is to say, he objected to the levying of a 
rate updn church of England people for 
public schools. The Manitoba judge, fol­
lowing the decision of the supreme court, 
granted the application, and allowed an 
appeal to be taken to the privy council at 
once, so that this case and Barrett’s might 
be argued together.

A brief history of the case may be 
interesting to readers. Shortly after the 
passage of the Manitoba public schools 
act in 1890, J. K. Barrett, a Roman Catho­
lic ratepayer, protested, at the instance of 
his church, against the payment of taxes 
for the support of public schools. Being 
a resident of Winnipeg and a ratepayer 
in this corporation, he appealed to quash 
the bye-law of the city for the raising of 
school taxes. The case came before 
justice Killam, court of Queen’s bench, 
Winnipeg, who decided in favor of the 
city. The appeal was then taken to the 
full court. Chief justice Taylor and justice 
Bains sustained justice Killam’s judgment. 
Justice Dubuc dissented. The case was 
then appealed by the church authorities, 
and Sir John Thompson paid the costs of 
the appeal out of the dominion treasury. 
The decision of the supreme court was 
that the appeal should be allowed, and 
the bye-laws of the city of Winnipeg, 
Nos. 480 and 483 be quashed, the appel­
lant being allowed the costs of his appeal, 
and also of all proceedings in the courts 
below. The Manitoba government then 
appealed the case to the highest tribunal 
in England, with the result that the 
Manitoba national school law is sus­
tained.

The Tribune, the government organ, 
says, editorially, on the result : “ There 
is only one more possible danger to 
national schools now remaining. Que­
bec newspapers have already been de­
manding remedial legislation. It will be 
well for them to pacify their emotions. 
The people of Manitoba are free, and are 
determined to remain free. We will 
never submit to have Sir John Thompson 
force on us the will of the Quebec hier­
archy. Further, we do not think that 
the people of Ontario will endure to have 
their representatives at Ottawa shirk 
their duty in such a manner. There is 
every probability that Sir John Thomp­
son willQot dare to attempt the slightest 
interference with Manitoba. National 
schools are now safer than ever. Pro­
vincial rights are again sustained by the 
highest court in the realm, and a victory 
has been won by a government, in view 
of the vile calumnies heaped upon it, 
will redound to its lasting credit. To 
Joseph Martin, who introduced and car­
ried through the legislation, and who has 
since fought the case so nobly, the highest 
credit is due. Manitoba owes much to 
Mr. Martin. The national school system 
of Manitoba will be his, and the Green­
way government’s monument to future 
generations.”

Commenting on the decision in the 
school case the Free Press, which has up­
held the rights of the Catholic minority, 
says editorially : “ The Imperial privy 
council, the final court of appeal in the 
British domain, has found the Manitoba 
school act of 1890 to be within the juris- 
diction of the legislature and therefore 
good constitutional law. It were idle not 
to concede this decision to be a victory 
for the provincial government. At the 
same time it may be safely assumed that 
it is not less of a surprise to it and its 
friends than to many others. As [we 
have mentioned before, the Free Press 
took an attitude on the question of the 
constitutionality of the school act. We 
had received what we believed to be the 
best opinion in Canada on the point and 
it was adverse. With the fullest possible 
confidence in that opinion we adhered to 
it throughout ; but of course it has now 
to go down in the face of the judgment 
of the most authoritative tribunal. How 
much weal or how much woe will come 
of this victory of the Manitoba govern­
ment must be left to the future to reveal. 
There are possibilities not simply to one 
province, but to the dominion as a whole, 
too momentous to be hastily conjectured.”

A WOMAN'S GOOD NAME.
Many people who would recoil with 

horror from cutting a human creature’s 
throat, which really does not hurt very 
much and only lasts a moment, will mur­
der a woman’s good name without remorse 
or compunction; and that hurts worse 
than death for a life-time. It is a mean­
er crime than murder, writes Robert J. 
Burdett. We cry out, and rightly, too, 
against the seneatirnal and depraving 
habit of making heroes of libbers and 
cut throats. It is a horrible thing to do. 
And yet I have less hatred and loathing 
for the^late Jesse James than I have for 
some people who have never been con­
victed of a capital crime, but whose ton­
gues, we know, are worse than any knife 
that ever severed a human jugular.

A GEORGIA ROMANCE.
The Father and Mother of the Richest 

Negro Women In North America.

Amanda Eubanks, the illegitimate 
colored offspring of the late David Dickspn 
of Hancock county,was married to Nathan 
Toomer, a negro of Perry. The ceremony 
was performed by bishop Haisey of the 
African Methodist church.

The story of how Amanda came to be 
the richest negress in the world is full of 
interest. David Dickson was the farmer 
prince of Georgia, with immense real 
estate holdings in Hancock county. He 
willed half a million to the daughter of 
bis negro companion. An effort was 
then made to break the will, which was 
unsuccessful in the court below. Before 
the supreme court the bill was affirmed. 
The case excited unbounded interest.

