A HITCH of a somewhat serious
nature occurred between the Pro-

vincial and Federal Governments
on Friday last.

be moved once more. This is as

far as we know about the matter.
There may be some interesting
particulars that time will reveal.

Sessional Notes.

Apart from matters of a routine
character, most of the time of the
House on Monday the 1st was oc-
cupied in discussing the bill em-
powering the City Council of
Charlottetown to construct and
operate an electric light and gas
plant. The bill gives the City
Council power to issue debentures
for $75,00C bearing interest at four
per cent,, redeemable at the end of
twenty-five years, the proceeds to
be employed to discharge the lia-
bilities incurred in carrying out
the works and improvements con-
templated. To secure the pay-
ment of the debentures, the land
and everything connected with
the works thereon are especially
charged, mortgaged and hypothe-
cated to the debenture-holders and
a sinking fund is provided. After
considerable discussion the bill was
reported from committee and or-
dered to a third reading.

The proceedings on Taesday
were principally of a routine char-
acter, Several bills were advanc-
ed a stage and some questions were
asked and some answered wholly
or in part. Mr. McKionon for
Mr. Prowse asked the Leader of
the Government to lay on the table
of the House a report and return
showing the total amount of all
payments made on account of the
public service from 31st December,
A. D. 1904, to the 18th day of
April, A.D.1905. Said statement
to show what part of this amount
was due up to the 31st December,
A D. 1904 ; also what amounts
are due or owing by the several
departments of the public service
on the 18th April, 1905.
Hon. Mr. Peters said the Govern-
ment did not propose to keep their

accounts in & manner that would
render it necessary to give such a
statement. Mr. McKinnon said an
itemized statement was not asked
for, only the total sum. The
Leader of the Government moved
the House into committee in order
to increase the estimates for roads.
He said the 819,000 placed in the
estimates for roads shonld have
been $24,000. #8150 was also
voted to build a scow for trans-
ferring freight from vessels at
Rustico harbor,and $60 for Bough-
ton Island Ferry.

The three short sjttings on Wed-
resday were occupied with maf-
ters of routine. Some bills were
pushed forward a stage and some

Thursday, Hon. Mr. Reid moved
the House into committee on the
act to further amend “ The Assess-
ment Act, 1894,” and acts in am-
endment thereof, Following is
the act as presented by Mr. Reid :

Be it enacted by the Lieutenant
Governor and Legislative Assem-
bly of the Province of Prince Ed-
ward Island, as follows:

1. Section 61 of thesaid Act is
hereby amended by striking out
the words “ demand and” in the
third line of the said section and
all proceedings taken for the re-
covery of taxes and arrears under
the provisions of the Assessment
Act, 1894, and the amendments
thereto shall be held to be valid
to have the same force and effect
as if the words “ demand and” had
never been inserted in said section.

2. Section 1 of the Act of 2
Edward Chapter 4 is hereby am-
ended by striking out the word
“three” in the ninth line of said
section and inserting in lieu there-
of the word “five.”

3. Section 4 of the Assessment
Act, 1894, is hereby amended by
striking out all the words after
the word “ there” in the ninth line
of said section and inserting in lieu
thereof the words “ make affi-
davit.”

4. Wherever the word “ declar-
ation,” or the word “ declarations,”
occur in the said Act or in the
amendments thereof the same shall
be struck out and the word “ affi-
davit” or “affidavits” as the case
may be, inserted in lieu thereof
respectively.

5. That Section 3, 2 of Edward
VIL Chapter 4 is hereby amended
by adding the following thereto :
Judges of the Supreme or County
Courts, Commissioners for taking
affidavits in the County Courts,
Clerks of the County Courts and
any Deputy Receiver of taxes, and
whether said Deputy resided in
the district where the property is
situated or not.

6. Section 19 of the said As-
sessment Act of 1894 is hereby
amended by striking out the words
“cannot ascertain” in the sixth
line of the said section and insert-
ing in lieu thereof the words “ does
not know,” and in striking out the
“ Deputy Provincial Treasurer” in
thetenth lineof said section and in-
serting in lieu thereof the follow-
ing words, “ Provincial Treasurer
or the Deputy.”

