particulm*. Soon after the disaster 
about 20i) men were at work clearing 
away the fragments of tho wreck* and 
endeavoring to rescue tho freight which 
the explosion had not mined The 
scene suggested Miltonian idcaH of the 
last wind up of railroads when cur wheels 
shall rot urn to pig iron, mid coach us 
shall ho beaten into kindling wood.— 
Long -lima of what had boon freight 
cur» stood <t lay on tho aiding*, With 
here and Un-ru aultioicut aound ones to 
render it possible to imagino that tho 
ragged piles of match-wood were once 
in running order. Small fragments of 
iron, with a convex border, miggesting 
car wheels, lay mixed with broken 
trucks and steel rails, bent into tho 
shape of mam mot It llshing hooka.—* 
Freight was scattered in every direction, 
and tho mixtures looked almost funny 
in their desolate ruin. Gardon seeds, 
paper collars, pig Iron, firo bricks, cor­
set a, lard nil and household goods re­
posed in tho same pile. Scythea and 
scythe su iitlis in abundance, broken, 
bent and twisted, suggest oil that old 
Father Time had boon there trying to 
take in a lturvc.il with his fabled imple­
ment, and had tiled up his supply and 
quit in disgust. Tho freight shed, a 
large brick structure, wliieli stood 191 
feet from where tho explosion took, 
place, togethet "iih the clerk's office, 
which eiinsisted of a wooden addition 
18 x 21 feet, w-rn ha l!y demolished.— 
Nothing rmnaitied of llm office but a 
pile of hr.-ken b.-iirda, while tho weat 
end building proper was completely 
destroyed. Hugo beams broken off and 
blown away, the brick work , had fallen 
during tlw concussion, and whr.t was left 
of the uish-rn end of thu roof had been 
out aud splintered by tho innumerable 
fragments ilmt fiew through tho air. 
The car checker's otfice, 130 feet from 
tho explosion, was blown into atoms,and 
Mr. Flynn, who was in nt the time, 
thrown several yards and severely in­
jured. After thu main track passes the 
depot, emUard. it connects with eleven 
side tracks leading to the freight shed 
and the round house, while others are 
used for shunting tho cars On the 
third siding from the main track it was 
not Inrd to find the spot where the ex­
plosion look place. A hole, nine foot 
deep, twenty feet long, and nearly ns 
broad, marked tho place where tho oar 
stood The explosion luft tho ground 
surrounding the excavation almost clear, 
tho force being so groat tho neighboring 
cars weru hurled away. A remarkable 
example of the freaks of dynamite was 
shown in the fact lit.it car No. 1,965, 
which stood next to tho one containing 
the explode»!, was left untouched and 
unmarked. Tho sidings taken together 
at this point are placed on a space not 
over 200 yards wide, and as they were 
all full it is easy to conceive tho damage 
done to them. An argument pointing 
plainly to the nature of the explodent 
is furnished, by its downward effect. 
Gunpowder, when it explodes, generally 
vents its force upwards, while dynamite 
and nitrii-glycvriim strike downward1.—

This remedy (if 
remedy it proves) has the merit of being 
exceedingly simple, easily employed and 
vythout danger of injury to the cattle.

Norway spruce used as a hedge makes 
a very dense and close protection for 
utirserivs and will turn cuttle. It seems 
especially ad up ted to break tho force of 
thu wind Thu Bui -tfa says thaï “in 
hardiness and growth ttie Austrian pine 
stands first, tho bcoteh pine second and 
the Norway spruce- third.” Wo have 
never found any hardier than the Cana­
dian balsam and the American cedar.

At 
the door of the Government and of the 
incapable noodles forming the same lies 
the blame of this calamity — for calamity 
it ia, and a great one too. Every reduc­
tion of wages reacts against the prosper- 
it, of the country. Just as the farmer's 
purchasing power h.ts boon decreased by 
tho tariff, so has the woikiugman's 
power been decreased »ls*>. TiU both 
fat mors and workingmen own be made 
better off it is in the highest degree 
silly to be talking *>f any “hum of ac­
tivity,” or any hum except the kind 
that is “all hum.” p
