CHocorATE CArsMmELS, IL—One cake

chocolate, 1> cupful white suger, one
cupful brow . sugar, one heaping table-
spoonful ‘.,ur, one cupful molasses, a
piece of butter the size of an egg, and
one cupful milk; cook about one-half
hour, stirring constantly ; pour into pans
and mark in squares while soft.

Let
boil without stirring, until by dropping
a little water you find it done.

Mixce Pres Witnocr Meat. —Five
cupfuls chopped apples, one cupful choj -
ped r. isins, one cupful of citron, one cup-
ful of currants ; add molasscs, sugar, a
littlo salt, a teaspoonful of cinnamon,
mace, nutmeg, and cloves ; orange peel,

cider or brandy.

Cvp Prom Puppina, —Take one cup
cach of raisins, flour, bread-crumbs, suet,
and sugar; stone and cut the raisins,
wash and dry the currants, chop the
sugar, and mix all the above ingedients
well together ; then add two ounces of
cut candied peel and citron,a little mixed
spice, salt, and ginger, say half a tea-
spoonful of each ; stir in four well-beaten
eggs, and milk enough to make the mix-
ture so that the spoon will stand upright
in it ; tie it loosely in a cloth, or put it
in a mould ; plunge it into boiling water
and boil for three and a half hours.

A Bakep Prun Pupping, —Take one
pound of flour, one half pound of cur-
rants, one-half of raisins, one-half pound
