Mas­
querade suits are got ready, fire works 
are bought, and all the amateurs begin 
to “toot-up,” that they may take part 
in the triumphant marches, and swell 
the tide of harmony in the grand mem­
orial processions. All the little Meji 
canoes are joyful in the anticipation of 
“dulces.” while the local poets write 
verse for the occasion, and compete with 
each other for the place of honor, as 
master of cceremonies, or to deliver the 
“Oracion Republicano” in the evening 
at the plaza, before the burning of the 
"hated Frenchman,” in pflig-y.

MEXICAN -HISTORY.
The independence of Mexico from Spain 
was proclaimed for the first time on the 
night of September 1 ith, 1810, in the 
town of Dolores, State of Giiiinajuate, 
by the curate of the parish, Don Miguel 
Hidalgo, of Costilla, seconded by cap­
tain Ignacio Allatide, Mariana Ahasolo, 
Don Juan Àldoma, and other persons of 
distinction. Thus it is that the old 
parish priest Hidalgo is considered the 
father of liberty, and the Washington of 
Mexico, and the Kith of September ever 
since held in commemoration of their 
independence, altltough it was not 
finally efleeted until the 27th of Septem­
ber, 1821. Hidalgo, when lie raised the 
first cry for liberty, raised on bis flag the 
image of the Virgin of'Guadeloupe ; the 
patron saint of Mexico. This flag may

prior to settling down in profound peace. 
He beheld, instead of the sister republic 
te the south of him, an empire, with a 
usurper on the throne and forty thous­
and French bayonet» bristling around it." 
This was no surprise to I be authorities 
at Washington ; their keen eyes Ifitd 
been watching every movement in Mexi­
co, nor could they look with any degree 
of favor ou the ambitious movements of 
Xapoleon, They iewi staff an maintain­
ing their traditional policy (the Munrue 
doctrine) refusing to consider Maximil­
ian as Emperor, or Mexioo as other than 
a republic. A great deal of correspond­
ence between Vaehiiqÿ.011 and Paris 
ensued. American troops were sent to 
the Mexican frontier to await the results. 
Finally General Schofield was sent to 
France as a special personal envoy to 
the Emperor Napoleon. His diplomat ic 
firmness secured a promise that the 
French troops should be withdrawn, as 
they were, the last -embarking oe the 
lltli of March, 18G7.

The Cincinnati! Enquirer discloses i 
new aies for tbe shoe-buttoner. It is a 
singular fact that nine out of ten of 
“ bums "and tramps brought into the 
station house have on their person a 
shoe-buttoner. No matter whet kind of 
shoes they-weer, still they have one of 
these simple instruments. Lieutenant 
Hambroek decided a week ago to make 
s collectioa of shoe-beUooere taken 

! from the prisoners brought into Bremen 
I Street station. Ia the eereu days they 
numbered eighteen, and. tike yodng 
ladies do with their strings -of buttons, 
he attached them together he has now 
s chain some three feet in length. A pe­
culiar thing is that the ho* end is bent 
into a variety of shapes. This penchant 
for having buttonera attracted the atten­
tion of the detectives long ago, and it 
happened tJ strike some bright-minded 
policeman that the little instrument 
could be made to do the work of a 
skeleton key, as far as the locks in 
common use were concerned. In 
reality, the shoe-buttoner, to all intents 
Mid purposes, was converted into a 
burglar’s tool, and atilf could be readily 
passed off as a necessary implement in 
arranging one’s toilet. The possession 
■of a skeleton key is a serious olieuse 
and carries with it ceoviction of a penal 
term. The law, however, can not regard 
the shoe-buttoner aa a contraband article, 
and still the evil-intending are as well 
fortified with it as with the burglar’s 
favorite tool, since, when properly 
shaped, it does tbe work equally as well. 
The expert can pick a lock with one of 
these little ireu beets with as much facil­
ity as if he had s skeleton key, and yet 
if caught with it in trie possession enjoys 
immunity from tbe statue covering the 
offense. Usually, when one of these in 
struments ia found on a prisoner's person 
ir is thrown away sc perhaps given back 
if the owner ia seleaeed. No doubt in 
the course of a year several hundred are 
taken up by tbe police. The amount of 
theft that eoold <bs traced to them would 
very probably prove startling.

Tralalng Virtues Herses.

