George's was made a diocese and Bis­
hop McNeil became Bishop of St. 
George’s.

As a mechanic, student, teacher, 
professor, editor, priest and Bishop, 
the history of the prelate has been a 
series of brilliant successes. He is 
a profound thinker, a careful > and 
wise administrator, an accomplished 
linguist, an astronomer and a dis: 
tinguished Latin and French scholar.

As a mathematician and astronomer 
and a French scholar Bishop McNeil 
fcs admitted by all to have no equal in- 
Nova Scotia, and few in all Qanada.

In connection with his appointment is 
the fact that his co-worker at St. 
Francis Xavier " College, Antigonish, 
from 1880 to 1890, Rt. Rev. Dr. Alex­
ander McDonald, was appointed Bis­
hop of .Victoria, B. C„ about four years 
ago.

Dr. McDonald is also a native 
Cape Breton, and a world-famed 
writer on theological questions.

mnfiths have, in my opinion, so low­
ered,the lecture platform and the great 
accomplishment for which the world 
has been working for 400 years that, 
personally, I would rather not lecture 
at ail.

Political Outlook at Home
A straight victory. for Balfour, the 

Peers and Tariff Reform seems out of 
the question on the returns which are 
in at present As little has been heard 
from Ireland, Scotland and Wales, Mr. 
Balfour must be prepared for a big 
set-off from these three countries 
against the gains he has obtained and 
he may yet obtain in England.

He has failed to shake the free 
trade representation of Manchester 
and Salford, and most significant of 
all he has lost Grimsby, which was 
represented by the most strenuous 
and popular Tariff Reform orator in 
the Unionist party. Sir George 
Doughty, who had been returned for 
Great Grimsby four times in succes­
sion, and has been the platform man 
most in request at bye-elections since 
1906.

The Unionist party had to gain 168 
seats to make even a tie with a combi­
nation of the other three parties, and 
to gain 200 seats to obtain a small 
working majority of 60 odd. The net 
Unionist gains on Saturday appear to 
be 15, the difference between the gross 
Unionist gains of 18, and the gross 
Liberal gains of 3 seats. Even should 
this rate of gain continue, which is 
extremely doubtful, as Scotland, Ire­
land and Wales have yet to poll, the 
total net Unionist gain would be 105. 
This gain added to the 167 seats they 
held in the last parliament would 
give them a total of 272, placing them 
in a minority of 126 against the anti-

The 
weather throughout the district was 
clear and the party workers made 
every effort to bring out the voters. 
Seven more Unionists became mem­
bers of the new Parliament to-day 
without contests, the Liberals as 
usual offering no opposition to the re­
turn of members from thet hree Uni­
versities at Oxford, Cambridge and 
Dublin, and of Speaker Lowther, mem­
ber for Penrith.

LONDON, Jan. 15.

The popular vote went strongly 
against the Liberals. Members of 
that party who hold seats won them 
to-day by majorities ranging from 30 
to 60 per cent, below their majorities 
in 1906, except in a few boroughs 

' where special conditions figured in 
the campaign. The popular votes 
polled by the Liberals for the 12 Lon­
don seats show a stronger hold on 
power than in the provinces. The 
majority of the London boroughs 
were labor districts. Of these the 
Unionists carried 5, these being cap­
tured from the Liberal’s column but 
by .small margins. Manchester and 
Birmingham gave heavy Unionist 
gains. Birmingham has been strong­
ly Conservative, largely the result of 
Joseph Chamberlain’s crusade for 
protection, and to-day the Unionists 
carried the city solidly by increased 
majorities, nearly 8,000 larger than In 
1906. In Manchester the Unionists 
incerased their votes, for while the 
Liberals still bavé 5 of the 6 seats, 
the Liberal majorities were decreased 
nearly 9,000. The most sweeping 
change in London was in Fudham 
Borough where the middle class popu­
lation went enthusiastically for Tar­
iff Reform, giving W. Payes Fisher, 
the Unionist candidate, a majority of 
2,000 in this borough. In the last 
election the seat went liberal by 600. 
Devenport, where the big navy issue 
was fought out, the Liberal majority 
was 1,300 and returned two Unionists 
by 500—Sir J. Jackson and Sir C.- 
Kinloch Cocke. W. Joynson Hicks, 
the Unionist, 'who beat Winston 
Churchill in the Manchester bye-elec­
tion of 1908, loses his seat to Sir G. 
Kemp, liberal, by 783. The Rt. Hon. 
G. A. Wyndham, who will be Governor 
General of Canada if the Unionists 
take on the Government, carried his 
seat by a slightly increased majority. 
The Liberals took away 1,000 votes 
from Sir Gilbert Parker in the 
Gravesend District, but he retained 
his seat as a Unionist. The most ex­
citing scene of the campaign occurred 
at Grimsby where a menacing crowd 
threatened David Lloyd-George, com­
pelling him to flee from the hall, 
where he had been speaking, under 
police protection, much the same as 
he was driven from a Pro-boer meet­
ing at Birmingham during the South 
African war when he made his es­
cape disguised In a policeman's uni­
form. Part of the provocation for the 
hoslllty shown towards him was 
caused by the Chancellor's unusual 
course In addressing the voters on 
polling day, which has never been 
seen before In England and which is 
considered by many to lie unconstitu­
tional.

