To-test Solignum as a preservative for Wood inst the at-
tacks of Worms, we tried a piece cf 2 x 4 Spruce, about two feet
in length, by mmtmg one-third with Soli ignum, leaving the
balance clear wood, this we suspended by a wire through the
centre, in the water about one foot from the bottom, imme-
diately over a pile of stones the remains of a sunken whart
(which is the place where our Wharf Shores are eaten off first)
for Thiree Monthe. On taking it up at the end of that time we
found some half-dozen small holes only a very short distance
in the clear part of the wood, which shows the liqwjd had pene-
trated through the whole piece and the worms had hardly
begun boring before coming in contdct with it.

Little Wear After a Year’s Use.

After nearly a year a road made of
leather waste treated with tar at
Handsworth, Birmingham, s h o w 8
yractically no signs of wear. Heavy
vheels make no ‘impresson on it, and
it is a comfortable material for horses
to tread on.

Waste leather which was shredded
until it virtually became a pulp, was
treated with bitumen and tar. It is
stated that hitherto no real use has
been found for leather waste. The
experimenters say that, by the com-
bination of leather with such sub-
stances a material is produced which
gives considerable wear, creates little
or no dust, and is resilient and silent.

A description of the new Red
Red Cross liner Stephano has been
received in the city. The vessel was
named by Mrs. A. W. Taylor, of Perth.
She has three steel decks, extending
fore amd aft, and a promenade deck
from foremast aft, 'Smcial facilities
have ‘- been provided for loading
through hatches and side cargo ports
by means of double derricks and
winches. The passenger accommoda-
tion is on two decks, and is arranged
for about 180 first class in cabins
de luxe, and in two berth-rooms and
60 second class. The dining room:
extend the full breadth of the ves-
sel. It is tastefully panelled in oak
and tapestry. and the roof is finish-
ed in ornamental Tynecastle canvas.
A spacious hall and music room oc-
cupy the fore part of the sheltered
deck house. These are lighted by
large rectangular windows and an
ornamental skylight. The machinery,
which has been constructed by
Messrs. David Rowan & Co., Glas-
gow, consists of triple expansion =n-
gines, with steam from four high
pressure boilers. The construction of
hull and machinery has been carried
out under the supervision of the
owners’ consulting engineers, Messrs.
G. S. Goodwin & Co., Liverpool.
