Erom the last issue of the N. Y.
Fishing Gazette, we learn that the
Booth Fisheries Co., are erecting a
$300,000 cold storage plant at Minne-
apolis. It is expected that a part of
the building will be ready by next
fall. The building will be construct-
ed of concrete and will be 138 by 100
feet, and eight or ten stories - high.
We would like to knqw what has be-
come of the Booth Cold Storage pro-
ject in Newfoundland, which the Mor-
rig Government boomed so much a
Year ago. Then again there was the
earlier move with Trefethen and
Lord, who were in so great a hurry
to start that one of them was most
importunate in his enquiries from
“Friend Morris” as to the meeting of
the Legislature. Assemblies Have
opened and closed since then and sev-
eral years have passed, but the pro-
Ject never materialized, but vanished
into thin air, as all the industrial
schemes, boosted by the Morris Gov-
ernment have done,

Rebert Bend's arrangement with
Greece for a reduetion in the phohi-
bitive duty on dried eed, we find the
follewing testimony in the same N, Y,
Fishing Gagzette, It is from Consul
A, B, Cooke, Patras, Greece, and re-
lates to the Censular distriet of Pa-
tras, some 14,000 mgquare miles in
areal—

“The result of this treaty was the
immediate appearance on the Greek
market of the dried Labrador cod or
stockfish.

“The cod is brought direct to this
market from the Labrador coasts or
from Newfundland in steamers or
sailing vessels by the cargo. In 1912
there were thus brought to the mar-
kets of this consular district at least
42,000 quintals (quintal—112 pounds)
of cod. The fish were delivered at
Greek ports at the price of $5.60 per
quintal. They were brought in by
local importers and disposed of to
the retail market. Prices have been
so favorable in this trade that the
consumer is able to buy his dried cod
at 7 to 8 cents per pound. He there-
fore has little inclination to pay 17
or 20 cents for domestic fresh fish.

“The total value of the importation
of cod for 1912, at wholesale import
prices for this district, according to
data furnished by importers, was
$234,780. As stated, the cod is
brought by the cargo, loose in the
ship’s hold.

“In addition to the trade in cod
there is also an appreciable trade car-
ried on in Labrador salmon. This ar-
ticle comes via Liverpool or New
York, shipped in tierces of 300 pounds
net. For prime large red fish the
price of this commodity ranged last
year (1912) from $26.75 to $28.25 per
tierce c. i. f. at Greek ports. This
market takes 300 to 400 tierces of
salmon annually, which is consumed
by the wealthier classes.”

A rather curious incident took
place at Halifax on Friday last during
the riot in connection with the tram-
car lock-out.

Nobody knows why he didn’t wait un-
til somebody had opened a hotel or a
saloon, where he could be received
with pomp and tendered a rising vote
of thanks, but when Columbus made
up his mind to discover anything hLe
went right out and hung the Spanish
flag on it.

f it had not been for Queen Isabella
of Spain, who pawned several of her
wedding presents in order to buy ships
for Columbus, America would -never
have been discovered up to the present
writing and the people of foreign lands
would still believe - that the earth
is constructed on the order of a gra-
phophone record.. The American in-
vasion would also have been post-
poned for several years with great un-
animity.

able, ever blessed, the, most perfect
day in all their lives. He then pledg-
ed the boys to total abstinence until
their twenty-first year, and the girls
to keep from walking the streets at
night until the same age, and both
boys and girls to say three Hail Marys
morning and night, in honér of the
purity of the Mother ‘of God.

The men’s mission closed Sunday at
7 pm. Every man in "St.- George's
and Sandy Point attended, no matter
how the weather, crossing by boat
from Sandy Point, at 5 o’clock in the
morning and at 10 o'clock at night;
coming by land from Flat Bay, from
Muddy Hole, from Barachois, the
crippled and partially crippled haul-
ed along the way in carts by their
neighbors, sights most admirable and
never to be forgotten in St. George’s.

The elfects of the men’s mission is
plainly to be seen in St. George'’s, a
congregation of men pledged to total
abstinence for twelve months, the
hasty oath, the rude jest, the foul
word, is unheard on the lips of any;
courtesy and hospitality, virtues for
which. our people were already re-
nowned, have increased an hundred
fold, and during the days of the mis-
sion, one’s house was not held to be
so much his own as his neighbor’s,
it was an example of that wide heart-
ed hospitality, sung by Longfellow.
Long may the spirit and the grace of
the mission sway the hearts of our
citizens.

The women’s mission began on the
first Sunday of May, and on Thurs-
day, the 7th inst., confirmation was
administered by His Lordship Bishop
Power, to two hundred and eighty-
eight children; after the figure of the
Babe of Bethlehem was borne on the
shoulders of four little boys, in pro-
cessional order around the church
grounds; the sodality, all the newly
confirmed and the tots not old enough
to receive that sacrament taking part.
The children were then dedicated to
the Infant Jesus and were blessed at
the altar rails; this was one of the
most pleasing and beautiful of the
day’s ceremonies.

0 Qaly Hope

Earl Grey Says This Principle Must
Be Applied in Labor,

London, May 12.—Several manufac-
turers interested in the question of
profit-sharing co-partnership attend-
ed a meeting in London to hear the
views of Sir William Lever, whose
fortune has been estimated at $2,000,-
000. His model town, Port Sunlight,
where the employees of his firm live
in the happiest conditions, is the
most successful co-operative estab-
lishment of the kind in England, prob-
ably in the world.

Sir William Lever said that the
most important point in considering
a co-partnership scheme was not to
fetter the management. The first re-
quisite was high-class managemeiit.
The policy of the business should be
free from any control of the rank and
file. His experience was that if this
was not guarded against the system
of co-operation might eventually
‘Pprove a source of gieat weakness in
business. Without long experienece,
he econtinued, the rank and file eould
not partake in the management, but
some, if they entered into the spirit of
eo-operation with a loyal manager,
atood to benefit immensely, and it
was only right that their loyal eo-
eperation should find a reward in

ness in which they were engaged, In
& scheme of that kind, however, there
must be no maudlin sentiment. No
faddist ideas must be allowed to gov-
ern the business.