Hancock county, in which Dickson 
lived, has always been one of the most 
aristocratic in the State. It was before 
the war peopled by large slave owners, 
who derived great revenues from south­
west Georgia, Mississippi, and Texas. 
Young Dickson early developed a re­
markable aptitude for business and made 
money from the beginning. He bought 
lands about twelve miles from Sparta, to 
which he added from time to time, until 
he had in one block 30,000 acres. Besides 
th!s large body of land he made profitable 
investments in Texas real estate. He soon 
began to count "his slaves by companies 
and by regiments. When the war broke 
out he had on his Hancock plantation 500 
able-bodied male slaves. The close of the 
war left the slaves free, but to a man of 
Dickson’s ingenuity that mattered but 
little. He retained them as tenants, and 
having once gotten them in his power he 
never relaxed his grasp. His remarkable 
success under the new order of things 
made him a man" of note. When planters 
elsewhere had given up the task of man­
aging free labor in despair. Dickson was 
thriving and growing fat. His bank 
deposit ran up to $90,000. He held large 
blocks of railroad stock, and was one of 
the directors of the Georgia road. His 
acres broadened out into a palatinate. At 
the annual meeting of. the state agricul­
tural society he was always given an 
honored place. Away from his home no 
man was more honored in Georgia than 
David Dickson.

On the morning of Feb. 13,1885, Dickson 
called for his horse and, mounting the 
animal, he rode briskly over his immense 
plantation. He grew dizzy, and turning 
his hone’s head t iward his home reached 
that spot in great pain. He fell off the 
hone into the arms of his attendants, 
and was dead by the time they had laid 
him upon his bed. The news of his death 
wr.s received throughout the state with 
genuine regret. People from a distance 
made their way to his home to attend the 
funeral. They found the household in 
charge of negroes. They found also that 
the white neighbor kept at a distance. 
The arrangements for the funeral were 
most unique. By a notice written ont on 
a piece of brown paper it was directed that 
upon his death he should be laid out in 
state, dressed in his black suit ; that a 
golden tooth pick should be placed in one 
hand and a penknife should be clinched 
in the other,and a white silk handkerchief 
should be opened out across his breast. 
Thus decked out his body was to be 
buried in a sunny corner of the garden. 
Surprising as these developments were to 
the strangers a gi-eater was yet in store 
for them when the will was read.

The singular document dispoi&d of his 
property in the following manner : Mrs.
R. M. Dickson, $1,000; Miss Annie Rogers, 
$1,000; David Worthen’s sister, $2,000; 
Jeff. T. Worthen’s brothers, $5,000 ; Mrs.
S. D. Rodgers, $500 ; Miss Bertha Rogers, 
$500; Jeff. T. Worthen, (3,000 acres), 
$60,000 ; Edward Eubanks, $2,000 ; Julian 
and Charles Eubanks, colored (land), 
$10,000; C. W. Du Bose and Jeff T. 
Worthen, executors, in lieu of commis­
sion, $5,000 ; Amanda Eubanks, colored, 
the bride of this story, $400,000. Total 
(low valuation), $487,000.

These bequests uncovered a story of 
singular moral obtuseness. The home 
life of the great farmer was for the first 
time laid bare. As a young man he had 
been dissolute. Living in a roomy old 
house in the centrq»of his great planta­
tion, with negrp females to any number 
at bis mercy as a slave owner, all these 
combined to give him immunity. Among 
those women one named Julia obtained \ 
singular influence over Dickson. She 
ruled him as imperiously as he ruled 
others. She gave birth to a girl, which 
he named Amanda. This child she de­
clared to be Dickson’s, and he acknow­
ledged its paternity. Dickson’s white 
relatives, with the exception of one or 
two, repudiated his attempt to force 
negro equality upon them, and declined 
to acknowledge the colored woman Julia 
in any capacity. For this refusal these 
relatives fell under his mortal displeasure. 
He never spoke to them except with 
curses.

His negro daughter, Amanda, grew up 
to young womanhood and was educated 
in northeastern schools. Having given 
her the benefit of bcholarship, Dickson 
Set about securing for hu. a white hus­
band, and by sufficient price in land in­
duced a young Bostonian named Eubanks 
to become the husband of bis black 
daughter. A result of this marriage was 
two children. This Amanda Eubanks 
then, and her two children, were the 
chosen favorites in the will. Jeff T. 
Worthen, the only white relative who 
got anything like a legacy, got it because 
he never had anything but kind words 
for the rich farmer. The other relatives 
named were cut off with a pittance, and 
even that they would lose if they took 
the will into court.

To realize 25 cents a 
pound on each pound of milk fet, the 
cheese would have to sell at 8.75 cents 
per pound ; the butter for 22 to 25.5, ac­
cording to the amount lost in making.

KEEPING APPLES.

By taking pains enough, almost any 
kind of fruit can be kept much longer 
than is generally supposed. Apples may 
be had fresh and crisp the year round. 
The secret; is in keeping them dry and 
cool. In the first place they must be 
carefully picked and handled so as to keep 
them perfectly free from bruises. Only 
perfect fruit will pay for such care. Put 
them into a cellar where the temperature 
can be maintained at or near the freezing 
point. If the cellar is well aired and dry 
and free from mold and all kinds of fung­
oid growths, and made dark, and the 
apples are placed on shelves or in shallow 
boxes, so that they do not press much 
upon each other, if they are actually free 
from contact, or if they are wrapped in 
soft paper, very little change in them will 
be observable. Of course they should be 
carefully inspected now and then, and 
any apple that shows signs of decay 
should be promptly removed, not only 
from the best but from the cellar, so that 
it may not generate any of the bacteria 
associated with decay. If the cellar is 
not perfectly dry, a method practiced and 
recommended by many may be resorted 
to. Sprinkle in the bottom of boxes or 
barrels about two inches of dry sand — be 
sure that the sand is free from moisture— 
carefully place in this a layer of apples ; 
then sprinkle in more sand and place 
another layer of apples —so on until the 
barrel is filled to within a couple of inches 
or so of the top ; and then cover this with 
sand. If the cellar is kept cool, as before 
indicated, those who have tried this 
methoçj declare that the apples will come 
pu# in July almost as crisp and fresh as 
when first packed. If one has the cellar, 
this is easy to try.—Mirror and Farmer.