7. Section 4 of the said 2 Ed-
ward VIL, Chapters is hereby
amended by striking out the words
“cannot be ascertained” in the
third and fourth lines of said sec
tion and inserting in lieu thereof
the following words: “is not
known.”

8. Section 12 of the said As-
sessment Act of 1894 is hereby
amended by striking out all the
words after the word “ make” in
the ninth line of said section and
inserting in lieu thereof the word
“ affidavit.”

9. Whenever the word
clarant” occurrs in said Assess-
ment Act, 1894, and the amend-
ments thereto the same shall be
struck out and the word “ despon-
dent” inserted in lieu thereof.

After the bill had been reported
from committee, Hon. Mr. Reid
moved the suspension of the stand-
ing rule necessary to permit the
bill to be read the third time. Ac-
cording to this rule a bill can only
be read once in one day ; but the
second reading had taken place
immediately before going into
committee. The rule cannot be
suspended except by unanimous
consent ; one dissenting voice pre-
vents it. Accordingly, when the
motion for suspension was made
Mr. McKinnon and other members
of the Opposition objected. This
brought matters to a standstill.
The Leader of the Government
said that if the Opposition object-
ed, prorogation, which was to take
place that afternoon would have
to be postponed till next day, and
the Lieutenant Governor would
have to be notified. Mr. McKin-
non said he objected to the bill
being railroaded through at the
end of the session, and ther the
Government would ge about the
country and <l che people that if
thera was anything objectionable
in the bill the Opposition were
responsible as the bill could not be
passed without their consent.
Why had not the Government
brought in the bill earlier when it
could be discussed. The Opposi-
tion had already waited the pleas-
ure of the Government for two
months ; but they could stay an-
other month, if necessary, rather
than be imposed upon. Finally a
divislon was called for and for
once, the Opposition minority de-
feated the Government majority.
The vote stood Government 18,
QOpposition 5. The House thﬁcn
adjourned till the following day,
On Friday the House met shortly
before 12 o’clock, and routine, the
bill held over from Thursday was
read a third time and passed. The
House then adjourned till 2 o’clock
to await the Lieutenant Gov-
ernor’s attendance for proroga-
tion.

The Legislature prorogued Friday after-
noon at 2.30 o’clock, with the usual form-
alities. His Honor having taken his seat
he assented to the bills passed during
the session and them prorogued the
Asgembly with the following speech :

The division on the second reading
of the Autonomy bill was taken
shortly after midnight on Wednesday
last. There were two pairs German
and White, and Lefurgey and Logan
Two members were absent by death
and some others by ill health person*
ally or in their families.

$50 000 a year for the governmeni
and legislature. Sir Wilfrid said
this was based on the arrangement
made in the B N. A, act for the
other Provinces. The clause was
carried. The second grant was for
$205,000, being 8o cents a head on
an estimated population of 250,000
A quinquennial census is to be taken
and the allowance increased on the
same basis of 8o cents a head unti
the population reaches 800,000, Sir
Wilfrid said that this had been done
for the other Provinces because the
Dominion took away their sources of
revenue. The other Provinces had
all had a limit of population set for
the calculation of the amouot. As
the sources of revenue had been taken
away it was cousidered by the old
Provinces that no population limit
should be set. The revision of the
provincial subsidies was a question
that would have to be taken up by
th: Government at no distant day,
perhaps during the present year, But
in as much as the other Provinces
had a limit it had been thought well
for the sake of uniformity to puta
limit on the new Provinces. He
himself was opposed to the whole
principle of provincial subsidies, but
that had been setiled long ago and
could oot be abolished now. Dr,
Sproule objzcted to the adoption of a
system that had already proved un-
satisfactory, Mr. Henderson said
that an excellent opportunity was
given for getting rid of a very bad
principle. It conduced to
economy to give the Provinces money
taken from the people, to whom they
were not respoasible for the expendi
ture. Mr. Bergeron argued to the
same effect, and said that the new
Provinces were in a different position
from the ortginal Provinces of con
federation, because

The feast was a8 imposing &8 any

sure; simple peasants for the most
part, in their workaday olothes—-all
their wardrobe contained—but no
one minded that. One thing also
riveted the attention, namely, the
crowd of Christians, both men and
women, kneeling on their simple
mats, or even on the earthen floor.
I that posture, I may add, they re-
mained more than three and a balf
bours, occasionally reating them-
gelves by sitling on their heels.