A new and very simple method of 
training vicious horses was exhibited in 
West Philadelphia, and the manner in 
which some of the wildest horses were 
subdued was astonishing. The first 
trial was that of a kicking or “buckiiiÿ” 
mare, which her owner said had allowed 
no rider on her back for a period A at 
least five years. She became tame in 
about as many minutes, and allowed 
herself to be ridden about without a 
sign of her former wildness. The means 
by which the result was accomplished 
was a piece of light rope which was 
passed around the front jaw of the mare 
just above the upper teeth, crossed in 
her mouth, and thence secured back of 
her neck. It is claimed that no horse 
will kieic or jump when thus secured, 
and that a horse, after receiving this 
treatment for a few minutes, will aban­
don his vicious ways forever. A very 
simple method was also shown by which 
a kicking horse could be shod. It con­
sisted in connecting the animal's

Erapf Fuuit.

Good stable manure thoroughly n tied 
is the best invigoratur fur grapes ; 
whether organic fertilizes are best for 
health and longevity of the vino is an­
other question. Application of bones 
to the grape-boarder ia of the greatest 
importance, as careful examination of 
the roots will piove. Ground or broken 
bone is preferable to the material in an 
unbroken condition, as it allows of a 
more even distribution and hastens dis­
integration. Grape-roots, however, will 
push a long distance in a straight line t,p 
obtain this much coveted food. Some 
years since, in removing a vine, it was 
found that the roots on one side were 
much stronger than the others, and cur­
iosity as to the cause instigated a careful 
search for the extremeties of feeding- 
root loto. After several feet had been 
uncovered the bones of a dead animal 
were unearthed, but they were so com­
pletely covered with a perfect network 
of small fibres as to fce almost undistin- 
guishable.

These rootlets had penetrated- into ev­
ery crack or inequality <-f the bur.es, 
which evidently had been of great ser­
vice as food to the plant. Beyond ques­
tion iron in the soil is of great benefit 
for coloring the fruit. Iron filings and 
turnings answer an excellent purpose, 
and the effect may be noticeable the first 
season after application. Above all else 
the sweepings of a blacksmith shop have 
given excellent satisfaction, as we then 
secure manure in concentrated form and 
of a variety of constituents—the horse- 
droppings, hoof-parings, iron-tilings, 
etc., combine to firm a powerful fertil­
izer. Perhaps no other plant is more 
quickly benefited by the contents of the 
washqubs every week. It is a mild eo- 
lutioyi of potash and appears to be greed­
ily absorbed at once. A plentiful allow- 
ance of wood-ashes forked in the soil in 
spring pays well in the crop of fruit. It 
may not destroy mildew on the foliage, 
as some claim, but it will certainly in’- 
vigorate the plant.—Josiah Hcopes.

We examined 
life bridges in that section of the boun­
dary, and ordered some email repairs to 
be made. With regard to the new 
bridge to be erected on the boundary 
line between the townships of Grey and 
Elms, the commissioner stated that their 
council waa ready and willing to pay 
one-half the coat of the bridge, and that 
the contract for the said bridge be let 
aa soon aa the boundary was opened and 
made a passible road to the river, suffi­
cient for teems to haul loads. . On the 
29th ef April I examined the bridge on 
the boundary line between Hibbert and 
Tuckeramith, opposite the 3rd con., 
found it unsafe, and ordered some sup­
ports to be put under it. The bridge is 
about 62 feet long between the abut­
ments. The abutments are of stone, 
and quite sufficient for a wooden bridge.
The old floor can be used on a new 
bridge. I would recommend thst it be 
rebuilt as soon as possible, with a cedar 
truss bridge. 1 have reported this 
bridge to the commissioner of Perth. At 
the registry office,Oodench, a small coal- 
house will be required added to the end 
of the one now there, aize about 81x10 
feet. The windows of the courthouse 
need repairing ; there are also some 
little defects in the roof, eave-troughs 
and conducting pipes.

Obituary.—Another landmark gone.
It ia my painful duty at this time to 
chronicle the demise of a much esteemed 
resident of this township, Mr John Sul­
livan, whose death occurred on the 19th 
ult., after a very short illness. Short 
illness, 'tis tree, furnishing another evi­
dence of the uncertainty of human life.