THE LIBERALS CANNOT STAND 
ALONE.

LONDON, Jan. 16.
Sunday has given a welcome re­

spite from the strenuous work at the 
election stations and an opportunity 
of oàlm reflection over the prospects 
of both parties striving to gain control 
of the Government. The utmost the 
Unionists dare to expect that the 
Liberal majority will be so reduced in 
the next Parliament a» to place the 
Liberals at the mercy of the National­

ists. It must be remembered that Mr. 
Balfour, leader of the Opposition in 
th&. House of Commons, in a speech 
gome days ; ago, said that the great 
political issues now in question, would 
not be settled by one election and per­
haps not by two. An estimate made 
to-day after careful calculation by a 
well informed Unionist based oh 
Saturday's pollings gives the Liberals 
and "Laborites a clear majority of 90 
or 100 over all parties which would 
provide the Liberal Government with 
a good working majority. Many of the 
Unionists, however, are lees despond­
ent. They do not believe that the 
Liberals will finish the election with 
so good a record as this.

HOW THE PARTIES STAND.

Condensed Air Baths.
Patients in an Air-Tight Boiler-Plate 

Room.
At a time when so much original 

redfeâreh work Is being done in con­
nection with the effect of high at­
mospheric pressures on the human 
body it is interesting: to learn that a 
the Brompton Hospital for Lung Dis­
ease a hi^b-pressure ’air treatment is 
in use.

Recently the secretary of the hos­
pital explained the treatment. The 
apparatus, which consists of an air­
tight boiler-plate room fitted with 
chairs and electric light, is large 
enough comfortably to contain four 
patients at the same time. The treat­
ment is chiefly used for patients suf­
fering from asthma,^ bronchitis anil 
emphysema.

During the treatment, which lasts 
two hours, the patients may play 
cards or draughts or read, though 
general conversation is forbidden us 
being too tiring. The patient walks 
in through a heavy iron door, which 
is then closed and sealed. Air is then 
pumped in gradually by means of a 
steam pump until the pressure is 
about 25 lbs. to the square inch, or 
two-thirds of an atmosphere above 
the normal.

After being kept at this height for 
an hour the air is gradually allowed 
to escape, the reduction taking about 
half an hour. There are numerous 
heavy plate glass portholes In the 
walls through which the attendants 
can observe the patietits inside.

“The effect obtained,” the attendant 
In charge of the apparatus explained, 
“is practically that of breathing con­
densed air. A course consists of 
about twenty-five baths, three a week 
being the rule. Whether the Increas­
ed air pressure really expands the 
tiny tubes and air cells In the lungs, 
or whether the benefit la derived from 
the Increased oxygen absorbed from 
the denser air, many patient* are un­
doubtedly helped by the treatment. 
One private asthma patient has come 
up from Yorkshire regularly every 
season for many years to’ take a 
course of the baths. He says they 
set Iflm up for the whole year."

Croutons for soup are most easily 

made by cutting stale bread about 
half an Inch thick, buttering it thickly 
on both sides, cutting In half inch 
squares, and baking In the oven until 
brown.

In cooking broilers all the Juice 
Is saved and much of the flavor other­
wise lost Is retained by completely 
brushing over the fowl with olive oil 
before submitting it to the flames.

To keep an Iron sink In good con­
dition, scrub it once or twice a week 
with soap and kerosene. Every night 
put a little chloride of lime over the 
strainer, and pour through it a kettle 
of boiling water.

Paradise cement is ordinary fudge 
made with more than the usual 
amount of several kinds of nuts, 
ground very fine, and the white of an 
egg beaten light and incorporated af­
ter the mass has been stirred to a 
cream.

There is nothing better for clean­
ing copper utensils than hot vinegar, 
salt and milk. Take a cupful of warm 
milk, add a quarter of a cupful of 
hot vinegar and a tablespoonful of 
salt, Rub on hard with a flannel 
rag.

Worn brooms or whisks may be 
dipped into hot water and the uneven 
edges trimmed with shears, and then 
dipped in cold water and all water 
shaken out. This makes the straws 
harder and the trimming makes the 
brush almost as good as new.

Titne and patience may be saved 
when putting cotton into quilts if the 
cotton is first rolled about an ordi­
nary yard stick. Spread the cotton 
out on a large table or the floor, roll 
on the stick, then transfer to the quilt 
foundation and unroll.

To clean straw matting, put three 
pints of bran in two quarts of 
and boll. When It Is nearly 
wash the matting with it, and after­
ward dry it well with a clean cloth. 
Add a little salt to the water for 
matting and vinegar for red.

Piloff of chicken livers is an excel­
lent dish for luncheon. Boll the 
ers until tender and put In 
dish lined with rice. Put a 
rice over the top and turn thi 
out Into the dish In which It 
served. Cover with a rich 
sauce.