WATERING COWS.
. V ■ . \ —:------

If water is not abundant, or is situated 
in and out of the way place, the cows 
soon use themselves to get along with a 
much less quantity than they would if it 
were in abundance and easily accessible. 
A cow that gives a large quantity of milk 
must of necessity, other things being 
equal, require a larger quantity of water 
than the one that gives only a small 
quantity of water or is dry ; for about 
eighty-seven parts of milk are composed 
of water.

By inciting cows to drink large quan­
tities of water, their yield of milk can be 
largely increased without injuring its 
quantity, provided the water is pure and 
free from any taint of stagnancy. Water 
at regular hours twice a day is better than 
to have them drink a large quantity at 
once. Water used in a milk room is a 
great purifier, but it must not be allowed 
to stand more than twelve hours before 
being changed- for fresh water. A deod­
orizer for dairy purposes should not have 
6ny odor itself Therefore chloride of 
lime, carbolic acid, etc., should not be 
used. The best absorbent and deodorizer 
for the purpose is sulphate of iron.

In reply to the question, “ Which pays 
better, to make milk into butter or 
cheese?” Peter Collier, director of the 
New York experiment station at Geneva, 
answers substantially that it depends on 
conditions, says the Orange County 
Farmer. As a rule, in winter butter pays 
better, since the amount of fresh butter 
is far below the demand, and prices are 
comparatively high. In summer, cheese 
making pays better, since the price of 
batter is then lowest, and in the form of 
cheese the product can be held and 

. stored until prices are high.
As regards the loss of fet in cheese- 

making and butter-making, we may put 
the average cheese factory loss of fet at 
not lees than one-quarter of a pound of 
fet for 100 pounds of milk. In the case 
of butter-making from the same milk, by 
ordinary process of creaming by gravity­
setting, of churning, etc., as in the case of 
the average farmer, the loss would not 
be far from a half a pound of fet for every 
100 pounds of milk. By using a centri­
fugal machine for separating the cream, 
and by skilled handling in subsequent 
operations, the loss of fet can be reduced 
to one-fifth of a pound of fet for 100

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MR. BLAIR’S HOME-COMING.

The reception accorded the Hon. A. G. 
Blair last evening on the occasion of his 
home-coming must have been as pleasant 
to that gentleman as it was right and 
proper for the citizens, of this, his native 
city, to tender. He went away on our 
country’s business', he, in the face of great 
odds, won a victory. Not only had he 
Dr. Stockton to combat but the brightest 
legal authority in England as well. This 
in itself is an honor to Fredericton. Apart 
from all political ideas this city should 
feel proud that it is the home of a citizen 
possessed of that ability and eloquence 
necessary to défend its interests.

The reception was non-political in spirit. 
It was intended that Mr. Blair’s friends 
apart from all political issues should meet 
him and despite some futile efforts to ex­
cite other feelings the citizens en masse 
turned out to do the Attorney General 
honor. It was not so much the position 
as the man. Although parliament square 
was thronged, yet in that vast multitude 
there was not a man who did not feel 
that Mr. Blair was well worthy the splen­
did reception accorded him.

The people of this city called him to 
the highest place in the gift of the pro­
vince and have always sustained his ef­
forts in their behalf. They looked with 
pleasure on the accounts of his journey 
published from time to time in the old 
world papers and they felt proud to think 
that although meeting the great and 
learned from all parts of the universe he 
not only was able to cope with them but 
to take a leading place among them.

A wave of genuine brotherly feeling 
went out from all hearts to the citizen who, 
as a man and leader, had so uphel4 the 
honor of New Brunswick.

THE CANALS.

Jnet at present their is considerable feel­
ing being evinced both in the United 
States and Canada respecting the uses and 
abases of the canal system. Nature in 
the great lakes and water ways of Canada 
and the bordering states has been most 
profuse in the distribution of her favors 
and the farmer or business man would 
readily make such laws as would increase 
instead |of retard navigation and freight­
ing by these water ways. The Americans 
complain that the Canadian government 
by its canal system operates against the 
welfare of their shipping to the benefit of 
its own. The system of rebates is a bone 
of contention,while the Canadians contend 
that the rebate of canal tolls and the 
isolation regarding transhipment is not 
against American shipping yet they admit 
that these operate seriously against 
American ports. The Americans have on 
the other hand refused to Canadians the 
right of the state canals.

So the charges are made pro and con 
and no suggestion is made by either as to 
how the grievance may be settled. Re­
taliation seems to be the order of the day, 
and it is which can do the other the most 
injury. It would appear to common 
minds that the best interests of both coun­
ties would be fonnd in a scheme that offer­
ed equal rights to the vessels of both 
nations.

While such a state of affairs continues 
as is now the case respecting the canals 
system the shipping and pc. a of both 
counties must suffer while nothing is gain­
ed.

The lakes and rivers have been covered 
with fleets by private enterprise, money 
has been freely paid by the people to 
have good canals constructed and yet the 
governments by a system of petty acts of 
vindictiveness and retaliation have lessen­
ed the paying capacity of the one and ser­
iously interfered with the benefits to be 
derived from the other. -

THE MONCTON MURDER.