The ordinatior itself brings before
one a picture of the early ages of the
chureh, when the Bishops ordained
those who were to fill up the ranke
depleted by tbe bloody ediots of the
emperor, When I saw these future
priests prostrate in the sanctuary, 1
said to myself: “These are the re-
latives of martyrs, and even the
youngest of them may one day cele-
brate the glorious teast of a father,
a mother, s siater or & brother.” The
bishop and the priests who aesisted
him are, a8 it were, in the catacombs,
the survivors of the persecutions, for
they bad withstood the Boxer siege
for more than three months, expect-
ing each day to have their rampart
battered down, as were those of
Father Mangin, S. J.; and his two
thousand Christians.

There is nothing out of the ordin-
ary about this ordination; it is the
same ceremony of the Catholic
Oburch the world over, and every—
thing is conducted with becoming
gravity and admirable dignity.

The first Musees were said on Pas.
sion Sunday. The new priests left
the sacristy at 6 o’clock and grouped
themselves sround the steps of the
main altar, each one having at his
gide the priest who was to assiat him ;
a short distance away stood the sanc-
tuary boys. After the “ Veni Cre-
ator” was intoned and sung, the
Massen of the young priests began.
In procession walked relatives and
friends directly to the altar, where
their loved one was to celebrate
the Holy sacrifice. One of them,
Father Tchang, who was born in the
town, gave fifty communiors to the
various members of tis family. An
other, Father Stanislaus Tchong,
formerly an old stadent of Tai-ming-
fou, bad fewer ussisting at his Mass ;
in fact only three men, one of them
a pagan. They lived three hundred
miles from here, and spent twelve
days on the journey. How the
heart of that other yourg priest
must have throbbed with joy at the’
sight of the following incident. The
day previous his parents bad waited
on the Bishop, whom they had known
when he was in charge of their dis-
triet, and the unocle said to them:
“] and my family from this time
forth are Christinns.” It was the
fulfilment of & promise made some
ten years previons, wheo, having
been exhorted by his nephew to be-
ocome & Chbristian, be had then re-
plied; *“Very well, we sball sll be
Christians when you are a priest,”
He bad come to assist at the cere—
mony, and in the oourse of his visit
had received the light of faith, At
the main altar the ocelebrant was
Father Beymond Li, assisted by his
brother; Father 8imon T,i, of the So-
ciety of Jesus.

Qae ocould olearly perceive that
the devotion of the Christians was in-
deed genuine, and I could read oo the
face of those around me the joy that
1 kuew to be in their bearte, The
following incident will illustrate this.
The men of a family came to thank
the spiritnal father of tho seminary
before leaving, and begged of him to
watoh over a cousin of theirs who
was in the little seminary, at the
same time expressing their hope
that he also wounld become a priest.
“ But, my friends, that is not for me
to say. It is God who ecalls, and it
is. He who will watch over bkim.”
“ Yes, Yee,” said the men, “*we rce
commend the little one to the good
God, but we hope that the father,
100, will wateh over him.” * * *

There may be some who
do not koow that St. Vincent’s Hall,
coruer of Viotoria and Shater streeta,
bas been lately oonverted into s
cbupel for the Syriane, and that they
h-ve Muss here on Suuday at 9,30
and Benediction in the evening at 7
o'clock. The chupel is bright and
well-lighted, and an altar has been
lately sdded to its equipment. O