Father 
Boubat, the parish priest, and Or Caisi 
dy, were summoned to the bedside with 
all possible expedition, and the rneleu- 
oholy fact was but too clear, that acute 
indentation was doing its fell work, and 
that the esse was a most serious one. It 
is needless tossy thsttheconsolatien of his 
church was administered to him, fer this 
is the first concern of the Catholic church 
under such circumstance» ; but no medi­
cal science could avert the dissolution 
which was soon to take place, and John 
Sullivan breathed hie last about twelve 
o’clock that same night.

A few words from me in regard to the 
character and life of the departed are 
but a email tribute to the memory 
of so good a man. He was among the 
early settlers in Ashfield ; hence among 
that class of men who have largely con­
tributed to make this country what it is 
today. With great cheerfulness and 
animation, he used to relate incidents »f 
early life in Ashfield, the many difficul­
ties and hardships the people had then 
to contend with, snd with all the plea­
sure they enjoyed while hewing them­
selves a home out of the dense for st. 
With what glow of pleasure did he of.en 
refer to the love of neighbor which actu­
ated every one at that time, and as a* 
outcome of that great virtue, how cheer­
fully each one helped the other. It is 
true that in some instances, as the 
country advances snd individual circum­
stances change, rivalry and envy displace 
that admirable disposition, love of one’s 
neighbor ; hut no such change took place 
in the mind of the subject of these few 
sentence». Attention to the wants of 
others, liberality toward» every good 
cause, rejoicing in the prosperity of his 
neighbor, were hie characteristics to the 
very last. In fact his soul was too pure 
to entertain unworth motives or prompt 
him to perform an unworthy actions, as 
I well can testify.

Last summer he finished a commodious 
brick-house, no doubt expecting to enjoy 
its comforts for some years to come, for 
be was yet in his 59th year ; but forcibly 
the lice which we so often wrote in our 
co,lies in former days, comes to mind, 
“Man proposes but God disposes. “ In 
his demise the church in Ashfield has 
lost a good fnend and liberal supporter ; 
but it is hoped that he enjoys to-day the 
the fruits of hie liberality, “Bread cast 
on the waters." Father Boubat cele­
brated the Requiem Mass on the fun­
eral occasion in the presence of a large 
assembly composed both of Catholics 

- and Protestants ; but the majority were 
excluded owing to the want of room. 
One hundrwfand fifty vehicles formed a 
part of the funeral procession, and not­
withstanding the suddenness of the oc­
casion the attendance was very large, 
marking in some degree the estimation 
in which the deceased was held. The 
scene in the cemetry wee very affecting 
both priest and people were visibly over­
come by emotions of deep sorrow on con 
signing the remains to their bet resting 
place, and fervently was the prayer ut 
tered, and fervently will It continue to 
be uttered and thought, for his memory 
will long remain green in the mind 
of bis acquaintances. Requiescat in 
pace. Testis

A delicious shortcake of buttermilk i 
pancake batter is made by soaking of j 
wheat flour in a pint of buttermilk over 
night and adding in the morning a tea 
spoonful of sugar, a teaspoon!ul of ealUji 
two tables pool» fols of melted butter an<8 
a teaspoonful of soda. Beat these ingre­
dients together thoroughly ; fry in cakes 
the size of a dinner plate. Spread a 
layer of crushed strawberries, sugar and 
cream between the cakes, and use these 
layers or cakes for each shortcake.

A strawberry charlotte is an especially 
delicious summer dessert. Line a high

PEOH CLAEKEviuusly packed in ice and salt, using to 
pack it about three quarts of salt to ten 
quarts of fine crushed ice, or twice as 
much salt asis used in freezing cream. 
But on the cover of the mould, coat it 
with a little melted suet on the edge to 
prevent the ice water soaking in, and 
cover the entire mould with salt and ice. 
Set away for six hour. When ready to 
serve dip in ordinary temperature, not 
in warm water, and turn out.

A strawberry souffle is another dainty 
dish which is easily prepared. Cover 
th In ttora of an earthen pudding dish 
witn strawberries and sugar, pour over a 
souffle composed of the yolks of three 
eggs beaten with three tablespoonfuls of 
powdered sugar and six whitoa of eggs 

, beaten to a very dry stiff froth, and stir 
in gently with • rotary motion. Turn 
this mixture over the strawberries after 
buttering slighly the sides of the dish, 
and bake in a moderate oven such as 
one would use for rich cake for fifteen or 
twenty minutes. When the souffle is 
risen and trowned, serve at once or it 
will fall.