While kerosene is now generally 
recognized as better than any drug 
store or barber shop preparation for 
the hair, it is not generally known 
that crude oil is better still. Used 
once a week, It will destroy dandruff 
and promote a fine growth of hair.

To Iron a handkerchief so that the 
corners will come out exactly even 
and square, iron It out flat, then fold 
its lower corners back almost to the 
upper corners, leaving a little space. 
Then, when the second fold is made, 
the corners will push up and be ex­
actly even.

Cauliflower fried in deep fat is de­
licious, and also a pretty dish. The 
vegetable should be boiled about half 
done, and the flowers then broken 
apart" and each" dipped in a thin flour 
and egg batter, then cooked in deep 
fat and sprinkled with salt before 
serving.

For fruit granite, run equal parts 
of dates, figs and English walnuts 
through a grinder. Then knead the 
mixture on a board sprinkled with 
confectioners’ sugar until it is firm.

Dreadnoughts Canal.
Expert Views of the Forth-to-Clyde 

Project
“We are naturally very delighted 

with the suggestion of the Canal Com­
mission that the Government should 
be approached to see how much mon­
ey they will give towards the project­
ed canal to carry Dreadnoughts be­
tween the Forth and the Clyde. 
My association will certainly take 
steps very early toward ascertaining 
this most important point.”

This was the statement of Admiral 
Sir "Charles Campbell, the honorary 
secretary of the Mid-Scotland (Forth- 
to-Clyde) Canal Association. “We are 
quite prepared to start. Estimates 
have been prepared, contractors ap­
proached, and we could start to-mor­
row—If we had the money !

“The cost has been estimated at 
£20,000,000, but with recent inven­
tions in boring machinery which are 
now available a saving of quite ten 
per cent, on that quotation can be 
effected. If the Government will guar­
antee three per cent. Interest on the 
capital required during the time of 
construction, the whole of the money 
needed would be subscribed to-mor­
row. It only means diverting the In­
terest on the Suez Canal shares for 
one year and the thing would 
done. But if the Goverhment would 
find half the capital. I think there 
would be no difficulty about the other 
half. The canal will be quite self- 
supporting when once It Is opened.”

The Largest 
Concert Hall.

The Royal Albert in London, Where 
12,000 Can Be Accommodated.

Besides being the grandest salon in 
Europe, the Royal Albert Hall, where 
Mr. Asquith opened his campaign, 
rightly lays claim to being the largest 
concert hall In the world, says Tit- 
Bits. The building was commenced 
in 1867, took fourteen years to com­
plete, and cost exactly $1,000,000.

The hall can afford accommodation 
for between 10,000 and 11,000, but on 
the occasion of Sims Reeves’ farewell 
concert, 12,200 persons found accom­
modation under the huge glass roof. 
This number included 5,200 who were 
allowed to walk about the grand 
promenade near the roof. This num­
ber has since been declared to be the 
danger limit, and not more than 3,000 
are now permitted on the promenade.

The Albert Hall was erected from 
the part of the profits of the famous 
1851 exhibition, the rest of the money 
being raised by subscription. It was 
arranged that every subscriber of 
$500 should be entitled to a private 
seat, which belongs to the subscriber 
until the lease of 999 years Is com­
pleted. " For $1,000 they had the right 
to a pair of seats; for $2,500, five stalls 
of a box of five seats, and for $5,000, 
a grand tier box holding ten. The 
late Queen Victoria subscribed $10,- 
000 and had two grand tier boxes, 
which were converted into one. This 
is now the royal box. The King, 
when Prince of Wales, also bought 
a grand tier box, which is now the 
private property of the Prince of 
Wales.

There are about 1,300 of these pri­
vate seats, and the owners can do 
just what they like with them—use 

■ them, lend .them to their friends, or 
sell them—but they are liable, how­
ever, to an annual ' seat rate not ex­
ceeding $10 for upkeep. The owners 
can only be excluded at private meet­
ings where the public are not admit­
ted by payment.

These seats are not regarded as an 
Investment, although they are fre­
quently in the market for sale. The 
stalls may realize anything from $175 
to $250 each. The late Duke of Edin­
burgh’s box on the grand tier fetched 
$2,250.

The charge for engaging the Royal 
Albert Hall for a concert, afternoon 
or evening, is $375, inclusive of all 
expenses, such as lighting, attendants, 
sale of tickets, police and a staff of 
fifty gentlemen who act as honorary 
stewards. These stewards are busi­
ness gentlemen, and include barris­
ters, solicitors, stock brokers, bank­
ers, etc., who do the work simply for 
the love of the thing. The sum men- =■ 
tioned, however, does not include the 
use of the freedom seats mentioned 
previously. If every seat is required 
for a private meeting the rent would 
be $750.

The big organ is known as the sec­
ond largest in the world. It has five 
manuals and ten thousand five hun­
dred pipes, some forty feet long and 
two feet in diameter, and some of the 
size only of a straw. It also has four 
keyboards and one hundred and twen­
ty stops. It is blown by wind sup­
plied by two engines of 14 horse­
power each. The hall and offices are 
heated by steam, and there are over 
twenty-four miles of hot water pipes 
in the building.