The shooting of officer Steadman at 
Moncton on Sunday evening by a desper­
ado calls out terms of the strongest con­
demnation from all. Happily such events 
only occur at very rare intervals in this 
province. When they do transpire our 
people are led to compare the laws of the 
land in which we live with those of other 
countries. Here life and property are 
more secure than is the case anywhere 
else. If we have one thing more than 
another that we should be thankful for it 
is the wise administration of the laws 
that has secured to us this state of affairs. 
Such a crime as that at Moncton would 
be looked upon in the southern, or even 
in the middle states as an event of 
ordinary occurrence and would not call 
for more than a passing remark. Here, 
however, it is different. Pity for the un­
fortunate policeman is the first feeling, 
then all the energies of mind and body 
are devoted to running down his dastardly 
assassins. The government have come 
to the help of the law officers and have 
offered a reward, increased by a reward 
from the town of Moncton, that will pay 
the cost of an energetic search. No one 
will care to claim the reward as the price 
of a life, but as an incentive to the carry­
ing ont of justice, it is right that it be 
offered. Active measures are being taken 
here to ferret out the companion of the 
murderer now in jail at Moncton and 
should fete tum his steps in this direction 
onr police will not be liable to let him 
escape. In the interests of public safety 
it is hoped that the search may be suc­
cessful and the miscreants who robbed 
of life a citizen in the discharge of hie 
duty may meet the reward they so richly 
merit

Considering the ravages of cholera and 
the speed with which it is sweeping over 
Europe it would be wise should our health 
officers take steps to guard against its en­
trance to this country. We are threat­
ened with an epidemic of measles and 
diphtheria, and perhaps may suffer seri­
ously. Should it be the means of show­
ing to our officers, especially to our county 
councillors, that health boards are neces­
sary, are indispensible, the suffering may 
not be in vain. At present no steps are 
being taken to iseolate the cases or pre­
vent the spread of the contagion. It will 
be too late when the damage is done. Just 
now these diseases are confined to the 
Indians of St Marys and Kingsclear, and 
no case is reported from this city. It is 
well, therefore to heed the warning and 
to take steps to hold these diseases in 
check. _____

Tuk King’s county election court on 
Tuesday dismissed the petition and the 
hon. Mr. Foster may now be said to be 
confirmed in his seat The plea was 
that the election court had no juris­
diction in the case.

WELCOMED HOME.
Fredericton Gives the Attorney 

General a Rousing 
Reception.

THE ADDRESS AND PREMIER 
BLAIR’S REPLY.

The Parade and Demon­
strations.

The bon. A. G. Blair, premier of New 
Brunswick, returned from his trip to the 
mother land on Friday evening, hearty 
and well. All classes of citizens irrespec­
tive of party turned ont to accord him a 
welcome. Mrs. Blair who accompanied 
him was also in the best of health.

The reception committee have been 
busy during the week and the result of 
their labors was the very fine demonstra­
tion which welcomed the first officer of 
the province to his home.

All are more or less familiar with the 
business that called the attorney general 
to England. When the maritime bank 
failed it held $35,000 of the people’s 
money ; money in many cases earned by 
the severest work. The liquidators of the 
said bank thought that they could keep 
this money from the people, as represent­
ed by the government, by appealing to 
the privy council of England. But New 
Brunswick had in this case, as in others 
that might be mentioned, a man able to 
take her people’s part against the strong­
est and most learned pleaders of the 
mother country. Mr. Blair represented 
the interests of the people before the 
privy council of England, won his and 
their case, although opposed by the op­
position leader, Dr. Stockton, and showed 
that he was willing and folly competent 
to look after the rights of his constituents.

Nature appeared to be in favor of the 
demonstration, as just enough rain fell to 
lay the dust, then the sun came out in all 
its grandeur, making a very fine evening 
indeed.

About seven the friends of the hon. Mr. 
Blair began to gather at the Queen, till 
Queen street was pretty well blocked 
with carriages, when a move was made 
towards the railway station. Here a very 
large crowd had gathered, and when the 
whistle of the approaching train was 
heard the bands struck up a lively tone.

Mr. Blair took a seat in a barouche 
drawn by four white horses. The various 
teams then foil into line, the following 
being the order of procession with pairs 
tod singles :

and upwards of fifty others, the proces­
sion being swelled at each corner by the 
accession of teams. When York street 
was traversed and the turn made down 
Queen, that thoroughfare was lined on 
each side with pedestrians so that the 
street was a mass of people and moving 
carriages. At F. B. Edgecombe’s a fine 
display of bunting was strung across the 
street and his magnificent doable store 
was a cynosure to which the eyes of all 
were turned.
Down Queen the line of march was made, 

bunting and flags meeting the eye at 
every turn from flagstafls and windows, 
the display at the Queen hotel being es­
pecially striking ; the sidewalks thronged 
with citizens and people from the country 
who had come to do honor to the premier 
of the province, a man whose speeches in 
the old country they have read with so 
much enthusiasm. - He had done honor 
there to the land and people of his birth, 
now it was the turn of his people and the 
citizens among whom his life had passed 
to show him all respect tod a cordial 
welcome home. Parliament square was 
reached, the steps of the legislative build­
ing being a mass of people, all the avail­
able space being thronged. When order 
had been restored a round of cheers went 
up for the hon. A. G. Blair, cheers that 
told the waiting multitude that the man 
whom the province has called to the 
highest position in her gift, has a mighty 
grasp upon the hearts of the citizens of 
the celestial city.

The following address was then read by 
Sheriff Sterling :
To the Honorable A. O. Blair, Q.C., Premier 

and Attorney General of New Bruns­
wick :

Sir,—Your friends in this city and 
vicinity take this early opportunity of ex­
tending to you a cordial welcome on your 
return home from your visit to the 
mother oonntry, and to congratulate you 
and the province upon the success of your 
mission.