Geod Friday cvening thie aliar was
slmost bidden by a smsller one
placed direotly in front. This was
covered with a handsome Orients]
apteperdium, and oo it were placed
candelabre, an ostensorium, a few
vases of artificial flowers, and in the
centre ar oblong figure about toree
feet in length and two in width, out
lined with greenery, and surmounted
by two rows of little greeo and red
candles, just hike those on a Christ
mas tree. That this had a epecisl
ase we discovered later. Fatber
Nazar, the gentle-looking Syrian
priest, moved about amongst bis
people, and by and by the sigoal for
the beginning of the devotion wax
given by him seating himself on ore
side of the sanctuéry, while some
half dozsn youog men and boys took
up positions opposite, The priest
wore no surplice, but over his cassock
retained the ordinary long black
cape. He then intoned a chant
which was answered by the youog
men oppoeite, For balf an hour the
chanting continued, Father Nagsr
using no book, and the responses
being given most alertly. After this
the priest withdrew for a fow mo-
mente, and returned vested in a lace
surplice and a handsome cope of
white brocaded silk, made in the
Oriental mapner, with just an open-
ing for the bead, the folds in front
being ocarried on the arme, Then
bsgan what might be termed a choral
service, For uvearly an hour the
priest and bis helpers sang. The
music was unaccompanied by sany
instrument, but it was by no means
devoid of beauty. A peculiar and
pleasing feature was the hummed or
droned accompaniment produced by
one or more of the musicians in such
a way as to resemble the sustained
note of an organ or the drone of a
pipe. This was continued through
the entire service, except at certain
sclo parts, Sometimes two notes
at harmonious distances were used,
aud above this the chant, declama-
tion or prayer of petition sounded.
At times it #as weird and strange,
at others pathetic and devotional,
but always in time and
ingly always in tane. Some of the
voices were sometimes sirident io
quulity, but that of the priest was
always smooth aod musical. Oon-
sidering things as a whole, if we but
think for & moment of six or eight
people singing contipuously for an
hour without any accompsniment,
and that during that tima the sub.
jsot and motet evidently obanged
seversal times it must be acknowledg-
ed that the performance was of no
ordinary kind, The mesning of
course one had only to gness at; it
was all in an uoknown tongue, and
bere the ignorance of the outsider
was very tantaliziog, By and by all
the candles were lighted on the altar,
amongst them the little red and
green osndles before mentioned.
Others were distribated amongst the
congregsiion — some had brought
their own crudely decorated with
flowers and colored ribbon—and the
children especially were looked after
in the matter of being provided with
caodles, A procession was thep
fomed, all the boys in the building,
the young men and the priest taking
psrt. Tbe figure, decorated with
the little candles was then raised by
the priest and thres others, and
proved to be a kind of litter with
four bandles, which was placed on
their shoulders and -carried round
the chapel, while all sang, and a
censer-bearer went before swinging
ivcense in the path. A boy wbo
led the procession took a besutiful
ohild of about eighteen months from
the srms of its mother just as he
started tc walk, The baby bad on
a long white coat of some plash-
like material, and in this with its
besutifal dark eyes and flushed
cheeks, made a touching pictare of
innocence. During the progress of
the procession the child never moved,
and the boy carried it on one arm
and a candle in the hand opposite,
with an ease and gruace which few
of our fuurteen.year-old boys could
have approached, Three times the
procession wended its way round the
aisles, and then the bier was laid on
the altar.

dear. “ Me not like this,” said a
Syrian woman near. Why not? she
was asked. “This all make me soiry;
it is all poor. Not like my beautiful
country,” and the sorrow in the poor
woman’s voice gave some understand-
ing of how thi= people, with their
warm Oriental tastes, and with the
traditions of the countfy within the
influence of the Holy Land, would
feel altogether dissatisfied on this
Good Friday night with the substitutes
offered them by this remote western
land. —Exchange.

Ecclesiastics and others who are in
a position to judge of the state of re
ligion in France continue to discuss
tbe question whether the clergy will
receive sufficient support from the
people when the Concordat has been
done away with. Fatber Boyle, C.
M., President of the Irish College,
Paris, points out in tLe * laish Eccle-
siastical Record” that, as the amount
of the annual budget for worship is
about forty million francs, and the
Catholic population of France is over
thirty—eight milliens, it would cost the
conntry a voluntary cffering of little
more than a franc per head to mzke
up the necessary sum. But multi-
tudes of the Catholics are merely
nominal adherents of the Cburch, and
It is clear that the organizition of
rural France must be changed. Small
parishes must be united and served
some point. Fatter
Boyle is hopeful as to the future ip
the event of separation between
Cburch and State. In his opinion
the clergy, no longer bondsmen, will
teel that they must be self-reliant.
The Catholics who bhave contributed
so liberally to charitles at home and
abroad will rally round them. Agin
S#i1'z rland, committees will be formed
to collect, under episcopal sanctiop
for the maintenance of religion.