Breeerved or canned strawberries may 
be used in nearly all the recipes given, 
and certainly there is no fruit more 
worthy the housekeeper s skill in pre­
serving and canning than the strawberry. 
These two processes are so often con­
founded in books and at hyme that we 
will give the directions for both methods. 
For canning or preserving select the 
choicest fruit, which should be thorough­
ly ripe and dry. Du not use the berries 
which grow near the ground and become 
so aandy that they must be washed. 
For canned strawberries take the fresh 

1 unwashed fruit and alter hulling it place 
it in the can, filling each can. Set the 
cans in hot water and pour over them at 
once a light syrup. This is made by

• allowing a cup of sugar to two of water 
for each jar, and boiling it for ten 
minutes rapidly. As soon as the straw-

i berries are covered with syrup screw on 
the tops of the jars loosely without the 

■ rubbers, and set them on a wooden 
frame in a boiler of warm water. Put 
towels between them to prevent knock­
ing together while boiling. Cook the 
fruit in this way for twenty minutes 
after the water begins to boil. When 
done remove each jar carefully, take off 
the cover, put on the rubber, fill them 
up to the top with fresh syrup, and re 
place the covers, screwing them up as 

i tightly as possible. Tighten them again 
when cold.

For preserved strawberries use three 
quarters of a pound of sugar t • a pound 
of fruit. Heat tha sugar slowly with 
one-third the fruit, washing t to draw 
out the juice Strain the syrup thus 
formed and clarify it with the white and 
crushed shell |of so egg <’a k the re­
mainder of the fruit in this syrup, cook­
ing a tew of the berries at a lime and 
placing them in the jars us they are 
cooked ; it will take about ten minutes 
for each quantity, evoked. When all 
dfine fill up the jars jgrith syrup, put on 
the rubber end screw ut> se tight es 
possible. It is wise to keep a sharp

positively injurious. The use of salera 
lus and turpentine, which is ao popular 
an agent among horsemen, are not al 
ways the proper remedies To make 
use of the former, being an anti-acid, it 
is supposed to combine with tile free 
acid in the digestive organs, and thus 
neutralize it, but if its use is persisted 
in, it will injure the mucous membrane 
of the stomach Turpentine is a power 
ful irritant, and it should never be.made 
use of except by those who understand 
its action, and neutralize it by mixing it 
with linseed oil. The following has been 
used with good results, and can be re­
commended as safe and efficacious ; sul­
phuric ether, 12 2 oza.. oil of pepper 
ment, 2 ounces ; water, lfi ounces. Mix 
and shake well before giving. If not re 
lieved, give again in half an hour, gna 
an injection composed of soap suds to 
be thrown into the rectum.

Dr N. Rowe, of Chicago, gives the 
following as the best simple remedy for 
colic, or gripes without flatulence, give 
h:m a dose of whiskey, say from two to 
four ounces, that being generally handy ; 
or a strong dose of peppertnent or spear­
mint tee, hot ; but if a drug store is 
near, give from one to two ounces each 
laudanum and spirits of nitre ; repest 
the dose in half sit hour if necessary. 
If it is flstuient colic, the horse bloated 
with gas», givg a teaspomiful of saleratus 
in half a pint of warm enter, repeit 
it in tell minutes'; if this docs no good, 
giVeKh onnee of turpentine in a half 
s pirit dt linseed oil; or you may give 
half pint of cu’d water. I-i addition to 
the sibove directions, in all cases give 
warm water injections, and let the horse 
remain quiet, allowing him to ro'l if lie 
■Wants, to give friction to the belly, and 
give soft feed and rest afterward for a 
day or two.

The Massac'insetU Ponjhmem recom­
mends salt, and as this is known among 
housekeepa as useful for colic, we give 
rhat the writer stya: “Spread a tea­
cupful upon the back of the animal over 
the kidneys ami loins, and keep it satur­
ated from twenty to thirty minutes, or 
longer if necessary. If the attack is 
severe, drench with salt water. I have 
a valuable hull, weighing nineteen or 
twenty hundred pound», which had a 
severe attack of colic a year ago last 
summer. I applied salt to his back as 
above, and it being difficult to drench, 

put a wooden bit into his mouth, 
keeping it open about two inches, and 
spread salt upon his tongue, which, to­
gether with the salt on bis back, relieved 
him at oiice, and within a very abort 
time équilibreur appeared fully restor­
ed. I have for several years past 
vuocesafully applied this treatment to 
other animals in my herd.