The feet that business of a provincial 
nature called you to England, caused the 
result of your mission to be watched with 
interest by the people of the province 
generally, and the successful termination 
of the Maritime bank case before the 
privy council, emphasizes the fact, that 
since this province has had a political 
existence it has always produced men 
equal to the task of looking after its in­
terests, both in the local ana federal par­
liaments, and before the highest tribunals 
in the realm.

Your decision to unite pleasure with 
business has afforded you the opportunity 
of observing the operation of those in­
stitutions in the motherland, of which 
ours are copies : of judging of the condi­
tion of its people and of meeting represen­
tative men from almost every portion of 
the empire there on political and legal 
errands.

The information you have thus "re­
ceived, we venture to believe, has 
strengthened your attachment to your 
native land, and the desire to still labor 
for the prosperity and happiness of the 
people or New Brunswick, among whom 
yon occupy a distinguished and respon­
sible position.

We desire to extend to Mrs. Blair, who 
accompanied you on your trip, a hearty 
welcome home, and to express to you the 
hope that your stay abroad has been

Eileasant and beneficial, and that you may 
ong be spared to occupy a leading posi­
tion in the councils of our country.

The Attorney General in reply, said : 
Mr. Sheriff, friends and neighbors :

I have only One regret that at this very 
happy moment I have not the endow­
ments of brain and tongue necessary to 
express my feelings on this occasion. 
Those who know me know that it would 
be most agreeable to my feelings to meet 
each with a hearty handshake instead of 
being the principal figure in a reception 
such as this. When I reached New York 
I received a communication stating that a 
reception would be tendered me. I could 
only accede with the request. I felt then 
and feel now that it would be impossible 
for me to express my feelings on this 
happy occasion, one of the happiest of 
my life, (cheers)

In your address you speak of my mission 
to the motherland and to my success while 
there. I am not insensible to the charms 
of victory. I have felt elated and gratified 
by former victories bat when a victory 
such as this one has been achieved, I 
may take a little eelf-gratulation to myself. 
It was not alone because the case involved 
a sum of money belonging to my native 
province, it was because measures were 
involved and rights in peril that not only 
this province, but all others of the domin­
ion would feel if carried adversely. It 
not only involved questions of a high po­
litical import, it also involved questions 
of great importance to you as a people, 
Party politics did to some extent enter 
into the issue and measures taken to im­
pair the dignity of our public institutions.

I could not enter upon a litigation such 
as this without giving to it all my best 
energies, for myself; my people and my 
country. My friends of the opposition 
espoused the anti-political aspect of the 
question, a position that if sustained 
would have tom away both honor and 
dignity from the province, and reduced it 
to the level of a county municipality. On 
the other hand we upheld with all onr 
power those' vital political privileges 
which are the groundwork of our pro­
vincial legislation. We were upheld in 
onr contention. We will be able to add 
this sum of $35,000 to our provincial ex­
chequer. If they had won it would have 
been a great blow not only at our own 
province bat at all the other provinces. 
I will not trespass upon your patience to 
go into more details.

I took occasion at the London dominion 
day banquet to dwell upon what seemed 
to be of exceptionable value to us all 
That when a question arose we had a 
tribunal to which we could appeal, know­
ing that we should meet with the fullest 
measure of justice.

There men had come from fir off India 
to lay their cause before this tribunal 
There were cases also from Africa, and 
from all the different parts of the British 
empire people had come laying their re­
quests at the foot of the throne. These 
requests were granted by the Queen her­
self; she it was who really settled the 
questions, by the advice of her ministers 
I will allow, yet by her own wishes. 
When I saw all parts of the uni verte 
meeting there I could not bat feel that it, 
should strengthen our loyalty to the 
Queen and to the Empire, (Cheers)

I see that there is a reference in the ad­
dress to my journey-; that you desire a 
few details of my travels while in the 
mother land. I coald only at this time 
give you a cursory glance at the various 
things that impressed me abroad. One 
thing I found. I travelled in France, 
Italy, Switzerland, Germany and Belgium 
and found that one coald get along com­
fortably with the English tongue; that 
wherever I went there was always some 
one with whom I could communicate, 
felt then the power of this great empire 
of which we form a part and of that 
mighty language which spreads to the 
uttermost parts of the earth. It is an all 
prevading tongue and appearances are 
that it is, in the end to supercede all other 
tongues and languages. Whether its spread 
is caused by commercial intercourse we 
know not but the facts remain that this 
language is spoken everywhere and I was 
proud to belong to a nation, that claimed 
it as its own. Only about one hundred 
years ago it was spoken by fifteen millions 
of people now it is the speech of one 
hundred and fifty million whether under 
the English flag or not What will be its 
spread the next hundred years we know 
not bat it now appears that it will actually 
be a world language.

There were some things that did not 
impress me as did this. I saw sunny 
Italy, its rains and blue sky but can tell 
yon that no land has a sunnier sky than 
our own. (Cheers) I saw the Swiss people 
and fine people they undoubtedly are, but 
a heartier, sturdier and more independent 
people I find in my own loved New Bro Be­
wick. Passing along down the Rhine I 
saw its old castles just as they have been 
for years bat all these sights only tended 
to turn my mind to the Rhine of America, 
our own St John river, and the people 
who made its valleys blossom as the rose.