An effieer who commanded artillery 
during the late wer used the following 
simple remedy for colic in horses, whicb 
he has tried with perfect success in hun­
dreds of cases : Rub the horse well be­
tween the fore legs and around the girth 
with spirits of turpentine. Immediate 
relief follows.

Another remedy is the following : 
Take rone good home made soap, and 
suds ; then take a quart bottle, fill it, 
and drench the horse. Sometimes as 
much as a half-gallon may be needed.

waa not surprised to hear the people in 
that place were troubled with malaria 
and almost every other disease human 
beings are heir to. A lady said that for 
years she took cold so easily life was a 
harden. She weather-listed ail her 

indows, and even stuffed cotton in the 
keyholes, and always wore heavy furs 
when she went out in winter. The 
more she tried to guard against colds 
the worse she grew, till finally she hed 
11stay within doors for weeks at a time. 
Then she turned over a new leaf. The 
window of her bedroom was left down at 
the top, and w çonhnued though the 
noblest weather. At Uat she «raid sleep 
comfortably with the wind blowing 
right across her bed. She went out 
every day, fair weather or foul, and 
cessed to swathe her neck in many 
fo'dt. She now can get through the 
coldest winter without being a prisoner 
to the house, or even cstching cold. 
Mothers do not consider health enough 
in the bed rooms. They are often small, 
carpeted, and crowded with furniture.
It is such a nuisance to sweep auch cramp­
ed quarters that is let go for weeks. 
Dust collects under the bed, ornamented 
perhaps with its silken craxy qui't and 
elegant lace pillow-shams, and tito one 
window is kept tightly closed. Then 
the mother wonders why the baby should 
catch cold so easily and have a cruupy 
cough. The most healthful way is to 
have no carpet, but Wats in front of bed 
and bureau, and have the floor wipen 
over every week. Heavy curtains should 
be abolished. Lot nothing impede the 
sun sod air coming in for hours every 
morning, A celebrated doctor says ;

If it ia desirable to straighten a horn 
you may frequently scrape with a piece 
of glass, or a knife, the hollow side 
which will cause it to grow faster on tl at 
side ; but in that case it must not be 
■craped deeply, for then it becomes 
weaker on that side, and will be turned 
towards the weaker tide. Some scrape 
the side towards which they wish to turn 
the horn quite thin, and then scrape the 
opposite side jeet enough to make it 
grow faster, and that will turn it toward 
the thinly scraped side. If you wish to 
turn a horn up, scrape on the under aide 
just enough te make it grow faster on 
that aide. A very barbarous way to 
turn a horn is sometimes practiced, by 
■earing with a hot iron on that side 
toward which the horn ia to be turned. 
This prevents the growth of the horn on 
that side, and the growth upon the 
other aide turns the hem. The borna 
may be polished by rubbing them with 
fine sand paper, and then with pumice 
■tone, and then oiling thepi. But this 
artificial manipulation of home is seldom 
necessary. The horns of well-fed cattle 
will grow in comely ihape if let alone.

The hair ie sometimes oiled to give i; 
a glossy appearance, but the best gloss

appro­
priate feeding. Nature, under proper 
conditions,does this work best.

The buffalo 
beetle is seldom found about the house 
except while laying its eggs It does 
not eat carpets, but feeds upon the J 
pollen of the spire» and other plants.

is a hairy grub about half an inch long, I 
similar in appearance to a small cater- ! 
pillar, and It easily hides in the fuz of 
the carpet.

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INSTITUTE MEETING

The Teacnur* of W eettiuruo Hold 
*h«>ir Semi Annual Meeting

The ivvulur semi-huhmi! Teachers In, 
•titule uf West Hurnn was held in Exe­
ter, June iltli and 10th. The lirst day’s 
proceedings began at 10 a m., the Presi­
dent, Mr Geo. W. Holman, presiding- 
As soon as the members had assembled 
the meeting was opened with devotional 
exercises by Mr A. Todd. On account 
of the absence of the Secretary, MrS. P. 
Halls, B A . of Goderich, Mr F, Crass- 
wellor was elected sec y pro. tem. The 
minutes ot the previous meeting were 
then read and adopte af,er which Mr 
Gregory H. Tom was appointed minute 
reporter by the Institute. The roll was 
called by the Inspector, and thirty four 
teachers answered to their names. The 
business proceedings of the day were 
opened hy the president, after which Mr 
Houston, M. A., Parliamentary Lihrar 
itn, proceeded with the subject of Eng­
lish Philology. He showed that the 
term Philology embraced the two divi- 