Yon refer also, and I appreciate it 
highly, to Mrs. Blair. We enjoyed the 
trip; we enjoyed going away; we en­
joyed in anticipation the sights 
and scenes of that land . across 
the sea, to which our minds always 
turn as the centre o. the rich and grand, 
but I must say getting home was the best. 
This, this glorious reception you have 
tendered me is to me more to be ap­
preciated than any other event.

I saw no country to compare with this, 
nowhere else can be found truer or more 
warmer friends. New Brunswick offers 
happier homes and freer privileges than 
any other land, and I am glad to be in it 
again and glad to be among the people of 
this my native city once more.

I realize my imperfections,no one knows 
my finite better than I do myself, but 
this demonstration shows me that I have 
still a strong hold upon the people of this 
city and county and of the whole prov­
ince. (Cheers.)

This address you desire me to accept as 
an expression of your good will towards 
me. I shall always treasure it as such, 
and appreciate very much the warm feel­
ings that prompted this reception.

I have not as yet seen all my own little 
ones and yon will not ask me to remain 
longer from them. I will again thank 
you, Mr. Sheriff, friends atid neighbors, 
for the very complimentary reception you 
have tendered me, and may onr aim 
always be the best welfare of New Bruns­
wick and the great British empire.

Three cheers and a tiger were then 
given, when the meeting broke np.

It would be needless to say that the 
demonstration was the greatest that was 
ever accorded a citizen here, and Mr. 
Blair must feel gratified that although 
feted and applauded abroad yet the 
warmest welcome was for him in the 
land which his ability, judgment and 
patriotism has so ably protected.

AROUND THE WORLD.
The Week’s Events Is Brief—The Cream

Frank C. Almy, the murderer of Chris­
tie Warden at Hanover, N. H., in July of 
last year, is to hang.

Its never too late to wed. Mr. Wm. 
Webb, of London, Ont, in his 88th year, 
has just been married to Mrs. Way, aged 
46, of the same city.

It is said to be probable that a move­
ment will be inaugurated before long 
at Toronto, looking towards the abolition 
of separate schools in that province.

The Truro Sun says : Mr. John Suckling 
has shown us a new variety of encum­
bers, called “Robinson’s Telegraph.” It 
is 181 inches long, 71 in circumference, 
and was grown in a greenhouse.

The Allan steamer Newfoundland has 
sailed from Montreal with goods valued 
at $26,000 for the St. John sufferere. Some 
five thousand dollars more will be sent in 
cash in addition to the five thousand 
cabled some weeks ago.

The verdict in the Alice Mitchell mur­
der case, in Memphis, Tens., fall account 
of which was given in The Herald last 
week was rendered as follows “ We, the 
jury, find the defendant insane and we 
believe it would be dangerous to the com­
munity to set her at liberty.”

Since Queen Victoria came to the throne 
there have been 16 presidents of the 
United States, all of whom except three 
are dead. Of the three surviving, two are 
at present in nomination for second terms, 
viz., Harrison and Cleveland, and the 
other survivor is Rutherford BvHayjee.

An infant about three weelqg ol4< was" 
found lying on a doorstep on Paradise 
Row, St John Monday night by the police. 
The child, which was contentedly taking 
nourishment from a feeding bottle, had 
evidently been left to take its chances by 
a heartless mother. The infant was taken 
to the Alms house.

Five Russians captured by , Afghan 
troops at Calcutta among the rebellious 
Hazaras have been sent in chains to 
Cabal. The Hazara rebellion is assuming 
formidable proportions. The discovery 
of the Russians among the insurgents is 
regarded as conclusive proof that Russia is 
instigating the Hazaras to rebellion.

Mr. Gladstone, in the circular to his 
parliamentary supporters, issued .Monday, 
urges them to attend the election for 
speaker of the house of commons on 
Thursday, and especially impresses upon 
them the necessity of being present on 
Monday next, when the address is moved 
in reply to the speech from the throne.

John Armstrong, of Woodstock, has a 
curiosity ; his Jersey heifer dropped a 
calf Sunday morning, perfectly formed ex­
cept the left leg and foot. The leg is de­
formed ; it has one natural foot and pro­
ceeding from the ankle another foot with 
three toes, making in all five toes on this 
leg. Otherwise the calf seems perfectly 
healthy and smart.

C. P. R. engine, No. 512, on train No.8, 
made a fast ran on,Tuesday, between 
McAdam and St. Stephen. Including two 
stops of five minutes each, at Watt junct­
ion and Moore’s mill, she covered the dis­
tance of thirty-four miles in forty-five 
minutes. The engine was driven by Geo. 
Abrams and Conductor Henderson was in 
charge of the train. -

A petition has been granted against the 
return of Arthur Balfour, First Lord of 
the Treasury and Conservative leader in 
the Hobse of Commons, London, as mem­
ber of Parliament from East Manchester, 
on the ground that his election was ob­
tained by bribery and illegal voting, by 
the wholesale treating of votons and the 
hiring of vehicles to carry them, to the 
polls.

Bud Rix, a farm hand 22 years old, liv­
ing at Hustead, Ohio, has been the victim 
for the last month of severer stomach 
trouble. He was subject to frequent 
cramps, and he declared that there was 
some kind of an animal inside of him, and 
he was right, for he was seized with a fit 
of vomiting, during which a small frog 
was expelled. He thinks he swallowed it 
while drinking from a spring in the hay 
field.