plions, the meaning of words and forms 
of words, the latter comprehending both 
the sounded word and written word. 
Taking into account this scope of the 
subject he pointed out the necessity of 
dealing with it from the beginning of a 
child's school life. It is quite evident 
that children understand the meaning of 
many words when they enter school and 
also the mode of forming them into sen­
tences, and the first duty of a teacher is 
to see that children use these words in a 
proper sense. He attached no import­
ance to the system of memorizing synon­
yms, as no two words have exactly the 
same meaning, and pupils could not, as a 
rule, remember synonyms when learned 
out ol the ordinary course of school 
work. Hu showed hy imnierrus exam­
ples how lessons of profit and interest 
could be derived from the history of 
word meaning and in tracing the changea 
of meaning from one stage of the lang­
uage to another. He showed also the 
remarkable change which had taken 
place in the forms uf English words and 
that underlying this change was the 
“law of phonetic decay" or the naturà! 
tendency of attempting to sound 
words as easily as possibly. He next 
proceeded with ‘word composition" show­
ing that the original unit of language 
■must have been a sentence, not a word 
tie showed by numerous examples that 
words had been so combined as not only 
to change their forms hut also to 
change their ineanirgs, and that ill 
our prefixes and suffixes were 
once significant words which have 
•been shorn of pert of their meaning and 
form. In teaching Philology the teacher 
must take the common English words 
found in our readers and lead pupils 
through the different changes in form 
and meaning and not use a system of 
memorizing roots, prefixes, See. A 
short time was taken up in discussion on 
the subject after which the meeting ad­
journed until afternoon. The afternoon 
meeting was taken up with discussion on 
the the system* of uniform promotion 
Exams. : Mr, J. E. Tom I. P. 8., opened 
the discussion on the subject pointing 
out some of the reasons fur adopting the 
«fstem. The discussion occupied a con­
siderable length of time after which it 
was decided to hold Exams, twice in the 
year, in March and October. Exam, 
papers are to be prepared by the In­
spector and two other persons selected 
by him who reside outside the inspec­
torate. Pupils who obtain twenty five 
per cent in each subject and fifty per 
cent on the total will be promoted to 
higher classes The teacher shall ex­
amine the papers of his own pupils, sub, 
ject to s revision of the papers by a coin, 
mittee of five to be appointed by the In­
stitute.

In the evening a concert and lecture 
took place in Drew's Opera House which 
was well attended. The President of 
Institute opened the pregramme of the 
evening by s few pithy remark! and 
then introduced to the audience the 
“Exeter Glee Club" who rendered’ in 
their usual excellent style—“Weme on 
the winning side." Miss Joluuton was 
then sailed upon and delighted the 
audience with a solo entitled “The Ingle 
Side," after which the Gidley and 
Eacrett quartette favored the audience 
with an instrumental. The lecturer of 
the evening. Mr Houston, M. A. was 
then called upon to deliver hie lecture 
op “Educational Maxims.’’ He point­
ed out that men had always been ac- 
oustomed to express themselves by the 
use of maxims and had been fond of 
quoting the maxims of other learned 
men. He quoted remarks made on 
Education by eueh great men as Milton, 
Palay, Aristotle and others showing that 
thy object ef Education should be to fit 
a person to perform justly and all
the duties of life both private and pub­
lic, and should deal with the intellectual, 
physical, moral, and esthetic natures of 
a man. He maintained that all practi 
cal education was also intellectual and 
believed that the time w.uild come when 
every system of education would be far 
more practical and even manual than it 
now is. Turning then self culture,

- and quoting the old maxim ‘The pro­
per study of mankind|is man he main­
tained that we should he earnest sod di­
ligent. in self-education as the knowing 
of ourselves thoroughly was the only 
means by which we could appreciate the 
natures of other people. The means of 
self-culture is to be derived principally 
through books and a good book was a far 
|letter source of knowledge than any 
lecturer. During a school education a 
taste for reading should be inculcated in 
the children. ' Speaking of the amount 
of novel reading in our day he believed 
that it would be conferring a great boon 
on humanity if this state could be turn 
ed into a proper course. The lecturer 
laid great stress on the education by the 
mother at home. He maintained that a 
«hild learns more real knowledge during 
the first five years of life than is ever 
acquitted afterward*. The mother has 
more influence in developing the intel­
lectual moral and poetic tastes of the 
child than all other persons or associa­
tions. Hence the great necessity ol 
paying more attention to the education

of women. The lecturer then wound op 
hi» able and profitable discourse, show­
ing the prominent part woman was 

i taking in the civilization of our world 
' and maintaining that if we wish to civi­

lize speedily heathen nations we must 
send among them vhristian sud ednested 
women.