The petition against the return of Mr. 
Foster came np at Hampton Tuesday be­
fore Judges Tuck and Fraser. A few wit­
nesses in support of the petition were 
called, when the defence objected on the 
ground that as the provincial court had 
decided that the election court had no 
jurisdiction the case could not be proceed­
ed with. This contention was sustained, 
and the petition was dismissed. There 
will probably be an appeal to Ottawa.

A reward of $750 — $500 by the provin­
cial government, and the balançai by the 
city council of Moncton, is offered for the 
arrest of the desperado known aaJim,” 
and who was concerned in the Border of 
Officer Steadman at Moncton on the 1st 
inst. The man is described is being 
probably thirty years of age, abijut five 
feet seven inches in height, of dark com­
plexion, dressed in black clotbéé, dark 
shirt, necktie with black spots, ant^having 
whiskers of three or four weeks growth.

Threee desperate tramps, supposed to 
be part of a gang of burglars wht> have 
been terrorizing the provinces during the 
past month, were arrested at Truro Tues­
day night. One of them drew a $volver 
and attempted to shoot the policeman. 
They are believed to be part of-the gang 
who murdered Policeman Steadman at 
Moncton. There were four in that gang— 
three escaped and doubtless worked their 
way along the Intercolonial on the night 
and freight trains until they arrived here. 
They profess to be sailors, anif say they 
belong to London. , l

Joseph D. Brockenshire, a Halifax jewel­
ler, is an unfortunate man. ' Hè'tpturned 
from a trip to Europe on Saturday to find 
that his wife had deserted hifit and re­
moved to Boston, leaving their children 
to look after themselves. The same night 
John Dewolfe, a young city blood, is 
alleged to have indecently assaulted 
Brockenshire’s ten-year old daughter. 
Negotiations to hush np the outrage fell 
through, and a warrant was issued for 
Dewolfe’s arrest. But meanwhile he had 
skipped to Boston. He was fined $80 a 
few months ago for a similar crime.

of Union.
All the churches, especially of the F. C. 

Baptist denomination, are discussing the 
basis, formulated as the groundwork of 
union between the F. C. and Baptist church­
es of Canada. A vote was taken at the 
Gibson F. C. Church on Thursday evening 
when , the great majority were against the 
union. Marysville F. C. church voted 
against the union on Friday evening. The 
chief argument against the adoption of the 
basis is that those who appose it will event­
ually drift into the reformed Baptist church, 
thus lessening the power of the two old 
churches without any advantage to either. 
The young people are for union, the older 
members are invariably against it. It may 
be said in favor of union that the church 
would be very strong, in fact be the ruling 
church in New Brunswick.

Coal in York County.
Nothing daunted by the mishaps of last 

year, Mr. Glendenning, postmaster at 
Harvey Station, is still actively engaged in 
searching for coal. Last season he found 
traces of this mineral but too far from the 
railway to suit his purposes. He has a 
better prospect than ever before, and we 
cannot say how soon coal will be extensively 
mined at Cork crossing. The borings are 
about a quarter of a mile from the track on 
Patrick Maloney’s farm. Nothing has as 
yet been done at the Tracey mines, though 
the coal sent from there to Boston last fall 
was declared for surface coal to be excellent. 
All the land lying in the neighborhood • of 
the Oromocto and its lakes, gives traces of 
coal, but as yet no quantity has been found 
in profitable shape for mining.

P. W, Railway.
The survey party are to-day nearing the 

vicinity of T. Fraser’s store and will, by 
Saturday next, reach Long’s Creek, about 
eighteen miles from this city. All the way 
from Woodstock down the road has been 
located between the highway and the river, 
excepting at Pokiok where it strikes the 
highway at the bridge and follows the high­
way for about one hundred yards. The 
flats are left severely alone, the road follow­
ing the high banks. The surveyors report 
an easy road to build and all feel sanguine 
that operations will soon commence. It is 
said that the present location will follow 
the line of long’s Creek, striking the river 
again at Springhill, but this is disputed.

At the Churches.— Rev. W. H. G. 
Temple, of Boston, occupied the pulpit of 
the Methodist church on Sunday evening 
last. The morning service was by Mr.
Tennant, a nephew of M. Tennant of 
this city. Both services were much ap­
preciated. The pulpit of St. Paul’s was oc­
cupied in the morning by Mr. Wagstaff, of 
the B. and F. Bible society. He officiated 
at the F. C. Baptist church in the evening. 
Rev. Mr. and Mrs. Archibald, returned 
missionaries, had many enthusiastic hearers 
at the Baptist church. Rev. Mr.Weddall 
has returned from vacation.

Endurance.—As an instance, of the enter­
prise and endurance of foreigners, it may be 
stated that two female Arab peddlers walked 
from Fern hill, lower Springhill, to Law­
rence’s hill, upper Prince William, a dis­
tance of thirty five miles, on Wednesday.

Haying.— Fred Moore, of Canterbury, 
farms on a large scale. In one day last 
week he put forty-five tone of hay into the 
barn. He had four teams of horses.and 
two six foot mowers, putting on the horses 
two hours alternately. His crew of thirty 
hands camped in the field and were thus 
ready for woik at once. He will this year 
cut some hundreds of tons of hay.

Fishing Party.—Aid. Walker, Jas. R. 
Howie, Robt. Fleming and John Harvey 
returned on Monday from a week’s visit to 
the Nashwaak narrows. They brought a 
fish hawk home with them, with a wing-, 
spread of six feet.

SUMMER SCHOOL.
Solenoe Classes Begin Work on Mflkday.

At the Centennial school on Monday 
evening last the sixth session of the sum­
mer school of science for the Atlantic pro­
vinces convened. Mayor Peters presided.