Mias Johnston was then called upon 
j tiie second time, and rendered in super 

Kir style “O, whistle and I'll come to you 
my lad," after which she was very heart­
ily encored, to which she responded in 
her usual excellent style. The Gidley 
and Eacrett quartette then took the plat­
form again and gave an instrumental, of 
which the audience manifested their ap­
preciation by a very hearty encore which 
waa not, responded to. Although the 
programme had been of considerable 
length all were delighted to bear an 
nounced that the Exeter Glee Club 
would give the closing piece. Then was 
rendered in no small deg the of excellence 
“Stumptown. ” By the numerous 
smiling faces and the glee which tilled 
the whole hall it could be easily seen 
that the Exeter Glee Club fulfils the pur­
pose for which it was organized. As 
soon as “Stumptown" was concluded, 
the hall resounded with the clapping of 
hand, stamping of feet, and the usual 
whistle of the small boy giving vent to 
his emotions. Votes of thanks were 
then tendered to the “Exeter Glee Club, 
"the Band, all the other musicians and 
to the lecturer of the evening, after 
which the meeting was ended with—God 
save the Queen.

On Friday morning Mr. Houston took 
up the subject of English composition. 
It was defined as the art of expressing 
ourselves in speech. The child is an ex­
pert in composition when he enters 
school and the teaching of composition 
nocessarily begins as soon as the child 
comes in contact with the teacher at 
school, and the pupil has simply to be 
trained to express himself in better En­
glish. First find out how the pupil ex­
presses himself, then teach him to ex­
press himself more correctly. Hence 
the nonsense ef using text books for 
young pupils ; what is wanted is prac­
tice and correction. As we speak so 
much more than we write we ought to 
give much more attention to spoken 
then to written composition. If a man 
speaks correct Englsh he will almost un­
iversally write correct English, but the 
unntrary is not true, hence the necessity 
of giving prominence to spoken compo­
sition. Hence the first rule of the 
teacher should be to use correct English 
himself, and the second to correct all 
errors in the speech of the children. 
The proper place to detect these errors 
is on the play ground and the most 
practical way to correct them is to use 
them for class exercises.

On taking up written composition Mr 
Houston said the pupil should be train­
ed to write, not print, immediately on 
coming to school and to express his own 
thoughts, not the thoughts of others. In 
teaching written composition first select 
a subject ; next see that the pupils bare 
ideas on this subject which may be ascer­
tained by questioning them. Now give 
them an opportunity of writing these, 
not on slates, but on paper from the 
beginning. Next comes the correction 
of these compositions which should be 
done on the blackboard. The method 
of correcting these mistakes is the point 
of greatest difficulty with teachers. A 
system must be found out which will 
give the teacher an opportunity of cor­
recting all the compositions in the class 
and yet get give abundant practice to 
pupils by having compositions written 
frequently. Mr Houston said he had 
tried different systems and after years 
of experience he had concluded that the 
following method was by far the most 
satisfactory. Each pupil should be pro­
vided with a book which should be kept 
by the teacher the same as copy books, 
into which the compositions are to be 
written euccesnvily and preserved. This 
book is not to be marked either by 
teacher or pupil. For the first exercise 
in correction the teacher should read 
over about half a-dozen of these books, 
select the mistakes, and have them dis­
cussed in class, not allowing the pupils 
to know whose mistakes are used. For 
the secend exercise in correction read 
half-a-dozen different books, always 
reading all the compositions not pre­
viously corrected. In this way a teach­
er can get over all the books about once 
a month. It is well to have a second 
composition on each ybject as soon as 
it has been taken as an exercise in class 
whether all compositions on this subject 
have been corrected or not, and a mark- 

fed improvement will be noticed in each 
pupil. The teacher should allow the 
pupil to find out his own mistakes but 
if a mistake is repeated speak to that 
pupil about it privately. The teacher 
should pay attention to the more impor­
tant marks in punctuation iu correcting 
these exercises.