Dr. Inch, chief superintendent of educa­
tion, Hon. J. W. Lohgly of Halifax, Mr. 
Justice King, J. V. Ellis and Geo. U. Hay, 
the president of the school, occupied seats 
on the platform. Dr. Inch spoke as follows : 
He said St. John always made visitors feel 
at home, particularly when they were inter­
ested in educational matters; After attend­
ing to the number of meetings in the cause 
of education held there within the past few 
years, he said he hoped they would never 
wear the welcome out. A very high opinion 
prevailed here with regard to the teaching 
profession, and this was the case all over 
the world, the leading men of the church 
and state showing in an unmistakeable way 
their appreciation of the teacher. He hoped 
this school would be numerously attended, 
so as to show that the teachers were pre­
pared to sacrifice their time and means to 
render themselves more worthy of their 
high calling. The teacher who shut him­
self up with his books and did not study 
nature and the things about him Was in 
danger of becoming a worthless bookworm. 
He was pleased to find by the prospectus 
that no narrow conception governed its mo­
tives. Not only was the Wholb circle of the 
natural sciences embraced, but it took in 
many other things. He warned the school 
against the danger of losing the comprehen­
siveness of education, and then pointed out 
what teachers would investigate for the 
benefit of the pupils who were under them. 
Men now had a higher regard for mattei 
without paying less attention to the spirit 
within.

City Tw.

For years it has been a question in this 
city as id what manner an additional sum 
could be raised by taxation for city purposes 
without coming on the actual resident for 
larger taxes. To this end a law, called the 
miscellaneous license law was passed and 
after causing moreOr less trouble for years 
has been nearly or almost abolished. A 
law however on the city statute book that 
is now complained of is one that authorizes 
the city to collect a tax from those who live 
outside the town but do business within its 
limits. A young man out of some twenty 
who cross the bridge to and from St. Marys 
has received a tax bill of some $13. He has 
refosed to pay because he has a receipt for 
taxes paid at 8t. Mary’s, and claims that 
the county has to protect him. He ask'ed 
one of the assessors last we* why he was 
assessed and none of the others who belong­
ed to the other side and was met with abuse. 
If the city has the right to impose taxes on 
one then they surely can do so on all, but. 
it is believed that this tax cannot be collect­
ed and lawful means will be taken to find 
out whether it can be or not. It would 
appear as though the county law is as strong 
as that of the city and a nice test case will 
likely follow.

Anniversary.—Thursday afternoon last 
was the thirty-second anniversary of the 
Prince of Wales’ visit to the city. The 
present provincial auditor, Jas. S. Bee’ , 
was then mayor, and presented an address 
of welcome from the city. The county ad­
dress was presented by William Whitehead, 
then county warden. The F. M. Band fur­
nished the music.

Exhibition Time.— In connection with 
the exhibition to be held in this city 
in the autumn, some very fine horse racing 
events are promised. The park association 
have the matter under consideration and 
purees will be ottered that will bring to this 
city the best trotting blood of Maine, Nova 
Scotia and the Island province.

Would it Pay.— It has been said that 
the city council intended to secure the ser­
vices of the government dredge, now at 
work at the Oromocto shoals, to do some 
work at the wharves here. It is a question 
if the smalt amount of Shipping’ which 
reaches this port of entry would pay for 
the services of the dredge.

A New Hat.— A shining new beaver hat 
is at this office for the man who can prove 
that The Herald has not as large a circu­
lation in the county as that of the combined 
issue of all Fredericton papers. The 
Herald has the largest circulation in the 
county, and the largest in each and any 
parish.

The Wheat Crop.—All along the river 
between this city and Woodstock, the fields 
of wheat are about ripe, and the crop will 
be a good one, perhaps the best for years.

On the reserve at 
French Village the Indians will fiimish the 
mowing.machine and then tie in the shade 
while the white man cuts the grass.

Burned.— The Restigouche Spool Co’s 
factory at Jacquet river was burned to the 
ground at half past nine o’clock on Tuesday 
morning. The loss will probably reach 
thirty thousand dollars. Many men witi 
be thrown out of employment. One man 
is reported as burned to death.

WHY THE RAIN DOESN'T KILL
A felling body moves much more rap­

idly as it approaches the ground than it 
did when it commenced to fell ; its motion 
is, therefore, termed “ a uniformly accel­
erated motion ; ” in other words, if a body 
be moving at a certain velocity at the ex­
piration of one second from the point of 
time at which it was allowed to fell, it will 
be moving twice as fast at the expiration 
of two seconds, and so on. Experiments 
have shown that the rate per second at 
which bodies acquire velocity in felling 
through the air is thirty-two feet per 
second at the end of the first second after 
it has dropped from the hand ; at the end 
of the next second with a velocity of sixty- 
four feet, and at the end of the third at 
the rate of ninety-six feet per second, and 
so on. The velocity of a body at any 
period of its fall may be ascertained by 
multiplying the rate of motion at the end 
of the first second by the number of 
seconds it has been felling. The velocity 
being known, the space through which it 
has fallen may be ascertained by multi­
plying the velocity at that period by the 
number of seconds during which it has 
been felling, and dividing the result by 
two. These rules only apply with abso­
lute correctness when a body fell “in 
vacuo,” for the resistance of the air mater­
ially retards the velocities, especially when 
they become considerable, and when the 
body has great bulk in proportion to its 
weight. Were it not for this resistance, 
every raindrop, descending as it does from 
a height of many hundred feet, would 
strike with a force as fetal as that of a rifle 
bullet.