After the discussion on composition 
Mr Houston proceeded with English 
grammar Grammar was defined the 
science which investigates the process by 
which words which do not mean any­
thing or which make no assertions, can 
be made to do something Grammar is 
one of the best trainers of the mind and 
is an inductive science. It is generally 
taken up in our text books by nkming 
first the parts of speech, then dealing 
with the inflections of these. If we wish 
to make our pupils good grammarians 
we must begin with statements and in­
vestigate these and consequently all 
grammars constructed on the old princi­
pal are wrongly constructed. Grammar 
should be begun in the second clsss^snd 
be proceeded with analytically Com­
mence with an easy, simple sentence and 
get the pupils to see that there are twu 
elements iu a sentence, that which is 
spoken about, and what is said about it. 
The next step is to get out that particu­
lar word which is the mere object of 
thought, and then all the modifying ex 
pressions. In this way we get all the 
notional parts of speech except the pro­
noun, which may be considered as s 
general and not a particular noun. This 
process uf analysis should bo frequently 
used in school! Mr Houston would 
embrace in, grammar only whit "is gen­
erally embraced in syntax. In speaking 
on the correction of errors, Mr Houston 
ssid, we should be guided by the usage 
of our best authors. Underlying the 
correction of errors there are three prin­
cipals. 1st, symmetry, used in detect­
ing errors in the use of “either or," &c. 
2nd, fl#ur common sense, by which we 
detect errors in the use of “only" <ic,

' 3rd, redundancy or sufficiency.

At the i pening of the F iJry af a * 
noon session Mr G W Holman was ap­
pointed by the Institute to rejr sent the 
inspectorate at the Provincial Assoc » - 
tion. Mr George Baird then took ■ p 
the subject of measureation, dividing i 
into two branches, surfaces and solids 
In dealing with surfaces we hare length 

• and breadth and to find the aie.i of

I Baird explained hi w the rati" between 
| the circumference uf a circle and its1 
diameter is found and by apparatus 
showed that the area of a circle is half 
the diamater multiplied by half the cir­
cumference. Proceeding to solids Mr 
Baird gave the following rule for find­
ing the volume of any solid. Find- the 
atea of the base, four times the area of 
the middle section, area of the upper 
surfaces, add these together and divide 
the sum by six, then multiply the 
quotient hy the perpendicular height. 
He then applied this rule to the different 
rules give in text books. The following 
resolution was then passed :—Resolved 
that the members of the Institute convey 
to Mr George Baird jr., their rejjret at 
at the loss of so able and active a mem­
ber of this association by his rtpioval 
from among us and at the same’ time 
their pleasure in hearing of his appoint­
ment to a position of trust and respon­
sibility at St Pauls. Mr Houston then 
spoke during the remainder of the after­
noon session on English Literature. He 
pointed out the characteristics which 
distinguish poetry from prote, viz, metre, 
suoliniiiiity, assonance, poetic license its 
beauty of inner nature, the last by far 
the most important. In general the 
taste for poetry is born in a person. In 
making poetical selections the element of 
beauty should be the great essential, 
as we cannot appreciate a work of art or 
nature by seeing only a part of it so we 
cannot appreciate a poem by leading 
only selected passages. Hence in set­
ting limits for examination the whole 
poem should be taken. Mr. Houston 
considered that this element of beauty 
was most 'predominant1 in Wordsworth 
and he quoted several passages to illus­
trate it. The main object of search in 
studying poetry should be to git at the 
beauty. He did not believe in paraph­
rasing poetry as. it spoiled the beauty 
and the better the poetry, the worse the 
parap hrnsing, and its only justification 
is to find cut whether pupils understand 
the meaning or not. The proper method 
of teaching a piece tf poetry is to get 
the pupils to read it through without 
any explanation and after a thorough 
reading find out how the pupils appre­
ciate it by questioning. Mr. Hcustcm 
considered helps and annotated texts ns 
hinderances, and all references and side 
work should be made a very subordinate 
matter. A hearty vote of thanks was 
then tendered to Mr. Houston for the 
jible and interesting manner in which he 
had presented his subjects before the 
Institute, for the amount of interest he 
had aroused in the minds of all present 
and for the useful instruction he had 
imparted. Tne meeting then adjourned 
until the fall term.
